I beg leave to report that in pursu­

ance of the Commission to me direct­
ed by Your Excellèncy appointing me 
a Marine Court of Inquiry to inves­
tigate the circumstances connected 
with the loss of the steamship 
“Southern Cross’’ and to report there­
on, I have, with the assistance of 
two assessors, viz., Captain Edward 
English and Captain Robert Cave— 
inquired into the circumstances at­
tending the loss of the said ship, and 
I have to report as follows, namely:—

1. The Marine Court of Inquiry be- 
ga nits sittings on the 25th of August 
last, and thereafter sat on August 
28th, Sept. 1st, Sept, 21st, Sept. 28th, 
Oct. 7th, Nov. 13th, Nov. 18th and 
Nov. '28th.

2. The evidence of the following 
witnesses were taken and is herewith 
enclosed together with the “Finding 
of the Court,” for transmission at 
Your Excellency’s 'pleasure to the 
Board of Trade in England, namely:

I have appended to the evidence of 

these witnesses a deposition which I 
have .treated as evidence of Michael 
Myrick, who is the Fog Alarm Keep- 
e rates the Fog Alarm at Cape Freels, 
Cape Pine, taken at my order before 
L. J. Giovannetti, Esquire, a Stipend­
iary Magistrate at Trepassey. The 
deponent Myrick is in the employ of 
the Canadian Government, who op­
erate the Fog Alarm at Cape Freels, 
and, having no assistant, he could not 
be relieved of duty to come to /St. 
John’s without considerable expense 
and probably much Inconvenience to 
the service. I deemed it therefore, 
sufficiently satisfactory to have his 
evidence taken. before the Stipend­
iary Magistrate aforesaid.

3. The S.S. “Southern Cross” was 
a wooden Screw Ship of 537 Register­
ed Gross Tonnage and 325 tons nejt. 
She was built at Arendal, Norway, in 
1886. Her length was 145.5 feet width 
30.7 feet, depth 17.6 feet, her Horse 
Power was 90—She was registered at 
Glasgow in 1901 in the name of Mur­
ray and Crawford, for whose firm 
Baine Johnstone and Company of St. 
John’s, are Agents. Since the year 
1901 the ship has been engaged in the 
Seal Fishery of Newfoundland.

4. The “Southern Cross” cleared 
from St. John’s for Channel on the 
4th day of March last carrying a 
crew of 173 men all told. She left 
Channel on the 10th of March last to 
prosecute the Seal Fishery in the 
Gulf of St. Lawrence, and, having se­
cured a load of Seals, bore up for 
home, her port of discharge being 
Harbor Grace in Conception Bay. 
She was reported by the S.S. “Portia” 
one of the mail ships on the western 
route, Newfoundland, on the morning 
of the 31st of March between 11 and 
12 o’clock, at a point about three- 
quàrters of a mile or a mile westward 
of Cape Freela Rock. This rock, ac- 
cdrding to the sailing directions for 
the North American Coast is describ­
ed as “A dangerous patch of three 
fathoms, lies three miles W. one-half 
S. from Cape Pine Lighthouse, and is 
nearly two milês off shore, with ten 
to twelve fathoms in the channel he-’ 

■ tween.” From that time the “South­
ern Cross” has not been reported.

5. The wip,d çm th,e morning of the 
31st, was about S.E. or S,E. hy E. with 
thick snow- The wind increased, and 
at about 12.30 o’clock, being at its 
■height, blew a gale from the S.E. with 
increasing sea.

6. The. ship was we.il equipped with 
a full complement Of a crew for a 
sealing voyage. Hçr master was 
George Clarke, of Newfoundland. 1 
herewith enclose my Commission. Ï 
have the honor to be.

latter port she sailed on the 10th of 
March.

She bore up for home port (St. 
John’s or Hr. Grace) on about the 
26th day of March, having secured 
about 1§<000 seals which, according to 
the average weight of seals taken in 
the Gulf last spring, would be a load 
for her.

