Sir Lauder Brunton, a distinguish­
ed medical man, writes on “Alcohol ; 
what it does to us, and what we ought 
to do with it” in the Nineteenth Cen­
tury (July). ,,

“My friend, the late William Black, 
the novelist, once told me that a sin­
gle glass of sherry was enough to 
take the fine edge off his intellect. Un­
der its influence he seemed to him­
self to write more fluently, quickly, 
and eloquently than usual, but the 
manuscript he then produced would 
not stand criticism next morning.

“This effect of alcohol in making a 
person feel better, cleverer, and 
stronger than he is in reality, is one 
of the pleasures which alcohol af­
fords, and is an inducement to its use. 
It also lessens the weight of care due 
to external circumstances. This, I 
think, was Very' well: put by a very 
able and àdmiràble man whose pro­
fessional work entailed a great deal 
of correspondence.

“One night, when dining with a 
friend after a long and exhausting 
day, he partook freely of champagne 
an^ at the same time lamented the 
piles' of letters which were lying un­
answered upon his table. His friend 
said to him ‘This champagne will not 
help ÿou -to answer letters.’ 'No,’ said, 
he, ‘but it will make me feel that I 
do not care a damn whether they a're 
answered or not.’

“When 1 began, to write this anec­
dote I felt inclined to leave out the. 
oath, because it is .quite unnecessary-, 
but on second thoughts I decided to 
leave it, because its employment 
shows that the narcotic action Of the 
alcohol was already reaching the fur­
ther stage when the subject of it was 
not only ceasing to regard the dictates 
of his own conscience, but was becom­
ing careless of the opinion q£ thosi 
ground him. When this state is fully 
developed, a man undfer the influerfèe 
of alcohol will do and say things 
which In his sobter moments he would 
condemn With contempt and disgust.

Berlin official report this evening 
says that Von MacKenzen has re­
sumed the offensive and has reached 
the Lublin Cholm railway about mid­
way between these two cities. South­
east of this, as far as the Bug River, 
,the Russian front has been shaken. 
The success of Von MacKenzen in- 
getting across this railway after hav­
ing been virtually stopped by Rus­
sian counter-attacks, denies at least 
the line of retreat of «the Russians 
who might still be between him and 
Warsaw, and also places the Germans 
In a position to move against the Bug 
River front, should this "be decided 
upon. British military critics, how­
ever, refuse to believe that Grand 
Duke Nicholas has not provided for 
all contingencies, or that he was not 
pretty sure of the safety of his troops 
before indicating to the world he had 
decided to take up a new line. The 
Berlin official statement says that the 
Germans have crossed the Vistula 
southeast of Warsaw, between Pilica 
and Kozienic, which leads military 
writers to believe that the Russians, 
have already fallen back in this re­
gion, and that perhaps even the fort­
ress of Ivangorod has been left to its, 
fate. There-is no news of the situa­
tion on the Narew River, or General 
Won Buelow’s wide outflanking move­
ment in Kovno province. However, 
the opinion expressed here is that as 
the German plans con temp late.a se­
ries of attacks, rather than a simul­
taneous one, it is likekly, they are 
waiting for Field Marshal Von Mac­
Kenzen to take some previously ar­
ranged positions before they resume 
the attacks. According, to a despatch 
received here the country around 
Warsaw has been put to the torch, 
and the city itself denuded of every­
thing that might be of use to the in­
vaders. It may be some days before 
the Teutons occupy the Polish Cap­
ital, as the Russians are fighting 
more than a rearguard action and are 
still delivering heavy blows on their 
opponents, and gaining local success­
es, particularly on the Narew, south­
east of Cholm, where they are oppos­
ing the efforts of the Austrians to get 
across the Bug River. Military crit­
ics say these local successes will not 
offset the plans of the Russians fall­
ing back on a shorter and stronger

their country’s need. These would be 
quite willing to forgo the reception 
of the actual medal if they could have 
the riband at once. It is not to be 
forgotten, however, that a large dis­
tribution of medals was made by the 
late King Edward in person at Buck­
ingham Palace a twelve month before 
the end of the South African War, 
thus showing that there is no need 
for a struggle to be closed before 
such battle-honors are personally 
awarded.

MISS ASQUITH’S ENGAGEMENT.
Domestic events always appeal in 

a special degree to the British pub­
lic, and No. 10, Downing Street, the 
official residence of the Premier, has 
been kept, busy during the last, day 
or two by the receipt of almost in­
numerable letters and telegrams from 
private friends and public bodies to 
Violet Asquith, the Prime Minister’s 
elder daughter, on her engagement to 
Bonham-Carter, her father’s princi­
pal private secretary. Parliamentary 
interest attaches -to the event, as the 
Bonham-Carter family has had an as­
sociation with the House of Commons 
for several decades. Bonham-Carter’s 
grandfather was member for Ports­
mouth from 1816 to 1838, his uncle 
represented Winchester from 1847 to 
1874, and during his latesi years at 
Westminster was Chairman of Com­
mittees, while another uncle was for 
many years referee Of private bills 
in the House of Commons, and was 
long associated with the late Sir Reg­
inald Palgrave, then Clerk of the 
House, in editing “May's Parliamen­
tary Practice.”

