Thé Week’s War.

As was predicted in the aracle un-
der the above heading last Monday,
the past week has been prolmc of
events and a fit termination to the
operations being carried on was the
complete surrendér of Turkey, which
country on Thursday, October 31st, by
her representatives, signed the armis-
tice agreement transferring all her
possessions in European Asia to the
Allies, subject to the terms ' which
will' hereafter be imposed upon all
countries capitulating by agreement.

With Bulgaria and Turkey out of
the fight, and the collapse of "Austria
imminent, if not already brought
about by revolution, the Hohenzollern
will be left entirely alone to fight &
losing battle. No word has been re-
ceived from the German Government
since President Wilson’s final note
was submitted through the diploma-
tic agency. of Switzerland, but Ger-
man press comment breathes defiance,
and refusal to “(with or without al-
lies) submit to the terms offered, or
to "allow their country to be aandled
as’ Bulgaria was handled.” Whether
or not Germany humbles herself to
accept the offer made to her by the
United States, makes but little differ-
ence to her ultimate fate. The Ger-
man vision of a compromise peace
has been dissipated, and the punish-
ment which her military rulers have
brought upon her is about to be in-
flicted. Inexorably and determinedly
the Allies are drawing a cordon of
steel around the German armies in
France and Belgium, and slowly but
surely expelling the unspeakable Hun
from his places of occupatidn. Whil2
armistice disctxssions have been pro-
ceeding, and' exchanges of ‘peace
notes taking place, Foch the inflexible
has been steadily pushing all his ad-
vantages, and on the Western and
Italians fronts has been pursuing his
strategical purpose to such good ef-
fect that he has pushed the Germans
out of Western Belgium and to the
Dutch border. Also they have been
forced out of the greater part of
Northern France, which for the past
four years has been held by their ar-
mies. South they are out of St. Mi-
hiel and are now being driven north
ef Verdun, and along both sides of
the river Meuse. Their presence has

“been removed from a large part of
the beautiful and fertile province of
Champagne, and north of the Aisne
they are being harragsed and harrfed
by the Allies, who are surrounding
and hemming them in on all sides.
Eventually they will be cooped up in
a corner of Belgium, away from their
defences on the Upper Rhine in Al-
sace. In the event of their crossing
the Meuse anywhere between Mezieres
and Namur, the forest of Ardennes
would cut them off from available
communication. South of Mezieres
the Americans hold the German lines
0f communication under their fire,
and in consequence there can be no
retreat by thid avenue. A retirement
north of Namtr will probably be a
forced one, and should this happen
‘the enemy will have to make his way
out of Belgium, if possible, through
the narrow neck between Liege and
the Dutch frontier. Valenciefines has
not yet been wholly occupied, though
the British surround that town, and

'the Germans are still desperately

holding to it, their object being to
gain time for a withdrawal of their
forces now in the Lys-Scheldt Valley,
while in order to maintain their oth-
er lines of retreat they are stubbprn-
ly fighting to hold the ground be-
tween the Serre and Oise rivers, in
an effort to protect-themselves from
being overpowered in Champagne
and to the southeast. No time is be-
ing given them to rest or recuperate.
The Allies hang on doggedly and
everywhere press them heavily, daily
gaining more ground and taking pris-
oners and material. “We might ex-
pect, especially should disaffection
and discontent spread among the
German soldiers, as rapidly as it is
spreading, or reported to be spreading
in Germany, that any day the resist-
ance of their armies will be broken
and retreat merged into a disorderly
rout.

The trouble in Austria, if the text
of the cabled dispatches be accepted
as a genuine statement, appears to
be increasing, but there is so much of
the Mephistophelian character in both
the German and Austrian make-up,
that the news may be inspired with
a purpose. The phrase German-Aus-
trian Government is not a happy one,
and unintentionally gives away the
game. In all the actions of both
Governments the “cloven hoof” has
been easily discernible, and insincer-
ity has been stamped over all theair
peace offers, but with the High Coun-
cil of the Allies now in session to de-
fine and declare the terms on which
they will grant the Central Powers
an armistice, no fear need be appre-
hended that such terms will be easy
of acceptance. Nevertheless the mo-
ment is  eritical. Notwithstanding
the withdrawal of Turkey as a bel-
ligerent, and the momentary defection
of Austria from Germany, the latter
country is by no means to be de-
spised as a military factor, and pre-
sents as yet a problem of great dif-
ficulty, the solution of which may not
be reached for a considerable period.

Late official = despatches, received
last night, announce that Austria has
agreed to and signed the armistice
terms presented to her by the Allies.
By this collapse of her chief ally Ger-
many is left alone to continue *he war
or surrender at the Allies pleasure.
The capture ef Valenciennes by the
British, must necessarily compel th2
German commander in that section to
withdraw his forces or run the risk of
having them surrounded and captur-
ed. In either case the Germans ar:
not in a happy position, and later
news may contain the pleasing intelli-
gance that, a wholesale capitulation
of the German Army has been made,
as it is obvious that with Valenciennes
taken, the German, should he atterapt
a retreat, will be badly mauled by the
British forces in that vicinity.

Of late, however, he said, the
rumour had become so persistent ard
so many inquiries had becen directed
to him about the matter that he had
deemed it expedient to take measures
to have an investigation made through
the Militia Department in order that
he might be able to give an authorita-
tive denisl to the absurd report. He
intimated that inquiries were then be-
ing prosecuted through official chan-
nels, and that as soon as they were
concluded he would communicate to
them the resuit,

Accordingly, at His Grace's reques:
the gentlemen interested again called
at the Palace yesterday. His Grace
informed them that he was then in a
position to state that the investigation
conducted through the Militia Depar:-
ment here and the Pay and Record
Office in London had elicited a staio-
ment from the Army Chaplains Daz-
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partment that Father Nangle was on

His
Grace requested the deputation to take
steps to give the widest possible pub-
licity to this official denial. He went

The Archbishop assured the deputa-
tion that he deeply deplored the neces-
sity which compelled him to wmake
public reference to this matter, g0
painful .to all concerned; but in jus-
tice to Father Nangle, a worthy Priast
who had been so devoted to the inter-
ests of our Newfoundland soldier oors,
and in justice to his friends, he felt it
incumbent upon him to issue this une-
quivocal and categorical contradiction
of the report.

CAPTURES BY ALLIES.

PARIS, Nov. &.
(Havas)—Sinc¢e the great offensive
began on the western front of July 15

The ‘Jigger Flea.’

In. the capture of the Kaiser’s pos-
sessions in East Africa, General
Smuts’ army faced pests worse than

those provided by the Huns. This
special pest is a small insect known
as the “jigger flea.”

They are black and crablike, says
a writer in the Wide World, being lit-
tle more than the size of an ordinary
pin’t point. They “dig in” and take
up their abode between the dermis
and epidermis, and immediately com-
mence to breed. All one notices is a
jump sort of feeling in the affected
part, and later a slight inflammation
is seen. This is the time to operate.
We learned the correct method of op-
eration from the natives, and were in-
variably successful in removing the
flea and its ¢ggs without mishap. To
effect this neatly one must split the
skin in a cross with the inflamed
spot as centre, then lift the flaps like
the back of an ungummed envelope,
when the microbe with its thousands
€ggs is open to view. It is then quite
easy to remove both, but care must
be taken that the bag in which the
eggs are contained is not broken, for
should there be any left they would
speedily fructify and travel through
the system. One fellow had over 6ne
hundred extracted from his feet;
while others had to have feét, toes,
and fingers amputated through them.
