less than a strangle-hold on trade
and export—is due the food shortage
in Europe. True, Eurcpeans could
purchase from the United Statés:
this is becoming more and more dis-
tasteful on account of soaring prices
and the unfavorable rate of exchange.
Formerly a quarter of the world’s
supply of exportable wheat came
from Russia. To-day it has to remain
within the far-flung borders of  the
Soviet Republic. In view of the prese
ent high price of sugar, it should ine
‘terest people to know that stored in
the Ukraine are four hundred million
(400,000,000) pounds of that neces-
sary article of food, according to the
New York Times. In addition, twenty
million bushels of wheat, large quane
tities of hides (the shortage of which
causes the high price of footwear),
and other materials are stored there
and await exzort. It may be the
alarming activity of the Soviet pro-
pagandists in Indla or it may be
purely the FRuropean food shortage
that has persuaded Lloyd George to
take this step. This much is unde-
niable: the ralsing of the blockade
will go a long distance toward the
reduction of the cost of living,

It reads: “When Greeks
Joined Greeks, then was the tug of
war.”

Similarly Milton’s “fresh woods and
pastures new” is invariably rendered
“fresh fields and pastures new";
while another pitfall for the unwary
is to be found in the well-known lines
of Kingsley, beginning “Be good,
sweet maid.” Nine people out of ten,
it challenged with them, would re-
peat:—

Be good, sweet maid, and let who will
be clever;

Whereas what the poet actually wrote

The Board have gone fully into tha
matter of sugar, and are keeping in
closest touch with almost every
transaction in that commodity. Bup-
plies for these two months have not
been very heavy, but the fact that
there have been very few opportuni=
ties to ship to the outports has made
the position easier. The Board have
been considering the prices, and find
that there have been some shipments
which had come in at high prices
which accounts for the fact that last
week sugar sold in some stores for
25 cents a pound.

The retail price of sugar in most
of the stores of Water Street and
Duckworth Street to-day is 22 cents,
and in some it is even less. This
does not represent an unjust profit.
The public can be assured that prices
are being watched, and they are ask-
ed not to be persuaded of a coming
shortage, and so become panicky, and
lay in large stocks of sugar. Let
everyone confine himself to present
needs, which will then give no ex-
cuse to a retailer to protect his sup-
ply by suddenly raising his prices.
As far as the Board’s information
goes there is every indication that
next month will see sugar lower in
price, and full supplies are assured
unless transportation difficulties arise.

BREAD.

The Board were occupied all one
session in taking evidence relative to
the recent increase of bread. Vari-
ous makers of bread appeared and
were examined upon oath, as to the
ingredients, their cost, and the profit
made, and figures were given in jus-
tification of the increase. The Board
are of the opinion that the law which
was passed in 1916 relating to _jhe
standardization of loaves of bread,
under which they are to be of one,
two, three or four poundf respective-
ly, and the weight is to be shown in
plain figures on each loaf, should be
put in force again,

The Cavell Memorial.

(Halifax Chronicle.)

The Edith Cavell monument, in
London, is now nearly ready for un-
veiling. The standing figure, in the
simple dress of a hospital nurse, will
at once attract the eye, but it is itself
dominated by the impression of a
great cross that rises high in the air
behind. The “Mother of Humanity,”
seated on a great crossbeam of stone,
with a hand upraised to bless or pro-
tect the child safe and happy on her
sheltering arm, embodies the helpful
pity that was the ruling passion of
Edith Cavell’s life, and the engraved
letters round the monument complete
the tragic heroism of her story.

“For King and Country,” “Faithful
unto Death,” “Sacrifice,” “Devotion,”
“Fortitude”—these words explain the
motives that prompted Nurse Cavell
to run risks of which she was as fully
aware as any of her friends in taking
up the work that had an ending <o
suddenly brutal and tragic. The monu-
ment near St. Martin’s Church is des-
cribed as impressive by its dignified
simplicity of design, and teaches a
lesson that future generations will do
well to bear in mind.

What is a
Commonwealih?

