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Unveiling of Dickinson
Memorial.

Lady Harris Performs Ceremony--
Thousands Attend to Do Honor
to Memory of Heroic Nurse.

Yesterday afternoon, in the pres-
sence of a very large gathering .of
-citizens, the ceremony of unveiling
the Ethel Dickinson Memorial at
Cavendish Square took place. Among
the notable people present were Lady
Harris, Miss Armorel Harris, His Ex-
cellency Sir Charles Harris and suite,
Mr. G. H. Dickinson, father of the
deceased nurse, and Mr. H. Dickinson,
‘brother, Chief Justice Sir William

Horwood and Lady Horwood, Mr, Jus-I

‘tice Johnson and Mrs. Johnson, Hon.

“W. J. Ellis, Hon. John Andersno, Mr.:
‘W. J. Higgins, .K.C,, Hon. Dr. Camp-
bell, Hon. Judge F. J. Morris, Mayor -

Gosling and Mrs. Gosling, the Lord
Bishop of Newfoundland, Rev. Canon
Bolt, Rev. Dr. Carter, Rev. Dr. Fen-
wick, and Mrs. E. L. Pinsent, sister
of the late Miss Dickinson. There

~was also a large gathering of school !

children, nurses, and representatives
of city bodies. The ceremony opened
with the rendition of ' Chopin’s Fun-
eral March by the C.C.C. Band, all the
men present standing with heads
bared, and for the time all traffic
ceased. Mr. Justice
Chairman of the Citizens’ Committee,
through whose efforts the monument
was erected, on behalf of the Com-
mittee presented the site and Memor-
jal to His Excellency for unveiling
and dedication. In making the presen-
tation Justice Johnson said:—He
highly appreciated his privilege as
Chairman of the public committee to
present this memorial -for unveiling
and dedication. He acknowledged
the courtesy of Their Excellencies in
this connection from the time when
he first asked them to give the pro-
ject their patronage, when they ex-
pressed willingness to dedicate the
memorial on its completion. He
acknowledged the attendance on this
occasion, of the dignitaries of church
and state, and the gift of the present
Council. No
sooner had Miss Dickinson’s death

"been made known than it was obvious

‘that a suitable public memorial must
In due course a committes
was appointed, who elected him chair-
man. Subscriptions followed, prac-
tically unsolicited, . from rich and
poor. The present memorial was
chosen from several designs sub«
mitted.

Reviewing the deceased lady’s
career, Justice Johnson said that
Miss Dickinson was by profession
an oducationist, and from her studies
in hygiene and dietetics, became quali-
fied for the duties attending,K upon
nursing. After nursing in England,
‘she came home in August, 1918 for a
rest. Pestilence fell upon the city and
ghe volunteered to serve in the wards
at the Grenfell Institute, where des-
pite the terrible scenes of delirium and
death, she persisted at her post eof
self-imposed duty till death took her.
The Judge had been informed by the
chief medical officer in attendance
that more nerve-wrecking scenes were
enacted in that temporary hospital
than he had seen during the many
years of his general practice. Through
all these scenes Miss Dickinson and
her fellow nurses remained faithful to
their trying task. Enough could not
be said in their praise. He referred
fo the inscription on the east side of
the memorial “In honour also of those
who nursed with her in the imminent
shadow of death.”

The committee had deposited a
wreath on Miss Dickinson’s grave on

Johnsen, as;

ticed that the inscription at the grave
contained the words, “In life as in
death, she lived for others.” Also the
text “Greater love hath no man than
this, that a man lay down his life for
his friends.” Both these inscriptions
were eminently applicable to Miss
Dickinson.. He went on to say that
the committee proposes as far as may
be to perpetuate this devoted nurse's
memory by laying on each anniversary
of her death at this memorial and at
her grave, floral wreaths, of which
girl pupils from the city schools would
be the most appropriate bearers. He
then tendered the memorial to Their
Excellencies for unveiling and dedica-
tion.
| ' His Excellency in reply spoke very

Hfeelingly and said:

| “It is appropriate to remember that

this is a more special occasion in St.
John's than in many cities in the Em-
pire. There are few public monuments
in St. John, partly I suspect because
of the rigour of winter., So far as I
am informed there is only one other
| monument erected for a like heroic
sacrifice, and that is the one that
stands on the south side of Govern-
ment House to the memory of Wes-
ton Carter. It commemorates a sacri-
fice of life which is perhaps easier to
appreciate than that of Miss Dickin-
son, but we do well to applaud the
thought of Judge Johnson and his
committee that now, after a lapse of
more than 50 years, a similar monu-
ment il} a more conspicuous -place
should be set up to the memory of
Ethel Dickinson.

