The Loïc Dr. Parker.

A Traveller at Home.

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Public Accounts of Ontario.
A statement of the Public accounts 

of the Province of Ontario for the 
first nine months of the present year, 
was laid before the House on Mon- 
bay, by the Treasurer, Mr. Wood. 
We have not space to give the items 
in detail. Suffice it to say that the 
total revenue of the Province from all 
sources for the time mentioned has 
been $1,830,636.31 Of this sum $1, 
193,760.00 was from the Dominion on 
account, of subsidy, and the remainder 
accrued from refunds, Crown Land 
Revenue, special funds, as Clergy. 
Common School and Grammar School 
lands, from Tavern Licenses, Interest 
on Debentures, Consolidated Muni 
cipal Loan Fund, fines,forfeitures &c. 
The total expenditure has been $1,. 
374,230.37, leaving a balance to the 
credit of the Province of $456,405.94- 
This balance consists of cash in the 
Bank of Montreal $371,477-34: cash 
in the Royal Canadian Bank $76,545 
46; amount of unexpended warrant 
for contigencies $1,613.16; amounts 
in Banks to credit of Crown Lands 
$6,769.98—these sums making up the 
total balance mentioned above.

It 
is stated on good authority that the 
regular weekly issue is now no less 
than 75,000 copies. Twenty-two thou­
sand are printed in small size, and of 
these no less than 20,000 enter France, 
in spite of the most stringent police 
measures- The circulation of the 
Lanterne in London is very large.

Thu Attorney-General introduced the 
following bill respecting the election of I 
members to the Legislative Assembly : |

1. It provides that no person bolding j 
an office of emolument under the Dom­
inion of Canada or the Province of On­
tario shall be eligible as a member of the 
Legislative Assembly.

2. The members of the Executive 
Council of the Province arc exempt from 
the ineligibility ; also any officer of Her 
Majcsty’sarmy and navy,and any officer in 
the militia or militiaman, (except officers 
of the staff of the militia receiving per- j 
manent salaries) unless otherwise dis-1 
qualified.

3. No Senator or Privy CouncilloT of I 
the Dominion of Canada and no public | 
contractor, either directly or indirectly 
by himself or by the interposition of any ! 
trustee or third party, with respect to the j 
public service of Ontario shall be eligible j 
to sit in the House of Assembly.

4. Any ineligible person sitting or vot- | 
ing in the Legislature,shall forfeit $2,000 
per day for every day he shall sit or vote j 
in the House, to be recovered by any per­
son who shall sue for the same amount.

6. Any member of the Legislative 
Assembly, by accepting office or becom­
ing a party to any public contracts, must 
vacate hia seat.
x 6. Any member of the Executive Coun­
cil who resigns his office, and within 
one month takes any other office in said 

‘ Council shall not thereby vacate bis 
.seat in the Legislative Assembly.

7. If any member of the Executive 
Council of Ontario shall sit or vote as t 
member of the House ot Commons oi 
Canada, he shall thereby forfeit his office 
as executive Councillor, and his appoint­
ment shall become null and void.

COMMERCIAL.
Guelph Markets

Mercury Office,Gvei.ph. 
November 11, 1868.

There is little chance in our markets since 
last week. Receipts of flour and grain in 
the cities still continue largely in excess of 
the shipments. In New York, wheat is re-

Torted as in the buyer’s favor, with a very 
arge supply. Barley is heavy and quiet, 
that from Canada selling at £2.12%, which 

is equivalent to about £1.57 in gold.— 
Somebody must be losing money. In Os­
wego matters are somewhat better, though 
business is far from being lively. The 
Montreal market is unchanged, wheat being 
some ten cents per bushels higher there than 
in Guelph. Such a difference of course 
would not warrant shipment from any of the 
western towns, and, as a consequence, all 
the wheat brought to this market is made use 
of by the mills in the locality. It is not a 
very difficult matter to absorb it all, for the 
rain during the past few days, and the con­
sequent muddy roads have left the market 
almost entirely deserted. Only an occasion­
al load comes straying in, and for the last 
three or four days there has been no change 
whatever in the prices. Since our last week­
ly report fall wheat has declined slightly, 
chiefly because of the inferior quality of the 
grain offered. Spring wheat has advanced 
slightly and there is no doubt there will be a 
rise when winter fairly sets in. One of those 
fits of caution has come over produce deal 
ers, when every one is anxiously watching 
the movements of his neighbour. England 
is purchasing flour and ignoring wheat, but 
as her stock of breadstuns is said ta be rap­
idly diminishing there must soon come a de­
mand from that quarter. We have to record 
a slight advance in oats, which have so long 
been steady. This must be on account ot 
local enquiry, for they are higher here than 
in Toronto. In fact the quot /ions of the 
market of that city are no higher for any 
article than our own. Peas are unchanged 
as they have been for somi weeks past. 
A week ago, barley which had been droop­
ing,took a leap, without any apparent cause, 
from $1.05 to 1.14. Last Friday and Saturday 
it went a little higher, and there is not 
enough of the grain coming in to determine 
what it might do in an ordinary market. 
Hay has also risen, but all other articles re­
main as they were a week ago.
