Another Storm,—On Thursday night 
we had another of those violent thunder 
storms which have been of such frequent 
occurrence this summer.

THE GUELPH POLICE COURT.
Before T. W. Saunders. Esq., Police Magistrate.

Friday, July 16 th.
Olay Pleads Guilty of Obtaining 
Money Under False Pretenses

“ Dr.” Clay was brought up this morn­
ing under charges of obtaining money 
under false pretences from Henry Hud­
son, Mrs. James Dow, of Nichol, and Jas. 
Hassan, of Waterloo, in the early part of 
April last.

Elspet Dow, wife of James Dow, Nich­
ol. sworn, said—-Identified the prisoner, 
and said that prisoner got 50cts. from her 
some time in the early part of April • 
prisoner called and said he was going 
round getting subscriptions to build a 
New Connexion Church in Guelph; I 
gave him 50 cents ; did not converse 
much with him ; he represented he was 
authorized to collect money, and that he 
we8 appointed by the committee to go 
round and take up collections to help 
build the church ; he had a subscription 
list with him, or what purported to be 
one ; don’t remember how it was headed ; 
saw Mr. Hudson’s name on it ; there 
were apparently a good many names on 
it ; he stayed some time in the house ; 
don’t belong to the New Connexion 
Church ; am a member of the Free 
Church ; never saw prisoner before 
that ; prisoner gave bis name as Dr. Mc- 
Nichol ; that his father lived in Puslinch 
Plains. He said the church was to be 
erected on the land given by Mr Howitt, 
in Guelph. Prisoner said he had studied 
for a doctor ; understood from him that 
he was living with his father, as he in­
vited me to his father’s house. Mr Hud­
son lives near where we do. As far as I 
can remember, he came to our house 
about the first week in April ; understood 
prisoner to say that he had been at Hud­
son’s collecting money, and saw his name 
on the list, with the sum of 25 cents 
written opposite ; he stayed at Hudson’s 
all night. Am quite sure prisoner did 
not call as far back as January or Feb­
ruary.

Henry Hudson, of Nichol : Prisoner 
is the man who came to my house to soli* 
cit money to build a church ; he came on 
loot ; said he was collecting for a new 
Methodist Church in Guelph ; said to 
witness he came out for that purpose ; 
prisoner said they had chosen him for 
that purpose ; he asked if he could stop 
all night ; I said he could ; this was be­
fore I gave him the money ; he stayed 
all night ; next morning I gave him 25 
cents, and my wife gave him 25 cents ; 
he had a little book with him, which he 
showed me ; he put my name in it, after 
asking me what it was ; he asked me to 
direct me to some place ; I directed him 
to Mr. John Green’s and to Mr. James 
Dow’s, and others on the line; He gave 
his name as George McMicken, and that 
his father lived in Puslinch Plains; thinks 
he came sometime in February, but can’t 
say as I am not sure' ; as Mrs. Dow says 
he came in April it might be my mistake 
about the date ; can’t say whether he 
called at my son’s, but understand he 
was there ; saw him coming from that 
direction ; he stated to me that the con­
gregation Were then preaching in the 
Court House.

^ Mrs. Helen Hudson, sworn : Lives in 
Nichol ; am wife of Andrew Hudson, 
who is son of Henry Hudson, the last 
witness ; know the t risonei ; was at my 
house 1 think on the first Thursday after 
the Elora fair, seeking assistance to build 
a church, I think, in Guelph ; told him 
my husband was not at home and I 
could not give him anything ; he wanted 
to stay all night, but I told him I could 
not keep him ; it was evening when he 
came ; he came down again next morning 
to see if my husband would give him 
anything, 'but he had left before he came.

1 James T. Nichols, sworn : Know the 
prisoner, who goes by the name of Geo. 
Clay; know his father, who formerly 
lived in Puslinch. There was no Metho­

dist congregation had preaching in the 
Court House last April. The congrega­
tion there is called Chalmers’ Church 
(Presbyterian). Don’t know of any Meth­
odist church being built or to be built in 
Guelph. Saw prisoner about the begin­
ning of April in Guelph ; asked him 
what he v as doing ; he said he was 
studying medicine. Asked me this mor­
ning how many charges there were 
against him ; said 1 did not know ; asked 
me what I thought be should do ; said I 
could not advise him ; said he thought 
he would plead guilty.

