LECTURE BY THE REV. DR. PUN8HON.

The Rev. W. M. Punshon, D. D., de 
livered his great lecture on the “ Hugue­
nots," in the Wesleyan Methodist 
Church, on Tuesday evening.

Affairs in I’nhappy Spain.

The Carlists still Victorious.
Arrest of the Spanish Consul in 

Paris for Embezzlement.
Scene in the French Assembly,

Bayonne, April 1st.—The Carlists in 
Spain are receiving supplies of arms, am­
munition and provisions in various ways- in a'few suitable words. After sketching

in * masterly manner the great end and 
scope of true history, which was at first 
narrative, and then polemical, but has 
now become in our day a record of pro­
gress—a triumphal eulogy of tho growth 
of civilization,—he showed how all his­
tory bears unmistakable impress of an 
overruling Providence, how God shapes 
its ends for the evolution of his own de­
signs, educing order from its vast con­
fusions, resolving its complications into 
one grand and marvellous unity, and 
making, it a body of completeness and, 
symmetry, with Himself as the iu-j 
forming soul. He then glanced, at the 
hold the Reformation doctrines took in 
France, and how the way was paved for 
them by the revival of learning and the 
invention of printing, by the waking ûp 
of the common mind from its deep slum­
ber of ages, by the sufferings of the 
saints in the Vandois Valleys, by the 
martyr song>>of the Lollards and the 
Hussites, and by many other potent in­
fluences. He referred to the stern oppo­
sition which confronted the doctrines of 
Luther on their introduction to France, 
to the persecutions which fallowed, 
and to the gorgeous parades
got up by the Roman Catholic
hierarchy to counteract the spread of the 
Lutheran heresy, as it was called. But 
the more the Reformers were persecuted 
the more they multiplied. The pro-, 
grees of the Reformation during the 
reigns of Francis I and Henry H was rn 
pid and ' continual. Several large pro 
vinces m Prance openly declared for the 
new doctrine, and at one time it was cal­
culated that nearly one-sixth of the en­
tire population was ranged under the Re­
formation banner. He then adverted to the 
persecutions which were commenced un­
der the Edict of Chateaubriand, whereby 
heresy wafe made a civil as well as nu 
ecclesiastical offence. He also sketched 
with a masterly hand the two members 
of the Guise family, the real heads of the 
Catholic party, the chiefs of the middle 
or Politique party,as they were called, and 
the great leader of the Huguenots, Gas­
pard do Coligny. He also drew a life-

Disastrous /Shipwreck
near ltalifax !

The Steamer ‘Atlantic’ goes 
down with nearly all on 

Hoard !

750 People Meet a Watery Grave !

Halifax, April 1st, 1873.
The steamship “Atlantic” from Liver­

pool, on the 20th March, for New York, 
with a full cargo, and over 800 steerage, 
and 50 cabin passengers, struck on 
Meagher's rock, 22 miles north of Hali­
fax, and went down with the loss of 750 
persons. It being about midnight most 
of the passengers were in bed. Two 
steamers left here for the scene of the 
disaster at 1 a.m. Nothing more can be 
learned until-their return.
Ettller Details of the Wreck.
The Atlantic, belonging to the White 

Star Line, Cant. Williams, from Liver­
pool for New York, coming into Halifax 
for coal, struck on Meagher's Rock on 
the 1st, 22 miles west of Halifax, becom­
ing a.total wreck. Out bf about 1,000 
souls ou board, upwards of 700 were 
drowned. The third officer, Mr. Bradley, 
arrived in Halifax the same evening. He 
says they experienced boisterous weath­
er, but all wcut well till noon of the 31st 
ult., when the supply of coal being near­
ly exhausted the Captain determined to 
put into Halifax. The Captain and third 
officer were on dock till midnight, and 
the position then judged to bé Sambro 
Light bearing N N W, 39 miles. The 
Captain then went into his chart room, 
and Bradley went to bed. The next 
thing the latter remembers is being 
thrown /out of his bunk. Ho felt the 
ship strike several times, and rushing on 
deck found the Captain and other officers 
there and the deck crowded with 
the passengers. He got an axe and com­
menced to clear away a boat, the,captain 
and other officers doing the same. 
Bradley got his boat out and piUtwo wo­
men into it a number of men also at­
tempted to get into it, and about a dozen 
succeeded. At that moment the steamer 
fell over on her beam ends and sank- 
Only one boat had been got out, and that 
was carried down by the steamer and all 
in it. Bradley scrambled into the mizzen 
rigging, which was above water. Seeing 
he could do nothing there, lie went for­
ward and unrove the halyards, being as­
sisted by Speakmen and Owen, quarter­
masters. Bradley took the halyards and 
all three swain to the rock ; a line was 
then hauled ashore and a number of the 
passengers landed by it. A great many 
bad got on the rock, but as the tide was 
rising their position was no better than 
on the vessel. Just then the fisherman 
on shore came -out in boats and rescued 
those on the rock and also a large num­
ber from the riggfi%. Bradley remained 
at the scene till noon to-day, when all 
who were alive on board had been saved, 
except the chief officer, Mr. Frith, who 
was in the rigging shouting for help. 
Bradley said he had tried to get a crew to 
go out to rescue Frith, but the sea was 
running so heavily that nobody would 
venture. Altogether about 250 were sav­
ed, including Capt. Williams, the fourth 
officer, Mr. Brown, the xloctbr, and seve­
ral engineers find sailors. Not a single 
woman or child was saved ; most of them, 
as well as hundreds of the men, were 
drowned in their berths. The ship struck 
at two o'clock t his morning. At that 
hour the weather was dark but not thick, 
and the sen rough. Steamers are going 
down to-night - to render what assistance 
they can. All of those saved, except 
Bradley, are still at Prospect, where the 
fishermen are giving them all the assist­
ance iff their power.

