Meanwhile Bou Ahmed’s
messengers were hurrying to Rabat to
proclaim the late sultan's youngesi
son, Mulai Abdul Aziz, a boy of 12
years of age. The critical moment was
past; the. army was in a safe region,
the dissident tribes were left far be-
hind, and the accession was a fait
accompli. It was Bou Ahmed’s first
card and he played it well.

But other things remained to be
done. Bou Ahmed was only chamber-
lain, and the more important posts of
grand vizier and minister of war were
held by his rivals, two brothers of the
powerful Jamai family, who, aristo-
crats, despised the slave’s son and his
origin. The situation demanded" that
the young sultan should proceed at
| once to Fez, the northern capital, for,
until he had been accepted and re-
ceived as sultan there, his throne was
not consolidated, and Fez was no safe
place for Bou Ahmed.

Another Bold Card

He played his second card—an even
bolder one than his first. While the
sultan was at Wekinez, only 30 miles
from Fez, Bou Ahmed obtained his
master’s consent to the arrest of the
Jamai- brothers. The pretext was
treason. One morning the grand viz-
jer, Haj Amaati, rode into the palace
square of Mekinez and passed into the
young sultan's presence between long
rows of bowing officials. The sentries
saluted, but, disdainful, the vizier not-
iced no one. Bou Ahmed was with the
! gtiltan. He accused the vizier of treach-
ery, of treason, of innumerable crimes
and asked the pale boy seated upon
ithe throne to authorize his arrest. The
sultan nodded—and Haj Amaati was
dragged by jeering soldiers to prison,
smitten with blows and the object of
a hundred gibes. His brother, the min-
ister of war, joined him in gaol only
a few minutes later. Bou Ahmed was
now grand vizier.

So Bqu Ahmed, freed from anxiety,
began the building of the “Bahia.” With
stone and mortar and the money and
blood of men, by every exaction and
cruelty, by murder and sudden death
he built it, raising court after court—
grandiose and fantastic—to please his
own pride or the fancies of some wom-
an. Every favorite had her courtyard
and her apartments, and little it mat-
tered to her, or to the man who for a
time cherished her, how many might
| die, how many might starve, that the
| ceilings of carved cedar wood might be
ipaid for, or the marble fountain basins
be brought from Italy. The vizier's
revenues were prodigious, for every
coin that came to the Moorish govern-
ment passed through his hands, and a
few went on to the imperial treasury.
but only a few, He was alone and
omnipotent, A sort of superstitious
romance encircled him and his wealth.
His name was whispered in the streets
and in the byways.

Acres of Houses Razed

He started largely. He took a whole
quarter of the town and razed it to the
ground. It covered many, many acres.
No householder could resist his on-
slaught., Where necessity arose, he
compensated, according to his own
ideas, the owners of the houses de-
stroyed. In other cases he found it
unnecessary to do so. Whole house-
holds were turned loose into the world.
Beyond were gardens, great groves of
olives and oranges. He became pos-
sessed of them, tearing down the divid-
ing walls and laying* out the whole as
a great park. He built a raised irri-
gating tank as large as a lake and en-
circled the whole property with im-
mense walls, The energy of this small,
dark, awkward, unsympathetic man
was immense. He governed as he
built, without a thought of human life
or of the suffering he occasioned. " He
destroyed whole tribes and confiscated-
their wealth. It all gerved to built the
““Bahia.”

On the ruins of the demolished quar-
ter he raised his palace, encircled with
walls—and what walls!—great window-
less  expanses of masonry 30 feet and
40 feet high, here and there - pierced
with gateways that led into vast open
spaces, seemingly as objectless as the
walls themselves—great barren, dusty
courtyards. And then, passing through
a small gate, a blaze of color—an im-
mense count, paved in white marble and

How the Son

Built a Dazzling Palace

of a Slave

Out of Africa comes an occasional
exotic story from the “Morocco Corre-
spondent” of the London Times. The
name of the writer is never revealed,
yet he constructs his pictures with so
| much color and, apparently, with such
an intimate understanding of Oriental
life, that one is mystified as to why
his identity is buried and the fame
that would attach to his name is
tossed aside. It may be a story within
a story, of a brilliant writer who hides
away among dark-skinned people for
reasons all his own. But that is mere
speculation. There-is no telling. His
latest contribution follows:

When Boli Ahmed, the grand vizier,
built at Marakosh the palace of the
Bahia — “The Hffulgence” — modern
Moorish architecture reached its. zen-
#h. No man before had attempted
such a work, and no man in Morocco
will ever be rich enough to surpass it.
Not only would the wealth required be
fabulous, but the very idea would be so
fantastic that. its originator could not
escape being stamped as a madman.

