Project to Bulld a New Way From Samny-
side to the Humber,

For years thie waters of Oid Ontario have
been slowly but stéadily encroaching upon
that section of the Lake Shore road lying
between Sunnyside and the Humber, In
many places the lake has washed-the road
away, and last month’'s storm almost de-
stroyed it altogether, This being the case,

County Eogineer Stokes was instructed by | Th

the County Council to repert on the feasi-
bility and cost of building a new road north
of the railway track from Sunnyside te the
Humber, He presented his report to a
Committee of the Council, who met in
Clerk Eakin’s office yesterday, the members
present being Warden Porter, Messrs.
Jackson, Duncan, MacMasbh, Morgan, Bro-
die, Evans, Clendenan,

“The route I propose the roadshould take,”
says Mr. Stokes, ‘‘and which appears the
most fessible is to enter on the lands north
of the railway at the crossing on Queen
street; thence skirting the railway fora
distance of about 1100 fee$, until it reaches
the road in High Park om, the east side of
lot 36 ; thencenortherly of west to the limit
between lots 36 and 37 ;. on the con-
cession liae to the Bolt roud ; thence
south.westerly 1o Janestreet; thence across
the railway to the Humber brid The
lengsh of the road is about one and a third
miles, half a mile of which passes through
and is within the limit of the ocity.” Mr.
Stokes’ approximate estimate of she cost of
construction is $30,423. This estimate
dees not inolude any cost that may be ine
citrred in the purcbase of the right of way.

The Committee talked the matter over
and considered the price pretty steep. The
estimate, the Engineer says; is a low one,
Nothing of a definite nature was done, The
Cummittee drove out to the place to see the
condition of the road.
