A Unique Case Involving the Ownership 
of a Racehorse on Trial Before Judge 
Macdougall at the Sessions — Who 
Is the Owner of the Pacer and Was 
He Stolen ?

Patrick Maher, the Bloor-etreefc livery­
man, and William McCray, a horse trainer, 
were tried at the sessions on a charge of 
stealing the pacer Shamrock from Cnnnington 
& Shone, rivals in business of the first- 
named prisoner. The Crown’s theory of 
the case is that McCray concocted a scheme 
with Maher to do Cnnnington out of his 
horse Shamrock, which Cnnnington had 
just purchased from Maher. An attempt 
was made to prove that McCray left the 
employ of Maher and entered the employ 
of Cnnnington & Shone with that evil de­
sign, which he finally carried out in a novel 
way.

In the beginning of this year it is alleged 
and admitted that McCray took Shamrock 
to several races at places east of Toronto; 
that the horse was entered in the “green 
race” at Port Hope and w on $35. McCray 
had some trouble to get bis money and was 
in danger of being punished, so that Cun- 
nington & Shone had to telegraph that 
Shamrock had never trotted in a race in his 
life. When questioned as to the truth of 
this statement one witness said, “Of course 
he didn’t trot; he was a pacer.”

But tbh acts concerning which felony ia 
charged occurred later. McCray never re­
turned the horse Shamrock, but brought 
back a “little chestnut worth about $5” 
and said that he had “ matched with 
Maher” as to whether Maher should give 
the little chestnut and §200 or the little 
chestnut only for Shamrock. Maher won 
the toss and took possession of Shamrock 
the pacer and refused to give him up.

Should Mind Our Own Business.
Mr. Maclean (York): The debate which

Instead of allowing, as do the 
Americans, absolutely free entry, the 
treaty stipulates for a reduced, though 
still high, rata of duty on one and a half 
million franca’ worth of French

iGood Bead*—The Local Government 

Make, a Move.
The Provincial Government deserves to 

be congratulated on promptly responding to 
the agitation for reform in road making, to 
which considerable impetus was given by 
The World.

Acting from instructions given by the 
Minister of Agriculture, Mr. James A. Bell, 
P.L.S. of St Thomas, has prepared an 
elaborate rej-ort upon road construction. 
We trust this indicates that the question 
will be prominent in the next session of the 
Local Legislature.

What the country district* need is, the 
placing of the entire road system under 
uniformity of management. Mere sporadic 
improvements will not meet thegeneralneces- 
sity and demand, nor will it be possible to 
carry out the reforms needed if they are 
attempted only here and there in spots. 
Thsre are appliances required which are too 
costly to be purchased for occasional use on 
short sections of road.

The plan of joint ownership of such 
plant by two or more municipalities or the 
renting it to neighbors by the owners would 
lead to constant friction and to neglect, as 
one municipality that did road work effi- 

~h ciently might have its efforts handicapped 
and thwarted by an adjoining one in which 
less intelligence prevailed, where mere 
avoidance of expense waa mistaken for 
economy.

This notion is the bane of rural muni­
cipalities, so much so, that the present 
wretched condition of our country roads is 
almost wholly attributable to false ideas as 
to economy.

During the last few decades there have 
been great extensions of railways, marked 
improvements in municipal buildings, coun­
try residences and farm buildings, which 
seem to have directed attention from the

'XThe Scientist of tlie Day.

The man of the moment in the world of 
natural science is unquestionably Prof. 
Dewar, the London savant who has suc­
ceeded in turning the atmosphere into 
liquid form. This he does by withdrawing 
heat from the mixture of the oxygen and 
nitrogen, which constitute the air. 
professor’s liquefactions of permanent gases 
and the use of vacua to preserve great cold 
mark one of the most important chemical 
discoveries of the century. It is not given 
to everyone to manufacture liquid air by 
the jugful, and this one achievement is 
enough to strike the imagination even of 
the unlearned. But to the learned these 
experiments mean far more and open up 
enormous prospects of knowledge hitherto 
supposed to be unattainable by man.

