TWO EXTENSIVE FAILURES,OLD TRINITY’S NEW PROVOST. MURDERED FOljR IN A NIGHT.
Captain John Dlneen Run Down By a 

Motor in Queen-etreei and Hie 
Skull Fractured.

Capt. John Dineen was struck by a trolley 
car at Queen and Teraulay-streets yesterday 
morning and died from his injuries shortly 
before 8 o’clock at night.

Mr. Dineen was standing on the south 
tracks waiting until a westbound car passed 
in order to cross the street. While standing 
an eastbound car struck him, knocking him 
down and dragging him for some distance. 
Eager bands rushed to his help and in the 
ambulance he was taken to nis home, 144 
Contre-avenue. There Dr. Garratt dressed 
his injuries, which consisted of a severe scalp 
wound and injuries about the limbs.

The injured man was unconscious and 
when taken to his home lay in a stupor. All 
day long he lay totally unconscious and 
sinking gradually. Dr. Garratt attended 
him, but despite all his efforts Mr. Dineen 
could not he roused, and at 7.50 o’clock he 
breathed his lasts.

For forty years John Dineen was a resi­
dent of Toronto. A brother of William 
Diueeu he was employed in the firm of W. & 
L). Dineen as warehouseman, tie was 
in Cork, Ireland, 60 years ago. Besides his' 
wife he leaves a family of seven sons aud^ 
daughters.

Capt. Dineen was one of the oldest^sailors 
on the lakes, and was known as the /master 
sailor” of Toronto harbor. He learfied many 
of Toronto’s captains the art of sailing in the 
old days before steam turned sailors into 
machinists.

At a largely attended meeting of the 
Corporation of Trinity University yester­
day afternoon, the Bishop of Toronto pre­
siding, it w»s unanimously decided to offer 
the Provostship to - Rev. F. Wallis of 
Cambridge University.

For many years past Rev. C. W. E. 
Body, M.A., D.C.L, has been the central 
figure of Trinity University in this city. 
He has, with honor to himself and with 
advantage to all connected with this insti­
tution, discharged the important duties of 
Wice-Chancellor to the University and Pro­
vost of the College, which is the highest 
office on the staff.

Hundreds of students now scattered over 
the mission field at home and abroad, some 
in snug rectories in tfoe Old Land, others as 
poor curates in remote districts, have passed 
under Provost Body’s care. His brilliant 
learning, his high sense of honor, his unfail­
ing courtesy, his geniality, have won for 
him the high esteem of all who, during his 
superintendence, acknowledge Trinity as 
their Alma Mater.

The son, 
who was in Britain some weeks ago making 
arrangements for a large importation of 
goods, was hurriedly recalled by cable in 
consequence of numerous writs being issued 
against the firm.

It aeoms that the principal creditor is in 
Glasgow, who has a claim of about $70,000. 
This claim had been kept, a secret from 
everybody by Mr. James Eaton, who is 
known to be an exceedingly reticent man. 
His son John did not know of the existence 
of this claim until Saturday*

Mr. Eaton has invested largely in Mani­
toba property and on two occasions was Inc* 
cessful in his investments. He gave his 
Manitoba property as collateral to the 
Scotch house, and when it became known 
that this claim existed the discovery upset 
all expected arrangements. The stock was 
at once sold to the son and the bill of sale 
registered, the amount being in the neigh­
borhood of $30,000.
