FunDps to buy artificial limbs for
soldiers are being solicited by certain
people 1n different parts of theé country.
The military hospitals commission says
no attention should be paid to such ap-
peals, ‘It cannot be too widely known”’
states the secretary, ‘‘that the most ample
provision is being made by the govern-
ment for the latest and best types of
artificial limbs both in Canada and 1n
England for all members of the torces
who have suffered amputation, A special
factory is being established in connection
with the convalescent home in Toronto
for the manufacture and fitting of artific-
ial limbs,”

CANADIAN soldiers on active service
cannot send more than 20 days’ pay to
their families each month. New regul-
ations to this effect were issued Wednes-
day by the Canadian militia department.
The order says that it has been found
that many married soldiers on duty in
England and France have been sending
all their pay to dependents in Canada.
This results in the men living without
tunds to purchase necessaries, which are
not provided by the government, and in-
volving them in financial difficulties.
When a soldier takes the oath of alleg-
iance he is asked to sign an agreement
assigning half his pay to his family be-
fore the government consents to make a
separation allowance, Some of the men
have gone farther than the terms of their
contract with the government, with the
result that many of them are penniless
and are compelled to stay in camp, be-
cause they are without funds to spend on
sightseeing and pleasures during leave of
absence.

HYDRO

Mr. Lawler, an engineer from the Hy-
dro Commission, was present at a special
meeting of the Watford Council, Wed-
nesday evening, to give any information
required as to the cost of Hydro service
for the village. He submitted an estim-
ate of 100 horse-power, which he thought
would be about the amount required, at
$59.45 per horse power, with a 4000
voltage, The voltage of the transmitting
line would be 26,400 which would be
transformed or stepped down to 4000
volts, The Commission would build the
transforming station, erect poles, furnish
equipment, etc., for the street lighting.
The cost of residence lighting would be
five cents per kilowatt hour with three
cents per 100 square feet of floor space a
month, witha half rate on light after |
uging a certain number of kilowatt hours.
It would be necessary, he said, for the
council to submit two bylaws, one for
the consent of the installation and the
other to raise $10,000 to cover the cost of
installation, and suggested that both
bylaws be submitted at the same time,
The debentures would be paid by revenue
trom the new system.

It is altogether likely that the Council
will decide at their meeting Monday
evening next to submit the bylaws with-
out deélay. If the sanction of the people
is obtained at once the system could be
installed by the end of the year.

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HISTORIC BRENNER PASS.

This Alpine Gap Is a Famous Pathway
For Great Armies,

The mighty Brenner pass is the Ther-
mopylae of Tyrol. From times imme-
morial the northern tribes have sought
the refinements and culture of the
south over this wonderful Alpine sad-
dle, first in fame among all the gapsin
the rugged Alpine defenses against the
north, and a way which has echoed to
the dying cries of warriors and clash-
ing accouterments of myriad Roman
legioms and to the noisy disorder of
the passage of many armies through
more than 2,000 years of restless his-
tory.

Innsbruck, the Tyrolean capital, is at
the northern terminus of this way,
while Botzen, the largely Latinized me-
tropolis of the south, lies 3,600 feet be-
low. Innsbruck is exclusively of the
northland, surrounded by plums, ap-
ples and fir trees, and Botzen, like Italy
beyond the mountains, is in the midst
of a region of vines, figs and olives,

Historic points crowd one another
along the Brenner. Guidestones of the
time of Caracalla and Septimins, Seve-
rus have been found buried here. Some
of the world’s greatest generals have
traveled this path, north and south,
and here the Tyrolese peasant, An-
dreas Hofer, the simple, untaught Aus-
trian hero, proved himself greater than
one of the best officers of Napoleon.—
National Geographic Bulletin.

A Garden Hint,

Cuttings from many plants grow-
ing in the window garden will root
readily at this season, and in conser-
vatories and greenhouses cuttings
ghould be made freely now.

Clean, sharp sand is the best for
rooting cuttings generally, though
geranium cuttings can be made and
potted up in thumb pots.

