The Atlantic Mutual Life Insurance-

some $40,000. While in the bands of
Receiver, this impairment has not only
been made xood, but the company is now
shown to have a surplus of $90,000. In
these somewhat anomalous circumstances
an application was made to Judge West-
brook to restore the assets and manage-
ment to the friends of the company, and
permit it to transact business again. This
has been denied, although the court has
declined to declare the company bankrupt
and it must sfill remain in charge of an
officer of the law. What a curitus specta-
cle is here presented and what injustice is
done to a company which appears now to
be able not only to pay every dollaritowes
its policyholders, but have & surplus be-
sides.—Monetary Times.

CHRISTMAS.

To day is _the most universally ob-
served anniversary of the whole year.
To-day all Christendom, with retrospec-
tive vision, is turned to a small town—
Bethlehem—in Palestine. It was the
scene of our Saviour’s advent. Several
hundred years before that momentous
event, the prophetic announcement
was made:

“Unto us a child is born, unto us a

sou is given: and the government shall
be upea his shonlder: and his name
shall be called Wornderful, — Counsel-
lor— The mighty God,—the everlast-
ing Father,—The Prince of Peace.”

In fulfilment of that marvellous pro-
phecy, at the divinely appointed time,
the child was born. The hour was
midnight. Darkness was resting on
the Judean hills. A few rustic shep-
herds were watching over their drowsy-
slicep folds. The stillness of night was
suddenly broken by a seraphic Choir in
the air. The song which theysang was
a heaven-born anthem. The utterance
of its initiatory notes were “Glory to
God in the highest.” These words, in
the spirit of celestial worship, were ad-
dressed to the Most High. They were
followed by an announcement for Au-
man ears: “ On earth peace, good will
to men.’' This song, which the shep-
herds heard many centuries ago, is still
reverberating through the earth. Itis
a song which is awakening hea-
thenism from the spiritual
slumber of ages. It is heard
by  the Esquimaux of the Arctic
regions—by the Negro in Africa—by
cannibals in the isles of the Pacific—by
the Karens in Burmah—and by the
Teloogoos in India.

Moreover, the ¥ Holy Child’’ was born
and cradléd in a manger. But in this
lowly external condition, he was visit-
ed and worshipped by * wise men''—
oriental sages—who were directed to
the hovel where the young Immanuel
lny by a guiding star—a heavenly light.
Divines tell us that none who seek Je-
sus, can find him, except guided by
light from heaven.

To-day these wonderful incidents will
be in the minds of millions; and with-
in the walls of many an ancient cathe-
dral will sermons be preached in ampli
fication of everything connected with
the day which is now being celebrated.
In those time-mossed  ecclesiastical
structures, from smoking censers, the
aromatic fumes of incense will float,
where “through the long-drawn aisle
and fretted vault the pealing anthem
swells the note of praise.”” Churches,
too, which have not yet been rendered
venerable by the hallowing touch of
antiquity, and which are not remark-
able for either architectural magnifi
cence or beauty, will be festooned with
evergreens, and decorated with flowers
in recognition of this universally ob-
served Christian holiday. Some Christ-
ian denominations regard Christmas
equul in sanctity, if not superior, to the
Holy Sabbath itself. In this matter,
however, there are differences of opin-
ion in the christian world ; but nearly
all acknowledge that the day has alegi-
timate claim upon the special regard of
all who admit the divinity of Prince
Immanuel, who was once a babe in
in Bethlehem's manger.

Apart from religions observances,
Christmas, by almost every body, is re-

garded as a day sacred to festivity, to|

kindly greetings, and to gatherings be-
neath the family roof-tree. We will
draw a picture.

No
one will deny that a penny saved is equi-
valent to a ;enny earned; but multitu-
des in practice run counter to the prin-
ciple involved in this aphoristic saying.
Income and earnings should always
overlap expenditures. Continuous sav-
ing is an eftective safeguard against po-
verty and financial embarrassment-
For instance, there is our industrious
neighbor, Mr. Peter Farley, who is an
excellent ditcher, and by the dexterous
use of his spade, he may probably earn
one dollar every day; but if he every
night should spend ten cents more
than he earns, he ‘would soon become
entangled in the meshes of debt. On
| the other hand, if Peter only saves five
| eents every day, he is in the road to
! wealth. In this way we have chosen
Lto illustrate the principle of personal
economy; &and nobody can misunder-
stand us.

