Then came the errors in 
vision, tho sf-ots and veils and cobwebs 
before the eyes that worried him and 
■h'8 relatives. Ho consulted an oculist. 
Tho verdict was enough to make e 
strong man faint. It was that the 
light was going out. His sight -could 
not be saved.

Then MacDonald proved that he had 
courage. “If I must be blind,” he said 

‘ let me be prepared for it, ready ta 
lead a useful life after my sight is 
gone.” With his natural bent toward 
medicine and surgery, he believed it 
was possible to become a practitioner 
and teacher of medical gymnastics. 
Dr. Fraser, of Halifax, recommended 
the Boston school.

In the tarly stage of bis teachings 
be met what seemed to be an insur­
mountable obstacle. The verbal in­
struction at the gymnasium is given to 
tho classes as in a college, by lectures, 
and each student makes what notes he 
or the requires for future study. The 
writ ng and read ng of such notes spem* 
od impossible for MacDonald. He se­
cured a machine—the first one in this 
country—for taking notes for the blind 
at stenographic speed. It was > oungi 
MacDonald’s custom to translate these 
notes into regular “Braile” and save 
them for reference.

These rings are not, as the name 

might indicate, “trusts” for the con­
trol of the production and sale of beef 
but are groups of farmers who co-op­
erate to supply the r tables with fresh 
meat during the summer. The ring is 
usually composed of sixteen, twenty or 
twenty-four members, although some­
times as many as forty are enrolled. 
Each member agrees to supply one beef 
animal during the summer, and in or­
der to give plenty of time for prepara­
tion, the members draw lots the prev­
ious winter to determine the order in 
which they shall contribute animals. 
After the drawing members may ex­
change numbers ii they find it mutual­
ly advantageous. Two small families 
may combine for one share.

THE ANIMAL.
The regulations usually provide that 

each metr.b r i-hall pi ox idc a steer or 
heifer under three years old, sound, 
healthy and in good cond tion, dress­
ing fi orn 4 0 to lOO pounds of beef, 
and grain-fed for at least six wveks 
previous to killing. If an animal is 
not up to the standard, it may be re­
jected and the owner compelled to sup­
ply another, or it tray be accepted at 
a low r va1 nation. 1 ho deci.-kn in 
such cases is left to tho secretary or a 
ddy appo nted committee of inspection.
