Thi result or the foregoing analytii of the votes given at the Ute election, cannot lui

be gratifying to every onu who wishes to itinmote Ike welfare of the City. 'J'he united

industry, intelligence, and wealih ui 1 uronio, in common with the country, hat given a clear

and a just verdict in fuvor of llenponiiihle (jovernnient, as the only etticient means of secur-

ing andcHlablishing the |ie:icf und |iro8|ieril> of the country.

The hindranci's to a faiihful ex|iieBiiion of the public mind, arining from the defects of
the Eliction Laws, and the general character vf the magistracy have been universal, and,
ufl ate, alarming. But in the city th' re has been 8Ui)erHdded a vast amount of ror'upi influ-

tnco, arising from the patron^tge oftheCorp ration, by the distribution of nfliccs, the grant
ing of licences, and the exjiendituro of city t'uiids; which, together with Mr. Sf'herwood'a

amendment totheAci of liie. riioriitiun securing the retireinuiit of onl/ one-half of ilie

members of the council onnuuily, huve presented very formidable obiitaclesto the free exor-

cise of the elective f anchise It is indeed doubMul, whether on i ny ordinary occasion tho

citizens would evi-n nttenijit to give an expres.-ion of public sentiment at the liustings, asthe
moral and peacenhie part of the uoniiiinniiy shrink from a contest, where fraud, and physical
violence appear to bo taken into the service, and under tlie special protection ol the civic

authorities.

The citizens, however, on ihe late extriordinary occasion, inspired by the energy of
hope, arising from Lord iSydenhuin'H oft decb.red purpose to govern the country " accord-
ing to the oxpreHiied wishes of the people," arose in their strength, and with their brethren in

the country, determined once niorotogive a thorough expression of public sentiment, in order
to secure his Lordi-hip'H administraiion from the ro k upon which that of his predecessors
lias always f>t)lit"A falsk idea of the political character and intellioenck of the
PEOPLE OF LpPER CaNADA.

The moral character of the late victory achieved in the city, and also ofthe two contend-
ing parties, both in the city and country, may very fairly be driiwii from the following facts,

derived from the classification of the voters. Messrs Dunn and Buchanan, the popular, as
well as the government candidates, were supported in the face of every obstacle which in-

justice,coula devise, by about five-sevenths of the merchants, five-ninths ol'the mechanics, two>
thirds of the professional persons, three-fifihsof the freeholders from the coui try having pro.

ferty in the city, und pcrscms retired from business; while thej had not four votes from "the
IioHKST MUMC'IPAL BoDY IN THE PROVINCE," or its subor'd nates, and only one third of

the votes polled by the tavern keepers—tho keepers of grog and beer shops, carters, servants,

and laborers, mostly under the patronage and inlluence of that body.

The absurdity of attributing the triumph, iis some have done, to Executive int crferencc,

is evident by reference to the k-iown polit cal character of the office-holders, their votes, and
the number given on both sides. How far on the contrary official influence was employed
to PREVENT tho return of the government candidates, may be estimated by reference to the

list of officii. I votes and to the subjoined list of the t.'ity Corporation.

This victory is clearly one of principle and intelligence over corruption and violence,

nnd is the more honorable to the gentlemen who have been returned, inasmurh as

their canvass of the city was very imperfect from want of time and experience, while that

of their opponents was done most thoroughly, under the management of a tried and expe
rienced committee, and completed long before the day of election.

This peaceful triumph, however, was shrowded in gloom by the events which transpire

under the eye of the civic aui|ioritie», on Ihe Monday subsequent to the close of the election

and which evinced the true spirit of the old FacUon and its faithful allies, the corporatiui

and Orangemen
The atrocities then perpetrated were worthvof adark age, and of the darker pi:r|)08es o

thatparty, and ore written on the memories of the citizens in letters of blood.
