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The fMissionary Diocese of AHlgoma.

By the Bishop cf Algoma

The Diucese of Algoma was set apart as a Mis-
sionary Diocese in 1872 hy the deliberate act of
the Provincial Sy nud of Canada. Tt embraces
the District of Muskoka, Parry Sound, Nipissing
(in part) and Algoma Eastand West. In Algoma
arve included the Tslands of Manitoulin and St.
Joseph and the district  of Thunder Bay. This
vast territory stretching from Gravenhurst (112
miles from Toronto) to Murillo (13 miles west
of Fort William at the Western end of Lake
Superior) covers an area of more than 43,000
square miles, about as large as that of England,
and eatead’s from Eugt to West some 610 miles
and from North to South from 250 to 300 miles.

It may be called the rocky belt of Canada.
As you proceed Northwards from Toronto you
may know when you are entering the Divcese of
Algoma by the rocks which begin to crop out on
every side. And these rocks will remain with
youin varving forms and extent, all the way
through the Diocese until you reach its remotest
We-tern limit, yet there aie stretches of good suil
here anc there and even whole Townships which
are well worth cultivating.

Algoma’s chief wealth is probably mineral.
The rocks which give her so hare and uninviting
an aspect, are rich in copper, uickel, silver and
even goll. And when this mineral wealth is
develuped, it is thought her progperity will be
assured.  But that is in the future.  And mean-
while it is very eacouraging, asthe lumbering
hitherto a fruitful source of profit, languishes—
to find that increasing attention is being paid to
agriculture. For whatever may be true of
mining, there can be no donbt that the proper
cultivation of the scanty but pruductive svil must
be a very important element in the permanent
development of the country. At present little is
being doue in wining, and the farmers are most
of them struggling for aliving. It is notstrange

" therefore that the country is poor. and that the

Church which is everywhere one among many
Christian bodics, is poor also. There is not in
the Diocese une Town of very considerable pro-
portion though there are several which are full
of promise. The largest of these is Rault St.
Marie which has about 4000  inhabitants, This
is the central point of the Diocese. Here is the
See House, called Bishophurst, a commodious
stone building erected by a lady in England
during the lifetime of the first Bishop. THere also
are the Indian Schools so widely known to the
Canadian Chureh as the Shingwauk and Wana-
nosh Homes. And lastly here is the largest
Church of the Diocese, the restored and now
heautiful Pro-Cathedral of 8t. Luke capable of
seating from 350 to 460 people. There are two
other towns ofabout 3000 and two of about 2000,
The remaining centres of population are most of
them small villages dnd hamletg. Tt is quite
evident that there are no adequate means within
the Diocese upon which the Church may rely for
support. And until these Towns and villages
grow and the country around them <evelops
there will be no such means. Thus the Bishop
is driven to seek constant assistance from outside
sources and heuce the second vecupant of the See
was accustomed and not inaptly to describe
himself as a Mitred Mendicant.

The various dioceses included in the Prov-
ince of Canada and represented in the Iro-
vincial Synod, when Algoma was established,
have always recognized this obligation to con-.
tribute to Algoma's needs. No doubt they will
continue to recougnize their responsibility as long
as Algoma really nceds help. The sum con-
tributed annually has varied considerably in
the past. If the recommendation of the Pro-
vincial Synod, at which the present Bishop was
elected be acted upon there should he for the
current year at least 84000 contriluted. The
Resolution 1eferred to recommended that heuce-
forth the various Dioceses pay to the Mission
Fund of Algoma the amounts $40)0 in all, which
they have hitherto contributed to the Episcopal
Stipend.
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Thi= action resulted from the fact that the
Dioceses coneerned weve no longer reguired to
vrovide the stipend of the Bishop, the Ipiseopal
Endowment Fuind being completed. Tt was a
most fitting and wi-¢ proposal, for as the pres-
ent Bishop entered upon the duties of his office
he found the Mission Fund heavily burdened
with debt.  Tudeed it would be a wire and gon-

bhut of necessity they have not been ve—ry lnrge
for the unapproprinted Fundz at the Boards
dispesal are usually very limited ; and there
are many applicant<. But the Diocese of Al-
goma would never have heen able to cover the
land with Mis<ions as she has done, much less
to maintain them had not the ever generous

Tn addition to this contributien of the Canad-
ian Church in generall stms are granted tiom
time to time by the Damestie amd Foreign Mi«-
sion Poard. ‘These graite e very vwelcome,

sistance, By the efforts of the Bishop and the
laLowms of the English Mgoma Association. a
sum neatly equal to that contributed by the
Caradian Chureh has been seut to Algoma vear
by vear.

