THE HORSE IN CANADA.

Although considerable attention has been
given to breeding horses in Canada from time
to thue, and we have for many years traded
largely in horse flesh, we have not developed
an mdividual type of animal which we can
call our own. The French horse of Lower
Cauada bas not had justice given lum, owing
to the greed with whieh the lnrge prices from
the Umted States have been snupped up.—
Every good stallion in the Lower Province
went across the line—and the way in which
we read the returns of cxports and imports,
15, that we have not erred onthe sideof keep-
ing our stock at home. Yt nobody can visit
any part of the country—travel along any
rond and note the fine spans of horses that
pass him by, the handsome apimals which
draw our earriages in the towns, without see-
ing that we have fine spccimens of this use-
ful animal, which takeskindly to our climate.
The base of vur stuck of horses 1 Ontariois
Enghsh, and theré are few traces of an:
French erossing. We have developed good
speeimens of the trotting horse; hut, though
weget the trotting horse second-hand from
the States, these trotters are of English des-
cent. There has bheen of late years a tender-
ey to mpaort heavy draught horses and breed
from themn, though by farthe most permanent
tendeney to which this has given place was
to breed from thoroughbreds, and we are
far from certain that the change can be con-
silered an mprovemont.

How great1s the interest we have in horse
trade may be seen by glancing at it for the
Iast few years. In the year endmg 80th
June, 1870, we imported into the Dominion
183 horse s—52 in British vessels, 87 m foreign
vessels (mostly Freneh), and 94 by land car-
riage, viz,, from the United States—making
a totalof 183, worth §19,381. In the previ-
ous year, that of 1868-9, the number oi hor-
ses imported was only 167, but on the other
hand the value was greater, being §26,246.~—
Now, mark the excess of exports over un-
ports. Inthe yau cnding June 30, 1869, the
number of horses cxported was 10,355, value
S859,171: and m the followmg year they
rose 1o 16,461, worth no less than 81,458,111,
Of the 16,161, m 1869-70, Ontaizo exported
7,316, agminst 53 unported, of which 79 were
fiom the Cmsted States, and 8 from Great
Bt For the year 1873-4, 5,411 horses
wme evperted and only 794 imsported—9 from
Grat Botmn and 785 from the United |
States. 'This, howover, was not all that was
imported, beeause a large number of horses
eame m amens the 600 aummals admatted
tidar spacial (aomption for the mprovemient
of stoch, wostly trom Great Brtain. The

Laying odds of three to one
on g horse, means that the backer will, if he
wins, receive back his entire stake, with only
ono-third the amount deposited. There is a
vast differenco m the menning of these two
words, which we seldom sce attended to.

Yot nobody ean visit
any part of the country—travel along any
rond ntul note the tino spans of horses that
puss him by, the handsowe snimals which
draw our earriages in the towns, without see-
ing that we have fine specitnens of this use-
ful avunal, wiach takes kindly to our cimate.
‘I'hie base of our stuck of horses in Ontario is
English, and there arce few truces of any
French crosging. Wo have developed good
specimens of the trotting hiorse; but, though
we et the trotting horse second-nand fromn
the Stater, these trotters are of English des-
cent.  There has been of late years atenden-
¢y to unport heavy draught horses and breed
from then, thoigh by furthe 1nost permancnt
tendiney to which this hins given pluce was
tv breed from thoroughbreds, and we are
far fromn certain that the change can be con-
sitdercd an iinprovement.

How great s the interest we have in horse
trade 1ay be seen by glancing at it for the
last few years.
