Historical Stamps,
RBRY LEON V, CASS,

Probably nearly every country’s postal
issues if studied well, will teach the phila.
telic student, considerable concerning the
history of the country in which the stamps
were used. For example, take the Colum-
bian issue of the United States or the Ju-
bilee issue of the Dominion of Canada, - Do
these stamps not teach us history? But
the stamps that appeal to the writer as the
greatest history teachers, are those which
were issued by governments now over-
thrown,

There are quite a few of these countries
more than anyone unacquainted with the
affairs of the world for the past forty or
fifty years, would suppose.

Probably the most widely known, to the
non-philatelic public in America at least,
are the stamps of the Confederate States.
These stamps are mementoes of one of the
greatest events in the history of the United
States. Among the European countries or
states the stamps of Poland are a good ex.
ample. The stamps of these countries are
not in much demand, as many philatelists
are unable to make a good showing in
them, on account of the prices being some-
what high, but unlike the high prices at
which many stamps are marked, they are
worth the prices asked by most dealers. |
wish to urge collectors to fill up the blank
spaces in these countries as soon as possible

as I believe they will be much sought after
in the neac future. Collectors should be
careful when purchasing these stamps as
many of the scarcer varieties have been
conterfeitea.

In the word ‘“Mar-
quette” the two t’s are connected in the
majority of the stamps I have examined,
frequently, however, I find one with the
2 letters separate, TT, T T.

I recently saw a fine copy of the 6 cent
Prop. orange, which I was informed by the
owner only cost 15 cents. Upon examina.
tion i found it was only a 6 cent Inland
Exchange Revenue, with the words *In-
land Ex.” erased, and the word ‘‘Proprie-
tary” painted on its place, it was a clever
piece of work and would deceive most
collectors.

I am informed on good authority that
but 65,000 $2.00 Omaha’s were issued, and
that during the year 1898 they were on sale
at only a limited number of vostoffices.

The 5 cent Prop. is a hard stamp to find
used unless cancelled to order. It isfound
on an article that retails for $2.00

I recently procured two 4 cent Prop,
from a wholesale box ‘‘Adams” chewing
gum but have failed to see a 5 cent used on
the original package as yet.

There were 155 different plates used in
printing the Omuha series. 125 for the 2
cent, 14 for the 1 cent, the others having
one, two, or three plates for each denomi-
nation. A good chance for a few hundred
varjeties for the plate number collector.

December 23rd, our government shipped
to Havana the following stamps, all sur-
charged on current U. 8. stamps, for use
there in the post office department, now
operated ‘under military rule; the lot con-
sisted of 1,000,000 1c de peso on lc green,

1,000,000 24¢ de peso on 2c rose
4,000,000 e n n » 8¢ blue
400,000 10¢ » » 10 brown
Shortly after the above shipment was made
another lot of ubout the same quantities
was ordered to be shipped at once.

The secretary of the Treasury has been
requested to submit to the Postmaster-
Gieneral, designs for a set of stamps for
Cuba. As yet no desigi:s have been decid-
ed on.

_An order was sent out from the post
office department some time ago, to all the
post offices in the country, calling for all
the newspaper and periodical stamps on
hand to be returned to the depurtment at
once, Stamps of all denominations and
issues have been pouring in ever since.
The department has not yet decided just
what to do with the stamps.  Some of the
more prominent dealershave beenconsulted
as to the disposition of the stamps. The
dealers do not agree. Some want them
sold at face value, others want them sold
at $10.00 a complete set, others think $5.00
the right price. The department have not
as yet n:ade any plans known.:

Bartel’s plate number catalogue has ap-
peared giving a complete list of all postage
and revenue plate numbers issued by the
government since 1890 together with
prices for the different positions, ete,
The book is a very handy pamphlet but
would be more in keeping with good busi-
ness to sell it for ten cents.

Of the new colors for the regular issue,
the 4 cent rea brown, 10 cent light brown
and 15 cent olive green have all appeaned.
The 4 cent and 1u cent are nealy alike
though. The 10 cent will have to be
printed in another color. '

Attempts have been made to counterfeit
the I. R. surcharged stamps. The object
being to defraud the plate number collect-
or. There are some very valuable plate
numbers of the surcharged stamps and a
successful counterfeit would be very hazar-
dous to those interested in plate numbers.

It is generally conceded that the 6 cent
and 10 cent Canada maple leaves are un-
der priced in Scott’s supplement to the
58th edition catalogue. The 6 cent brings
about $5.00 a hundred and the 10 cent
about $8.00 a hundred. Either the prices
quoted in the catalogue for these two
stamps are too low or all the others are
too high.

The $30.00 revenue stamp was put ‘into
circulation about Dec. 1st. It is a bright
red color,

There will be no more Omaha stamps
printed and as scon as tne present supply
is exhausted, the regular issue will take
the place of the Omaha.

January 5th, Mekeels Weekly Stamp
News issued what to our mind is the best
single issue of any stamp paper ever pub-
lished, unless we except the magniticen,

holiday number of the Apvocate. The
weekly contained twenty-four pages and
an artistic cover. Every page in the
paper had something of interest for collect-
ors and while it contained a goodly number
of advertisements it certainly was a credit
to its editors and publisher.

The Imperial 2 cent Canada has been re-
ceived with favor here, The stamp takes
well and although some of Canada’s stamps
are better emblems of the masier art, yet
we like the Imperial 2 cent. )

The Bureau of priniing and engraving
which is owned and operated by the gov-
ernment, printed and delivered for current
use for the year 1893, 92,979,478 stamps,
bziuz about 7,000,000 more than was used
in 1897,

No one scems to be able to tell with any
degree of accuracy, whether or not the
revenue stamps will continue to be roul-
etted or changed to perforation. Some
correspondents io Washington say one and
some the other, but common sense 8aYyS
our stamps will all be perforated soon.

Omaha stamps are going up. TheB8cent
brings from twa-and.one-half to three
cents each and the ten cent, from two to
two-and-a-half ceats each. The higher
values are worth hulf face and all values
still going up, These prices acc for
stamps in used condition.

Our federal courts are very much in earn-
est about prosecuting any guilty persons
who have broken the law in relation to the
use of the mails. 1t has been held that a
dealer has no protection under the law,
when sending stamps on approval. The
case of Wolle in St. Louis, is perkaps the
latest and was watched very closely by
dealers throughout the country, which re-
sulted in Wolle’sconviction and punished to

the limit of the law. He was, perhaps, as
hard a conviction to secure us any combi-
nation of dealers will ever have, for skilled
attorneys were employed on both sides,
The law is just and says it is wrong to de-
fraud dealers out of their stairrs, and he
whosoever tranagresses, shall reap the pen-
alty for reward. .

A word for the encourngement of litera-
ture collecting, is, perhaps, better directed
and with probably better results than
muny of the items found in our journals to-
day. A complete file of any good stamp
paper is of great value toa collector. Edi-
tors try as near 4s possible to print only
original matter and aslong as this custom
prevails, the more papers you have the
better philatelist you will be.

‘The Bureau of Printing and Engraving
are at work ondesigns for private proprie-
tary stamps. Seven differci.t designs or
denominations are now in preparation.

The Poustmaster-General recommended
in his annual r.port, the adoption of a
special stamped envelope of superior ma-
terial of the denomination of ten cents to
provide greater safety and security to reg-
istered letters, and that all persons regis-
tering letters be induced to purchase one
of these at the face value of the stamp, as
is now the case with postal cards.

R. F. Albrecht of New York has gone to
Europe to purchase stamps aad to secure
rare lots for his atction sales which he
holds regularly in New York City.
