$10,000, their short career hasbeen distinguished
by some transactions which evinced a marked
lack of judgment. Itwas expected at one time
that CoOtd's father, a wealthy citizén of : St.
Hyacinthe, would come to his son’s assistance,
but tbe old gentleman probably camec to the
conelugion that it would be better to keep hig
money where he would be more sure of it.

For some time pastthe codfish supply has
been gradually falling off, both in this country
and England, owing to the indiscriminate
slaughter of the fish of all sizes and ages, and
the practice of fishing inshore as well as at sea)
which has seriously interfered with spawning.

The financial outlook is much more cheering
than it has been for some time, The money mar-
ket is somewhat easier, and a steady though slow
return of coufidence is perceptible, and little
difficulty is now experienced by responsible
business houses in gsecuring discounts at from 8
10 9 per cent. on good commercial paper. There
heas been a downward tendency in all leading
banpk stocks here for some time, attributable in
part to the uncertainty that is felt as to the
ability of some of these institutions to declare
anything like its accustomed dividend to share-
holders, and people looking for safe investments
naturally desire the most remunerative, and
Bank stocks do not present the most attractive
appearance to capitalists at the present time
who are rather inclined to favor improved real
estate. This is particularly noticeable in To-
ronto, where in proportion to the decline in bank
stocks an advance is observeble in the stocks
of building societies.

The good people of the town of Belleville
are sorely exercised to discover the cause
for a deficit of some $30,000 in the accounts
of  their late treasurer. Various rumors are
afloat, some to the effect that certain town
councillors, who have the reputetion of being
good business men, have a little more know-
ledge of the way the money went than they

admitted nt A recent meeting. of their body
when murmurs loud and deep wero expressed
on the subject. Some pertinent questions were
asked relative to - appropriations for certain
docks, and honorable members shook their head
with an injured and innocent air. The question
of assistance to railways was also discussed-
$100,000 had been given to the Grand Junction
which bad turned out a failure, and another large
sum to the North Hastings Road, which was
more desirable and would likely go on. Surely
with such a sagacious lawyer as Mr. Faulkner,
the minds of the people will not long remain in
doubt, or the money movement continue to be a
puzzle,

- A novel fire, though quenched in its incipien-
cy, was receutly digcovered in the Western
Union Telegraph office at Cincinnati. It ap-
pears that the wires in the operating  room
connecting with the various lines outside pass
through an inclosure of pine wainscoting.
Here it -is- thought, some greedy mouse, on
a foraging excursion, gnawed the insulation
composed of cotton threads soaked in paraf-
fine, from the wires, bringing some of them
together and connecting some of the large
batteries- into what is technically termed =
ghort circuit,” thus heating the wire and fir-
ing the insulating composition.” The smoke
wag fortunately perceived, the wainscoting
torn down, and the fire disclosed and extin-
‘guished. - The damage was trifling ; ‘but for
the timely discovery of the firo in its early
stage, and the promptitude with which it was
extinguished, this secret mischiet might have

been followed by great loss.

ance for all losses and contingeneies that
have arisen or may arise, and when the
absolute defieit is ascertained it must be
intelligently accounted for or the gentle-
men responsible for the management of
the Bank shall take the consequences of
their acts.

No more trifling, gentlemen, but face

suit you, do not forget that the insfrwment
is of your own manufacture, and charmed
you exceedingly as the work progressed.

the statement of affnirs published.

CANAL ENLARGEMENT.

No greater tribute conld be paid to the
wisdom of Canadian legislation on this
subject than is contained in’ the article
copicd from the Chicago Twribune which
appears in our- present issue. 1t will be
seen that the most effective measures have
been taken to sceure the completion of
the work necessitated by the enlargement
of the Welland Canal in the mostsubstan-
tial manner, well calculated to secure the
vast carrying trade of the Great West that
secms to be inereasing in a ratio likely to
tax to its utmost capacity this éle'\,t Na-
tional work when completed. It isa mat-
ter of congratulation that no local jea-
lousies have arisen in the neighborhood of
this work to interfere with the execution
of .the plan adopted by the Government
in all its magnificence, but if we are to

have the full benefit of our gr eat natural

advantages, and of:the immense outlay
the enlargement of the Lachine Canal
must be on a scale proportxonate to that.
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of the Welland, and wecan conceive of no
scheme comparable to thab first recom-
mended by the chief-engineer of Public
Works.

Occupying as we doa perfectly indepen-
dent position, without any political le;m-
ings to the parby in power, or to 1:ier
Majesty’s loyal opposition, we do n.ot. view
this question from a party lstzmdprfmt, but
prefer to regard it in the light .0! a gre‘at
public undertaking and value it only for
the national benefits to be derived from
the most judicious outlay to secuie the
greatest possible return to the country
and if possible to command for the future
the carrying trade of the West by the
facilities that these national highways of
commerce shall afford. It is doubtless
within the recollection of some of our
citizens that when the Lachine Canal
was first undertaken it was contem-
plated to run it through the low land
where Craig street has since been builb
and give it a terminus at Ilochelaga.
That was, without doubt, the finest con-
ception possible for the future greatness
of the city of Montreal, and if that scheme
had been carried out in its original en-
tirety the commercial —metropolis of
Canada would have occupied 2 far differ-
ent and much grander position than it
does to-day: we would then have had the
command of & finer harbour, avoiding the
current St. Marie and securing facilities
for the erection of large warchouses and
grain elavators unsurpassed by any - in
city in America. But owing to the carp-
ing jealousy of a few miserable men, and
because of the personal advantage that
they alleged Mr, Richardson would derive
from such an undertaking, that gentle-
man, in a moment of weakness, was
induced to sacrifice the public. good.
There is no doubt: that he succeeded
thereby in silencing his opponents, and as
little question of the permancnt injury he
did to the commerce of the ecity. Itis
said that history repeats itself, and per-
haps the assertion is true, but we sincere-
1y hope that the bungling in connection
with the original undertaking of the
Lachine Canal will not Le repeated under
the administration of the present Minister
of Public Works in its enlargement.

