THE FATHERS OF NEW ENGJ.AND.
(From the Edinburgh Review.)
i 1e may be thought superfluous at this day to repeat
' that the founders of New England were systematic
~ yyrants.  But the propriely of reiterating an admit-
ted truth depends upon the sincerity with which that
sruth ia recognised. - Those who are conversant with
the popular histories of America will be conscious,
{ndeed, that the heroic energy and iron fortitude of
the Pilgrim Fathers were not unalloyed with harsh
snd ferocious bigotry ; but they will find their eyes
continually diverted by judicious treatment from the
darker portions of the picture. When even M.
Bancroft, a superior example of his class, speaks of
« trapsient persecutions” as of ¢ a train of mists ho-
vesing of an autumn morning over the channel of a
fine river that diffused freshness and fertility wherever
it would,” it concerns us to know that they were not
<o transient nor o slight as he pictures them, but
ihat they suffused the whole atmosphere of colonial
tife with a depressing terror and a long-impending
gloom, "There is the further reason for reopening the
case that, thanks to transatlantic diligence, more is
tnown of it.  'While the sketches of Mr, Hawthorne
in the # Scarlet Letter” have been questioned as the
coinage of imagination, archezological inquiry has
;;opularised the means of showing that crven these fall
short of the reality.
To comprehend thoroughly the compresssive ener-
-y of this state of society we must bear in mind,
shat the Massachusetts polity, which was the leading
type of the other New England States, was the
identification of Church and State upon a DPuritan
basis, whereby the senior ministers became virtually
the lawgivers for secular interests. ¢ According to
the system established in Massachuset(s,” says Mr.
Hildreth, « the Church and the State were most in-
umately blended. The magistrates and General
Court, sided by the advice of the Elders (so the
aivisters were designated), claimed and exercised a
sypresne control :in spiritval as well as temporal mat-
ters; while even 'in-matters purely temporal the
elders were consulted on all important questions.—
The support of the elders, the first thing considered
ip the first Court of Assistants held in Massachusetts,
tiad been secured by a vote to build houses for them,
and to provide them a maintenance at the public ex-
pense. . . . The polity of Massachu-
setts conferred, in fact, unlimited power in matters of
religion, as in everything else, upon the majerity of
the Church members, as represented by the magis-
trates and geueral court. Those in the minority,
ahether churches or individuals, bad no rights, and
10 altersative but silence and submission or with-
frawal from the colony.”® The acceptance of a
<ramped theological creed was made the condition of
2 complete enjoyment of civil rights as well as of a
participation in the political franchise. No man, un-
less he were a member of the Church, could be a
magistrate or officer, or serve upon a jury; and
the tendency of this restriction becomes apparent
when we learn that juries gave verdicts on “ matlers
of equity, and even of heresy.” Lechford, of Cle-
ment’s Inn, whom we here quote, and who was an
attentive and competent witness of their mode of
procedute, remarks, that “in the General Court and
Great Quarter Courts before the civil magistrate are
iryed all actions and causes, civill and criminal, and
also ecclesinstical, ‘especially fouching the non-
members ; and they themselves say, that in the Ge-
neral and Quarter Caurts they have the power of
Parliament, the Kiag’s Bench, Common Pleas, Chan-
cery, Righ Commission and Star Chamber, and all
the Courts of "Epgland, and in divers cases bave ex-
trcised that - power upon the King’s subjects, as is
not dificult to prove. ~They bave put to death, ba-
aished, fined men; cut. off men’s ears, whipt, impri-
toned men, and .3l thise for ecclesiasticall and cirill
olfences, and without sufficient record.” He com-
plains, also, in another place, that the proceedings
were not entered upon record at ail, and that to the
constitution of juries, such as it was, no practical
<heck existed in the form of " facilities for challenging
_lhem. _Moreover, the Courts, even with this crush-
we machinery,; were not content to decide secundum
allegata’ et probata. © The jury,” says the accurate
utchinson, “ sometimes gave their verdict that
there were strong grouiids for suspicion, but not suf-
ficient evidence. Vet the Court would give sentence
upon this verdict,anil punish for many offences which,
by the evidence.upon the trial, the party appeared to
them to have been’ guilty of, aithough he was not
convicted * of the particular crime he was charged
®ith.” * With this mode of procedure it was, per-
haps, immaterial what were. the provisions of the laws
gdministered ; but it wiil be interesting to recalt a
tew of them to-remembrance. .
Massachusetts has been absolved, by the researches
of Mr. Gray; from thé ‘charge of inflicting the pun-
ishment of death for cuery offence which wns wade

