"Phat with which we are afflicted is not confived
to individuals or {amhies ; it embraces tha whole
community of every class and gradation, and, as
a camnmon msforiune, requires the concurrent awl
of all in -sustaining a portion of its pressure.—
Besides the Lenten ordinances of fasting and ab-
stinence;.enjoined by the Church, and which will
be religiously abserved by its children, works of
charity and mercy, from which none, thark God,
whatever may be thewr rank or religion, elaim ex-
emption, are’ of ‘those of which, on'-the present
occasion, we most earnestly implore the due ful-
filment. : ¢ Blessed are the “merciful, for they
shall obtain mercy,’ convey the promuse of the
rich reward by which our- Redeemer invites His
followers to the practice of this virtue.

B4d men came with biting tongues, tongnes sharp as
R sward ; they came reviliug sacred things; they
came scofling; they camo challenging; nay, they
came blaspheming what they knew pothing of.
These men came not with the pure power of sancti-
ty; they came with wards of wickedness ; they came
with the appearance of godliness; deuying ‘he sa-

The Virgin Erin in deaf to all ihese clamors. But
what becomes of religion. Yhere are iis noble
churches —its stately nbbeys—ita flourishing institu-
lions of learning ?—the roofs are stripped ofl'; the
altars overthrown ; tho niches plundered; the walls
defuced and ruined.

Not 2 charch was left to Erin; oot place, in
which she counid assemble to worship God, not a col-
lege, not a achool , not an institution whereby reli-
gion could be supported ; not any one of those ap-
plinncea, by whiclt the inward devotion i3 so much
warmed and sustained ; not a function of the chureb,
not an cbject which could move to religious affection ;
it is n wiracle,indeed, how, with the loss, the total loss
of every one of these aids to religion, the ancient
faith was preserved not only alive, but bright; not
only warm, but barning in the Leart of the Irisk peo-
ple. Well, then, duricg these tbreo huudred yeers,
while ehe was ridiculed because her people dwelt in
mud cabins, and am1d the bogs and marshes of the
tand, when the last spark had died out from the turf
on the cebin floor, and when poor, desolate, frozen
Erin said * Well, glory be to God ! there was a
brighter radiance in that miserable but than all the
lights of the most gplendid room could bave commu-
nicated to it. The judge is befors the holy virgin
Eria with his assessors and atiendants; hestands
cold urd stern, determined not to be overcome by
this poor frail woman. Brin, 1his holy virgin may
hear at gome distance tbe howling of wild beasts
aod the yells of executioners equally thicsty for her
blood. Her lifv hangs in the balarce against the
words that she shall speak; with life, sho will have
ease, enjoymeat nad rank, Ouly say: fi renounce
the Catbolic faith, and you are snfe,’ blandly insina-
alcs the courteous president. Erin pauses but for o
moment a8 she 1ifts ber eyes to heaven, nnd stretches
forth ber.srms in prayer, then with a calm look and
a fiem voice exclaimg ¢ * I believe in my Lord Jesus
Christ and bis holy Church.! It i3 eneugh to con-
sign ber for centuries to the ironical jeors acd oy-
pressive enactments of temporal sovereigns. After
30 long pustaining the power of her oppressors, it
appearced as if Lhe might nf the wrath of God sud-
denly broke upon her: famine, fever nssuming al-
most the characler of pestilence, invaded the greater
portion ot Erin's country.

A cu-
rate writes on the 18th of February tbat more than
eleren hundred of his flock bave no provisions: At
Skibbereer, a great number of laborers and flsher-
men have no other food than raw turdips and sea-
weeds, In severnl parishes of the county of Clare,
strong and healthy men remain in bed & part of the
day, not baving worls, and- hoping thus to assnsge
the pangs of huager. A curate purchases g provi-
gion of corn, too happy to be able to give his parisk-
ioners ench » porlion, to appense their bunger. Ina
pnrish of the connty of Mayo contnining 5,700 inha.
hitants, 2,150 in the month of March, were without
food and without resources. , Others bad no shelter
nnd were reduced to nourish themselves wilh sal
boiled in water, or else séaweeds which 1bey pro-
cured when the tide waslow. To'the famished mun
muy siill remnin the coatolation of having a dwel
livg place. But, what wili become of these rour,
sufferers, when they are thrown upun the high rosds,
exposed to the inclemency of the wenther. Here,
we see n villnge containiog »n hundred families,
nmety of them are turued out by the proprietor of
their iniserable hutg, and you can stifl see the deso-
Iution- of their solitary village on the peninsular of
Belmullet Oy the lands of a digounry of the pro-
testant ehurch, in the midst of & rainy and cold No-
vember day, fourteen fumilics see therr poor huta
torn down and find themselvea without n shelier
QOn another. occasion;.a eatholic parish church 'is
given up by a protesiant proprietor to 400 voldiers

