DECLARATION BY UNITED NATIONS:

A JOINT DECLARATION BY THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA,
THE UNITED KINGDOM OF GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN
IRELAND, THE UNION OF SOVIET SOCIALIST REPUBLICS,
CHINA, AUSTRALIA, BELGIUM, CANADA, COSTA RICA, CUBA,
CZECHOSLOVAKIA, DOMINICAN REPUBLIC, EL SALVADOR,
GREECE, GUATEMALA, HAITI, HONDURAS, INDIA, LUXEM-
BOURG, NETHERLANDS, NEW ZEALAND, NICARAGUA, NORWAY,
PANAMA, POLAND, SOUTH AFRICA, YUGOSLAVIA.

The Governments signatory hereto,

Having subscribed to a common program of purposes and principles

€mbodied in the Joint Declaration of the President of the United States of

Merica and the Prime Minister of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Treland dated August 14, 1941, known as the Atlantic Charter,

Being convinced that complete victory over their enemies is essential to
defenq life, liberty, independence and religious freedom, and to preserve human

‘, glghts and justice in their own lands as well as in other lands, and that they
& aTe no

t W engaged in a common struggle against savage and brutal forces seeking
O subjugate the world, DECLARE:

(1) Each Government pledges itself to employ its full resources, military
Conomic, against those members of the Tripartite Pact and its adherents

. W1th which such government is at war.

(2) Each Government pledges itself to co-operate with th_e Governmepts
Iy hereto and not to make a separate armistice or peace with the enemies.

The foregoing declaration may be adhered to by other nations which are,
or vi. ay be, rendering material assistance and contributions in the struggle
Victory over Hitlerism.

ResoruTioNn No. 1

The Governments of Belgium, Czechoslovakia, Greece, Luxembourg, thé
Netherlands, Norway, Poland, Union of Soviet Socialist Republics and Yugos
slavia, and the representatives of General de Gaulle, leader of Free Frenchmem

Having taken note of the Declaration recently drawn up by the Presideﬁff
of the United States and by the Prime Minister, Mr. Churchill, on behalf of
His Majesty’s Government in the United Kingdom,

Now make known their adherence to the common principles of policy Sﬁh
forth in that Declaration and their intention to co-operate to the best of thei
ability in giving effect to them.*

ResorutioN No. 2
The Governments of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Norther
Ireland, Canada, the Commonwealth of Australia, New Zealand and the Unio?
of South Africa, the Governments of Belgium, Czechoslovakia, Greece, Luxem®
bourg, the Netherlands, Norway, Poland, the Union of Soviet Socialist Republic®
and Yugoslavia, and the representatives of General de Gaulle, leader of Freeii
Frenchmen, agree:— i

(1) That it is their common aim to secure that supplies of food, raw materiélﬁ
and articles of prime necessity should be made available for the post-war need®
of the countries liberated from Nazi oppression.

(2) That, while each of the Allied Governments and authorities will P&
primarily responsible for making provision for the economic needs of its o=
peoples, their respective plans should be co-ordinated, in a spirit of intef®
allied collaboration, for the successful achievement of the common aim. }

(3) That they welcome the preparatory measures which have already b
undertaken for this purpose and express their readiness to collaborate to
fullest extent of their power in pursuing the action required.

(4) That, accordingly, each of the Allied Governments and authorit
should prepare estimates of the kinds and amounts of foodstuffs, raw materi
and articles of prime necessity required, and indicate the order of priority
which it would desire supplies to be delivered.

(5) That the reprovisioning of Europe will require the most efficient emplo¥;
ment after the war of the shipping resources controlled by each Government 39@
of Allied resources as a whole, as well as of those belonging to other Europes®

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TRIPARTITE PACT
SIGNED AT BERLIN, SEPTEMBER 27, 1940

(Referred to in Declaration by United Nations)

The Governments of Germany, Italy and Japan, considering it as #
condition precedent of any lasting peace that all nations of the world be given
each its own proper place, have decided to stand by and co-operate with one
another in regard to their efforts in Greater East Asia and regions of Europe
respectively wherein it is their prime purpose to establish and maintain a new
order of things calculated to promote the mutual prosperity and welfare of the
peoples concerned.

Furthermore, it is the desire of the three Governments to extend co-operation
to such nations in other spheres of the world as may be inclined to put forth
endeavours along lines similar to their own, in order that their ultimate aspira-
tions for world peace may thus be realized.

Accordingly, the Governments of Germany, Italy and Japan have agreed
as follows:

I. Japan recognizes and respects the leadership of Germany and Italy in the
establishment of a new order in Europe.

II. Germany and Italy recognize and respect the leadership of Japan in
the establishment of a new order in Greater East Asia.

II1. Germany, Italy and Japan agree to co-operate in their efforts on
aforesaid lines. They further undertake to assist one another with all political,
economic and military means when one of the three contracting Powers is attacked
by a Power at present not involved in the European war or in the Chinese-

Japanese conflict.

IV. With the view to implementing the present pact, joint technical com-
missions, members of which are to be appointed by the respective Government$
of Germany, Italy, and Japan, will meet without delay.

V. Germany, Italy and Japan affirm that the aforesaid terms do not in
any way affect the political status which exists at present as between each of the
three contracting parties and Soviet Russia.

VI. The present pact shall come into effect immediately upon signature and

shall remain in force ten years from the date of its coming into force. At the

proper time before expiration of said term the high contracting parties shall at

the request of any one of them enter into negotiations for its renewal.*

* The following States have adhered to the Tripartite Pact of Berlin: Hungary (Nov. 20,
1940), Rumania (Nov. 22, 1940), Slovakia (Nov. 24, 1940), Bulgaria (March 1, 1941), Croatl® .

(June 15, 1941). Yugoslavia, which signed the Pact on March 25, 1941, refused later to ratify”
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
