About 6o or 70 years ago, the

extreme of cold ufed to be dated at 30 drgrees below

freezing, of Reamur, or 36 below o of Fahrenheit.—

The variation, in a few minutes, in the winter feafon,

has been known to be upwards of fifty drgrees. It is

frequently, in a few hours, 30 degrees. A remarkable

inftance of variation happened on the 18th Jan. 18 10,

when the thermometer ftood a few degrees below tem-

perate, and was aimoft inftantaaeuufly di>wn to bcloiv

seru. The change of temperature in the fummer fea.

fon, is alfo frequently verv abrupt. Thefe changes are

generally accompanied with a change of wind ; only

two of which can be faid to prevail along the river, the

eailerly and wefterly. In alt ftorms of eafterly wind,

and aimoft at every other time, the upper (trata of

clouds, when vifible, is moveJ by a wefterly wind, in

winter, the eafterly wind inclines more to the north-

eaft, and the wefterly to the north- weft. Throughout
the whole extent of Lower-Canada, a flight degree of

froft fometimes happens in the fummer monihs.—
There is a material difference of temperature between

the e'aftern and weftern divifions of the country. Th s

difference is difcernible at between 20 to 30 leagues

(60 to 90 miles) above Quebec ; beyond that, to the

weftward, agricultural labour may be profecuttd, and

vegetation is active, during nearly felren months in the

year; round Qi>ebec, it is rarely pra^icable for more
than fix months, at the expiration of wh ch, the foil

is frozen, or covered with fnow, and vegetation dor-

mant. This period, for the weftern divilion, is from

the 15th November to the 15th April} for the eaftern,

from the ift Nov. to the ift May. About a month
from the renewal of vegetation, the apple trees are in

full blonfom, and the grass of the wheat fields and

meadows waves in the wind. All forts of prain are
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fown in the fpring, the wheat fir ft, ind then peai and
oati. The fori of wheat moft generally fown, U ripe

in four months from the time of fowing ; there it,

howeveri mother fpeciet, a bearded wheal, which ri-

pens in three months, the time oats require. Fair and

foul weather were formerly more diftin^ than they are

at prefent , cold and warm weather were lefs intermixed,

and the winds lef& variable. This alteration is not con.

fidered, in Canada, a« an improvem it of the climate.

All the vegetable Produffiont which thrive in the

ume latitudes in Europe, profper in Canada, whenever
they have been introduced, and cultivated with judg-
ment and care. The excefsof heatin fummer, makes
up for the deficiency of time. Melons are brought to

maturity in the open air, without the aid of artificial

heat* Wheat is the chief agricultural production of
Lower-Canada. It affords the principal vegetable food

of the inhabitants. Hitherto, it has been cultivated

more in (Lat view, than as an article of foreign trade*

The many accidents to which this grain is liable, re-

quire that a quantity fufficient to afford a fupply in

the event of a bad year, be fown every year. When a

good year happens, there is then a great furplus ; and
it is of the produce of (uch years, that the moft exten •

five exportations have been made. There is befides no
certainty of an extenfive foreign demand. Spain and
Portugal and the Weft Indies, were the moft fteady mar.
kets ; but the natural difadvantages which Canada la-

bours under, prevent her from ftanding a competition

in tbofe markets with the United States. It rouft be

obferved, however, that the quantity of wheat fown
by each farmer, is, generally, to the extent of his pre-

fent means. Thefe can only be increafed by more en-
larged views, which would lead to greater efforts, and
judicious improvements in his fyttem, or rather rou-

tine, of cultivation. The greateft quantity of wheat
ever exported from Canada, was in i8o2. It amount-
ed to 1,010,033 bttfheli* There were befides exported

in abundance in LowerrC4nada ; the price having

grnerally been much lower here than in any other

part of North America. But, for four or Hve years

back, the demand for lumber from Canada, the conle.

