The economy of the farm is that which first concerns the

individual. Not to get rich ; not simply to sell the greatest

possible quantity of produce, but to maintain the original fertility

of the soil or constantly improve it. The common farmer
cannot expect to get rich, but with good management he may
obtain a " comfortable living,'' and have leisure to enjoy socia

blessings, and time to devote to reading, and mental improvement.'
This should be done without wearing out the soil. True economy
consists in returning the same elements to the soil that are

taken from it, and in the same quantity. This will keep the soil

fertile, so that it will produce the same crops, both in kind and
quantity, year after year. Vegetable productions derive part of
