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At a meeting of the Toronto
Branch of the University of Toronto
Alumni Association held on the 1st
of May, 1905, a committee was ap-
pointed "to take steps toward the
establishment of a club for University
graduates". This committee, while
unsuccessful in actually establishing
a nlub, secured a great deal of infor-
mation and did much preliminary
work, which subsequently resulted in
the formation of the present club.

In September, 1906, the committee
above mentioned, having achieved no
tangible result, a luncheon club was
formed as a modest beginning from
which it was hoped that a more
permanent organization would finally
grow. The originators of this lun-
cheon club were:

The club met every Friday for
luncheon in an upper room over what
was then Phil Davey's Hotel at the
south-west corner of King and Bay
streets, the first luncheon being held
on 12th October, 1906. Mr. S. C.
Snively, Toronto, 1905, was soon after
admitted to membership. On the 4th
of January, 1907, Messrs. L. M. Rath-
bun, Toronto, 1905, and F. H. Lytle,
Royal Military College, 1904, were
admitted to membership, the method
of election being that of the six
names proposed each member was
allowed to vote for two nominees,
the two securing the greatest number
of votes being declared elected.

On the 1st of March, 1907, the
meeting place was changed to a
more convenient private room at the
St. Charles Restaurant, comer of



Yonge and Colborne streets, and the
following new members were
admitted :

The method of election in this
mstance was to admit such of the
twenty nominees as secured ten out
of the fourteen available votes. This
brought the total membership of the
club to twenty-three.

On the 26th of January, 1909, at
a special meeting of the members, it
was decided to take a lease for one
year of two rooms at 361/2 King
street east, arrangements having
been made with the Brown Betty Tea
Room, which occupied the premises
above the club quarters, to serve
luncheon in the club rooms.
On the 10th of February, 1909,

steps were taken for the permanent
organization of the club, and the



various committees necessary were
appointed.

the club premises proving inadequate,

a lease was take for three years from



1st November, 1909, of the top floor
of the old Canadian General Electric
Building, known as Nos. 14 and 16
King street, east, Toronto, a kitchen
and dining room being added to the
club's equipment.

On the 29th of December, 1911,
the club again moved to new premises
at 82 King street, west, which were
purchased. These premises allowed
the equipment and operation of a club
in all its branches.

The next step forward was taken
in October of last year when the con-
struction of two Squash Racquets
Courts was begun, which are now
in use and constitute one of the most
popular departments of the club. The

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RULES GOVERNING THE USE OF
THE SQUASH RACQUETS

COURTS.

1. Playing Periods.

On Saturdays and Holidays engage-
ments of courts are limited to half

an hour.

On other days engagements are
limited to half an hour during the
following periods: 12 noon to 2 p.m.

and 4 to 7 p.m.

Provided that in the event of a
Court not being previously engaged
for any half hour, the players using
the Court for the previous half hour
may, before entering the Court, ex-

tend their engagement to one hour.

2. Engagement of Courts,

The Courts may not be engaged
earlier than the day preceding the
day of play, but for strictly Tourna-
ment games, advance .--ngagements

may be made to any reasonable
extent.

The names of both players must be
entered on engagement sheet before
commencing play.

Engagements may be made by
telephone at the risk of the player.
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3. Punctuality.

A Court not occupied within ten

minutes of commencement of period

for which engaged may be used by

other players, in which case the use

of Court will be charged proportion-

ately. If not used by other players

those engaging Court will be charged

for full period.

Players must stop punctually at

the expiration of period for which

Court was engaged. Notification will

be given by bell when period has

expired.

4. Charges.

The charge for the use of Courts

including showers and plunge, is 25c.

for each player for each period of

half an hour.

5. Lessons.

The Professional is not permitted

to give le;3ons between the hours of

12.30 and 2 p.m. nor between 5 and
7 p.m.

The charge for lessons is 50c. per

half hour. This includes the Court
fee.

6. Playing.

The Professionr.! is not permitted

to play with members between the
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hours of 12.30 and 1.30 p.m., nor
between 5.30 and 6.30 p.m.

The charge for playing the Pro-
fessional is 75c. per half hour. This
includes Court fee.

