CANADA’S ANOMALOUS DIVORCE LAWS.

In a recent issue of The Week ’th‘e
peculiar and anomalous divorce laws
*l of Canada form the subject of an ar-
ticle by Mr» Charles E. Macdonald,
who has’ made the gquestion a special
study. It is supposed by many that
the.law in reé'ard to dlvorce is the
same’ throughout the whole Dominion.
Such, thowever; is not the case. It is
full of anomalies. The Maritime Pro-
‘tyinces have :divorce courts of their
own.. Itis an undecided question whe-
ther the -Supremé Court of British Co-
lumbia haf or has not authority to de-
termine .actions for divorce. Ontario
Yhas no divorce eourt whatever. ‘Jhe
law, in fact, varies in all the provinces.
By the British North America Act,
says the writer in The Week, divorce
is' one of the miatters over which the
Dominion' Parliament .. has exclusive

‘| jurisdiction, but in the provinces where

Divorce Courts existed prior to Con-
federation the Dominion Parliament
has not interfered with them, though
it has therpower; In Nova Scotia the
judge in équity is judge of the Divorce
Court, "which can' declare a- marriage
null and wvoid for adultery, cruelty, im-
potence or consa@nguinity within tne
prohibited degreps; and the powers and
principles Pelonging to the Divorce
Court in. England as far as applicable
have also been conferred on this bourt.
In New Brunswick there is a court
called * the Court of Divorce and Mat-
rimonial Causes;” presided over by one
of the judges of the Supreme Court.
The grounds of divorce are adultery,
impotence and consarguinity within
the prohibited degrees. In Prince Ed-
ward Island. matrimonial matters may
be heard by the Lieutenant-Governor
(and ‘his Council, who are constituted a
‘court. for.this. parpose. . The causes of
divorce are adultery, impotence and
cconsanguinity* within the prohibited
degrees. {

In regard to Ontario no Divorce
Court was ever established. The only
means whereby marriage can be dis-
solved in this province is by a special
act of Parliament, -the expense and
delay connected with which make an
application for divorce a luxury which
only the wealthy can indulge in, The
law for Manitoba and the Territories
is the same as that which prevailsin
Ontario. y :
The laws in regard to divorce in Can-
ada are sadly in need of unification
and' simplification. The Dominion
Parliament ' ought to pass a uniform
law 'for the/whole country and provide
judicial machinery in each of the pro-
