Important Resolutions Passed at 
Enthusiastic Meeting at 
the Military Institute.

There was certainly no lack of enthusiasm 
at the meeting In the Canadian Military In­
stitute on Saturday night to talk, over the 
proposal to have Canadian soldiers fighting 
for the British Empire In South Africa. It 
waa_a great patriotic meeting, which opened 
and closed with the singing of the National 
Anthem, while at various stages of - the 
proceedings the feelings of the gathering 
fouud vent In the rendition of such songs as 
"Soldiers of the Queen,” "Tommy Atkins" 
and "Rule Britannia.” Every one present 
wanted young Canada to help out the old 
mother land, and resolutions were unani­
mously passed to the effect that It was the 
clear and definite duty of all British pos­
sessions to show their willingness to con­
tribute to the common defence, and that 
the Government of Canada should promptly 
offer a contingent of Canadian militia to 
assist In supporting the Interests of our 
empire In South Africa. All espouses of 
such a contingent should be paid by the 
Canadian Government and no time should 
be lost In gettlqg one regiment to the front 
and have another • In readiness.

These views were unanimous, and ways 
and means were discussed. The principal 
matter to be considered was the securing 
of public support as the politicians at Oi- 

— tawa would be very careful before warrant­
ing the large expenditure which would be 
absolutely necessary for the undertaking.

There has been some talk that the cause

few. I saw Miss Robinson and her 

I 
am sore they were both drowned. After 
this, four other boats which had been 
lowered, were filled with women 
children and got safely away from the side 
of the ship. My mother and I v.-cre to one 
of these boats, when the first that was 
lowered was swamped. Three or four wo­
men were rescued by tbe men who manned 
onr boat. After this the four boats struck 
out to sen. We had no provisions and no 
water. Mopt of the ladles were only par­

“We spent all that night until daybreak 
to these open boats.

In providing decent housing for its re­
spectable aged poor, whose means of sup­
port have been cut off, not through reason, 
of Idleness, but t if rough thé failing physical 
strength and mental inability which usually 
accompanies old age, Toronto, ln common 
with many other Canadian cities, is very 
far behind many cities across the line and 
ln the Old Land. It seems to me that hero 
Is, a large and hitherto almost untouched 
held of labor for our philanthropic women, 
or for such a society of xvomen as the Na­
tional Council, ln every city there should 
be established domfortable home for womén 
who, over GO or 65 years of age, find them­
selves penniless and homeless, and with 
neither husband, brother or son to look to 
for that support which is not charity, but 
simply their due after their life's work is 
done. It Is a reproach to our city and a 
blot upon our Christianity that women who 
have lived useful lives, but who have been 
unable to save, who have reared up chil­
dren, and done their share of work In the 
world while they had strength and energy, 
should, when old age and poverty come, be 
consigned to prisons as vagrants or to Insti­
tutions that are practically prisons. It 
should be the duty, not the chanty, of every 
community to .support^ in old age all ihoço 
who have dône' an hoù^kt share of work In 
life, and who are left alone and homeless, 
through no fault of their own.

Canada to Assume It All. 
Lleut.-Col. Grasett, chief of police, 

then moved the following resolution, se­
conded by Lleut.-Col. Davidson:

Resolved, This meeting feels confident 
that the Government of Canada will as­
sume the full expenses of this contin­
gent, Including equipment, transporta­
tion, pay, maintenance and, If neces­
sary, pensions, and in doing so will re­
ceive the support of a united Parlia­
ment, endorsed by a united people.
After the mover and seconder of the 

resolution had spoken to it. Col. Smith 
took occasion to say that he had no desire 
to raise obstacles to the furtherance of 
the first resolution, and he was in accord 
with It. He thought Canada should be 
prepared to make great sacrifices in this 
cause nnd should be ready to raise 50,000 
men nt once if necessary, and to spend 
a million of dollars. .

Col. Grnsett's resolution carried unani­
mously and the gathering, led 
Manley, sang ' Rule Britannia.”

A Deputation Appointed.
Major Macdonald of the 48th suggested

But Slfton and 
Sutherland, the two great friends of the 
big railway promoters, will de It smoothly 
and ln the way to please Boss Tarte.

But time 
seems to have changed to some extent, and 
there were few found to protest that the 
Interests of the people were being sacrificed 
when the votes were pushed through the 
Houser However, there Is sure to come a 
day when the public will fully realize to 
what extent the transportation question has 
been bedevilled by the politicians.

To return to the St. Lawrence route. It 
tray be trne that the Belle Isle gateway Is 
dangerous, but It may be possible, on the 
otter hand, to eliminate existing dangers 
by Installing modern navigation appliances 
along the coast. Such as lights, telegraph 
Wiles, buoys, etc. What the Government 
of Canada mnst.now determine Is whether 
tbe Belle Isle route can be made safe and 
reliable by the expenditure of a reasonable 
sum of money, or whether the route should 
be abandoned In favor of that v'a Cape 
Race. Fortunately for Canada, the St. 
Lawrence route does not depend, upon the 
Belle Isle outlet. There *e two gates to 
the ocean from the St. Tatarreoce, one to 
the north and the other to the south of 
Newfoundland. Steamship men have been 
working on the Idea that the northern route 
Is the better one. It undoubtedly Is the 
sVorter, taking Montreal or Quebec as the 
storting point, but that It Is preferable on 
the whole to the southern route has yet 
to be proved. The latter has never had a 
proper trial. If North Sydney were made 
the point of embarkation and departure for 
passengers It Is held that the southern 
route would become more popular than the 
northern one. It certainly has several dis­
tinct advantages in Its favor. North Syd­
ney harbor Is open fer eight months ln the 
year, and the southern route Is free from 
the fog and Icebergs that are frequently 
encountered along the north coast of New­
foundland. North Sydney Is 2280 miles 
from Liverpool, while Rlmouskl Is 2480 
miles. North Sydney, therefore, has an 
advantage of 200 miles over Rlmouskl, al­
though by the southern route the distance 
to Montreal Is 153 miles greater. As far 
as distance Is concerned, North Sydney Is 
preferable to any other Canadian harbor, 
not even excepting Halifax, which Is 2480 
miles from Liverpool, or the same as Rl­
mouskl. Sir Sandford Fleming Is ae-en- 
thuslastic advocate of making North Sydneÿ- 
the Canadian terminal of the trans-Atlantic 
route, as far at least as the passenger traf­
fic and malls are concerned. Some of the 
greyhounds running to New York could 
cover the distance between Great Britain 
and North Sydney ln four days. We hare 
never yet had a practical demonstration 
of the geographical advantages enjoyed by 
Canada as the gateway of the trans-Atlan­
tic passenger business. It Is just possible 
that the abandonment of the Rlmouskl and 
Belle Isle route ln favor of North Sydney 
and Cape Race may be the means of bring­
ing to the front Canada's superior geogra­
phical position tor tbe trans-Atlantic travel. 
It la an 111 wind that blows nobody good. 
The Belle Isle disaster may be the forerun- 
ner of a new Canadian route which will 
eclipse all other competitors, whether Can­
adian or American.
