CECIL RHODES' WILL.

The Telegram of last night contains a
number of interesting opinions by local
ediicational authorities relative to Cecil
Rhodes’ university bequests. President
Loudon's remarks are quite practical,
but we think he misszes the main ob-
ject of Mr. Rhodes’ gifts, The presi-
dent of Toronto University criticizes
Oxford University, as now constituted,
and says it will have to be very much
modernized in order to accommodate
itself to the new conditions imposed
upon it by Mr. Rhodes. If Mr. Rhodes
had in view the training of students in
a post-graduate course, President
Loudon’s criticism would be to the
point, but we take it the testator had
no such object in view. Cecil Rhodes
doés not place much value on mere
scholarship. That is not what he is
after. In his estimate, scholarship and
literary sittainments eount for only
40 per cent. of his model scheo'ar's quali-
fications, The remaining 60 p:r cent.
goes for qualities into which scholar-
ship does not enter at all. These are:
(1) love of outdooy athletics and sports,’
(2) strong, manly qualities, such as
courage, generosity and kindness, (3)
high moral characters and e:pecially for
amdbition to serve and lead in large
public affairs. It will be seen from
this_that Cecil Rhodes’ idea. of the edu-
man is quite different from the
idea entertained by educationists in
Canada and the. United States. In
Ceecil Rhodes' will there is no-sig-
gestion of the establishment of post-
graduate courses at Oxford. Mr. Rhodes
was well aware of the ad-
vantages and disadvantages of Ox-
ford University, and in . selecting it
he knew that it was the most suitable
for the special object he had in view.
® Oxford  University stands for a great
deal more than mere learning. It stands
for just sych qualities as Mr. Rhodes
esteeins of the highest importance in

cat

| the development of his model student.

Oxford is to-day the centre of th2 high-
est culture in the world, and the prodt
of it lies in the success of its men. You
may pass whatever criticism you like
on Oxford or Cambridge, but when you
come to judge these institutions by the
intellectual etandaf;‘ of their graduates,
and still more by their culture and
political capacity, not to mention the
great names they @ave given to science,
literature and politics, it will be seen
that they, and -especially Oxford, is the
very place to realize what the dead
Imperialist had in view. As we said
before, Mr. Rhodes’ object is not to
further education for education’s sake,
but rather fo promote the general in-
terests of mankind, and to secure perm-
anent peace thruout the world. This,
he thinks, may be attained by the union
of the Teutonic peoples, and to further
this worthy &nd is the main object of
his last will and testament.

THE BOOM IN IRON AND STEEL,

The consumption of iron and stee] is

| to supply the demand. This is due to
| 'several reasons, among which may be
cited the car shortages of last fall and
winter and the storms amd floods,
which hedd back fuel. An idea of the
amount of business being transacted in |
the iron and steel industry is ‘had from
the statement made by a Pittsburg cor-
respondent that the various companies
of the United States Steel Corporation
have on their books contracts Zor about
6,000,000 tons, 2,000,000 of which are to
Lbe rails. Similar favorable reports are
!made by the independent producers.
This means that the capacity of the
mitlls is contracted for for most of the
current year. The important fact is
| that there is no prospect of a decrease

ASK RETAILERS TO BE FAIR.

Practice of Returning Goods Unfalr
to Wholesalers.

Secretary Jarvis of the Board of

Trade is sending out circulars to retail
dry goods merchants regarding the re-
turning of goods, cancellation of ord-
ers and fire-insurance, as prepared by
the Wholesale Dry Goods Section. The

circular points out that there has been
a marked improvement, both as regards
goods returned and the manner of re-
turning them, but still many instances
of manifest injustice are noted. It is
suggested that the retail trade, when
wanting to return goods, arrange the
matter first by correspondence, and
when “return”. is unavoidable, send
an invoice giving quantities and prices,
date of invoices on which the goods
were charged, and also a2 statement giv-
ing reasons for returning the same.
Whatever excuse there may be for re-
turning goods, there is, says the cir-
cular, scarcely anything short of im-
pending disaster which justifies can-
dellation of orders.

As far as The World can gather no

forty the second and sixty the third
and every year thereafter, which would
be one-fifth of the United States dele*
gation.. This would requirg an endow.
ment of two millions for. Canadianps.
Probably the same thing would apply
for Australia and the same for South
Africa, and would make, in tne rough,
180 colonials enjoying Mr. Rhodes’
splendid provision for their educat.ion.

Other Scholarships.

There are also to be five German
scholarships of the same class, which
would be five the first year, ten the
second and fifteen the third and every
vear thereafter, which would be one-
fourth of the Canadian contingent.
Roughly speaking, then, as we size up
the will, there would be 300 Amerijcans,

- 180 to 200 colomials and 15 Germans,
or in round figures, about.500 young
men added to the university population
of Oxford coming from America, Afri-
ca and Australia.

Rev. Dr. Macklem, Provost of Trin-
ify University, is enamored of the edu-
cational provisions of the document,
which he stated had only ferved to In-
crease his admiration for the man and
to exhibit him to the world as a great
and wonderfully far-seciag statesman.
The will was a faithful reflex.of one
of the greatest minds which the nine-
teenth century produced.

How widespread the effect of the will
would be upon Canadian educational
life, Chancellor Wallace of McMaster

were not yet, ta hand. If all prarts of
Canada received the same treatment
in respect to the scholarships, {rrespec-
tive of creed or race, more Canadians
would doubtless go to Oxford and
other British universities than hereto-
fore.

We
ar. all thinking of the fall of an em-
pire builder, and if an epitaph is
wanted it might be said of him as of
another builder : “Si monumentum re-
quiris’ circumspice.” If you seek a
monument look at the map. Even
{ when he was spending his Oxford va-
cation in South Africa, seeking both
health and scope for energy, the idea
.ot Imperial expansion possessed him.
There was no-:great novelty in his
| schemes nor great origimality in his
manner of developing them, but it is
probable that without him the Ger-
mans and Dutch between them would
. have put up an impassable barrier to
the growth of Cape €Colony to the
north. The keynote of his success
was imagination, and his career is one
which has anppealed -to fhe imagina-
tion of the people of all countries.
Beyond question he will be one of the
great men of history; his share in the
Jameson raid, his meddling with party
politics will'‘be forgotten and he will
"be remembered as the man whose per-
sonal inspiration did more than any
other man of his time to give the Brit-
ish government as well as people the
impulse of Imperial dreams. Thoughts
of empire were -the life of him; his
mind was alive with giant schemes,
and he was oneé of those rare charac-
ters who regarded money solely as a
means to greater things. His ignor-
ahce of details was astounding, afid
he made his money because he was
never a man of business. He has
.often enough been _ described as a
taciturn man, but' in later yvears at
Meast his enthusiasm gave him an in-
spiration of rough eloquence which
overcame all Hhostility, both in busi-
ness and in private. One of his Ox-
ford hosts who was asked what he
thought of Mr: Rhodes could only re-
peat : e is a poet, he is a poet. The
subject under discussion had Dbeen
Church Disestablishment, and Mr.

WOMEN TIPPUERS IN LONDON.

Abolition of Barmaids Sugmested as
n Remedy for Evil,

London, April 7.~—~The new law in
Glasgow prohibiting women from serv-
ing drinks”from beltind bars has caus-
ed much discussion in London, where
