Arethusa - struck .a mine today -off the

Press Bureag. It is feared, the statement
adds, the ¥ «will be a total wreck.

About ten men were iost in the sinking
of the cruiser.

“His majesty’s ship Arethusa, Commo-
dore Reginald Y. Tyrwhitt, has struck a
mine oir the east cuast. It is feared sae
wil becomeé a total wreck, Abouct ten
men were lost.”

Deep Public Regret.

‘ The admiraity’s announcemont that the
Arethusa had struck a mine and was pro-
bably a wreck, brings widesp.ead regret,
as the cruiser was one of the most popu-
lar ships in the navy, anu generaliy
known as the ‘‘Saucy Arethusa.” She was
covered with scars from many encoun-
ters, and is believed to have been in more
nanal actions or the present war than any
other ship in the navy. Within three
aays after leaving the ship,aru, wuere
she was built, she was in a naval fight in
the Nordh Sea, and had the distinction o
firing the torpedo which finaily settled
the rate of the German cruiser Bleucher.
her part in the Heilgoland fight, the
official account at the time siated :
+The Arethusa, lead.ng the line of de-
stroyers, was first attacked by two Ger-
man crulsers, and sharply engaged for 35
minutes at a range of 2000 yards, with
the result that she sustained some dam-
age and casualties, but drove off = two
German cruisers, one of which was eeri-
ously injured by her six-inch guns.
“The Arethusa later engaged two other
German ships, and, in company with a
light cruiser squadron, contributed to the
sinking of the German crwiser Mainz. In
this encounter, many of the Arethusa's
guns were disabled, and she was about
to be overpowered, when a British battle
squadron opportunely arrived and sank
her antagonists.”
“"Altho one of the smaller light cruisers,
her fighting qualities and her exploits
had given her a reputation of embodying
the €ighting spirit of the British navy.

BY A HUNDRED DINERS

Guests of . Archbishop Mundelein
at Chicago Narrowly Escap-
ed Death.

CHICAGO, Feb. 14—Analysis of the
roisoned soup which made a hundred
or more prominent guests violently ili
at a banquet given Archbishop Mun-
delein here last Thursday night, at the
University Club, was completed by Dr..
Frederick O. Tooney today. The ana-
lysis showed that the guests who par-
tcok of the soup missed death by a
narrow margin. The poison used was
white oxide of arsenic. Dr. Tooney
said :hat his estimate showed that the
portions served each guest contained
1y grains of the drug.

/’His calculations showed that the
ent re kottle of soup contained 480
grains. This development was regard-
ed as significant by detectives working
on the case. In the amateur labora-
tory of Jean Crones, the misging as-
sjctant chef at the club, an ounce bot-
tle, said to have contained arsenic but
w/ich was empty, was found. An ounce
of the drug contains 480 grains.

Crones disappeared on the night
of the banquet and had not been lo-
cezted tonight.

ments that cannot be successfully
cleaned at home.

When there are several daughters
in the family who have dance frocks
slippers, gloves and other dainty ac
cessories dear to the feminine hear
to be kept spotless, a knowlédge of th-
simple method of home cleaning will
prove invaluable.

But before I proceed further I want
to caution you about the danger of
using gasoljne in connection with "heat.
When gasoline is the cleansing medium
all garments must be out of doors, on
a baek porch or in a room where there
is no heat or light. All doors leading
to othér parts of the house must pe
closed.

Your home dry cleantg establish
nent should also be provided with 2
supply of bramn, ground rice, dry sal
nd cornmeal, as well as gasolire.
Prepare each article to be cleaned
vith the exception of gloves or slip:
pers, by removing allg grease ant
lust, A good brushing will usuall;
out dust, while grease can be re-
wved by laying heavy brown pape
r a blotter over the spot and runuing
a hot dron over it. The “shine” can
be romoved from wonsted _ma.teriuls
by sponging ‘it with ammona water
and pressing gently on the wrong
side.

Tor cleaning garments of worsted
materials use dry kitchen salt in this
manner. Crush ' the salt with a
rolling pin and run it
thru a fine wire sieve to
remove the lumps, Lay the garment
flat on a table, sprinkle it with salt,
and, using a piece of clean, white linen
folded into a pad, rub the salt well
into the fabric. Rub the goods only
one way, that is, with the nap, using
long, even strokes.

When every inch of the surface has
been cleaned with the salt remove it
with a stiff brush. If the hem or.any
other part of the garment still shows
signs of soil repeat the process. <4

The most delicate frocks can be
cleaned by the salt method, but lace
yokes, sashes and other accessories
shonld be ripped off and cleaned with
gasoline.

