LETTERS OF INCORPORATION.

City oF TORONTO, COUNTY oF YORK, TO WIT:i—

We, Isabella Shaw, Amelia M. Cowan, Isabella H. Troutman,
Sarah Violet Spence, Sarah Meredith, Maria E. Crawford, Agnes Car-
lyle, Mary McDonell, Elizabeth Skinner and Susanna Blake, all of the
City of Toronto, in the County of York, all being persons of the full
age of twenty-one years, do declare as follows :—

1. That we desire and intend hereby to become incorporated under
the Act respecting Benevolent, Provident and other Societies, being
Chapter 172 of the Revised Statutes of Ontario, under the name and
for the purposes hereinunder set out.

2. The intended corporate name of the Society is “ The District
Union of Toronto of the Woman’s Christian Temperance Union.”

3. The objects of the Society are the centralization of the work of the
various Toronto Local Unions for the more effective carrying out of the
objects for which they were formed, namely, (1) To meet together for
prayer and conference, to educate public sentiment to the standard of
total abstinence, to train the young, love the inebriate, to secure the
complete extinction of the liquor traffic and to enter into any christian
work, to which the Lord may call. (2) Joint consultation and advice
on plans for more effective work. (3) Formation of new Unions in the
city where it may be deemed advisable.

4. The officers of this Union shall be the said Mrs. Mary McDonell,
President ; Mrs. Amelia M. Cowan, Vice-President ; Mrs. Troutman,
Corresponding Secretary ; Mrs. Sarah Violet Spence, Recording Secre-

tary ; Mrs. Crawford, Treasurer. These officers shall be elected by

ballot, after open pomination, at the Annual Meeting.  Presidents of
Local Unions shall be Vice-Presidents ex-officio of the District Union.

5. The successors of the said managing officers shall be appointed
by the majority of those present at the Annual Meeting of the Society.

6. The executive committee shall consist of the President, Vice-
Presidents, Secretaries, Treasurer, Secretaries of Local Unions and
Superintendents of Departments appointed by the District Unions, five

of whom, including the President and Corresponding Secretary, shall
form a quorum.

7. The Executive shall meet monthly. Funds for carrying on the
District work may be raised by any means determined by the Execu-
tive.

8, The Society may by a two-thirds vote pass such by-laws as are not
inconsistent with the Constitution and By-Laws hereunto annexed.

9. This Constitution may be amended at any Annual Meeting by a
two-thirds vote of the members present.

I have tried to make this a
personal matter with every white ribboner in Toronto whom I could
reach or influence ; have visited all but two of the Unions, either at
their regular meetings or on Social occasions—in some cases both—and
at every one of these have talked franchise work. If every one ofeven
five hundred members would secure forty signatures each, Toronto
could send in twenty thousand names, which is surely not too much to
expect of us.

Ruskin says: “If you do not wish for Christ’s Kingdom to come, do
not pray for it, but, if you do, you must do more than pray for it ; you
must work for it.” So it is with the woman’s ballot. If we believe it
to be the shortest way to Prohibition, we are verily guilty if we make no
effort to bring it about.

I have been told that if our women had the ballot they would not
use it against the saloon any better than the men do. Will any such
tell me how the women used their ballot in the Ontario Provincial
Plebiscite ? If they cannot, I can tell them the women’s vote was six
to one in favor of Prohibition ; that Toronto then gave a majority of
2,463 n favor of Prohibition, which in the last Plebiscite, when she had
had no voice, that majority was wiped out, and a majority given on the
other side.

well as our churches, and I would suggest that our Superintendents of
Sabbath Observance request that one of the Quarterly temperance days
be made a Sabbath Observance day instead, and also that pastors he
asked to preach at least one sermon each year on that subject, as well
as on Temperance. It is to be hoped the International Sabbath Scheol
Committee will arrange a lesson or two on Sabbath Observance an-
nually.

Several places in our city the Sabbath is openly violated by the selling
of fruit, candy and various kinds of drinks, in some cases tempting the
little child on its way to Sabbath School, to spend his or her collection
money, and we are morally certain that some hotels not only violate the
Sunday closing by-law, but sell to minors as well.

Yet our License Commissioners, before whom we appeared, tell us
thire is no other city of its size on the continent where the Sabbath
laws are better kept. We hope they are doing their duty faithfully, and
are not disposed to be fault finders, knowing how difficult a thing it is
to secure a conviction, but it grieves to know, or see, as some of us have,
these things going on in this goodly city. The Lord’s Day Alliance
have our sincere sympathy in their present effort to find out the powers
of the Provincial Legislature, as laid down in the Lord’s Day Act.

Our greatest discouragement is not because we have not good laws,
but because it is so difficult to enforce them. For example, our law
against selling cigarettes to boys under eighteen. We may see the boy
smoking them, but if he cannot be persuaded to tell where he bought
them, nothing can be done, as the law does not punish the boy, but the

one who sells to him.  And we greatly fear cigarette smoking is not on
the wane, but on the increase.

A still greater difficulty surrounds the selling of liquor to minors, or
on the Sabbath Day, as we found out a few months ago when we ap-
peared before the License Commissioners, and again before the Police
Commissioners, for, though you can prove that a boy is smoking a cig-
arette by seeing him, you cannot prove that a boy has been drinking
liquor unless you have yourself tasted it—in fact you must be a private
detective in order to catch and convict the law-breaker. = Satan takes
advantage of this difficulty, and as he is ever a law breaker, is continual-
ly violating the laws, both in secret and openly.

We sympathize with our sisters of the National W. C.T. U. in their
disappointment at the interpretation of the Anti-Canteen Act passed Jast
February by Attorney-General Griggs.

and the third the regular supply. The latter was “not in it” with the
others at all ; the second company appeared to have more spirit at first,
but, on the long march, were distanced by their Prohibition comrades,
showing that not only is liquor not required in hot countries, but that,
taken even in mederation, it is an injury. Let us hope and pray that,
not in Great Britain alone, but throughout the world, it may soon be
denied our soldier boys.

