Death of America’s Foremost
Actor Makes Big Gap Not
Easily Filled.

LONDAON, August 31—The death of
Richard Mansfield is almost the sole topic
in the theatrical world in London. Prom-
inent actors and managers unite in paying
tribute to his generous worth, which they
declare has not been equalled since Booth
and Irving where in the heyday of their
careers. All the papers .follow the an-
nouncement of his death with long and
appreciative sketches of his struggles and
triumphs in both England and America.

“Send 97 Cents and Win a
Prize,” and Thousands Res-
ponded---Police Grab Swindler
as He Calls for Mail.

NIAGARA FALLS, Ont. Aug. 31—
(Special)~One of the most far-reaching
swindles ever operated in Canada came
to an end here last night by the capture
of the chief swindler and his outfit. For
a number of weeks people all over Can-
ada have been receiving letters from the
Rogers Manufacturing Company of Ni-
agara Falls stating: that the addressee
was the winner of a prize which would
be sent if ninety-seven cents were for-
warded for packing and postage. . Hun-
dreds of people were taken in and sent
their money. 2 .

Yor weeks letters have been arriving
at the post office here addressed to the
Rogers Manufacturing Company and the
Rogers Silver Company. No one called for
them for a long time. Last evening, how-
ever a short dark mmn emtered the office
and asked for mail addressed to the Rog-
ers Manufacturing Company. Detectives
were on the watch and after he had re-
ceived a big wad they stepped up and
requested the man to explain his scheme.
The man said his name was Jacques Er-
langer and produced a letter purporting
to be from a Philadelphia man named
Moore, instructing him to get the mail
and forward by express and also as to the
story he has to tell if any questions were
asked by the postal authorities.

The prisoner was found to have in his
pocket letters indicating'that he had been
in Montreal, New ¥ork, Philadelphia and
other cities. Prizes for which: people were
to send the money are stated fo be hand-
some pieces of silverware. At the post of-
fice, there are three or four bushels of let-
ters for the company. There are probab-

HOSPITAL FOR
TUBERCULOSIS

Building to be Erected on a
New Plan--Cost to be $15,-
000.

TORONTO, Aug. 20—A joint depmta-
tion, representing the city of London and
the county of Middlesex, waited on Mr.
Hanna, provincial secretary yesterday, to
ask government aid in the building of a
hospital near London for the treatment
of .tuberculosis. The building is expected
to cost $15,000, and the claim of aild is
based on the act of last session, pledging
assistance to .such institutions when ap-
proved by the government, whether built
by one or a union of municipalities.

It is possible that the counties of Elgin
and Oxford may join in the scheme also,
and in that event the proposition will be
enlarged. -

The plan is to erect an administration
building, eurrounded by bungalows, each
connected with the main building by a
covered way. These bungalows are esti-
mated to cost about $1.200 each.

This scheme .is different from the one
mostly in vogue at present, namely of hav-
ing only one large building, and is con-
sidered to be much the better plan,

OH1 IF THAT COMET

SHOULD EVER HIT
" THIS OLD EARTH

LONDON, Aug. 31—Mlle. G. Renaudet,
a noted writer on scientific subjects and
member of the Astronomical Scciety, who
has been observing the comet of 1907 from
the Juviay ‘Observatory in France, has
formed an opinion of what would happen
in the event that this comet, which is de-
scribed” as a great puff of wind, of fantas-
tic shape, about' 20,000,000 miles in'length,
should collide with the earth.

“In’ all probability,” ehe says, “the first
effect would be a diminution of oxygen in
the air. A cold terror would fall on the
earth, until the comet passed away.

“Then, with the diminution of nitrogen
and the increase of ovygen in the air, a
great reaction would be produced. The
whole of humanity would palpitate to the
beating of one heart and in the end the
brain would be attacked by oxygen. The
world would be transfixed into wild mad-
ness, and participate in the wildest extrav-
agances, ending in final exhaustion.

“But this will probably never happen.”

Nicely finished cupboards are provided
for the supply ‘of crockery, china, glass-
ware, etc., below which are compartments
for the necessary pots, pans, kettles, etc.
The supplies are provided for by a very
nice closet in which are two patent swing-
ing receptacles for flour and sugar, and
then there is a big refrigerator for meat,
fowls, ete. To the Times man Mise Bart-
lett said that some had the impression
that it was a cooking school, which was
erroneous. The cooking was merely a
branch of domestic science which she was
to teach. For this year she would be con-
fined to a short course of home nursing
and care of the home, besides the cooking.

A full course, Miss Bartlett said, would
embody, besides the subjects she is teache
ing this year, physiology, chemistry, bot-
any, sanitation, such as lighting, plumb-
ing of the home, care with foods, ete.
Sewing is also an important branch Miss
Bartlett says. Asked to what purpose
the cooking would be put, Miss Bartlett
said that there would not be a sufficient
quantity of any one thing made up to dis-
pose of.

