Under Heavy Fire But Fortunate—Ger-

Toronto, March 12—A Mail and Empire cable from London says:

“‘Information has been received here to the effect that one bat-
talion of Canadian infantry assisted in the capture of Neuve Chapelle,
fighting with, great bravery on one flank of the advancing troops.

“The 4th Battalion has been under exceptionally heavy shell
fire, but has escaped lightly. Up to two days ago not a man had been
killed, and only a few had been wounded. There is very little sick-
ness among any of the Canadian troops.

‘“A Toronto officer, writing from trenches, says:— The Germans
and Canadians cheer each other. The Canadians sing theFather-
land, and the Germans sing songs in English. The trenches are only
forty yards apart.’ Speaking of the men, he says they are brave, but
cautious, and their discipline is splendid.

“Phere have been some casualties in the Ontario brigade during
the last two days. Another batch of wounded arrived at Southamp-
ton today. The French people are treating the Camadians with
utmost kindness. .

Paris, March 12.—“The statement of
neutrality issued by my ministry seems
to me sufficiently clear to leave no room
for anxiety in France as to the policy
the cabinet will follow,” declared Pre-
mier Ghounaris of Greece in a state-
ment to the correspondent of the Havas
agency at Athens, who informed him
that the change in ministry had created
a strong impression in France.

“In any case,” continued M. Ghoun-
aris, “I can add that the policy of neu-
trality spoken of in the ministerial de-
claration will be understood and car-
ried out exactly in the same way as by
the preceding cabinet, without a feel-
ing of hostility for anybody. We Greeks
love France from motives of gratitude
and also, and above all, from the im-
pulse of our hearts.

“France will have no occasion to com-
plain of Greece who, on her side, hopes
and counts always and under all cir-
cumstances on the kindly assurances
of the former. Faithful to our alliance
with Serbia, we shall continue in per-
fect understanding with Roumania to
pursue a watchful policy, always mind-
ful of the integrity of our territory and
the maintenance of our national as-
pirations.”

FORMER ARCHDUKE
OF AUSTRIA DEAD

Munich, via London, March 12.—Fer-
dinarM Burg, formerly Archduke Fer-
dinand Charles of Austria, is dead, aged
fifty-one years. He was a nephew of
Emperor Francis Joseph and brother of
Archduke Francis Ferdinand, heir to
the Austro-Hungarian throne, whose
assassination in Bosnia had much to do
with the outbreak of the present war.

Washington, March '12—Both Gen-
erals Carranza and Obregon have been
informed that the prestige of the, cause
for which they are fighting will be
seriously affected in the view of the
United States government should they
fail to take prompt measures to prevent
famine in Mexico City and to permit
the free exodus of foreigners to Vera
Crug.

This was the principal argument, it
was learned today, in a note sent by
the United States in reply to Carranza’s
communication denying that Obregon
hag interfered with the shipment of food
supplies to Mexico City or had made
the utterances which the American gov-
ernment believed might canse - anti-for-
eign riots.

Officials seemed confident that the ex-
change of notes would produce a better
understanding of what the United States
deemed necessary steps for the protec-
tion of foreigners in Mexico. The ten-
sion over the situation has been greatly
relieved by the friendly character of the
Carranza reply.

Fredericton, March 12—Edward Saco-
bi, a noted guide of the Indian reserve
at Oromocto, is missing and foul play
ts feared. He was last seen on Tuesday
svening with some other Indians and
jsince then the only - trace of him dis-
covered was the finding of his coat and
hat in & popl of blood mear where he
was last seen, A vigorous search is
being conducted.

Word from Oromocto at noon was
that ‘Frank Nash, an Indian suspected
of having - caused the death of Sacobi,
has not yet been apprehended. A posse
left this morning for Upper Gagetown
in search of Nash.

It is reported that Nash and Sacobi
had been drinking together in a camp
near Upper Gagetown and, becoming
intoxicated, had quarrelled. An Indian
boy says he saw Nash strike Sacobi. Tt
is supposed that the latter fell into
a hole in the ice and was drowned.

