“There are many more instances of 

the severity of the punishment for 
minor offences against the law in old 
times, but it is evident from the fore­
going that ‘the way of the transgres­
sor was hard.’ Another noticeable 
thing about the trials or correction—no 
delay or appeal, but sentence and 
speedy execution. On March 28, 1828, 
Thomas Freeborn, a constable, had a 
warrent for a man named Dan Cun­
ningham at Westfield. Cunningham re­
sisted arrest and shot Freeborn dead. 
He was captured in bed at Garrick’s 
tavern on the Fredericton road. On 
May 5 he was tried at Westfield be­
fore Judge Chipman, found, guilty and 
sentenced to be hanged on the 8th, 
and on Monday, May 8 he was hanged 
at Westfield.

BRANDING ON THUMB
“Still another form generally used in 

cases of manslaughter, was branding 
the left thumb, with the letter M. An 
interesting instance was that of Harry 
Grant, a black, drummer of the 104th 
regiment. A number of soldiers had 
been drinking at Mr. Merrit’s tavern 
at Indiantown on October 15, 1812, and 
got into a row with the citizens. The 
drummer was singled out for the most 
violent attack and in defending him- 
self stabbed Charles Henry Dalton in 
the arm. Dalton died of his wound 
and Grant was tried for murder. It 
appeared on his trial that he acted 
mainly in self defence and was con­
victed of manslaughter only. He was 
sentenced to imprisonment for 12 
months and to be branded on the left 

,thumb with the letter M.

THB PORT OF HALIFAX.

The Canadian National Railways 
will recommend that two more grain 
berths be provided at the Halifax ter­
minals. This announcement was made 
in Halifax last week by J. E. Dal- 
rymple, who said:

“We shall recommend to the Gov­
ernment the establishment of two ad­
ditional grain berths and support the 
Board of Trade in this matter. This 
will give the terminals three grain 
berths.”

Mr. Dalryraple expressed the view 
that the transfer of the White Star 
Line to the Furness and Çunard in­
terests would result in increased busi­
ness for Halifax. He also said that as 
far as he knew the immigration quar­
ters would be removed this year to the 
new freight and passenger building now 
being erected on the sea-wall. The out­
look for immigration through Halifax 
next season is said to be good and a 
larger movement of grain through the 
new elevator is anticipated, as those 
vzho used it last winter are said to 
have been satisfied with results. The 
outlook for Halifax has, therefore, im­
proved.

Whether the change of Government 
at Ottawa will have any effect on port 
development at Halifax, in relation to 
the grain berths, remains to be seen. 
The- King Government had not made 
provision for them. Mr. Dalrymple, 
however, says their construction will

CYPRESS AT SANTA MARIA DEL TULE 
By ARTHUR N. PACK 

DROBABLY the surest way to cre- 
r ate a riot and pjace one’s neck in 
danger of the noose would.be to harm 

twig of the great cypress that stands 
in the little churchyard at Santa Ma­
ria del Tule.

This little village is some 22 kilo­
meters east of Oaxaca, Mexico. It is 
not notable of itself but boasts a tree 
that probably took root in the soil 
long before history was a matter of 
civilized record. *

It first caught the attention of Alex­
ander von Humboldt in 1808. Cutting 
a shallow hole on the outer part of 
the tree, he inserted a square board on 
which was a Spanish inscription. The 
tree valiantly proceeded to heal the 
would so that all that is now visible is 
“der v Hum” of this traveler’s name.

*Various measurements have been 
made of this tree. One of the latest 
(made under the supervision of a 
guard of soldiers and in the presence 
of most of Santa Maria’s population) 
was taken by Dr. Hermann on 
Schrenk of the Missouri Botanical 
Garden.

Measured breast high, the tree was 
found to have a girth of 126 feet. Its 
health was found to be excellent; Its 
massive, comparatively short and deep­
ly fluted trunk, sound; and its full 
crown strong.

One or more lateral incisions could 
be made to determine the age with­
out endangering the tree, but such an 
act would find all Santa Maria armed 
to the teeth to resist. It can be defi­
nitely estimated that the tree is be­
tween 4,000 and 6,000 years old.

9ÂThe increasing use of the automobile 
has forced the civic authorities to pro­
vide more parking space for cars, as 
designated by Commissioner Frink in 
the Common Council at yesterday’s 
meeting. With the addition of King 
street East as an authorized parking 
place the city-centre would be pretty 
well provided with such accommoda­
tion. The chief places now are: King 
Square, north side; King Square, south 
side; King street east, near Sydney; 
Canterbury, between Duke and Prin­
cess; Market Squaré, south side.

The greatest congestion occurring 
almost continually during business 
hours at the present time is along 
Prince William street, in Charlotte, be­
tween North Market and Union, down 
the Union street block between Char­
lotte and Prince Edward and at times 
in the two Market streets At times 
a solid line of cars mark these thor­
oughfares.

As pointed out by the press and au­
thorities last year a hazard exists at 
the Breeze’s Corner section, between 
King Square and Union street in Char­
lotte, when cars are parked at the 
curb, especially cars belonging to places 
of business there or the cars of people 
using the banks in that locality. Street 
cars make this spot a halting place to 
carry out their schedules and there are 
times when auto traffic and horse- 
drawn teams are stalled for minutes 
waiting for the electrics to move or 
some of the curbed cars to he shifted. 
The chief cause of this risk is declared 
to be the stalled cars at the curb, which 
choke the passages on both sides.

In case of a Are alarm that calls for 
the use of Charlotte street by the mo­
torized equipment this jam near the 
corner of King Square would be a most 
serious and dangerous condition, the 
Are officials say. Some think the po­
lice department should keep this spot 
clear at all times and make ragtime 
parking at the curb an offence. Saint 
John has other narrowed streets where 
long-time-parking should be taboo, they 
assert.

The regulation about parking an au­
tomobile within 36 feet of a Are hy­
drant is another matter that demands 
vigilant treatment, Are officials say. A 
case of such an-offence was demon­
strated in a King street blaze last fall 
when an automobile had to be driven 
from in front of a hydrant by a Are- 
man so that the. hose company could 
make attachments.

LEAKS IN MAIN.
Two leaks in the city water mains 

are being repaired today. One is at 
the corner of Charlotte street and City 
Line, West Saint John, and the other 
in Nelson street. In each 
was

Postmaster Alex Thompson, when 
asked this morning as to the status of 
two cent postage said that it was still 
in effect so far as he was officially 
aware.

I have not been 
notiAed officially to the contrary and 
until I receive such notice all letters 
with a two cent stamp will be accept­
ed and forwarded.”
