Ottawa, Aug. .7.—The Cabinet had 
another all day sitting yesterday. It is 
understood that the proposed Imperial 
consultation in London was under con­
sideration. The communications which 
have passed make it indefinite whether 
or not the gathering will take place in 
October. Rather the British Govern­
ment is taking counsel of the different 
dominions as to their views on the 
propriety of such a meeting and the 
subjects which properly might be dis­
cussed at it.

Hon. E. M. MacDonald, Minister of 
Rational Defence, will go to the League 
of Nations Assembly at Geneva along 
with Hon. Raoul Dandurand who was 
previously selected. They will be ac­
companied by Dr. O. D. Skelton, coun­
seller of the Department of External 
Affairs.

It is understood here that, if the 
further exchanges between the British 
and overseas governments should re­
sult in a conference being held, and 
if so it would be but preliminary to a 
fuller one later, the Canadian minister 
going to Geneva in September will sub­
sequently represent Canada at any 
meeting which may be held in London. 
The general principle underlying the 
proposal meets with approval here al­
though the scheme to be considered 
is very indefinite. What the British 
Government has in mind is some ar­
rangement of permanent character by 
which machinery of inter-imperial con­
sultation may be set up, having regard 
tp the fact that in many emergencies 
action needs to be taken quickly.

The right of the Dominion to be con­
sulted is fully conceded but changes in 
Government have occasioned changes 
of view and methods and some endur­
ing system is the present objective.
