Thus far there has been no
agreement for extensions of the truce.

Grave Anxiety.

The morning newspapers generally re-
gard the situation with grave anxiety,
but while a tone of pessimism runs
through many of the comments, hope is
not everywhere abandoned. The opti-
mists point out that so long as the ne-
gotiations are not definitely broken off,
there is a possibility of ultimate settle-
ment.

The Sinn ‘Fein reply is described by
the Times as “a reasoned negative, sug-

Forbes Joins Governor Gen-|

Washington; Dec. 5—The Philippine
Islands should remain in their “present
general status” until the people there
“have had time to absorb and thorough-
ly master the power already in their
hands,” Gen. Leonard Wood, now gov-
ernor-general, and W. Cameron Forbes,
former governor-general, say in their
report to President Harding, based c¢n
their six months’ study of conditions in
the islands.

“We are convinced,” they say, “that
it would be a betrayal of the  Philippinc
people, .a misfortune to the Americen
people, a distinct step backward in the
path of progress, and a° discreditable
neglect to our national duty were we to
withdraw from the islands and ter-
minate our relationship there without
giving the Filipinos the best chance pos-
sible té6 have an orderly and perman- |
ently stable government. :

“We feel that with all of tasir many |
excellent qualities, the experience of the !
past eight years, during which they !
have had practical autonormy, has not
been such as to justify the people of the
United States in relinquishing super-
vision of the government of the Philip-
pine Tslands, withdrawing their army
“and navy and leaving the islands a prey
to any powerful nation coveting their
rich soil and potential commercial ad-
vantages.” g

These observations of the investiga-
tors are contained in the “general cen-
clusions” and “recommendations” made
$n the. report, which was made public
today. The complete report, covering
100 typewritten pages, will be made pub-
Yic later. The “general conclusions” are
-as follows:

“We find the people happy, peaceful,
and in the main prosperous and keenly

“We find that a refisonable proportion
of officials and employes are men of
good character and ability and reason-
ably faithfil to the trust imposed upon
them, but that the efficiency of the pub-
lic services has fallen off and that they
are now relatively inefficient, due to lack

Recommendations. '

These recommendations are made in|
the report:

“We recommend that the present gen- |
eral status of the Philippine Islands |
continte until the people have had time|
to absorb and thoroughly master the|
powers already in their hands.

“We recommend that the responsible |
representative of the United States, the!
governor general, have authority com- |
mensurate with the responsibilities of his |
position. In case of failure to secure the|
necessary corrective action by the Philip- |
pine legislature, we recommend that con-
gress declare null and void legislation
which has been enacted diminishing, lim-
iting, or dividing the authority granted
the governor general under Act. No. 240
of the Sixty-fourth Congress, known as |
the Jones bill. I

“We recommend that in case of a|
deadlock between the governor general
and the Philippine senate in the con-
firmation of appointments the president
of the United States, be authorized to
make and render the final decision.

“We recommend that under no circum-
stances should the American government
permit to be established in the Philippine
Islands a situation which would leave
the United States in a position of re-
sponsibility without authority.”

RADIUM FOR DIALS
$120000 A GRAM

Atoms Used on Luminous
Watch Faces Cause 200,-
000Explosions a Second—

Mixed With Zinc Sulphide.

v

If a thimbleful of radium costs $120,~
000, how can manufacturers afford to
use it for painting the dials of $4.98
wrist watches? Does this paint really
contain radium?

The answer to these frequently heard
questions explains some of the wonder
of radium, for that metal is used for
this work, each dial containing a minute
portion of the real radium. The fact
that so infinitessimal a quantity of
radium is used on a watch dial is able
to make the figures glow in the dark
makes it easier for the average person to
understand how and why radium in
larger quantities “is effective when
brought into contact witn diseased tis-
sue by the medical profession.

Luminous material seen on watch and
clock dials is a combination of radium
and a specially prepared zinc sulphide.
If one of these dials be examined with
a good reading glass, in the dark, after
the eyes of the examiner have been in
darkness for about five minutes, the lum-
inous material will be seen to be seeth-
ing with scintillations or tiny flashes of
light. These flashes are caused by the
explosion of the atoms in the minute
¢ the real radium in the mix-
ture. .

