A Big Reception—Five Days
There and Then For England

New York, Nov. 18—The Prince of
Wales arrived at Jersey City at ten

to New York. Nearly an hour before he
arrived the section of the Pennsylvania
terminal, Jersey City, reserved for his
train had been cleared of all spectators.

Three hundred soldiers of the Thirteenth
United States Infantry and a band were
lined up as a guard of honor from the
track to the water’s edge, where the
boats that were to take the prince to
New York were weiting.

The band played “God Save The
King” as the prince stepped from the
train. The prince quickly brough up his
hand to a salute and kept it there while
the enthem was played. A minute later
when the Star Spangled Benner was
played, the prince again stood at salute.

Major General David E. Shanks and
Brig.-Gen. Peter W. Davison welcomed
the prince in the name of the army,
while Admiral Glennon, commanding the
Third Naval District, was present as the
representative of the navy. Officials of
Jerscy City were among the welcoming
committee. i

There were no decorations on the pier,
the guest of honor and 150 uniformed
Jersey City policemen kending the only
touch of color to the occasion. The re-
ception at the pier was an informal one,
the formal welcome of the city of New
York being extended at the Battery,
where the prince and his party were
taken in barges of the battleship Penn-
sylvania,- the flagship of the Atlantic
fleet.

A cheering throng greeted the prince
as he stepped from the barge at Battery
Park at eleven-fifteen. After a brief ex-
change of greetings with members of
the mayor’s reception committee he was
driven through the financial district up
Broadway to the city hall where a for-
mal welcome of the city was extended by
Mayor Hylan.

BRITISH EMPIRE
TIMBER EXHIBITION

The senior British trade commissioner
in Canada and Newfoundland, (Mrs. G.
T. Milne) is informed by the Imperial
Department of Overseas Trade in Lon-
don that the department are organizing
an exhibition of timbers grown within
the British empire, to take place in Lon~
don from July 5 to 17, 1920.

herds. As a matter of fact there has

ireal reason for the refusal has been the
[nbjections raised by old country graziers
ito the competition of Canadian cattle
exporters. ‘They have been thus en-
’joying the form of protection which
i they were loath to delinquish, something
i Canada objected to less than to the to-
tally unwarranted imputation of dis-
ease cast on Canadian herds. The reason
now given by the British Board of Agri-
culture for refusing to admit our cattle
is that disease exists, but in South
America and Europe they specifically
state that Canadian cattle are excep-
tionally free from disease, probably
more so than those of any other country
in the world.

Treaty

“Great Britain and France have been
very anxious not to hurt American sus-
ceptibilities and there is no foundation
for the rumor suggesting they have ad-
dressed representations to ‘Washington
regarding reservations,” the newspaper
continues. “In justice to our own pe€o-
ples and Europe, however, we cannot de-
lay in getting to work with the league.”

Paris, Nov. 18—Regardless of the

: peace treaty of Versailles will be put

and French opinion is that Italy and
Great Britaif have a like feeling.

HARBOR COMMISSION,

If the people are asked to vote on har-
bor commission they ought to have sev-
eral definite assurances.

Neither the
capitalist who defies everybody and
everything nor the labor agitator who
arbitrarily calls a strike will have any
standing in the new order of things to be
evolved out of the present searching en-
quiry for a way out of a threatening

' SUES FOR $3,260,000.

The Nemours Trading Corporation of
Delaware has been named defendznt in
the two largest suits for compensation
and damages combined that have ever
been brought by individual employes
against employers in the New York Su-
preme Court. Summonses and com-
plaints on behalf of the employes men-
tioned, Cooper Oppenheimer and Bern-
ard S. Kahn were filed in the county
clerk’s office by Max D. Steuer, attorney
for the plaintiffs, each of whom de-
mands judgment for $1,683,150.

In each complaint it is alleged that on
June 16, 1919, the defendant established
a clozk department and that the plaintiff
was engaged as associate manager with
the understanding and agreement that he
would receive one-half of the net profits
of the department for the services to be
rendered.

Each plaintiff alleges that on Novem-
ber 6, 1919, the defendant refused to per-
mit him to continue his work under the
alleged contract of employment, and that
on that date there was due him for ser-
vices rendered the sum of $8,150 the de-
fendant having paid only $4.350 out of
$7,500 already earned by the plaintiff.
Oppenheimer and Kahn claim to have
sustained damages amounting to $3,260,-
000, or $1,680,000 each, through the de-
fendant’s alleged failure to cllow them
to continue at work under {icir con-
tracts.

'said he arrived at Riel’s headquarters on
March 4. Riel was very much excited
and complained of the insolent manner
{of the captives and declared he feared
it would be necessary to shoot one. But
{as he spoke in particular of another man,
'no one thought of Scott as the v‘ictim.
| Before noon on that day, however, it was
learned by various missionaries there
that Scott had been doomed to die at
{12 o'clock. Rev. Mr. Young, Methodist
| missionary, went to the rebel leader to
beseech mercy for the prisoner. But the
rebel was adamant and refused to grant
even a minute’s delay in the execution
of the sentence. Then Sir Donald went
to beg mercy for the victim. Others
added their prayers for the man but Riel
was stubborn. He said that Scott was
a troublesome character and much more
of the same type; he was abusive of his
guards and insulting to Riel. Argument,
entreaty or protest alike failed to move
him in the slightest.

A few minutes before 1 o'clock that
day poor Scott was led forth to be slain.

