BRAVE GENERAL
OF THE BELGIAN:

How Liege Commander Happenec
To Become a Prisoner

He 2sd His Force Blew up Fort anc
Geperal Leman Alone Survived—
Allowed to Keep His Sword

Paris, Sept. 1—The Antwerp corres-
pondent of the Petit Parisien gives the
explanation of the presence of General
Leman, the Belgian commander at Liege
in Magdesburg as a prisoner of war:

“On August 17, General Leman was
summoned by the Germans to surrender
the Liege forts. He refused, but as the
situation was then desperate and it was
impossible to hold out against another
. bombardment, he called his officers to-
gether in Fort Loncin, and said:

“You have valiantly fought for your
country, but the struggle has become
impossible and it is foolish to try fur-
ther. Honored brave the hour has come,
when we must separate. I have decided
to die here. Loncin shall be my tomb.”

All the officers declared that they
would still fight and die with their gen-
eral. Again the cannon thundered and
then those in the fort was silenced and
a terrible explosion took place, General
Leman and his officers had blown them-
selves up. Alone of all in the forts, Gen-
eral Leman survived, and from the de-
bris, he was taken a prisoner to Magde-
burg. It was on Emperor William’s or-
der that he was allowed to keep his
sword.”

The grand jury in the county court
this morning found a true bill against
Percy Warren, Bedford L. Hines, =
liam Brown, Willlam Chainbers, Williatn
Edmanson, William Day and Thomas
Shannon, all charged with participating
in the recent riot. Their trials will com-
mence at 2.30 o’clock this afternoon. In
the case of the King vs. Thomas Shan-
non, a separate indictment charging the
defendant with assault upon Policeman
George H. Clark during the riot, the
grand jury found no bill.

In addressing the grand jury, His Honor
stated that he had lived in the city for
fifty-four years and this was the first
serious destruction of property on any
occasion of this kind during that period.
He also commented on the fact that
Police Sergeant Kilpatrick, according to
the evidence, has been twenty-five years
on the police force, was present on the
night of the riot and saw no one he
knew in all that crowd. He did not
wish to criticise, he said, but thought
that if all the police force knew the
people in St. John only as the evidence
showed Kilpatrick did, the sooner they
reorganized the better.

The trial of the case of the King vs.
Cambridge Goldsworthy, which was to
have been commenced this morning, will
take place tomorrow morning at ten
o'clock.

AUSTRIANS ROUTED BY
ENGLISH AND FRENCH SHIPS;
JAPS TAKE TWO MORE ISLANDY

London, Sept. 1—A despatch to the
Exchange Telegraph Company from
Cettinge, states that the Austrians sup-
ported by the Cattaro batteries, and their
fleet, on Sunday, re-attacked Mount
Lovchen, and Budua. The Montenegrin
positions were being seriously damaged
when the English and French fleets put
in a timely appearance, silenced the bat-
teries and forced the Austrian ships to
beat a hasty retreat.

The Montenegrins, under Prince Pet-
er, immediately began a counter attack
on the Austrian forces, and repulsed

many Yprisoners, including several of-
ficers, .

Japs Take Two Other Islands.

Pekin, Sept. 1—The Japanese, accord-
ing to reports received here, have occu-
pied two other islands within the Ger-
man sphere at Kiao Chow. They are
Taliekao and Tekung-Tao. These is-
lands had not been occupied by the Ger-
mans.

Information received yesterday was to
the effect that the Japanese had occu-
pied Ta-Chien, a small island outside of

In
Brussels they are employed as de-
patch riders between the various de-
artments of the state; as orderlies
t the numerous depots of the Red
Cross organization; as “policemen”
they patrol the streets during the’
day, and in case of any disturbance
can at once summon assistance; and
upward of a hundred are daily col-
lecting money for the Red Cross So-
ciety, and for the various funds
started for the relief of the families
of the men at the front. There are to-
day some 4,500 Boy Scouts in Bel-
gium—=8,000 in the organization based
on the ilnes of the English Boy
| Scouts, and 1,500 belonging to the
LCatholic Brigade.

St. John Volunteer Tells
Of Life At Valcartier

A member of the St. John contingent
at Vdlcartier writes to the Times as
follows:—
“Possibly you would care to get a lit-
tle inside information just of the daily
life and work of our own lads. We get
up at 5.80 and immediately snug up
everything around the tents. They are
very strict about this and we have to
keep things scrupulously clean and neat.
Weeat at seven and go on parade at 8.80
and drill steadily until 12 or 12.80 and
then have until 2 p.m. off. Then we drill
again until about 4 p. m. and then we.
are practically finished for the day. Of
course there are many  duties such as
sentry, brigade signalling, fatigue, etc.
which make the days somewhat longer
than they would appear from reading
the foregoing.

“We are fed very well, our cooks all
being North End boys accustomed to
cooking in the woods, etc. At night we
build great log fires and dance and sing
around them, or on other occasions we
spend quieter evenihgs visiting in bodies
from tent to tent and having an inform-
al programme in each as we go. The
boys so far are all in splendid health
and spirits and their demeanor regard-
ing the coming crisis can best be ex-
plained by a remark overheard from one
Ontario officer to another when he said:
¢ ‘T like the courageous, happy spirit
of that New Brunswick outfit. They will

give a great account of themselves when
occasion demands.’ g

“The most beautiful thing in the camp
is the appearance of miles of pure white
tents, glistening in the moonlight while
cheers, shouts, laughter and music min-
gle in one rumbling chorus, then comes
the ‘Airst post,’ warning us to prepare for
bed, and the ringing call of hundreds of
bugles throughout that city of - solid
white sends a feeling over one easier im-
agined than described. The last little
call of only a few notes, lights out,’ can
best be described as the benediction, and
it floats out over our silent city as a
last good might to all.

“I think that at that time above all
comes the little straining feeling in the
throat, when even strong men could eas-
ily cry Kke children; for the beautiful
stillness that follows that last little call
seems to echo to many of us the parting
words of the wives, mothers, sisters, bro-
theas and all loved ones we have left be-
hind.