She was last seen off Cape Pine, 
somewhat South of it, and in the vic­
inity of Cape Freels Rock, on the 
morning of the 31st of March last, by 
the S.S. “Portia,” a mail steamer on 
the coast, and nothing has since been 
heard of her. At the time she was 
sighted by the S.S. “Portia,” she was 
in a dangerous position, the wind in­
creasing to a gale with heavy sea 
making and thick snow falling.

T$iere is no direct evidence as to 
the cause of her loss, but I am of 
opinion she foundered and went 
down with all hands in the heavy 
gale and snow storm on the 31st of 
March in the vicinity of Freels Rock 
which lies 2 miles off shore W. % S. 
from Cape Pine.

The Cent* nary of Peace
Just as we should be celebrating the 

completion of a century of peace be­
tween the two great English speaking 
peoples of the world the attention of 
everybody is centred on war. The 
Kaiser prides himself on his title of 
War Lord, and his men of leading af­
fect to despise peace-loving people. In 
their view war is -the fountain of all 
the virtues and peace the source of 
degeneracy. If the War Lord has 
failed to cripple France, crush Rus­
sia, walk over French’s contemptible 
little army, he has succeeded in ob­
scuring the Peace Centenary between 
Britain and the States. But for this 
war the eyes of the English speaking 
people throughout the world would 
now be chiefly centred on this land­
mark in the relations of these two na­
tions. The rest of the world would 
also have been interested on-lookers. 
But now Britons are too much taken 
up with the struggle against Ger­
mans. They know that it is a matter 
of life or death to the British nation,- 
and they have neither the time nor 
energy to give adequate attention to 
this Centenary celebration.

As for the United States, she is too 
busy holding the coats of the com­
batants and hoping for the time when 
her good offices for peace will be 
sought, to pay much attention herself 
to celebrating the signing of the 
Treaty of Ghent in December 1814. It 
it a strange irony of the times that 
the very occasion which two leading 
nations of the world set apart as an 
object lesson to the world for Peace 
should be the time selected by the 
War Lord of Europe for bringing about 
the greatest war history has known. 
It shows how little reliance can be 
placed on a Peace Movement so long 
as one nation is determined to wor­
ship War as its Chief God.

RISING IN PHILIPPINlft.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

LONDON, Dec. 27.
Assisted by light cruisers, destroy­

ers and submarines, seven British 
naval airmen, piloting sea-planes, 
made a daring' attack Christmas Day 
on the German naval base at Cux- 
haven, at the^ mouth of the Elbe. Six 
airmen returned safely, but the 
seventh, Commander Hewlett, it is 
feared, has been lost, as his machine 
was found off Helgoland, wrecked. 
What damage was done by the bombs 
thrown by the attacking party could 
not be ascertained, but a German re­
port of the affair says the raid was a 
fruitless enterprise of the British Na­
vy which, in attempting to dig out 
the German fleet, brought about a 
battle between the most modern war 
machines. The British squadron, in­
cluding the light cruisers Arethusa 
and Undaunted, which have been en­
gaged in previous exploits along the 
German coast, were attacked by Zep­
pelin sea-planes and submarines, but 
by rapid manoeuvring the ships were 
able to avoid the submarines, while 
the Zeppelins found the fire of the 
cruisers too dangerous for them to 
keep up the fight. German sea-planes 
dropped bombs which, according to, 
the British account, fell harmlessly 
into the sea.— The Germans, however, 
claim to have hit • two destroyers, 
their convoy later being set afire. The 
British ships remained in the vicin­
ity for three hours without being at­
tacked by any surface warships, and 
picked up three.of the seven pilots 
and their planes. Three others were 
picked up by the submarines, but 
their machines were sunk. Com­
mander Hewlett, it is thought, was 
drowned.

PREMIER’S THREE SONS ENLIST.
One of the great features tif the 

-present warfare has been the way in 
which every class of society has con­
tributed Its quota towards the de­
fence of the realm. The two sons of 
the Chancellor of the Exchequer, 
Lloyd George, are with the army, and 
now I find that the three sons of the 
Prefliier, Mr, Asquith, are with the 
forces. They are, in order of senior­
ity* Lieutenant Arthur Asquith, in 
the Royal Naval Reserve; Lieutenant 
Herbert Asquith, who on December 
3rd was gazetted in the Royal Naval 
Reserve Volunteers; and Lieutenant 
Cyril Asquith, whose selection has 
been the Queen’s Westminsters. Lieu­
tenant Arthur Asquith “made good” 
in the trenches at Antwerp when, af­
ter three days as a commissioned of­
ficer, he led his company vWth rare 
intelligence and courage. The men of 
his company swear they would follow 
him anywhere. Lieutenant Arthur 
Asquith Is now at Devonport, where 
he ig to be seen in shirt-sleeves 
strenuously drilling his men.