MUNITIONS, REGISTRATION, AND 
WAR LOAN.

The three topics mentioned in this 
heading have been the outstanding 
features of all discussions, private, 
press, and parliamentary, during the 
past week. Cabled information will 
have reached your readers about all 
these matters, but a few passing re­
ferences may not be out of place here. 
The British army's need of more 
guns, shells, and explosives has been 
debated from every point of view, and 
it is clear that until now these things 
have been in short supply. A hust­
ling movement is now on foot, how­
ever, which should soon put this mat­
ter right. A national call has been 
issued to all skilled workmen asking 
them to, as it were, enlist in the fac­
tory line so that they can supply the 
needs of the men in the fighting line. 
During the past week nearly a hun­
dred thousand names of skilled work­
men have been handed in and they will 
hold themselves in readiness to be 
sent to any part of the country to en­
gage in the production of the above 
mentioned articles, receiving highest 
trade union wages, railway fares and 
lodging allowances. They will be 
given a distinguishing badge and, 
further, any men already engaged in 
munition work will, of course, not be 
enlisted in this new industrial force. 
»'i I i h— — —

Coming on top of this has been the 
arrangement for a national registra­
tion of all males and females between 
the ages of 15 and 65. The purpose 
of this special census is not clear. 
The Government declares that it has 
not any intention of inducing military 
service on top of this and urges that 
it simply desires to know where the 
country stands for supplies of help of 
any sort. Besides the other informa­
tion required to be filled in there will 
T>e a place where the person is ap­
pealed to to state what help to the 
country, industrial or otherwise, he 
or she can give. A small knot of 
members in the House of Commons 
have been trying to obstruct the 
passing of this Bill styling it an un­
warrantable interference with the 
liberty of the individual. These peo­
ple are, however, a very small and 
mainly discredited class. Finally the 
war loan has been the other big topic. 
The lists have just closed. The total 
amount subscribed is not yet known 
but somewhere about six hundred 
million pounds (say, three thousand 
million dollars) is • estimated as a 
likely figure. Three banks alone have 
subscribed sixty million pounds (say 
three hundred million dollars.) From 
these great figures subscriptions tail 
down to amounts of five shillings 
each, say $1.25.

I ASSISTING DISABLED SOLDIERS.
The Post Office is the first Govern­

ment Department to deal in a practi­
cal manner with what threatens to be 
the pressing problem of providing 
employment for disabled soldiers. As 
a consequence, the Postmaster- 
General’s announcement to that ef­
fect, included in his general state­
ment to the House of Commons on 
July 6th, respecting the arrangements 
to release for the army men from the 
Post Office was received very cor­
dially. In regard to the Postmaster- 
General’s promise that, unless the 
circumstances of a district are excep­
tional, permission to enlist will not 
be refused to any sorter, postman, or 
laborer, and that every effort will be 
made to release clerks, it seems rea­
sonable to assume that other Govern­
ment Departments not directly assor 
ciated with the services or war sup­
plies will follow the example. In 
some of these, which are of a purely 
routine kind, every discouragement 
has been placed in the way of recruit­
ing—a remark which can be applied 
to certain other public concerns here 
which make a great profession of pa­
triotic endeavor. 1 Some of those who 
denounce every young man they see 
out of uniform as a “shirker” or a 
‘slacker” might be inclined to modify 
their denunciations, or, at the least, 
to address them to the proper quar­
ter, if they were fully aware of these 
facts.

get them to keep their shoulders lev­
el; one shoulder is always higher 
than the other, possibly because of 
work with the plough.” He had been 
much impressed by the extraordinary 
relationship that had grown up 
trench life. Officers and men had come 
very close together in places where 
life and death Were matters of inch 
es. The new drafts especially looked 
to the experienced officers in an al 
most filial way. The soldiers distin 
guished, too, between the old profes­
sional officers and the new ones. His 
own regiment had been almost strip 
ped of the original staff of officers, 
but when he and others who had 
been wounded rejoined he found that 
they were spoken of by the men 
“the soldier officers.”

THE ANNIVERSARY OF WAR.
Steps are being taken, with the ap­

proval of the Government, to mark 
the anniversary of our entrance into 
the war—August 4—by the holding of 
a series of patriotic meetings all over 
the country. The idea is further to 
arouse the sense of the nation to the 
importance of the issues at stake in 
the war and stimulate the determina­
tion of the British people to render 
the fullest possible help in bringing 
the struggle to a speedy and victori­
ous conclusion.