The dictionary defines a
Commonwealth as being (1)
The body of people constituting
a state or politically organized
community: a body politic;
hence a state: especially one
constituted by a number of per-
sons united by compact or tacit
agreement under one form of
Government or system of laws;
(2) The English state as organ-

‘ized upon the death of King

Charles I., 1649, which existed
under Oliver Cromwell and his
son Richard, ending with the
abdication of the latter in 1659,
or by some historians regarded
as ending with the establish-
ment of the Protectorate in
1653. The individual states in
the American Union are official-
ly styled commonwealth. Nei-
ther of the definitions here
given, however, apply to the
Commonwealth of the British
Peoples, which embraces a wid-
er and more comprehensive
meaning. The phrase was coin-
ed during the late war by Gen-
eral Smuts, the great South
African leader, and immediately
became popular, finding - imme-

_diate acceptance, and has now

come into general use. During
his tour of Canada the Prince of
Wales made constant use of the
phrase, preferring it to the
older term Empire.
L ® %
“Empire,” says a contempor-
ary, “no longer expresses the
British ideal, if indeed it ever
did. An Empire is something
founded on force and dependent
upon authority. It implies per-
sonal command and individual
government, which was never
the case with the British peo-
ples and their widely scattered
territories, those - territories
with few exceptions, not being
acquired by military  conquest,
but by peaceful occtupation, and
developed by industry and the
natural growth of population.
British people and those akin

x %

to, or in sympathy with them
and their institutions, simply
entered into the possession of
practically unoecupied - world
spaces, and established them-
gelves therein umder the laws
and institutions of their Home-
land. In other ‘words they
founded colonies.” From these
colonies have sprung dominions,
and the dominions together, ac-
knowledging one throne, have
developed into that for ‘which
General Smuts selected the title
Commonwealth to designate the
entire British nation through-
out the world, because after all
is said, there is but one British
nation, however widely scatter-
ed, and it is an actual and indis-
i putable fact that the British in
their territorial possessions

around and upon the world are
-practically and emphatically
!a Commonwealth, having un-
!mistakably shown themselves to
' be a unit for their common de-
fence and mutual weal. This
does not “of . necessity connote
anything political. A ship’s
company at sea is a common-
wealtk. Every city, town and
village is a commonwealth. So
is every democratic nation.
But commonwealth is a term
peculiarly appropriate to the
British congeries of countries,
because they are bound together
almost exeélusively for ‘the com-
mon weal.’” The political ties
nominally‘connecting them have
been practically cast aside and
they are now ‘only united by
those ties ‘light as air though
strong as steel,” which senti-
ment alone can weave. These
ties are the common British
weal: and they constitute and
indissolubly weld together the
great, vital British Common-
wealth.”

The present fish situation of New-
foundland is one that is capable of in-
teresting all connected with such mat-
ters, and many who cannot distin-
guish between a cod and a caplin.
From figures supplied by the Customs’
authorities, compilations of startlingly
vivid character may be made. It is
not known definitely what the 1919
catch was. That of 1918 was 1,800.000.
The catch of last season should be
about 100,000 less than the ’18 quan-
tity. That would be 1,700,000 gtls.

The exports of fish of the 1919 catch
are available. From July to December
1,042,971 quintals were exported. But
of the amount shipped in July, the
first shipping month of the new fish,—
ie. 106,638 qtls.—some was old fish.
Putting it 50-50, it means that 50,000
qtls. must be deducted from the 1,-
3042.’.!)71, leaving 992,971 qtls. for July-
{ December exports of the 1919 catch.
In January of this year 163,000 qtls.
wtoire exported. That makes 1,165,971
qtls.

So far in this month the quantity
exported is calculated to be 83,000
qtls., which added to the 1,165,971,
makes 1,248,971 quintals of the 1919
lcatch to be exported to date. This
taken from 1,700,000 (the estimated
1919 catch) leaves 452,029 quintals
still in the country. So that the es-

Institute Debate
Was Interesting.

“Tyranny of Labor and Capital.”

“Resolved: That the Autocracy of
Labor #s more tyrannical than the
Autocracy of Capital” was the inter-
esting subject of last evening’s debate
of the Methodist College Literary In-
stitute. Messrs. F. G. Bradley, Roy
Gushue and C.C. Pratt for the affirma-
tive, and R. F. Horwood, Harold Mit-
chell and J. Osmond for the Negative,
were the leaders of the debate. The
greatest problem with which the world
has to deal to-day contended the
affirmative, is the question of the rela-
tions of Labor and Capital. It will be
years before a satisfactory adjustment
is reached. The attitude of Labor
and Capital before the war, despite
smaller wages, wecre comparatively
good. Production was increasing. The
hours of labor were greater but not so
strenuous. The war hrought an increase
in the cost of living because produc-
tion lessened. The inevitable result
of lessened production was the soaring
of prices. The moment the war
ceased the question arose: How to get
things back to normal? The answer,
it was contended, was increased pro-
duction. An autocracy, either of Labcr
or of Capital, was repugnant and un-
acceptable. But the autocracy of

of Capital as evidenced by strikes,
demand for more pay and better work-
ing conditions.