I may-‘recall to you that Miss Dic-
kinson was not exercising the calling
for which she had trained when she
gave up her life in October, 1918. She
had been brought up at the Methodist
College, in which she became a teach-
er, and thence she passed to study do-
mestic science at the College in
Guelph, Ontario, afterwards deciding
to settle here as a teacher of Domes-
tic Science. In 1915 she went to Eng-
land, and for nearly three years work-
ed at Ascot Hospital as a nurse, giv-
ing much of her spare time to Wands-
worth No. 3 General Hospital, helping
with the sick of the Newfoundland
Regiment. She had returned in 1918
much in need of rest and resumed her
work as a teacher of Domestic Science
when, in the autumn of that year that
terrible scourge of influenza broke out
in St. John’s, she was one of the
first to volunteer as a nurse at the
emergency hospital, and hard work
pushed to its extreme when she was
not in her usual strength, brought
upon her the extreme penalty.

At the conclusion His FExcellency
asked Lady Harris to unveil the
monument, which was covered with
the British Ensign, and as she did so,
the men present again u'ncovered, and
as the Ensign dropped to the ground,
the C.L.B. -Band rendered the Dead
March in Saul. A pathetic scene then
followed when His Excellency brought
forward the:aged father to view the
monument, while all’ remained silent.
Beautiful floral wreaths were then
placed on the monument by loving
friends of Nurse Dickinson, after
which the C.I.B. Band played the
National Anthem as a close to the
ceremony.

The monument is of Aberdeen gran-
ite, with native granite sub-base
highly polished. Mounted on the base
is an octagonal shaft, 13ft.,, 6in. high,
which i8 surmounted by a Celtic cross.
The design is very graceful and the
monument is' well displayed on the
site chosen. The work of erecting the
stone was superintended by Mr. P. F.
Whittle, foreman mason with Hon.
W. J. Ellis, and has been most credit-
ably carried out.

The inscriptions on the base are:
On the West side, “This shaft sur-
“mounted by the World Emblem of
“Sacrifice, is set up by a grateful
“public in memory of Ethel Dickin-
“son, Volunteer Nurse, who in the
“great epidemic of 1918, gave her life
“while tending patients at King
“George Fifth Institute, St. John's."

On the East side:—*“In honor also
“of those who nursed with her in the
“imminent shadow of death.”

On the South:—“And I will give
‘thee a Crown of Life.”

On the North side:—"Be
“Faithful Unto Death.”

Electric Cable
to Guide Ships.

The French Ministry of Marine has
decided ab soon as possible to lay
down in all the French ports and
across the Channel, in collaboration
with the British Admiralty, electric
cables which will enable ships ta
steer safely into port in the densest
fogs. The invention which is to be
used is that of the French engineer,
Loth, which, it appears from the ac-
count given at the Academy of
Sciences by Admiral Fournier, resem-
bles in its general principles that re-
cently experimented with in America.
An electric cable along which a cur-
rent of alternative frequency is passed
is submerged in the fairway. Scoond-
ary currents which such a cable in-
duces at a distance are picked up by
ship’s instruments and, according to
the distance of the sound, the pilot
can judge whether he is in the middle
or at the outskirts of the fairway.
Even an airplane fitted with receiving
instruments ‘can follow the submerged
cable, and the proposal is made that
the sea cable should have an overland
connection to the aerodromes, enabling
pilots to steer through fog.

Are They
Coming Down?

Strikes are being reported
from nearly every country un-
der the su® but we have yet to
hear of a general strike of the
consumer against High Prices.
Day after day he is content to
go on paying whatever amount
is demanded for the articles he
requires, without murmur and
without protest, and every time
there is a strike adjustment
carrying with it an increased
wages rate, up go prices a few
more notches, and Mr. Consum-
er has to dig further down into
his jeans and come across with
the increase. Recent mnews-
papers from the neighboring
continent, however, tell us that
something different is now on:
that the consumer is at last
aroused and is putting up a
fight against the high cost of
living, and what is more to the
purpose, it is remarked, with
undisguised satisfaction, that
he is winning. Evexyone talk-
ed about high prices but noth-
ing was done, no concerted ac-
tion was taken. Discontent pre-
vailed, but there was lack of
unanimity. Now, it is said, the
buying public are rebelling.
The actual purchasing value of
the dollar has diminished to too
low a point for them further to
refuse to take notice, and im-
mediately the signs were visi-
‘ble, retail merchants began cut-
ting prices, imitating the ex-
-ample of one of the big depart-
mental stores of Philadelphia,
the management of which was
wise enough to see farther
ahead than its contemporaries.
‘And from these began a slide
down of war and post war
prices which latter had reached
a dizzy height.