On the charge being read over to the 
prisoner he pleaded guilty to obtaining 
money from Henry Hudson.

James Hassan, sworn : Live in Wa­
terloo, within 500 yards of this county ; 
saw the prisoner at my house last spring, 
some time in April ; lie slated lie came to 
collect money to build a church ; he read 
from a paper the name and place, but I 
did not hear distinctly ; I understood it 
was in Guelph, as he said be resided in 
Guelph ; I gave him 50 cents ; be gave 
his name as Dr. Clay, and said he was a 
veterinary surgeon, And bad been thro’ 
the American war ; he mentioned the 
names of the committee for whom he was 
collecting ; prisoner had a book, but I 
did not put my name in it.

Chief Constable Kelly, sworn : Know 
the prisoner ; caused him to he arrested 
in Toronto ; wtint there for him on Mon­
day ; he asked me the cause of bisam-st ; 
told him the ciuse c -ming from the gaol ; 
he denied it ; I told him the particular 
cases when coming from the police station 
to the Cara ' Til ; • a-k- <1 " hat 
wool,' In- .1 r I «fill

lll.ik> < C <; • h' O I U>« ; .♦•. !(.. Mil
lie wai* gutliy jf getting money, and was 
sorry tor it on account of his wife ; he 
said it was some con vetted Jews that got 
him into the scrape.

The prisoner also pleaded guilty to 
this charge.

The case of Mr. Dow against the pri­
soner was not closed, owing to the ab­
sence of one of the witnesses.

The prisoner was then committed on 
the two first charges, and he was re­
manded till Tuesday on four other char­
ges, which will then be investigated, 
namely, obtaining 25 cents from Joseph 
Howe, 25c from Andrew Kline, 25c from 
Joseeh Kline, all of Waterloo, and 25c 
from Herron Hudson, of Nichol. By that 
time other charges will very likely be 
found out against the prisoner.

The prisoner in pleading guilty, feign­
ed great sorrow for bis offences, and said 
he had been brought into trouble by those 
converted Jews. He offered to ray back 
all the money he had thus fraudulently 
obtained.__________________

Petersburg.

Court-Martial.
It is to be regretted that cause has 

been found to bring to Court Martial one 
of the non-commissioned officers of the 
Battalion, since It assembled for the an­
nual drill. The particulars are as fol­
lows : On the morning of the 13th, the 
bread which was supplied to the Battal­
ion not being of a very desirable quality 
was condemned (accidents to baking will 
occur in such variable weather), and it 
was sometime before a fresh supply 
could be obtained. Some of the men, 
not having a proper understanding of 
matters, became impatient -.t the delay 
and threatened to proceed to town to 
obtain & breakfast. Sergeant Henry 
Hamilton, of No. 10 Company attempted 
to fall in his men for that purpose. Col. 
Higinbotham was called out and ordered 
the Sergeant to his tent, where he re­
mained until the afternoon of Thursday, 
when he was brought before the Court 
Martial. The Court was composed as 
follows : President, Capt. Pearce (No. 5, 
Co’y.), Lieut. Inglis (No. 1 Co’y.), Lieut. 
Brown (No. 10 Co’y.), Ensign Allingham 
(No. 8 Co’y.), and Ensign Grey (No. 9 
Co’y). After mature deliberation, the 
Court found the prisoner guilty of insub­
ordination,and condemned him to be re­
duced to the ranks. The finding of the 
Court was confirmed by the Llent.Col. 
Accordingly on the Battalion’s assem­
bling at the close of the afternoon drill, 
awaiting dismissal, the prisoner was 
brought up in charge of a sergeant, his 
stripes stripped off by the Sergeant- 
Major, and he was ordered to join the 
ranks of his Company.

The Suicide in Waterloo.—A despatch 
from Waterloo to the Hamilton limes 
gives ns the following particulars regard­
ing the suicide of Capt. Cain's wife men­
tioned in Thursday’s Mercury. About 
9 o’clock on Thursday morning, the wife 
of Mr. Jas. Cain, of this place, committed 
suicide by shooting herself through the 
heart with a revolver, falling back upon 
the bed and expired immediately. Mr. 
Cain was just outside the house mending 
a fence, and his daughter were returning 
from a neighbour’s house and was op­
posite the gate when the report was 
heard. The mind of the deceased has 
been unsettled* for some time, being 
worse during some periods of the year. 
Though not generally left alone, yet this 
morning but a few minutes sufficed to 
enable her to perpetrate the deed.