THE LATEST.

Manitoba Disturbances.
THE THREATENED INDIAN RAID.

After routine proceedings in the Do­
minion Parliament en Monday, Mr. 
Shultz moved for copies of all corre­
spondence from Indians and others in 
the Province of Manitoba with the Gov- 
ernnfcnt on the subject of the dissatis­
faction prevailing among the chiefs, head 
men, and Indians treated with in Mani­
toba and the adjacent territories in the 
year 1871. He said he made this motion 
mainly to enable him to place before the 
House some facts in connection with tho 
Indians of the North-West, which he 
trusted would he considered of sufficient 
importance at least to lead hon. gentle­
men to investigate for themselves a sub­
ject which for the first time had become * 
a really important one in this country. 
While every one felt pleased when the 
negotiation between" Canada nnd the 
Hudson Bay Company drew to.«a close,

concluded the treaty for the lande desir­
able for agricultural or railroad purposes, 
but- two courses were open to nim— 
either to remain and starve where he 
onde revelled fn plenty, or t» totally 
change hi» habit » u:ul adept those of the 
incoming race, [ J wresting from the soil 
a subsistence. The idea that-he could do 
the latter on a payment of three dollars 
annually was of course an absurdity, the 
glaring nature of which was all the more 
apparent ' when we reflect that when 
we had brought him with'a the pale of 
civilization we compelled him to pay 
about six dollars annually to the State on 
the tobacco he smoked, the tea that lie 
drank and the blankets and clothes that 
he wore. Indians treated with in 1871 
were dissatisfied with the treaty. Unac­
customed in the interior to the use of 
money, they formed a very incorrect idea 
of the value of bank bills, in which they 
were paid. Inthe case of the first payment 
at Fort Francis, on Rainy Lake, they 
hurried to the Hudson Bay Company’s 
trading establishment to test the value 
ef these strange papers. Soon they 
found that three dollars only represented 
three pounds of tobacco, or two and a 
half pounds of tea, or five yards of print. 
Dissatisfaction was the result, and the 
Indian Chief, in handing back the three 
dollars he had,received said, “ I do not 
want it. It will take mo five finis to 
buy a coat." They found that they 
could only procure with the money what 
they could get for a single mink-skin,ami 
this band have since refused to treat 
with the Government. To him it seemed 
that there was only one course open. We 
must civilize the Indian by weaning him 
from Jhe chase to the cultivation of the 
soil. We were bound by the transfer to 
protect the Indians of the North-west. 
While it would ba the easiest thing in 
the world by the adoption of an unwise 
policy to sow seeds of an everlasting en­
mity, yet he held that it was equally 
possible by wise measures to retain their 
friendship, even while we were taking 
their land. To do this, he held that 
treaties must be made with them on a 
far more more liberal basis than those of 
1871. Instead of a perpetual annuity,he 
would suggest a much larger sum for a 
stipulated period, say of 21 years ; in­
stead of the payment in money he would 
be in favour of giving them indispensable 
articles of European manufacture or 
growth, and of stipulating that a very 
large proportion devoted to each band or 
reservation should be applied to the pur­
chase of agricultural implements and 
oxen and payment of native, farmers 
competent to instruct them m cultivating 
the soil ; instead of the present reserve of 
160 acres among a family of six, he 
would suggest at least 160 acres to each 
individual, and stipulate that the reserva­
tion should be situated near some well- 
known fishing ground, and be as fat re­
moved as possible from centres of white 
population and much travelled highways; 
and lastly, he would expressly stipulate 
that the most ample provision be made 

, for their education in our language.
A change from the policy which dic­

tated the treaties of 1871 ho held to be 
'actually necessary. He would regret 
much to be considered an alarmist, yet 
he declared from his place in the House 
his conviction, based on a knowledge of 
the feelings of the Indians, that no more 
treaties can be made with them on these 
terms, and it was a question whether-, till 
the existing dissatisfaction of the hands

" already treated with bô" dissipated, they
would make a treaty at all. He-had 
heard it rumored with a very great deal 
of satisfaction that the Government pro­
posed to manage the Indian affairs of 
the North-west mainly in Manitoba, and 
thatuustead of one Commissioner there 
would be a Board of three, one of whom 
would be the Governor of Manitoba and 
the North-west territories. This was a- 
step in the right direction, and he would 
earnestly suggest that this Board take 
early steps to enquire ihto the existing 
causes of dissatisfaction among the In­
dians who made the treaties of 1871.

Hon. Mr. Howe said the report of the 
departmentwould be brought down 
promptly, and these papers would be in­
cluded therein. The Government were 
obliged for any information that would 
strengthen their hands in preserving the 
peace of the country. It was the interest 

- of the Hudson Bay Company to aid the 
Government in preserving the peace of 
the North west ; if they could not do so 
without placing a garrison at every fort, 
they might ns well abandon the country 
at once. rThey could not put a garrison 
at-every fort. They had now at .Fort 
Garry 800 soldiers, but it would not do 
to distribute those over the country. 
Already two very satisfactory treaties had 
been contracted, and the Government 
had fulfilled these treaties to the letter. 
Some dilficultiés had arisenin.connection 
with the Sioux, who had come over from 
the United States, and had been guilty 
of •crimes in the United States, and the 
Government were anxious not to do any­
thing to create the hostility of the United 
States Government. Still, ilmy had 
every reason to. believe that a f i r and 
full explanation of the matter would he 
acceptable to the Washington- Govern­
ment, and the Dominion Government 
had decided to make a provision for the" 
settlement of these Indians i.n our terri­
tory, and a tract of land Vas set apart for 
them. Everything the