and the work ceased. M those five
years this extraordinary palace was
originated and completed—such as it
stands—with its wealth of decoration,
its great courts, its fountains, and its
colonnades.” And the builder was the
son of a slave, for Bou Ahmed’'s father,
Si Moussa, the confidential servant
of the Sultan Mulai Hassen, was a
palace slave. By his integrity, or his
cunning—probably the latter—he had
risen to a position of some importance
and at his death his son—only a very
little, less a negro than the father—
was appointed chamberiain in his
place, a position he held until the sul-
tan’s death in 1895,

It was then that his opportunity
came—and he seized it. The sultan’s
death occurred while he was on a mili-
tary expedition against the dissident
tribes of Tadla. Bou Ahmed, who with
a few confiidential slaves alone knew
of $fuldi Hassen's death—for he died
in his tented inclosure in the imperial
camp, amongst his women—fealized
thait the tragic event must be kept
secret. Otherwise ~the tribes would

Yet 22 years ago it was scarcely be-
gun and 17 years ago its builder died.

Here, too, there s water
everywhere in marble fountains and
marble baigins, that fill the cool air with
the music of their streams. In the sur-
rounding walls are deep recesses, fes-
tooned with delicate arabesques in in-
cised plaster, and roofed with carved
and painted béams, cool retreats from
the fitful wunlight that plerces ‘the
foliage of the trees. At either end of
this deliclous garden are vast apart-
ments, the lofty ceilings of which, half
hidden in the gloom, rise tier above
tier of carved and painted domes. Color-
ed mosalics from Fez, full of luster,
line the lower pant of the walls to a
height of some ®ix or seven feet, and
the floors are of marble and similar
mosaics. On the walls pass long bands
of dellcately fretted plaster,
geometric designs and Arabic 1n§crlp—
tionas.

A small exit and tortuous parrow pas-
sages lead into other suites of apartments,
each more gorgeous than the last. In
one case the rooms open into a covered
courtyard, its ceiling some 40 feet above
the marble floor—great beams and paint-
ed and gilded surfaces of wood—rich in
geometric designs. A row of little win-
dows just below the ceiling, and encircling
the whole court, give light to this fine
hall, with its marble floor and marble
fountain, and in exquisite designs in mo-
saics of falence. On all sides are rooms,
half-lit and mysterious, but rich in ar-
tistic decoration. The great carved and
gilt doors stand open and a glimpse is
obtained of the dim richness of the rooms
within. Then long pasages again—here
straight, here turning sharply to right
and left—and courts and more courts, and
great rooms, and endless colonnades, till
the very vastness and complexity of the
palace wearies. And then, suddenly, hid-
den away in the recesses of this labyrinth
the gem of all—a wonderful little garden,
surrounded by arched recesses and great
rooms, the walls of the garden a mass of
exquisite design in white incised plaster
work; and above, a deep cornice, richly
carved in little arches and columns, of
cedar wood, supporting overhanging eaves
of the same beautiful wood, upheld by
delicate beams. Above is a glimpde of rich
green Iridescent tiled roof. The paths,
which bisect the little garden, raised a
foot or so above the =oil, are paved in
marble and mosaic and edged with a low
ielicate design in iron work in a frame of
wood. The marble basin is there, too,
with its cool splashing water falling upon
the mosaics of colored tiles. Beyond this
7arden lies another infinity of apartments,
each series a house in itself.

In five years Bou Ahmed built it all,
with the life and blood of the tribes—
and then he died, in 1900.

The sultan wept the loss of the man of
iron .will who had set him firmly on the
throne. On foot he followed his body to
the grave, and weturned to sign the

edict of the confiscation of all his
property. In the Bahia reigned con-
fusion and lamentation. The great
courts rang with the wailing and
shrieks of the women—and the palace,
deprived of the iron hand of ils magter,
became a pandemonium. Iis inmates
knew that a great orisis was at hand,
and each strove to steal as much as he
or she could in the few hounrs that yet
remained. Safes were broken open,
jewels 'were torn from their settings,
the more easily to be concealed, the
doors of the treasure rooms and the
storerooms weire torn from their hinges.
Wives, concubines, and.slaves fought
and looted—and it is said killed—for
how many jealousies found their chance
of revenge; and in the midst of it all
came the sultan's emissaries and the
soldiers, to continue the loot and pillage
in the name of the sovereign. For days

caravans of mules passed through the
streets lbearing Bou Ahmed’s treasures
to the sultan’s palace. Then the women
were driven forth—the older ones to
hunger, and perhaps to death; the
younger to live as best they might The
slaves fled, or were passed on to new
masters.