On the first charge Justice Armour, at 
the trial on Sept. 15, said: “Upon the 
evidence the charge of false pretences can­
not be maintained.”

“There is no evidence of intent to defraud,” 
and,to clench this view of the bench,he also 
said, “according to the evidence the De­
partment was not defrauded at all. ’ 
the only charge, against Mr. Arnold: of moral 
delinquency teas declared by Justice Armour 
to hare no foundation.
» The charge of “misbehavior in office” 
rests upon a statute of the very existence of 
which the profession were ignorant,so much 
so that a financial paper claimed to have 
been the first to unearth it. It could not, 
therefore, have been known to the accused, 
and the very fact that the offence it provides 
lotis notanoffence as beliceencitizens^ad is not 
recognized as such by the criminal tow, is a 
proof that it is a merely technical transgres­
sion involving no moral wrong in the eye 
of the tow.

But for a breach of this practically obso­
lete statute, which makes that to be an 
offence when done by a civil servant which 
is no offence at all when done by any other 
citizens, for a mere technical breach of a 
technical tow, Mr. Arnoldi has been visited 
with a punishment which nothing short of 
an actual crime would justify.

Judge Rose, at the Assizes in January, 
1892, expressed great doubt whether the 
statute could be construed .to sustain the 
charge against Mr. Aruoldi. Judge Mac- 
Mahon echoed this doubt and went so far 
as to advise the- Crown to drop the prose­
cution. Chief Justice Armour “reserved” 
the case, a proof that he also was uncertain 
whether the charge was sustainable in law.

Mr. Arnoldi is absolutely acquitted of 
having defrauded the Government of one 
cent, otherwise we should regard his case 
as improper to discuss. But we voice pub-

The distaste alleged to be in­
creasing for farm life is, to a large extent, 
owing to the comparative exclusion of farm 
families from social intercourse. There are 
many thousands of such households who are 
compelled to remain secluded in their home 
after, nightfall because the roads are too 
dangerous to travel in the dark. In the 

• Old World, where good roads exist, there 
is a very large amount of intercourse be- 
tween farm families, who think nothing of 
running over to a neighbor’s house many 

•miles away for gossip, a social meal, 
of cards and doubtless courting.

THE CITY MUST FAT.

nPELI TYPEWRITERElectric Railway Stoppages In Yonge-
Street —Vitrified Brick for Pavements.
City Solicitor Biggar is in Ottawa repre­

City Engineer Keating has returned from 
his trip in the United States.

He is pleased with the 
vitrified brick pavements he examined, and 
has accordingly recommended the use of 
quite a quantity of that article in the new 
pavements this summer.

Upper Canada College.
Yesterday, at the close of |tudy, the 

boys of Upper Canada College assembled in 
the prayer hall to hear an address on 
Botany by Dr. White of Carlton-street. 
As the time allowed the lecturer was limit­
ed he was obliged to confine his attention 
to some remarkable wild flowers—mostly 
those of reprehensible character, or “bad 
fellows”—which may be found in the vicin­
ity. The fact that the college is the centre 
of a district most fruitful in rare plants 
was held out to the boys as aa incentive to 
botanical excursions, and when Dr. White 
promised to join an expedition from the 
college next term, his hearers signified their 
appreciation of his kind offer in a very 
hearty way. The lecturer’s description 
of the marvelous peculiarities and pro­
pensities of such plants as the pit­
cher-plant, red-hand, dog-bone and
witch-hazel was of a most racy
character, and the audienée showed a hearty 
and intelligent appreciation of both subject 
and style. Under Dr. White’s handling 
the study of botany was proved to be both 
fascinating and profitable, and if the boys 
remain until next term in the same mind in 
which the close of the lecture found them 
$he summer will see them scouring the 
country in the neighborhood of the college 
1er rare specimens. So attractive did U,ie 
lecture prove that a request for more time 
on the part of Dr. White was greeted with 
a vociferous consent. Specimens were t 
exhibited and the method of their prepara­
tion explained. At the close of the lecture 
the Principal thanked Dr. White for, his 
kindness and expressed a hope that the 
boys might have an opportunity of again 
hearing him on the same subject.