Lambton County farmers adopt scienti-
fic farming. The campaign of the local
branch of the Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Petrolia, conducted this
this Spring for the treatment of seed
oats for smut was responded to readily
by the farmers. By the reports from the
druggists throughout the County to the

\ District Representative there has been

"

| an increase of 300 % in the sale of

formalin in the County this spring, over
Jast spring’s sales, This means that
57,000 bushels of seed oats have been
treated for smut this spring; or enough
seed to sow 23,000 acres. This number
of acres is only a little better than one-
third of the total acreage of oats grown
in the county each year. The ravages of
Loose Smut of oats have been increasing
each year until last year reports show
that it lowered the yield of oats from 107,
to 15 % per acre. This increase in the
use of formalin on the seed oats will add
very materially to the value of the oat
crop this season. It will demonstrate to
the farmers within the County to their
own satisfaction that Loose Smut of oats
can be successfully combatted, increas-
ing the yield of grain, making thresh-
ings cleaner, leaving the barn cleaner
and the straw brighter and more palat-
able to the stock.

The Department is calling attention of
the farmers to prepare to protect their

tato crop against Late Blight and Rot.

he disease is carried over from season
to season as mycellium in or on the
tubers. There is very little evidence
that their spores can live over in the soil.
The conditions favoring the disease are:
1st, humidity during July and August;
second, relatively low temperatures from
65 to 70 degrees, cool damp nights and
muggy days; third, excessive moisture in
soils, especially clay land.

To prevent this disease developing the
potatces should be sprayed when about
six inches high with Bordeaux Mixture,
made from 4 lbs, of Bluestone, 4 1bs. of
unslacked Lime and 40 gals. of water,
spraying every ten days or two weeks.
This treatment, if fully carried out, will
combat the disease and increase the
yield of potatoes over and above a normal
yield.

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NUTE AND COMMENT
Montreal Star: The British mili-

tary authorities have clearly decided

that the salient must be held just as
it stauds. Indeed, so firm are they
in this opinion that they have just

sent in the Canadians to win back a

seobion of the original front. No one

will for a moment doubt the judg-
ment of the headquarters staff.

The Calgary News-Telegram ;—
The Western Grain Growers, Guide
predicts a steel famine for the world
which will be most marked in Canada.
It is stated that wire fencing will
goon be beyond the buying powers of
western farmers. If this falls true it
will have to be worth its weight in
gold, for the farmer of the prairie is
fairly coining money these days.

The Philadelphia Record says that
an American observer has been look-
ing back over history to discover if
the British navy ever was defeated.
In order to find a serious defeat he
had to go back 250 years, to June 1,
1666, when the Dutch fleet under De-
Ruyter defeated a British force of

fifty-seven ships under Admiral
Monff off the Flemish coast. The
Duteh had the best of it for pearly

two months, but on July 25 of that
year they were badly beaten and
driven back to their ports:

In many of the meraantile estab-
lishments of the west, the three-
price system in the sale of goeds is
being adopted and its” success, de-
pending upon the backbone of the
merchants, has been an agreeable as
well as a satisfactory surprise to both
the shopkeeper and his customer.
The merchant sells a service with the
goods. The cost of the goods is the
same t~ every customer, but if the
buyer desires to have the commodities
delivered, that is a service, if he wants
credit that is another service. If he
wants the goods on oredit and they
be delivered, he pays a certain - price.
If he carries them home himself
he getsa five per cent reduction. If
bhe pays cash and takes the goods
home, thus getting rid of both credit
and delivery, the customer is allowed
ten per cent. off. If the buyer does
not want the deliverv service or the
eredit service he does not have to pay
for them which is apparently fairer
than sticking to the one price prin-
ciple, whether or not the credit and
delivery service are included. How
many of the high-up dames of the
city will insist upon the delivery of a
spool of thread or box of matches
rather than soil their handsin hand-
ling the goods and put the merchant
to an expense of five times the value
of the article in its delivery, and so it
is in the same sense in the purchase
of other commodities.

All students whatsoeyer who risked
their examination standing on circulars
Nos. 7,11, 11A and 11B of the Depart-
ment were warned and are again warned
that the awarding of examination stand-
ing lies wholly with the Educational De-
partment and not with High School and
Collegiate principals.

All farmers who employ student labor
are warned that each student must pre-
sent a certified statement of at least three
months’ continuous farm labor of a sat-
isfactory nature from the farmer for
whom he labored. Farmers are warned
that it is no kindness to a boy to allow
him to shirk work and thus receive a
benefit from the Educational Depart-
ment ou a dishonest basis. Students are
warned that only faithful work will be
considered by principals.