Where there is no saving, it is mani-
fest, there can be no increase of wealth;
and where outgo is greater than in
come, ultimate poverty is certain.
These facts should be remembered by
every body who is engaged in industrial
pursuits or mercantile enterprize.
They should also be kept in view by
legislators and statesmen.

In our own Province, there is little
doubt, there might be a considerable
diminution in expenditures, connected
with legislation, and administration,
without imparing efticiency in the pub-
lic civil service of the country. The
necessary expense of legislation might
be decreased, at least fifty per cent.
The number of officials might be .de
creased,and their salaries lessened. One

! wholly abolished, and the other dimin-
!ished in numbers by at least one half.

UNITED STATES.

THREE MISSIONARIES EATEN.

Intelligence has been received from
the Island of New Britain of the mas-
sacre, on April 19th, of three native
Wesleyan mission agents, who were
set upon and murdered and their bodies
eaten by the mountain tribes.

The Wesleyan Church in Australia
directs and supports evangelistic oper-
ations in the Friendly Islands, the
new colony of Fiji, Samoa, the lone
island of Rotumah, and group of islands
of which New Britain and New Ireland
are the largest. The mission is under
the charge of the Rev. George Brown
who resides himself in one of the Duke
of York group of islands.

Eight of the teachers had expressed
their wish and determination to visit
the interior or tribes of New Brittain.
They divided into two bands, in order
to cross the island at different parts.
Four of them started -from Blanche
Bay, and the other four made the north-
ern side of the island their point of
departure. The Blanche Bay party
returned next day to their point of
departure.

The other four teachers also reached
the plateau in safety interviewed the
natives, and were entertained for the
night in one of the towns. A chief
called Talili, who lived on the low-
land, but who had influence in the
interier senta message to the town
in which the unfortunate teachers were
lodged for the night, beseeching the
tribe to kill them. When the doomed
men left the village the next morning
the people fetlowed, and ealling upon
all whom they met working in the
plantations by the way to join them in
the deed of blood at length fell upon
the unarmed unsuspicious teachers,
and slew them in a savage fashion.

The_bodies were cut up, and the
pieces sent here and there to the dif
ferent towns, where they were cooked
ahd eaten with cannibal ceremony and
delight. The object of thus distribut
ing the bodies was to implicate a large
number of towns in the massacre—a
customary device of savages. The Rev.
Mr. Brown, on hearing of the massacre
adopted very severe reprisals, the char-
acter of which on the part of a mission-
ary has been variously commented on
by the Australian press. Anexpedition
was forthwith organized, and the ve-
sult of the reprisals was that at least
fifty, possibly more of the cannibals
were killed, and many of the towns
and plantations were destroyed.— Mel-
bourne (Australia) Argus, Oct. 2.

THE ALBION.

Report of Jacob K. Wetmore, master of
the barque Albion, of Liverpool, N. 8.,
281 tons, from Annapolis, Oct. 18, at 6.60,
p. m., for London, laden with apples :—

Proceeded, all going well till Oct. 23,
when the wind freshened to a gale from
SE, with fog occasionally, ship heading
S8W, into a heavy sca, which caused her
to make more water than usual. 1 then
tacked and stood in for the land. At 4,
p. m.; I tacked again off Yarmouth, N.S8.,
heavy sea running, washing fore and aft. I
close-reefed sails, and kept pumps going,
as the vessel was beginning to leak badly.
Same weather on the 24th, but moderating
on the 25th. On the 26th wind treshened
to a gale, which continued almost without
intermission until the 8th inst., the ship
at times shipping tremendous seas and la-
boring heavily, water making so fast that
pumps bad to be kept constantly going.
At 4.30 a. m., of the 8th inst., lat, 477,
long., 35 40, found pump choked and ren-
dered useless, the crew by this time being
quite exhausted by constant pumping. On

apparently in distress, and with great ('lifJ
ficulty bore down to her to render assisf
ance, and found her to be the brig W. ﬂ
Tucker, of dwansea, abandoned. At 1 p.
m., sounded pump and found 24 feet water
in the hold. Continued to pump, but wa-
ter still made, and at length the other
pump began to give out but we did the
best we could, and at 4. p. m., finding 4
feet 8 inches water in the hold, and the
vessel settling fast down by the head. I
determined to atandon her to- save life.
Hailed a ship astern of us to stand by us;
which proved to be the Norweigan barque
Elise and Mathilde ; and at 8 p. m., our
ship was settling down fast, and nothing
could save her, we took to our boat and
proceeded to the Norweigan, where we
were received with every kindness, and
shown every attention until we landed. 1
expect the Albion shortly after capsized,
her bow when we left her being nearly
awash, and the water over the cabin floor

She was abandoued in lat., 47 22, and lon.,
32 47. The Norweigan barque Elise and
Mathilde, on receiving us on  board,
brought us to the Engiish Channel, off
Hastings, when 1 engaged the steam-tug
Benachie to land us at that port for £4,
which she did, and I hold the master’s re-
ceipt.— Hastings, Nov. 29.