And above all the meal Soeicties of the Bng-
lish Church haveleen ready with liberal annual
giant< to [urther and build up the gaod work
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What Algom-uht-n\'cs to these Societies it vould
be hard indced to express in words. Their
steady unfailing contributions have been a back
houe of strength, about which the work has
clung and formed itseif. ‘

So the DMiocese has lived, and, if prospered
would he toc strong in word, let us say expand-
ed.

But now we have come toa erixis in our af-
fairs.  The Society for the Propagation of the
Go:pel has already begun to diminish its grants.
The Canadian contributicns fur the past year or
two have not Leen what they u-ed to Le. Hence
comes our deht and  an  inadeqaate revenue.
Unless the Canadian Church people come  for-

worthy as T am, to such an office. People talk
of the sacrifice T have made in spending so
wuch of my life in Africa. Can that be called a
sacrifice, which is simply paid as a small part of
a great debt owing to our God, which we can
never repay ? Ts that a sacrifice, which bringsits
own blest reward in healthful activity, in the
consciougness of doing good, peace of mind, and
a bright hope of glorious aestiny hereafter ?
Away with the word in such a view, and with
such a thought ! Ttis emphatically no  sacrifice.
Say rather a privilege.  Anaiely, sickness suffer-
ing, or danger now and then, with a forcgoing of
the connmon conveniences and charities of this
life, may make us pause, and cause the spirit to

The late bishop of Wakelield left a personal
estate valued at £72,210. Accompanying his
will was 2 memorandum to be opened alter his
deatl:.  This has now been published and throws
an interesting light on Bishop How's views of
the stewardship of wealth, Tt reads thus: =+ My
father leit me & good fortune in money, and this
has heen considerably increased. {have, ever
since I possessed an income at all, always dedi-
cated one-tenth annually to God in charity.
When T became a bishop I resolved that my
children should never profit by my episcopal
income, and dedicated to God in charity (i.c., in
direct gifts and subscriptions) £1,000 a year. or
a full ifth of my gross income. Perhaps T
should mention that [ always gave away the
large sums T received for my hooks. My chief
object in naming these things is to provide an
answer to the charge. sure to be made, that I
have enriched mysell and my children out of
the endowment of the church.  This would not
much watter if my personal credit alone were
at stake. But such belief does great harm to the
chureh.  As T believe theire is no class which ap-
proaches that of the clergy in self-sacrifice, so 1
helieve there i no elasz which approaches that
of the hishops in the amounnt they give away.”

BY THE KEV. GEORGE WOLFE SIHINN, D, D,

This is not the story of a had man's change
from vice to virtue, but of how a fairly good
man becawe very much better. e was a
vestryman, elected, as they usually are, because
he was available. There was no great rush for
the office; in fact, the parish wmeeting had a
hard time to find a man who wonld serve. Tt
was finally decided to offer the position to this
gentleman whom we are now considering. Ile
bad not long been in the parvich, but he had
heen coming to the services with considerable
regularity on Sunday mornings. e was very
zenteel, doing well in business ; no one knew of
his having any glaring fau't>. He had heen
vonfirmed in his boyhood. but had vot lheen a
very reguiar communicant.

When he was elected a vestryman, he inquired
of some one what duties would he expected of
him, and was told in a jocular fashion that he
must attend a meeting of the vestry a few times
a year; pass the plate on Sundavs, and if theve
was a deficiency in the pavish veceipts. he must
h'p make it up at Easter. * And that isall a
vestryman iz expected to do?” he asked.
* Well." that is all that many vestryman do.  In
some places they do not do as much as that.”
Remarking that the work was certainly not burd-
ensume, if the duties were not more numerous
than these, he accepted the position.