In this connection the following extract
from the general report of the Minister
of Public Works for 1873 will not be with-
out interest, showing, as it does, the
original conception of the extent and
mode of én]ni‘gement. determined on:
“The special commission,, in their report,
Z have recommended, that the present
" canal should be enlarged - to a widih at
“b.ottoxrf of 100 feet ; 'but when the ques-

tion avises of practically giving effect to

“ this view, other considerations at once
“ attain prominence.”

“The amount of traffic passing through
this canal is immense, and it would make
any work in the summer months, if not
impossible, at least a matter of such diffi-
culty as greatly to augment the demands
of contractors. In consideration of this
possible difficulty, a design has been
prepared for the enlargement, taking the
form of an independent cut by the side of
the existing water-way, with a4 small inter-
val of distance between the two. Tt is
held that this course will in reality be the
most expedient, and that it will have the
direct advantage of inno way interfering
with the commerce of the country.”

“The Department has likewise, sug-
gested that every interest will be best
consulted by making the width of the

anal 200 feet at hobtom, from Cote St
Gabriel to Montreal Harbour.??

Since the submission of the report of
which the above is an extract, a good deal of
party writing has been indulged in, tending
to show the great personal benelit some of
the supporters of the Government would
derive {from the execution of the scheme
as originally recommended ; and, owing to
the influence this unfortunate outery has
had with the Minister of Public Works, he
seems inclined to. abandon his original
idea in favour of one quite as expensive if
not more so in its execution, and not at all
adequate to the requirements of the
country.

It is proposed to enlarge the canal 90
feet only; instead of 200 as originally
intended, in some places making the
enlargement wholly on one side and at
other points enlarging it equally on both
sides. I the desire is to secure a niore
tortuous channel than at present exists
{or- subsequent enlargement no hetter
plan could be conceived, and it is the
best possible conception to interfere with
the navigation as well -as the large mann-
facturing interests dependant on the
present canal; and owing to the much
greater expehnse connected with the
widening on the south side, on account of
the heavy rock excavation, compared with
the enlargement on the north side where
no rock formation exists, as originally
contemplated, the cost of the undertaking
is. likely to be as great if it does not
exceed that of the original conception,
while the results to the commerce of the
¢ountry, and futuve increase and pros-
perity of the city dependant thereon, will
not be comparable to the bonefits that
must be conferred by the enlargement of
the canal as at fivst intended. To our
mind it is a very simple thing to get over
every difficulty that has been suggested

and magnified on account of land specula-
tion. Let the Government take a firm
stand, determined to doits duty without
fear op favour, and carry oub this grcat
work in accordance with the original plan.
Should the present holders of real estate
in the neighborhood uot be prepared to
give the necessary quantity of land at
cost, then let commissioners be appointed
to expropriate it at a fair price and carry
outb the grand conception of canal enlarge-
ment not only in keeping with the work
in the Welland Canal but adequate to the
{uture carrying trade of the Western States
as well as the commerce of the whole of
the Obtawa viver that must of necessity
pass over the Lachine Canal.

TIIE MONTREAL, PORTLAND
BOSTON RAILWAY.

AND

This Railway forms onc of the most
important links in our great systom of
Railways, concentratingat the cominercial
and financial Metropolis of the Dominion.
When completed its Bastern and Southern
conncelions will be the Jfegantie, “Luro-
pean” and  Intercolonial, forming an
unbroken line {rom Montreal to the Bay
of Fundy and to Halifux 150 miles shorter
than by any other route. It will also
reduce the distance to Portland about 50
miles, and connecting with the “South
Eastern,” Passumpsic and their tributaries
will malce the best and shortest route
from the West and North West to Boston
and the manufacturing centres of New
England.

It will also extend to Swanton, Burling-
ton and Lake Champlain, and conscquently
connect with the Railways from these
points to New York. '

Its westward and northward - tributaries
are the “ Grand Trunk,’ ¢ Montreal, Ottawa
and Western ” and North Shore Railways
with their connections to the Great Lakes,
the Westand North West,viz., the ¢ Canada
Central’” “and Georgian Bay  Pacific
Branch,” the #Midland,’? the Toronto and
Nipissing,” the “'Torvonto Grey and Bruce,”
and the # Northorn.” )

By utilizing these. roads with the
“ Geand Trunk " and the ¥ Montreal, Port-
land and Boston,” the grain of the West is
neaver to the consumptive markets of
New England and for export, than by any
other channel of intercommunication.