capital by the Law of Moses. But the Rev. Mr.
Cottou’s # Abstract,” which was intended to have
been the basis of the Massachusetts Code, proceed.
ed to this extremity ; and when the magistrates and
elders, “who were aot forward™ in drawing up any
code of laws, but procrastinated as long
could to seve their arbitrary discretion, adopted the
document called the ¢ Body of Liberties,” its prefa-
tory article admitted the inference tbat, “ jn case of
the defect of law in any particular instance” a man
might still be punished by the General Court, even
to the extent of taking away his life, on the assumed
sanction of the Word of God. Explicitly, indeed,
the Body of Liberties stopped short of its Hebrew
precedent; only in the cases in which it punished
crime with death it followed the Levitical law. Thus
idolatry, witchcraft, and blasplemy were made capi-
tal offences. In addition to these, the revised Code
of 1645 assigned the penalty of death to ¢ stubborn
aud rebellious sons,’ and to « children above sixteen
who curse or smite their ratucal father or mother,”
—enactments similarly borrowed frota the Jewish
lawgiver., The ninety-first of these Liberties lega-
lised slavery, as Mr. Hildreth observes, many years
before anything of the sort was to be found in the
statutes of Virginia or Maryland. The forty-fifth
Liberty authorised the application of torture in cer-
tain cases, and under certain restrictions; implying
that * Liberties” were peculiarly interpreted by men
who bave been represented as Champions of Free-
dom. Asa whole, this Cade affords conclusive evi-
dence that the liberty to obey their own consciences
practically included the more definite liberty to op-
press all who differed from them.

The reselt was, by a siagular interchange of posi-
tions, that their most conspicuous victims appealed
elsewhere for toleration.  Massachusetts has reveren-
tially enclosed with a railing the supposed footprints
of the Pilgrim Fathers § but Rhode Island can ex-
hibit anotiier rock cn which its founder, Roger Wil-
liams, first set Aés foot as a fugitive from the preco-

cious tyranny of Massachusetts. -We hava not space
to refer to the incidents of a life which, i conjunc-

tion with that of the indomitable Anse Hutchinson,
is the most attractive in early American biography.
The simultaneous efforts of these congenial spirils
ended by involviog them in a cormon exile, which,
in the case of the heroic woman, was concluded by
the Indian’s knife, to the ferocious joy of some whom
she had tested in controversy. The importance of
these examples consists in the evidence they afford of
a continued struggle to bring the Governors of Mas-
sachusetts to a milder disposition. One of these at-
tempts was made with such perseverance, that we
may usefully have recourse to Mr. Hildreth, who has
given the details of it with his customary precision.
In the year 164G,  petition had been presented lo
the General Court, signed by seven citizens, in the
name of themselves and others, for the rights of
English subjects, with complaints of the exclusion,
under the existing system, ef all but Church members,
from civil and ecclesiastical privileges:—

“ Though sufficiently moderate in its temor, this
petition bad given great offence ¢ to many godly,both
elders and others.” The zealous Jobnson denounces
those who signed it as ¢ of a very linsiewolsie disposi-
tion, some for Prelacy, some for Presbytery, and
some for Plebsbytery.” Several replies to it were
now presented to the Court, which, by order of (hat
body, were summed up into one; not, indeed, by
way-of anewer, because the petitior was adjudged a
contempt, and therefore not worthy of an answer,
but as a declaration of the Court’s opinion touching
this audacions assault upon the theocralic rights.~—
Dr. Child, a young physician, recently from London,
whose name stood at the head of the signers, being
summoned befare the General. Court, alleged, on
behatl of bimself and the :others, that it--was no
crime to pelition, He was told in reply that it was
not for petitioning they were questioned, but for the
¢ miscarriages’ which their petition contained, speci-
fied on the spot to the numnber of twelve, of which
the principal were, calling thes existing goveroment
an * ill-compacted vessel,’ ascribing the misfartunes
of the colony to its bad government, intimating that
many persons were discontented, charging the " go-
vernment with tyranny, and claiming a right "of zp-
peal to England, To these specifications the peti-
tioners returned elaborate answers in writing, to
which the Court - rejoined extempore, to the entire
satisfaction of an assembled multitude of church
members, whose exclusive right to pelitical authority
the petitioners had presumed to question. '
«Thus beaten in argument, Child and his asse-
ciates were fined from £10 to £50, $50 10 $250
each, and were exhorted to be quiet, to study to