O noble Country, I cun do nothing for
thee, but I can at least tell thee thas thy name alone
fills me with emotion ; it siizs my goul almostag deeply
as that of my pative land. I wisk wmy voice could
cross the seas and rench thine ear, not only tnine,
but that of all thy clildren i Australia and Calfor-
nia, and by the slopes of the Rocky Mountains. O
nation of martyrs! let me approach, and, like Vero-
nica, wipe from thy courtenance thoge cruel traces
of guffering. Look forth on thy horizen ; the dawn
of resurrection shines brighitly, and the hosannahe
are already prepared for thee. .

In one word, Ireland bas sullered everything: im-
placable persecution, angaish, famina, exile, death,
every ovil, in short, save only upssfucy. And now 1
will conclude by this remark :

G. Denman moved for further, correspordence of
more recent date, and you seconded bis mution. Tle
valuo of those debates 2and tho production, however
inecmplete, of docummenis showing bow Great Britin
had remonstrated and protested agaiagt the violation
of solemn treaties, tho warm feeling; the depth of ar-
gument, which you so eloguently displayed on those
occasions, have exeited in every part of Polnnd a
wish to teatify tkicir gratitnde. The ladies have un-
dertaken for you the nrms of Pulund supported by
the Britishrlion, whkich 1 am new commissioned te
offer for your aceeptance.

Moy the gight of tbis menorial further arouse your
sentimentia &3 to what Europe, sud Groat Britamn in
particular, sufier from the violation in Poland of ol
these condilions without which there cau be no peace
and no secnrity rmong nations. Aasy we soon see
the day when liberated Poland will iuseribe you
among the frientds and statesmen who nover dzepaiv-
ed of the aid of Divire P’rovidence in the triumph of
a just couze.

Willinm Haughton, said that the suffering whicl the
country i3 uow undergoing does nut apply to the
lower classes of the populntion ; tbat the poor rates
are exceedingly moderate that the sufferers ure the
small farmers, shop-keepers, and landiords; thn he
regards the canaes of depression as merely tempo-
rary. On the otber haod, the Freemun's Journul
spenks of the peculiarities of the zocinl vondition of
Ireland, which periodicully eventnale in disiress bor-
dering on tamine.

Pie3 have increased in number by 49,743, very nearly
the number by which the population has been re-
duced, pnd the exchange will, undoubtedly, be gra-
tifying to our rulers. The total lozs in the value of
live stock batween 1861 and 1862 18 stated —and the
computation is moderate —nt £1,564. 710, These are,
indeed, statistica of ruin, frightful fucts, which.would
drive any peaple on earth but ourselves into mad-
pess. Conntries bave been invaded und mude the
theatres of war with less of loss and suflering to the
people than is implied in these fizures, which we
take 8o cuolly, and which are made by our heariless
ralers the test from whieh to mock ns with assur-
wnces of our progress nnd prosperity.— Nation.

Erven time in
Partry brings no chinnge. Years roll on, and still
the game ruthless rule of persecution of Catholic
pensants by & Pretestuat Peer and Bishop, beeause
they will not apostatise from the Fsith of their fore-
fathers, prevails ia Partry with ull the vigour aad
freshuess of new-born zenl  There is nota Gours of
Justice in Mayo, Galway, and Dublin, from the
lowest to the highest, the archives of whick do not
afford evideoce of the unceasing torture of Lord
Plunket’s unhappy tenants in Purtry. Nor has it
been considered enough to evict them by scores from
their wretched holdings and to turn themn into the
highways in the most inclemeunt weather, without
shelter and without food, alibough they made no de-
fault in the payment of 1beir rent, a8 hus been estab-
lished beyond all question in the courtsof law ; there
was something wore ioiquitous still 1o be dune to

In England, where the Catholic religion
is unpopular, such & letter was, of course, enough to
whitewash the Protestant episcopal landlord sud to
blacken the Catholic and peasant tenantry ; and even
\he T%mes —which, to do it justice, often deals trench-

ant blows at ovpressive Protestnnt landlords, even

in defence of Cuathelic tenunts who are wrongtully
treated,—though it did not exactly recantits con-
demnation of Lord Plunket, withdrew its support
from his victims. Itis now confeszed that Mr, Fal-
kiner's letter was u tissue of foul falsehood and ca-
lumoy ; and the confession is made in the following
letter, just published by Mr. Palkiner bhimself:—Mr.

Kilbroney, Rosstrevor, Feb, 11, 1863.