and the ftagnation of the American trade, has cft'edUJ

a ^reat rife in th: price of this article, as well as of

vegetable food, and enabled foreigners to enter into

competition with the inhabitants of Canada, even in

their own markets* The value of (he exportations

from the St. Lawrence in l8lo, has been eillimat«>d by

mercantile men, at 1,200,000 pounds. fterling« -includ-

ing diAiurfements of (hips employed in the trade, the

numberof which was 661., men 6578, tonnage 143893,
and alfo the value of ^896 tons of new (hips built in

the Province. '.A conliderable proportion of the pro-

tfuce of the 'United States, and all the Furs obtained in

the Indian Countries, are included in the general a-

n-.ount. The price of labour, in the towns, for four

years paft, may be eftimated at 4/^ (four. fifths of a

dollar) per day, throughout th: y:'^r ; one half of which
fum has be&n paid for board and lodging. Bread has

been at about 2|d. per lb. and bet f 5d.

Canada was JOiscovered iniihe y*ar 1535, by Jacques

Cartter, a native of St. Malo,th ^^rance. He had ex-

plored the Gulph of St. Lawrei\ce the preceding year,

and carried off from Gafpe (Gachei:^) two of the na.

tives of the country round Quebec^ The next year

thfiy ferved him as interpreters. On the 8th Se()tem-

4>crf i$3$f he arrived in his boats at Quebec, in I'earch

^/ a place to lay up his veHels for the winter, and he

fixed upon the River St Charles. On the 14th, his

vetfels, the Grande Hermine, of 120 tons, the Petite

Hfrmine, of 60, aqd ^t'Bmetilhn^ of 40 tons, arriveds

from the l6wer end of the Ifland of Oneans, where he

had left them. On the 16th he laid up the twalargeif

ii^
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to winter, and on the 19th proceeded in the Emerillon
toward! Montreal } but ieft her at the upper end of
Lake St. Peter, and arrived at BocbeUgat the name of
the Indian town then at Montreal, on the ad October.

On Tuefday the 5th he left it, and arrived on Monday
the I ith ai the Harbour of St. Cro'uCf the name he had
given to the mouth ol the River St. Charlei, in honour
of the Holy Crofs the anniversary ofwhich is celebrated

on the day his veflfels firft arrived there. On the 15th
Nov. his (hips were frosen in, and the whole river, foon

after was frosen over to above Montreal. About the aid
Feb* 1536, it was again navigable for canoes. On the

15th April his velfelji were difengaged trom the ice.

On the 3d May, he (ciznd on the two natives whom he
had taken with him the former year,>and alfo the Chief
of the Indian Village at Quebec, which was then called

Stadaeoni \ and on the-6rh May he failed for France,

leaving one of his velPtUdifmantled in the Little River,

for want of handr, twenty.Ave of them having perifli,

ed duiing the winter, by an unknown malady. He
failed from Cape Rase, in Newfoundland, on the 19th

June, and on the i6th July he arrived at St. Maio.
All the foregoing dates, itfliould be obferved, are Old
Stile, and require ten days to be added to each, to cor-

refpond with ,the fame dates at prefent. In 1540 a

Governor (Roberval) was appointed for Canada, and

Another was frudrated

by fliipwreck, at the Seven Iflands, near th-* mouth of

the River, in 1 7 1 1 • Nova Scotia wa«, however, wreft-

ed from the French, and ceded by the Treaty of Utrechty

In 1713* All the wars in Europe, between England

and France, were carried on with great rancour in the

Colonies* The war of 1756, had its origin in difputet

about the limits of Canada. The French, by their

connexions with the Indians, had overrun, at an uarly

period, the Whole of ihe country lying between the Al-
Ifgany Mountains, the Great Lakes and the Mississippi.