7. Racquets and Balls.

may be obtained from the Pro-
fessional.

8. All Charges.

for supplies, lessons, and playing are
payable to the Club. The Pro-
fessional is paid extra for each lesson

and each "playing" period, and mem-
bers are requested to refrain from
giving fees or gratuities of any kind
direct to him.

9. Rubber Soled Shoes.

Only persons wearing rubber-soled
shoes may enter the Courts.

10. Special Meals.

Players are requested to order
luncheon or dinner before entering
the Courts if desired outside the fol-

lowing hours: Between 12.30 and
2.30 and between 6.30 and 8.00.

PLAYING RULES,
1. All matches shall be the best

three out of five games.
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2. The game shall be "fifteen up"

;

the first server to be decided by the
spin of the racquet.

3. If the server loses a point he
shall also lose the hand. Every point
won by either player shall add one
ace to his score.

4. At "thirteen all" the outplayer
may set to three or five, and at
"fourteen all" to three.

5. The ball shall be served alter-

nately right and left, beginning on
whichever side the server elects.

6. The server must stand with at
least a part of one foot in the "ser-
vice box" and serve the ball over,

but not touching the line on the front
wall and returning within the lines

of the proper service court, i.e., the
court opposite the server, otherwise
it is a fault.

Serving a double fault, missing the
ball, striking the telltale or any other
part of the court before reaching the
front wall, or hitting the back wall
on the volley in or above the netting
is a hand out.

The outplayer may not play the
first fault of a double fault.

7. A ball, t be fair, must be struck
before or on the first bound and be

38



returned to the front wall on the
volley above the telltale, and must
not touch the ceiling, the gallfy, or
any wood, iron or netting not a part
of the court itself, before o. after
reaching the front wall.

8. Until a ball has been touched
or has touched the floor twice, it may
be struck at any number of times.

9. Only a player to whom a ball

is served may return it.

10. A ball touching either player
before the second bound loses an ace
for the player touched.

11. If a ball, after being struck and
before touching the front wall, hit

the striker's or adversary's racquet,

or any part of his body above or on
the knee, it is a let, and shall be play-
ed over, if below the knee it counts
against the striker.

12. Every player must keep out of
his adversary's way. If, in the opin-
ion of the referee, the striker is inter-

ferred with in any way by his oppon-
ent, in striking the ball, he must call

the point a let and not wait for an
appeal.

When a "hinder" appears to the
referee to be deliberate or intentional,

the player making the "hinder" shall
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lose one ace from his score and also
the hand if he is to be the server.

13. If a ball hit in or above the
netting on the back wall on the volley
it counts against the striker, if it

hit in or above the netting aftfr
touching the floor it counts a let.

14. If the ball breaks during a play
the point shall count as a let and be
played over.

15. At any time when not in actual
play a new ball may be substituted by
mutual consent of contestants or by
appeal to referee.

16. The referee's decision on all

questions referred to him shall be
final. No appeal can be made on the
service.
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BILLIARD RULES AND REGU-
LATIONS.

The charges for the use of billiard

tables shall be as follows:

—

For ordinary billiards at the rate

of 40 cents per hour, with a minimum
charge of 20 cents.

For Life, Pyramid, Pin or Snooker
Pool, 5 cents per player per game.

From 12.30 to 2.30 p.m. members
may play only one half hour, and at
other times only one hour if other

members are waiting to use the table.

Tables may be reserved in advance
for Tournament games only.

The attention of members is called

to the Rule in all games of Billiards

or Pool requiring a player to have
one foot on the floor when playing.

Shots made otherwise are foul and
are absolutely prohibited.

Injury to Billiard Tables, Furnish-

ings, Balls or Cues will be charged
to any member causing same.
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CARD RULES and REGULATIONS.

The charge for cards except for

Bridge shall be forty cents per pack
for new cards and twenty cents per
pack for seconds.

The charge for cards for Bridge
shall be ten cents for each player
per sitting for new cards and five

cents for each player per sitting for
seconds.

The cards shall remain the prop-
erty of the Club, except when sold
as second-hand cards to members,
to be taken out of the Club House.

Members must sign for cards on re-
ceipt of same.