They should be gone over carefully
and every break or tear mended. Then
dip each article into a basin of gaso-
line, sousing it up and down for a
few -minutes, then squeeze it out.
Laces or Irish articles should never be
wrung out. Always handle them with
the greatest of care. Streaks of soil
can be removed by A scrubbing them
with a soft-bristled brush.

Delicately tinted evening gowns can
be cleaned without fear if the follow-
ing suggestions are, followed: Fill a
basin sufficiently full of gasoline to
immerse the ga.rmen't without having
to rumple it up. Souse it up and down
for several minutes, then spread it out
on a2 large table over which a clean
cloth has been spread., Have ready a
pad of clean linen, dip it into the gaso-
line, and go over the gown, rubbing

the right way. of the material. Kcep

che pad continually wet.
zown has beep thoroly gone over, dip
.t into the gasoline, and if necessary
use "a soft brush to remove the soil
about the hem. Squeeze the gown
gently and rinse in a basin containing
lean gasoline. Squeeze between the
jands and hang it in the air to dry.
Juring the process of drying pull the
frock carefully into shape, paying spe-
.1al .attention to the lace and ribbon.
Nhen it has hung in the air for two
jours press with a warm iron.

Gloves are easily cleaned, particular-
.y if you invest in one of the woeden
cleaning forms. Slip the glove over
ne form and then take a soft-bristl-
d brush and scrub it until every trace
£ soil has departed. If badly soiled,
ub the bristles of the brush over a
ake of pure ‘white soap, then dip in
‘asoline, and scrub the soiled gjpve
,igorously, When aech glove is thor-
siy cleaned rinse it in fresh gasoline
and hang in the air to dry.

Use this same method when clean-
ing satin or kid slippers.

When furs need cleaning use hot
bran or cornmeal. Heat the bran or
meal so that it can be eomfortably
borne to the touch and rub it well
into the fur. When the bran has cool -
ed repeat the process with a second
lot. Finally, brush the fur and shake
out the bran. and wipe the fur with
a damp cloth to remove the bran dust.

To have the best success with your
dry cleaning do it on a bright, sunny
day.

Pepper. Plants Need Care

President Wilson is willing to have

another term of office. He says so
himself. This will probably explain
many of his attitudes upon questions
of neutrality in the war, and his long-
suffering with the German barbarians
who sank the Lusitania. He quarsuled
with Mr. Bryan because he was too
warlike. He has quarreled with Mr.
Garrison because he is too peaceful.

In the presence of
a presidential election it is the last
thing Dr. Wilson would be explicit
about.

He is led to say things and
admit things and then once more to
acquiesce in things which had never
entered his mind and in which he does
not believe.

A Few Ungracious Spirits

There was
a time, not so very long ago his-
torically, when it was compulsory on
all good citizens after attending church
to turn out on Sunday and practice

A recruiting meeting is a war mea-
sure. If war measures be not observ-
ed and carried out we shall be defeat~
ed, and the parsons will have no
shrift given them for the observance
of Sunday or any other day, unless, in-
deed, they propose in the event of de-
‘feat, to set themselves up as allies of
the Germans and claim consideration
from the kaiser because they did their
best to obstruct efforts to obtain re-
cruits when the needs of the army
for more men were critical.

The churches as a whole have done
nobly in the work of recruiting and in
other ways, and the great majority of
the ministers and clergymen have been
all that men could be in inspiring their
congregations and setting the example
of patriotism and devotion which the
country might expect from the
churches at this time.

Impossible for Turks to Invade
Country, Says Canon
Gould.

GERMANS ON THE ALERT

Britain Must 'at All Costs Main-
tain Hold in Holy Mo-
hammedan Cities.

Canon Gould. who spent 13 years in
Syria and Arabla and the near east,
told the members of the Canadian Club

yvesterday that an immediate invasion
of Egypt was, by the Turks, impos-
sible, primarily because of the lack of
railway facilitles. .“The maximum
Turkish force. that could attack the
Suez Canal last year numbered not
more than 30,000, and, owing to the
lack of railroads, that number could
rot nave been more than doubled,” he
said. :

According to the speaker, it was
vital that Britain should maintain her
status in the east, because if Germany
could succeed in dominating the holy
Mahommedan cities she could domi-
nate the whole Mohammedan world.
QGermany, he declared, recognized: this,
and most of her proclamations were
worded so that they could be translat-
ed word for word into the Arabic lan-
grage and -distributed thruout the
Mchammedan world. He ibelieved this
was done to accomplish an eventual
supremacy of the kaiser over the sul-
tan, making the former the protector of
the holy cities of Medina and Mecca
and the Hejaj.