In some respects this has been the most remarkable year in our his
tory. Perhaps we needed something to rouse us this after-campaign
year, but from first to last it has been one of alternate anxiety and en-
couragement. We have received notice of our first bequest, and have
gone successfully through our first—and I trust our last—aw suit, while
from the beginning of the year, nay, before our last Annual Meeting,
the holder of the moitgage on our Headquarters building has been
pressing for his money. We replied that we could not accept his terms
unless one thousand dollars were thrown off the mortgage, as our ladies
all felt we had paid too much for the property, and we could not getup
enthusiasm sufficient to make a special effort.  To this he deigned no
reply, but some months afterwards, through a business deal with Mr.

Fletcher, he consented, and we succeeded, after considerable delay and
difficulty, in raising $6,000 on the property from the Real Estate Loan
Company, of Canada, Limited, and hope soon to get the business set-
tled. Our mortgage was. for $9,000 ; of this one thousand has been
thrown off ; we will owe Mr. Fletcher one thousand, and we must raise
the other thousand difference between the two mortgages by special ef-
fort. Of this nearly three hundred has already been donated, and we
raised $725, on a note, from the Standard Bank, at Parkdale, due in
four months time. Something must be done to pay this note in the
next few months, and we earnestly invite the hearty co-operation of ev-
ery white ribboner in Toronto to help us in this matter; and if every
one comes np faithfully to our help, another year or two will see us mas-
ters of this debt, instead of it being our master, as has been the case

We regret exceedingly having no Superintendent of Young People’s
Work the past year, our veteran Y's having their hands so full we could
get no Superintendent from their ranks ; but our new Y Unions are do-
ing good work, and we are hopeful of having that vacancy filled this
year from our Y ranks. Three other Superintendents were obliged to
resign during the year, but we hope the work in the Unions has not
suffered materially, and that the reports have been sent in to our Cor-
responding Secretary.

We hope our subscription list for the Woman’s Journal has greatly
increased the past year. If we are to keep in touch with our work and
workers, and become stimulated to greater zeal, by hearing what other
white ribboners have accomplished, we must take our W.C.T.U. organ
and read it carefully. There is no better way of equipping ourselves
for the work before us, and there is certainly no better way of equiping
our Journal for stil] greater usefulness. The Editress has had an up-hill
road ; let us help her to get it on an easier grade.

Your Officers have spent a very pleasant year together. Some of us
have been comparatively inexperienced, and the work loomed up very
heavily before us, but we have felt that we were indeed a sisterhood,
and that we had your sympathy in every difficult task.

We have held twenty-five meeting in all during the year—eleven reg-
ular meetings, four special meetings, and ten sub-Executive.

We would like to see these regular meetings better attended. Some
of our Unions have seldom been represented during the year, and one
or two not at all. As we need our Journal to keep us posted on our
outside work, so we need to attend our Executive meetings to keep in
touch with our city work, and no Union 1s doing its best that is not rep-
resented at our monthly meetings.

The membership, I regret to say is also behind last year. The im-
petus given us by the World’s Convention has accounted in part for it,
but still some of our Unions show an increased membership this year,
and why could not others have at least kept up their past record.

We hope your President of next year will not have a single fault to
find with you in this respect, but that you will gladden her heart by
coming up to the Convention of nineteen hundred, one thousand
strong.

‘The annual meeting of the Girl’s Shelter was held December 13th,
and though the weather was unfavorable, there was a fair attendance,
and an excellent meeting.

Early in January letters were sent to the various temperance organi-
zations, asking their co-operation in establishing a Temperance Hospital,
or a Temperance Ward in one of the existing Hospitals ; also to the
Canadian Temperance League, asking their assistance in giving prizes
to school children, and in securing a more thorough teaching of Scien-
tific Temperance in the Schools. The League did not see their way to
assist in establishing a Temperance Hospital or Ward, and did not
think we would be permitted to give prizes.

On January. 24th, the annual Headqurters High Tea was held in Elm
St. Methodist church, and was very successful in every way.

At the January District Meeting a resolution was passed, and for-
warded to the Editor, commending the action of Thke News in the stand
taken for the abolition of all illicit places where liquor is sold.
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On February 17th a School of Methods was conducted by Mrs
Rutherford, Dominion President. The attendance was very good, and
an increased interest shown on all lines of work.

About this time, circulars and forms were received from the Provin-
cial Superintendent, to be signed by both men and women favoring the
enfranchisement of women.

As this is Special work this year, the President and District Superinten-
dent visited all the Unions and urged upon them the necessity of dis-
tributing Franchise literature and making as thorough a canvass as pos-
sible for signatures.

April 20th, a deputation from the W. C. T. U. and other temperance
organizations waited upon the License Commissioners, asking for a bet
ter enforcement of the law relating to the “sale of liquor to minors,”
and that all obstructions be removed from the doors and windows of
bar-rooms. A little later the same deputation waited upon the Police
Commissioners, asking for the better enforcement of the same law, and
also that there be more harmony between the Police and License Com
missioners.

In May, letters were sent to Staff-Inspector Archibald, asking for
greater vigilance in the suppression of indecent posters.

As this is the 25th Anniversary year of the organization of the W. C.
T.U., it has been thought advisable to hold a Jubilee Meeting, and a
committee has been appointed to make arrangements, after consulting
with the local Unions.

The Corresponding Secretary has written 178 personal letters, 205
post-cards. Sent to local Unions 130 circular letters, and also sent out
65 Annual Reports.

Let us remember that
if we have compassion for others and love to Jesus, success will crown
our work. :

Bathurst Union.—The Mothers’ meeting re-opened November 16th
with five women present. The average attendance to the end of Feb-
ruary was 11, then the day of meeting was changed to Friday, and the
attendance ran up to 29. “Money paid in during the year by the women
has amounted to $18.62 ; expended $21.69. During the winter a con-
cert was given in aid of funds, but was not quite the success we had
hoped for. One step in advance of last year has been made in the
women having bought fifteen pairs of blankets, paying for them weekly ;
seventy yards of shaker flannel ; and print has been largely in demand ;
seventy-five yards of unbleached cotton has been disposed of. - All the
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mothers have been visited in their homes at least once during the win-
ter, and in cases of sickness more frequent visits have been made, and
flowers and delicacies have been given them. The Superintendent de-
sires to thank the ladies for gifts of clothing, and others for papers ; also
those who helped at the meetings, as well as some outsiders who ad-
dressed the women at different times.

Youman’s Union.—67 visits made, 12 prayer-meetings held, 352 arti-
cles of clothing distributed.