MANUAL TRAINING SCHOOL

Tcls: germ that inoculated Kalamazoo
with “manualtrainingitis” was brought
here from Toledo by William -Charles
Skinner,. superintendent .of the University
Manual Training school of Toledo. Mr.
Skinner came here at ‘the invitation of
H. H. Everard, who was then president
of ‘the -Kalamazoo. board of  .education.
Mr. Skinner was a man who took a live-
ly 'interest in this branch of education
end his address had such an influence
upon -his_audience—it. consisted mostly of
school ‘teachers and business mén—that it
was decided to submit the propésition of
establishing a manual training school in
Kalamazoo to the voters at the anniial
meeting. e L
This step was taken not without some
hesitation on'the part of the board, but
@ petition from a number of the leading
merchants and largest taxpayers of the
city asking that the matter be left to the

»w_pegple, to_vote on settled the matter.

~On "June 5, 1809, the people voted in

‘favor of manual training by a vote of 265
to 160. But today there would scarcely
be & dissenting vote were this question
to be submitted again to the .people. The
sum of $4,000 was voted to establish the
work. :

That year the school board voted to
engage George 8. Waite, then of Toledo,
to superintend the new department. He
had three teachers under him and the
new department had two rooms in the
basement of:the high school,

HAD MONEY TO SPARE

From the ' very beginning the depart-
ment met with a kindly reception and was
immediately popular. Of course Rome was
-not built in a day -and the manual train-
ing department of the Kalamazoo public
schools of the present is much larger than
it was when first started. Still - though
1,100 pupils from the fifth, sixth, seventh
and eighth grades of "all of the schools of
the city took work in the department the
first year. And there were also some stu-
dents from the high school. But the mar-
velous thing about the first year's work
was the fact that the department was so
managed that after paying all of the in-
itial expenses, the salaries of the four
teachers and the materials used in the
work there was still a balance of nearly
$300 left from the original $4,000.

OTHER TOWNS INTERESTED.

8o successful was the work in this city
that other towns began sending delega-

_ tions and junkets here to inspect work

and  the teachers here were invited to
other cities to tell about the work, Grand
Rapids-was-among ‘the first to realize the
importance of this work afnd even attempt-
ed to secure Prof. Waite to establish the
work in their schools. Battle Creek was
also quick to imitate Kalamazoo and Prof.
Waite:mas<aetive im the.establishment of
manual training in both of these cities.
Other towns which adopted the work after
receiving the inspiration from Kalamazoo
ere Sagmaw, Ann- Harbor, Detroit, Grand
Rapids, Sault Ste Marie, Port Huron,
Cadillac, Albion, Hillsdale, Charlotte,
Hastings, Adriam, Lansing, Howell, Main-
{stee, : Marshall and Dowagiac, And e*ery-
one of these “owns owes its start in the
work to Kalamazoo.

One of the most interesting places to
“Wsit in Kalamazoo is the Manual Train-
ing School at the corner of Vine and
South West streets. It is time well spent
and peally a revelation to know what
children, just school children; can do with
e little instruction. Every one of them is
interested in the work and it also serves
lo quicken their interest in the rest of
the school }‘Hrriculum.

BOY' SAKE FURNITURE

The children begin manual. training in
thelfifth grades, and until they finish the
eighth grade the work is compulsory. The
boys start with the knife wdrk and the
girls with sewing, and they finish off with
shop work and cooking; and during the
last week the boys made furniture—good
furniture that would be a credit to Grand
Rapids—while the girls bake and cook in
& manner that rivals the skill of the most
experienced housewife.

The basement of the Manual Training
building is fitted up as a carpenter shop,
with lathes, benches, circular and band

saws and there is also a moulding room
where the patterns made by the boys are
made use of. A bunch of boys Comes in,
an entire class from one of the ward build-
ings, and taking off their coats they go
right to work as though they were being
paid for it. They handle their tools like
a lot of carpenters, and they are encour-
aged to display as much originality in
their work as they 'desire. And as soon
as they have completed a piece of work
they are allowed to take it home to dis-
play to their admiring parents—a thing
that pleases them immensely.

ODD MATERIALS.

And they do not confine themselves to
small pieces of furniture. Just now two
of the boys are at work on Morris chairs.
The material for one of these chairs is
taken from an old walnut bedstead that
has bzen long since discarded and consign-
ed to the attic while the other is being
evolved from an old-fashioned wooden
cradle. Another boy is venting his am-
bition on a tabourette that is really artis-
| tic, and - the design is original with him.

But shop work is not all the boys re-
ceive. ‘There are ‘also courses in mechan-
ical drawing and designing, where boys
are taught not only how to handle draw-
ing instruments, but they do consider-
able advanced work. Just now classes of
boys are engaged in designing a house)
every plan being an original one. |

FINE NEEDLE EXERCISES.

‘But the boys do not derive all the bene-
fits from this manual training. At the
same time the boys are receiving instruc-
tions in the manly art of handling car-
penter tools and the fine art of drawing,
the girls from the same grads go to an-
other room where they learn to use the
needle or to bake dainty dishes. The sew-
ing room is completely equipped with sew-
ing machines and all the paraphernalia
of the dressmaking shop, and.:besides
needlework, fancy and plain, there are
‘courses of instructiohs #n’ millinery and
lace making. Already a number of girls
are making their own graduating gowns.