PRUSSIAN COURT
FEELING EFFECTS
OF FOOD SCARCITY
Kaiser Makes it Hu Personal Busi-

ness to See New Regime Carried
Out—Empress Leaves Palace

Paris, March 12—A diplomat of a
neutral power, who has just arrived
from Berlin, discusses the rigid severity
of the life that prevails at the court of
Prussia. There are no more receptions,
no chatty “five o’clocks” in the after-
noon, and the number of domestic ser-
vants has been reduced to a minimum.
The effect of the general scarcity is be-
ginning to be felt in the royal house-
hold as elsewhere.

The Empress has left the royal pal-
ace with its vast and deserted apart-
ments which gave her profound depres-
sion. She has betaken herself to Mon
Bijou, which is a conglomeration of
several old pavilions in old Berlin. She
has in her entourage only two ladies of
honor and two chamberlains. From
time to time the Kaiser makes a brief
appearance at the court. On such oc-
casions he makes it his business to see
that the necessities of the food regime
are being strictly followed, and, in con-
sequence, the mode of life at the court
has undergone a radical change.

Meals are modest to a degree. The Em-
press Augusta Victoria’s = breakfast
consists of a cup of tea and one plain
boiled egg. Lunch at midday consists
of soup, a single serving of meat, and
some fruit. For dinner she has soup, a
single dish, and a plate of vermicelli or
macaroni.- Potatoes are served in their
jackets, as peeling them in their raw
state is regarded as a waste of good
edible material. The Kaiser never
tires of recommending the virtues of
war bread and he forces the members
of his suite to nibble it in publiec.

(TALY MUST . ACT
AND WITH ALLIES

Menace to Integrity of Ottoman
Empire Has Altered Whole
Situation ;

Rome, March 12—t is afirmed in
political circles here that Italy’s final
choice between neutrality .and interven-
tion will be wholly independent of the
attitude of  Greece and Roumania.
Among the considerations which render
a decision more pressing now than at
any time since the outbreak of the war
was the specific axiom that Italy can-
not disinterest herself in the partition
of Asiatic Turkey, which the forcing
of the Dardanelles by the Allies’ fleet
has thrust into the foreground of fnter-
national politics.

8o long as the integrity of the Otto-
man empire was guaranteed the sphere
of influence to which Italy laid claim in
Adalia (a seaport in Asia Minor) might
under the circumstances be considered
ample, but as the breakup of the Turk-
ish state is now a foregone conclusion,
Italy’s vast potentialities render it in-
cumbent upon her government to estab-
lish an indisputable claim to an ade-
quate share in the division of the spoils.

It is recognized here that there is but
one way of effecting this, viz, by co-
operating with the Allies, not merely in
local action but in the general land and
| sea operations of the campaign. :
| From certain symptoms noticed in
Austria in the last three days, it is in-
ferred that the Vienna cabinet assumes
Italy’s neutrality will now be of short
duration, and is making ready for the
alternative. It is said that the assur-
ances given by the allies to Roumania
and Bulgaria that the freedom of the
straits will be permanently established
and guaranteed dc not constitute, in the
opinion of the governments of those
states, a satisfactory solution of the
problem.

SENT CROWN PRINCE
10 PRIVATE LIFE

New Version of Kaiser's Dispute
With His Young Hopeful—Had
Criticized Papa '

Paris, March 12.—The Auto says it is
generally believed in Alsace, which is
usually well informed about the Ger-
man imperial family, that the Kaiser
and Crown Prince Frederick William
have been on bad terms since Septem-
ber. The Emperor accused his son of
encroaching on his authority and of is-
suing orders contrary to his wishes.
The crown prince replied with a criti-
cism of his father’s military strategy. A
pipe which the crown prince presented
to his soldiers at Christmas with an ad-
dress which seemed to ignore his fath-
er’s supremacy as generallissimo form-
ed another offence.