“These atoms have been found to '
so small that 250,000,000 of them would
probably be required to comer one inch.
Ag each atom explodes a particle flies
from it as a projectile from a gun. These
particles aré too small -to be seen by the
most powerful misroscope; but scientists
have found that when one of these
particles is suddenly stopped by striking
a crystal of zinc sulphide the resulting’
heat is sufficient to make a flash of light
the eye can see. These are the flashes
seen under a good reading glass. These
occur at the rate of 200,000 a second on
the average luminous watch bought in
commercial routine.

“The brightness and durability of a
radium luminous dial depends. on the
number of these tiny flashes per gecond.
The more radium, the more flashes and
the brighter the dial. But every flash
means a blow upon the crystal of zinc

RHODESIAN SKULL
REACHES MUSEUM

Brain Case Absolutely Hu-
man, But Face Indicates
Ape Ancestry.

London, Nov. 11.—(By Mail.)—*“The
skull found in the Broken Hill Mine,
Rhodesia, is now at the Natural His-
tory Museum, South Kensington. Dr.
\A. Smith Woodward, the keeper of the
'Geological Department, who now has
charge of the skull, stated yesterday that
while he thought it important he did
not think it ranked with the Piltdown
skull, which was discovered by Mr.
Charles Dawson and Dr. Woodward in
1912. ¢

“We have been receiving fossils from
this particular cave for years,” he said,
“and until this present discovery all
have been the remains of animals closely
related to those that now live in that
district and are still there. If there are
any differences between the animals
whose remains we have received and

very slight. Possibly there are extinct
species among them, but nothing more.
That means that the cave was filled in
while conditions in South Africa were
much as they are now. As to the pre-
cise geological date we are uncertain,
but if remains in the same relationship
were found in Europe we should assign
them to a period not earlier than the
Pleistpcede.

“In‘my opinion the most striking fea-
ture about the skull is the incongruous
i combination of the Brain case and face.
The brain case is absolutely human,
but the face perhaps bears more trace
of ape ancestry than any human face
hitherto found. In the Neanderthal man
and the Piltdown man there is a suzges-
tion of crouching or shuffling attitudes,
but in this case, the poise of the head is
as perfect as in modern man. If the
1imb bones found with the skull belong
to the same man. his gait was perfectly
upright, quite different from that of
Neanderthal man, as represented by the
skeletons found in Belgium and France.

“Tt is a most interesting discovery,”
Dr. Smith Wogdward added, “and leads
us to hope that workers in mines and
~ther excavations will carefully pre-
cerve anv other remains they find in the
course of their work?”

1 have been in a somewhat
varied career in many curious places,
but I have never been asked to address
i so distinguished and so important an
I understand that this club
has for one of its objects the inculca-
tion of patriotism. Could there pos-
sibly be a greater? During the last

, Washington Conference.

. Referring to the Washington confer-
ence, Earl Beatty commented: *“Out of
that conference hopes are high that
“much shall be accomplished, much that
must interest as much, if not more, the
women of the world than the men, and
that is to relieve the burdens which are
now oppressing the countries of the
world by maintaining large armaments,
by reducing the power of making war,
by enabling the industries of peace to
be increased and multiplied, thereby
bringing greater prosperity and -content-
ment .into the world. That conference
started on the 12th of November by a
statement made by the secretary of state
of the United States government, which
\has been published all over the world,
and which has been received with ac-
clamation all over the world. In that
statement the most important point
raised was the question of naval arma-
ments.

“Now I as a sailor know something
about naval armaments. I know what
is necessary and I know the responsi-

. bilities behind them, and I tell you that
the conference is going well. The very
fact that T am here and am privileged to
speak;to you today is indicative of- the
fact that in my particular sphere in the
conference all is well. (Applause.).

“The great problems that we have
before us are as complex; they are par-
ticularly complex for the British Em-
pire, because it is on the British navy
that the British Empire exists. (Ap-
plause.) I don’t suppose that there is
any man or woman who would wish to
see that great power diminished which
has enabled the British Empire to be
created, which from the days of Queen
Elizabeth has enabled the empire to
grow east and west, north and south,
until it has grown into the greatest em-
pire the world has ever seen. Behind
the power of the sea that empire has
been created; with the power of the sea
that empire exists, and without the power
of the sea that empire will disappear.
It is easy to understand that an:empire
which is flung so world-wide, “ whose
only communications are on the sea,
that the connecting link is the command
_of the sea, and I fully believe that that
is the point which has never been chal-
lenged by any power, and moreover I
believe it never will be challenged. There
is no desire anywhere to reduce the
power of the navy of the British Em-
pire below the strength which is re-
quired to maintain the British Empire,
tnd that is a matter for great congratu-
lation to those who are patriotic in the
fullest sense of the word. 1 thing it
would do no harm to give you an in-
stance as to how much the British Em-
pire depends upon the navy. When I
tell you that during the dark days of the
war, when our merchant ships were be-
 ing sunk in numbers which almost
. caused despair, we were actually in the
i heart of the British Empire within four
weeks of starvation. That is to show
1 You how much the empire is dependent
;upon the navy.