Soviet republic,” plotted in Germany and
Switzerland with Lenine and Trotzky
for the overthrow of the Russian imper-
ial government, so he testified here today.
He was deported from Russiz after ser-
ving three years imprisonment in Ger-
many for his revolutionary activities.
The tale of the plot against the Rom-
anoffs, which covered many years, was
brought out by questions put to Martens
by Deputy Attorney Gener:l Berger.
Martens said that upon his arrival iu
Berlin he was pressed into the German

military service and served in barracks.

militery authorities press you into the
army?” he was asked.

“Because my father and imother were
German citizens,” he replied. i

On leaving the army, he saia he enter-'
ed the Charlottenberg Polythechnical In-
stitute in Germany, and late became an
engineer in the employ of a Hamburg
firm. For twelve years, i said, he was
engaged in propaganda work plotting the
overthrow of the Russian government
from: Germany. During this period, he
testificd, he conferred with Zenine and
Trotzky in 1901 in Switzer:and, and in
1908 in Berlin. He added that part of
the propaganda was hatched in France
and Switzerland. l

He was organizer of the Russian work-
men in the revolution in Russia in 190
he said, and added that his activities
were not interfered with in Germany.

A. E. Stevens, associate counsel for!

not true that the Soviet republic wished
to overthrow all capitalist governments.

“That is their wish,” replied the “am-
bassador.” “They wish to change the
capitalistic system to the socialistic sys-
tem.”

A letter addressed to Amcrican work-
men by Lenine from Moscow, Avgust
20, 1918, was read into the records. It
stated that “the revolutionary proletariat
of America, in so far as it is an enemy
of American imperialism, is destined to
perform an important task at_this time.”

In substance the letter charged that

the use of terroristic methods are Just-
ifiable in the cause of the proic:ariat and
it is cited that class struggle has inevit-
ably taken the form of civil war.
“T¢ T understand this portion of the let-:
ter correctly, it is a statement that ter-
ror has been employed by the Soviet
government,” said Mr. Stevens. 4

& Co. as a saleswoman. Three
months later she remarked: “I mar-
vel that girls, unless very gifted,
struggie with the opposing rorces of
a ‘career’ when there is availahle at
home such a stimulating, educative
and ‘altogether enjoyable vocation.
I enjoy my present work; rt’s jolly
fun to sell goods; it’s pleasant to
meet such customers as we have
here, and I certainly appreciate the
opportunities the store offers for at-
taining greater culture. One ab-
sorbs naturally the essentials of taste
in dress, and gets mental stimulus
in facing and solving commercial
problems.”

Perhaps you who read would also
enjoy department store work amidst
such environment. We have a num-
ber of positions open, earnings de-
pendent clone upon your ability to
“make good.”

This ad had a two-fold purpose—the.
first being, of course, to attract to the
store high-class saleswomen. It refut-
ed the too-general idea that work in a

“ department store is drudgery, and in ad-

dition was a strong argument to the
numerous young women who look long-
ingly in the direction of a career, when
profitable work liés at hand.

The other angle is its appeal to buy-
ers. The ad emphasizes the knowledge
of dress acquired by saleswomen, and,
it is “believed; -will do much“toward in-
ducing the public to place more re-
liance in the judgment of the sales staff
that is generally the case. .

Several former school teachers have
been secured for the Ayres staff, and
this fact is extremely - suggestive, in
view of the efforts made by department
storessto get women of culture for sales
work. The stationary salaries of school
teachers have resulted in efforts to get
other work by many members of that
profession. .

Canadian Patrietic Fuad Reports
Increase in Number Wartisg

Help

[RY MAGNESIA FOR

Ottawa, Nov. 18—The executive secre-
tary of the Canadian Patriotic Fund re~
ports that applications for assistance for
dependents of discharged soldiers are
daily increasing in number and that
more than 200 are now receiving regular
monthly allowances. In addition many
hundreds of families are assisted each
month by compassionate grants rendered
necessary on account ‘of sickness or ac-
cident in the family, delay in pension or
war service gratuity or by some other
contingency.

The majority of the women who are
receiving regular monthly allowances |
are deserted wives whose husbands eith-
er remained’ overseas, taking their dis-
charge in England, or, having returned
home, left their wives within three
months of discharge. The fund also re-
ports that a number of applications have
heen received from women whose hus-
]hands deserted them after being at home
for a longer period. To avoid fraud and
the chance of cullusion, it was found
necessary to make the stipulation that
desertion must have taken place during
the period of the man’s military service
or within three months of his discharge.

Next to deserted wives, in number, are
the widows of men who have died from
causes that are not pensionable. In the
majority of cases such men have died
after discharge from some such sickness
‘as pneumonia. There have also been
| cases in which the man died during mili-
tary service but from causes that could
not be regarded by the Board of Pension
Commissioners as due to service.

Wallace, Marshal Joffre, Prince and
Princess George of Greece, General Ber-
doulat, military governor of Paris, and
the heads of all the diplomatic missions
in Paris were present at the ceremony.

Prince Felix of Bourbon-Parma, a
brother of Prince Sixtus, was recently
married to the Grand Duchess Charlottz
of Luxemburg.

The prince was always a favorite
brother of the Empress Zita and his
brother-in-law, the Emperor Charles,
held him in high esteem. A letter to
Prince Sixtus from the Austrian em-
peror officially publghed 1n the spring
of 1918 by the irench government
created a stir in political circles, making
peace suggestions for an unofficial sub-
mission to France and England.

Prince Sixtus was born in 1886, being
six years older than his sister, the ex-
Empress Zita. Both he and his brother,
Prince Xavier, served in the Belgian
army and both were decorated with the
War Cross by President Poincare.

An Automobile Case Occupies
Attention of The Police Court

This morning in the Police Court, Col-
lingwood Brennan was chatged with ob-
taining a car and money under false pre-
tenses.