A cable to the Herald from Amster­
dam says telegrams received by the 
newspapers from Germany, give few 
details of the British aerial raid on 
Cuxhaven, but they ail describe the 
amazement and confusion produced 
by the sudden and unexpected blow 
administered by the British Navy, de­
spite thq fact that the official report, 
the only one available, stated that the 
British attempt was absolutely futile, 
and had no military or naval signifi­
cance. It is too easy to read between 
the lines that the British bombs were 
most destructive.

Rose Blanche, where the ship had to 
leave and take considerable freight 
but much delay in handling such was 
caused by stormy weather. After 
that gale succeeded gale, and contin­
ued almost up to the time port was 
reached. On Wednesday a regular 
hurricane raged at Burgeo and in 
consequence the Portia was held 
there for several hours.

THE HERRING FISHERY.
According to reports brought along 

by the Portia, the herring fishery at 
Bonne Bay will be the worst for’many 
years and with no prospects of an 
improvement A number of American 
and Canadian vessels are there await­
ing cargoes. One vessel from Buck- 
port, Maine, has been at Bonne Bay 
over six weeks now seeking a herring 
cargo, but without success. The con­
tinuous bad weather, preventing fish­
ermen from getting to their nets, has 
been a material drawback, though 
the fish were never known to be as 
small nor as scarce before at that 
noted herring centre, as they are this 
season.

FOUR VOLUNTEERS CAME.
There arrived by the Portia ànd 

are now staying at the Seamen's In­
stitute, four young men—3 from For­
tune and 1 from Hr. Breton—who 
have offered themselves as volun­
teers. Three of them will report on 
board H.M.S. Calypso and the other 
proposes to enlist with our second 
contingent of young soldiers.
GETTING READY FOR WINTER 

FISHING.
At the principal places on the S.W. 

coast banking schooners are being 
outfitted and fishermen generally are 
preparing for the winter fishery on 
the Western Banks, and operations 
there will commence shortly. When 
the Portia was coming east she 
brought five hundred barrels of fro­
zen herring and landed them at Rose 
Blanche, Burgeo and a couple of 
other places. There herring are to be 
used by the trawlers on the Western 
Banks.

PATIENTS ARRIVE.
Two women, who are very ill, ar­

rived by the Portia and were convey­
ed in the ambulance to the General 
Hospital, where they will undergo 
treatment for their ailments.

SEVERE WINTER.
Winter is being severely felt along 

the S.W. coast. At places the snow 
is down to a height of ten feet on ac­
count of the many storms there re­
cently; also the weather is intensely 
cold daily.

AT A STANDSTILL IN POLAND.
PETROGRAD, To-day.

The belated cold spell reported in 
Poland is expected to precipitate a de­
finite result in the German-Polish 
campaign which is now practically at 
a standstill. The weather factor, al­
ways important, has become para­
mount in this theatre of war, since the 
whole German invasion of Poland is 
predicted on the freezing of soft miry 
ground which impedes the transporta­
tion of heavy guns and favors Rus­
sian trench digging. The ground usu­
ally freezes by the middle off Septem­
ber. Thus thwarted by mild weath­
er, activities around Mlawa have 
reached a complete, lull and after an 
unsuccessful attempt to cross the 
Bzura River, the Germans are still 
resting on the left bank of the River 
near Serpaxew. They have in the 
meantime shifted their attack south­
ward toward the River Pilica near 
Rawa, where the ground is not mar­
shy. Austrian activity in the Kielce 
’region and along the Rivers Nida Don- 
aee and on both sides of the Upper 
Vistula continues. The New Year, it 
is expected, will usher in the long 
awaited definite clash between Rus­
sian and German armies, upon the re­
sult of which may hinge the outcome 
of the whole war.