WAR DECORATIONS.
Though the medal for naval or mil­

itary active service may not be ready 
until after the war has closed, there 
seems no reason why all recognition 
of such should thus be indefinitely 
postponed. It is accordingly strongly 
believed in various service circles 
that the war riband, to which the 
medal may ultimately be attached 
will very soon—and perhaps, as early 
as July—be authorized to be worn by 
at least those who were at the front 
before December 31 of last year. 
Such a procedure would give decided, 
satisfaction to very many of the men

On the authority of a Russian offi­
cial despatch, which now reaches us 
by way of France, we know that it 
was a British submarine which sank 
a German battleship off Danzig. This 
news was known all over the contin 
ent five days before it was allowed 
to be published here owing to the 
mysterious workings of the war bur­
eau press censorship. Probably few 
people have grasped the fact, that 
there is a British submarine in the 
Baltic. We may now recall that the 
submarine which sank the German 
armoured cruiser Friedrich Karl was 
also said to be British. The Russian 
flotilla is big enough and efficient 
enough to perform the feat for itself, 
and if the two big German ships have 
fallen victims to the British it must 
be set down to our luck rather than 
to any superiority of skill. If any­
one is impressed by the skill, small 

it is, of the German submarines 
against our merchantmen, they may 
fairly be asked to set against it the 
deeds of the British underwater craft 
They have torpedoed two German 
warships in the Bight of Heligoland, 
and a Turkish battleship, several 
gunboats, transport and store ships 
at the Dardanelles, where they had to 
travel under mine-fields and to sup­
port themselves in enemy waters — 
for three weeks in one case,—and 
they have penetrated into the Baltic 
and taken toll of the enemy there. 
Against a harbor-keeping fleet their 
successes have been extraordinary, 
and the Germans are probably at no 
loss to realize what they will do if 
they are ever unwise enough to pre­
sent our submarines with a target, 
for our men have been in the bust 
ness quite as long as theirs and we 
have at least twice the number of 
boats.

THE BEST SOLDIER-
From an officer of a 

egiment who has been out in France 
since the beginning of the war and is 
now able to speak without prejudice, 
as he has received a staff appoint 
ment, I heard some interesting views 
about the character of the different 
varieties of soldiers in the test of 
war. In his opinion the most useful 
soldier in modern trench fighting was 
un questionably a miner. He had had 
many miners in his regiment, and he 
preferred them because they were 
strong in the back and used to dan 
gers and explosions, and could en­
dure cramped positions in the trench­
es. Their ears were very quick, and 
they were curious about sounds and 
their intelligence was excellent. They 
put two and two together much 
quicker than any other class of his 
men. I asked him how he managed 
to straighten out his miners to be a 
credit to his famous regiment. He 
replied that they were not very suc­
cessful at that, and that the drafts of 
miners who had joined after the war 
began were older men and too far set 
to be made into show soldiers. “But,” 
he added, “the Germans probably did 
not notice’ the difference. Any way, 
they were better than the ploughmen, 

i for no ploughman over thirty can

SAVED BY A “JACK JOHNSON.”
A remarkable story of a German 

“Jack Johnson” saving a British sol­
dier’s life was given to me by an 
officer in a nursing home here. He 
said that one day a “Jack Johnson 
exploded in the no-man’s-land be­
tween the trenches, and suddenly a 
Highland soldier, or rather the spec­
tre of a Highland soldier, arose and 
reeled towards the British lines and 
fell over the parapet into the trench 
where my friend was. Everyone was 
much astonished, for the man’s regi­
ment had not been in that part to the 
knowledge of the occupants of the 
trench. The man had his arm shat­
tered and was in a terrible condition. 
Later it was discovered from what he 
said that he had been wounded and 
stunned by a shell five days before, 
and that he had lain unconscious all 
that time till the explosion of the 
"Jack Johnson” brought him back to 
consciousness, and by some miracle 
he had taken the right direction and 
reached a British trench. He did not 
die, and thus his life was really saved 
by the “Jack Johnson.”

THE LONDON STORES’ SALES IN 
WAR TIME.

Half the big shops in London held 
their summer sales on Jun^ 29th, but 
they were very unevenly patronized. 
While in some centres business Is al­
most as lively as last year, in others 
there is a dead calm. The economi­
cal woman is buying woollen stuffs, 
especially navy serges and covert 
coatings, which will be very scarce 
and expensive later in the year, ready 
made tailor costumes, and gloves. Of 
these our stock is running short, and 
we depended almost entirely on the 
Continent for gloves. People are 
buying cotton stuffs, and the cotton 
frocks which are prettier and cheap­
er than evef, but the shops say that 
all through the season they have 
done a quite normal trade in cotton 
things. They are hoping that the 
sales will not fall far below last 
year’s but they say they are missing 
the holiday purchaser. Many people 
are not going away for holidays this 
year, and those who do go are cut­
ting down expenses, remembering 
how they returned from last holidays 
to find everyone afraid that business 
would be at a standstill. It was their 
last quite care-free expenditure. The 
war has not greatly affected the ap­
pearance of the counters, though it 
seems extremely odd to find among 
the bargains Zeppelin respirators 
marked at “sale price.”