Group in-
terests are always at enmity with the
public. By the power of wealth Capi-
tal controlled the resources, among
which is Labor, with its muscle and
ability to work. Ten thousand of the
vested nnterests in the Southern States
brought the bloody American Civil
' War. The antocracy of capital causes
war. The liquor interests of England
cannot be dealt with on account of the
capitalistic autocracy supporting it. It
is the same with patent medicines,
adulterated foods and  the yellow
press, doing the dirty work of its mas-
ters. Controlling the Courts, making
and unmaking legislatures, monopolies
—all are fruits of the autocracy of
Capital. In wartime, when Labor
fights and dies, Capital accumulates
more money. In America, 49 rail-
ways, representing billions of dollars,
are owned by men who can sit around
one table. Not only in big but in
smaller things is the autocracy of
Capital more tyrannical than that of
Labor. On all sides is evidence of the
contempt of Capital for the public
rights.

In addition to all this it is obvious,
it was contended, that the autocracy
of the many over the few is not as
tyrannical as the autocracy of the
few over the many because in one case
the numberito suffer is small and in
the other {8 great.

"The Return of the

| Influenza Menace.

When 2,514 cases cf influenza are
reported in Chicago in one day aad
theatres are closing as a precautionary
measure in that city, and at a *ime
when an epidemic is spreading in
army camps East as well as West, it
behoves the health authorities of New
York to prepare to deal with the dis-
ease, although as yet the number of
cases reported is not disturbing. It
may be true, as the Health Commis-
sioner, Dr. Royal S. Copeland, says,
that there is no reasoun for alarm. But
a stitch in time saves nine. It is no
time for complacement optimism.

That sesms to be the view of Di.
R. 8. Copeland. He has come to the
conclusion that there may be “several
‘hundred mew cases of influenza a dav
by the end of mext week,” which in
itself would not be disquieting, except
as a lack of precautions might raise
the number to the totals recorded .in

the epidemic of 1918, when 5,000, and

sometimes 6,000, cases were reportzd
daily. 8o Dr. Copeland renews his in-
structions about recognizing the dis-
ease and the treatment to be observed,
adding advice as regards aveiding in-
fection. The Health Commissioner
should /be commended for his action
in taking the menace of an epidemic
seriously. He would not be doing his
duty if he dismissed the danger light-
ly. Happily, the influenza of 1920 does
not seem to be virulent. If the people
of this city heed Dr. Copeland, all wiil
be well, or well as can be expected
at this season of the year.—New York
Times.

Again, the absence of the
newspapers has had a discouraging
effect upon business, and upon ev-
ery other line of the city’s activity.

LETTER ON

THE AMERICAN SITUATION

Full Text of Ambassador’s Com-
munication to the London Times
.- No Objection to Increase in
American Vote in League -- A

Defence of the

Senate -- Import-

anceof Having Americain League

LONDON, Feb. 2.—Lord Grey of
Fallodon, British Ambassador to
‘Washington, now in England, has
written the following letter to the
London Times:

“Sir—Nothing, it seems to me, is
more desirable in international poli-
tics than a good understanding be-
tween the democracy of the Urited
States on the one hand and the de-
mocratic Great Britain and her sclf-
governing Domininps, and, I hope

we may add Ireland, on the other..

Nothing would be more disastrouys
ghan misunderstanding and estrange-
2ent.

“There are some aspects of the
Position in the United States with
gegard to the League of Natioas
which are not wholly understood in
Britain. I am in hope that as a
result of my recect stay in Wask-
ington I may be able to make the
position better understood. I venture
to offer the following observations.
They represent only my own person-
al opinion; nothing more. They are
given simply as tiose of a private
individual:

“In Great Britain and the Allied
Countries there are naturally im-
patience and disappointment at the
delay of the United States in ratify-
ing the peace treaty and the coven-
ant of the League cf Nations. It is
perhaps not generally recognized
here that there are also great impa-
tience and disappointment in the Un-
jted States. Nowhere is the impasse
caused by the deadlock between the
President and Senate, more keenly
regretted than in the United States,
where there is'a strong, even ur-
gent, desire on the part of public
opinion to see a way out of that
fmpasse found which . will be both
honorable to America and helpful
to the world.