Here in Newfoundland, we
have not been so fortunate and
the dollar thermometer has not
vet begun to rise perceptibly,
though there are indications
that it cannot be much longer
kept down. One bright sign of
the times is the number of
special sales being advertised,
particularly in wearables, and
dry goods. The alluring attrac-
tions offered in the way of re-
duced prices have had an effect,
and patrons of such sales have
come away from them pleased
alike with purchase and with
price. There is a long road to
travel yet ere conditions can
become as they were in 1914,
but with a slashing in manu-
facturing centres, caused by
the reductions that are being
made in general stores, whole-
sale and retail, because the pub-
lic are beginning to protest,
there is hope that all the com-
modities made use of in this
colony will ere long be beught
at a much less rate than has
been paid, and will therefore be
sold at a correspondingly less
rate to the buyer. But all this
will take time and must be by
gradual process. Prices cannot
come down with a jump, Econ-
omic conditions forbid that.

Trade Commissioner’s
.
Office Closing Up.
—_—

The office of the Canadian Trade
Commissioner in this Dominion will
be closed at the end of the present
year, so we have been informed. The
office was established here in 1906,
the first Commissioner being the late
E. D. Arnaud, who thres years later
was transferred to Bristol, England.
Mr. Arnaud was succeeded by Mr. J.
BE. Ray,. who came to St. John's in
1909, and remained about two years.
Mr. Ray, in turn, was transferred to
Birmingham, England, and with the
closing of that office removed to Jan-
chester, ' where,, we think, he is at
present Jlooated. - The present Com-
missioner at.St. John's is Mr. W. B.
Nicholson, who has been with us
nearly ten years, and has consequent-
ly occupied the post for a longer and
moré trying period than his prede-
cessors. We have reason to know that
Mr. Nicholson has given good and
useful service, which, we doubt not,
is fully appreciated by the head of-
fice at Ottawa. The primary purpose
of a Trade C8mmissioner is to foster
and further as far as is possible the
business between Canada and the lo-
cality tp which the Commissioner is
appointed. This.nnturally requires
activity and intelligence properly di-
rected in order that the Dominion re-
presented may have correct informa-
tion as to the commodities needed, on
the one hand; and the purchasers be
safeguarded by having a responsible
authority to appeal to if occasion re-
quires. We may not interfere with
the intention of Canadian authority
in its decision to close the office pere,
but we feel at liberty to express our
regrets, as also those of the trade, at
Mr. Nicholson’s retirement from our
midst. During his somewhat lengthy
tenure of office he has earned the
good-will and respect of all who knew
and had dealing, business or social,
with him. He has been uniformly
courteous and obliging to all and if
he has leaned at times rather strenu-
ously to the Canadian viewpoint, who
of us shall upbraid him? Certainly not
now. Presumably Mr. Nicholson will
remain in St. John’s until the close
of this year, and we wish it were long-
er, but in any case he will take with
him the best wishes of those of our
citizens whose good fortune it has been
to deal with and know him.

Just a Reminder.

“St. John's—the city of filth,” so
spake the visitor and much as I re-
sented this statement, I could not but
admit it's truth. This city, the capi-
tal of our island, is actually a dis-
grace to us.

Go along New Gower Street, Middle
Street, Duckworth Street, even on the
Water Street cobblestones and ‘what
do you find? Nothing but
thick, filthy mud! Go into many of”
the side streets, you have to hold your
nose owing to the dreadful stench
coming from the drains—breeders of
disease. Who is responsible for ‘this
state of affairs? Is it the Govern-
ment, the Municipal Commission or
the people themselves? All of these
are to some extent responsible for
the disgraceful state our city is in.

The Government is certainly great-
1y responsible for not granting to the
city suffcient money to allow it to
be kept in proper condition. But, you
may ask, what has the Government
to do with the city? This, that it is to
their advantage that the capital city,
the seat of Government, should be
kept in a fit condition to permit visi-
tors to leave it with a good impres-
sion. y

The Civic Commission is perhaps
not so much to blame, as it it is
handicapped by lack of funds. But,
the city funds could be made to go a
great deal further if there were
proper superintendence of road work.
Go to any part of the town where city
workmen are digging up the streets.
What do you see? Here are two
workmen leaning up against the side
of the hole smoking, here are two
more, in a corner, gossiping; one
man is perhaps plying a pick half-
heartedly. Surely the Commission 1s
not getting its money’s worth in this
way.