Lion Tamer Killed.—A report comes 
from Michigan that Charles White, the 
lion tamer, travelling with Thayer’s 
menagerie, was actually eaten by the 
lions, while making them perform in 
their den, at a town in that state, a short 
time since. There is a probability that 
the person mentioned as having been 
eaten is the same who visited Guelph 
last fall in charge of the lions belonging 
to Thayer’s circus, and at that time there 
was more than one individual prophesied 
that the surly old. lion which jumped 
through the hoops with such surly grace, 
and snapped his teeth at the keeper as 
he went out of the cage, “ would settle 
his hash for him some day.” The beau- 
ful lioness “ Rose” was as docile and 
kindly as a lapdog, but old “ Leo” could 
not help being and looking savage.

This morning’s despatches.

Nichol Insurance Company.—From 
the Express we learn that this Company 
held their annual meeting on the 7th 
inst., and in presenting the tenth annual 
report had pleasure in stating that three 
consecutive years had passed without 
any loss having been sustained by fire. 
One hundred and seventy-eight poli­
cies, including renewals, have been re­
corded during the past year—covering 
property to the amount of $200,100.— 
There are 385 policies now in force, cov­
ing property to the amount of $395,720. 
The available premium notes amount to 
$7,944,76. and the balance at credit of 
the Company is $402,79. A portion,how-* 
ever of this balance (85.32) is represented 
by promissory notes, &c.

The Horse Shoe Fall—The Nia­
gara correspondent of the Hamilton Spec­
tator says: The announcement of the 
breaking away of the Horse Shoe Fall is 
creating something of a sensation in the 
fashionable circles here. The facta are 
that n 'b ut thirty feet of that part or the 
cove where the green water is seen near­
est Goal Island, has caved in, and it is tm 
timated by competent geologists that 
about eighty to one hundred tons of rock 
have fallen. This now gives the shoe 
more of a triangular appearance. It is 
very evident that Niagara is y parly re­
ceding, but this is probably the greatest 
change that has taken place within the 
recollection of the present generation.

London, July 15.—The Bank of Eng­
land today made another reduction in 
minium rate of interest of £ per cent. The 
rate is now 3 per cent 

The Times in an article on the Cuban 
question says “ The progress of Spain 
towards an enlightened, commercial poli­
cy, will soon become a necessity, and 
with more of the liberal tariff system it 
will be difficult for her home prodtioe to 
compete with American, and she will be 
unable any longer to monopolize the mar­
kets of the Antilles. Under these cir-Y 
cumstances, Cuba will become useless to 
Spain, and pride alone can lead her to •„ 
hold on to the dominion which is cUsput- - 
ed in the teeth of the best Spanish trôopei 
Gen. Prim and other statesmen are con­
vinced that the separation of Cuba is on­
ly a question of time. National honour 
prevents Spain from taking such steps as 
long as insurrection prevails, but when 
the island is pacified, the national dic­
tates of reason ought to be listened to. 
Cuba is valuable ; Spain wants cash, and 
a purchaser is at hand. Should the is­
land be canvassed, a. plebeiscitum. would 
result in favour of annexation to the 
United States. The only serious question 
is, can the Americans at this moment af­
ford the purchase money. It is for the 
advantage of both hemispheres that each 
should follow its own course untrammel­
led by the interference of the other."

At the International Rifle Match, on 
Wimbledon commons, the riflemen of 
Scotland were victorious.

Paris, 15—The French journals com­
ment severely on the prorogation of the 
Corps Législatif before verification of the 
elections was completed. The Govern- . 
ment is accused of closing the Chamber» 
with the design of stiffling discussion.— 
The session will probably be resumed on 
the 20th of August.

Lo> D3N, 15—In the House of Commons ■ 
this evening, the Irish Church Bill, as 
amended in the House of Lords, came np^ 
for consideration. Mr. Gladstone, on - 
rising, was greeted with loud cheers by 
the Liberals, and derisive shouts from 
the Tories. He said that in respect to the 
amendments which had been made to the 
Bill, the Government proposed to restore 
the preamble and date of the disestablish­
ment, as they appeared in the original 
Bill. They should agree to the amend­
ment relating to curates' annuities, and 
to the protection of annuitants, with 
some modification, but ail other amend­
ments they would oppose with the single 
exception of the grant of half a million 
pounds in lieu of private annuities made 
in 1660.