And when all was accomplished, when
not a hole or a c¢orner had been left
unscratched for treasurer—and how few
days it all took!—when no one was left,
except a few in poverty and in exile to
tell of its past glories, when even the’
children of the great vizier were starvs
ing in the open country or hidden dn the
houses of a faithful few, and his wives
and concubines had fallen a prey te
others, then the sultan closed the great
palace and set his seal of state upon
the doors of the man who had given

him a throne.

This was explained by the fact that
the older girls leave the companies
when entering high school and through
lack of knowledge of the guides and
their wotk“recruits do not come in
rapidly enough to take thejr places.

The reports for the year showed five
companies working and contributions
of help having been made to the Red
Cross society,, the, Belgian Relief, the
Prisoners-of-War funds and the work
of the Tuberculosis Hospital auxillary.
The pro-cathédral company, No. 8, has
contributed to the support of one pris-
oner of war; No. 7 company, North Cal-
gary, has contributed $20 to Christmas
parcels for soldiers and No. 2 company
of Knox church has given regular con-
tributions of fruit, eggs, ete., to tuber-
cular ‘work and money to the Belgian
Relief. The sum of $68 was realized
from a bazaar held in June and $125
from a booth conducted at the exhibi-
tion. Of this amount $90.50 has been
contributed to Red Cross work. The
$125 was divided among the flve com-
panies to be used as they declded In-
dividually

Good Attendance at Central

Eight hundred enthusiastic support-
| ers of union government filled the Cen-
| tral Methodist church last evening at
the meeting called by Dr. J. D. Laf-
ferty to publicly endorse the present
| government at Ottawa, and its policy
iof conscription, as the only way to
i win the war, and place Canada in line
| with her sister colonies throughout the
| British empire and the world nations
| fighting for freedom and democracy.

The following resolution was moved
by Dr. J. D. Lafferty and seconded by
Mr. W. M. Davidson:

That this meeeting, through its
convener, send a written request to
the Liberal and Conservative asso-
ciations of East and West Calgary
constituencies, asking them to call
their members together on or before
the 5th of November next, and ap-
point from those only who are in
favor of union government until after
the war, 50 delegates in all from each
constituency, who will meet together
in joint convention at the call of
the convener of this meeting, who
shall preside at such convention at
as early a date zs possible after he
is so advised, and has received the
names of the delegates so appointed,
pledged to support union government,
to nominate two candidates, who
shall be accepted as the candidates
Another resolution was mowved and
\ seconded by Mr. James Short, K.C., and
Mr. A. L. Smith:

: That this meeting expresses itself
i as heartily in favor of the policy of
the union government on the enforce-
ment of the military service act, and
the urgent prosecution of the war,
with conscription of all available
resources of men, means and money
until the end of the war.
{ Both resolutions were heartily en-
dorsed by the big audience present,
iand the only disappointing feature of
| the rousing gathering was the absence

Jiof prominent Conservatives.

i Dr. Rutherford made a very accept-
| able chairman. The speakers of the
evening were: Dr. Lafferty, Mayor Cos-
tello, James Short, K.C.;
{ Davidson, M.LA.; W. Kent Power, A.
| L. Smith, Alderman S. H Adams, Rev.
|S. W. Fallis, W. G, Hunt, and T. A.
P. Frost! Mrs. Langford and Mrs. F.
J. Nolan, who were on the platform,
asked to be excused from speech-
making. ”

Harmony and enthusiasm were the
keynotes of the gathering, which in
every way proved itself in hearty sym-
pathy with the present union govern-
*ment and its  policy of winning the

war.

Dr. Lafferty’'s address was straight

‘from 'the  shoulder. ' He said that a
union government was:the only one
possible under the circumstances, and
did not want to discuss how it was
{formed, why certain men were taken
{in, and why certain men were left out.
| He said that he accepted union gov-
rnment, because its policy was to
‘reinforce the men at the front, and
{to prosecute the war by every means
lin the power of Canada.
All, said he, who have reldtives at
the front, are bound te support the
union government until the war is over.
The paramount policy of Canada be-
fore any other is to win the war.

The speaker scored those crities of
the union government, who claimed
they were in favor of Wwinning the
war at any price, who stand aside
insfead of supporting the government
that was straining every nerve and
sinew of its resources to end the war.
He said theré were many in the coun-
try who believed woluntary recruiting
had not been given a fair test, and
pointed at the figures furnished by
Registrar Carsons which showed that
95 per cent of eligible men in class
“A” unmarried and between 20 and
35 years of age, were claiming exemp-
tion against serving in the army, and
said the policy of voluntary enlistment
was useless and would not net 10,000
| men. People who hampered the gov-
ernment by ecriticism. said he, do

themselves wrong, and their policy 1s
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destructive.
Opposed to Referendum