From the Watford High School only
such students were released who could
and did present a written statement of
requirement from parent or guardian.
The aim of the Department was to bene-
fit farmers and not students and all stud-
ents who took to farm labor because they
know they had wasted the most valuable
and perishable of quantities, namely,
time, did so at their own risk and that of
their parents. In this regard it must
ever be kept in mind that it is the par-
ent’s or guardian’s duty to hold his or
her student at school, down to the reas-
onable required hours of home work—
one hour for Form I, oge and a half hour
to two hours for Form II and three to
three and one half hours for Forms III
and IV. The class room work is the bus-
iness of the respective teachers, the home
work 1s wholly that of the parent or
guardian. It is the chiefest essential in
education to compel respect for property,
for discipline in the home and school, for
the legal rights of others and for the dig-
nity of all kinds of honest labor. Drudg-
ery is and ever has been the price of suc-
cess. Kitchener did not raise his vast army
in a night, in a year. He was over forty
years preparing his vast personal power
to fit'him for the great hour of his destin-
ed life work. All life is one long drawn
examination and can never be told off in
a tew hours of ill answered questions or
ill performed labor. Examination is
necessary.

The Watford High School is one of the
highest graded schools in the Province
and in manv respects it has been pro-
nounced one of the finest schools for
secondary education in the country. In
the recent government inspection the
teachers, their work, and the practical
work of the students in science and in
art and history and the languages receiv-
ed the highest grading. The school
building and its equipment are graded I
and the school in the ageregate for
science and for art is placed in the class
of the comparatively few “‘approved High
Schools’’ in the Province. The entire
grading of the school has been raised by
the Educational Department. In the
recent inspection in April the High
School Inspector stated in his report to
the Board of Education .that he was
pleased indeed to find' the buildings so
much improved and beautified outside
and within, and the high efficiency of
the teaching power of the staff. He re-
ported the Watford High School “‘one of
the very best of our four mastered
schools.”

The Board of Education he compli-
mented in high terms of commendation
for their reasonably just and worthy in-
terest in and expenditures on foundation-
al essentials. The High School slogan 1s,
‘‘Watford the beautiful little burg of
Western Ontario.”” May all the people
join.

the curtains are dry, and, what is more
to the point, the edge will not pull
down after it is dry.

“One other thing that should be em-
phasized is that the long border or pat-
terned edge of lace curtains should al-
ways be dried at the top of the frame.
Removing the curtains from the stretch-
er after they are dry requires some
care. One should'not try to take the
edges from the pins until the frame
has been sufficiently loosened, so that
there will be no strain on the delicate
mesh; otherwise threads are almost
sure to be strained and broken.

“A curtain stretecher to be entirely
satisfactory should have movable pins
and should be made of well seasoned
wood. Stretchers having stationary
pins may or may not have the pins
placed at intervals which will match
the scallops in the particular curtains
one wishes to clean, and unless they
happen to match exactly the size of the
scallops it is not possible to dry the
scallops in good -shape. Stretchers
which have movable pins can be per-
fectly adjusted to either large or small
scallops.”

SOLDIER’'S STATIONERY.

P
700 Different Kinds of Army Forms
Are Supplied.

A shrewd observer once remarked
that an army marches, not on its
stomach, but on its army forms, This
in a great measure is true, for the
army would be powerless without its
army stationery. The stationery or-
ganization of the army comprises a
score of officers and some 260 men,
according to a special correspondent
at the general headquarters, who
deal daily’with millions of forms
and papers for the administrative
purposes of the army in the field.

The Stationery Service supplies an
unending variety of army books (106
types), army forms (about 700 dif-
ferent kinds), books of regulations
(136 varieties), and sixty different™
sorts of writing-paper, ten of envel-
opes, twenty-one of pencils, and fio
fewer than twenty-six descriptions 6f
inks in powder form (black, blue,
red, green, and violet, waterproof
ink, drawing ink, etc.).

Figures speak, they say. Up to
last June the Stationery Services had
supplied some 52,000,000 field ser-
wice postcards (printed in English,
Hindoo, Urdu, and Gurmukbi, the
last three for the different races
among the Indian troops), nearly
100,000,000 army message forms,
7,000,000 message envelopes, “2,000,-
000 war diaries and Intelligence
Summary of Events (for army re-
cord purposes), and 50,000,000 and
35,000,000 respectively of two dif-
ferent types of army form.

There are several hundred differ-
ent kinds of labels for goods, etc., in
use. The stock usually stands at
somewhere about 2,000,000, and it
will probably come as a surprise to
people who have visions of army
commanders pencilling despatches in
tents at dead of night to know that
there are considerably more than
1,000 typewriters, in special travel-
ing cases, in use in the field at the
present time, and these are kept in
order and repaired by traveling me-
chanjes in the Stationery Service.—
Tit-Bits.