Of
those having less than 1,000,000 and more
than 5,000,000, Berlin comes first with
994,433 ; then Philadelphia, with 850,859;
next Tokio, Japan, the Yedo of the old
geographies, with 800,000 ; Vienna, 690,
548 : St Petersburg, 669,741 ; Bombay,
644,405 ; Kioto, Japan, 560,000; Glas-
gow, 555,933; Ozaka, Japan, 530,000;
Brooklyn, 527, 830; Liverpool, 527,083.
St. Louis claims 500,000, and, if allowed
her own estimate, heads the list of those
ranging downward, from 500,000, to 250,-
000. Then follows Naples, with 457,407 ;
Chicago, with 440,000 ; Calcutta, 429,535;
Nankin, 420,000 ; Madras, 397,552 ; Ham-
burg, 393,588 ; Birmingham, 377,346;
Manchester, 359,213 ; Baltimore, 355,000 ;
Boston, 455,165 ; Shanghai, 320,000 ; Dub-
lin, 314,667; San Francisco, 300,000;
Buda-Pesth, 314,401 ; Amsterdan, 302,
666 ; Leeds, 298,189 ; Rome, 282,214
Sheffield, 282,130 ; Cincinnatti, 280,000 ;
Breslan, 259,345; Melbourne, 250,678 ;

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OPERA AT POMPEIIL

A somewhat startling announcement
ecently appeared in a Naples paper,to
the effect that “the theatre at Pompeii,
after having been closed for eighteen
centurves, and being full repaired, will
soon be opened by Signor Luigni with
a perfermance of ‘LaFiglia del Reg-
gimento."”” The new manager at the
same time bespoke the favor of the
public, which had so generously pat-
ronized his predecessor, Marcus Quin-
tus Martius; and assured it that there
was no reason to fear a repetition of the
deplorable accident by which that en-
terprising impresario had lost his voca-
tion, and his audience their lives. - It
is, of course, quite possible to. give a
performance in the hoary old amphi-
theatre where the people of Pompeii
had crowded to witness a contest of
gladiators, when the showers of Vesu-
viau lavadust overcame them. The
edifice was so well preserved by this
Java that_having now been excavated,
it is still a most intact ; and the modern
Neapolitaris may as easily throng upon
its long, semicircular rows of stone
seats as did the contemporaries of Sal-
lust, Pliny, and Diomede. As we think
of the old theatre of Pompeii once more
alive with a throng of pleasure-seekers,
attired for the most part in the homely
and unnoticeable every-day costume of
our time, with here and there an oasis
of brilliant color afforded by the showy
dress of a Neapolitan peasant, we can-
not help conjuring up the last scene
witnessed there in the olden time; the
white, looped-up togas and the narrow
fillets of the patricians, Diomede in his
sandals and with his big gold rings,
the rows of dark-eyed, dissolute ma-
trons and daughters, in their waistless
robes and daintily coifed tresses. The
opera bouffe and the pantomime, which
one may see now and then in full career
in the very tomb of the imperial Au
gustus at Rome, and which will, per
haps, replace the legitimate lyrics at
Pompeii, are, indeed, the descendants
of very ancient dramatic performances ;
but very different are they from the
fierce and barbaric pastimes which
made the fairest women of Southern
Italy scream with delight from the
Pompeian tiers eighteen centuries ago.
The “Tragic Theatre,”” as it was called
—and tragic, verily, it was!—was the
favorite resort of the rich Romans who
flocked to Pompeii as a summer water-
ing-place, Its audiences will now con
sist of the motley throng ot foreign
tourists who go to see the most im-
pressive ruins in Europe, and ot the
not less motley gathering of Calabrian
peasant, who, thoughtless or ignorant
of the historic mempories of the spot,
with go sinply to be amused and laugh.