He bhecame at once the average vestryman,
Tn the course of a year he attended two of the
four meetings of the vestry which were called.
On afew Sunday mornings when a warden was
absent he assisted in taking up the offerings, and
at Kaster he put his name on the subseription
list to square off accounts and begin the new
vear with all the bills paid.

The probability js that be would have gone on
in this way vear after year. unless. indeed. hi«
interest had grown less, and then would have
given the position up. But it <o happened that
one day while he was waiting in his pew in
chureh for the service to begin, he saw some
strangers standing in ihe back purt of the church,
puzzled to know what to do. No one took any
notice of them. Some of the vestryvmen were
very bugy talking together; there were no ush-
er3, and the sexton was looking after the furnace.

The question dated into his mind, **Suppose
that T weve a stranger, as these people are, and
supposge T were co shabbily treated, what wounld
T do? He answered his own question thus: ©T
think T wonld go somewhere else. T would try
to find a place where they welcomed strangers.”
Then 14 suddenly occurred to him, “ Whatis a
vestryraan for, if it is not his duty to welcome
strangers? ” And then, *Why should not T be-
gin?” And with that he sprang up and-found
seats for the strangers. That was the beginning
of his reformation. He began then to think of
how little he had done for the parish e had
been more zealous as a member of a social ¢lub,
much more zeatous, than he had heen as o mem-
ber of a purizsh. e had done more to bring the
club to the notice of people. 1Te had swdijed its
interests more.  What, indeed, had he done to
increase the membership of the parish? And so
he went on thinking, until he =aid to himvelf,
* How many people there are whom T knaew who
are indifferent, who rarely attend any church.
T might do something teward bringing them
here.”  And then it occurred to him to consider
his rejationship to his clergyman, and as he
thought of ic he said, ** T have scarcely been more
than civil to him. I have made one foymal call
unon him, and have attended his Sunday morn-
ing mimstrations,  Oceasionally T have attend-
ed a meeting where he presided, buat T wonder
if T have ever done anything or said anything
that waa encouraging and helpful to him.  Sup-
pose T were in his place, might T not look at the
circle around me as a little bit unsympathetic ?
Ceriainly, T could hardly eall it inspiring. Te
seems to we the man mast have a hard struggle
who is so little sustained, if" others have given
him no warmer support than he has received
from me. 1t is true T bave helped pay his sal-
ary and have listened uttentively to his sermons
but T haven't been very cordial or enthusiastic.”

Phinking thus of his vector, be began to con-
sider if there were not some ways in which he
conld show 2 livelier interest in the wark of a
man who seemed to aeed intelligent symputhy
more than anything else and who yet received
so little from those who were officially nearest
him.

Our vestryman one day had a talk with his
wife about the parish societies; and he began by
confessing to her that he was very ignorant of
the work the parish was attempting by means of
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its orvganizutions. He had heard the notices
given from time to time, of meetings, but had
only a vague iden of what they were aiming at
His wife went on to tell him of the feeble Sun-
day-school, always needing teachers ; of the mis-
sionary society, always needing funds; and of
The Girls’ Friendly with its possibilities of use-
fulness, if there were more workers; of the boys’
club, asking the help of any who could interest
and entertain boys in the evenings. She had
little bits of information anout other branches of
work, all feeble, because of the lack of helpers

Then our vestrymau found bimeself wrestling
with two other questions.  One was this: “Ought
T not to be ashamed of myself, first of all to be
50 igunorant of what ix guing oniu a.parish of
which T am an ofticer.” And then, “Why do1
not begin to do something 7 Now when a man
reaches such a questioning stage as that, it will
not be long 1 efore he finds himself-at work, or,
rather, the work finds him. And so this vestry-
man found that he could go down one evening
to the Girls’ Iiiendly and entertain thew with
an account of a trip he made last sumwer to
Normandy. Another time he guve the bhoysa
treat, hired a reader to entertain them; and fin-
adly told the superintendent of the Sunday-school
that some day he would take a class in the San-
day-schoul it there was the need.