Viewing the position of this road to tlie
connections enumerated it will be seen that
it is the key to the Railway transporta-
tion system, concentrated at Montreal,
and consequently the whole Dominion is
directly interested in . its success: and
more especially in its perfect indepen-
dence, so that no special privileges shall
be given to any of the roads connecting
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with it, but that all may be treated in a
perfectly fair and equitable manner.

8o long as this “Trunk Line' is kept
free for the use of all on equal terms we
command “ cheap transportation,” and we
believe the road is now in proper hands
to deleat any combination having for its
object o monoply of the line to the debri
ment of competilors and the injury of the
country. We know of no mun more sutit-
able for the successful management of
this important undertaking than the
Iately elected president and managing
divector, J. M. Vernon, Esq, whose great
experience and acknowledged wbility is
the hest possible guarantee lor the tuture
advancement of the enterprise in a man-
ner worthy of its importance and the vast
interests it will serve.

The statement in a Toronto paper that
certain Montreal merchants have notified
some prominent dealers in Otltawn that
they do not intend to send out travellers
this season, and fo scll only for cash or
undoubted short date paper, is at fault,
and calculated we shouldsuppose to work
considerable mischiet to the trade of this
city. Country merchants will not -find
Montreal houses inclined to male any
sudden new departures in their dealings
with customers, There is, however, a
growing feeling that the evil of long date
paper and the pernicious habit of dating
#goods forward’ on the part of many whole-
sale houses should be abandoned,if tradeis
to be preserved in a healthy condition.
Country merchants should insist on more
prompt payment {rom the farmers who
very often, instead -of paying their ne-
counts at the proper time, expend the
money which really belongs to the store-
keeper in fine carriages and elegant stone
houses, resulting in crippling the entire

. trade of the country. Four months should

be the outside limit for credits, and thig
object our merchants have in view now
that every sensible business man in the
country is devising means to avoid the
recurrence of another such season as this
we are passing through, and so safely,
owing to the prudent and timely precan-
tions taken by our leading liouses.

Country merchants are also taking some
salutary lessons from the passing state of
affairs, and making up their minds that

-they have = hitherto been carrying too
heavy stocks, and that if they would
maintain a healthy business they should
make smaller purchases at a time and
turn over their stocks at least twice or
three times a year.! If these truths are
properly applied, the business men-of the

country will have no cause to regret what
they have paid for the experience.

As for sending out travellers there is an
obtained feeling among wholesale men
that the efforts to get carlier in the field
is productive of much mischief, and the
discussion of this subject doubtless gave
rise to- the statement in the Toronto
paper. One house sends out its emissa-

-ries often three weeks too soon, and all

the others feel obliged to do the same, in.
volving useless expenses, and forcing
trade beyond its natural limits. To re-
medy this there ought to be a compact
formed such as that which. exists among
the wholesale clothing houses, that a cer-
tain time be appointed, for each season
before -which no house should put its
travellers on the road. -

AWORD IN SEASON.

We hear complaints from some parts of
the country, that farmers are lolding
back their grain in hopes of realizing big
prices, to the embarrassment of store-
keepers, who are thus unable to meet
thelr engagements with that promptitucde
which is'so desirable.  We believe it has
been satisfaciorily demonstrated that any
apparent gain in price, after o holding on
of some months, is in {he majority of

‘cases fully oflset by the shrinkage in bulk

and loss of interest; but the farmer, as a
rule, cannot be made to see this, and being
naturally an independent character, likes
to air his independence to the detriment
of his own pocket and whoever may be so
unfortunate as to sell him on credit. That
this state of aftairs is fostered by thelong
credib system so prevalent throughout the
country generally, there can be no doubt,
and until there is some combined action
on the part of country storckecpers
towards the restriction of the credit sys-
tem, complaints of a similar nature to the
above will continue to be heard to a
greater or lesser extent. The difliculty is
that none are willing to initiate a short
credit system, fearing that a move in this
direction would offend their customers
and drive them to leaving their trade with
some one of their competitors. The weaker
country trader or new beginner dare not
make the first move, as it would lead to
his neighbor of large mcm\s; who is better
able to wait for his pay, monopolizing to
a large extent the bLusiness of the place,
and itis to this laticr class that the appeal
shounld first be made for an efiort in the
desired direction. We leave it to .the
good sense of country traders generally if
such a change is not desirable; thew if so,
why not strive for it? We note one or
two -efforts in the direction named, by
western storekeepers, anud we earnestly

hope that their pluck and spirit on belalf
of this good cause may not &0 unrewarded,
but'we fear the cases are too isolated o
have any general eflect, A more thorough
unity of purpose and action is required
to bring about the results aimed at.

BOARD OF TRADE CIRCULAR.

The Secretary of the Dominion Boaed of
Trade hag addressed a preparatory circulay to
Presidents and- Sceretnyies of local Boards
announcing that the Sixth Aunual Meeting of
the Dominion Board of Trade will be held in
the City of Ottawa, on Tuesday, the 18th day of
January, 1876,—stating that the questions
which will come up for discussion will be im-
portant, as affecting the finnnciul and fiseal
interests of the Dowminion, and suggesting that
none but gquestions of general importance to the
whole Dominion be brought forward,—the ex-
perience of past years in some measure heing
that & number of topies might huave been
omitted, us only of Proviucial or local interest
and as baving taken up too much of the time
ol the Board,

The subjects to be discussed in January nest
will be of paramount importance,includiug Taritf
changes and the Financial and Railway poliey
of the Dominion ;.and the hope isexpressed that
the various constituent bodies will mnke early
selections of Delegates, appointing such gentle
men as will ably represent their constituencies
in reference to these, and such other subjects as
may hereafter be announced.