At the same time the magistrates
of Massachusetts, triumphing after their fashion,
sent, first, a summons, and subscquently an armed
commission to come to the conclusions with the he-
retical Gorton. A proposal was made by Gorton to
the Commissioners, through the mediation of some
people of Providence, to submit his case to acbitra~
tors, and to pledge the cattle belonging to his party
as a security {o ahide their decision; but this rea-
sonable offer having been rejected, alter a short re-
sistance be and the majority of his followers were
captured and carried as prisoners to Massachusetts.
Gorton alleges, but Winslow denies, that the Com-
missioners treacherously violated the turms of the
capitulation. At all events, when they bad lodged
the Gortonists in safe custody, the wative for the
outrage was freely manifested in the readiness with
which they waived the civil charges, and proceeded
exclusively on the ground of heresy. Their «pri-
soners of war,™ as they termed them, were subjected
to an ipquisitorial examination on their theological
tenets, in which Gorten displayed the most trouble-
some address, While his trial lasted, and he was
doubling through (he mazes of Puritan contraversy
1o the great perplexity of his polemical ferrets, the
reverend disputants, by allusions in their scrmons to
Agag and Benbadad, suggested a summary coaclu-
sion of the controvery. A majority of the nagis-
trates were prepared to put Gorton to death, but the
deputies dissented ; and, ultimately, he and six of

Jch dangerous a thing it way lo meddle with
su¢i u petition was sufliciestly evinced by the case
of %52 Joy, ¢ a young fellow, = ecarpenter, trho bad
beed very busy ib procuring signers, and who even
presumed {o gquestion (he constable who searched
Dand’s study, whether his warrant were in the king's
name. This audacious young carpenter was kept in
irons tdl ¢ he humbled himself, confessed what he
knew, blamed himself for meddling in matters be-
loaging wot to kim, and blessed God for these irons
upon his legs, hoping they would do him good while
he lived. Sa he was let out upon reasonable bail.

« The offence of Dand and Smith, in whose cus-
tody the petitions had been found, was still more se-
rious. It wys held, indeed, under the fundamental
laws, to be *in nature capital, being no less than
treason against the Commonwealth, and bail was
refused. At the General Court immediately follow-
ing, Child and the others were very beavily fined.—
Unable to pay his fine of £200, $960, Dand was
Lept in prison more thare 2 year, and was only dis-
charged at last upon a humble submission.”

The obnoxious petition was, howerer, intrusted o
the care of one Vassall, with whom the magistrates
of Massachusetts hesitated to med.lle, not only be-
couse be belonged to Plymouth colony, but for the
more powertul reason that bis brother was an influen-
tial member of Parliament. He undertook to con-
vey it to England, but just before the vessel. sailed,
Cotton, in his sermon at the Thursday lecture, ad-
vised the passengers, if a storm arose, to throw Vas-
sall’s trunk overboard, as containing the Jonah that
would certainly sink them. A storm did arise, and
to appease the superstitious fears of some of the
company, a package was thrown overboard contain-
ing copies of the obnoxious papers ; but Vassall took
care to preserre-the originals. - :
-Vassall might, indeed, consider himselt fortunate
that he bad the means of withdrawing when the fire
became too hot for him. Others were not so privi-
leged ; who, notwithstanding they removed beyand
the limits of the Massachusetts grant, were dragged
back into its territory. There was the previous case
of a man named Gorton, “a wild but benevolent en-
thusiast,” as he is termed by Mr. Baneroft, who with
certain of his followers, biad taken up his residence
at Shawomet, and whose doctrines were so umwel-
come to the divines of Massachusetts, that, though
out of their jurisdiction, they took rmeasires to si-
lence him. . Gorton has narrated hLis story in a tract
called * Simplicitie’s Defence against the -Seven-
headed Moaster,” which Winslow replied to - under
the title of “ Hypocrisie Unmasked,” and from - the
two combined we partly gather these particulars,—
« When the New-Englanders,” says Gorton, * per-
ceived his settlement. to be a refuge to such as were
oppressed, &c., then they weat about to bring those
arts to be under their juriedictions by all possible
pretences.” The most available appears to have
been an apocryphal claim of the Indians of Shawo-