Dear Sir— Last night I received from Paris a copy
of a book in which your renders and all the people
of ‘relund ought totake a very deep interest. This
book (just pnbiished by M. Bossang, 25 Quai Vol
taire) 18 writien in English, and is entitled '* Memoirs
of Miles Byrue, Chef de Bataillun in the service of
France, Officer of the Legion of Honor.”

Culonel Byrue died at his residence in Paris on
the 2410 of Junuary, 1862, For some years, up till
the tirne of Lis death, I enjoyed tho hapypiness of his
friendship ; and upon severul occasiens I was admit-
ted 10 the privilege of reading from bis manuseript
portions of the memoirs pow given to the public —
Linst night and this morning | bave examiuned these
volumes suflicieoliy to satisfy wyself that they form
the most valunble contributivn to Irish history which
has appenred since the publication of the * Memoirs
of Wolfe Tone,” as well as that no book of the class
possessea greater general interest. Early in his ca-
reer Colonel Byrne had acgnired the habit of making
ooles of guch events as passed under his personal
observation, and this habit bas enabled him to fur-
uish a persooal narrative of the Wexford insurrec-
tion of 1798, of tbe attempt of the noble and unfor-
tunate Hubert Emmet in 1803, of the formation of
the [rish Legion in the service of France, and of -its
cumpaigus in France, Belgium, Spain, Germany, tili
its disbrudment after the fall of Napoleon in 1815.~—.
Besides the enmpaigne of the Legion, Colonel Byroe:
gerved in Greece from 1828 to 1830, and in La Ven-
dee, at the {ime when the Duchesa of Berri atlempted
to excite n counter-revolution in 1832; and he has
left n briet nccount of the Greek war of indepen-
dence. Ie has left also a multitude of short ‘bio-
graphicn] notices of lrish political exiles and other
remarkable persons with whom be was acquainted.

Miles Byrne was born at Monaseed on the northern
border of the connty of Wexford, on the 20th March,
1780, When, in 1798, the people of his native county
were driveu into rebellion by the cruelties exercised
against them, he eagerly took up arms, -and, at the
age of eighteen, wus a combatapt all- through that
gallant struggle, 1n which the peasantry of one of
Lhe thirty-two [rish counties for a time resisted . the
power .of England. Upon the: final defeat of the
Wexford insurgents, be passed into Wicklow, where
be remained iz arms.with Holt ‘and the Wicklow
bands to the lust,'by Glenmalure and 'the fastnesses
of Luogonaquilla. Afterwards, while in hiding in’
Dublin, he became the bosom [riend and confidant of
Robert Emmet, who employed. him.as ‘his :Lieutenant

The blow must have been given with
great foree, or ib conld not bave gone through the
skull in & part where it i3 5o thick. Ioside, I found
a large abscess in the brain. There was also a wound
above the elbow joint of the left arm. The weapon
had gone half-way through the booe, and had frac-
tured the bone au the juiat. The wound was inflicted
by a sharp and thin instrument. A scythe would in-
flict such o wound. The injury on the head must, I
think certainly have occasioned death. :

The petitions praying for mercy then follow
in the Return, but tbrow no new light on the
They assert, for the most purt, ihe belief
of the petitioners in the innocence of the con-
demoed, and pray for mercy on the following
grounds :—

1st. That they and the peraon (Muaro) who lost his
life, are settlers in a new tract of country called the
lHastings Road, and resided, at the time of this oc-
currence, o distance of 150 miles from Belleville, the
connty town, at a place  where there is no law, no
magistrates ; where every one thinks it proper to de-
tend hia supposed rights by the strong haod; and it
waus thers tuat the afteay occurred, in which Munro
oventualty lost his life. . * ¢

2nd, That there was no positive or direct evidence
against the prisoners, with the exceotion of state-
ments immediately made by the female prisoner,
Mary Aylward, after the scuffle between the deceased
and the prisoners ; statements which your petitioners
firmly believe to have bean made by her in 8 moment
of excitement, and when she was in a psssion, not
knowing what she was doing or ssying, avd only
for whicl, as before stated, there was no evidence
against either of the prisoners.

That Alexander Maaro, son of the deceaged, would
not, nor did not, swear who it was that inflicted the
fatal blow, nor would any of the vther witnesses who
were sworn on the part of the prosecution on the
trial of the case, do so. ,

That the deceased and his son came to the house of
the nccused and irritated them in a most provokiog
manner ; and after beiog told by them to desist and
go away from the bouse of the accused, they still
persisted in remaining on the property of the prison-
ers, were not for which, and the fight thei soon alter-
wards suddenly sprang up, the death of William
Munre would not have ocecurred.