They claimed the whole by right ofdifcovery and cc-
sion by the Indians ; t1ius confining the Englifli Culo-

tiies to a ftrip of land on the 'SeaCoaft. The animo-
sities had come to fuch a head, that hoftilities were

commenced, in thofe part«, about a year before war
iivas declared in Europe. The eflforts of Great Britain

and her Colonies, in this war, were proportionate to the

dangers with which the latter were threatened. The
outfet was unfavourable. An Englifli army periflied

with Braddocic, in 17 56. Another was defeated at

Ticonderoga, (Carillon) in 1758. The BritiHi Navy,

No event ever excited greater joy in England,

than the vidlory of Quebec, and the hnal redudion
of Canada. The former was, indeed, an event glo-

rious to the national charadler ; but the latter was
foon followed by greater evils than thole it had re-

moved. The war of 1756, had been undertaken
for the beneht of the Colonies. It was thought
that they ought to contribiite to alleviate the bur-

thens which it occafioned. An attempt to this ef-

fe(fl, was followed by a general refinance on the part

of the Colonifls, to which they were, no doubt, en-

couraged by the profpe£t of being nolonger in want
of Britifh alfiftance. About the clofc of the fummer of

1775, they invade;^ Canada by Lake Champlain, ic

from the fourcci of the Kennebec River. Before
thofe employed on the latter expedition, could reach

Quebec, through the extenlive forefts which then

feparated New-England and Canada, thofe from
Lake Champbin had nearly fucceeded in capturing

Chambly, St. John and Montreal. The few regu-

lar troops in the Province were loft in thofe places,

and on board the river craft which furrendered be-

tween Sorel and Montreal. On the 3d Nov. after

being 32 days in the woods, Arnold's party came
out at the fettlements on the Chaudiere River,

without artillery, half naked, half armed, perifhing

with hunger, and more like beggars than invaders.
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Ori the 9th he reached Point bcvi. On the I2ih

Col. M'Lean, who had retired from Sorel on hear-

ing of Arnold's approach, reached l^uebec with
about ISO recruits. On the I4th, Arnold, who had
palTed the River in the night, appeared on the

plains, wher^ he paraded for a few days, in the

hope that his friends in the town might procure the

Surrender of the City; but M'Lean thrftatcning to

attack him, he thought it advifeablc toretire to Pointe

aux Trembles, and wait for MoiHgomery, the com-
mander in chief, who was to come from Montreal.

furrender, arrived. On the 5th Dec. Montgomery
and Arnold made their appearance at Sainte Foy.

Montgomery was therefore reduced to open his fiis

gun battery on the town; but the weather loon for-

ced him to defill. On the 3Ift Dec. before day
light in the morning, he attempted an aflault, by

and two of his officers were killed by the firft can-
non difcharged at the former place ; the reft retir-

ed. At the Sault au Matelot, Arnold forced one
barrier, at which he was wounded, ard afterwards
retired to the General Hofpital.

proportion of the whole population of Upper-Canada,

in the power of the enemy* General Proftor had at
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this time returned from the r^p'ds of the Miam') whf re

he had captured 467 American foldiers, and killed or

wounded as many more ; but the enemy was ilitl coU
leding) and his c>mmunications threatened, Froin

Fort Genrge, the American army proceeded in purfuic

o/Gener't Vincent, depending on the Lake for itsfup*

i>|ies, and determined to take polfenfion of Burlington
heights, which would have left no communication for

Gsneral Froftor, General Vincent wjis at Burlington

heights. The ene-my had advanced to Staney Creek,
confiding on his fup riority, ani his diflance from t^ie

B'itifli. Lieut. Col. Harvey, Dep. Adjt, Gen, con-
ceived and chiefly executed the project of furprifing

the enemy in the night. Before day on rhe 6th June,
be entered the enemy's camp, confiiVing of about 3000
men, with 704 bijconets, ki ling and wounding a grear

number of the enemy, and retired carrying off z Gc.
nerals and 120 prifonera* This affair fo effcilually

d scoocerted the Americans, that they returned haft;ly

to Foit Georg", opening to the Britsh the communica-
tion with part of (be Ni.igara frontier, and in fac fav .

ing for the time the whole upper part of the Province.

Tne (urrender of 541 of the enemy, uo^ier Boerftler,

to the Indians and a few British foldiers, confined the

enemy to Fort George,
While the American troops and their naval force

were abfent at the head of the Lake, an attempt vvas

m>de on Sacket*s Harbour. Col. Baynes, Adjt. Gen.
had nominally the command, but Sir George Prevof},

the Commander in Chief, was prefent. He called off

the troops after they had reached the defences of the

pi c^, and had fuftained conftderable lofs. Th*s affair,

by the opportunity which it afforded to Sir George's

political enemies to ielTen th» eftimation in which h«
was held, and by the rnifunderltanding, of which it

laid the foundation, between him and the naval fer.