Germany already is in forcible con-
trol of the material and human forces
of Syria, and also of the Arabian pen-
insula, he said. Living conditions in
some of these wastes, he said, were
indescribable. Bven now, he said, Con-
swan.inople, of all' the cities in the
worid, was nearest to starvation and
famine. Great ¢rowds of locusts, men-
t'’cned in Bible history, continue to
swvwarm the country and eat every
growth above the ground.

Britain - has done more for Egypt
than will ever be realized, the speaker
said. The channels of justice have been
swept clean under British rules tho
wusurper and the despot have disappear-
ed. The reputation of the British in
the east, he said, was above that of
any other nation in the world. The
Arabs, the biggest liars on earth, swore
by the word of the British.

Motion Defeated on Unusual Vote
—Turniff Presses Free Wheat
Resolution.

OTTAWA, Feb. 14.—The house of
commons had two surprises at today's
sitting. One was in connection with
Mr. Nerthryp's resolution  respecting
divorce ,and the other was in connec-
tion with Mr. Turriff’s resolution ra-
specting free wheat. 2

Mr Northrup's resolution called up-
on ‘the government to take into con-
sideration at this session, with a view
40 reforminc the same, the procedur:
aunder which divorces are granted by
rarliament,.mwhich he declared to be
unsatisfactory and prohibitive to the
great mass of the peowle on account of
the unreasorable expense. .

Voted ‘Against Government.

It was much the same resolution
which the member for Iast Hastings
presented two years ago and he sup-
ported it with quite 2 convincing ai-
gument. The sentiment of the house
ceemed to be in favor of ihe resolu-
tion but the minister of justice speak-
ing for the government declined to ap-
prove the ¢ e. Thereupon Mr. Nor-
thrup divided the house. The reso-
lution was defeated, but eight Conser-
vatives voted against the government.
If the -Liberals had been united in its
gupport the resolution would have
carried. but all the Roman Catholic
‘members of the opposition voted im
the negative, and Messrs. Lemieux and
Marcil spoke ageinst it. . 3

ree Wheat Resolution.

Then, tho the hour was late. Mr.
Turriff insisted upon going on with
Lis resolution, declaring thet the duty
upon wheat should be removed, so ds
to give the Canadian wheat grower free
access ‘to the American market. Mr.
Turriff’s purpose was to state his case
before the delivery of the budget
speech tomorrow. -

Tomorrow will be occupied by the
kudget speech of Finance Minister
White, and the reply thereto by A. K.
Maclean of Halifax, who is the finan-
cial critic of the opposition.. Then the
tudget debate will be adjourned and
the debate on Mr. Turriff's free wheat
gesolution will be resumed on Wednes

«“Cumbersome and ldiotic.”

Mr., Northrup, in support of his reselu-
tion, said that the present parliamentary
procedure by which divorces were grant-
ed, was cumbersome, expensive and idi-
otic. He had brought the subject before
the house two years ago, and the prime
minister had admitted that.some reform
was necessary. No reform had been at-
tempted, however, except having three
or four members of the house come to
attend the sittings of senate diyorce com.-
mittee. .

Mr. Northrup said that if divorces were
wrong in principle they should not e
granted at all. As it was, wWe granted
them to the rich and denied them to the
poor. All the ecivilized countries in the
-world exicept Italy, Spain and Camnada,
had divorce courts.

Poor Man Handicapped.

Mr. Northrup said that we were ap-
pealing to young men to enlist to fight
for democracy. Yet if a rich man went
to the front, and during his absence his
wife proved unfaithful, he could.. come
back to Canada and get a divorce. But
the poor man, who haa no money, could
obtain no such relief. His attention had
heen calledto a case in Toronto where a
soldier had returned te find his home de-
stroyed. If that soldier came to Ottawa
seeking a divorce, no matter what evi-
dence he might have, he would be told to
“Get out of here; you have no money."”
If a Montreal millionaire who was an of -
ficer in the army came here to get a
divorce, he would be received with open
arms, not because he had any grea.er
grievance than the private, but because
he had more money to spend.

The sole head ot a family, or any mniale
over eighteen years oid, may homestead
a quar.er section of avahabie Dominion
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al-
berta. App:icant must appear in person
at the 'Domiwion Lands Agency or Sub-
Agency ior tae Diastrict. Ln.ay by proxy
may be made at any Dominion lands
Agency (out~not Sub-Agency) on certain
conditions.

Duties—Six months’ rcsidence upon and
culuvauon of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles 0. his homestead on a farm of
at least eighty acres, on certain coud-
uons.