Western Union.—A great deal of house to house visiling, trying to
get fallen ones reclaimed, and holding service at Mothers’
meeting.  Mothers’ meetings in connection with this Union
were very successful during the past year. Meetings were opened in
December and closed on the 13th of July. Average attendance of
mothers, ten ; children, eight. Distributed one hundred and twenty-
seven garments, ten pairs boots, two pairs rubbers, eight pairs of stock-
ings, two quilts and one sheet. The mothers patched nine quilts, af-
terwards quilted them, and then they were their own. Meeting every
week on Thursday afternoon was opened by religious service, then sew-
ing, after which all were supplied with an inviting tea. The mothers
have been helped very much, both temporally and spiritually. These
meetings are a means of great blessing,

Willard Union.—As was decided upon last year, we have held a de-
votional meeting the first meeting in each month, November, a Bible
reading by Mrs. Chamberlain. January—-A meeting for mothers was
held in Broadway Tabernacle, the President in the chair, Opening
prayer was led by Mrs. Gregg, Crusade psalm read by Mrs. Chamber-
lain, with quotations taken from a bible reading given by Francis Wil-
lard. Mrs. Harvey gave us a most excellent address for mothers. It was
much enjoyed, and was no doubt profitable to all present. Mrs. Pease
gave a reading from Dr. Wood Allen Crusade Magazine, after which a
few remarks were made by the President. Then Mrs. Harvey closed
with prayer. February—Mrs. Gregg was to have given a Bible reading,
but owing to sickness was not able to be present. She sent a paper to
be read by Mrs. Wallace, subject, * Unused Talents.” March—A read-
ing by Mrs. Pease. April—A reading by Mrs. Moore. June—No
reading.

Gordon Union—Our meetings have been held regularly on the first
Monday of each month, being devoted to Bible reading and prayer.
They have been, we believe, a source of help and inspiration to those
present. We hope for increased interest in the future.

Central Y.— No Superintendent, but have one appointed for the !
coming year.

Central Union.—Reports the churches are doing the work, and they "
have decided to co-operate with them the coming year.

LEGISLATION AND PETITION,

The report of this branch of our work is very meagre, only three Un-
ions having done any work, viz., Northern, Youman’s and Creighton.

Northern sent letters to Sir Wilfrid Laurier and members of the
House of Commons for their district, 7¢ action to be taken on the Pleb-
iscite vote ; also one to Hon. F. Borden, Minister of Militia, 7e Canteen
system.

Creighton sent memorials to the House of Commons and a member
of the Dominion Government in December, 1898, 7 action to be taken
on the Plebiscite vote.

Nine Unions report Franchise Petitions in circulation.

The District Union held a committee meeting, with representatives
from other Temperance organizations last April to endeavor to secure
the better enforcement of the law 7e sale of liquor to minors, and also,
if possible, to obtain a by-law to remove blinds and other obstructions
from doors and windows of bar-rooms. After considerable discussion,
a sub committee was appointed to wait upon the License Commission-
ers and Police Commissioners, urging that action be taken regarding
these matters. So far as we know, there has not been anything done.

The District Union held two meetings in behalf of the Franchise
work which were well attended, and circular letters were sent to local
Unions suggesting methods for taking up the work, and urging earnest
effort to secure signatures.

FRANCHISE.

Being asked rather late in the year to take up the work of this de-
partment, we secured and distributed 125 blank forms for signatures,
among the local Unions.
~ A committee meeting of the District Sub-Executive and representa-
tives from the local Unions was held at Headquarters on March 7th.

The petition forms and Franchise suggestions contained in the Pro-
vincial Circular were discussed, and questions answered. Mrs. Stevens
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vead a very interesting paper on Woman’s Suffrage, prepared by Mrs.
McDonell.

An official letter was sent to each Union suggesting methods for tak-
ing up the work, and urging earnest effort to secure signatures.

Parkdale Union canvassed the women voters throughout their Dis-
trict for the temperance candidates in the civic elections, and tried to
get a woman to run for School Trustee, but failed. Intend trying again
this year. Have circulated the Franchise petitions, but as they are not
called in yet, we cannot report number of signatures.

Creighton reports haviag distributed 30 prohibition calendars, 1,000
Suffrage leaflets, and 18 forms for signatures.

Northern held one public meeting, addressed by Miss Wiggins and
Mr. J. L. Hughes, and discussed the question at a number of Union

meetings. Circulated 3,000 Suffrage leaflets and 20 forms for signa-
tures.

Bathurst, Eastern and Central Y.’s have also discussed the Franchise
for women at open meetings.

Nearly all the local Uunions have circulated the forms for signatures,
but as they are not called in we cannot report number of signatures.

SCIENTIFIC TEMPERANCE INSTRUCTION.

Your Superintendent begs leave to report that, during the past year,
out of the twenty Unions comprising Toronto District, only seven
deemed this department of sufficient importance to require the appoint-
ment of a Superintendent.

The District Superintendent, immediately after her appointment,
called a conference of the Superintendents or a representative from each

Union, to consider plans of work. Twenty-two invitations were sent
out, eleven members were present.

Another effort was put forth to try to arouse interest. A ‘“plan of
work ” for local Unions was drawn up and sent to each Union, urging
the appointment of a Superintendent where possible, or, at least, some
endeavor to be made by the Union to work up this department. The

result was that one formerly Superintendentless Union appoiuted a Sup-
erintendent.

At the close of the year, the Provincial circular, accompanied by a
personal letter, was sent to each of the twenty Unions, asking for a re-
port of anything whatever done in S. T. work.

[nstruction, as to be able intelligently and convincingly to demonstrate
that total abstinence is good for the body, as well as good for the soul.

WORK IN YOUNG PEOPLE’S SOCIETIES.

Northern Union reports visiting six societies, all of whom hold quar-
terly or half yearly temperance meetings.

Speakers were provided for Westminister Church, Bloor St. Baptist
and Central Methodist. St. Paul’s Methodist, Olivet Congregational
and Church of the Covenant Societies held a Union Meeting in St. Paul’s
Church when several addresses were given.

Willard Union has visited one Epworth League where they have a
temperance committee. They have promised to hold temperance meet-
ings and circulate the triple pledge.

Central Union visited the young peoples society in Elm St. Methodist
Church but gave no definite report of work.