FREE HAND DRAWING.

Then there is another department that is
very interesting. That is the free hand
drawing room where real art flourishes
unrestricted. But pupils do not confine
themselves to painting and drawing pic-
tures that are only to look at, for just
now several of the girls are at work on
artistic designs for pillows. These de-
signs are cut in stencils and then used to
stain the burlap pillow colors. The class
has also just complsted: covers for their
portfolios. in which ‘their year's work is
kept.

The students are urged to their best
by a system of exhibition. Their last
piece of work is mounted on a piece of
cardboard and this cannot be removed
until they have completed another to go
in ite place.

WEAVING AND SPINNING.

- Weaving, just like grandmother used to
do is also taught, there being a room on
the second floor given to this work. Spin-
ning wheels of the real old-fashioned kind
are used to spin the yarn that is used
to make the rugs.

On the third floor of the building is a
large museum where not only the work of
the local schools is exhibited but there are
also specimens of the work done in most
of the large universities of the country
and the high schools of the state. These
rooms are already crowded with samples
of work of different kinds and more are
being added every year, so that larger
quarters will eoon be needed.

EXTENDING SYSTEM.

When the new Portage street school is
opened next year there will be three
schools in which manual training is taught.
Besides the building on West street there

is a large manual training department at
the Woodward avenue school where the!
pupils from that echool and the Frank!
street and North West street buildings'
also receive instruction smilar to that giv-‘l
en in the first school. Four rooms have
also been designed for this work in the
Portage street, and the pupils from the
Lake street school will also receive in-!
struction there. Just now considzrable;
time is wasted by the pupils having to
leave their regular school work and walk
a long distance to take their manual train-
ing work. Now the buildings are so ar-

ranged that little time need be lost.

As the manual training department has,
grown, the faculty has also kept pace“
with the increase in numbers and where .
there were but four instructors there are!

now twelve with several assistants.

THE BYE-ELECTIONS ;

Opinion among 8t. John Conservatives
Is divided on the question of opposition
to Hon. Dr. Pugsley in the by-election.
fhe more militant members echo the
words of Mr. Fowler, and argue that it
would be a tacit acceptance by the con-
stituency of a bribe if the Conservatives
tailed to put up a candidate. They ask of
what use is it to have principles if they
o not stand for them at every oppor-
tunity. On the other hand, those who
do not favor a contest point out that

. there will be a general contest next year,

that in the meantime the government will
remain in power, and that it would not
be accepting a bribe but acting in the
best interests of the port of St, John to
permit, the minister of public works to be
returned without opposition. When the
general elections occur, the government
will not be able to concentrate its forces
18 in a by-election, and it is argued that
the party would be stronger then than if
it put up a fruitless fight at the present
time. It is eaid to be very doubtful,
moreover, if a strong candidate could be
secured, and therefore the result would
be all the more depressing.

To this the advocates of a contest reply
that not to fight would be regarded in the
tountry generally as a sign of weakness,
1nd would be made the most of by their
opponents.

One candidate is said to be ready to ac-
sept whatever fate the electors may mete
out to him, and it is expected that the
views of both sides will be set forth at a
convention to be held next week.

POLITICAL ESTIMATES

A forecast of the result'of the next fed-

eral elections is made by the Ottawa cor-|

respondent of the Toronto News, who pre-
dicts a gain, but not a victory for the
Conservatives. This writer argues that
Mr. Borden will make gains in the lower
provinces, and that in Ontario the Liber-
als will be worse beaten than in 1904,
while there will also be gains in the west;
but Quebec, he assumes, will remain as at
present.

Tt may be remarked in the first place
that there is no guarantee, and very lit-
tle likelihood that the government will do
as well in Quebec as in the last general
election. Mr. Borden and Quebec lead-
ers of his party assert that there are very
marked evidences of a change in sentiment
in that province.

The News correspondent takes it for
granted that Mr. Border will win in 1912,
and that he.will make very substantial
gains in 1908. For purposes of reference
his statement concerning the present re-
presentation may be quoted as' follows:

The News man thinks that at the next
election the opposition should gain at
least a couple of seats in Nova Scotia, and
two or three in New Brunswick, so that
the representation from the maritime
provinces would be 20 to 23 Liberals and
12 to 15 Conservatives. In Ontario he
would not be surprised to see the Con-
servatives carry 53 seats, compared with
33 for the Liberals. Of the thirty prairie
seats ten are new, and many are strongly
under government influence, and adding
to these British Columbia and the Yukon
Be would give the Liberals 20 seats and
the Conservatives 18. Or, making a rough
sotal estimate, assuming that Quebec
gtands 55 Liberals to 10 ‘Conservatives, as

130; Conservatives, 94 to 104;—or a Lib-
eral majority of 15 to 35.

The notable thing about this estimate
is that it admits Conservative gains in all
the English speaking provinces. If it
were anywhere near the mark, and Quebec
should do what the Conservatives claim it
will do for Mr. Borden, the case of the
government would be hopeless.