The Kaiser at that time summoned
his son to Potsdam and there was a
stormy interview, at the conclusion of
which the emperor relieved his son of
his command and army rank and sent
him to private life. The silence in re-
gard to the crown prince’s doings in re-
cent weeks is due to this disagreement.

They contend that, besides paying the
commission on the sale, he also sold the
machines obtained by the forged orders,
and appropriated the money so obtain-
ed to his own use. There have been
eleven charges in all of forgery laid
against the accused.

“DUM-DUMS™ USED
BY ENEMY IN THE
SUEZ CANAL FIGHT

Fact Revealed When British Cap-
tured Large Quantity of Am-
munition — Somewhat eof a
Mystery;

Cairo, March 11.—The battlefield on
the eastern bank of the Suez Canal
yielded evidence of yet another instance
in which Germans, and the Turks, too,
violated the rules of civilized .warfare.

First, a large quantity of ammumition
fell into the hands of the British, near-!
ly the whole of it being for rifles and
revolvers. The cartridges are all dum-
dums. The revolver cartridges have a
flat leaden nose and four slits in the
body of the bullet. On the base of
both kinds of cartridges are the letters
“D.W.M.,” indicating that they were
manufactiured by the Deutsche Waffen
und Munition Faoriken, a large German
concern which manufactures Mauser
rifles and the ammunition packets that
contain them are, in the case of the rifle
ammunition, marked “Fertig Metall

together with the name Calcutta, and
the description “Ausfehrgut,” or goods
for export. :

The cartridges were doubtless orig-
inally made there for the use of sports-
men in India, and it is at present a mys-
tery how these cartridges came into the
hands of the Turkish soldiers.

Meanwhile the Djemal, balked in his
ambition to march in triumph into
Cairo, 'has opened a great campaign
against the Jews. A number of them
have been arrested and are waiting trial
on charges of being Zionists. Zionist
organizations are being rigorously pro-
ceeded against.

The Hebrew language appears to be
as aggrvating to the Djemal. as a red.
flag to a bull. He instructed the post-
office, which acted on those instructions,
to prohibit the use of Hebrew in cor-
respondence. Turkish and Arabic are
the languages to be used. Naturally
English also is condemned, but, so the
post-office' instructions say, “American”
may be used in writing abroad.’

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THE WAR NEWS

It is claimed that the British troops
have made important gains in Northern
France, pressing back the German lines
for a considerable distance. 1If the
stutement is officially confirmed it is of
great importance. In the eastern war
zone the fighting, however, is on a much
more gigantic scale, and while the ad-
vantage still appears to be with the Rust
sians, the Germans are fighting with
great obstinacy. It is announced tha'
troops from Northern Africa are on the
way to the Levant, to join the naval
force and the contingent from Egypt.

A report which is very significant, if
true, comes from The Hague to the ef-
fect that twelve CG¥gman submarines
having failed to report at their base the
German naval council is considering
whether it would not be better to aban-
don the submarine war. It is said that
the British reply to the American note
suggesting that foodstuffs be allowed to
enter Germany in return for Germany’s
abandonment of submarine warfare will
be to the effect that Germany cannot
be trusted to keep an agreement, and
that the whole Germany policy has
been in utter disregard of The Hague
Convention. In the meantime, the Am-
erican government is itself considering
what course it will pursue in connec-
tion with the sinkihg of the William
"P. Frye by the German cruiser Prinz
Eitel Friedrich, and what action it will
take regarding this cruiser, which is
now at Newport News.