“No other nation can conceivably be
; put into such a position; therefore so
! long as the British Empire exists, it is
i clear that the navy must exist also in
“sufficient strength to ensure that it shall
i not starve, and that its communications
i with the nations which go to make up
i the empire are not interfered with. If
| you will bear that in mind you will be
1doing service of a patriotic character.
{ It is an observation and a truism which
| will bear repetition every day of our
‘-livesl, and worthy of being taught in our
schools and educational establishments,
nnd it is one which if really taught and
really considered, is going to ensure
' more than anything else that the British
Xmpire will remain what it is today,
the greatest empire the world has ever
seen. (Applause.)

“I thank you, ladies. for your very
cordial reception and through you the
city of Montreal for the warmth of the
welcome that has been accorded to me;
and if you will permit me, T will accept
,that welcome as a testimony of your !
appreciation of the services of that great ;
fleet which T had the honor to com-'
mand. and in accepting it at that, T feel |
_Hmf I shall be far better honored than !
if it were for myself alone.” (Applause.) !

Moscow, Nov. 4—(By a staff corre- '
spondent of The Associated Press.) —
Goods acquired by the government when
it took over all property have been dis-
sipated to a very great extent and prob-
ably constitute a considerable part of
the material offered on the local street
markets.

These stocks were drawn on very
heavily by the army and for other gov-
ernment purposes, but they also proved
a gold mine for dishonest officials, and
the dearth of all sorts of small articles
in these houses indicates that pilfering
has been pretty general. Concert pianos,
gigantic divans, immense bedroom suites
and wardrobes abound, but flat silver,
table linen, small rugs and other house-
bold articles which guards could carry
are lacking. i

When the Ametican Relief Adminis-
tration opened up the houses where its
personnel lives, the government was to
supply all furnishings under the food
agreement. It was with greatest diffi-
culty that enough dishes were found in
the “loot houses” for the use of the
Americans, and although assurances
were given that ‘the government stores
would yield plenty of table silver, the
relief workers were obliged to use tinned
iron spoons. Repeated searches were
made in warehouses where silver was
listed, but it was always missing.

Many old-time Russians who are em-
ploved by the American Relief Admin-
istration have recognized pieces of their
own furniture in the lot supplied to the
American Relief Administration houses |
by the government.

P. D. McKinnon Completes
His Evidence in Case in
Police Court.

In the case of Percy W. Hand, as
assistant manager of the Canadian Dis-
tributing Company, charged with the

selling of liquor illegally to Pope D. Mc- |

Kinnon, the evidence of Mr. McKinnon
was completed, and, the counsel made
their arguments to the court today.

Mr. McKinnon said he took all the
liquor he had sent to Benton and De-

ibec over the border into the States and

saw no customs officials on the border.
He said the card permitting them to
come into Canada had not been given by
him to Mr. Hamilton, and that Mr.
Hamilton had made a mistake when he
said it was. He had other shipments of
liquor sent from St. John to Bangor.
He received exchange on his money,
which was in American funds. He did
not remember any conversation' with

he said he had paid for the liquor in
Canadian money. = Asked whether he
had gone to the office of the Canadian
Distributing Company to demand back
the money he paid, he answered that he
had not as yet, but would if he didn’t
get the liquor. To Mr. Taylor, he said
he had had more business with Mr.

than with Mr. Hand.

This closed the case so far as evidence
was concerned. Mr. Taylor said it was
.not necessary to call Mr. Hand.

Mr. Ryan, in his address, -touched
mainly on the credibility of Mr. Mec-
Kinnon’s evidence and the fact that Mr.

Then
came the stage at which the conference
now finds itself, a stage where all parties

the discussions revolve. This will . be
f_ol}owed by consideration of all minor
points which will lead to the third and
ﬂnal stage, the announcement of the con-
clusions and agreements which have been
reached.