The Rhine is a medium sized river 

which rises in the Alps and flows 
northward through two thousand 
years of history, song and story into 
the German ocean.

The Rhine is- produced in Switzer­
land and its mouth is owned by Hol­
land, but Germany has monopolized it 
for roman tit purposes-. It Is 800 
miles long, but if it was as long as 
the poems, which have been written 
about it, it would stick Into the North 
Sea several hundred miles and would 
be a serious menace to navigation.

The Rhine was prettily designed by 
nature but has been vastly improved 
by man. Originally it was a disorder­
ly stream which tumbled over a sixty 
foot shelf of rock at Schaffhausen, 
Switzerland, and then meandered tur- 
bulently through rocks and between 
wooded hills. But the industrious 
Germans Save built neat banks for it, 
have adorned it with picttiresque old 
towns, have, straightened its curves, 
dug' out its sandbars and pulled the 
rocks out of its bed. They have ter- 
have planted them in vineyards 
raced the hills which enclose it and 
Ttyey have struck grim old ruined 
castles on top of every peak and have 
installed restaurants at every mile 
post. Every moVe of -the Rhine is now 
a picture. It is the finest artificial 
river in the world.

The Rhine has watered history ever 
since the Roman legions laved their 
bunioned feet in it while chasing the 
Allemanni. A thousand battles have 
been found on its hanks and a 
thousand barons once lived on 
its wooded hills and dared the strang­
er to pass. But now it is a common 
carrier with an eight foot channel and 
there are so many barges on it that if 
the German government ever gets out 
of this war alive it will have to double 
track it. The Rhine has to lug 60,000,- 
000 tons of freight a year to and 
f: c m the sea, which is the biggest job 
performed by. arv river in the world.

The 
Lorelei who once lurked arojund a 
lonesome corner of the Rhine and 
lured travelers onto the rocks went 
out of business hundreds of years 
ago, but the resourceful souvenir sel­
ler has taken her place and does not 
let so many travellers escape.

The Rhine flows by Strassburg, Co­
logne, Ehrenbreitestein and many 
Other famous places. It once flowed 
by France, which is regrettable, be­
cause if it had never done so French 
soldiers would not be dying en masse 
to-day in their efforts to get back 
Alsace and Lorraine. The great trou­
ble with the Rhine has always been 
the fact that too many nations have 
wanted to use it for a boundary line..

Scarborough, Dec. 19.—The author­
ities, especially those concerned with 
the coast defence, are investigating 
some strange coincidences ip connec­
tion with the German raid. All the 
facts point to intimate knowledge of 
the localities on the part of the com­
manders of the German warships.

It may be said that it is easy to 
gain exact acquaintance with the' 
position of a railway station, for in­
stance, by the use of an ordinary 
map or the ordinary plan of a town, 
but the German gunners went further 
than that. They directed their fire 
at houses, hotels, and other buildings 
where until recently some of the 
Yorkshire Dragoons, Yeomanry and 
Territorials were quartered for train­
ing purposes. In only one case did 
these premises escape injury.
, It is said that the same remark­
able knowledge of the training quar­
ters and officers’ quarters was shown 
at Whitby and Hartlepool.

The principal question the people 
ask is how the Germans knew there 
would be no British war vessels in 
Scarborough on Wednesday.

At Hartlepool the Germans met the 
Patrol and the Doon, both inferior 
ships to meet attack by battle cruis-. 
ers. There was no British craft in 
Scarborough until this afternoon.

These are perturbing facts, which 
have quickened interest in the spy 
question all along the Yorkshire 
coast, and serious action is spoken 
of if steps are not taken to clear 
everyone of German birth, antece­
dents or interests away from the 
coast for a distance of at least twenty 
miles.

Nothing has been seen of the man 
who, it is admitted by the Admiralty 
was seen signalling on Wednesday, 
from Scarborough Cliff, although 
search for him is still in progress.

Like all towns on this coast, Scar­
borough was swarming with German 
and Austrian waiters. The locality 
Is one with which the Germans are 
intimately acquainted, and the fact 
that their wireless news announces 
the destruction of the water -works is 
significant.