“It would be “well to understand
the real difficulties with which the
people of the United States have been
confronted. In the clear light of un-
derstanding, what seemed to be dis-
agreeable features of the situation
will assume a more favorable and
. intelligent aspect. Let us first get
rid of one misunderstanding. No
charge of bad faith or of repudiating
signetures can be brought against
the action of the United States. The
Senate, by the American Constitu-
tion, is an independent body—an in~
dependent element in the treaty-
making power. Its refusal to ratify
the treaty cannot expose either :t-
solf or the country to a charge of
bad faith or of repudiation, nor is
it fair to represent the United Statos
as holding up the treaty solely from
motives of party politics, therohy

Party Politics in United States.

“It is true that there are party
politics and personal animosities in
the United States. An American who
saw much of England between 1839
and 1890 said that the present con-
dition of politics in the United States
reminded him of what he had ob-
served in London when Gladstone
first advocated home rule .for Ire-
land. Party politics and the personal
animosities arising out of them oper-
ate in every democratic country.
They are factors varying from time2
to timie in degree, but always more
or less active, and they operate upon
every public questicn which is at
all controversial. They are, however,
not the sole or even the prime cause
of the difficulty in the United States
about the League of Nations. Nor is
it true to say that the United States
is moved solely by self-interest to
a disregard of higher ideals. In the
United States, as in other countries,
there are cross-currents and back-
waters in national life and motives.
It would be well, therefore, for rea-
son hoth of truth &nd expediency,
to concentrate on the real underly-
ing causes of the Senate’s reserva-
tions in ratifying the covenant of
the League of Nations.

“First. There is in the TUnited
States a conservative feeling for
traditional policy, and one of those
traditions, consecrated by the ad-
vice of Washington, is to abstain
from foreign and particularly from
European entanglements. Even for
nations which have bheen used to Eu-
ropean alliances, the League of Na-
tions is felt to be something of a
new departure. This is still more
true for the United States, which
has hitherto held aloof from all out-
standing alliances. The League of
Nations Is not merely a plunge into
the unknown, but a plunge into
something which its historical ad-
vice and tradition have hitherto pos-
itively disapproved. Hence this de-
gire for some qualification and re-
servation. The American constita-
tion not only makes possible, biat
under certain conditions inevitable,
conflict between the executive aad
the Legislature. It would be pos-
sible, if the Covenant of the League
of Nations stands, for a President
in some fu‘ure years to commit the
United States, through its American
representative ou the Council of the
Loagne of Nations, tc a policy which
the Legislature at that time might
disapprove. That contingency is
one which ecannot arise in Great

Britain, where the Government f{s
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dafly mponmlo to thc representa-
tive authority of the House of Com-
mons, and where in case of conflict
between the House of Commons and
the Government, the latter must
either immediately give way or )ub-
lic opinion must decide betwesn
them and assert itself by an imme-
diate general election. But in the
United States it is otherwise. The
contingency is within the region of
practical politics. They have reas-
on, and, if they so desire, the right
to provide against it,

“What, then, may be fairly ex-
pected from the TUnited States in
this great erisis of werld policy?
For crisis, indeed, it is. If the par-
ticipation of the United States was
enormously helpful in securing vic-
tory in the critical months of 1918,
its help will be even more essential
to secure stability in peace. With-
out the United Staties the present
League of Nations may become litile
better than a League of Allies for
Mmed self-defence sgainst a revival
of Prussian militarism, or against
the military sequel to Bolshevism in
Russia. Bolshevism is despotism;
despotisms have a tendency to De-
come militarism as the great
French revolution proved.

Great Object to Prevent War.

“The great object of the League
of Nations is to prevent war and to
discourage from the beginning the
growth of aggressive armaments
which would lead to war. Without
the TUnited States it will have
neither the overwhelming physical
nor the moral force behind it that it
should have. Or, if it has physical
force, it will not have the same de-
gree of moral force, for it will be
predominantly a European and , not
a world organiaztion, and it will be
tainted with all the inter-racial
Jealousies of Europe
“With the United States im the
League of Nations war may be pre-
vented and armaments discouragad,
and it will not be in the power of
the fretful nations of the world to
disturb the general peace.