Lastly we come to the people. The
trouble with them is that they do not
take enough interest in their city to
try and better it. This apathy should
not exist. Every householder, the
instant he can afford it, should instal
a proper sewerage system in his
house. Slops should not be thrown
in the drains to create a stench ana
breed disease. Furthermore, all
taxes should be paid regularly. All
this and more could they do to help
out the Civic Commissioners in their
efforts to make this city fit to live
in. Let the Government, the Civic
Commission and the people combine
for the purpose of doing their utmost
to make St. John’s, a city to be proud
of and let them not allow it to remain
in its present state.

An Offence to
Our Heroic Dead.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir—May I be permitted
space to add a few remarks to these
contained in your article appearing
in Monday night's issue under the
heading of “Neglected War Trophies.”

These trophies, which have so long
been left to rust on the side of the
road opposite the Furness Withy
premises, include several. German
guns. In the British army it has al-
ways been considered an honourable
thing to gain possession of an enemy
gun intact. It means that his outer
defences have been penetrated and
that his inner system of defence has
been reached by our men. It is not
incorrect to state that every German
gun in our Kands to-day represents
the sacrifice of hundreds of British
lives.

Conversely, in the British army it
has always- been considered a dis-
honourable thing to allow a British
gun top fall into enemy hands imtact,
and in this war, as in the past, there
are many knewn instances of our men
falling by the side of their guns hav-
ing first rendered them useless to the
enemy.

When rightly considered, therefore,
in the ownership of these German
guns, we, Newfoundlanders, are the
proud possessors of trophies which
should be very dear to us.

The proper authorities should de-
lay no longer in having these trophies
removed and mounted in conspicuous
places, and in having appropriate in-
scriptions affixed so that present and
future generations of young and old
shall point to them with pride and
with a true understanding of sacrifice
involved in their capture or surren-
der, a sacrifice in which Newfound-
land nobly shared in common With the
other nations in the Empire.

The present treatment of
trophies displays a lack of sympathy
and understanding of the deeds of our
men, S0 recently performed; and
tempts one to put the question to
those responsible for this neglect:—
“What did you do in the Great War?”

What Would

Canada Do? ‘

A grim warning for Canadians lurks
in the British Government's prohibi-
tion of the export of coal as the result
of a domestic industrial crisis, The
event happens across the ocean, but
the lesson comes right to our doors.

What has occurred in Great Britain
might easily occur in the United States
the main source of Canada's winter
coal supply. The American coal in-/
dustry is not on a dependable basis as
regards labor. With cold weather ap-
proaching and a fuel shortage assur-
ed by labor troubles, no administra-
tion at Washington, however good-na-
tured, could fail to do as the British
Government has done. It would sud-
denly prohibit the export of coal.

‘What would Canada do? The country
would be gripped by an emergency in-

our eyes which demands considera-
tion by those in authority who are re-
sponsible for national safety. The
actual present danger is beyond all

its presence. VYe live in its shadow at
tkis moment.

Canada depends for her life upon the
uncertainties of an industrial situation
over which she has nc possible means
of exercising control. Each year that )
we gamble thus with Winter, we dice
with Calamity.

All of which amazing conduct is
the more ridiculous because it is total-
1y unnecessary. The huge coal deposits
of this Dominion, utilized by energy
and foresight, would build a thick
wall against the peril now held back
by a sheet of tissue paper.

Winter will come every year, win-
ter, with its freezing blasts by day
and night, when ‘our people cannot
survive without coal. Winter will
come; will the coal come? Until Can-
ada is as sure to have the coal as she
is to have the cold, the situation of the
Dominion will reflect most gravely
upon our political and industrial
capacity, reducing our status to that
of an industrial adjunct to the United
States.—Montreal Daily Star.

The newly established firm of Keat-
ing and Batiste is evidently making
good, and a fifty ton schooner has
been chartered to freight produce and
fruit from Cape Breton.

Down the coast conditions are most
alarming. At LaPoile there is no
coal and no flour. People are borrow-
ing one from the other to keep going,
but when domestic stocks are ex-
hausted there is no telling what will
happen. At Rose Blanche and other
places this is being duplicated. There
is nothing doing in fish catching, the
one industry of this coast being in a
state of paralysis, and with winter so
near, the outlook is far from cheer-

ful.