Mr. Disraeli followed. Ho said that 
although the abstract principles of the 
Bill had been repeatedly discussed, therer 
had been little discussion on the details 
of its provision. He hoped that the 
amendments made in the House of Lords 
would receive the calm consideration of 
the Commons.

Mr Gladstone then moved that the 
House disagree to the preamble as 
amended. He thought concurrent en­
dowment, which the Lords had in view, 
a very differene scheme from that of 
Pitt, who had in contbmplation an estab­
lished Catholic church side by side with 
a disestablished church, and under State 
control Concurrent endowment, as how -v; 
understood, was totally opposed to the 
principles of the Bill, and was of such! e 
character as to be entirely opposed to the» 
spirit of the time. If the House could be 
induced to agree to it, it was certain that» 
the country, especially to large constito-* 
encies, would never sanction it. He* 
strongly advocated the appropriation of .: 
the surplus funds as originally proposed, 
with a proviso reserving fo Parliament ÿ 
control over them. /

Mr. Disraeli thought the House ougtyt * 
to agree to the amended preamble. 9» 
asserted that the House of Lords did not 
desire any reservation of surplus foi pur­
poses of concurrent endowment, and re- 
diculed the plan for its appropriation.—
He hoped the House would prevent such 
a waste of public funds, and not allow ; 
them to be dealt with in this loose and . 
vague manner.

The moi ion was carried by a vote of

HOW THE GOVERNMENT TREATS 
THE VOLUNTEERS.

When Sir George E. Cartier forced 
hh'Militia Bill through Parliament, 
here was scarcely to be found even 

in the Tory Press a paper to do it 
zeverence. If we recollect distinctly, 
there were two newspapers in the 
Province which gave it a sort of 
qualified support—all others, Conser­
vative and Reform, condemned it in 
.goto• Few as its friends were at the 
time it was passed, the Bill has still 
fewer advocates now, and fewer is 
only possible to the extent of two in 
dividuals who spoke to the public 
through the press, and none who spoke 
of it privately. To be sure there were 
several members of the Commons who 
opposed it most strenuously, and, as 
usual, in vain when the parent of the 
measure was Sir George E. Cartier. 
What is the use at present of oppos­
ing any act of his hew absurd or in­
iquitous soever it may be ? Our own 
member raised his voice in protest 
against the Bill, and stated his con 
viction that its tendency was very 
strongly in the direction of breaking 
up the Volunteer Force. It would 
be exceedingly desirable that his pre­
dictions should not be verified, but 
such a result is greatly to be feared. 
For it is plain that men reared under 
different forms of government have 
different ideas and feelings. Despo­
tisms are favorable to the nurturing 
of a race of slaves, democracies to 
mountebanks and revolutionists, and 
constitutional governments to men 
who respect * their superiors at the 
same time that they will submit to no 
tyranny or oppression.

Austria, France, aye, even the more 
advanced kingdom of Prussia, may 
resort to conscription and compulsory 
military service. They may even feed 
their soldiers on fourponce hajf-penny 
a day if they like, and condemn them 
to spend the best part of their lives 
in a daily routine of drill. But àuch 
treatment would be most decidedly 
repugnant to the genius of Britons, 
and there is little room left for doubt 
that even the modified continental 
ideas which the Minister of Militia 
brought to the task of framing his 
bill are no more approved of by the 
military, now that they have bad an 
experience* than they were by the 
press, when it spoke theoretically and 
speculatively.

Let us enquire . what volunteering 
means. It means the ordinary weekly 
drill, which, more particularly in the 
country, often involves a long walk 
after a hard day’s work, and it means 
besides eight or nine days of extraor­
dinary fatigue, with but indifferent 
compensation, in the heat of summer. 
It means leaving home, generally at a 
time when there is enough of work to 
do there, and ‘'roughing it;" in about 
the most extreme acceptation of that 
term. And non-commissioned officers 
and men who do ail this—who per­
form six days’ drill—march any dis­
tance, not exceeding fifteen miles 
to and from headquarters, or hire 
their own conveyance— ft ho receive 
twenty-five cents per mile each 
way if the distance be over fifteen 
miles—and take from' eight to- nine 
days to do these things, are allowed 

1 the munificent sum of $6.50, and have 
to feed themselves out of that.