J In view of the nughber claiming ex-
|'emption, Dr. Laffefty scored the idea
' of a referendum, Where so much preju-
dice existed against compulsory ser-
! vice, and that if a referendum, 6 was
/'against conscription that Canada would
have to cease all war activities and
bring home the men at the front. or
leave them to suffer. Those, said he,
who opposed union government for
fear of what would happen after the
war had but to look at the British
parliament. {where men of all classes
sat side by side, the +lord and ‘the
commoner, all in sympathy with each
other to a common end, to wring vic-
tory from the enemy. He said he did
not think that after the war that there
would be any division on party lines;
that those days are passed, and that
all men will look on public questions
i from the same viewpoint. He said
, that in these days the words Liberal
and Conservative meant nothing, and
{that the dividing lines between each
; was small. He opined that after the
| war the question of tariff would be
| settled, and would be influenced by
the peace settlement. In every Liberal
i party and government toﬂay could be
| found men of Conservative views, and
in every <(Conservative party. can be
i found men of Liberal views as well.

Conscription, said he, was the only
way to conduct any war. This Eng-
land found out after a year and a half
of war, and the United States, profit-
ing by England's experience, declared
conscription at its declaration of war,
A Spirited Appeal

Mayor Costello made a spirit-stirring
appeal to those present to support the
standard-hearers of the union gov-
ernment, and said the union govern-
ment had pgomised to take care of the
soldiers who had fought for the Brit-
ish empire, and would look after thelir
being pensioned.

In Safe' Hands

James Short said one reason why he
backed the unlon government was De-
cause of its policy of a vigorous pro-
secution of the war, and that with such
representative men in power the coun-
try was in safe hands.

Only One Problem

W. Kent Power said he believed there
would always be parties as long as
public questions came before the people
under the present system. He thad
voted against Borden, but now asked
those present to support him, and that
while the country was at war that
there was only one problem before
them, that it was the duty of Canada
to do its utmost to support the men at
the front. :

The Rev, 8. W. Fallis gave his reason
for backing the union government was
because we asked the mien at the front
to do big things, and that the biggest
things we can do is insignificant to
what they do. We are asked to give up
our natural rights, a tremendous thing
for human nature to do. Are we able
to do it? He said the only fault hg had
to find with the union government was
that there was no steel in its sword.

Mutual Co-operation

Alderman 8, H. Adams made a plea
for mutual co-operation:and the bury-
ing of all differences, and the concen-
tration of all our energies to see that
Canada does her share in the great con-
flict, and said that“some day Canada
would have a natiopal government and
that he supported the present union
government because it was the nearest
to his ideal of a natjpnal government.

W. G. Hunt said the battle of Hast-
ings was child’s play alongside of what
the boys at the front were going
through, and that he wanted to stand
by a government that had the back-
bone to stand by ithe men at the front.

A. L, Smith complimented Dr, Laf-
ferty for having taken the first action
to express the sentiment of the people
of Calgary in a crystalized form. He
said the resolutions adopted were but
the expression of the people of this
country, and that such resolutions were
needed to remind the legislators at Ot-
tawa the temper of the people of Cal-
gary was ‘behind them.

A returned soldier named Pettigrew
offered an amendment to the first reso-
{lution adopted, asking that the con-
! scription of all the wealth lying idle r
Canada be inserted in the original
resolution and condemning the govern-
menit for failing to conscript wealth,

From the bagk of the hall Stanley
Freeze rose to object that the amend-
ment was not in order as an amend-
ment. He contenided that‘'the c¢onduct
of the late government could not be
made a part of a resolution dealing
with the present government and main-
tained that the resolution should be put
and the amendment be taken up as a
separate resolution. However, the chair-
man proceeded with the motion re-
gardless of the point raised.

The chairman replied that the amend-
ment applied to the old government and
should not be applied to the new, but
as the soldier persisted, the chmsirman
put the vote to the audience with the
result that about six voted for the
amendment and the remainder against
it. The original resolution was declar-
ed carried and the amendment lost,

- IAY 60-ON STRIKE
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G.N.W. Telegraph Company
Canceled All War Bon-
uses fAAfter General Strike
Was Settled; Operators
Draw Less Than Previous
to. Strike

GENERAL STRIKE

If All Operators West of
Saskatchewan Go Out To-
night There May Be An-
other General Strike

Unless a satisfactory reply is received
by 6 o’clock tonight all the G.N.W. tele-
graph operators, from Saskatchewan west,
will walk out on strike.

At a large and enthusiastic meeting of
the telegraph fraternity of Calgary last
night, a full discussion took place regard-
ing the trouble between the Great North-
western Telegraph Company and the
telegraphers employed by that company.