Great Titles Won by the Sword.

Will the present war produce &
new British dukedom? Probably it
will, for it is a curious fact, and one
apt to be overlooked, that although
the minor peerages are filled by all
sorts and conditions of men, access
to the highest rank of all has usually
been won in the first instance by the
sword.

The first Duke of Marlborough, for
instance, was given the title for his
services to his country. So, toe, was
the first Duke of Wellington. The
first Duke of Norfolk died fighting
for his King on Bosworth Field. The'
first Duke of Manchester fought for
King William at the Battle of the
Boyne.

The first of the Dukes of Somerset
—whose sister, Jane Seymour, mar-
ried King Henry VIII.—fought for
his Royal brother-in-law in France
and Flanders. The Dukes of Argyll
began as fighters, and they have been
at it pretty well ever since. |

The first Duke of Grafton com-
manded the troops in Somersetshire
sent against the Duke of Mpnmouth,
and later on saw fighting in Ireland, °
where he was wounded. An ancestor
of the present Duke of Sutherland
was standard-bearer to Prince Ed-
ward, son of Henry VI, at the Bat-
tle of Tewkesbury. A

The present Duke of Rutland is
descended from the famous rquis
of Granby, who upheld the s of
England in Germany throughont the
Seven Years’' War. The Dukes of
Northumberland' have been fighters
ever since the days of the crusades;
while the first Duke of Portland was
descended from the earl of that ilk
who accompanied William of Orange
to England, and fought as a lieuten-
ant-general at the Battle of the
Boyne.

OF AGRICULTURE

Ontario Department of Agriculture

Lambton County farmers still organ-
izing and preparing for greater things in
the future. On Thursday, June 22nd,
the various delegates to the number of 75
appointed to represent the 45 Farmers’s
Clubs, the Corn Growers’ Association,
the nine different Fruit Growers’ Associ-
ations; the Live Stock Association, the
Beekeepers’ Association, East and West
Lambton Womens’ Institutes and various
other agricultural associations within the
County, together with the representatives
of the Boards of Trade of the city of
Sarnia and the town of Pétrolia, met in
the office of the District Representative,
Petrolia, and organized a County Board
of Agriculture. The meesting was char-
acterized with that ‘*Get-Together’’ spirit
which is so strongly implanted in the
citizens of Lambton County.

An address of welcome to the de]ega!es
was tendered by Mayor Stirrett who con-
gratulated them on the high ideals and
motives which was the canse of the dele-
gates assembling together and wished
them every success in their mew organ-
1zation, in which he expressed himself in
accord with. Mr, Charles Jenkins, Pres-
ident of the Board of Trade of the town
of Petrolia, expressed himself as thor-
oughly in sympathy with the movement
made by the representatives at this time
and spoke at length upon what could be
accomplished by thorough organizations
and cited Germany as an example, by her
thorough organization detying the world.
He hoped the new organization would
take up the deeper and broader questions
dealing with the whole county, such as
goods roads and a thorough system of
drainage. Mr. W. P. Macdonald, the
newly appointed District representative
of the Ontario Department of Agriculture,
expressed his pleasure in the move being
undertaken in tforming a County Board of
Agriculture. He enumerated the number
of agricultural
County and was enthusiastic over the
move now being taken to consolidate all
these organizations into a central organ-
ization to act as an Advisory Board and
to work with him in the development of
the agricultural resources of Lambton
County.

Mr. W. G. Bell, representing the In-
I stitute Branch of the Department of
| Agriculture, Toronto, outlined the work-
ing and object of a County Board of
Agriculture, He expressed himself as
sorry, for to-day the farmers were burying
the old system of Farmers’ Institutes
which had done more in the past prob-
ably than any other agricultural organ-
ization 1n assisting and developing agri-
culture within the province. Heexpressed
his belief that Farmers’ Institutes had
outlived their day and in re-organizing
under a county Board of Agriculture he
was firmly convinced upon the new
foundation was a timely move and a
stronger, more serviceable and outreach-
ing organization would result. Protessor
Coulter, of the Field Husbandry Depart-
ment of the Agricultural College, Sask-
atoon, a Lambton County boy, was
present and congratulated the citizens of
Lambton County on their agricultural
organizations and said he has been watch-