Lhese were sume of the outward. signs of that
change which was taking place i, his soul.
Somehow or other. he was beginning to look at
Lis position as emphatically spirvitual. Tt was
not merely an honorary post, nor were its afiairs
simply secular. He was not just like a1 member
of the Board o1 Directors of a bank or of a bnsi-
ness corporation.  As a vestryman he was a
spiritual helper in the parish. 1tis true that
most of his work ag a vestryman bad to do with
theware of the church property ; the raising of
money and attention Lo other thiugs which were
temporal and material ; but beside and ‘abiove
this, all these were for spiritual ends, and were
connected with duties which were not:discharged

by a more or less regulzr attendance at public

services and the giving of meney. He must give
his best-thoughts aad most sincere efiorts. It
brought him i.rcontact with spiritual opportuni-
ties. )

When he came to cotisi ‘er his office -thus. it
loomied up hefore him ar a position which ought’

not to be entered into ligntly ; a position whose
duties ought to be discharged conscieatiously.
If he wore a spiritual helper, then he had some-
thing to do with: lifting up the spiritual tone of
the parish ; he must do his part in aiding in the
religions instruction: of the young anb in extend-
ing religions influences to outside people.

Now this change ‘of view was shown by a
change of conduct. One of the things he did
was to convinee the vestry that the whole-attitude
of the parish toward the outside world shovld be
made more hospitable. Tt must show that it
wanted people to come to.the services. The
vestry organized itself into a corps of ushers. and
some of them both marning and night are found
at the entrance of the church to welcome those
who come. Tt ishard now for a stranger to get
into or out of the chureh without some one shak-
ing his hand and asking him ta.come again.

- Qur.vestryman has also pit soime new lifeinto
other parish ngencies. His interest in them has
changed the attitude of indifierence or mild con
tempt which some have borne hitherto toward
these branches of work. e has shown that a
straightforward, generous nand extended them
can lift them up fron: their feebleng:s to some
thing Letter.

‘Fhen, too, he has become a true helper to his
clergyman, and haslifted up the hands that were
growing feeble. Fe has helped make a hetter
man of Lis minister hy filling him with new
courage. .

There is a difference to-day in the ione of that
parish, because this man has become somuwhat
more alive. If the reformation extends to other
vestrywen ; if the leading members of the-pirish
are touched. there will. be great éause for rejoic-
ing in one parish. There is reason to’hope that
the 1eformation willextend.” There was nothing
peculiar in the case of this vestr man. ‘He sim-
ply got awake. He had been asleep hitherto
He had been 2 vestryman after a common type.
When he got awuke, hesaw what kis office meant,
and realized how high its privileges and how
sacrad its duties.  May there be many such re-
formations !—N. Y. Churchman.

Amapolis iz the name of a Nova
Scotia County and of its shire town. |
The Viecory of Annapolix is not lo- |
cal history. Tt takes us back to!
the first permanent European col- |
ony on the North America contin-
ent, to the centre of political intlu-
ence during the French regime in}
Acadia and to the first capital of |
British  North  America. Before
the English settlements were stab- I
lished in Virginia. three years be-|
fore & white man had settled at
Quebee, long Lefore the May-flow-
er came to Plymouth, Annapolis:
was a European village. There first |
on this continent white mené
cultivated the soil. There was built
the first American Mill, There
was Jaunched the first vesszel built
on this continent. Itsshores wit-
nessed the first conquest made to
Christianity, and echoed the first
notes of poetic song heard in Brit,
ish America. Tts waters were red-
dened with the first blood shed in
the struggle of France and England
for possession of the continent.
Formore than a century, Aunapolis
was the centre of civilization and
progress in Acadia.

Such is the claim with which the
historian of Annapolis opened the
story which he was not spared to
complete. The late W. A. Calnek,
well known as a local historian
was earily impressed with the re-
sponsibility that rested on him to
give the world a conneeted history
of his own country. Some fugi-
tive chapters he had printed from
time to time. A complele but
brief sketch he offered as his con-
tribution in the Kings Collage com-
petition.  He gathered a large am

ount of historical wmaterial for a

more ambitious work. and might
have completed it, but that divert-
ed from his original plan, he un-
derook to prepare a volume of re-
cords of early Englich settlers in
the country. This work he was
carrying forward concurrently with
the larger enterprize when failing
Lealth and finally death cut short
his laborious.