On the subject of extending the constituen-
cies and influgnce of the Dominion Board of

" Trade, it seems desirable that while those have

thus far been limited to organizations in accerd
with the Board in name, there are distinet in-
terésts in Canada represented by other organi-
zarionus which might with great propriety be-
come afliljated. For instance, the several Asso-
ciations of Luwmbermen, Dairywmen, Mechanices,
Manufacturers, - &e.,” might be  considerably
beunelited if represented at the Meetings, 1tis
believed that the desire of making the voice of
this Board on mercantile and trade matters the
expression of the Commercial Men of the
Dominion, would, by these means, be consider-
ably promoted.

THE WELLAND CANAL.

Those who read the description, printed in
Tas Tuimuxe of yesterday, of the work already
done on the enlargement of the Welland Canal
must have been struck with the completeness
of the scheme and the magnificence of the
engineering.  The work conlemplates, in effect,
an emtirely new caval.  Instend of the present
ditch, which is ouly 90 feet in width at the
water surface and 50 feet at the bottom, thére
will be when completed, a canal 190 feet wide
at the top, 100 feet at the bottom, and 14 fect
deep. This will furnish a channel for the
largest ships aud propellers on the lakes to pass
through the canal. with ense. They will be
protected against danger and anuoyauce by the
most  perfect systemt of embankments, and
locks; and reservoirs,—the latter devised for
the purpose of furnishing nn immediate supply
of water to: the portion of ‘canal ‘Jowered for
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passing through the locks, and othus -{)rfzvlent-
ing o current, The lo.cks are 270 fcet. . o-ng
md 45 feet wide, while n‘propeller 250x35
feot in dimensions is one of th.c very largest
size. The canal Is 28 miles in length and
has o lockage of 280 fect, n.nd. runs around
Niagarn Falls on the Canada side trom'Port
Golborne on Lake Erie to Port Dalhousie on
Lake Ontario. The entire canal - will be fed
from Lake Erie, and, to accomplish this, the
dredging of Port Colborne will be one of 1'.he
most costly parts of the work ; the excavation
at this point is to be 17 feet below high-water
mark, and the piers of the eanal will extend
1,800 feet out into the lnke. The work at Port
Colborne will cost $3,000,000. The present
chnnnel of the Welland Ganul is to be enlarged
to ‘the required dimensions for about 18 miles
from Port Coiborne ; from this point for 8 miles
an entirely new bed will be made, which wil
give two independent canals from Thorold to
the outlet at Port Dalbousie, one for the smaller
and one for the lnrger vessels, which will insure
greater dispateh for both,  Fora large part of
this distance the channel will be lined with
massive stone walls 18 fect high, and tapering
from T feet thickness at the base to 3 feet at the
top. [tis believed that the entire work will be
completed within three years from last winter,
and the cost is variously estimated at from
$9,600,000 to $20,000,000, As the work is to be
of the most perfect and massive description, it
is not unlikely that the final cost will reach the
latter figure.

This enlargement of the Welland Canal is of
the most vital  importance to the entire
grain and provision producing Northwest
and to Chicago as the distributing centre of
the Northwest. It will furnish a permmnent

, competition” during the seuson to the railroads
and the Erie Cunalj and, as it runs through
foreign territory, is owned by foreign capital,
and is constructed in the interest of Canada
and Montreal, there is no. reason to appre-
hend any pooling of interests ov other com-
bination caleulated to break down the advan-
tages of this competition. [t is sure to have

great.. advantages over the Lrie Canal
even if the Americans should undertake

itsenlargement. To begin with, it will be open
probably four weeks longer during the sea-
sou,—sny two in the spring and two in the
fall,—since it is better protected from the
ice-gorges which collect in the pocket where
Buoflalo is located.  This of its:df would be
sullicient to overcome the competition of a
New York canal that conld offer equal Qimen-
sions. and equal equipments. ~ Another ad-
vantage the Welland .

A warrant for the thoroughness of the work
on the Welland Canal is found in the fact that
the description we have given of it was taken
rom the Buffnlo Commercial Advertiser, which
represenis jnterests that are directly antagon-
istic to the improvement, but which cannot deny
the jnevitable resulis. - This journal says, edito-
rially, that the Welland Canal * has a more
direet bearing on the business of New York
than all of the railwnys together,” and adds:

It is designed expressly to divert the immense
Western breadstufis trade from the Erie Canal
to the Canadinn channels, and 10 transfer the
vast imporiing and exporting business of New
York to Montreal. The engincers in clinrge of
the improvement state boldly that theiv plans
have been made with these special objects in
view, and there is too much reason 1o jear that
they will be at least partinlly successful, unless
prompt and efficient measures are devised to
counteract  them.  That the Cunadians are
terribly in carnest in their siruggle for 1he
control of the grain busivess is demonstrated
by the substantinl character of the uew work
and the large expenditures which they ure
making on the cunal.