met to a tract of Jand which Gorton: had purebased

his companions werce condemned o work in irons in
the extremity of a New Lngland winter, uader pain
of death, it by speech or writing they attempted to
publish or maintain any of their * blasphemous and
abominable heresies.” Their catile, to the number
of eighty, were seized to pay the expenses  of their
arrest and trial, assessed at £160. After they were
chained, and before they were sent to the townships,
among which they were to be distributed, they were
made a spectacle, in the dearth of other amusemeants;
that is to say, as Gorton himself describes it, ¢ We
were to stay till Master Cotton his lecture day, and
then were all brought to the congregation in that our
iron furniture, for the credit of the sanctuary which
had set the sword at work for such good purpose.?
It was found, however, that, notwithstanding the
threat of death which was hanging over them, these
stubborn enthusiasts were still making converts ; and
therefore it was ordered, at a subsequent court, that
they should depart out of the jurisdiction witbin four~
teen days, and not return to Massachusetts, Provi~
dence, or even their former settlement of Shawomet,
under peril of the last extremity. This proceeding
was alterwards, though with Jittle effect, made the
subject of official investigation in Iugland. '

‘We have stated the circumstances of this case al
some length for the reason that they are not only ia-
teresting but instructive. If Massachusetts went
beyond her chartered limits, usurped a jurisdiction
ta which she had no pretence, and . committed ille-,
galities of which her apologists were canscious, in'
order to crush a little band of fugitives from whom
she had received no detriment and could apprehend
no danger, we may conceive what would be her treat-
ment of those whe, being legally in her grasp, had
the rashness to take liberties with ber cherished uni-
formity. To such, it" is not excceding the truth &o'
say, that her little finger was heavier than the loins
of the Goverament they bail fled from. .. There were
not a few who experienced the disadvantages of the
change, and who, to quote the words of a certain
Blackstone, had left Lngland  to get from under the
power of the Lord Bishops,” but found that in Ame-
rica they “had fallen under the power of the Lord
Bretbren.” Of such the Papists aad the Baptists or
Anabaptists had their several experiences; but those
who encountered the most wholesale inflictions iz
confutation of their tenets were the unhappy sect of
Quakers. The Quakers, it is true,.as Hutchinson
observes, solicited ' persecution ; -but even ‘they, be
adds, must have been‘surprised at ¢thé imprudence
of the authorities in gratifying this humor ‘as far "as
their utmost’ wishes could carry them.” . Atfi'st they
were suspected or accused of dealing in'the “ Black
Art,” and the persons of the Quaker women  were
searched for ¥ deril’s teats,” or other signs of witch-
craft; but, as these were not discoverable, they
were found guilty of heresy, and" * thrust ‘out of the
jurisdiction.” Subsequently, to recur again to Mr.
Hildreth— L ‘ o L

“ The existing laws of ‘Massachusetts against. he-
reties were not thought sufficient.for the occasion.—
A special law was presently enacted, in the preamble
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of which the Quakers were Jenounced as ‘a cursed
sect of heretics lately risen in the world.” To bring
a “ known Quaker’ into the colony was made punish-
able by this law with a fine of £100, besides bonds
to carry him back again, or, in default thereot_, im-
prisonment.  The Quaker himself was to be whipped
twenty stripes, sent to the."liouse ofvcorrection, and
kept at hard labor until transpérted. “The importa-
tion ‘0% possession of ‘Quaker bools:. was strictly pro-
hibited ; all such books swere to be brought in to the
nearest magistrate to be burned.  Defending Quaker
opinions was punishable with fine, aud, on the third
offence, with the house of correction and banish-
ment. Lven {hese enactments did not suffice. By
a law of the next year, the fines before imposed were
increased; every hour's entertainment of a known
Quaker was subjected (o a fine of forty shillings;
every male Quaker, besides former penalties, was to
lose one .gar on the first conviction, and on a second
the other; and both males and females, on the third
conviction, were to have their tougues bored ¢brough

with ‘a red-hot iron. Plymouth, Connecticut, and ! veils. In the following year costly appare)’nd

New Haven, on the recommendation of the Commis-
sioners for the United Colonies, adopted similar
laws.? ' '

Rhode [sland atone adhered. with admirable con-
sistency, to the great principle of religious liberty :