That deceased and his con were engaged in a
fearfal struggle with Richard Aglward oo the pro-
perty of the latter, when bis wife came to his res-
cue, and struck deceased o blow as your petitioners
believe: that the deceased hved sbonut twelve days
after the fight, and your petitioners believe had not
the wound which was ioflicted been opened by an
Indian ' quack docter” in his neighborhood, the de-
ceased would yet be hiving ; said wound baving been
dressed previously, as we are infortied and believe,
by a neighbor of the deceased, after which, and
until said doctor was celled in, the deceased was
progressing very favorable towards convalescence.

That & witness who was called on the part of the
prisoners swore that deceased, when he wasin n
dying state, told him that he did not wish tho se-
cused to be arrested, as it wus bis own fault, and he
bad po business to interfere with them,

cil the notes of evidence taken by the Hoaaorable Mr.
Chief Justice Draper, in the case of Richard Aylward
and Mary Aylward, who were tried before him atthe
recent Assizes held at Bellerille, in the County of
Hastings, for the murder of onc Willing Munro, and
haviog been toungd guilty thereof were sentenced to
death, such sentence to be carried into exccution on
Monday, the 8th day of December instant.

His Excellency also iaid before the Conacil seve-
ral petitions from mbabitants of the County of Hast-
ings, praying that the Royal Clemency may be ex-
tended to the said conricts.

We bespeak an attenlive perusal for the re-
port of the trial as given above ; and we would
ask the reader to divest limself of all prejudices,
religious and political, and to ask himself how far
the evidence therein given establishes, beyond
the possibility of any reasonable doabt, the fact
of a guilty premeditation of wurder on the part
of the Aylwards, such as the law requires as an
essential ingredient in the crime. The facty, it
will be seen, differ in no one important particular
from tbose furnished to us'by Sarsfleld, und
where they do at all differ, they differ in favor ol
the hypotliesis of the innocence of the accused.
Tere then are the facts as established by the
# Judge’s Notes,”

The Aylwards and Munroes were on bail
terms—the fowls of the latter were destroying
the spring-sown wheat of the former; and i
self-prolection, Aylwird shot some of the in-
truders.

Hereupon Aylward took a loaded gun,
and rushed towards his wheat-field to shoot the
fowls, followed or accompanied by the two angry
Munroes, but not folfowed or accompaated by
bis pretended accomplice Mrs. Aylward.

Now Munro’s house lay about 24 acres to the
west of Aylward’s house; and - consequentl'y
every step the three went togetber n company,
took them, not only from Ayiward’s, but zowards
Munro’s, house; so that baving gone 1} or 2
acres from the former, they must have been
actually nearer to  Munro’s, than to Agfward’s
bouse when the row commenced.

evidence, Mrs. Aylward, sewing her husbang’s
dangzer, rushed half [rantic fo s 2id, armed wyy,
a scythe, with whieli shee struck one of her kus-
band’s assailants a severe blow ; which again
through reglect and quack doctoring, termmated
fatally in about ten or eleven days, "The bloy
was given with great force, on the head, secord.
g to the medical testimony ; and as Munra wus
a large powerful man, and Mrs. Aylard a sligh
woman, the presumption is that Muaro must hare
been stooping down when the woman struelk (he
blow ; and that as Aylward asserted, be had got
the latter on the ground, and was stooping over
lum at the time. 1o any other position, 1t is not
easy to see how Mrs. Aylward could bave strack
him such a blow on the head. All, however,
and must be conjecture on these points, for 1here
is no positive testimony. But if there were roon
for a reasonable doubt, the Aylwards weps
legally entitled to the full besefit of ihat doubt.

T'he younger Munro tells us that having picked
up the pistol, he saw Aylward rusning towards
lym; that the latter Leld the gun close to bis
vack “right on my back,” and fired ; (hat he,
the witness, had only a shirt bu, vad that the gup
50 fired, and loaded with cut lead, iofliated by
so stight a wound that he was able to run liome,
and did not even tell his father that he had bees

of fire arms, if such a story s credible. Held i
sach proximity to lus back, the cha"rge would
have gone clean through his bady like a ball;
hig shirt would also huve been burnt, and bis
flesh mangied by the powder alone. e tells us
that “ 26 pieces of cut lead were taken out of
him ;” but he does not say by wham, and it i
not credible that he was himsell able to take the
charge out of us own back.  Upon all this pari of
the business, however, the- younger Munro’s eri-
dence 1s most mysterious, not to say evidently
false.  This is of less consequence, however,
for the Aylwards were mdicted, not for wounding
Alexander Munro, but solely for the iurder of
his father.