The campaign continued forfome time withrot any

event of much moment« On the 3d June, two Ame-
rican armed veiTtIs catrying 22 guns were gallantly

captured by the Britifli troops at lileaux Noix, under
the command of Lt. Col, George Taylor, Major 100 h
Regt, after a well contefted action of three hour<,

which almoft annihilated the Enemy's Naval Power on
L:k:Cbamplain. On the nth July, there was an attack

on Black Rock, and on the 30th of that month, Col.

Murray deftroyed the ^mericin Barracks at Platt^burg.

On the loth Sept. Commodore Perry, with a na\al

force long blockaded at Erie, captured the whole of the

Britifli force on Lake Erie, General Pro^or could no

longer be fuppUed on the Detroit frontier; his only

remaining communication was by land feveral hundred
tnites through foreils. His fitaation was now become
that of Hull at Detroit : he had one advantage,- howe-
ver, which Hull had not ; the friendfliip of the In-

dians, He unaccountably delayed his retreat tor a

fortnight after the lofs of the fleet, and till the near

approach of a fuperior force of the enemy* On the

5th Odlober, he was only three days march (56 miles)

from Detroit, purfuing his retreat along the Trencbe.

A large proportion of the American forces on the

Niagara frontier, proceeded down the Lake early in

Odtober, and were followed by land by part of the Bri<

ifli forces* The diminidied numbers of the remaining

part of the Britifli army, the difafler on lake Erie, aod
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the f^ate of affairs on the Detroit frontier, again com pel '•

led its commander to fall back on Burlington heights.

The American foicrs were gradually collected at the-

lower ends of Lakrs Ontario and Champlain, under
Genetils WilRinfon and Hiimpton^ wirh the if tsntion

of making a combined attack on Murvtieal, while the

chief pan of the Britifh^ regular f< rce was in Upper-
Canada.

*Some American official accounts say 5500»
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pidUy, he united military fcience and experience, and
poneiretf the entire conAdence of his little force, the

advance of the arnny, citifiiting of about 300 men, aU
mnff rniirely nativfi of L )wer Canada, and cunfipoftfd

of Fencibles, VoUigcurs, Militia and Indians. The
enemy, consisting chieHy of new levies, seemed to tliink

that the battle was to be won by field manGeuvres and

platoon firing. Col. De Salaberry took advantage of

all the protection for his men, that time, and the facili-

ties afforded by a woody country, permit ; and poured

in a deadly fire, every man making sure of bis object;

the Colonel setting the example. The enemy's loss

was considerable, but has never been correctly ascertain,

ed ; that of Col. De Salaberry's force, was 2 killed, and

la wounded. Hampton retired to the frontier, and

thence to Plattsburg, where he remained in a state of

inactivity, his army dwindling away by sickness and

desertion.

General Wilkinson, with his army ; left Grenadier

Island on the 5th No/, in boats and other craft. It

consisted of between eight and nine thousand men,

completely equipped and provided. He passed the Br!«

tisli Fort at Prescott on the night of the 6lh. It was

a beautiful moon-iiglit : he might have been the next

evening at the island of Montreal, as soon as General

Prevost could receive iLhe account of his approach. The
ipilitia called to oppose Hampton, had just been sent to

their homes. Wilkinson, however, landed part of his

troops to pass Prescott ; he again landed the greatest

part of them on the British side, above the Long Sault,

in quest of obstacles which did not exist. These delays

gave time to detachments from the garrisons of King-

ston and Prescott, to overtake him, and to Sir George
Prevost again to call out the militia, about twenty thou-

sand of whom were assembling from various parts of

the country. On the 1 1th Nov. the Ame:ican General

Boyd, with about 2000 men, of the elite of the Ams-
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rican army, marched against Col. Morrison, who com-
manded the forces from Kmgston and Prescott which

Iiung on their rear, amounting to 800 men. The Ame-
ricans were beaten, retired to their boats, and after em-
barking a force of 2500 men, under General Brown,
which had proceeded to Cornwall, opposed only by the

inhabitants of the country, the whole army crossed to

Salmon River, took up a position at the French Mills,

from which, after destroying their boats, they ultimately

proceeded to Plattsburg, on Lake Champlain, sending

2000 men to Sacket*s Harbour.