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SABBATH OBSERVANCE.

The department of Sabbath Observance has been at a great disad-
vantage during the past year owing to the absence of your Superinten-
dent from the City the greater part of the time.

The principal work done has been in conjunction with the Lord’s
Day Alliance. Our Union has been represented at all their meetings,
and information was given whereby a druggist in the western part of the
City was fined ten dollars for selling on the Sabbath, and doubtless even
one example will be a warning to others.

A card was sent to each Local Superintendent, asking for report of
any special work done. Only three have responded, as follows :

Creighton requested all the ministers tn their district to preach a ser-
mon on Sabbath Observance ; also several cases of selling liquor on the
Sabbath Day were reported.

Parkdale.—Not done anything special.

Youman’s distributed two hundred pages of literature, and talked on
the observance of the Sabbath whenever there was an opportunity.

While we cannot report much progress in this department of work,
we do not think it was want of interest on the part of the Superinten-
dents, but simply because we were not able to get any definite work
planned, and they did not know just what to do.

We see great room for work in this department, and recognize the
terrible increase of Sabbath desecration since the advent of the Sunday
cars, and we must, as Christian Temperance workers, be true to our
own principles and resolutions, and, as far as we possibly can, especially
in our own homes, try to inculcate reverence for the Lord’s Day.

TEMPERANCE IN SUNDAY SCHOOLS.

As Superintendent of Sunday School Temperance Work, I long to
awaken our women to the necessity of increased faithfulness and zeal.
Our department is one of the most important, because it touches life in
the early dawn and under the spell of spiritual influences. If we had,
in the past years, been up to our duty on this line, would we have such
a state of things as exists to-day. We cannot serve the cause of tem-
perance better anywhere than among the children and young people of
our Sunday Schools.

There are burdens of ignorance, of inherited appetite and bad train-
ing, that must load down the lives of thousands of little ones that are
yearly entering this world of sin and sorrow. But when we remember
that in Ontario, as almost everywhere, the Government, in order to raise
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a revenuz and pander to the depraved appetites of some of its citizens,
permits and legalizes temptations that will surely destroy these weak
ones, we are impelled by the love of Christ to endeavor to guide their
steps into paths of safety. We are surely leaving part of our work un-
done if we are neglecting to see after temperance training in the Sun-

day Schools
The following Unions have reported as follows :

Northern reports that they feel encouraged with the progress made in
the Sabbath Schools under their supervision. ~Six of the schools teach
quarterly temperance lessons regularly. They have introduced the
pledge cards into two of the schools not hitherto using them, and have
obtained 55 signatures. During the year four special temperance ad-
dresses have been given by earnest Christian workers. In the different
schools 84 new signatures to the pledge have been obtained, making a
total of 313 pledged. This Union set apart one afternoon in discussing
the subject of Temperance in Sunday Schools. The Prov. Superinten-
dent gave a delightful talk. Three schools have placed temperance
books in the libraries.

Creighton reports temperance lessons taught and several addresses
given. Three schools have been presented with pledge rolls, another
uses pledge book and cards. They have been successful in having a
temperance Secretary appointed in this school, who is well qualified to
fill the position. They strongly approve of the pledge roll.

Deer Park reports visiting four schools, and all observe the quartetly
Temperance Sunday. In one a temperance Secretary has been ap-
pointed whose particular duty is to look after the programme for Tem-
perance Sunday, pledge signing, and all matters pertaining to the work,
and the plan has been very successful. Some have signed the pledge,
but no definite number given. About 50 temperance books are in the
libraries. In one of the schools a number of younz people distributed
literature, &c., in the Plebiscite campaign, and promises given to try
some plan to arouse more interest in the temperance cause. Another
School reports much interest taken in the work.

Bathurst Union reports six Sunday Schools visited, four of which
have pledge cards in active use, and are doing good work amongst their
young people on the temperance line. Two other schools have them,
but have not been alive on the subject, but have promised to become
S0.

Central Union.—Superintendent regorts having made 14 visits. 10
addresses have been delivered. Temperance books are in some of the
schools, and 10 schools have been visited by temperance workers, The
full number of pledged children has not been obtained.

Western Union reports 1 school had 15 signed the pledge, with one
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'emperance Sunday and an address given. The Superintendent has
been away from home, which accounts for this short report.

Parkdale.—In most of the schools the Temperance quarterly Sunday
is observed. In one school of over 8oo they are pledged on their hon-
or. Two temperance addresses given. The Sunday School Superin-
tendents do not know the number of Temperance books in libraries,
but the promise has been given for more to be secured. In nearly all
the schools temperance literature is subscribed for and temperance
principles taught.  One school had a special Temperance program and
three special sermons preached.

dressed seven meetings and gave out several pledge cards.
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Northern Union has distributed Narcotic literature, along with the
Scientific Temperance literature in the schools, also to Mothers’ meet-
ings, and has been co-operating with the S. Schools by meeting with the
teachers and discussing the subject and loaning beoks belonging to the
Union library. The Union has also been very energetic in securing
Temperance and Narcotic addresses to the S. Schools in that District.
Two of the teachers in the day schools have been interested in fighting
the cigarette habit.

Parkdale Union reports no special work, except that done by Mrs.
Ford, Superintendent of Scientific Temperance, who has faithfully
placed all the leaflets assigned to schools, many of them being anti-to-
bacco in sentiment.

Central Y.’s report a good year. Dr. Jenny Grey addressed the
young people in Emmanuel Baptist church, also the Young People’s
Society and S. School in Central Methodist church, Bloor St., on the
subject of Tobacco and Temperance.

Northern Y.—Although it is only a short year since they came into
existence have been most energetic in pushing along the work, espec-
ially along educational lines. At a social given by them and held in the
Baptist church, Bloor St., Mrs. Brownell gave a very fine talk on tobac-
co. At an open meeting, when their honorary members were present
Mrs. Watters’ circular was discussed, the questions and answers drawing
out much interesting discussion.

Vouman’s Union.—Distributed 100 leaflets against cigarette smoking
in Band of Hope.

Bascom Y.—Made a special effort to fortity the boys in their district
against the cigarette temptation.

Gordon Union circulated literature against the cigarette habit. Deer
Park Union has done much for this department through the Northern
Messenger and other leaflets.