If this correspondent is anywhere near
the mark in making his estimate’ regard-
ing the English speaking provinces, it is
not surprising that Sir Wilfrid is giving
very serious attention to the reconstruc-
tion of his cabinet. Elections are prover-
bially uncertain, and a forecast this year
of what will occur next year may leave
many influential factors out of the count;
but it is none the less significant that the
correspondent of an independenf paper
finds evidence of a change of sentiment in
every province save one—and in all in the
same direction.

AN ONTARIO EXAMPLE

The Times told the other day what is
being done in British Columbia to over-
come the ravages of tuberculosis.

at Weston, through the generosity of H.
C. Hammond and Robert Mulholland,
who each donated $10,000 to build two
magnificent buildings for the treatment of
advanced cases.” : :
It is stated that the emiployes of a large
manufacturing concern gave Earl Grey a
hundred dollars for the ‘hospital, when his
excellency was on his way to the institu-
tion. In the course of his address Earl
Grey said:— ;
“] think I am not wrong in afsuming
that the proceedings here today have es-
'tablished conclusively that Canada is in
earnest in trying to sweep from the coun-
try the terrible white plague. It is an es-
tablished fact that consumption can be
removed, just as leprosy; it is a standing
shame and reproach to the government
and individuals that there is not more
care taken by the people of Canada to
protect themselves from the curse of con-
sumption. It is a labor of a Hercules to
try to arouse public interest in this
movement. I have been afforded today,
however, evidence of a epirit existing
among the workingmen of Canada which
convinces me that.lack of organization
stands in the way of the sweeping out of
the curse. I was able to tell the workmen
yonder that the man who had spent a
quarter out of his wages for such a cause
had given a kingly gift. When working-
men are setting an example of this char-
acter I hope you will not be slow to fol-
low it, for such hospitals as these are an
absolute necessity for the health of the
community at large.”

Ontario was
interested in the enlargement and exten-
sion and improvement of the canal sys-
tem, and therefore it was not inappro-
priate that the minister should be select-
ed from that province.

R. an important factor in the develop-
ment of trade between the Maritime
Provinces and the west. He was satis-
fied that the ful mana t
which characterized the hdministration
of Blair and Emmerson would be carried
on under Graham.

In regard to the department of public
works, he appreciated the honor which
was conferred upon him and also upon the
city and county of St. John as well as
New Brunswick by placing him at its
head. The department had to deal with
the great question of providing adequate
transportation facilities and the dredging
of harbors, building of wharves and simi-
lar undertakings, which made it one of
national importance.

While recognizing the arduous duties
of the office he hoped by close applica-
tion to work and a fair recognition of all
sections of the country to reasonably
satisfy public expectation.

CAR WORKS

Halifax Expects to Have First
Factory in Operation in Two
Weeks.

Trade Talks---Civil Engineering.

Engineering has been defined as the
science and art of utilizing the forces and
materials of nature.

How to Take Care of Veils.

g= = BY DOROTHY DALE.

If veils were rolled or even folded when
not in’ use the time of life of these flimy
dress accessories would not only be pro-
longed, but they would be free {rom
wrinkles and creases that make them &o
unattractive after being worn four or five
times. lIncidentally, both lace and net
veils would keep their shape and would
not shrink in width if cared for properly.

As to the best way to put the veils
away, rolling them is the simplest and
most satisfactory. To successfully do this,
get an ordinary rolling ‘' pin, cover it
smoothly with wadding, and then with
silk, or satin, and attach a bow with longz
loops to the end opposite the handle.

When the veils are taken off they are
rolled around the pin and pinned on, and
they will preserve their freshness much
longer in this way than if merely crowded
into a drawer.

Should this method not be approved of,
a dainty little case that can be utilized
either for veils or the filmy, invisible hair
nets that many women wear to keep their
hair in good condition, may be made from
three-quarters of a yard of satin cotton
waddng and a soft silk lining,

‘lake a piecce of satin twenty-two inches

-1long and ten inches wide, and on it place

a piece of cotton wadding of the same
size, and a lining of China silk. This cot-
ton wadding may be sprinkled with sachet.
‘Turn in the edges and hem neatly around.
Or the wadding may be placed between
the eatin and the lining and the three
sides sewn on the machine. Turn and fin-
ish the end in a blind eeam.

Now turn the ends down tiHl two eight-
inch pockets are made. If desired, the
case may be bound with wide silk ribbon
on the edges. When a case of this sort
is used for nete, wind each net separately
on a postcard and slip them in the pock-
ets. If the case is intended for a gift,
these carde may be covered with silk, but
as a rule-the plain cards will give the most
satisfaction. Nets kept in this manner
will not show a trace of wear for a long
time after they are bought.

For veils, however, the case should be
wider than for nets, about eighteen inch-
es, keeping the other dimensions the same.
Then roll pasteboard of suitable size into
cylinders and tie them with eilk. They
chould be an inch in diameter and just
long enough to slip easily into the pockets.
The veils should be wound smoothly on
these rolls and put away in the scented
case each time they are taken off.

A Porch Sewing Bag and a Useful Box.