The casualty list of Canadians grows
longer, and this morning’s list Includes
one Nova Scotian killed and two New
Brunswick and one Nova Scotia man
wounded. The list from this time for-
ward will be scanned with increasing
anxiety from day to day.

which was not turned in to the pro-
vincial treasury. ‘ Premier Clarke did
not. discuss the first part of Mr. Stew-
art’s address, but did attempt to clear
up the matter of the $2,908. He said
it was used to pay a claim which. the
Miramichi Lumber Company had
against the government. There had
been, he said, an exchange of checks to
settle up the accounts of two concerns,
one of which owed the government, and
the other of which was owed by the
government, and the check for $2,908
had not gone through the books of the
department. In reply to this it may
be said that on the check for $2,908
were writtéen the words “balance of
stumpage,” and as to the alleged claim
of the other lumber company against
the government it had been turned down
when Mr. Grimmer was surveyor gen-

eral, and apgarenﬂy was only recognized
when Mr. emming became surveyor-

general. Mr. Brankley, who is alleged
to have received the amount, in pay-
ment of an old eclaim of the Miramichi
Lumber Company, is the same Mr.
Brankley who met Mr. Flemming, Mr-
Berry and Mr. Teed on a famous oc-
casion at the Barker House in Freder-
icton. It-would therefore seem that
this matter might fairly receive a ful-
ler explanation than was given by the
premier.

THE LEGISLATURE

. The Clarke government has entered
upon the legislative session with a
speech from the throne which must be
pretty close to the record for length
and for lack of general interest. The
portion of it which relates to proposed
legislation is very short and conveys
little definite information.  However,
as the address was adopted at the first
session the house will be able io get
down to business at once. Commis-
sioner Chandler opened his court yey-
terday for the investigation of the ad-
ministration of the various provincial
departments. If anything develops in
that direction the sessions of the com-
mission and of the legislature should
make Fredericton a centre of much in-
terest for the next few weeks. Mr, J.
L. Stewart has served notice upon the
government that they must be prepared
to give information to the public con-
cerning all matters coming before the
house, and some very interesting ques-
tions will doubtless be asked as the
session proceeds. The shadow of Mr.
Flemming falls darkly across the gov-
ernment benches. 'The attempt to ex-
plain his absence from the = house by
saying that he had been called to a
higher sphere was promptly exposed by
Mr. Stewart, who pointed cut that one
of the members for Gloucester county
also received a nomination for the fed-
eral parliament, but did not find it
necessary to resign his seat in the leg-
islature.

‘I'he question of the taxation of what
is called intangible pemsonal property is
before the Maine legislature, in the form
of a bill to establish a tax of three
mills on such property, and requiring
holders to make a list of their holdings
for the benmefit of the assessors, and,
swear to its correctness if so required.

Hon. J. P. Bass of the Bangor Com-
mercial said he believed the passage of
the bill would result in uncovering, from

$50,000,000 to $100,000,000 worth of in-|’

tangible pevrsor\al property in the state,
and he was in favor of making the rate
ten mills instead of three. He believed
that if stocks and bonds were taxed at
a reasonable rate, but a lower rate than
that on rea] estate, with g drastic pen-
alty for evasion, it would bring to light
millions that are now hidden away. He
would even insert a provision to the ef-
fect that if after the death of a man it|
was found he had not made during his
life a proper return of intangible se-
curities a certain percentage of those se-
curities should be confiscated. He wouldy
have the proposed new tax assessetl and
collected by the officials of  the cities
and towns, giving twehty<five per’ cent.

ed out that Minnesota has had a sim-
ilar law since 1910, and since that year
the number of holders of intangible
property paying taxes had increased
from 6,200 to 78,000.

The difficulty in collecting taxes on
intangible personal property is caused
by inability to get a fair statement of
the amount of such property held. The
advocates of the proposed Maine law
agree that the rate of taxation s'houldI
be low in comparison with that on real‘
estate, and. apparently Pennsylvania and]
Minnesota have met with some success!
in discovering property of that sort. No
doubt if drastic penalties were provided
such a law could be made operative with
a fair degree of success.

Criticism of Some Nova Scotia
Postmasters — Hard Blows by
J. H. Sinclair — Mr. Copp's
Maiden Speech

Ottawa, March 11.—Before the budget
debate was resumed in the commons;
today, George Kyte of Richmond mov-!
ed the adjournment:df the house to!
discuss certain unsatisfactory conditions!
of the mail service in Nova Scotia. He,
said that the present administration had |
dismissed many qualified post-masters|
and had substituted untrained men who,
in many cases, regarded themselves as
the agents of their party and the sec-|
recy of the mails was not always sure.