At this stage, however, a preliminary
announcement as to agreement on the
vital points is expected.

“The impulse toward consolidation of
interests and resources which produce in
America the United States Steel Corpor-
ation, the Standard Oil Company and
the Ford organization has in recent years
been felt with perticular force in Brit-
ish industry,” the bank says in the De-
cember issue of its magazine, Commerce |
Monthly. ion ui%

“The desire for expansi
enterprise during and after the war and |
the need for liquid capital to maintaink
expanded enterprise in the face of tight-
ening conditions were alike conducive to,
enlarging the capital of commercial and |
industrial companies. Fear of foreign |
competition emphasized the desirability |
of eliminating by amalgamation or agree- |
ment major competition at home and of |
securing the resulting economies in pro—i
duction. Either codrse tended to pro-
duce large organizations with extensive |
capital resources at the expense of the|
smaller individual enterprises which have
played 'so large a part in the industrial
life of Great Britain.

«“Besides new organizations which |
sought capital during 1919 and 1920,
numerous long established companies in-.
creased their capital for the purpose of |
expanding business, extending plant or|
purchasing allied concerns. i

«New issues of capital for commercial
and industrial purposes in Great Britain
in 1920, exclusive of conversion loans, |
bonus shares, and shares issued to vend—'
ors, amounted to about three times pre-
war issues for the same purposes, as |
compared with twice the pre-war amount |
in 1919. In the first nine months of
1921, however, the general business de-
pression was clearly reflected in a mark-
ed decrease of new capital issues. The|
largest relative expansion occurred in the
iron, steel, coal and related industries,
miscellaneous commercial and industrial
enterprises, banks, rmotor traction, and
breweries.

«A second characteristic of the period
is the number of amalgamations which
took place. This was in many instances
but the continuation of a movement
which had been going on even prior to
the war, notably in the iron, steel and
coal and the textile industries.

“In contrast with the elaborate anti-
trust laws of the United States, the com-
mon law is practically the only check
upon combinations in Great Britain. It
holds null and void agreements in re-
straint of trade, but it has been broadly
construed’ and considerable weight is
given to freedom of contract, so that
combination is not prohibited. Exist-
\ing combinations range all the way from
,associgtions somewhat resembling the
|German cartel, in which each firm retains
Iits identity and its independence in all

{save certain specific matters controlled
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by the association, to complete amalga-

mation.

“Recent tendencies appear, however,
tinder the pressure of external  competi-
tion, to be definitely away from this
type of more or less temporary co-oper-
ative organization and in the direction
of permanent control through amalga-

mation or through share ownership in
subsidiary companies. Many of the
largest capital issues in 1920 were for
this purpose. Corporations or holding
companies of this kind do not require for
their success the inclusion of practically
an entire industry and they make pos-
sible economies of production as well as
regulation of output and selling price.
Their effect upon price has a very de-
finite relationship to the extent of their
dominance in the field of industry con-
cerned, but through the advantages of
large scale organization they can exist
on a competitive basis while a monopol-
istic position is being attained.

«The tendency toward large scale or-
ganization of industry and capital is a
natural step in the progress of indds-
trial evolution. It provides greater re-
sources, encourages the development and
interchange of technical knowledge,
makes possible economies of production,
and lessens the variety, if not always the
severity, of competition. There are, how-
ever, offsetting influences to this
velopment. The size of plant and or-
ganization which can be handled econ-
omically unded single control has defin-
ite limits. Moreover, the effect of large
scale organizations upon the whole
economic and social structure cannot be
overlooked. The far-reaching results of
the failure or disintegration of a large
concern might tend to prolong its exist-
ence beyond economic usefulness. The
influence upon workmen, likewise, of a
scale of production which destroys the
sense of craftsmanship is already being
felt throughotit the industrial world in
unrest and loss of efficiency. :

«Great Britain appears still to be un-
der the influence of centripetal forces.
In some of the most important indust-
ries, 'which had long since sought the
international market for their products,
the tendency toward consolidation ap-
peared before the war, and recent de-
velopments represent merely a continua-
tion and to some extent an acceleration of

the movement. Other industries seem
definitely to-have arrived at this stage
of progress since the war. In

the movement appears not to have ad-
vanced so far in Great Britain as in the
United States. In the face of keen in-
ternational competition, both prospective
and actual, however, British industry
appears to be approaching rapidly to
the §tage of large corporate organisa-
tion.”