The terms of rejoicing with which 
they have announced the results of 
the attack, the killing of so many 
persons, and the damage to property, 
has put the whole of Yorkshire in a 
cold race, which will not be without

TOTAL «71.

London, Dec. 1!>.—The number of 
victims killed and wounded by the 
German raid on the East Coast has 
risen to 671.

The additions are made at Hartle­
pool, where there were several deaths 
from wounds, and where many more 
people reported injuries.

The total is made up of 122 killed, 
175 severely wounded and 37$ slightly 
wounded. ,

Of the 122 killed qnly six were com­
batants, and at least fifty-seven were 
women and children.

ON WHICH THE KING WENT TO 
FRANCE.

New York, Dec. 19.—The New York 
American publishes the following de­
spatch from London, to-day:

Although the facts have not been 
made public, it is known in certain 
official circles that King George nar­
rowly escaped disaster from a Ger­
man torpedo on his journey " across 
the English Channel to the front re­
cently.

The trip was made at night so as to 
minimise the risk of attacks from 
German submarines, but in spite of 
all precautions an attack was made. 
It was a comparatively clear moon­
light night, and the French coast was 
already in sight when a torpedo bôat 
destroyer accompanying the King’s 
vessel signalled that à hostile sub­
marine was near.

The lights on both ships were ex­
tinguished and that bearing the King 
took up a zig-zag course, in order to 
make it a difficult target, while the 
destroyer, aided by other convoy 
ships, began a chase of the submarine.

Two torpedoes were fired fay the 
German craft, which is believed to 
have been the famous U-9 which sank

As most of us know, Mr. Hicks has 
taught school in this town for about 
eight years, and it is to him that the 
majority of us owe the advancement 
which we have made.

We are all aware of the call which 
Mr. Hicks has answered, and there is 
one or two of the pupils present who 
I know would like to find themselves 
some day fighting side by side with 
him, but as we are all too young to 
share his fortunes and misfortunes 
he can at least take with him some 
small token of the respect which we 
desire to show him.

I therefore call on Miss Marion 
Simmons to present to Mr. Hicks this 
small token of our sincere good wish­
es, which we hope will serve as a 
comfort to him in the trials and dan­
gers which he must necessarily un­
dergo before he can again return to 
his Island home and to his pupils of 
Grand Falls, who wish him a hearty 
God-speed.

Mr. Hicks replied as follows, very 
eloquently, although so wholly taken 
by surprise:
Mr. Balleny, Boys, and Girls :

It is not often I find myself at a 
loss to give expression to my 
thoughts, but this evening I must 
confess the wind has been complete­
ly taken out of my sails, to use a 
sailor’s term. This pleasant surprise 
has been sprung on me so suddenly 
that I feel embarrassed to say the 
least.

For eight years I have worked with 
you, feeling assured that I had your 
good-will, esteem and co-operation, 
but to-day seems to demonstrate and 
conclusively prove it. As I look back 
over the few short years spent with 
you, your kind and noble-hearted ac­
tion, planned with such cool delibera­
tion and carried out so successfully 
this evening, serves, not only to ob­
literate the mistakes we have made, 
but to crown this short period of 
years with peace, good-will and un­
dying friendship. The sentiments 
expressed by your worthy representa­
tive, I take it are indicative of you 
all, and your hearty good wishes will 
certainly serve to stimulate me at the 
unique period in my life.

I have volunteered because I rea­
lize fully that it is my bounden duty 
to do so. Every British subject who 
can do bis part in this grave crisis 
should do so, and I feel this is my 
part. I trust I may be given courage 
to perform my duty under all circum­
stances.

I sincerely hope the work of the 
school will not be disarranged on ac­
count of my leaving, and I know you 
will do your best to make a record 
year for the school.

I can only sincerely thank you one 
and all for your very appropriate and 
valuable presents, and I assure you 
that your gifts will be cherished and 
associated with pleasant memories 
of friendship created at this school.

1 shall not say good-bye, but on 
Tuesday evening, we shall meet at 
the Staff House when we shall have 
an afternoon tea together and say 
farewell, but I hope not forever. I 
thank you.