“Without the League of Nations
the old order of things may be re-
vived, old consequences will recur,
there will again be some great cat-
asthrophe of war in which the United
States will find itself compelled to
intervene for the same reason and
at no less or even greater cost than
in 1917,

“It would be a mistake to suppose
that the American people are pre-
pared or wish to withdraw their in-
fluence in world affairs. Amer!-
cans differ among themselves as to
whether they could or ought to have
entered the war sooner than they
did. It is neither mnecessary nor
profitable for foreigners to discuss
this point nmow. What is common
to all Americans and to all foreign-
ers who know the facts is the un-
selfish whole-hearted spirit to
which the American nation acted
when it came imnto the war. The
immediate adoption of compulsory
military service, and even more, the
rationing of food ard fuel in those
millions and millions of households
over such a vast area—not by com-
pulsion, but by purely voluntary ac-
tion in response to an appeal which
had no compulsion behind it—is
a remarkable and even astonishing
example of national spirit and
idealism. That spirit is still therve.
It 38 as much.a part of the nature
and possibilities of the American
people as any other characteristic.

“It would! be a great mistake to
suppose that because the citizens of
the United States wish to limit their
obligations they therefore propose
to themselves to play a small part
in the League of Nations. If they
enter the League as a willing par‘-
ner with limited obligations, it may
well be more fruitful than if they
entered as a reluctant partner, who
felt that her hand had been forced.
It is by this spirif, in this hope and
in this expectation that I think we
should approach and are justified mn
approaching the consideration of
the American reservations. The
difficulties - and dangers which
Americans foresee in it will prob-
ably never arise or be felt by thewmn
when they are once in the League.
In the same way the weakening and
injury to the Leaguec which some of
its best friends apprehended from
felt in practice.

Wml Against s Mistake,

“If the outcome of this long con-
troversy in the Senate is to offer co-
operation in the League of Nations
it would be the greatest mistake lo
refuse that co-operation because of
the conditions attached to it, and
when that co-operation is accepted
let it mot be accepted in a spirit of
pessimism, The most vital consid-
erations are that representatives
should be appoimted to the council
of the League of Nations by all no-
tions that the members of the coun-
cil; that the representatives should
be.men who are inspired by the
jdeals for ~which we entered the
war, and that the representatives
should be instructed and supported

public opimion of the countries who
are new partners in peace. 'rhm

|freedom by the governments and the

of Nations. . The self-governing do-
minions are full members of the
Lieague. They will' .admit, and
Great Britain can admit, no qual-
ification whatever ' of that ' right.’

- Whatever the self-governing domin-

ions may be in theory and in ths
letter of the conmstitution, they have
in effect ceased to be colonies in the
old sense of -the word. They are
free communities, independent as
regards all their own affairs, and
partners in those which concern the
Empire at large. .

“To any provision which makes it
clear that nome of those British
votes can be used in a dispute likely
to lead to a rupture in which any
part of the British Empire is in-
volved no exception can be taken.
That is the only reasonable inter-
pretation of the covenant as it now
stands. If any part of the British
Empire is involved in a dispute with
the United States, the latter will be
unable to vote and cll parts of the
British Empire, precisely, because
they are partmers, will be parties to
that dispute and equally unable to
vote. But as regards their rights
to vote where they are not partners
to the dispute, there can be no qual-
ification, and thers ic a very general
admission that the votes of the self-
governing dominions would in most
cases be found on the same side as
that of the United States.

“It must not be supposed that in
the United States there is any tend-
ency to grudge the fact that Canada
and the other self-governing domin-
jons of the British Empire have
votes, but any perscn with the smal-
lest understanding of public audi-
ences must realize the feeling creat-
ed by the statement that the United
States with several million more
English-speaking citizens than there
are in the whole British Empire,
should have only one vote, while the
British Empire has six votes.

“It may be sufficient to observe
that the reservation of America does
not in any way challenge the right
of the self-governing dominions .to
exercise their votes, mnor does it
state that the United States will ne-
cessarily reject a decision in which
those votes have been cast. It is
therefore possible—I think it is
even more than probable—that in
practice no dispute will ever arise.
Our object is to maintain the status |
of the self-governing dominions, not
to secure a greater British than
American vote, and we have no oh-
jection im principal to an increase
of the American vote.