Real “Treasure
Islands.”

Situated in the Pacific Ocean, nearly
midway between America and Asia, is
Nauru, a barren bit of rock only tweive
miles in circumference. :

Thirty or forty years ago almost
anybody could have had it for the
asking. To-day it is worth untold mil-
lions, owing to the belated discovery
that the whole island is neither more
nor less than a mass of phosphate
rock, the most wonderful soil fertiliser
known to agriculturists.

In Conception Bay, Newfoundland,

—

is Bell Island, sold by its original own-
er many years ago for one hundred
dollars. Soon afterwards it changed
hands again, for two million dollars.

This enormous rise in value was
due to the accidental discovery that
the island is composed almost entire-
1y of iron ore.

For years previously shipmasters
had been in the habit of taking the
heavy, easily-handled rock for bal-
last, dumping it overboard with the
utmost unconcern when they loaded
up with cargo.

Then, one day, a captain, more curi-
ous than the others, had the strange-
looking “rock” assayed, and his for-
tune was made.

Not very far away, in the Gulf of
St. Lawrence, is Anticosti Island,
bought in 1895 from the Dominion
Government by M. Henry Menier, the
French “Chocol&te King.” for £25,-
000. At the time he was laughed at.

But it proved a geod investment for
him, nevertheless; for the thick brush-
wood with which the greater part of
the island was covered proved to be
swarming with black and silver foxecs
the most valuable fur-bearing anima's
in the world.

Eugenic Courtships
in England.

Eugenic courtships are being con-
ducted at the Herne Bay Beach, near
London, where crowds are swarming
to witness the spectacle of sweet-
hearts, certified as physically fit, en-
joying the happy interlude between
engagement and marriage.

The couples are enrolled as students
of the school of eugenics and civics,
whose numbers are limited to ninety-
nine.

No handicap is to be giv-
en, nmor will one be asked for. Im
such a oontest, a time allowance is
a thing without meaning, and with-
out value. The sole issue is be-
tween the ships of Halifax and
Gloucester, and between tho seafar-
ing qualities.-of ‘the men who man
those. ghips. When Glougester meets }
Halifax, the contest becomes an in-
ternational ome. It is Canada against
the United States, and Canadian
seamanship pitted against the sea~
manship of the foremost fishing port
in the United States. The comimg
race loses none of its interest from
the fact that no elaborate prepara-
tions. are needed for it, nor is there
anything to require the preliminary
ex'penditure of vast sums of money.
No wizard in yacht designing has
been called in, neither is any effort
being made to invent a new type of
gail or a mew detail in rigging, to
give either schooner the necessary
edge over its rival to assure the palm
of victory. The fishermen of Glou-
cester and Halifax are satisfied with
the materigls which they find daily
ready to their hand in the schooners
that comprise the fishing fleet of the
Banks.

Persons admitted to the public
wards $1.00 per day; persons occupy-
ing private rooms $10.00 per week, in
addition to the daily fees of $1.00,

Bvery applicant for admission to the
Hospital must bring with him or for-
ward to the Supcerintendent of the
Hospital certificate signed by a duly
registered physician that such appli-
cant is a proper subject for Hospital
treatment.

Under the provisions of the General
Hospital Act,1915,all patients who are
unable to pay fees shall be required
to bring with them a certificate of
their ipability to pay, which shall be
signed by the resident Relieving Of-
ficer, or where there is no sueh offi-
cer, by a Justice of the Peace, or
Clergyman or other responsible per-
son. The fees of such patients there-
upon become payable by the Commis-
sioner of Public Charity by virtue of
the said Act,

Accident to
Little Princess.

The schooner reported in our issue
of yesterday as meeting with an ac-
cident while going on the floating
dock, is the Little Princess, owned by
Capt. A. Kean.

The first two, at
Birmingham and Lord's respectively,
bkad been drawn, the third and fourth,
at Sheffield and Manchester, lost, and
now it appeared to be a million ster-
ling to a hay-seed that the fifth would
be lost also, and Australia would
take home not only the ashes, but the
firegrate and fire-irons to hoot!

Curiously enough, the Australians

had been reported since the previous
match to have expressed their opin-
fon that, however Jessop succeeded
against county bowling, he was use-
less against bowlers of Test Match
quality, and there had been talk of
dropping him.

A kindly Providence ruled other-
wise.