The Government, indeed furnishes 
tents and blankets, and gives a spe­
cial allowance of $6 to each company 
for camp kettles, tins, &c. We would 
ask if it could well do less ? Six dol­
lars would go but a small way in furn­
ishing a company with what utensils 
fthey would require, and small as the 
amount may be which the volunteers 
will take home with them, it would 
have been smaller still, perhaps 
dwindled into nothing,had it not been 
for the generosity of the Town 

' Council.
From Friday morning of last week 

till Saturday night,before the country 
companies will reach home, the men 
will have been out nine days, and yet 
for that length of service in the field, 
for all the discomforts of camp life in 
victualling, accommodation and many 
other things, the men at the very out­
side will only have a paltry pittance 
of $4 or so, after paying for their ra­
tions, as remuneration for all this ex­
tra labor and fatigue.

Can we wonder that our volunteers 
are getting discontented—can we won­
der that they are leaving the service ? 
Here in this county we have a Bat-

Unprecedented

A drouth of unprecedented severity 
prevails throughout the greater part 
of the West Indies. In the island of 
Trinadad the drouth ip so intense that 
the deepest wells in Port of Spain are 
almost dry. The country was oom- 
1 detely burnt up with heat, and several 
ires had occurred with most disas­
trous results. One of the fires had 
traversed twenty-five square miles of 
country, destroying in its course thou­
sands of acres of growing canes ; and 
others had taken place on cocoa plan­
tations, with similar sad results. In 
St. Lucia the streams have diminished 
to such an extent that the mills are 
all at a standstill for want of water to 
work them. In Guadeloupe, public 
and private cisterns are alike dried 
up, and not a drop of fresh water is 
to be obtained. In the towns the in­
habitants are to be seen at the corners 
of the different streets pumping and 
drinking brackish water ; while the 
distress of domestic animals and cat­
tle is positively painful to witness— 
In Grenada and Antiqua the young 
canes are perishing for lack of mois­
ture, months having elapsed since 
they have had a heavy fall of rain. In 
Barbadocs the weather has been so 
dry that serious fears are entertained 
for next year’s sugar crop. And in 

parts of Jamaica the people are 
actually giving nearly a day’s labor 
foy a single bucket of water, while the 
water supply of Kingston, drawn from 
a river, distant about three miles 
from the city, has so greatly dimin­
ished as to awaken serious apprehen­
sions of conspqhences in the event of 
a fire breaking out in the city. Says 
one of the Kingston journals, “we can 
hardly dare to contemplate what our 
position would be if fire was now to 
break out in any part of the city— 
With the strong winds of the last few 
days, everything parched up dried 
around us, and hardly water enough 
to supply one hydrant to any purpose 
only the good providence of God coulc 
save us from the most fearful conse­
quences.” Of late years the rain fall 
in most of the West India Islands has 
greatly diminished, owing in a great 
measure, it is supposed, to the cut­
ting down of the large trees by the 
free settlers in opening up fresh 
grounds for the cultivation of coffee, 
yams, &c. Similar consequences aris­
ing from the destruction of forests 
have been noticed in the East Indies 
and elsewhere.

Dreadful Effect of a Nitro-Gj,ycer- 

inb Explosion.—A frightful accident oc­
curred on the 29th ult., about six miles 
from Carnarvon, Wales. A shipload of 
nitro-glycerine, from Liverpool, arrived 
at Carnarvon bar, and was conveyed in 
boats to the pier. In the afternoon five 
cartloads left the pier—two for Ashcton 
Smith’s Lanberis quarries, and three for 
Lord Penrhyn’s Bethesda quarries. At 
six o’clock, while the former two were 
near the Cwymglo, a terrible explosion 
occurred. The horses drawing the cart I 
and three men were blown to atom?, and j 
fragments of the cart wheels were thrown ! 
to a great distance. In the village, near-1 
ly a quarter of a mile away, great injury ! 
was done. Roofs were knocked down j 
and windows were broken in. At the I 
spot where the carts were,two round holes | 
six feet deep and seven feet in diameter, j 
were made in the ground. The railway i 
station, forty yards off, was blown to 
pieces. The whole valley, to the foot of 
Snowden, suffered a tremendous shock, 
and damage was done to every part-of it.

Por­
tions of human remains were found forty 
yards from the spot where the explosion 
occurred.