Some weeks ago a dispute arose be-
tween the ;G.N.W. Telegraphs and its
telegraphers- and linemen and the matter
was referred to the labor department at
Ottawa for adjustment. Hon. T. .W.
Crothers, minister of labor, appointed a
board of conciliation to go into the matter
and after the award of the board was
announced the company refused point
blank to accept it. A genera] strike im-
mediately followed, with the result that
the telegraph lines of the G.N.W, were
tied up from coast to coast.

War Bonus Stopped

Previous to the strike, it is claimed by
the telegraphers of this city, the G.N.W.
Company was paying a war bonus to
many of the older and married men in the
service, While the board of conciliation
granted a considerable raise.in the regu-
lar wages of  the 'telegraphars, the war
bonus was cut off, with the result that
many of the operators are receiving
smaller wages today than before the
strike.

It also is claimed by the telegraphers
that numbers of the strongest members
in eastern Canada has been dismissed for
trivial offenses, and it is to rectify this
and to adjust their wages that the oper-
ators have decided to call another strike
Wednesday evening unles stheir griev-
ances are looked into at once.

“Phere will be a meeting of the Domin-
ion executive on Friday next at Ottawa
when the question will be finally set-
tled.”

Asked for his opinion on ‘the union
government, Mr. Tweedie was em-
phatic in his endorsation of the union
and a win-the-war policy. ‘“In eastern
Canada,” -stated Mr. Tweedie, “the
feeling is intensely strong for the
union and they.anticipate a return of
the union government by a substantial
majority. The province of Quebec will;
I believe, give more union membenrs
than is anticipated.”

Mr. T'weedie was not conversant with
the local political situation, but favors
placing a union candidate in both Cal-
gary ridings.

When informed of Dr. Clark’s nom-
ination by the win-the-war convention,
Mr. T'weedie said it was.the best news
he had heard in a long time and did
not anticipate the Red Deer member
would have much opposition.

As to the chamges in the provincial
cabinet, he remarked: *“They are em-
inently satisfactory.

Arrests Made on the Eve of
Announeement by Lloyd

FALSE PASSPORTS

One Traitor Was Allowed to
Sail and Then Taken Off
Steamer at Halifax; Se-
cret Service’s Splendid
Work

New York, Oct. 23.—Liam Mellowes,
one of the recognized leaders in the Sifin
Fein rebellion on Faster Monday, 1913,
and an associate, Baron Dr. Max von

Rocklinghausen, a German subject, are
under arrest in this city, it was announc-
ed late today by W. J. Flynn, chief of the
United States. secret service.

The arrests were made on the eve of
the announcements by Premier ILloyd
George that the British government had
knowledge of another plot to land arms
in Ireland.

‘Mellowes is charged with obtaining
false passports to enable him to leave the
United States as€ an American seaman.

Von Rocklinghausen, styled by Flynn as
a ‘“‘patent engineer of no little ability,”
has been turned over to federal authori:
ties for internment during the war. He
is declared to have been an intimate as-
socjate of Sinn Feiners. A statement is-
sued by Flynn sald papers found in Von
Rocklinghousen’s rooms and on his per-
son show definitely that large sums of
money had gone to France for ultimate
German purposes.

¢“Patrick Donnelly”

Mellowes was arrested Monday night
in possession of a seaman’s passport made
out in the name of “Patrick Donnelly’
and which, it is declared, he intended to
use in.returning to Ireland at the earliest
opportunity.

After the fajlure of the revolution last
yvear Mallowes made his way to thea
United States. Secret service agents had,
him under surveillance shortly after his
arrival and learned of his association with
Dr. Patrick McGarton, known to his Sinn
Fein-.associates in this country as ‘“the
first ambassador to the United States of
the Irish republic.”” They plotted to re-
turn to Ireland and McGarton shipped ~n
an American ship last Wednesday. On
adviees from secret service men, McGar-
ton was arrested at Halifax and is now
being held. there pending prosecution for
his complicity in the Dublin riots and “his
activity in this country since early last
year,” according to Flynn.

‘Considerable papers of {nterest in this
government were taken in the raid of
the premises of Mellowes and Von Rock-
#nghausen and it will be some time be-
fore the various ramifications of this
plot can be, thopughly detailed,” sald
Flynn in announcing the arrests.

He declared Von Rocklinghausen “has
peen mentioned as an envoy left here by
Count von Bernstorff,” and that he main-
tained two residences in New York one
of which is near an East River bridge
commanding a clear view of tre river,

in Canada, the training and equipment
of troops, the internment of aliens, the
prohibition and regulation of imports
and exports, and - the granting of
licenses therefor, the arrangements
with the government of the United
Kingdom and with the governments of
fthe allied nations respecting any of
these matters. and, generally speak-
ing, all matters relating to the efficient
prosecution of the war so far as could
interest Canada, While the powers
and duties of the committee will be
of a very wide character, apecial at-
tention will be given to the increased
cost of living.
Alleviate Conditions.