Mr. Calnek’s death in 1892 left
the historical work to Le comiplet-
ed and edited by another. Tt was
not until ather resources failed that
Judge savary was induced to {ake
it up.  Though born in the neigh-
boring country, Lie bad become as
familiav with Amnapulis a5 a native

mind, a scholar’s training, wide
reading in local history, the ex-
perience  acquired in  compiling
hivtorical and gencalogical records,
conscientious exactness, a gift for
clear statement and untitng indus-
try.

Judge Savary gathered together
materials for the niemoirs, com-
bined them in one volume with
the gereral history and that of the
townships. He added & number
of hiographies, and mauy of the

genealegies, and carried the Calnek |

records down to date. He has
gene cadully cver the Acadian
chapters changing nothing, but
adding explanatery passages in
footnotes, supplying deficiencies
and sometimes entering into con-
siderable d1zcussions in appendices
to theearly chapters.

Au illustrated notice of  the
Church and her services, has heen
sent to each Church family at Old
Bridgeport and Dominion, ta ve-
mind them of their duty to God
on Sunday, and when that  duoty
can be performedin God’s Chureh.
We hope it will have a goad effect.

We take pleasure in quoting the
following extracts from a very
kinb letter to the rector, written
by a gentleman (who though not
a member of the Chnreh of Fng-
land) has been a frequent worship-
per at 8. Mary’s Chureh, L. Glace
Bay.

WINDSOR.

The busy rush of our cilizens,
who wiscly utilized every hour of
¢very line working day, and hap-
pily so many, of them have been
fine since the fire, for building and
making other reparations, made it
quite impossible for us to prepare
extra music “or even {o decorate
our church as of yore for the Christ-
mas festival.  Some few (rim-
mings, however, were put up by a
few devoted workers. Temporary
white hangings were made by the
Rector’s wife for the Altar, aund
pulpit and reading desk, which to-
gether with some heautiful chry:-
anthemums and hvacinths and

ivy leaves Ilelpgl—t‘:‘);i—;(_:ﬁal)_r-ig;t
and festive appearance to  the
chureh,

All organized pavochial work
had been at a standstill up to the
end of the first yeaur owing partly
to the want of electric light, and
partly to the use of our ESchaol
House by the Women's TFire Re-
lief Commiittee for the aorting of
clothing on"vweek davs, and by

the Mcethodist conpregation  for
worship on Sundavs,
On the 2fith of December. how-

ever, we resumied evening services;
the Electric Light Company being
by that tinmie at work again. Thns
for ten weeks we  were foreed fo
o back to the old custom of holc-
iing Evensong in the afternoon in-
'stead of evening, to the evident
detriment of our chureh attend-
ance.

Happily our people have not
been thrown with despair by their
severe losses; nor have thev ceas-
od to think of the needs of others
in their own pre<ent distress, The
annual collection for the B. IT. M.
was {akeu up within 2 month of
the fire, and amounted to $151.39,
whilst the Toreign Missions col-
leetion an the Sunday atter Epiph-
any amounted to $138,

The attendance at hoth Chureh
and Sunday Fchool  has  meatly
deeveased owing to whole fawilies
having removed elsewhere or fo
temporary homes too vemote for
regular attendance.  Paticularly
is this the case with the Sunday
School.

The Women’s Working Associa-
tion, which lost all its materials in
the fire, has <pluckily resumed
work with of course fewerworkers,
Happily its annual contribution of
850 to the Halifux Women's Mis-
sionary Association had been made
a few davs hefore the fire in  the
shape of a consignment of faney
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and other articles which, we und-
erstand, realized fully more than
that amount of money at their
sule.

The Mite Society and Parizh
Guild are also reorganized for
work, and the 8. Andrew’s Broth-
crhood Bible Class has held a coun-
ple of successful sessions.

We enter thus particularly into
the foregoing explanations feeling
assured youwr readers will be inter-
ested to know our condition seeing
they one and all sprang so prompt-
1+ and so nobly to the relief of our
suffering citizens at the time of the
fire, by sending us cases of cloth-
ing and food supplies and contrili-
utions of money.