We have no doubt that all this is true, bul it
is none the less advantageous te Chicago and
the farmers of the Northwest; and, so far as
New York City is concerned, we huve no sym-
pathy to waste upon it; it has merited all the
loss in trade that may come upon it.

SPECUGLATION vs. BUSINESS.

The American people, like the father of
Nicholag Nickleby, are greatly troubled with
an inordinate desire for speculation. They have
this contagion, and have it bad. In fact, they
are ill-content to produce any article of utility
or luxury without putting up a “ corner ” on it,
and subjecting it to all the tricks and trades of
the *bulls” and “ bears.” Bvery fuculty is
whetted, and every nerve strained, to create an
undue desire for any commodity, at the very
time when the supply is the most limited. The
old adage, “ business is business,” has become
crystallized into a new maxim more expressive
of the times:.* Business is specunlation;” trade,
“putting up a job ” on the market, und by so
doing comypel the good people to pay a hand-
some price for the articles necessary to gratify
their desives.

This feverish propensity is noticeable through.
out every avocation and business iu life; from

“the humblest boot-black, staking his © nickeis ”

upou the uncertainty of *chuck-luek,” to the
exalied railway king, who waters stocks on
hemisplieric  thoroughfares, and barters in
lands by the half continent.

No greater proofs of the speenlative inclina-
tions of the times, and their attendant evils
are needed 1than can be ascerlained from a brief
fnvestigation into the hazarvdous chance games
earried on at the Boards of Trade under the
siyle and name of business, or than can be
learned from & short respite among the Wall
sireet stock jubbers, whose transits from garret

" quarters to marble fronts and back again are

ofien more frequent than the changing seasons.
What in veality ‘are the bonsted chambers of

commerce ‘but gigantic. gambling “establish-

ments, where almost daily some Iuckless ven-
turer “stakes sl ou a single die, when bis
foundered Lark goes high and dry among the
The bewildering oper-
ations of the average board of trade resolve

themselves into simple wagers that grain, upon-
a certain day, will bring a certain price. Pro-
bably not more than twenty-five per cent. of
the wheat exchanged in the city of Chicago
actually changes bands, or is even in exisience
at all. But what is the odds? “business is
speculation,” and A is willing to venture bis
bottom dollar with. B that he can predict the
price of grain at some future time, le con-.
tracts to furnish him ten or tweniy thousand
busliels, in thirty days, say at $1.10. B is
confident that wheat will be higher, und will
make it so if possil.le. He “bulls” the market
and “bulls” it hard in order to throw up the
the price. A, on ‘the other hund, uses his
“hear” like propensivies in an endeavour to
teur down the price as much ag possible in order
that be may make his purchases at & good pro-
fit when he fullils his contract with 3. Thus
matiers shape themselves ontit the month rolls
around,. when the parties come together aud
cast their balances. I the market price is
above $1.10, A simply pays over the amount of
the advance to ‘B, without demanding an
exchauge of the grain. 1f;, on the other hand,
wheat is selling below S1.10 B cashes over the
difference to A, and no grain changes hands,
Thus it is scen that the barter resvlves itself
into # bet that grain will bring a certain price
upon -4 given day. ~ The result of such opern-
tions upon 1he great wmajority is plain to be
seen.  The many must be bled for the support
of the few.

This hazardous epidemic is an ouigrowth of
the jostling, crowding, overreaching tendencics
of the age in whiclh' we live. Everything must
be done hurriedly by the typicnl American of
this new civilization. Make haste to get rich is
his watchword. To this end be pulls down hig
old mills'and builds greater; buys up a quarter
State of pine lands, and controls an equal estale
with his grain ficlds and. cattle; stretches rail-
ways across the continent that he may bring the
broad prairics into his possession and compel
the industrious settler lo respeet his grants by
paying him tribule; founds gigantic banking
estnblishments, and plans big honanze schemes
that wealth nad power may be acquired to
euable lim to job off States and territories by
the wholesale, or traflic in governors aud sena-
tors at will.

The evils attending these hazardous schemes
are doubly convincing to those who have felt
the influence of the daring adventures perpe-
trated by o Jim Fisk, a Juy Cooke, an Oakes
Ames, or a Ralston.

Never can business e established upon a
firm basis until such reckless schiemers are
taught to conform to the natural laws of trade,
and ar¢ compelled to respect the rights of
otliers.

- IROXN FOR THE MANUFACTURE OF
STEEL.

There is an old saying that “a lie well stuck
to is as good as the truth,” and thisis all the
truth there is in the oft-repeated assertion that
Ameriean steel manufacturers must have Swed-
ish iron to make good steel. . The largest steel
manufacturer in the United States, whose pro-
duct stands sacond to none, nses o wagdish
iron nor any other iron except American. In
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‘hig statement hefore the Committee on Ways
-and Means, a year ago last May, Mr. Jas. Park,
of Pittsburgh, Pa., testified as follows: “In
‘teference to the guality of iron needed for the
better grades of steel, I wish to say that, in my
opinion, we have iron -in this country, in New
York, in Michigan, in Missour}, and in some
other States, which is equally us good as the
best grades of Swedish iron; some of the
worst iron that I know of comes from Sweden.
« * Inall'my experience T have found that our
own iron makes a steel of the best grade, equal
in every respect to the best hmported . cast
steel.”