Srat1stics or ks CiMe.—A paper, drawn up by
the Rev. E. Clarke, local inspector and chaplain of
the county of Donegal gaol, supplies some inmeresting
information respecting the progress of crime in Ire-
lanid during the year 1854, as compared with the pre-
vious year. From this it appears that in all the vari-
nus species of crime, ranged in a tabular form under
six different heads, thereis in lreland under all the
tieadls but one a most remarkable decrease. {u 1853
the number of oflenders was 15,144 ; in 1854 it was
ouly 11,788—thus showing a decrease of 3,356, or at
e rate of 22 16 per ceul.: in cther words, Irish
crime, taken as a whale, has, duving the course of last
vear disappeared v the extent of maore than one fifth.
The remarks of Mr. Clatke on this braunch of the
subject are subjoined:—¢ 1t s very gratifying to
find that in Ireland, in 1854, the decrease was not
alone in the above classes of crime aud oflence, but
extended lo every county within it. There was a
slight increase in.lhe cities of Kilkenuy awd Water-
ford. 'The increase of the proportion of convictions in
frelamt is also satisfactory. There has, however, been
an increase in lreland in the number of some of those
oftences which denute a dangerons aud disorganized
state of society ; for while under tt:e head ¢ Murder?
theie is exhibited a decrease, there is nnder the head
< Atlempt to murder’ a large increase.  Underthe head
¢ Riot and feloniously demolishing buildings’ an in-
wrease from 2 in 1853 to 52 in I1854. In ¢ Killing and

maiming cattle’ there i€ ar wcrease, and also ander

the head ¢ Administering unlawful oaths,” an offence
which has led to most fearful consequences ; but, even
with this drawback, the diminution of crime, as géne-
rally stiown by the eriminal tables, denotes improve-
menl in the sacial state of freland. On an-examina-
tion of table No. 3. it will be lound that the numbet
charged with crime and oflence in [reland in 1854
amounts to g little less than one-fourth of the number
charged in 1849, and to less than ane-hal{ of the ave-
raze of the five preceding years. .

GREAT BRITAIN.

Tug Camparsy or 1856.—Altgeiher, we may
calceulate (says the Globe) upon having available next
summer some 40 line-of-battle ships and large fri-
gales of the new heavy-armed eclass, about 20 cor-
veltas and smaller vessels of war, with not less than
170 10 180 gun and manar boats of light draught,
each mounting from one to four guns of very heavy
calibre. There will thus be at work in the Baltic
some 230 vessels of all classes under the Eaglish
pennant, propelled by steam, most of them expressly
built for the peculiar service which they will have 10
accomplish, efficiently manned, and carrying more
than the uspal force of Marine Attillery and Marines.
As regards the force under the command of Sir
William Codringlon, we may roughly calenlate upon
having it exclusively of auxiliary non-combatant
corps, at a strength of 100,000 fighting men, of which
over 70,000 will be British soldiers, 20,000 Turkish
Contingent, and about 10,000 or 12,000 German,
Swiss, and Italian Legion. We have, in addition,
some ground for anticipating that in the course of a
very lew days new measures of an energetic charac-
ter will be brought intu operation for the purpose not
anly of keeping this force always in the field, buwt of
providing « large reserve, more than sufficient to sup-
ply any weaknesses thal can, eveu under exiraordis
nary circumstances, be caused.

The commanding officers of all mililia regiments
are ordered to praceed to Loadon to meet the Minister
of war and the Commander-in-Chiel, 10 confer on a
generad volnnteering from all embodied regiments
Inte the regular forces, after which the ballot will

_gado,say in tho presence of gevernl persons,that he could not
get five firemen Lo work togrether ; and that he wAS EO dis-
gusted with wbrt he had witnessed, that, upon his retarn
to the Bogine House, be complained bitterly of their mis-
conduct. Under theae cireumsiances, I think it is not too
much to ask for #n impartial investigation.

The caquiry which it ia said bas already been raade, s a
mockery ; and the City Councillors who have concurred
in its resulls—if they are correctly reported—have, in my
opinion, sbamefully betrsyed the inierests coafided to
them.

communicate to M. de Nesselrode are such as are
considered acceptable by England and France. We

To
this T can only reply that very probably she will, as
I wmentioned several days ago, recall her ambassador
from St. Petersburg and send Prince Gortchakoff
fiis passports; but that the refusal of Russia will be
imnediately followed by a declaration of war on her
part is not believed by well-informed pevsons here.

Were Austria o declare war to-morrow, Russia
would instantly attack Ler ou all her vulnerable and
unprotected points.  Her taking the initiative would
leave her neither suceour in the Grerinan states, who
are bound by treaty to defend her only in the event
of her being attacked ; nor could she hope for the as-
sistance at present of her allies, France and England.

_ handed, who might easily march on her unprotected
capital and take it

They
maintain, for instance, that ¢ nature is the only Di-
vine revelation ; that consequent!ly the Bible is not
the Word of God; and that St. Panl lied when he
said that Christ was revealed to us in the flesh.”
According to them the great Apostle is only a fana-
tic and a visionary.

For more than 25 years back the greatest portion
of Protestant preaching has only tended to destioy, in
the conviclions of men, belief in the Divine Word,
and to place veason above the Holy Seriptures.