We have already insisted upon tue dishonesty
of assuming that the sharpening of a seythe in
the month of May, indicated an tenuon of
murder. [t was for the Crown to show that the
accused must necessarily have had a guiley de-
sign n sharpening 1t, and not for the accused (0
prove his innocence. He asserted, 10 the last,
that he wanted a soyihe to cut the young uniler-
brush whizh springs up on newly eleared lanis,
and as tlns assertion was probable, he shld
have had the benefit of the doubts Besules, the
scythe with which the blow was siruck ou ihe
16th of May, was aot identified as that which the
aceused sharpened about a week before. Oue
witness, Mary Aon Maerae, attempted to iden-
tify it.  She saud, ¥ the scythe was, 1 think,
the one they had ground ;7 but her emdence,
as given 1 the offiial Return, presents such a
mass of contradictions, that no rehiance whatever
can be placed on her oath. For iustance, speak-
ing of the sharpening of the scythe and of the
day on - which 11 was ground, she positively

with which the fatal blow was struck, with that
which the prisoners had sharpened a week before 5
and in whose grindirg or sharpening the Solicitor
General pretended to see proofs of a gmlty de-
sign.
~ Much stress was laid uporr the language of
Mrs. Aylward to Isabelia Maerac—the niece of
the witness who did, and did not, see the scythe ;
for the witnesses against the Aylwards were for
the most part daughters, uteccs, nephows, and

. cousmns of one anotbér, quite a snug little famly
party. Isabella Macrae swore to a hosrid plot

against Munro’s life, revealed to her by Mrs.

Aylward; but being cross-examined she admitted
that she * did not think much of it at the time ;”
that Mrs. Aylward was in the habit of taiking
a ¢ boasiing style of what she would do”—
Why then were words, to which they who heard
them attached no impertance, and which were
pever follawed by any act of the nature therein
indicated, allowed to be adduced 1 evidence be-
fore the Jury ? .

The wild, hysterical ravings of the unbappy
woman, Mrs. Aylward, immedately aller the
fatal affray, and wlulst der nervous syslem was
still ofl shattered by the dreadful scene through
which che had just passad, were also urged
apainst her, to convie! her of a premeditated
design to kil Munro. To us, on the contrary,
they clearly prove the absence of any such ve-
sign. [or bad she been a deliberate murderess
she would have been cool; and bhad ske been
cool, she would have had the cunning to invent
a plausible tale, to aflect deep regret for the
events which had just eccurred, aud would have
endeavored to enlist the sympathies of the
neighbors in behalf of hersel and husband.,  Her
language was that of an excited, hysterical wo-
man, who felt that in a moment of great peril
she had shed blood in defence of her husband ;
but who, as 2 loving wife, did not regret having
doue so, or feel ashamed or afraid of the conse-
quences of the act.

The evidence of John Rous clearly shows
that Munre on his death bed, acd when not ex-
pecting to live, recognised that he was the ag-
gressor in the row in which le received the fatal
wound. “ He said he had no business wnter-
fering awith prisoners,” in answer to urgent re-
guests to bave them arrested. s son swore
ke did not bear these words, it is true ; but how
canthe fact that the latter did not hear thew,
invalidate the positive testimony of John Rlous,
who swore that be did hear them ?

As the Judge’s charge to the Jury 1s sup-
pressed, we cau make no remarks thereupon ;
nesther can we pretend to say what discrepan-
cies ay exist betwixt the evidence givea at
Belleville, and that before the Coroner’s Inquest
—ior the proceedings at the latter have unfortu-
nately been suppressed ; although the Return 1s
professedly made to an Address praying for* ol
the Documents relating to the Tral and Con-
viction of the Aylwards.” We contenl our-
selves with laying before our readers the state-
ment of the Executive, together with a few com-
ments of our own upon the more salient points
thereof. We need only add that there 1s uothing
therein to induce us to alter, or 1n any degree
modify, the opinions already expressed by us as
{o the banging at Bellemlle. We do not be-
tieve that the ev:dence now pubhshed by the
Executive makes out a clear case of wmurder—
or of any thing worse than “homacide en chaud-
medley,” against either of the Aylwards; and
such we believe will yet be the opnion of the
majority of intelligent and unprejudiced readers,
whether Catholic or Protestant.

The case is now, however, before the public,
and they can forin their opimons on the matter.
I we shall have succeeded i arousming some
sympathy for the orphan litle ones of the un-
fortunate Aylwards, one greal object of the dis-
cussion will have been accomplished. We can-
not bring the dead to life, but we may atill be
able to do something for the living.