The American forces having been chiefly withdrawn

from the l^iagara frontier, the British in that quarter

prepared to act on the offensive. On the 12th Deer
the enemy evacuated Fort George, and burnt the town

of Newark, leaving the inhabitants, to all of whom they

had promised protection, and many of them friendly to

the Americans, ruined and houseless, in the midbt cf

winter. On the 1 9th, Colonel Murray took Fort Nia-

gara by surprise. On the 30th, Gen. Riall retaliated

on the enemy, by destroying Black Kock and Buffalo.

Although many projects of hostilities were entertain-

ed on both sides, during the remainder of the winter,

nothing was done, of any importance, till the 50th

March, when Wilkinson, at the head of upwards of

3000 men, entered Lower-Canada on the western shore

of Lake Champlain, and attacked, unsuccessfully. La
Colle Mill, defended by Major Handcock, of the loth

Reg. and about 180 men. The Gen. then retired unmo-

lested to the United States, and closed his military career.

The failure of the enemy's attempts against Lower-

Canada, and the course of events in Europe, began to

give a new character to the war. Instead of having for

its object the wresting of Canada from Great Britain,

it became, on the part of the United States, a war more

of a defensive nature, or, at least, their offensive mea-

sures were confined to a part of the Upper Province.
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Although the British naval force on I^ale Ontario

iiad ventured out of port during tUe preceding campui^'i),

all the advantages of naval sujieriority wer * on the sidr

of the Americans. Kurly in the season of 1814, Sir

James L. Yeo, who, with naval ofiRcers, fleaoien and

shipwrights, had arrived from England ^arly in ISl.",

laid claim to the command of the Lake. Sir Gordon

Drummond, with troops from Kingston, acuoi'dingly

einbarked in the fleet, and captured Oswego on the tiili

JMay. The American fleet, however, soon seemed to

have regained its former superiority.

The American army, now commanded by General

BnowD, well known in Lower-Canada before the war,

as a plain' farmer, and dealer in lumber and potash, the

same who commanded at Sacket's Harbour when attack-

ed by Sir George Prevost, assembled on the Niagara

frontier. On the 3d July, this oflicer, at the head of

lietween three and four thousand men, crossed over inio

Upper- Canada, at Black Hock, and obtained possession

of Fort Erie, by capitulation. On the 5th, he was met

by Gen. Riall, with about 2000 regulars, militia ami

Indians, at Chippawa. The British loss, rn killed,

wounded and niissing, vas 515, that of the Americans,

322. On the Sth, Gen. liiall fell back on Eort George,

and on the 9th, to the twenty t.ine creek, where he re-

ceived reinforcements. The enemy proceeded to invest

Fort George, and committed indiscriminate .plunder on

the inhabitants of the frontier. The tliriviug village of

St. David was entirely destroyed. On the 25'd, Geo.
Brown, fell back to Queenston, and Gen. Riall advan-

ced. On lite 25th, in the afternoon, the two armies

again met, near the falls. General Riall, after sus-

taining a severe loss, ordered a retreat. Gen. Drum-
mond, who arrived atlFort George that morning, from

'^'^ork, with reinforcemcMits, ordered an advance. The
field was galliiitly contested till midnight, when the

enemy retired to his camp, and thence towards Fort

Eric. The American force in this action, was ahoirt

4000, that of t\ie liritish, as stated l>y General Druin-
niond, SHOO. The total loss of tlie latter was 87B, of the

Americans, 854.