While we have not heard from other Unions, we hope they have not
been idle, especially our Y.’s. We hope for much from them, for young
ladies can do more to make the tobacco habit unpopular than all our
other combined efforts

In the spring we visited the management of our lake vessels, with a
request to keep some part of the boats clear of tobacco smoke. The
result was partially successful. The manager of the Niagara Navigation
Co. promised to do his best, and caused posters to be placed in the
lower deck prohibiting smoking. We are very grateful for so much and
hope for greater concessions in the future,

Early in April your Superintendent convened a meeting of Narcotic
workers to meet Mrs. Watters. We had a fair attendance. Many
plans of work were discussed. Mrs. Watters expressed her intention to
make this coming year a crusade year in tobacco. Her plan was to
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circulate petitions for signatures, and petition the Dominion Govern-
ment to abolish the manufacture and sale of cigarettes. When the prop-
er time arrives to act, I trust every Union will be ready to fall in line.
In the meantime let us everyone do what we can to educate public sen-
timent.

Dr. Skinner is doing much to educate along this line with a class of
young men she has in charge on Elizabeth St. When she first took
charge nearly all of them used tobacco. Some of them chewed tobac-
co to such an extent that they were unfit for work, and suffered from
the disease known as tobacco heart. But there is a gradual change for
the better. Many have given up the habit, and some are trying to.

The Anti-tobacco League of Elizabeth St. school has this year reached
a membership of 197 boys. The evening meetings have heen attended
hy quite a number of the parents and friends of the members, who not
only enjoyed the essays, songs and recitations against the use of tobac-
co, but in some cases, we are pleased to report, profitted by them. A
little boy, a member, persuaded his grandfather, who had attended the
meeting, to discard his pipe; and a young man, at another of our
meetings, avowed his determination to give up tobacco. He was chew-
ing forty cents worth a week.

The thanks of the Superintendent are hereby tendered to Mrs. Sa-
vigney, Dr. E. L. Skinner and Dr. Mason, who by their interesting ad-
dresses contributed so much to the pleasure of all present.

Interest in this work is being awakened
in that neighborhood. They use one table, seating twelve girls.

The class in Sackville Mission Hall reports a very satisfactory sea”
son’s work, though the attendance was somewhat interfered with on ac
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count of sickness. This class us2s two tables, seating twenty-four
girls.

The Superintendent is glad to report that all the K. G. utensils at
present belonging to the W. C. T. U. in the city are being used, and
greater interest is heing manifested by both parents and children in

PARLOR MEETINGS.

This year our Unions have not held as many parlor meetings as last,
but those held have been very successful.

Central Union held two Reunions of old and new members, and at
these a very profitable hour was spent, and at the end they enjoyed a
“ five o’clock tea.” In March the ladies thought they would have an
Educational Franchise meeting and invite all the ladies of No. 3 Ward.
Not many responded, but our own members turned out well, and able
addresses were given. After a tea, and full talk on Franchise, they con-
gratulated themselves that a profitable afternoon was spent.

Creighton Union’s is brief, as only two socials were held, the first in
Trinity Methodist church, to which the public school teachers of their
district were invited, and although there were many counter attractions
for that evening, the attendance was good. The second was held at
the home of Mrs. Flynn, Bellevue Ave., on March 24th, which was in
every way a marked success. The white ribboners came from north,
south, east and west, and the spacious drawing-rooms of the worthy
hostess were crowded. An instructive and attractive programme was
rendered.

Gordon Union.—Mrs, Webster, the Superintendent, being ill, there
is not as full a report as would otherwise be, of this energetic Union.
On the third Monday of every month, at the close of Willing Workers’
meeting, the committee provide tea, and a pleasant and social time is
spent.  On the 23rd March an “ At Home ” was given by the Lytle
and Gordon Unions to the public school teachers of Ward 2. A dis-
cussion took place as to the best method of teaching temperance in the
schools. On May 1st, a tea was tendered to Mrs. Walker, our 1st Vice
President, on the occasion of her leaving for the old country. A very
pleasant time was spent. Mrs. Dr. Chamberlain gave an address on
“Prison Reform,” and Mrs. Nelillia gave an illustrated lecture in the
school room of All Saints’ church, and Mrs. Aikenhead gave an ad-
dress in Sherbourne St. church on Temperance. Mrs. Rutherford was
also present. On June 12th they had their closing tea. Mrs. Stevens,
our District President, was present and gave a pleasing and instructive
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address. We all felt better for meeting together, and parted trusting
we would have many pleasant reunions in the future.

Youman’s Union held no parlor meetings.

Eastern Union reports one very successful social at the residence of
Mrs. Dr. Gee, when they had a fine programme of music and speeches.

Central Y.’s held three parlor meetings, and one lecture by Dr.Stowe
Gullen.

Dovercourt Union.—This Union has had no parlor meetings, and
have given up meeting for the present,

Parkdale Union held three parlor meetings during the year, and one
public meeting in Parkdale church. The first meeting was held at the
home of Mrs. Garrett, Spencer Avenue, and was fairly well attended.
Reports were given by the delegates who attended the convention at
Ottawa. They were listened to with interest, and a discussion took
place in which several members took part. Rev. Mr. Rankin was pre-
sent and made some useful suggestions. The second was at the home
of Mrs. Welsh in January. The attraction was the presence of Mr. and
Mrs. J. J. Grabham. Mr. Graham was present to thank the ladies for
their support in electing him to the Council for No. 6 Ward. He said
he was aware the ladies’ influence was a great factor in his success. He
pledged himself again to do all in his power to further every good pro-
ject. Numerous questions were asked him, and a great deal of infor-
mation given. The third meeting was held in Parkdale Methodist
church, with only a fair attendance. Mrs. Rutherford gave a very inter-
esting address. The fourth and last was given in the home of (Rev.)
Mrs. Sing. Mrs. Bascom conducted a drill on Franchise. Several new
members were added to the Union at all the meetings. A collection
was taken up, which added to the funds for carrying on the work. But
the real object of these meetings is to secure new members.

Northern Union held two parlor meetings, the first in St. Paul’s
Methodist church, when the young people of St. Paul’s church and
the Church of the Covenant, the Olivet Congregational, held a com-
bined social, which we thought would help to make the young people
more interested in temperance work. The second was in the howme of
Mrs. Williamson, which was very well attended, considering so many
who would have been there were at the Oratorio. The musical pro-
gramme was very good, and Mrs. Rutherford gave a very fine address.