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Those young men who bewail the “lim-
ited opportunities” of these trust-ridden
days may well read the romance of the
“rag men’” as are derifively called those
who gather up the refuse of a city, the
tin cans from the dump, the old rubbers,
rags and iron. Yet exponents of this des-
pised barter in worncut goods are doing
business—many of them in the great
cities—to the tune of over a million
yearly. As a matter of record, one ware-
house in Chicago, which deals in nothing
but scrap iron, did a business last year of
over two and a half millions—forty per
cent of which was clear profit. Not such
a despicable business after all, eh? Still
It serves as a needed illustration that no
matter how humble a trade may be, the
geniys of the modern age can soon put it
on the highest level of profit and import-
ance.

The scrap iron business is being im-
mensely stimulated by the substitution
of electricity for steam on railroads, as
well as by the heavy demands for iron.
In the great warehouses. everything from
a bent nail to a wornout locomotive goes
to the sheers. and is cut up. placed in jts
proper bin and shipped off to the foun-
dries for re-smelting. There are likewise
millions made every year in other old met-
als such as copper, zinc, lead, tin. pewter
and brass. Through a process of detinning
the old tin cans on the dump. which
were popularly sunposed to furnish diet

Anyone who has undertaken to furnish
a house recognizes the fact that correct
curtains are a most essential part in the
outfitting of a room. The curtains for
both doors and windows should be well
made, well chosen, and well hung. A
weil chozen material means one of qual-
ity and color which shall be entirely
suitable to the other furnishings of the
room in which the curtains will hang.
Neatness in execution and accuracy of
measurement are required in cutting and
putting together and a proper adjustment
of hems, placing of the rod, etc., are of
equal importance to the finished effect as
either of the first two requirements.
The first consideration in the draping of
a window is the kind of shades to be em-
ployed. Of course, these should show: the
same color on the street side at all win-
dows. If the exterior trim of a house
makes a light color necessary for the
street side of the shade, a pale ivory may
be selected. The reverse side should
match in color the dominating tone of the
wall paper or draperies. An advantage of
these two color shades is that they may
be had in any desired color. Then, too.
their use does away with the extra roller
which must be used for double shades,

The bay window is usually difficult to
drape, and is 2 stumbling block for the
home decorator. Suppose there is an east-
ern exposure and three windows, which
extend to form a built-in window eeat.

Next to -iron, comes the cotton and
woolen rag trading. The bulk of the best
supplies comes from manufacturers of
shirts, overalls and tailors and carpet deal-
ers. White cotton rags for roofing paper,
shoddy clothes, ‘etc. Woolen rags, accord-
ing to the seventy odd classes made by
the dealers, go to be worked into worsteds
and cassimeres. Carpet scraps and waste
paper go back to their respective factories
to be made anew.

Next in importance comes old rubber—
for the United States is using over fifty
million dollars worth per annum, the de-
mand being stimulated by the growth of
the automobile and electrical business.
The United States sells and buys back in
new shapes about ten million of this worn-
out rubber yearly.

Then with old shoes—for the -eighty
million persons in the United States in-
vest in new footwear at least once in
every four months. Outside of the small
percentage that is fixed up in the soles
and general appearances and sold to poor
people. millions of dollars worth of leather
comes back to the public as chair and di-
van coverings, pockethooks, suit, cases, ete.

The Importance of .Correct Curtaining.

be set as close to the top against the win-
dow jamb as the shade will-ailow, and on
this_are run, by a casing at the top, cur-
tains Of fine mesh ecru net showing a
small figure at regular intervals, the cur-
tains being finished with a three-inch hem
and hanging in soft folds to the sill.

These should be of very thin
quality and run on small brass rods, the
curtains reaching but to the sill. The tap-
estry over draperies show a mingling of
leaf green, brown and greenish blue on
a yellowish ground, the lining being
of dull blue satinztte.

Corn Soup—The proportions for this
are: One pint of corn pulp, one pint of
white sauce, a slice of onion, salt and
pepper. Score each row of kernels with
a sharp knife and press out the pulp;
then cook the ears in a little cold water,
and add this water, well reduced, to the
pulp; let simmer ten minutes, then pass
through the sieve into the sauce; add
milk or stock, salt and pepper. Canned
corn may be used if fresh corn is not at
hand.

Mock Opysters.—Beat very thick the
yolks of three eggs, cut down half a
dozen ears of boiled corn, eeason it with
pepper and salt, mix it with the yolks
and a tablespoon and a half of flour,
Whisk the whites of the eggs to a stiff
froth, and stir them in with the corn and
yolks. Put a dessertspoonful at a time
in a pan of hot butter and fry to a light
brown on both sides.

Succotash.—Wash, scrape and score in
quarter-inch slices a fourth of a pound
of salt pork. Cover with boiling water
and let simmer five or six hours, or until
nearly tender. Add a pint of freshly
shelled lima beans and more water if
needed. When the beans become tender,
add a pint of eweet-corn pulp. Cook
"about fifteen minutes, and add two table-
spoonfuls of butter, or a little sweet
cream and salt, if needed. Pour the suc-
cotash into the serving dish, slice the
pork and serve at once. This dish is
very good if prepared with dried beans
and canned corn. If dried vegetables be
used, let them soak in cold water over
night. To remove the pulp without the
hull, cut down the centre of each row
of kernels with a sharp knife, then with
the back of the knife press out the pulp,
leaving the hull on the cob. As a change,
add a cupful of reduced tomato pulp, sea-
soning accordingly.