Among other’ instances he told of a.
letter addressed by himself to W. F.|
Carroll, M.P., regarding organization|
work, being delayed for daye. ;

D. D. MacKenzie of North Cape]
Breton supported the charges saying
that some post offices were haunted by
pol{ltical heelers who had access to the
mails.

Hon. T. Chase Casgrain thanked the
member for Richmond for bringing the
' matter to his attention and agked that
detailed charges be laid,

Sir Robert Borden suggested that any
irregularities had occurred through mis-
takes- and not through deliberate intent
to do wrong:

J. H. Sinclair, of Guysboro, in resum-
ing the debate on the budget, expressed
surprise that the government had not
yet asked the house to pass the $100,-
000,000 war vote, of which notice had
been given at the beginning of the sess-
ign. He assured the government that
this resolution would receive the unani-
mouse support of the Liberal members
of the house. !

He slated the government for its ex-
travagance, and said that there had nev-
er been a time in the history of Canada
when there was such a lack of proper
supervision of public 'expenditures as
there was today. “It makes a man’s
blood beil,” said Mr. Sinclair, “when so
many Canadians are making sacrifices
and risking their lives, when 20,000 of
our countrymen today are somewhere in
the blood-soaked swamps of Flanders,
to see grafters, jobbers and patronage-
hunters thinking only of what they can
steal for themselves; or the reptile fund
of their party. The auditor-general is
our only check. Thank God that we
have an honest auditor-genéral, or they
would steal the mace off the table, or
the carpet off the floor of the chamber.”

Mr. Binclair declared that the late gov-
ernment had lived within its income. If
thé present gevernment camnot, they
should step aside and’ make way for a
new administration. One cause of the
increased expenditure, he said, was the
great increase in the .civil service. Ten-
thousand new officials had been appoint-
ed. There had been other recklesspiss
in making places for party friends.

A, B, Copp.

A. B. Copp, the new wmember for
Westmorland, who made his maiden
speech in the house at a later hour, de-
clared that he did not come into the
house with his tongune bridled because of
any party truce when it was a case of
offering fair eriticism in the interests of
the country. He charged that the gov-
ernment had brought, the dominion to a
state of chaos, so far ag the finances of
the country were concerneg: . !

The opposition did not want to stop
all public works, but they believed that
if the workingman had his cheice be-
tween more taxation and retremchment,
he would certainly cheose the latter.

Doubtless the government was embar-
rassed by criticism from the oppoistion,
but the people of Canada would be em-
barragsed if the oppoistion failed to do
its duty. They were perfectly justified
in pointing out, for instance, the scan-
dal and crime of sending seldiers to the
trenches with inefficient equipment and
bad boots. The whole country, he de-
clared, was seething with suspicion in
regard to the war coniracts.

New York state has a very low rate
for the registration of intangible securi-
ties but it is nmow talking of enacting a
law that shall inecresse this rate, claim-
|ing that the burden of taxation upon
i real estate in the municipalities is get-
ting to be excessive.

It is not good business semse to pro-
vide for a tax rate of three mills on
intangibles like stocks and bonds.
| First, it would be an injustice to the
| Savings banks in this state which paid
into the state treasury in 1913, $480,-
230.89; they being taxed five-eighths of
one per cent, on investments outside of
the state, and three-eighths of one per
cent. on Maine investments. In 1914,
they paid $486,491.19 into the state
treasury.

The same would also apply to the
gta.te treasury in 1918, $185,887.21, and
in 1914, $146,091.52.

The Savings banks were organized for
the purpose of giving to the people with
small means an opportunity to deposit
their savings, and certainly these banks
are entitled to greater consideration than
the private investor. Savings banks, in
taking charge of these small savings, are
,at considerable expense in the way of
lren_t, clerk hire and other office expenses,
while the private investor simply pays
for his box in a safety deposit vault,
which' only costs him a few dollars.