GROWTH OF HUMAN HEADS

Gitls’ Heads Get Broader Earfier Thaa
Boys’, Scientists are Told.

t a recent meeting of the British
Adsociation for the A Advancement of
Science, says the London correspondent
of the Journal of the American Medieal
Association, Miss R. M. Fleming read an
interesting paper on observations which
she had been making for three years on
women and children with a view to find-
ing out how far sex and growth, as weil
as race type, influence physical charac-
ters.

Her measurements bore out Dr.
Fieure’s conclusion ‘that there is in wo-
man a greater tendency to pigmentation
and . brachycephaly (shortheadedness) .
Measurements of very young children be-
fore bony development of the forchead
had set in showed. that girls’ heads were
rounder than boys’ and that a tendency
to increase more "in breadth than in
length was noticed earlier in gins and
was more steady and persistent.

Describing observations on darkening
of the hair, Miss Fleming frequently no-
ticed that instead of the whole head of
hair darkening, “it darkened in patches,
so that hair which was flaxen at ome
observation was flaxen and dark flaxen
at the next and then dark flaxen and
ligh tbrown. The presence of two
shades almost indicated that darkening
was in process.

In a few cases, both in boys and in
girls, the change in color took the form
of the appearance of a red tint. Boys
did not darken so soon or so rapidly as

QUEEN GETS DOWRY

| The Cook Who Made Mark
Hanna’s Breakfast Famous
Receives $25,000 — Dish a
Political Factor.

Maggie Maloney, who received $25,000

under the will of the widow of Mark A.
Hanna, which was probated recently in
Washington, D. C., is famous in fiction,
history, reminiscence and legend as the
cook who brought corned beef hash to
its perfection. The legacy of $25,000 is
one of the largest ever received by a
cook and is especially notable in this
case because the total estate is valued
at only $150,000.
. Maggie is the original of the cook who,
lin a novel by David Graham Phillips,
influenced legislation by her hash. She
has been mentioned in the published
recollections of statesmen. In the ver-
bal tradition of the capital she occupies
the position of the greatest of a long
' geries of great Washington cooks. The
days of her prestige and power were
from 1897 to 1900, when she composed
corned becf hash for Senator Hanna at
his home in Washington while McKin-
ley was president. This famous dish
was produced for the 10 o’clock Supday
morning breakfasts of Mark Hanna,
which were ‘attended by many of the
leading men of the country during that
. period.
{ President McKinley, who had been anl
admirer of Maggie for many years and
had taken Sunday breakfasts occasion-‘
ally with Hanna in Clevcland, would
often leave the White House on a Sun-
lay morning and walk to the Hanna
residence for a plate of Maggie’s hash. |
Some of the frequent breakfasters with
Hanna on Sunday mornings were Vice-
president Hobart, Secretary of the Navy
,ong, Secretary of War Russell |
A. Alger, Secretary of ‘the Interior Cor-
nelius N. Bliss and Senator Scott of West
Virginia, who was called “Scotty” by
“Mark;” General Charles G. Dawes,
then Controller; Myron T. Herrick, act-
ing Secretary of State William R. Day,
now of United States Supreme Court;
Senator Nelson Aldrich of Rhode Island
and many others.

DEPOSITORS WILL GET

BIG CHRISTMAS FUND

About 4,000 Banks to Distribute $150,-
000,000 Among 5!v000£00 Patrons Next
ee

Approximately 4,000 banks in the coun-
try will distribute next week among
5,000,000 persons about $150,000,000, rep-
resenting the accumulations of various
Christmas funds for 1921. One-tenth of
this amount will be disbursed by banks
operating the Christmas Club plan in
New York City and nearby points in
this State, New Jersey and Connecticut.

The disbursements of the banks in
Hudson County, New Jersey, will total
nearly $2,000,000, which is more than $3
per capita. The Union Trust Company
of New Jersey, Jersey City, will dis-
burse $880,000, the largest disbursement
of any institution in the vicinity of New
York. The. largest disbursement if
Manhattan will be about $500,000 by the
Maiden Lane Savings Bank.

The Christmas Club Corporation said
yesterday that, according to recent esti-
mates, “over 1,000,000 people have start-
ed their first savings account with funds
accumulated through this plan.”