“Undoubtedly,” says~the order-in-
council, “this ds chiefly due to causes
which are beyond the control of the
government of Canada or apy other
country, imasmuch as the withdrawal
of more than thirty million men from
produsctive activities and the vast and
almost Inconceivable expenditure en-
tailed by the war must inevitably ad-
vance the cost of the ‘necessaries ot
| life. Nevertheless, it is especially im-
portant thet every mmeans should be
taken to alleviate conditions so far as
may be possible. It is essemtial that
the government should prevent any in-
crease or inflation of prices through
hoarding, through exicessive profits or
through combinations. The steps al-
ready taken alofig these lines should
be considered with a view to any fur-
ther action that conditions may de-
mand."” \

Provision 1s made for the appoint-
ment of sub-comimittees to ' consider
any particular subject requiring spe-
cial investigation. The committee may
autlorize such sub-committees to bring
into consultation as members of the

with special experience or knowl e.
The war committee will hold periodical
meetings at such intervals as it may
determine. Three members of the com-
mittee will constitute a quorum. Pro-
vision is made for the appointment of
the secretary of the committee.

The reconstruction and development
committee will be a permanent. com-
mittee during the progress of the war
and until after demobilization. It will
investigate the enormous and varied
résources of the Domimion and will
consider a scheme of immigration and
colonization in order that further pro-
duection, and especially agricultural pro-
duction, may be assured.

Newspapers Demand Depor-
tation of Germans From
Norway

Christiania, Oct. 23,—The Norwegian
newspapers bvitterly denounce the

These journals call the atten-
tion of the authorities to the danger
to Norwegian trade from “this German
gang, not only now when many of them
are common spies, but also in the
future.”

The Christiania newspaper Verdens
Gang says the affair was character-
istically German, brutal and with ex-
ceptionl cowardise. The newspaper
adds that the ‘fermans, having put ine
British warships out of the game
acted against the peaceful merchant-
men as if they wege the entire British
navy. “It was the most dastaraly
deed any navy can boast of,” says the
Tidens Tegn. “It outrivals all other
German crimes.”

ONE-HALF OF THE
IEPELIN FLEE

Out of Action; Heavy
Blow to Huns

Washingtdn, Oct. 28.—Germany prob-
ably lost one-half of her total effective
fleet of super-Zeppeling as a result of the
raid of October 20 over England, accord-
ing to official cablegramg received here.
All France is exultant over what the dis-
patches declare to be the greatest defeat
administered to an air fleet since the be-
ginning of the war. The gratification is
more intense because it is now known
that the German raid was an attempt to
carry out a fearful threat of vengeance
made four days before.
On that occasion the German govern-
ment sent out a warning to both France
and England of dire punishment to follow
what the Germans declared to be unwar-
ranted and inhumadne attacks by- Britisl
and French aviators gn peaceful Germa:
towns. Reprisals were threatened in an
official: German communication which, in
part, read: -
“For every brick which falls from
peaceful Gérman homes whole “buildings
will be overthrown in Paris.”
The official French report of the at-
tempted German raids is as follows:

First Brought Down
«“The first Zeppelin brought down fell at’
St. Clement on the borders of the forest
of Mandon, 10 kilometres from Lungville
It was seen at 6.20 a.m. journeying with
two other Zeppelins. It was at once at-
tacked by one of our army’s defensa sec-
tions. At first a series of shells were
fired at the Zeppelin when it was distant
4,000 metfes. The Zeppelin promptly rose
to a height of 5,500 metres.” In a fresh
attack by the anti-aircraft guns the
fourtheshell struck’the outside envelope
and the Zeppelin caught: fire. It remains
n mass of metal and Indian rubber and
broken propellors. Five dead bodies hor-
ribly mutilated, were found near the Zep-
pelin. Others must be buried under the
ruins, which are still smoking. There
could not have been any bombs left in the
Zeppelin as no‘explosions were heard. The
apparatus had four propellprs.
“About 2.20 p.m, Zeppelin No. 49 was
forced by our aviators to come to earth
hear Bourbonne-les-Bains. It {s intact.
The commanding officer and 17 men of
the crew are prisoners.
“A little later the third Zeppelin, the
L-50 came down at Dammaratan, near
Montigny-le-Roi end two officers and 14
men of her crew were captured. Two of
the crew were slightly wounded.,
“The Zeppelin’s crew detached a car
which they entirely destroyed.
“The Zeppelifi, without ballast, went ¢ff
with four men. From the declaration of
the prisonets this Zeppelln: left Oldenberg
for London October 19, but was unable to
reach the English capital.
“T'wo Zeppelins entirely destroyed were
attacked by our aviators and by our anti-
aireraft guns and came down in the vally
of the Saenne, alighting in the region of
Sisterton, the erews having burned their
Zeppelins, attempted to escape, but were
taken prisoners.
“T'wo other machines were seen in the
sowth, one landed at La Rango, In the
lower AlpS. The other was seen by the
aviation center at Frejus, drifting toward
the sea in & vertical position and disabled

Very Heavy Loss

“Thus probably the Germans lost five of
thelr Zeppelins, which were all of the new
type, from 234 to 244 metres in length anc
carying seven and nine engines with from
1,500 to 2,000 horsepower.”