The work of relief gues on satis-
factovily ; and everyone will be
alad to hear that Windsor has ex-
hibited noble and cheerful enter-
fal enterprize, hearirg up muost
nohly under the well-nigh over-
whelnng disaster of the 17th Oct.

NEW GERMANY.

There was no break in the work
of 1his mizsion. daring the change
ol clergy. Rev. R Johneon preached
sunday in Jupe it and moved o ¢
of the Parsonage the following Tues-
day. On Wednesdas, the new Tu-
cumlient enlered  the Parsonage
with bis fimily and the following
Sunday, held his first services.
. Sinee then, the work has been
continue:d 2ud it iz hoped wiil nat
only do so. but as a result. Church
Lile, and Spiritual Tife may hecome
mare real, move true.move lasting.

The wiiter of this article repa-
ratea the two Hves, for the simple
reacon chat they are otten consider-
ed separate, though ineality they
ought not to he. Tor to have a
true Chureh Life. one must have a

true Spivitual Life, and to havea
true Spiriteal Life, one must have
a true Church Life. The twomust
go logether. Almost «ix months
have elapsed since the new Incum-
bent took charge. The Se-vices
have been well attended, in all
gections and it i- hoped that deeper
desires for spiritual things have
been brought about. One section
has never had the Services of the
Church before, but have asked for
them and now posesses them. An-
viber scetion says, we want the
Church, Lut cannot pay wmuch.

Aunother section has had three
Cbhurch Seivices inseven years and
are hungry and thirsty for more,
but what can one man do among <o
many. Therearenine places want-
ing the Incumbent to minister to
them the Gospel of Jesus Chyist,
as delivered by his Chuarch. One
of thege places is large enough to
demand one man’s  whole time,
thouzlt and energy.  In fact three
men ought to be working here, in-
stead of one. One place is not
cerved from this centre, which was
~erved-by the previous Tncumbenis,
as it is vnderstood that two clergy-
men from other places serve it.

The places now attended to, are
New Germany, North River. New-
hurn, New Cornwall, Northfield,
Ohio, Nineveh, Pleasant River. and
Molega. These places are distant
from New Germany, 7,14, 14, 12, 4,
8, 14, and 27¢miles respeclively.

All the places bave regular ser-
vices once a month onSundays, ax-
vept the first and last three. The
first one. has two Services on 1st.
and 3rd. Suadays, and one each
2nd. and 4th.  The Services for
the last three are not as yet reg-
nlar. as it is very difficult to kuow
how to arrange them. Tt is hoped
however that in a few weeks now
the matter will have been settled.
Efforts to that end were to have

been mnade during the 12th. to the
19th. Dec. but the Incuinbeot hav-
ing been laid up in bed, the matter
has heen delayed. There has been
a fair amount of material work
done on the Parsonage and Church
property of late. Tun August o tea-
meeting was held, at which was
made clear of expenses $94.40.

On Dee. Sth. a sale of work and
vasket sociable, which byought in
clear 8 21.11. out of this §12.48.
v.ere paid to clear off outstanding
bills and the balance $8.63. will go
towards paying Insurance on Par-
sonage. A lct of land has been
broken up and a new building
raised, to be used as wood and
wash house. About 60 men have
given each a day’s help in one way
or another and one result of their
labows will be, that the Parsonage
and its half acre of land, which
hold about the best position in the
whole place, will be much benetit-
ed in appearance and convenience
thereby. Four new rooms have
heen set off in the parsonage, lathed
and vla-tered and await now the
presence of the carpenter to put on
the finishings. Efforts will be
maute this winter to obtain, free of
cost, 211 the materials for putting
an aiddition to the barn of 24 feet.
The Church at New Germany has
at one end a beautiful grove of
pines.  All the undergrowth has
been cut away, and it is hoped to
make the place a  delightful one
for picnics, ete.  Aucther day or
two of work will clear away all
the remainder of the brush which
still disfigures the Church proper-
tv.

To go back to spiiitual things,
there is vast nced for a general
awakening, and we trust that it
will come, so that all may realize
more fully their responsibility,
which all do not recognize now by
any means . .