There is one other peint in regard to this
question of Swedish iron that is so ofien men-
tioned that, though its absurdity is well known
to every intelligent steel manufacturer, we
wish to say & word about. We refer to con-
stant harping about Dannemorn iron. It is
asserted that lo make the best grades of cast
steel in this country we must huve Dannemorn
iron, and we are guoted * Hoop L," * Hoop G”
and “Double Butlet,” as though it was the
chief ingredient in all Bnglish best cast steel.
Tooue who knows the amount of iron made
from the Daunemora ores yearly, the talk is
simply ridiculous. The annual production of
ore from these mines does not exceed 25,000
ious and has varied but little for 20 years. The
are analyzes {rom 25 to G0 per cent. metallic
irou; very little has over 50 per cent. .and the
averpge is much under this, - These mines are
held under a tenure that prevents more than o
certain quantity being raised. Itis also impor-
tant to know in this counection that these
mines are isolated, that is, they do notlie in the
usanl iron region.

Now with these facts the position so often
assumed that the quality of English steel
depends upou tlie use of the irous made from
these ores is sitaply absurd. These irons are
made in the Provinces of Upsala and Stock-
holm, the annual production in the former
being 4,465 tons and in the latter 2,010, a
total of 6475 tons. How far this would go
toward making the steel of England, let alone
the 50,000 tons made in the United States,
we leave our readers to judge.—merican
Manyfucturer.

THE RICE MARKET.

The beginning of October usually witnesses
the opening of the new crop year for rice,
though often, a5 in the present case, the har-
vesting is far advanced and varions parcels
have found their way to the market afew weeks
in advance of the regular opening. The past
yedr has been one that must have proved highly
satisfactory to both planters and dealers, as,
notwithstanding the reports of damage by
untimely rain storms during the harvesting, it
was soon found that the yield would be fully as
lorge  as the year previous, and interested
partics who hoped to make. capital by giving
circuiation to the unfavorable reporis were
themselves bitten when it was ascertained that
‘the crop would aggregate an excess over that
of the year previous, which it did to the extent
. -0 2,020 tierces. - In quality the crop turned out
L fully equal {0 any preceding year, which tended
. farther: to~ disappoint - these operators. It

.

proved, in fact, a surprise to all, as it had been
pretty geuerally conceded, carly in’the season,
that the proportion of damaged rice would be
very large.

‘I'he range of values has been circumseribed,
the variations being much less than the year
previous, when the market was affected by the
panic, being at that time unreasonably depress-
ed, but prices. afterward becoming unduly en-
hanced during the speeulative excitement
attendant upon -the East Iodia fumine, The
year opencd with full prices, which declined
gragually untili February, when (be usual
speculative movement took plnce; this, how-
ever, merely checked the downward tendency
for o short time, when it returned and con-
tinued until Spring, at which time the lowest
point was reached. ‘The increased consumplive
demand in May cansed n hardening of prices,
which bave continued steady, with but slight
fluctuations, until the present time,

Of the crop just being h.lrvcsted many con-
flicting reports have been. published, but the
lutest- relinble intelligence—which we have
every reason to believe will be fully verified~
is thus fully stated by Dan. Talmage's Sons &
Co, of Charleston, S, C. in their apnual circy-
lar, to whom' we are also indebted: for the
above vnluable statistical information;

“The turn-out of the new crop is now the sub-
jeet of much speculation. As usual, there hag
been an untoward event (the drought), which is
guickly taken up as the text to the yearly dis-
course. on &’ fshort-crop). The ‘drought’ un-
questionably, in some individual - cases, did an

irretriovable damage. The shorter rivers werg
salt nlmost .to their sources, and the Crops on
plantations not provided with fresh water
reserves, being deprived of the irregation neces-
sary-to thie development of the grain, in some
cases were so hoplessly damaged that they werp
abandoned. These instances, however, are by
few, being, from self apparent reasons, magni-
fied by thiose interested. If estimates from such
sources were to be relied upon, we should have
not more than half' a crop. From more relisbie
intormation, however, covering a large furen,
we learn that an abundant erop may be expeet.
ed. The rains, which set in about the latter
part of Angusty were timely and refreshing
which, with the nnusually fine hinrvest, hasfully
restored the prospects of an abundant yield
except in o few cases on the rivers above allud-
ed to and on the highland and buckwater plan-
tations. The aggregate of estimutes from the
varjous sections, whiech have been carefully
gpathiered, warrant usin predicting that the yield
of the const States will be fully seventy-three
thousand tierces, being an excess of about five
per.cent, over Inst year. All accounts agree

* that the season has been one favorable to the

production of a fine quality, and anticipate that
in this respect the crop will average a much
higher grade than for several years past.
“The acrenge under cultivation did not mate-
vially vary from that of previgus years; this
fuct, however, does not necessarily limit the
production to that previously made, as, year by
year, the plantations are being brought up ton

- higher standard, and are capable, under most

favorable circumstances of condition and sea-
aon, of producing nearly double their present
growth, All the features attending the rico
culture are encournging. The labor question,
which'was at’ one time seriously perplexing,
is happily adjusting itself, the evidence from
every quarter being that it is improving in
efiiciency. The financial standing of the plant-
ers also, as the rule, is improving—the prices of
the past few years being sufliciently remunera-
tive 'io enable them to -expend Jiberally in the
movemenis of their plantations, and the more
prudent - to accumulate with suely; rapidity that
they can now plant without the: sz‘;unl recourse
to cnpllqllsts for assistunce. ’-—Mcrcantllc Jour-
nal.