* Paris, Feb. 19.—~A remarkable change 1s

* -observable in the official and semi-official press
on the’question of Poland. The same journals
that but a week ago had for the- insurgents only
invective and disdain are all of a sudden loud in

. “their praise. The Monutéur, for instance, has
ceased 'to publish its ** Correspondence Irom
‘Warsaw” compiled ai the Russion Embassy n
Paris, end recommended by M. de Moroy, and
prefers reproducing articles from Gerwman papers
which cry out agans! [russiun intervention and
denounce the cruelties of the Russians in Po-
land. The Constatutionnel 1s discreet and mute ;
the Patrie, ufter ton days' silence, now tells us
that the * Polish question® is the most import-
ant aml 1he o=t urgent of all Luropean ques-
tiors. Tie Opinon Nationale has wlready 1s-
sned its programme for the Lmperial Govern-
ment to carry oul if 1t care to stand ; and this
letter you will fimi the epitome of an article by a
publie functionary clannng Polish sympathies for
the Napoleons, and elivrging both branches of
the House of Bourbon with guilty connivance at
the spohation of Poland.

With all tins it seems strange that the sale ol
engravings and pictures relating to passing eveols
in Polund 1s probibiled.  One paper is refused
perinission to give the portrais of the leaders of
the tnsurrection, and ancther was near being
canfiscaled for i deseription of the palace of the
Kings of Poland in Warsaw. A wmanifestation
of saute of the working classes was spoken of,
hut the demoevats have been requested to dis-
eoursue (12 awld a pesthiunous prosecution of a
Polish journal published in Paris and now de-
funet was coniemplaled.

It is evidest that there are (wo opposing cur-
vents in official regions. Two mighty person-
ages coalesce with the Russian Ambassador,
abetted by two journuis rather notorious thao
celebrated for their reactionary spirit. The
other official departments sympathise with, and
16 the best of their means support, the Poles. -
So fur a% one can know wuyihing of the feeling
ol ihe army, it s decidedly lavorable to the
Pohish movement and to French intervention ;
and the sort of agitation carned on w French
sociely by the Russians abvut the alleged cruel-
ties of the Pules has but small effect.

Tie Russian journsl Le Nord, published 1n
Paris, has {or days past dwelt on the atrocities
committed by the Poles oo the Russian soldiers
who dell intu their haods.  Tlese are calumnies ;
aptd we have seen that disarmed BRussian de-
tachinents gaived the Prussian frootier, and suf-
fere no ill-treatment [rom the insurgents. —
On the other band, the inns3ncres perpetrnted at
Tomaszow nnd Suchedniow show in whay fashion
the Nussians act. ‘The Nord has but few customers
n Paris, but the Russinss circuiate it in society, and
read these terribie detnils raade up for the purpose.
QOne Russinn of bigh ruok, who was enlarging a day
or two ngo in a place of public resort on the enor-
mities ot the Poles. received from one of his hearers

t his reply, © The stories you tell us seem very doubt-
ful ; but cven were they true they would be quite
paitieal =fter ali you hnve dooe in Peland.”

The Opinion Nutionale, the organ of the Palnis
Ruyal, returns with reagwed vigor 1o the subject of
Potund. It would not do so if it were distastefnl to
the Emperor. These articles ina paper which re-
presents * [emocratic Imperialism” may be thrown
out as feclers. It is worth while 10 ascertnin whe-
ther interventicn wonld b - popular, while, at the
gnme fime, they do nit cumpromise the Goveroment,
and may be disavowed at any moment. It also gives
oceusion to esalt 1the Bounpurtes at tbe expense of
the Bourbons, if we mny judge from ihe second ar-
ticle in 1he Opinion Netionule of yesterdny, headed
¢ The Bourbons, the Napoleons, aud Poland.” The
Poles. it is well known, bud no great reason to be
gatisfied wirh Napoleon, whom they served with
fidelity to 1he Tast, but Wi naver reaiized the hopes
which he bad excited of reeoastituting their nstion-
ality.  He certainly said than bnd he reigred during
the first, il second, or even the third partition, he

. would have armmed i Frauee (o defend them.  But
at Tilsit the provinees whbich before the (irat dis-
membermieas formed pact of the kingdom of Peland,

‘and wers subsequently nnnexed to Prussia, were de-

tached fron it, erected intaa separate prinvipality

—the Gracd Duchy of Warsaw—aad bestowed on

the King of Suxony, with tbe exception of Binlystok,

conraining 200,000 souis, which wus ceded 10 Rus-
gin In order 1o humble Prussia to the Qust, Napoieon
had roused tv the utmost the popuration of Prussisn

Poland ; but he regolutely refused to encourage the

Rusginn provinces of Lithnapia to raise the standard

of independance. *1 love the Poles,” he said to

Rapp, nfier receiving one of their deputntions:

 Their arduur plenses me. | wish to render them
jndependenr, but the tagk is vo: ensy. Too many
netions are interested in their spoils,— Austria, Rus-
gin, Prussia. If the wateh is voce lghted, there is
no saying where it would stop. My first duty {3 to-
wards France, and it ix no ensy part ot that duty to
pacrifice 13 interests to Poland ; that would lead us
too far. We must leave its destinies in the hands ot
the supreme disposer of all things—to Time. 1L wili
poasibly teach us hereafter what course we ought to

pursue.”