The British army arrived before Fort Erie on the

3d Aui^st, and invested the place. On tl>c ] 1th, the

American anned scitiooncrs Ohio and Somers, aidiiiy;in

the defence of the place, ware carried by 75 British

seamen, under Cap):. Dobbs. in boats, some of which

httd been carried mi men'8-«li(Hitdcr8 from Qiieenston.

On the night of the 15th, the British assaulted the Fort

and were repulsed with heavy loss, the gallant and

amiable CoU Scott, of the lOJd, and the intrei>id Col.

Drummond, of tlie 104th, being among the killed. The
total loss was 905 ; that of the enemy only 84.

After this unfortunate aAair, Gen. Drummond con-

verted the siege into n blockade.

On the SGth June, transports arrived at Quebec from
Bordeaux, wiih tbe 6th and 82d Itegts. They were or<

dercd to the Niagara frontier, %^'here they arrived late in

Augi:st, having had to march round •Lake Ontario. The
principal part of the- remainder of the troops which arriv_

.'d from France, 'were assembled on the llicbelleu River

where they were brigaded with tiie forces already in thai'

quarter, under General De Ilotteoburg, for the purpose

of carrying into effect vpslru.itions from Rnglaiu! for of-

fensive o]K>rations against the United States. Great

exertions' had for some time previous, been making on

both sides, to ensure a superiority on Lake Champlain.

Onthe>5d Se\>U the British army, amounting to 11,000

men, under Sir George Prevost, passed the frontier by

OdcU Town, and reached Plattsburg with trifling oppo-

sition on the 6th, where the American Gen. Macomb
occupied a fortified position with 1500 regulars, and as

many of the inhabitants, all trained to arms, as could be

collected from both sides of the Lake. From the 6th to

tl
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the 1 1th, battering cannon were bro*t up from the rear,

and batteries erected by the British. On the 1 1 th, the

British flotilla from Isle aux Noix, came up and attack-

ed the American naval force in the Bay ; the land bat-

teries opened at the same time, and the troops moved to

the assault. When they had reached the heights ou

which the American works were situated, victory de-

clared itself m favor of the American naval force. Sir

George Prevost countermanded the orders for the at-

tack ; the next morning the whole army retreated, and

on the 13th re-entered the Provmce, with a total loss of

255 men, exclusive of deserters, which on this, as on

every other occasion when the British soldiers entered

the enemy's country, was considerable.

On the 17th Sept. the American forces made a sortie

from Fort Erie, which was repulsed, but with severe loss.

On the 21 st, the British broke up, and retired upon Chip-

pawa, Fort George, and Burlington Heights. On the

17 th Oct. Sir James Yeo appeared on the Lake, and
brought reinforcements and supplies to General Drum»
mond, the American squadron, under Chauncey, remain-

ing in Sacket's Harbour. On the 5th Nov. the Ame-
ricans evacuated Fort Erie, the only military post which

they held in the Canadas ; a predatory party which pro-

ceeded from Detroit, and penetrated more than a hun-

dred miles into Upper-Canada, plundering the property,

and destroying the dwellings of the loyal inhabitants,

having also retired on the approach of a British detach-

ment from Burlington Heights.

Michilimacinack, which the American superiority on

Lake Erie and Lake Huron, enabled them to attack, had

been gallantly defended by Col. M'Douall. The enemy
burnt the establishment of the North West Company at

Sault St. Marie. The Col. had, however, managed to

send parties of Voyageurs and Indians to the head of the

Missisippi, and captured the post of Prairie du Chien
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British naval officers aud seamen^ sent overland from
York) had also captured, in open boats, two American
armed schooners on Lake Huron, and preparations were
making to secure the command of that Lake, and even
recover that of Lake Erie, with which the former com-
municates by Detroit.

On the 24th December, 1814, a Treaty of Peace be-

tween the United States and Great Britain, was signed

at Ghent; on the 18 th February, 1815, it was ratified

and proclaimed at Washington, and on the 9th March
made known at Quebec, by Sir George Prevost.