Northern Y.’s has held seven parlor meetings during the year. Three
of these have been open parlor meetings held in different churches. At
one of our church parlor meetings a debate on the Franchise, resulting
in victory for the enfranchisement of women was given by the members.

BAND OF HOPE.

At Xmas a beautiful box of literature was sent to Mr. Lackey,
our W.C.T.U. Missionary, and one of the members made two very
handsome scrap books, Five dollars worth of books were distrihuted
to the children at Xmas. Encouraging reports are received from ex-
members, who years ago belonged to the bands, saying they have never
tasted liquor nor used tobacco.

Central Union reports a band ot Hope numbering 4o.

Parkdale have one in connection with the Epiphany church, but ow-
ing to the illness of the President I have been unable to get the num-
ber pledged.

Bathurst have no Band of Hope owing to the fact that the Sons of
Temperance have a Band of Loyal Crusaders, numbering 200, meeting
in our room.

Youman’s report a Band of Hope, numbering 96, and doing good
work.

Your Superintendent, in closing her report, feels that this is the most
important line of our work, and hopes the different Unions may see

their way clear to do a great deal better work in this department during
the coming year.

Forster, was at her post every day,
from early morning until late in the evening, always ready with a kind
word, a smile or a helping hand, to cheer the workers, or welcome the
weary visitor to our bright, cheery, restful Tent, over which “The May-
or’s” flag floated, and in which Messrs. Gourley, Winter & Leeming
had placed, free of charge, one of their fine pianos—to each of whom
we wish to express our most stncere thanks for their kindness.

As our Roll book shows our visitors came from the north, east, south
and west, and it would fail me to tell you of all the kind and helpful
words spoken by them to us about our work. Let me quote a few :

A lady said, “ Well I call this tent work a true exemplification of the
“Chnistian ” part of your name.”

Another, “ This changes my opinion of the W.C.T.U. I thought all
you were seeking after was the money. This looks as if you thought
about souls too.”

The morning devotional meeting, for members, was generally a small
one, as the work in “the Building” demanded their presence there, but
we who were permitted to enjoy them, found them a season of blessing.

A meeting was held each afternoon, with one exception, when a
downpour of rain prevented an audience gathering to hear the talent
provided by the Union in charge.

These meetings, for the general public, although not always large,
seemed to be greatly appreciated by those who came.

If all the prayers offered in our Tent for the work and workers are
answered, we are on the eve of a great Pentecostal blessing.

If all the faithful words spoken have been safely treasured, we shall
find our hearts going out as never before to the drunkard and the drunk
ard maker with a longing desire for their conversion, and the coming of
the day when alcohol shall be banished from our fair land.

SCHOOL OF METHODS.

The Annual School of Methods of the District Union was held on
the afternoon and evening of February 17th, in Hall No. 1, the Tem-
ple Building, and proved the most successful in many ways of any we
have held, the attendance being larger, and discussions entered into
more freely. The following topics were taken up: *“Scientific Temper-
ance Instruction,” “ Duties of Officers and Superintendents,” “ White
Shield,” ¢ Literature Helps, and how to use them.” A feature of the
afternoon was a ““model union ” meeting, which was taken part in by
about twenty of the ladies. As this was the date of the heavenly birth.
day of our loved leader, part of the evening meeting was devoted to
“Lessons from the character and life of Frances E. Willard,” when ad-
dresses were given by Mrs. Hudson, Miss Winnifred Wilson and oth-
ers.  We were much indebted to Miss Brown, Miss Lelia Brownell and
Mrs. (Rev.) Patterson for beautifully rendered solos. The question box
brought out many points which proved most helpful.

As the Provincial President last January issued a circular in connec-
tion with this department, giving a suggestive program, and a number
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of Provincial Superintendents of departments had, in connection with
their circular, appended suggestive programs, I communicated with ev-
ery Union in order to find out to what extent these had heen made use
of. While 20 letters were sent out, 8 were received, from which I cull
the following :—

No Union had carriec cut the program suggested by Mrs. Thornley.

One Union, the Northern Y.’s partially carried out the program sug-
gested by two Superintendents. A Parliamentary drill was also con-
ducted for this Union by Mrs. Rutherford.

While the Northern Union did not carry out the suggested program,
they did devote at least one meeting to the consideration and thorough
discussion of every department taken up by their Union.

Gordon Union report a School of Methods one afternoon, a number
of ladies taking part, but failed to report the topics considered.

Parkdale Union devoted on~ evening to a drill on Franchise at a par-
lor meeting held at the residence of Mrs.Sing, which was much enjoyed
and they trust beneficial in teaching Parliamentary practice.

Bathurst Union held a School of Methods one afternoon, conducted
by Mrs. Rutherford. The topics considered were, “ Scientific Temper-
ance Instruction,” * Literature helps and how to use them,” * District
Visiting,” and the Question Box. Some choice music was provided,
and a number of friends who were not members of the Union were in
attendance. It proved a most profitable gathering.

Central Y, held a conference, to which the members of the other Y.
Unions in the city were invited. The topics considered were ** Juvenile
Work,” “ Literature Helps,” *‘ Purity,” Kitchen Garden,” * Flower Mis-
sion,” and a Question Box.

More of such conferences by our Y. Unions, where invitations are ex-
tended to the honorary members, would without doubt prove beneficial
to the work, and arouse interest among our young people.

The Central Union devoted one meeting to the consideration of each
of the departments, although they have not followed out the suggested
programs.

RESOLUTIONS.

1. We, the members of Toronto District W.C.T.U. assembled at our
Annual Meeting, desire to place on record our grateful thanks to Al
v mighty God for the widespread and steadily growing public sentiment
throughout Canada in favor of the entire prohibition of the liquor traf-
fic ; therefore, be it resolved, that we show our gratitude to Almighty
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God by diligently using every legitimate means to hasten the day when
Canada shall have a well-enforced Prohibitory Law.

2. Whereas, the Government of Canada has refused to introduce
prohibitory legislation, as expected by all temperance workers when the
results of the Plebiscite were made known, we hereby desire to express
ourselves as utterly dissatisfied with the results of the Parliamentary
consideration of the Plebiscite vote, and we believe the liquor traffic
should have been prohibited in every part of Canada, except the Pro-
vince of Quebec.