Green Corn and Tomatoes.—Cut comn
from young ears to make one cupful; add
to four eggs beaten slightly with half a
teaspoonful of salt, a dash of paprika, a
few drops of onion juice and a cup and
a quarter of milk.

Frocks for Young Girls. !

The illustrations show three practicall
and effective designs for young girls’
frocks, the models being recommended as
suitable for various materials. - At this
season of the year it is often necessary to
plan and have made a complete outfit for
school girls who are leaving home for
boarding school.

in designing frocks for school girls, and
the most exclusive models show a prefer-
ence for even' the simplest of handwork,
rather than more elaborate applied trim-
mings and laces. For everyday wear frocks
of linen, silk, or light-weight cloth are in
most cases made with detachable guimps
of fine embroidery, batiste or lace, many
of these frocks being made very simply
and trimmed only with little bands or
strappings and small buttons.

Gown for young girl.
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In a modest little brick structure under
the shadow of the monster pension Build-
ing at Washington is located the nerve
centre of the organized labor movement
in the Cnited States and Uncle Sam’s
new possessions. In these quarters, which
are nons too commodious for the strenu
ous activities carried on thereifi, an execu-
tive staff of upward of thre dozen men
and women keeps in close touch with an
army of two millions artisans in every
State and Territory in the Union. This
beehive is the national headquarters of
the American Federation of Labor, that
great central body that exercises jurisdic-
tion over the local workingmen’s organi-
zations from one end of the country to
the other.

To appreciate the significance of the
work carried on at this place it is neces-
sary to know something of the American
Federation of Labor and its remarkable
growth. The first move towards the volun-
tary organization of labor in America
was made early in the nineteenth century
but it gained almost no headway until a
score of years later. The earliest known
trade union composed of journeymen' was
the New York Society of Journeymen
Shipwrights, which was legally incorparat-
ed in 1803. Unions of tailors and carpen-
ters were organized in the metropolis in
1806 and a union of hatters came into ex-
istence in 1819.
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: The first crusade on the part of organ-
ized labor was for a 10-hour workday. In
fthe spring of 1840 President Van Buren
issued a proclamation establishing the
ten-hour day on all government work but
it was several years later ere anything
approaching a complzte victory was won
in the private establishments of the coun-
try. The year 1851 saw another important
advance in the labor movement, namely
the formation of the first national union
by the banding together of various local
organizations. The printers were the pio-
neers in this progressive step and were
shortly followed by the iron moulders. For
some years these two classes of artisans
were - alone in their advanced position
but with the Civil War and its significant
proclamation abolishing slavery a spur
was given to the cause of organized labor
and in 1864 the National Cigarmakers’
Union was formed. The Bricklayers’ and
Masons International Union came into ex-
istence soon after and before many
months had elapsed several other classes
of toilers had taken the decisive step of
formulating national bodies.

The great panic of 1873 gave something
of a setback to organized labor for the
reason that with the shutting down of
manufactories and the suspension of work
generally many toilers were unable to pay
their dues and in eome instances local
unions- were compalled to disband -for
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lack of funds. With the advent of some-
what better times organized labor gradual-
ly took a new lease of life and there 'was
nurtured that spirit of expansion which
led up to the organization of the Ameri-
can Federation of Labor in the year 1881.

In discussing the matter the other day
President Samuel Gompers, head of the
American Faderation of Labor and the
most powerful labor leader in the world,
pointed out that the development of trades
unionism in this country may be classified,
broadly speaking, in three successive pe-
riods. The first of these intervals saw
the rise of the local unions of various
kinds; the eecond period was character-
ized by the inception of the idea of the

national union; and finally the third era
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in which we are now living has witnessed
the amalgamation of these national unions
into the all-powerful federated body. By
this amalgamation and centralization of
power the American working class2s have
put themselves in a position to hold their
own with those immense aggregations of
capital—the “trusts” of the industrial and
commercial world.

The American Federation of Labor
was not the first vast federated body to
be projected. As early as 1866 there was
in the field a delegate body known as the
National Labor Union and this was fol-
lowed by a long succession of other simil-
ar organizations both secret and open.
Most of them, however, made the mistake
of seeking a remedy for existing ills
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through political means, some even going
so far as to nominate candidates for
president and this is believed to have con-
tributed in no small degree to the un-
timely fate which overtook most of them.

The Federation which now enrolls
through its affiliated unions more than
three-fourths of all the organized work-
ers under the Stars and Stripes came in-
to existence literally as the result of a
“long felt want”” for the more progressive
labor bodies felt sorely the need of some
more perfect system of organization. The
meeting at which the longscught project
definitely took shape was held in Pitts-

262,000 workers. How this army has
grown in little more than a quarter of a
century to the enotmous enrollment of
27,000 unions having more than 2,000,000
members is as much of a romance a8 can
be conveyed by dry figures.