If you should make this tax rate six
mills, instead of three mills, it would
then be a fraction less than is paid
by Savings banks for out of the state in-
vestmentg.

I believe that the holders of stocks
and bonds and all classes of intangible
securities outside of the state of Maine
should be taxed not less than 10 mills
on each dollar of a fair valuation but
not to conflict with any existing statute
relating to the rate of assessment made
upon any Maine investments,

The assessment and collection of this
tax should be Wholly by the officials of
the cities and towns, instead of with the
state assessors, and 25 per cent. of the
amount received should be paid over to
the state treasurer, the balance being
held by the cities-and towns, out of
which they would be obliged to pay their
proportion of the county taxes. The
machinery for, the collection of these
taxes in this manner already exists and
would entail' no additional expense. It
would, therefore, be much better to place
it under the control of the municipali-
ties than with ‘the state assessors.

: made payable to him and that he ap-
plied it to part payment of the settle-
ment of an old claim of the Miramichi
Lumber Company against the province
for an over-payment of stumpage. This
claim existed in the days when Mr.
Grimmer. was surveyor-general but he
refused to entertain it, but the year fol-
lowing his resignation, when Mr. Flem-
ming became ' surveyor-general, Mr.
Brankley was more successful apparent-
ly in pressing his claim. This ig the
same Mr, Brankley who went with Ber-
ry to the Barker House to see Flem-
ming and Teed upon a later occasion.

The remarkable part of this whole
business is that Berry after getting the
settlement and the check for $2,903 re-
turned to Fredericton and sent the Dal-
housie Lumber Company another bill
for stumpage, altering the figures of the
first bill, so that the check for $19,419.15
seemed to square the account.

John L. Alexander in Searching
Address Before Canadian Club

Presbyterian Church

“Men, there is no boy problem. The
boy dis as God made him ages ago, he
is ruled by his impulses as old and as
unchanged as the laws of the Medes
and Persians. We have rather the prob-
lem of the men and women who influ-
ence boys’ lives, be they parents, teachers
or ministers.”

In these words, last evening John L.
Alexander, M.A., of Chicago, summed
up an intensely Interesting address of
half an hour to the Canadian Club at
Bond'’s.

He began by putting forward the
proposition that the great and free in-
stitutions were founded on the moral
and religious convictions of their people.
He applied this to the North American
continent, and spoke of the Declaration
of Independence as a “scrap between
brothers”. He then went on to say that
if these institutions were to be continued
that these same moral and religious con-
victions must be inculcated - into the
youth of today.

His second proposition was that all
great problems of life were settled be-
tween the twelfth and twentieth year in
the life of a man or woman and illus-
trated this with the stories of several
lives. The impulses in these impression-
able years became passions which ruled
the whole life and grew into fruition
into practical form.

Mr. Alexander spoke of the age of
fourteen and fifteen as the high water
mark of conversion, of criminality and
of choice of vocation. He then pro-,
ceeded to speak of the three influences
which should affect the lives of boys and
girls at this period for good. These were
the home, the school and the church,
while he characterized the Y. M. C. A,

WAR TAX BILL IN NOVA
SCOTIA LEGISLATURE

Special Rate of One Mill on The
Dollar to Be Levied

A bill providing for a provincial war
tax was introduced in the Nova Scotia
legislature this week by Premier Mur-
ray. In answer to a question by Mr.
Tanner, the premier explained that the
bill followed largely legislation that
had been adopted in other provinces. It
dealt with one phase of taxation of this
sort and there were of course other
sources for the use of which subsequent
legislation could provide.

The bill is entitled an act to levy a
war tax to supplement the revenue of
the province. In brief, it provides that
in every incorporated town and muni-
cipality there shall be levied a epecial
rate of one mill on the dollar on all

able property in the province in order
that the burden may be evenly and
equitably distributed.