Because of unemployment in many
parts of the country, the company said,
“the per capita deposit has in many
instances fell off in 1921, but an increas-
ed number of institutions making this
plan available to their patrons has in-
creased the total fund to the largest pro-
portion in its history.”

WAS IN DANGER

Shopping Céntre of London’s
| West End Saved from
Disaster by Underground
Workers.

\ London, Nov. 16—( Associated Press,
by Mail)—This city has just narrowly
escaped a great peril, the possible caving
in of Oxford Circus, the shopping centre

of the West End, says a story circulated
by a news agency. The danger of the
disaster was known only to contractors
and workers underground. They were i
altering an exit from the Oxford Circus
tube station so as to make an entrance
into a business building when the con- |
tractors discovered a bed of a little un-
known tributary of the Thames River
which %vas covered over when Regent
Street was made.

They also found, to their amazement
and consternation that they were meet-
ing' the direct “lines of vibration’ of the
two underground tubes, the Central Lon-
don and the Bakerloo.

The news agency says that they
realized that if the excavations continued
the whole of Oxford Circus might be
literally precipitated underground.
There were perilous days and laborious
nights joccupied in underpinning the
buildings above ground and overcoming
the side pressure which was being felt.

In place of the shifting sands of the
old river bed there was constructed a re-
taining wall of cement which, it is de-
clared, has made the great shopping
centre more secure than at any time since
the river flowed down the slopes of the
present Regent street.

REFORM OF
CALENDAR

London, Dec. 5—Reform of the calen-
dar and the fixing of a date upon which
Easter should fall will be discussed by ¢n
International Committece in Rome next
Aprily according to the ome corre-
spondent of the Loncon Times. A fea-
ture of the suggested new calendar
would be the setting apart of one lay by
itself; New Year’s Day. The committee,
which will be presided over by Cardinal
Mercier, is, one of the thirty-two c.m-
mittees forming the International
Astronomical Union.

Professor Pio Emanuelli, astronomer
of the Speccoa Vaticana is quoted as fol-
lows with regard to the proposed re-
form of, the calendar.

“The object of the reform is to male
a new celendar, which shall be 'nvari-
able for every year, so that the same day
recurs every year on the same dste.
This would be quite easy to do could
the number of days composing the calen-
dar year be exactly divided by seven.
To bring about the reform it would be
assential to put one day by itself at the
beginning of the year, without irciud- |
ing it in the calendar week at all. This
day would stand apart as New Year’s
Day. ;

“This would be followed by the 364
days, which are to ve divided into fifry-
two weeks, making the ficst d.v of the
week a Sunday. The addilional day in
leap years could be placed after June
30, and, like New Year’s Day be con-
sidered as quite apart from the calendar.

“Having thus fixed the calendar, it
would be necessary to decide on what
date Easter should fall. ‘At present
Easter falls between March 2 and April
5. It is suggested that in the new calen-
dar the second Sunday in April should
be selected as Easter Sunday.”

Moth’s Clockwork Tongue.

On the anderside of the head of any
butterfly or moth you will find a tiny
coll which looks like the hair-spring of
a watch. This is the insect’s tongue.

Though it looks quite small when roll-
ed up, it can be uncoiled in a flash into
a straight tube an inch or more in lengths

Watch a moth visiting fiowers and
you will see how it is used. The insect
cither remains hovering in the air or
alights upon a petal; then the tongue
straightens out suddenly and is thrust,
into the innermost recesses of the flower
to obtain the honey which is hidden
there. A few moments are spent in sip-
ping, and then the tongue springs back
into its coil and away goes the moth to
seck another flower.

The length of the tongue depends np-
on the flower visited by the partictlar
kind of moth. Those which feed on the
heney of sweet-williams or stocks require
only a short one; but a long tongue is
needed by the species which visit Can-
terbury bells or lilies. |

. Ottawa, Ont., Dec. 4—On the eve of voting in the general
elections political circles here, regardless of party affiliations, have
no doubt of the result. That the government will be defeated is not
questioned by any analyst of the situation, while the forecasts of a
great Liberal victory on Saturday are amply borne out by the
eleventh hour advices from all parts of the country. Claims of the
government's propaganda bureau as to the seats they will carry de-
lude neither the electors nor those guilty of the attempt.

A FAIR FORECAST.