Summing up the extent of the disaster
to the German air fleet, the report says
that Germany altogether has constructed
probably one hundred Zeppelins 6f which’
16 were r?qsltmy_ecl ore the war. The
‘osses officially répo! by the alffes wore
six i 1914, 16 in 1915, 25 for 1916, an«
three for 1917.%

Thiis'the minimum of 66 Zeppelins have
been destroyed, to which must be adde
half a dozen more lost by accident anc
n experimental trials. Deducting ma-
chines loaned to Bulgaria, Germany nrow
had on the western front anly 25 super-
Zeppelins.

The great air fleet concentrated agains
England in Belgium and northern Ger
many has never amounted to more tha
16 Zeppelins.

Paris, (Oct. zz:’—-'m': officlal nois i
sued this evening dealing with w»
raids of alrships over France lst
week says:

“Information obtained up to the
present time permits of the belief thal
11 Zeppelins coming from England
flew over France Saturday. The ex-
pedition, impeded from the start hy
fog which covered a great part of
England, was transformed into a dis-
aster, thanks to the activity of our
aerial and anti-aerial deefnse.

“Bight airships were still over
French territory at dawn. They tried
to cross our lines between Lunevilie
and Daccarat. One of tHese was
downed by the 174th section ot antl-
air defense forces. Two others fleds
but were attacked by four aviators
belonging to Hscadrilles N-1717, N-il
and N-89 (Nieuport chaser machines).
These aviators reached one Zeppeiin
at an altitude of 17,000 feet and fired
point blank at it The pilots were
forced to cease their attack when
their ammunition was exhausted.

Canada in Danger

ANl three speakers stated that Canada
was in danger and laid especial stress
upon the fact that the war was not
yet over nor was it nearly completed.
They exhorted their hearers to become
awakened to the fact that Canada was
in this war from a defensive standpoint
and showed that without the mobilza-
tion of every atom of the manhood and
womanhood of Canada, this country’'s
part in the great struggle would be
neutralized to a great degree. Mr.
Calder opened the meeting at the Met-
ropolitan church by stating that he
was bringing a message to western
Canada telling the people here what it
all means. He told his hearers that he
might say some things the Conserva-
tives would not like and some things
that the Liberals would not like, but he
intended to say them nevertheless. He
laughingly referred to the fact that
sometimes he could not quite realize the
company he was (n, often thinking he
was dreaming.

He charged the deep-rooted partyism
which prevails in Canada as being the
reason why union government was not
possible before. The laxity of some
people in connection with the war was
severely criticizsed by the ex-Saskatch-
ewan minister and told them that the
United States eventually entered this
war because that country realized that
it was a war of defense. The same-ap-
plied to Canadd, but many people had
‘become hardened to it.

All Cards on the Table

He drew a picture of thé negotiatfons
leading up to the formation of the
union” government, stating that it was
only consummated when Liberals met
mempbers of the late government face to
face and everyope la'd their cards upon
the table,

Then Mr, Calder stated, with explan-
ations, the rsasons for the formation of
the union government. The first and
foremost Teason was because it was be-
lieved that Canada’s part in this war
could be efficlently carried out _only

void of party affiliations. Secondly it
was formed in order that the military
service act, now on the statute books,
might be enfiorced. In a thunderous
voice Mr. Calder sald thme “reinforce-
ments must go forwdrd to our brave
boys at the front no matter what hap-
pened.” He defended the selective con-

y’ ! Tribute to Laurier

Mr. Calder paid e stirring tribute to Sir
Wilfrid Laurter at this juncture, pictur-
ing him as one of the greatest etates-]
men Canada ever produced, a statesmen
of the first sank and an honor to Can-
ada. He honored Sir Wilfrid’s opinion,
but he said He was forced to part from
him on the conscription question. “Sir
Wilfrid favors a referendum,” continued
Mr. Calder. “I favor selective conscrip-
tion at once.”

The speaker sald that had not a union
government been formed, the coming
election would have been one of the
bitterest in the history of this country.

The union government would m'n;
mize this bitterness. He dwelt witin
the questions of great economy in the

I would’ do so in case two conditions
were fulfilled. First, that a union gov-
ernment be formed; second, that I
should receive a nomination from a
non-partizan win-the-war convention.