New Oonrass.—A new compass has been in-
vented in France by M. Ducurwmiy, the magnetic
force of which resides, not in a bar or needle, as

in the ordinary instrument, but in a flat steel
ring, magnetized with its poles at two opposite
extrerities of the same diamecter. The ring
supported upon an aluminium traverse, pivoted
on agate atits cenlire, has attached to it the
ordinary compass card, and acts promptly and
efficiently. The inventer claims for it the fol-
lowing advantages :—(1) A magnetic power,
double that of & needle whose length is that of
the diameter of the ring; (2) two neutral
poiunts instead of one as in the ueedle; whence
it bappens that none of the magnetism escapes,
and that sparks like those from the Holiz
machine do not derange the poles; (3) a better
and more prompt performance of the compass,
the curd steming to float, as it were, in a
liquid ; (4) a large inerense in the sensitiveness
of the instrument; (5) the ability to regulate
the magnetic intensity of the ring, and thus to
compensate for local causes. This is aflected
by means of o second magnetized steel ring,
smaller than, and inside of, the first, the position
of which—und therefure its neutralizing action
—may be easily adjusted. Under the direction
of the Minister of the Marine, a irial irip with
the new compass was made on the steamboat

The manufacture of pig iron has leen prose-
cuted in Oregon, in a small way, for some
time, and efforts are being made Lo establish fur-
naces in the Northern part of the State. The
subject is again brought up by the prospectus
of the Toxada Iron Mines of British Columbia,
just published, These mines are on Toxada
Island, in the Straits of Georgia, between Van-
couver's Island and the mainland of British
Columbia. The deporsils are very extensive,
about 70 per cent. iron, and are favourably
situnted, being: surrounded by an abundance of
timber and limestone. o

a journal devotled to postal matters, tells of a
geatleman residing in.the suburbs of New
York who recently made an experiment with a
view to aseertain how long it takes a letter to
travel round the world by mail. - He addressed
aletter to the U. 8. Postal Agent at Yokohama
Japan, marked it € viq Brindisi,” and dispateh-
ed the same by steamer leaving New York for
Southampton, Tugland, on the Lith of May
Iast. Theletter inclosed another, addressed to
himself; at New York, which he requested the
Postal Agent at Yokabama to forward to the
United Stites, vie San Prancisco, by first
steamer, The letter arrived in England on
May 24, and was thence dispstehed by way of
Brindisi, Aden (vie Suez), Ceylon, Singnpore,
and Hong Kong to Y kahmma—arriving there
July 11, From there the inclosed letier (ad-
dressed to the writer) was forwarded by steam-
er leaving Yokohama on July 12, and arrived
at San Francisce July 31; left Sun Francisco
Aungust 1, and reached New York August 9—
raving nccomplished iis circumierancous jour-
uey in exactly elghty-cight days.

‘ PROTECTION.

To the Editor of the Journal of Commerce.

Str,—You will, T darc say, excuse my encronch -
ing somewhat on your valuable space; while
T attempt to throw a little light on the subject
of protection to our maunufactures,” particu-

larly as it relntes to importers as well as 1o
the general welfure’ of our country,

It hns somchow or another come to . be
regarded and accepted as n sebtled fact that
importer and manuficiurer are sworn enemies;
the former feeling (although unwarrantably)
that to the extent of the muuufuctures of the
latter, the former issuffering from just so much
trade being taken out of his hands, inasmuchias
the nmount manufactured bere supplies the pluce
of justsuch an amount being imported.

The reasoning to n certain extent is true,
but only iu a very limited sense, for there
is no good reason why the importer showld
nol be able to buy in guantities (such for
exunple as he would importy from the manu-
facturer here, amd that al prices leaving him
as n rule about ihe sime margin of profitas he
would get out of siume anmount of grods import-
ed, The teade of the countey requires that there
be distributors of goods whether manufuctured
here or imported, so the merchant's occupation
will not be gone supposing the gouds to be
manufictured here, instead of being imported |
it will simply be a transfer of his account, ora
partof ity from the mevehant or manuluetuver
outside of " the country to a manufacturer
within. It is a politceal axiom, that the nearer

Syou cnn get aopopulation to the pointof agricul-

tural productions of' w cotuntry, the better prices
you are likely to get, and the richer the farmers
will become. Now there s no better way Lo get
producer and consumer together, than by  fuir
tarifl, or protection for the industrial interest.

Take manufacturing ns o whole for the pust
twenty years in Canada and it would not ke
long to count the suceesses, but it would take
a good while to count up the fajlures, the
latter arising from various causes, viz., want of
knowledge, want of capital, and sometimes
want of care, in their being too reckless in
selling, but in many cases from our close proxi-
mity to a large manufacturing country, who by
reason of the tucilities we ofler them ke our
market one where they can rid themselves of a
surplus stock at any lime, even at a sacrifice,
thereby saving sacilicing in their own conntry.
At best, a mannfacturer cannot get for asuy
length of time any ectra margin of profit, as
others stand always ready to enier the lists,
thereby preventing such a monopoly, and beyond
the fuir margin for profit in manufucturing, the
Lalance realized from the sale of the goods is
distributed immediately for labourand supplies
the money: veaching the agriculturalist, shop-
keeper and merchant in turn, so that the whole
benelits (or nearly so) arising from the consump-
tion of goods :are distributed nt once amongst
our own ar tisans and others.