The Opinion Nutionule quotes vurions passages

from the addresses of the Emperor 1o the Polish de-
putaiions, Jo November, 180G, he said :—
324 Frapce hins never recugrnized the variona partt
tions of Poland. Nevertheless [ cannot procisim
your independence until you bave decided on de-
defending your rights as a nation, with arms jo your
hands, oy all sorta of oacrifices, even that of your
lives. lpstrucied by your calamities, uuite, ang
prove 10 the world tlat one and the same gpirit ani-
mates the whole Polish nation.”

Agnin on the 271h of the same month be said to
the Polish senators, presenied by Count Radzin-
upski :—

The misfortunes of Poland bave been the result of
its intestine divisious. What has been desirayed by
force cau only be repaited by force. Speeches and
wislies are of no avail. If the priests, the nobles,
and the middle classes make common cause and
adopt the firm resolution o triumph or to die, they
will triumph, and may count on my pretection.

. Asa contrast to thkis encouraging language the
Opinion represents * & Bourbon, Louis Phillipe d'Or-
leang’ (afterwards the King of the French), writing
in the same morth of the same year to Count d'An-
traigues, who was lgmng out for St. Petersburg, s
Jetter contalning this paseage :—

T| & Emperor of Rusvia must not suffer peace with
Proeeia ; and it be made, he must not recognize it.
He must put in movement all the forces of his vast
empire in’ order to prevent the resurrection of Poland,
and he must do 1t whether Prussia i3 cowardly
enough to submil or courageous envugh to wppose
it. The fate of Russia, a3 well as of Prusaia, de-
pends on that of Potand, -~ . .

Two yeara-afterwards, the same Prince, while a
refogee at the Qourt of Nuples, wrote to Gount d’Ax-
traigues on the preparations of Austria for the cam-

palga of 1809

Napoleon refused to ratify this Convention, and
persisted in saying that the re-establishment of 2o-
iand was desirable for all the Western Powers ; nod
as long a3 it wag not re-esiablisbed Burope wouid he
without & frontier in the direation of Asia, The se-
verity of the weather, the Opinion ndds,—

Triumpbed over the efforts of Polish patriotism and
Trench valor.  Napoleon, vanquished by the elemerts
lost his throne, and 1he Bourbons returned to France.

The following pnssage, in a letter from King Lauis
Phillippe to Prince Taleyrand, his Ambussador.to
England, is s etrange contradiction to the annual
assurance in ithe Cbamber of Deputies ihat Polish
nationality should never perish:— .

Can the On-
binets of Vienna and St. Petersburg want more, and
can all the danger be noknown whicl exisred for
Russia in the -plans and system of defonce adopted
by the Poles under Prince Adam? And csn it be
forgotien what they owe to us the sole and powerful
mover of the measures which buve parelyzed these
resolutions—neutralized the system und realized the
prophetic words of Sebastiani? DBut [t us break off
bere. Poluand i3 nomore ; and it is we, rather than
the conqueror of Warsaw, that the Cabinet of St.
Petersburg ought o thank for having extinguished
this focus of incessant rebellion. Arrange so that
they may thick n litile more of this at Vienns, ard
particularly at St Petersburg.

France has takan very decided ground aguinst the
intervemtion ot Prussin, and in favor of concessions
to the Poles. The Constifutivnnel, which is vegnrited
as Napoleon’s mouth-piece, publishes a warning, if
sot n menacing article, towards the Kiag of Prussin.
There were rumours in Paris of an allince bherween
England, France, and Austria, 10 ubtain a solution
of the Polish question. The English and French pa-
pers treat the watter with great gravity.

PROUSSIA.

No negotiationa whatever have tnken place be-
tween Prussin and  Ausirin in reference to Poland.
The e¢ngagements eniered into by the Prussian Go-
verument are suid to be as follows :—
¢If Russinu troops are forced by the insurgents to
cross the frortier into Prussia they shall not be
obliged to lay dowa their arims.  Should revolution-
ary bends be driven across the Prussian frontier the
Russinn troops. shail be atliberty to purzue them.
On the derorad of the St. Petersburg Governmeut
Prussian troops will act either separately or in con-
junction with the Rusairn forces, agatust the insur-
gents’
Iu diplomatic circles it is stated that Austria was
requested to brcome n party to the coavention, and
that Count Rechberg refused.