Neither the close of the war, nor the Treaty, was

considered in Canada as befitting the character of Greitt

Britain, a nation who had so recently acted the principal

part in reducing the most formidable power that had been

known in modern Europe. Men who had beaten the

most celebrated troops m the world, in a series of bat-

tles from Gibraltar to Bordeaux were restrained from

aeting against an inferior force at Plattsburg, and de-

feated and destroyed in an attack on mud breast works
at New-Orleans, defended by peasantry and raw levies*

The whole conduct of the war, on the part of Great

Britain, was considered as extraordinary. When Ca-
nada was to be defended, there was a deiicieney of the

force in which England abounded, ships and seamen,

jeopardizing the whole country, notwithstanding the

zeal and lovalty of the people, the many instances

of distinguished military skill, and the general gallantry

and persevering endurance of the army. When Britain

could dispose of a force to act offensively against the

United States, a few thousand soldiers were sent to an

open and populous country, where an European army
could operate to advantage, and a large force was sent

against distant frontiers, where a regular force could

neither act nor subsist itself, where, in fact, it was infe-

rior to an equal number of militiamen and shari^shoot-

QTSf of which description all the inhabitants of these
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fcontiers consisted. On the Ocean, Great Britain ex*-

yosed the bravest of her sons to be butchered, or appa-

rently di.<^raced, from an unpardonable ignorance of the

superiority of the enemy's ships over those which were

sent to contend against them ; and to complete the

whole, the officer who had been chiefly instrumental in

preserving two of her finest Provinces, was disgraced,

and only a scanty reparation ofiered to his memory, after

he had died broken hearted.

The impartial ^and enlightened historian, is, however,

alone competent to pronounce on these topics. It is

from his judgment that there is no appeal. Its validity

has no limit but that of the duration of civilized society.

The Population of Canada, at the time of the con*

queft, was about 60,000 fouls, including the whole
of the fcttlements to Dfttroit. At prefent, the po-.

polation of Lower-Canada is eftimated at 400,000,
about feven-eighihs of which are of French dcfccnt,

and profefs the Roman Catholic Religion ; the other

eighth is compol'ed of Englifh, Irifh, Scotch, Ger-
mans, Americans, and their defcendants. Of thefe,

the Americans are now the mod nunerous ; the

next the Scotch. Till recently, the laiterhave car-

ried on nearly all the exterior trade of Canada. They
now divide it with the Englifh, Irifh 8c Americans.
There is hardly an inftance of the French defcen-
dants, who arc, almoll excluiively, called Canadians
in the country,. being engaged in the external trade;,

they, however, (hare largely in the retail and in-

ternal trade. There are, as yet, no manufactories
of note in Canada ; thofe of leather, hats and paper,

are, however, introduced, and the cloathmg of the

farmers is generally made in their families. There
are two Iron Works in the vicinity of Three Rivers.

The landholders are moflly Canadians, or of Cana-
dian connexions. The lands granted by the Crown
(Mice 1796, are chiefly held by firitilh and Ameri-
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cans, and fettled by the latter.* Though thefe landc

are very exienfive, they are not, as yet, of great

value. Almolt the whole of the farmers are Canadi-
ans. Very few of them hold upon leafe. They are

the owners of the loil ; fubjedt only to a very incon.
iiderable annual rent to the Seigft^ur, orperi'on hold-
ing immediately from the Crown, and a fine of a

twelfth upon a change of proprietor by fale, or
a4^ equivalent to a fale ;. one-fourth of which
twelfth is ufually deducted upon ipeedy payment.
The other conditions attached to the tenure, are

in no wife burthenfome, according to the exilling.

practice. Th^y chiefly coniilt in having their grain

ground at tht: leigneurial mill, paying one-fourteenth
for grinding,^ jind in making and repairing the high-
ways paflfing through their land, and aflifting in the
bye. roads neceflfary for the ul'e thereof. Lands held
by Roman Catholics, are alio fubjecttothe payment
of a Tyihe of a twenty-fixih part of silt grain, for

the ufe of the Curate, and to afTeirments for the

building and repair of Churches 8c Parfonage Hou-
les. The trades people, principally^ coniiil of Ca-
nc^dian<, and British fetilers fince the Conqueft, and
their defcenda:nts.