3. Whereas, we deplore the spirit of worldliness and pleasure which
is sweeping over our land, as evinced in many quarters by the disregard
of the sanctity of our Sabbath, the Lord’s Day ; be it resolved, that as a
ociety and as individuals, we re-affirm our determination to not only
ourselves “ Remember the Sabbath Day to keep it holy,” but to endeav-
or to help others to do likewise.

4. Whereas, the tobacco habit is largely on the increase in our fair
country, especially in the form of cigarette smoking among youths and
small boys, who seem to be able to procure them, notwithstanding the
law 7e sale to minors ; be it resolved, that we use every means in our
power tc stamp out the sale and use of the same, and that we make
special effort this coming year to enlighten young mothers as to the
danger of giving their infants narcotic drugs.

5. Believing that the importance of wholesome and nourishing food
as a factor in counteracting the desire for stimulants should be empha-
Sized ; therefore, we hail with sentiments of the deepest gratitude the
dignified attitude of the public press in dealing with the question of
Dowmestic Science ; we trust that the trend of public sentiment will re-
sult in working out into practical reality, scientific methods through
which a knowledge of food values may be imported to the home-makers
i every walk of life ; and in the meantime be it resolved, that we en-
list the interest and intelligent co operation of members interested in
this line of thought for the purpose of practical demonstrations in the
Mothers’ meetings connected with our local Unions.

6. Whereas, in mental, moral and education attainments, the average |
woman equals the average man in all that constitutes true and natural
citizenship, viz: intelligence, industry, love of home and loyalty to
country, the power to produce wealth, and to share in the burden of
general taxation ; in all these the average woman stands upon a common
platform with her brother, man ; and, whereas, unjust discrimination
prevents the women of this and other cities from sharing in the rights |
and duties of full citizenship which should be conferred irrespective of |
iex ; therefore, be it resolved, that in the interests of our homes and
country, we work more intelligently and zealously along every line for
the removal of this invidious distinction which bars the road to human
progress.

\
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And be it further resolved that we do all in our power to elect
women as representatives on the School Board ; therefore we earnestly
urge that this year this pledge be faithfully carried out, by early secur-
ing a candidate for each ward and notifying all the Unions of such selec-
tion.
Whereas, much dissatisfaction and confusion has risen this year
from the fact that in Circulars of Work among L.umbermen and Sab-
bath Observance, the Superintendents request local Unions to send
monies collected for these departments direct to tbe Provincial Trea-
surer, and County Treasurers are thereby ignored ; be it resolved, that
we, the members of Toronto District, W. C. T. U., respectfully request
Provincial Superintendents not to so order, but to recommend that all
monies collected be sent through the proper channels—from local Un-
ion to County, hence to Province—keeping the chain intact.

8. Resolved, that we impress upon our members the incansistency of
dealing with merchants who derive their profits from the sale of liquors,
as we are pledged to discourage the traffic in every way.

9. Resolved, that we, the members of Toronto District, W. C. T. U,
tender our hearty thanks to the Mayor and City Council for the use of
this beautiful room. We regret the opposition so recently made to our
request being granted, but believe that said oppositicn was not the re-
sult of unfriendliness towards our Society, but a differeuce of opinion

amongst the members of the Council.

TORONTO W. C. T. U. GIRLS’ SHELTER AND
HEADQUARTERS REPORT.

Surely, but swiftly and with almost lightning rapidity, have the months
followed each other, and another year, with its privileges and possibili-
ties of work for God and home, has passed silently into the great be-
yond, and we present to you the fourth annual Report of the Toronto
W.C.T.U. Girls’ Shelter : and while there may be lost opportunitics
registered against us, yet we are satisfied God is in the work, satisfied
too to await His own commendation. “Inasmuch as ye have done it
unto one of the least of these ye have done it unto me.”

With the time at our disposal, the “ Retrospect ” must be condensed.
The object and aim of the Shelter is still the same—a temporary home
for the homeless, until employment can be found ; a place of safety and
means of prevention from temptation and perhaps ruin.

One hundred and ninety-six have been taken in and cared for during
the year. Average time in the Shelter, 234 days. Denominations giv-
en: English Church 42, Methodists 42, Presbyterizn 19, Baptist 16,
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Roman Catholic 35, Salvation Army 17, Congregational 1, Church of
Christ 1. The majenity have been placed as domestic servants. In
cases where i* could be done, railway passes were secured and some
sent home or to friends.

Many of the girls when changing places are glad to have this home-
like resort, and pay a small amount while they remain—a charge of 20
cents a day being made.

At the request of Mr. Taylor, two deaf and dumb girls, wards of the
city, were kept during the summer holidays. Ours was the only Home
in the City suitable for these worse than orphan children.

In order that the Board meetings might be better attended, and
thereby a better and more correct knowledge of the needs and work of
teadquarters and Shelter be carried to the Unions through their rep
resentatives, the Secretary was instructed to have 300 post-cards printed,
and notify the members of the Board meetings. This was done, and
the results have been highly satisfactory. Twelve Board meetings have
been held, with an average attendance of 14. The House committee
bave held 14 meetings, besides several special ones for consultation and
advice.

And while there may have been times when we differed as to the
methods of procedurz, yet we feel confident the desired object was the
same, namely, the carrying on of our work successfully, an:i dealing
with the financial problem so as to reduce our indebtedness, if possible.

The annual meeting of the Shelter was held r3th December with a
fair attendance. The efforts of the committee were deserving of a larg-
er gathering, as were also the stirring addresses of Revs. Dr. Thomas
and C. O. Johnston. Apart from their words of sympathy and encour-
agement for this department of our work, their praise of the W. C.T.U.
and confidence in its future success would have inspired any W.C.T.U.
listener.

Another annual gathering was held 1st June, when the mite boxes
were opened. There was an exceptionally fine program. Addresses
were delivered by Miss Rogers, of the Y. W. C. A., Mxrs. Reed, of the
Salvation Army, and others. The kind and encouraging words from
these sister workers, although representing entirely different institutions,
were very helpful to the Committee and District officers. Mrs. Stevens,
District President, presided at these meetings, and refreshments were
served.