The great growth of this remarkable
body has occurred during the present cen-
tury. As late as the year 1899 there was
a total membership of only 350,000 work-
ers, but from that time the census figures
of the organization went up by leaps and
bounds. In 1900 the membership was
more than half a million and by the close
of 1903 fully one and one-half million

|| toilers were enrolled under the banner of

the organization. During the past few
years as high as two hundred applications
have been received in a single month for
charters for new unions. These applica-
tions, it should be explained, came from
unions which had no national or interna-
tional affiliations and represented entirely
new growth.

There are a number of different kinds
of units in the mosaic of organized labor
which has its headquarters at the capital
of the nation. Primarily the American
Federation is made up of constituent and
representative bodies. In the former
class are included federal labor wunions,
independent local unions, national unions
and international unions. The representg-
tive bodieés, on the other hand, consist of
central labor unions and state branches.
The federal labor unions are societies con-
sisting of wage earners working at- differ-
ent trades and mixed unions of this kind
are only established in localities where
there are'not enough workers engaged at
the sevemal trades to form eeparate epec-
ialized unjons. Independent local unions
are also bodies directly affiliated with the
Federation, but this state of things can
continue only 8o long as there are too few
unions of the givem trade to permit the
formation of a national wnion of that
trade.

Most important of the wheels within
wheels of this ecomplex organization are
the national or international unions, each
of which is composed of a number of local
unions, ranging from less than a ecore to
many hundreds of such bodies, whose
members all belong to the same trade.
The central labor unions are representa-
tive bodies made up of delegates from the
local unions and central labor unions in
a given state of the union.

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One line of accomplishment in which
the United States Government has gone
ahead mightily in recent years is in the
help that has been rendered to the cause
of labor. Moreover the aid that has been
given to the working classes of the coun-
try has mot by .any means been confined
to those conspicuous services with which
the public is familiar such as the settle-
ment of the anthracite coal strike, the en-
forcement of the eight-hour day on gov-
ernment work and the establishment of
labor’s own branch of the public service,
—the Department of Commerce and La-
bor.

Uncle Sam stands ready, of course, to
step into the breach whenever occasion
demands in an effort to secure a “square
deal” and living wages for the toiling
masses but even when there are no clouds
on the horizon of the relations between
capital and labor this paternal govern-
ment is busily engaged with the problem
of promoting the welfarc of those who
labor with hands or brain. A number of
different branches of the government are
contributing to this policy but in the main
the work devolves upon the Bureau of
Tabor at Washington which is, in effect,
the labor division of the Department of
Commerce and Labor. :

Newspaper readers hear of the Bureau
of Labor when its head, the Commission-
er of Labor steps in and attempts to ar-
bitrate some strike or threatend strike,
as for instance the recent difficulties of
the telegraphers of the country, but there
is not one citizen in a thousand who has
any idea of the scope of the every day
work_of the Bureau in acquiring and dif-
fusing useful information on subjects con-
nected with labor in the most general and
most comprehensive sense of that word.

By means of an energetic “field force”
and a capable corps of experts in the
home office at Washington this branch of
the government. is continually investigat-
ing in all parts of the country such sub-
jects as the relations of capital and labor,

the hours of labor, the earnings
of laboring man and women a nd
other similarly fruitful topics. What

is more, this public institution is continu-
ally striving to promote the matern?l. 80-
cial, intellectual and moral prosperity of

. the workers. Of course, these government

scouts in the labor field cannot work in
e rut. Indeed the force is so mobile and
the individual workers so versatile that
when a serious dispute arises between em-
ployers and employees or there is a con-
troversy such as that some time ago re-
garding conditions in the meat packing in-
dustry all other-work at the Bureau can

o

be dropped and all hands concentrate
their attention upon’ the causes and facts
of the crisis of the moment.

The late Senator Iloar of Massachu-
setts is perhaps entitled to be considered
the father of the movement to have Uncle
Sam systematically aid the cause of labor.
It was in 1871 that Mr. Hoar, then a
member of the U. S. House of Represent-
atives, introduced a bill providing for
the appointment of a commission to study
the subject of wages and hours of labor
and the division of profits between labor
and capital in the United States. The
bill . did not pass but the ball had been
started rolling and finally after much agit-

ation Congress in 1884 made provision for

. g s e S S

a Bureau of Labor as a part of the in-
terior department. When the Department
of Commerce and Labor was organized in
1993 the Bureau of Labor was taken under
its wing as one of its principal branches.

Congress has conferred pretty broad
powers upon the Commissioner of Labor.
He can undertake at his discretion any in-
vestigation which in his judgment relates
to the welfare of the working people of
the country and he can employ in -this
quest for information all the means at
his disposal and the corps of statistical
experts, special agents, clerks, ete., car-
ried on the payroll of the Bureau of La-
bor. - Uncle. Sam’s labor . commissioner
may, if he choose simply make a report
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to Congress once a year on his investiga-
tions but of late years special reports have
been issued monthly or even oftener and
on a number of occasions the President
has called upon the Commissioner of La-
bor to make special inquiry in some field
and communicate his findings as quickly
as possible.