It is not a difficult situation to figure out. Even on the government’s own
calculations the maritime provinces will give an adverse majority. It is knowrn;
of course, that the-maritime provinces will give a magnificent Liberal majority.
Quebec will be practically solid against the government. Of that there has
never been 'the remotest doubt. The prairie west is also certain to go against
the government, and the premier faces defeat in his own constituency. These
provinces in which the government stands little or no chance return 139 mem-
bers. There remain Ontario with eighty-two members and British Columbia
with thirteen. Ontario is traditionally Conservative but, outside of the big
cities, nearly every constituency has a rural end to it. It is from these rural
parts that the Conservatives in the past have been able to get their majority.
It was those rural parts which spontaneously overturned Hearst in 1919 with
his eighty-six seats and landed him at the end of the procession with twenty-
three. Nothing indicates phe slightest diminution in the force and staying power

WHAT MME. CURIE SEEKS

What particular experiments is Mme.
Curie going to carry on with the radium
civen to her recently by the women of
America? Many - persons have asked
tuis question, but few. have known. A
small booklet descriptive of the activi-
ties of the Standard, Chemical Company,
which, to April 1, 1921, had produced
71.8 grams of the 140 grams estimated
as the total available supply of radium
in the world, explains that Mme. Caftie
will endeavor to find some means of con-
trolling the heat given off by radium.
The writer says:

“Every three-quarters of an hour the
heat from a gram (a thimbleful) of ra-
dium is sufficient to change a quantity
of water equal in, weight to the radium
from freezing to boiling point. Thus
radidm is constantly giving out heat in
quantities millions of times greater than
that obtainable from an equal quantity
of coal. All of the powerful resources of
the modern laboratory—extremes ot heat
and cold and of pressure, violent chem-

ical reagents, the action of powerful ex-

plosives and the most intense electrical
agencies—do not affect this emission of
heat from radium in the slightest de-
gree. Mme. Curie wishes and hopes to

find some new light upon the possibility !

of controlling this output of heat.

. “This can be accomplished best, as
we. now see it, by finding some possible
method to control or to influence the
breaking up of these atoms that causes
the astonishing output of energy radium
is making manifest.

“By gaining control of the breaking
up of the atoms of radium, there is rea-
son to hope that we may find a way
to solve this problem, not because ra-
dium could be used as a source of future
energy, but because radium is so like
many of the more plentiful materials of
the earth we may hope that, by apply-
ing. to them the knowledge gained with
radium, we may have available for the
work and convenience of the world
sources of energy as much above those
of the present day as the modern steam
and electfical installations are superior
to the muscular power of primitive
man.”

MENTAL DEFICIENCY
CANADIAN RANGER

Women Should Stir Govern-
, ment to Cope with Malady,
Says Lady Byng. ’

Emphasizing the great danger of men-
tal defectiveness in this country, and
the need for the women to stir up the
governments in the matter of coping with
it, Lady Byng gave a spirited address
to the Big Sisters Association of Toronto
at luncheon this week. She said the wo-
men’s organizations had done admirable
work in other directions, but they had
nﬁt dealt with this greatest dagger of
all, ;

“Women have the power of' the vote,”
Her Excellency said, “and that, together
'with the power of nagging their hus-
'bands at home, can bring great results.
|Men do not realize these things, but
.every woman is a mother at heart, and
that 4s why the Big Sister Associztion
is such an amazingly good organization.”

Lady Byng referred to the rocom-
mendation made by Mr. Justice Hod-
gins for a woman magistrate, and she
strongly favored this. *“I suppose I am
talking politics and I am not supposed
to, but it can’t be helped,” she admitted.
“No man, ne matter how good and fine
he may be, can understand the mental-
ity of a girl. She grows too frightened
to tell the truth, and so often shields
the one who has done her wrong.”

Continuing, Lady Byng said: “ The
full rigors 'of the law should be meted
out to a man who abuses a'girl mentally
deficient, and flogging is often a punish-
ment which brings best results. - It may
sound brutal, but so is the crime.”

Lady Byng related some of her ex-
periences: in England as a member of
the housing committee for her district,
where she discovered that 90 per cent.
of the illegitimate children born in in-
stitutions were the offspring of mental
defectives. “Do you want that to hap-
pen here?” she asked. “I have been
told that mental deficiency in ‘Canada
can be stopped in twenty-five years with
the small population of this new coun-
itry. Isn’t it worth while trying for?”