Red Deer's Lesson
Dr. Clark said that Red Deer had
taught the country tweo vital lessons
of the present moment: “First, to keep
the little things of party in their pro-
per place in these days of great world
happenings, while the greatest fight
is going on that the world has ever
seen; and, second, to expel for the mo-
ment the spirit of selfishness. A union
government is thhe result of this spirit
prevailing. “If there ever was a time
to forget the little things of party,
surely this is the time.,”
The speaker then proceeded to show
the wonderful changes that have been
taking place, the prospect of the im-
mediate expulsion of Turkey from
Europe, the overthrow of absolutism in
Russia, the dethronement of the king
of Greece, and the tottering of the
throne of Germany, and perhaps, great-
er than all, the spectacle of our cous-
ins to the south of us taking hands
with the British people for the first
time in' & century and a half for the
purpose of taking part in the greatest
war and the greatest battle for free-
dom that the world has ever seen. In
the light of these facts the little things
of party politics should be thrown aside
and the spirit of unselfishness taught
by the war, but not practised in party
politics should be learned.
The electorate has led the politicians
and public opinion has made the
union,
“The public opinion has recognized
three facts: (1) That party government
in a war like this must fail to satisfy
the demands of the whole people.” The
speaker admitted that the late govern-
ment had made many mistakes, but
he doubted if any other party would
have done better. A great catyclysm
had been thrust upon them. Canada
already has more men at the front
than took part Iin the wars against
Napoleon. So the task had been dif-
ferent.
“(2) Tf party government could not
have made a success a party fight
would have been a great disaster, Can-
adian unity means Canadian efficiency.
Canadian unity and efficiency has been
written on- the battlefields of the
Somme, Ypres, Vimy Ridge and many
other places, and Canada has shown
efficient Germany what Canadian unity
and Canadian efficiency can do. Canada
has been very efficient in her patri-
otic work, yet the ladies have engaged
in this work without asking what party
each other belonged to. 2
“(8) The public has learned that a
party led by the province of Quebec
cannot energetically prosecute:the war.
Confusion of Opinion
In support of this contention Dr.
Clark pointed out the absolutely cha-
otic confusion of opinion existing be-
tween MLaurier, Graham, Pardee, Pugs-
ley, Oliver and Lemieux on -the vital
question of the moment. He showed
that the chief, Laurier, the chief lieu-
tenant, Graham, and the chief whip,
Pardee, were going in different direc-
tions, one opposed to conscription, the
next favoring it, and the third enthu-
siastically in favor of the union gov-
ernment, :
Dr. Clark dealt with Hon. Frank
Oliver, who was in favor of conserip-
tion umtil the opposite party adopted
it and went against when it was
proven to 'be needed.
W. F. Puffer also, while he was g
good fellow and an estimable man,
claimed he favored conscription, but
still followed L.aurier. His head gvas
turned in one direction but his feet
led him in the opposite direction.
Cause of Dissension.
Dr. Clark an®wered the charge that
the union government was spreading
dissension and ereating disunion, by
reading extracts from Quebec papers
to show that others were the real
cause of dissension. Mayor Martin of
Montreal was quoted as having
launched a violent attack against Eng-
land and then advised Canada to fold

“her hands and let-the .other allies do

their share. Another had said that if
25,000 men were taken from Quebec
thely would be lost to the province for-
ever, and still amother wished to put
the flag of Laurier and Bourassa to-
gether, while one more vViolent than
the rest advised armed resistance. So
that the whole situation justified his
former charge that a party . led Dy
Quebec could never carry on the war
to a satisfactory conclusion, and also
his prophecy that practically every
Laurier candidate in Quebec would aec-
cept the Bourassa platform. Dr. Clark
called attention in further support' of
this of the report in The Morning Al-
bertan of Mr. Lemieux’'s speech.

The speaker defended his position on
the franchise bill by saying that what
he would not stand for during peace
wag justified during the period of the
war, Under any ordinary circums-
stances he was opposed to disfran-
chisement, but the war justified dt. In
contrast to the Quebec speeches, es-
pecially the one referring to ' taking
25,000 men, Dr. Clark quoted Marshal
Joffre: ‘“France has given a gemera-
tion of her men in this fight, and
France stands today bled white, Im-
poverished and overrun but with her
eyes clear. She stands for a nation-
hood more glorious than ever before.”
‘“What about the nationhood of
Britain?" At the commencement of the
war she ‘was only expected to look after

‘the sea. But she has produced a glor-

ious army as well as the navy, and
promises also to be champion of the
air., The United States was iate coming
into the war, but is taking arglorious
part today. Ten million men enlisted
in one day. And in the face of all this