The system of Free Trade as a theory is very
grand but ntopian, and so far a3 the history of
nations show, it camot bz carvied out in any
new country, (like our own for example) and
that conntry mnkeany progress worth speaking
of in as far ns becoming of importance in any re-
spect whatever. Whoever heard ofan agricultu-
ral country (one receiving its supplies by impor-
tation) attaining any position of importance
amongst the nations of the world 7

But, says the Free Trader, why should [ be
obliged to pay duty on whatever goods I mny
cliouse to consume in order to put money into
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th;s pockets of the manufactirer, by giving him
aid through a tariff; while other manufacturers
stand ready ontside to supply my wants at a
lower figure. The reply is simple : the money
puid to the cutsider leaves the country and is
distributed in another, and amongst just §uclx a
class of people the employment of wbo.m will en-
rich any country, whereas, by paying even a
small advance -to the home mannfacturer, the
money is distributed around you, you yourself re-
ceiving part of the benefits, and as manufactures
springing up any where in the country, the
lJandowners and farmers realize atonce that
the having manufactures in the couatry, and
particularly beside tbemselves, is a thing .much
1o be desired, as land and water privileges
(hitherto of no value) become at once most
valuable. Loolk, for example, when manufuctur-
ing establishment is proposed being put up, how
the towns and villages in all directions hold out
inducements to sccure the location of said
establishment at their respective places, and
you may be sure that such Corporations would
not offer in many cases o large amount of
money, and freedom from taxation for many
years as o bonus, did they not clearly per-
ceive and understand that it would pay them to
do this, and that in a very direct manner, by
the reaping of the many advaatages flowing
18 & matter of necessity from the wants arising
from manufactures in their midst, and it would
ot ke diticult to point out. professed free trade
communities who are foremuost, standing with
openarms ready ““ to do the agrecable” for any
manufacturing industry they can induce to
seitle amongst them, in Practice they know
what is good for them.

But, says Free Trade, how much protection do
you wnat? We reply, just as mueh as circun-
stances many render necessary to give manu-
facturers a chance, (who spend their all
amongst the people) to supply their own
market which can be made here to advauntage,
there is no fear of monopoly as already shown.
1 venture to assert, that during the depressel
state of our manufactures in this country
for the past twelve months, had our market not
been converted into what is known ag & slaughter
market, our manufactories, many of which have
only been running part time, while others are
shut down altogether, they would all have been
kept reasonably well employed till better times
came, and as & consequence, our population
would all have been much better off.. This
bappy result counld have been easily attained
bad we » proper tariff, and if the Government
of the country world only place its manufac-
turing interests in & proper and enduring
position the benefits arising therefrom wouid be
felt from one end of the country to the other.

MONTREAL GENERAL MARKETS.

MoxnTREAL, October, 14th, 1875,

The partial improvement in many depart-
ments of trade which we noted in our last re-
view has not a3z yet developed to any appreci-
able degree, Although a considerable amount
ot indebtedness has been cancelled, we are

sorry td_sgly that it is not at all up to what
was anticipaled at this season when the pro-
duce movement is expected to abundantly im-

‘prove remittances from the country. As stated

by a contemporary, these expectations have
been, doubtless were, of too sangnine a charac-
ter, and looked for too immedinte an cffect to
result from the ready cush paid over to farmers
for their grain; but the tact remains that trade
is still very limited in its character, although
slowly improving, and the belief is entertained
by not a few that goods will move ofl sluggishly
during the whole of the season. We do not
thinic this is altogether to be deplored. The
present depression has been brought about by
over-trading in a great measure, and those who
are chiclly suffering from it have themselves to
thauk for it to a great extent. There have
been no disaslers of a national churacter; no
events oceuring in other lands upon which
truthfully to lay the blame 50 as other than
fractionally to account for the scarcity of money
here ; the crops for years past have been houn-
teous, and the prices realized highly remunera-
tive: the whele trouble is that importers and
manufacturers also have discount+d too freely
the future, and they find that pay day has come
sooner than they were prepaved for, and
the country having been spending at a rate fas-
ter than it was earning was without the means
of liquidating its matured indebtedness. - This
being the case it is evidentthat the only way to
bring about at all speedily & balunce between
income and outlay is to curtail the latter to buy
sparingly, until the retailers gain time to get
quit of the beavy stocks they were many of them
carrying ; to ¢ncourage a cutting oft of all
extravagances, and generally speaking 1o re-
duce the aggregate of credits and not to extend
jt. 'The depression which has existed during
nearly the whole of the present year; and which
is 5till so generally felt, while it has been cauvsed
by the over-trading of the past, is also the
natural and only cure of the commercial disease,
and the longer it lasts the more radical will it
be in its effects.  All in zood time, trade will
gradually révive, and while we neither expect
uor desire a repetition of the rapid advance in
the volume of trade which had been so marked
since 1869, we do look to sce before the close of
1976, a steady and remunerative business being
done all over this Province, money sufliciently
abundant for all legitimate business purposes,
and the lesson to be learned from our present
experiences nltogether too nearly forgotten,