POLAND. :
The Nefional Guzelle of Berlin publishes a letter
from Wursaw which gives some details of the affuir
at Wengrow. Two hundred young men, almest ali
belonging to the class, of the nobility, devoted them-
selvea to cover the retreat of the insurgents, aud,
rushing on the Russian cuopon, massacred the artil-
lerymen, Ail these heroic youlhs remained dead oo
the field, but by their conduct they saved the main
body of the insurgents, = .
Poland is an iudependent snd prond nation sub-
jected 10 Russin by no right except that of the strop-
gest, Her whole history is ove course of aatagonism
to Russia. Subjection to Russia is opposed 1o
ber very national life. No union between Poles and

Russlaps has ever taken place, except that
which existed between the [arnelites and -he
Egyptinns ju the house of bondage. To make

the division permanent, Russia is schismatic,
heterodox, and vehemently persecuting ; Poland
ever Catholic. The Ontholic religion hutea revolu-
tion, nnd loves order and loyalty. But the tyranny
of Russia in Puland is no legitimnte Governmeat ; it
i canly revolution and wrong reduced to & system.
It has never had any right except that of a bandit
over the vietim whom he holds dowa with his hand
on his throat. Moreover, there is a gpirit of dread,
hatred, nod envy, in all Christisn organiantions not
Catholic, which scem to take away from a nation
that adopts thew all fairoess io ils deslings with 1he
Church. Houwerver free, liberal, justand paternal is
its Goveroment, to the Church it ia invariably ty-
raonical. Iujustice has been doubtless done to the
cause of Poland by the officious meddiing of Revolu-
tionary agitators.

Sir Fowell
Buston inherits from" his father » sturdy bonesty of
charncter and a superiority to all petty political con-
siderntions which clothe his language on such a sub-
ject with o weight and dignity it i3 not casy tu con-
cede to the proceedings of noisv meetings or w the
epistles of the illnsrrious obiscure who vole them-
selves inlo commitiees of correspondence witlh a pre-
dent.

To the Edilor of the London Times :.

Sir—In your paper of to-day you ask ‘whbhether
the sous of Wilberforce and of Buxton, who have all
been brought up 10 e teaclings of their fathers,
now share the opinions of the present Emauncipation
Society as to the proclamation of Mr. Livcoln ?"

If the proclamation. weans anything—if it isnota
dead letter—it incans to attacl the weak point of the
South by exciting an insurrection among the sinves—
an insurrection which would commence by produc-
idg untold misery to many isolated families of whites,
and would inevitably epnd in s wholesale massncre
of the un-armed, ill-organised, ignorant negroes.
Cun you serionsly ask whether ths sons of Wilber-
force and of DuXion approve 1bis ?

I canoot'doubt whet view my father would bhave
taken. There was nothing he wmore carnestly depre-
cated, nothing 52 so snviously dreaded, as the revolt
of theslaves. His letters and speeches daring tbe
battle for omancipation are full of references to this
greatest subject of anxiety. Ina letter dated Oct,
15, 1832, be writes:

“If the emaocipation of (he sluves werein my
power I could not dare to accomplish it without pre-
vious police regulntions. These ought to be taken
instantly, for I krow our power of emancipating in
ous way or anather i3 fast drawing toa cloze, I
menn that the gegroes will take the matter into their
own hands. But wheever else is willing to under-
take the weighi of so enormous s reapoosibility, I am
tot, withont considering the perscoal safety of all
clagsea.”

Again in n debate in the House of Gummons on
the 12th of June, 1833 he says:

i Were an amendment on this plan to be made and
carried, and wo werein consequence to lose this mea-
sure altogether, an insurrection would inevitably
take place, and I confeas I cannot with firmness con-
templote so horrible a termination of slavery.”

[ hope no one will suspect, because none of my fa-
ther’s descendants have taken part in the recent
emancipation meetings, that our abhorrence of slave-
ry or our zeal for emancipation have grown cold,
God forbid that such should be the case. 1 never
was more stroogly impressed than now with the cru-
elty, wickedness, and folly of the system of slavery;
I never was more convinced of its demoralizing effect
.upon both master and slave. Yet, in tho cause of
the negro himself, [ cannot regard with approval ths
act of Mr, Liacoln, which, if effective, muast bring
about ¢ g0 borrible a termination of slavery ' as a ser-
vile war. '