In March a deputation of ladies waited upon the Board of Control
and explained the good work done by the Shelter, aud asked for a larg-
er grant, with the very gratifying result that $150 has been added, and
this year we have received $350.

The agreement with the Surprise Soap Co. was renewed at the begin-
ning of the year, and with the little effort that has been made 7,464
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wrappers have been collected. The Company have been very generous
in paying for adver ising and postage.

The Secretary has written 112 letters and post-cards. Besides, a cir-
cular letter was sent to nearly 100 of the city ministers, asking for the
privilege of having our work presented to their congregations. Unfor-
tunately, we were late in the season, and other societies had secured a
like privilege. A few, generously open to us, and a few more promised.

Some sixty letters, kindly type-written by a friend, were sent to Un-
ions, fruit-growers and friends convenient to the city, asking for dona-
tions of fruit, vegetables, etc.

Thirty notices sent to the daily papers, and 200 invitations to the an-
nual meeting.

Three dozen large cards were printed, and are put up in the railway
slations, waiting rooms at the wharves, and other conspicuous places.

Six thousand Reports and circulars have also been printed and wide-
ly distributed to W.C.T.Unions, Kings’ Daughters, other Societies, and
many private individuals in the City and throughout the Dominion.

Mrs. Crawford stili occupies the position of matron, and is always
ready at the call of duty, striving to exert a Christian influence over the
girls, teaching them habits of cleanliness and economy, keeping in
touch with them after she has secured situations for them, visiting the
police cour*, meeting the trains at the union station, besides looking af-

ter many things that will naturally arise in an institution of this kind.
HEADQUARTERS,

We are very grateful to the District for the kind consideration nd
promptness in ratifying the recommendations of the Board.

Tenders were received some months ago for a new drain, and for
painting and fitting up the building, but we were advised to let it stand
as it is until the mortgage could be satisfactorily adjusted,or,if necessary,
a new one be given. Everything is in readiness, and the work can be
completed in a short time.

The annual re-union, better known as the High Tea, was held in
January and was pronounced more than a success, as far as the Tea was
concerned, and as in most cases of the kind, the expenses were a success
also.

A large board for the purpose of advertising Headquarters and the
work of the W.C,T.U. in the City, has been placed at the corner of
Yonge and Elm Sts.

For raising money, it was decided to try the old way of weekly or
monthly offerings, and some of the ladies have adopted it. Another
plan, that of getting each member to give $1.00, somewhat undermined
the former. Possibly the latter is the most feasible for our present ne
cessities.

(a) The President shall preside at the annual meeting and meeting
of Executive Committee, and may, through the Recording Secretary,
call special meetings of that Committee, when such are required ; visit
the Unicns in County or District, and organize new Local Unions.

At the close of the annual meeting she shall provide a printed or
written directory of each County or District and Local Union officer
and Superintendent.

A copy of this directory shall be sent to each Provincial, County or
District and Local President and Corresponding Secretary and Super-
intendent. She shall notify County or District Superintendents and
Committee of their appointment.

(d) The Recording Secretary shall keep a record of proceedings of
County or District Unions. She shall also be Secretary of the Execu-
tive Committee, and shall send to each member of the Committee
notice of its meetings.

At the first session of each annnal meeting, she shall read the minutes
of each session of the Executive Committee since the last annual meet-
ing. She shall also perform all other duties usual to the office.

(¢) The Treasurer shall keep accurate accounts of all receipts and
disoursements of money, and present a detailed account thereof at each
annual meeting.

She shall not pay any bills except on receipt of written order from the
President and Recerding Secretary.

She shall collect all unpaid county or district affiliation fees before
annual meeting, and endeavor_to secure contributions for County or
District Union work. She shall also forward to the Provincial Trea-
surer the yearly Provincial affiliation fees received from Local Unions.

(f) Superintendents of Departments shall avail themselves of all op-
portunities for the furtherance of practical work in their Departments, and
shall make known the same to Local Union Superintendents, from
whom they should secure, as far as possible, returns for County or Dis-
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trict Union reports, all necessary expense to he borne by the County
Union. These in turn shall be given to Provincial Superintendents,

from which they may make up complete reperts for Provincial Union. Any

It shall be the duty of the Corresponding Secretary to con-
duct the correspondence of the Union, and to report to the Correspon”
ing Secretary of the County or District Union yearly on receipt of blank
form (having first submitted her report to the Local Union), giving
such items of general interest as will enable said Secretary to judge cor-
rectly of the condition of the Union. She, with the Recording Secretary,
shall also prepare the report for the annual meeting of the Local Union.
They shall also in unorganized counties, prepare a condensed report for
the Provincial Convention, sending to the Provincial Corresponding
Secretary two weeks before the date of the Provincial meeting.  In small
Unions the work of the Secretaries may be done by the Recording Sec-
retary, if desirable.

RECORDING SECRETARY.

SEC. 4. It shall be the duty of the Recording Secretary to keep a
record of the proceedings of the Union, and notify members of
meetings.

TREASURER.

SEc. 5. It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to collect all member-
ship dues, and to devise means to increase the funds of the organiza-
tion. She shall receive and hold all money collected for the use of the
Union, keeping an exact book account, and making a monthly report
of the same. She shall pay no bills except on an order signed by the
President and the Recording Secretary. She shall forward regularly, in
organized counties, to the County or District Treasurer, the yearly fees
for the Provincial and County or District Unions.

If possible, mass-meetings
shall be held quarterly. The Executive and other committees shall meet
as often as may be deemz=d advisable.

QUORUM

SEC. 9. A quorum shall consist of such members as shall be present
at a regular or special meeting, due notice of such meeting being given
to the members.

DELEGATES TO PROVINCIAL CONVENTION.

SeEc. 1o. Delegates to the Provincial Union are reccived on the fol-
lowing basis :—One for each Union and one additional delegate for every
twenty paying members of each Union. The expenses of general officers
and Superintendents of Departments, for postage, stationery, etc., shall
be borne by the Union. Travelling expenses of delegates to annual
Convention shall, where at all practicable, be borne by the Union send-
ing those delegates.

CONSTITUTION.

Sec. 11. This Constitution may be altered or amended by a two-thirds !
vote at any Annual Meeting of the Provincial Union, notice having :
been given in writing of such change at the previous Annual Meeting of i
the Provincial Union.