The Bureau of Labor is in reality a
great ‘‘intelligence office” that pours out
information through four different chan-
nels. The first of these is made up of the
results of original investigations ccnduct-
ed by the Bureau or its agents and ex-
perts. Secondly the Labor Bureau gives
the whole country a digest of State labor
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the general public many maters relating
to conditions in. the different States of
the Union that might not otherwise be-
come matters of common knowledge.
Thirdly this bureau of labor information
reviews exhaustively for the benefit of its
millions of American clients the labor and
statistical documents of all foreign coun-
tries and when anything is discovered
that has a bearing on labor interests in
Yankeedom it is promptly brought to the
attention of the people concerned. Fourth-
ly, the Bureau fulfils its function as pub-
lic servitor by publishing and sending
broadcast all new laws that are passed af-
fecting the interests of the working- peo-

reports thus bringing to the attention of
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ple. No matter whether a law be passed

tional headquarters ~are systematized
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would probably sutprise many a -man of
affairs who thin¥s that -¥8s own offi€e
methods represent the maximum of econ-
omy and perfection.

Upon entering the national labor head-
quarters the visitor finds upon his left
the offices of the president and Frank
Morrison, the secretary of this far-reach-
ing organization, -together with the work-
rooms of their private secretaries and
personal stenographers. President : Gom-
pers has as his private office a big Toomy"
apartment—so large indeed that it can be
used also for the periodical meetings of
the advisory council or board of directors
of the Federation.

Across the hall from the private offices
of the Federation officials is the library
which contains what is probably the
greatest collection of books extant rela-
tive to labor and kindred subjects. Ad-
joining this is the file room where in
close-set tiers of vertical file cabinets are
kept the voluminous records of the thou--

tions connected with this central body.:
The archives are so indexed that any de--
sired information can be secured almost
at a moment’s notice and this is frequent-
ly of great importance when the officials
of the Federation are deliberating upon
some important labor move that requires
quick action but full knowledge of the
facts. / :

At the rear of the building is the cor-
respondence division of the labor head-
quarters where a corps of thirty steno-
graphers are constantly kept busy send-
ing out letters bearing upon routine mat-
ters and the “missionary’ work which the
generals in eommand :of -the- labor army”
keep up from one end of the year to the.
other. In the basement of the building
is the mailing room where half a dozen
young men are engaged in getting out the
innumerable pamphlets, circulars, labels
and other forms of printed matter dis-
patched from this fountain head of labor
literature. Hundreds of tons of literature
are sent out from this office each year
and undoubtedly this campaign of educa-
tion has helped organized labor to manyg’
of its victories. r

Another important line of work carried
on at labor headquarters is the editing,
proof-reading and mailing of the Federa-
tionist, the monthly bulletin of the or-
ganization. President Gompers prepares
most of the articles which appear in. this
periodical. It costs something like a quar-
ter of a million dollare per year to main-
tain this great labor headquarters in the
city on the Potomac and this sum is
raised by a system of dues levied on la-
bor organizations throughout the country
or indirectly upon the workers themsel-
ves. Each individual pays only a few
cents per year and time has proven that
for the average toiler it is a splendid in-
vestment. i

Uncle farm us Do
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by the national Congress or by the legis-
lature in some one of our two score States
is no sooner on the statute books than
the Labor Bureau sends the tidings to
the toilers who will be affected. Finally
therg is a similar system for the distribu-
tion of news relative to court decisions in-
terpreting labor laws or other happenings
affecting the relations of employer and em-
ploye.

Most interesting and. most important of
the undertakings of the Bureau of Labor
are the special investigation conducted by
its own experts. These have covered a
very wide range of subjects. It is of course
impossible to enumerate them at length

that have been explored there may be
cited such subjects as industrial com-
munities at home and abroad; co-operat-
ive distribution; railway relief depart-
ments; the padvone system; conditions of
negro workers; building and loaa associa-
tions; the inspection of factories and
workshops; the trade-union label; protec-
tion of workingmen in their employment;
child labor in the United States; wages
and cost of living; ete, ete.

In the earlier years of the work people
did not in many instances take kindly to
the idea of having their private affairs
probed for the benefit of the public but
latterly this spirit has largely disappeared.
nowadays if the special agents of the Byr-:
eau of Labor are refused informagion by
one manufacturer they usually have no
difficulty in discovering some other es-y
tablishment where the needed data may"
be obtained. The government labor ex"
perts have won confidence by never allow-
ing the names of parties furnishing facts -
to be given in its reports, although, to be
sure, they take every possible means to
verify all the information gathered. The
Bureau will have nothing to do with esti-
mates or hearsay statements about labor
conditions. It never makes "any state-
ments unless it has positive facts to back
them up. :

At th outset the government labor ex-
perts thought they could carry:on their
investigations largely by mail," but it was
soon found that the people would respond
satisfactorily to queries thus transmitted
and the Bureau of Labor had to organize
a corps of special agents who are continu-
ally “on the wing” securing information
