THE SOUTH SAANICH
COUNCIL YOTE SUM

Oil Engine to Be Purchased for
Running Rock Crusher--Rate
of Taxation.

(From Monday’s Daﬂy.)\

The municipal council of South Saan-
ich met on Saturday evening at eight
o’clock in the council chamber at South
Saanich. The new rate by-law passed
its third reading and was formally
adopted. The rate for general purposes
is four mills and for school purposes
one mill. The assessor gave the total
assessable property in South Saanich
as $3,903,136, divided as follows: For
land, $3,414,433; for property improve-
ments, $488,700. This is higher than
last year on account of the great in-
crease in the land values of properties
in the municipality.

The British Columbia Agricultural
Society was voted a sum of $200 for
their approaching exhibition.

The balance sheet of the municipal-
ity, as audited by the official auditor,
was submitted to the council. The ac-
counts having been certified to be cor-
rect -the balance sheet was approved
and passed. The other matters before
the council were of a routine nature.

The megting was called to order by
Reeve'Brydon, who occupied the chair.
Counciliors Moore, Pointer, Grant,
Quick, Durance and Puckle were also
present. The newly-elected clérk to the
munici* 1 lity, J.. R. Carmichael, was

Permission was granted, after a for-
mal application had been made to the
municipality, to Lieut.-Col. Roycroft,
of Maywood, to have the city water
laid to his house from the city’'s. mains,
near Mr. Holme's /house on Quadra
street.

J. E. Smart, of the B. C. Agricultural
Association, drew the attention of the
council ‘to the fact that $100 had been
granted to the South Saanich Agricul-
tural Association, and to the common
interest which the ratepayers of the
municipality of South Saanich had in
any agricultural exhibition in Vie-
toria. In consequence, on behalf of his
executive, he asked for a grant for the
exhibition of 1907 to be voted to his as-
sociation.

Councillor Puckle, seconded by Coun-
cillor Quick, at once moved that a
grant of $200 be made to the associa-
tion. This was unanimously adopted.

A letter from a Winipeg firm in ref-

erence to a road along their property.
on the line of Victoria & Sidney rail-
way, received the due.consideration of
the council.
" Seymour de Trafford Cunningham
wrote to the council asking for per-
mission that the road might be lowered
on the knoll near his place on the
Gorge road.

The chairman explained that the pro-
perty was situated on the Yates estate,
and that Mr. Cunningham had built up
His object was to lower
the road so that the water would not
run onto his land. He stated a large
amount of money would have to be
expended. In fact he even thought that
the whole hill face on Harriet road
might have to be removed.

Couneillor Pointer remarked that
part of the road was within the city
limits.

After a short discussion the matter
was referred to the road superintendent
to report upon.

A communication was received re-
garding the fee for the clerk of the
Court of Revision.

The reeve said he understood that
Mr. Edwards left it to the council to
say what the fee was to be. Ten dol-
lars was voted, and this amount was
ordered to be paid to Mr. Edwards.

The account of William Grim, black-
smith to the municipality, amounting
to $27.25 was duly passed.

A communication was rcceived from
the road superintendent requesting the
council to. purchase a heavy plow for
grading, because the farmers’ plows
were not suitable for this work.

The road superintendent was grant-
ed leave to purchase a plow suitable
for road work. It was stated that the
plow would cost about $40.

The question again came before the
council as to their justification in
granting a stated donation a month to
an aged lady who was between 60 and
70 years of age. The matter was finally
left to the constable for investigation,
and the council will consider his re-
port at the next 'meeting.

The road superintendent sent in an
estimate for the cost of new bridge
with a wood covering for $221.

A short discussion followed on the
lasting durability of concrete arching
in lieu of temporary character of wood
topped bridges. It was pointed out that
there would be a great saving in using
concrete for the future provided they
took steps to ensure good workmanship
in the erection of culverts or bridges.

The questfon of contracting for work
of this nature wag considered.

The reeve very forcibly pointed out.

that contract work involved a far
greater outlay in capital than piece
work in a municipality like South
Saanich. He stated that raw matcrial
like ¢ement could be purchased by the
municipality as cheap as, or even
cheaper than, by a contractor, and that
they could haul their own gravel and
broken' rocks at a less price than a
contractor could. It was only right
that the teams of their own farmers
should be employed in any hauling
work in the municipality. They had
their own laborers whem -they were
training for morg advanced work. A
contractor would have to pay for out-
side labor and would have fo add to
the cost of the work a percentage on
each item as his own commisgion.
Moreover in order to gee that a con-
tractor carried out his agreement ac-
cording to specification a man would
have to superintend in the interest of
the municipality the work being car-
ried out under contract,

After discussion it seemed to be the
general opinion that all work within
the power of the road suprintendent
and his men to execute should be car-
ried out by the munigipality and not
under contract.

It was in consequence resolved that
the work should be gone on with by the
road superintendent according to the
estimated cost of $221.

Wootton & Goward, solicitors, acting
on behalf of W. Thompson, wrote to
the council regarding the sub-division
of the land belonging to their client at
the same time enclosing a map plan of
the estate.

The assessment roll for the corpora-
tion of South Saanich for the year 1907
was, on the motion of Puckle, seconded
by Durance, adopted and confirmed.

A. G. Elliot, the official auditor, re-
ported having audited the books and
accounts of the mumicipality. These
being certified- as correct and in order
were approved and confirmed by the
council.

The resignation of the retiring clerk,
H. O. Case, was foermally accepted and
hig bond discharged.

The committee appointed to report
upon the best form of engine to be pur-
chased by the municiupality to work
their new crusher advised the council
to purchase an 18 actual horse power
Metz & Weiss oil engine. The reeve ex-
plained that thiz type of engine “was
approved of by the best engineers in
France, the United States and the Eng-

“lish a@mirality, - and «that Mr. Burchell
‘on Thetix Island” had bought three of

them, one of them bheing a 15 horse
power one. for his sawmill. Moreover
he explained that there would be- no
trouble in its use with water or fuel
The intention of the municipality was
to use their present little engine for
drilling work. This would mean a
great saving in time, as the drills
could be kept working ahead of where
the rocks were being crushed.

The advantages of procuring an 18
actual horse power engine of the Metz
& Weiss type was recognized by the
council, and it was determined to pro-
ceed at once with the purchase of one.

Owing to the absence of Mr. Gamble
from the governing buildings no prac-
tical steps had been taken in the re-
pairing of the Craigflower bridge. The
needs of the municipality were, how-
ever, explained by the reeve and
Councillor Quick to Mr. Hood, the
deputy engineer of the public works
department.. Mr. Hood promised to
draw the attention of Mr. Gamble to
the condition of the bridge upon his
return.

FIRE CLAIMED
TWENTY VICTIMS

FLAMES DESTROYED
NEW YORK TENEMENT

Majority of Those Who Perished
Believed to Have Been Women
and Children.

New York, July 29.—After an all night
search of the ruins of a six story tene-
ment at No. 222 Christie street, which was
burned shortly after midnight, the police
announced that there were twenty vie-
tims of the fire.

The bodies of the dead were found in
all sorts of unexpected places, to which
persons had fled ‘when the fire broke out.

Almost all of the bodies were burned
beyond recognition, many to such an ex-
tent that it was impossible to distinguish
the sex.

A majority of the victims, the police be-
lieve, were women and children.

Only five of the victims had becn identi-
fied up to an early hour to-day. They
were Marlite Di Dolco, his wife and their
two infant children, and Frank Shields, a
bed-ridden cripple, who was carried out
alive by the firemen, but who succumbed
to his injuries soen after his rescue.

The burned building was one of the old-
fashioned tenements common to the East
Side, with a store on the ground floor and
the apartments upstairs crowded with
tenants, mainly Italians.

The fire started in the store and swept
through the building with such rapidity
that a fitth of the 100 tenants in the place
met & horrible death.

JUDGE'S ACTION

). A. AIKMAN GIVES
HIS VIEWS IN COURT

He Severely Criticises Course Taken
By Mr. Justice Martin Few
Days Ago. -

(From Monday’s Daily.)

Before Mr. Justice Irving this .narn-
ing J. A. Aikman made another unsuc-
cessful attempt to secure the release of
Peter Hansen, who was sentenced sev-
eral weeks ago to a year's imprison-
ment on a charge of breaking and en-
tering the Royal Arms restaurant and
stealing four dollars. The conviction
was secured in the city police court be-
fore Magistrate Hall. Mr. Aikman to-
day applied for a writ of habeas cor-
pus, it being his second application, but
Mr. Justice Martin held that it was
not within his jurisdiction to grant the
writ. Mr. Aikman read correspondence
connected with the refusal of Mr. Jus-
tice Martin to sit at a special sitting of
the court of appeal called by  Chief
Justice Huntér on Monday, July 22nd.
He said, upon Mr. Justice Martin tak-
ing that course his only legal remedy
was to petition the Minister of Justice
for executive clemency in the case.

Mr. ikman stated that he had, up-
on finding his appeal against Magistrate
Hall’s refusal to reserve the Hansen
case upon a point of law was delayed

by Mr. Justice Martin’s action in re-
fusing to attend court, sent the follow-

“Tng wire to the minister of justice no-
tifying him of Mr. Justice Martin's ac-

tion. He had followed this wire with
a letter and had sent copies. of this
letter to Mr. Justice Martin, the attor-
ney-general of the province and Chief
Justice Hunter. The correspondence
was then-read in the court. The let-
ter with which Mr. Aikman supple-
mented the wire to the minister of
justice contains, at the opening, a copy

of this telegram. The letter in full was

as follows:
“The Honorable the Minister of Jus-
tice, Ottawa:

“Qir—I to-day wired you herein as fol-
lows ‘Rex against Hansen appeal court
set this day at eleven, adjourned till
two, then sine die owing to Judge Mr-
tin’s refusal to make up quorum be-
cause Chief Justice refused to notify
him in writing, although verbal notice
was given by Chief Justice. Hansen
in jail; no other remedy. Wire Judge
Martin to sit.

“J. A, AIKMAN,
Counsel for Hansen.”
which I now beg to confirm, and also
to comlain of the action of Mr. Justce
Martin in refusing to sit upon the case
in the court of appeal simply because
the Chief Justice sends word to him
through the registrar of the court in-
stead of formally notifying him in per-
son or in writinng of such sitting.

““The assizes are now gitting in Van-
couver and Mr. Justice Clement is busy
attending them; Mr. Justice Morrison
is absent in the east and there are only
three judges available here for appeal
work, and simply because Mr. Justice
Martin has a bug in his ear as to what
he is entitled to in the way of a noti-
fication as to the sitting of the court
of appeal, persons deprived of their
liberty are to be kept in durance vile
until Mr. Justice Martin has the ques-
tion decided as to whether he is en-
titled to be notified by the Chief Justice
in writing or by the Chief Justice in
person, and not whether an accused is
entitled to be released or otherwise.

“It does seem to me that such quib-
bling on the part of a judge is be-
neath the dignity of a persom holding
an office which ordinarily is entitled to
the respect of the whole community,
consequently I trust that you will see
your way clear to bring Mr. Justice
Martin to his senses.

“T am sending a copy of this letter
to the Chief Justice and Mr. Justice
Martin.

“Victoria, July 22nd, 1907.”

Mr. Aikman, said he, received from
the office of the Minister of Justice,
a telegram in reply to his wire, say-
ing that it was not- within the prov-
ince of justice to give directions to
judges in such matters. Upon receipt
of this wire, Mr. Aikman, said he,
again communicated with the office of
the Minister of Justice, his letter being
as follows:

“The Honorable, the Minister of Jus-
tice, Ottawa. .

“8ir:—I am inreceipt of your tele-
gram and duplcate of yesterday’s date
in which you say: ‘Not within prov-
ince of justice to give directions to
judges in such matter,” and in reply
thereto I beg to take issue with you
in the matter and point out that under
the Revised Statutes of Canada chap-
ter 21, section 4, sub-section (b) and
(c) and section 5 sub-section (a) you
have full power to prevent the mal-
administratton of justice in any prov-

ince of the Dominion of Canada, and
if there-'is no wrong done my client in
Judge Martin's refusal to sit in the
court of appeal on the grounds re-
ferred to in my letter to you of the
22nd instant, then there is no further
use for me to complain, but I respect-
fully submit that where the liberty of
the subject is concerned there should
be no such petty bickering carried on
between the judges of the highest court
in the province as has been in this
case, and therefore, I again urge you
to consider the matter carefully and
call Mr. Justice Martin’s attention to
the faect that he is not an absolute
monarch in any sense of the word, but
that he is a judge paid by the people
to perform the high duties of his of-
fice in such manner as the law di-
rects.

“I am calling the attention nf the
Attorney-General of this Province to
the matter by letter of even date here-
with.,

cident was recorded in the press, said
Mr. Aikman. Upon reading the news-
paper accounts, Mr. Justice Martin
had addressed the following letter to
him:

“I see by to-night's paper that to-
day the Chief Justice referred to cer-
tain correspondence between us on the
subject of this appeal, but the con-
tents and result thereof are incorrect-
ly stated. In such very unusual cir-
cumstances the counsel concerned are
entitled to, and should see for them-
selves, said correspondence, so that
they may be fully advised in the prem-
ises and not mislead, and consequently,
and for that purpose I shall be at the
law courts at 12 o’clock to-morrow
(Tuesday) for the purpose of showing
it to you and the other counsel con-
cerned (Mr. Moresby), to whom I am
writing to this. effect.

STEAMER BURNED
10 WATER'S EDGE

NINE WOMEN AND
CHILDREN DROWNED

Either Jumped Overboard Into Lake
Or Were Forced Overboard
in Rush for Boats.

Auburn,, N. Y., July 29.—The steam-~-
boat Frontenac was burned and beach-
ed opposite Farley’s point at Lake Ca-
yuga yesterday and nine lives were
lost. The victims were all women and
children passengers and all were
drowned. Several other passengers
were severely burned before the boat
could be beached. She lies burned and
blackened, in seven feet of water. The
bodies of the drowned women and chil-
dren have been recovered.

The following were drowned and the
bodies subsequently recovered: Miss
Homer Genung, Freeville; Carl Ge-
nung, 7 years old; Mrs. Zdlia Mec-
Creeny, Cohoes; Miss Lida Bennett,
“Frankfort; Miss Stella Clinton, Ithaca;
Miss Marietta Sullivan, Syracuse; 6-
vear-old daughter of Howard Able,
South Bloomingburg; two unidentified
women.

The steamer, an old sidewheel dou-
ble-deck craft, which has plied be-
tween Ithaca and Kayuga on Lake Ca-
yvuga for twenty-five years, left the
former piace for the upper lake, carry-
ing fifty passengers and a crew of
twelve.

In midlake fire broke out in the en-
gine room and, fanned by a stiff north-
east wind, spread quickly to the after-
ward section of the boat. The crew
of twelve men behaved splendidly,
fighting the flames ai first, but seeing
that nothing could be saved, turned
all -their attention to the passengers.
Life preservers were put on every one
that could be found in the brief time,
but in spite of their efforts, nine per-
ished. Capt. Brown directed the work

| of the crew and was the last to leave

the burning boat.

In strong contrast to the bravery of
the crew, was the panic and, in some
instances, cowardice of many of the
men among the passengers. In their
efforts to save themselves they seri-
ously impeded the work of the crew.
When the flames were first discovered
in midlake Capt. Brown turned the
bow of his little vessel toward the
shore.

The beach was reached at Farley’'s
point. Men from the summer cottages
did gallant work in rescuing the pas-
sengers and in caring for the injured.
It is not known just how the women
and children were thrown into the wa-
ter. It is thought, however, that they
became panic-stricken and either
jumped into the water as the boat
neared the shore, or were forced over-
board in the rush to get into the boats
that put off.

NEGRO ELECTROCUTED.

Put to Death in Eleetric- Chair at Sing
Sing for the Murder of a Woman.

New York, July 29.—Wm. Nelson, =
negro, was executed in the electric chair
in Sing Sing prison at Ossining early to-
day for the murder of Lizzie Norman,
with whom he lived. Nelson was given
two shocks. It was the first execution
at which Jesse Frost, the new warden of
the prison, officiated.

The crime for which Nelson paid the
death penalty was committed in Decem-
ber, 1905, in this city, and was the result
of a drinking affair.

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ON WEST COAST OF
VANCOUVER ISLAND

Detailed Description of the Equip-
ment at Pachena Point--News
From Alberni.

Alberni, July 26.—As Pachena Point,
a.few miles below Cape Beale, has been
selacted as a site for one of the wire-
loss selegraph stations to be erected
shortly by the Dominion, a short de-
scription of the work already accom-
plished may be of interest. Last year
it was decided to erect a lighthouse and
fog-horn between the existing light-
house of Cape Beale and Carmanah
Polnt and Pachena Point was selected
as most suitble. A force of men under
the .charge of Mr. G. Forrest has been
at work during most of the winter, and
are now nearly finished with the work
as originally laid out. The light tower
is octagonal in shape and 46 feet high,
with a diameter at the base of 26 feet.
The light, which is to be a flash light
‘of the first order, has not yet arrived,
but is expected every day.

The build{ng containing the fog-horn
is guite detached and stands some 75
feet Jower than the lighthouse, as it is
found that the best results are obtained
by having the fog-horn as near the
level of the sea as possible. It is there-
fore placed only 65 feet above sea-level.
The.building is very substantially bullt,
is 30 feet by 31 feet, and contains three
oil engipes of 12 horsé-power each, to
work ree powerful alr compresasors,
which in turn operate (ihe 5-inch mega-
phone. e engines also run a small
dynamo which lights the building by
eleotricity. The fog alarm is now ready
for use. Its formal operdation is expeot-
ed to begin with the 1st of September.

There are also two comfortable two-
story dwelling houses for the use of
the engineer in charge and his aasist-
ant. In addition to the above build-
inge instructions haveé recently been re-
celved to erect the apparatus for the
wireless station. The principal feature
is of course the mast, which will be 181
feet high, measuring 28 inches in diam-
eter at the base and tapering to nine
inéhes at the top. It will be cut out of
the timber available on the ground,
probably of hemlock, and be made and
erected in three sactions. Fuach section
will - have its own guys of heavy
cable securely anchored to withstand
the strong strain to which the mast will
be subjected in time of the heavy gales
s6 common on that part of the coast.
The other buildligs for the wireless
station will be simple, merely compris-
ing an_engine room for a, small gaso-
1ine engine and operating room, and'sit-
ting room for the staff. Immediately
on the completion of the work at Pach-
eng a start will be made at Cape Beale,
where a fog-horn isto be installed. Last
yvear the lighthouse tower and tram-
way at this point were renewed. The
fog-horn here will be smaller than that
at Pachena, being a 8-inch megaphone,
requiring only two oil engines te oper-
ate. - All the buildingg described above
have desp concrete foundations and
concrete tanks for a water supply.

St. Petersburg, July 26.—The author-
tties will soon be in position to lssue
indictments in the matter of the recent
plot against the life of Czar Nicholas.

It is now known women tock leading
parts in the oonspiracy. The princi-
pals are alleged to be Mme. Feodos-
sieff, wife of a well-known 8t, Pet-
ersburg lawyer; a3 woman called
“Comrade Nina,” alias Petrova, who
took the most prominent part in the
activities, and who succeeded in es-
caping to a foreign country; Boris Nik-
itenko, a retired mnaval leutenant;
Naounoff, a mail clerk; Emme, an in-
structor in the Imperial Lyceum, and
three lawyers, Brussoff, Chabroff and
Savansky.

. The man chosen to kill the Emperor
is named Klossovsky.

The plan of the conspirators was. to
hawve Klossowsky- make his way into
the “presence of the Emperor clad in
the uniform of a sergeant of the im-
perial convoy.

The indictments detail the strategy
used by the plotters to obtain the de-
sired information of the habits and
movements of the Emperor and show
espionage to this end was conducted
through the medium of milkmaids, who
supplied the royal kitchen.

COLONIZATION SCHEME,

Salvation Army Will Take Up 280,000
Acres. of Land in New Ontario.-

Toronto, July 25.—During his recent .
visit to Canada, General Booth ap-
proved of the plan of the local Salva-
tion Army officers for a colonization
scheme in New Ontario. It is now said
interested parties have ‘practically
agreed on the following terms:

The government to sell the Salvation
Army ten townships in the great clay
belt, comprising some 280,000 acres of
land in the districts of Nipissing and
Algoma, north of the height of -land.
The price is to be 25c. per acre, Pay-
ment of same to be spread over a per-
iod of ten years without interest. The
Salvation Army to locate 144 settlers
on every township, each having the
usual size homestead, 160 acres. These
settlers are to be under the supervision
of Canadians experienced in clearing
land for agricultural purposes, as well
as an official of the Army, trained in
settlement work,

It is surmised that the Army will
sell the homesteads to settlers af rea-
sonable rates on easy terms  as to
settlers
will have bought their own land, and
the Salvation Army will have carried
out one of itg greéat principles in giving
every man a chance to do something
for himself. All settlers will be gelect-
ed with great care, both as to physical
q\;alilties and aptitude for agricultural
life.

The land on which they = will ‘be lo-
cated will be tapped by transcontinent-
al and T, & N. O. railways. In con-
nection with the project it is reported
that Hon. Senator Cox has agreed to
loan to the Salvation Army in the
neighborhood of $50,000. Senator Cox is
out' of town for a few days and the
Globe was not, therefore, able to obtain
personal confirmation.

MUTINY IN A
RUSSIAN  REGIMENT

REFUSED 10 TAKE
PORT IN MANOEUYRES

Demanded Retirement -of Their Com-
mander--Four Soldiers Placed
Under Arrest.

St. Petersburg, July 27.—While the
Emperor was reviewing the troops en-
camped at Yransneyeselo on Wednes-
day, the Seminovigky regiment refused
to participate AR, the manoueyres and
broke up the order of parade. They
demanded the retirement from their
command of General Reimer, who re-
mained in command of the regiment
when General Min was assassinated
last y2ar, and who ruthlessly put down
the Moscow uprising in December, 1906.

The regiment was immediately dis-
missed from. the parade and a search
of its barracks revealed much illegal
literature and papers. Four soldiers of
the regiment were placed under arrest.

The authorities are trving to keep
the matter a secret because of the dis-
affection that exists in the remaining
companies of the regiment.®

Wednesday was the first time :ihat
Genoral Reimer had been in command
of his regiment sinece his return from
Alexandria after General Min was as-
sassinated. Although he was appointed
commander shortly after Min was
killed, he did not assume command hut
served on the Emperor’s personal body
guard until the animosity aroused in
his subordinates had cooled.

The Seminovisky regiment, after the
trouble in Moscow, voted to wipe out
their disgrace in the blood of Genaral
Min and Reimer, who they declared
forced them to fire upon and murder
their fellow citizens.

R. F. Suthe:land at Annual

DISCOVERY
BY SCIENTIST

SIR WM. RAMSEY’S
STARTLING THEORIES

GREAT

Has Degraded Copper to the ﬁrst
Member of Its Family---
Preparing Report.

New York, July 27.—A London Ae-
patech to the Times says that Sir Wr
Ramsay has promised to communicate
shortly to the Chemical Society an ac-
eount of a discovery which, in i
words of so conservative a scientifi
publication as the Lancet, in its nuin-
ber issued yesterday, “marks an epoch
in the history of chemical science,”
since his investigations have shown
that a given element under the pos
of radium emanations, undergoes
gradation into another. In a short ad-
dress the Lancet says the transforma-
tion of elements is actually au fait ac-
compli. Reversing the process sought
by the ancient alchemists, who believa
that there was a substance by means
of which the baser metals could bhe
transmitted into the higher, Sir Wil-
liam has shown the degradation of
metals by means of gas evolved from
graduatlion.

Sir Willlam in an interview 3aii:
“lI am engaged in writing the resuits
of my research work, which will be
published at the end of August.”

The paper will prove that Sir Wil-
liam has degraded copper to the first
member of its family, namely lithium
in other words he has effected the
transmutation of copper.

The Lancet continues: “For aught we
know to the contrary, the time may
ultimately’ come in the course of ages
when the metallurgy of the world will
be degraded to the alkaline metals. .t
would apparently, therefore, be seen
that the mnoble ' metals are slowly
breaking down and that ®gold, platinam,
uranium and other elements of high
atomic weight will disappear and thelr
descendants will be the commonplace
elements. This would seem t» teach
that gold and other metals exhibiting
high. atomic weights have, after all, a
complex, unstable constitution, the
tendency of which is to resolve into
simpler substances. These remarkable
discoveries remind us again of the ex-
traordinary prescience of the ancients
and the presentiments of the alchem-
ists who evidently had some sort of
conviction that after all there is a pri-
mary matter from which all other elo-
ments are formed by varifous condensa-
tions. He is'a bold man, who nowa-
days confesses scepticism about any-
thing. Thé world has seen men whe
have said it is impossible, and gehera
tions who succeeded them have 386
the impossible come to pass.”

Far Reaching Importance.

London, July 27.—The announcement
that Sir Wm. Ramsay, the distin-
guished chemist, has succeeded in de-
grading copper is likely to reawaken
the discussion of the transmutation of
elements which raged a vear ago when
several prominent scientists repudiated
the transmutation idea, while others
just as strongly supported it. Sir Wm.
Ramsay, himself, disclaims ability to
transmute elements, but he believes
that the result of his degradation of
copper will be of far-reaching impor-
tance.

A RICH DISCOVERY.

Reported Find of Fabulous Values in
Ore Near Nelson.

C. Rhodes, of this city, who has re-
cently returned from Nelson, has
brought with him a sample of iron ore
containing gold of remarkable value.
Several assays have been already made
of this ore, showing that it runs (o
$2,000 value in gold to the ton. The
sample of ore was given to Mr. Rhodes
by the owner as a curiosity, for Mr.
Rhodes is not a mining man. The own-
er is arranging for the development of
the mine, which is situated within
seven miles of the Nelson smelter. No
particulars are given as to the extent
or the geological formation contiguous
to the ore body. It is, however, fel:
that it may be a true lode of aurifer-
ous rock and if so great developmentis
will shortly take place in the whole
district. In appearance the sample
seems a fine iron ore with quartz.

Nelson is reported to be going ahead
in every branch of industry and com-
merce. The agricultural prospects were
never brighter than at present.

A ‘thriving industry is being carried
on in cut and dressed stone, and with
an up-to-date plant installed, the in-
dustry has increased by leaps and
bounds. The proprietors are even now
hampered for room. Marble, sand-
stone and granite already cut and
dressed in specified sizes and measure-
ments are continually being prepared
for shipment. When ready they are
shipped on the main line of the C.P.R.
to Calgary, Edmonton and other places.

The commissioners of the public lib-
rary, realizing that it was necessary
to cultivate a love for what can be
celled distinctively Canadian leterature,
have decided to purchase a number of
works by Canadian authors to pe
placed in the Oarnegie library. In this
conmection the commissioners say that
t is their ihtention to furnish the city
of Victoria with as complete a collec-
tion of standard Canadian literature
as it is possible to obtain. It must be
understood, however, that this under-
taking will be a work of years. There
is not only a great accumulation of
valuable works of past Canadiana to
be sought for and purchased, but
works of high intrinsic value are be-
ing published every year. On account
f this the literature of Canada in his-
tory, biography, poetry, description and
travel, besides various purely literary
works, covers a wide area.

The library commissioners, while
realizing that the free library of the
capital of the province of British Col-
umbia should undoubtedly possess  a
Canadiana worthy of the city, yet at
the same time wish to point out to the
general public that this is only the in-
itial stage of the collection of a great
public library. From year to year
books will be added and a most valu-
able library will be gradually formed.
At present they consider that the most
esgential point to be atmed ‘at is the
formation of a comprehensive and
representative nucleus around which
the lbrary may be continuousky in-
creased. The commissioners having
come to the conclusion that it is high
time for such a nucleus to be formed,
have determined to commence at once.

When questioned as to the selection
of authors whose works were to meet
with recognition in the formation of
the nucleus for the free public library
of Viectoria, it was stated in all likeli-
hood that such work as the following
will be introduced in the near future
and will be added to from time to time:

JAPANESE TROOPS
FOR THE CAPITAL

Ministers Will Stop All - Communica-
tion Between Ex-Emperor
and Advisers.

Seoul, July 26.—Arrangements have
been made with the railway authorities
to bring 4,000 Japanese blue jackets
quickly from the squadron now at
Chemulpo. These the admiral in com-
mand has offered to Marquis Ito, but
on account of military technicalities
they will not be calleg for except a
great emergency arises that makes it
absolutely necessary.

A mixed brigade of probably 7,000
Kiushiu troops will-begin arriving at
Fusan to-day, Marqguis Ito having
finally consented to bring Japanese
troops to Seoul on account of two
urgent problems: First, the disarming
of the Korean army, and second, the
separating of the ex-emperor from his
troops and advisers, both of which the
cabinet is prepared to do as soon as
there is a sufficient showing of troops
to overawe any attempts at resistance,
and to quell any trouble that such ac-
tion might occasion.

Step Toward Annexation.

The Hague, July 26.—Several of the
peace delegates discussed at length the
new convention just completed at Seoul
between Japan and Korea with Keir-
soku Tsucuki, head® of the Japanese
delegation, who in explaining the scope
of the convention said that it was not
annexation, as might#be supposed, but
a step in that direction.

Mutiny Feared.

Tokio, July 25.—Advices from Seoul
say that a mutiny of the Korean troops
is apprehended.

Pekin, July 26,—The Chinese govern-
ment has formadlly armmounced its as-
sent to the proposal made by .the Unit-
ed States for a joint investigation by
the pawers, including China, into the
whole question of the opium trade and
production of opium.  Details’ of pro-
cedure will be arranged later.. China’s
delay’ in acceptance was due to a mis-
understanding on her part that the six
independent commissions contemplat-
ed such an inquiry as well ag a series
of inspections in-the interior of China.
About a month ago Mr. Roeckhill, the
American minister, formally communi-
cated to the Chineseé government a pro-
posal of the Uniteq States for an in-
quiry of the oplum trade. by a com-
mission which should include, in addi-
tion to China, the United States, Great
Britain, France, Germany, Holland and
Japan.

PROGRESS ON
THE NEW TRAIL

ADDITIONAL SPUR
IS THROWN OUT

Joins Cape Beale With Pachena Con-
necting Dangerous Coast Line
With Main Track.

(From Friday's Daily.)

That the life-saving trail on the west
coast of Vancouver Island,” which is
now under construction, will be of a
very comprehensive character, is fur-
ther illustrated by the news that an
additionai spur seven miles in length
is being thrown eut from the main
track. It was before pointed out in
these columns -that the part of the
trail which Tuns from Banfleld to
Pachena, had, owing to the difficulties
of construction and the elevation of
the coast line to be carried a consid-
erable distance from the sea and
around the promentory known. as Cape
Beale. Betweep Pachena and a point
in the vicinity of Cape Beale light-
house, a spur is now being thrown out.
This joins up the dangerous promon-
tory with the main track, and, more-
over, forms a connecting link-with the
coast line af the point- where it is
furthest away from the trail proper.

The utility of this new departure by
the government from' the original plans
cannot ‘be too-muék edmmended.” The
new spur, which is already under con-
struction, conmnects one of the most
dangerous paris of the entire coast line
with -the main life-saving. track. It
abuts on a seaboard practically sen-
tinelled with jagged reefs. It is, more-
over, connected with the very point
where there is the most Hkelihood of a
vessel striking the island coast ‘should
she be in the least driven out of her
course by stress of weather. It has
been called the radiating point of
wrecks and the fact that the light-
house there has already been respon-
sible for so much good work, would
go far to show what the new trail
wlill mean.

It was from Cape Beale to Banfield
that Mrs. Paterson performed her
heroic walk in connection with the
Coloma wreck some six months ago.
The feat would  have been a compar-
atively easy one had the trail been
tuilt at the time. The additional spur
now being built is the result of the
light thrown upon the difficulties by
recent experience.

As already announced, seven miles
of the trail, the part running from
Banfield to Pachena, has been con-
structed. The construction work is

| now running southwards from Pachena

tc Carmanah and eastwards from
Pachena to Cape Begle. With the ad-
ditional spur,  the entire track will
cover 37 miles, but in spite of the dif-
ficulties which attend the work, it is
fully anticipated that it will be com-
plete before the fall of the year. ’

To- those who have trevelled along
this part of the coast line, the work
might seem at first glance to be well
nigh impossible. Great difficulties have
indeed been encountered, but these
have been surmounted in a truly mar-
velous fashion. The celerity of. the
work and the effeetive manner . in
which it is being ‘carried out is due in
large measure to the able body of men
chosen for the tagk. Inasmuch as it is
possible, the trail is being carried along
the coast line, but where hills and
hillocks intervene, it must necessarily
be carried around -these. Where the
opportunity presents itself, however, it
is carried round on ;the sea side. The
entire route is heavily timbered and
the brush wood alone rises in places
to a height of 10 feet.

Contemperaneously with the first use
of the -wireless - telegraph stations
along the coast, the frail will be in op-
eration and shipping men in this city
predict that these two joint life-saving
contrivances will, in ne small measure,
reduce the death roll on the .shores of
Vancouver Island.

YOUNG MAN DROWNED.

IRRIGATION IN -
THIS PROVINCE

SYSTEM  FOLLOWED In
ALBERTAN STREAMS

igation of the Districts

(From Friday's Daily.)
J. S. Dennis, land commissioner of the
C. P. R., is back to the coast from Cal-
gary, where he has been in-attendance

‘at the irrigation cougress which has

Just concluded its labors. As a dizect
result of this conference, Prof. Carpen-
ter ig coming to British Columbia to
make an exhaustive report on the ir-
rigable districts of this -province, and
to make such recommendations as sug-
gest themselves to him with a view to
bringing larger areas.under the influ-
ence of water. .

Mr. Dennis, whose knowledge -on
these subjects extends back- for fifteens
vears and whode immense work in the
.vieinity of Calgary has given him a
world-wide reputation, is convinced
that the course the government is tak-
ing is imperative in order to get proper
results from the numerous water sup-
plies of this province. He points out
that in British Columbia streams are
often over-recorded, and the .result is
litigation, and expensive'delays. The
government has no check on the
amount of water availabie.

In marked contrast with this loose
system is that in vogue in Alberta,
which the Irrigation Congress of Asmeri-
ca have on'more than one occasion de-
clared by resolution to be the finest in
the world—in fact, fifty years ahead of
that common in the States of the
Union. There the government surveys
and gauges every stream and the num-
ber of miners’ inches is accurately de-
termined. This computation is placed
over to the credit of each stream and
as soon as the aggregate applications
for water equal that guaged by the gov-
ernment official, all future applications
are denied. AN or nearly all possibility
of dispute is thus obviated and govern-
ment officials having an accurate know-
ledge of what they can sell, do not take:!
fees for inches of water which they
cannqQt ‘guarantee.

A comprehensive report from a man
of Prof. Carpenter’s standing would, in
the opinion of Mr, Dennis, form a sure
groundwork wupon which the govern-
ment might amend and .improve & the
laws of the province relating to water
records, and énable them to give ‘the
purchaser of water what the govern-

ment of Alberta is able to glve, namely, |

a final and absolute title to the water,
as unimpeachable as that issued for his
land.’

It is no doubt with a view to iegisia-
tion along these lines that the govern-
ment has retained the services.of Prof.
Carpenter.

Russian Woman Executed.

Moscow, July 25.—With the observance
of the greatest privacy Madame From-
kina, who in March last attempted to
agsassinate Gen. Rheinbot, the former
prefect of police, and who in May made
another attempt to murder the inspector
of the political prison here, wounding
him  with a pistol which had been mys-
terfously smuggled into her cell, was
hanged in this city at sunrise to-day.

The authorities made every effort dur-
ing. the past fortnight to persuade the
woman to plead for the mercy of the Em-
peror, -but this she obstinately refused
to do. Her parents interceded with the
throne in her behalf, but their efforts
were unavailing.

Madame ' Fromkina was not charged
with actual murder, but was accused of
making several ineffectual attempts to kill
Russian officers. It is belleved that her
mind was unbalanced and that she suffer-
ed from hysteria.

CORONER'S INQUEST.

The Cause of Robert Higham's Death
Was- Unknown.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

An open verdict was returned by the
jury at the coroner’s inquest this morn-
ing on Robert Higham, chief steward
of the steamer Princess Beatrice, who
was found dead in his berth at noon
yvesterday. There were no marks of
violence upen the body and the only
circumstances which pointed to aceci-
dental or intentional death were the
finding of ‘an .empty bottle which had
contained an opiate under the de-
ceased’s berth and the presence of a
dark fluid, evidently the same ‘as that
contained in the bottle, in the stomach
of the deceased.

Dr.. George Hall deposed to making
a. pest-mortem examination of the
bedy. There were no signs of violence.
In the stomach there was a dark ma-
terial . having the appearance of
opium,

Alexander Cameron, chief officer of
the Princess, said that he was advised
shortly before noon yesterday that the
deceased had not answered to knocks
upon his cabin door. Witness had the
door broken in and deceased was dis-
covered lying in-higs berth dead.

Emile Camus, chief cogk on the
steamer, said that deceased was not
a heavy drinker. He last saw Higham
at 3 o’clock on Wednesday afternoon.

James Wallace, chief engineer, said
that he had known deceased for a
number of "years. As far as he knew
deceased did mnot have any domestic
troubles that he worried over.

Constable Palmer said that he was
called to the steamer and went, in com-
pany ‘with Sergeant Hawton, to the
berth of the deceased. Dr. Hall ar-
rived and pronounced life ‘extinct. The
jury returned the verdict after a few
minutes’ consideration.

CLAIM DAMAGES.

London, July 26.—In the Court of Ap-
peals, Eldon Banks, K. C., applied for a
writ .to restrain the Cassiar Coal De-
velopment Company-from proceeding in
an action against his clients on the
ground that the parties had agreed to
refer any dispute to arbitration in Eng-
land.

THE COLUMBIA

INQUIRY OPENED
AT SAN FRANCISCO

Lookout on Steamer and Quarter-
master Hinner Give Evidence--
Girl Saved Two Lives

San Francisco, July 25.—An investi-
gation into the cause of the wreck of
the steamer Columbia was begun this
afternoon by Captain John Berming-
ham, supervising inspector of steam-
ships in this district.

The. first witness called was F. Pet-
erson, lookout on the Columbia. He
testified- that at the time of the
collision the weather was foggy, and
he could see only two shiplengths
ahead, but hg heard the whistle of the
San Pedro about 15 minutes before the
vessel was sighted. The San Pedro’s
whistie was sounded about every min-
ute to starboard of  the Columbia.
‘When Peterson first saw the San Pedro
she was about 150 feet distant, and was
coming ‘square on” to. the Columbia.
On sighting the 'approaching steam
schooner he leaped on to the bridge,
where he was at the time of the gol-
lision. He believed that the Columbia
floated for eight or nine minutes after
she was struck before she went down.
He reported to Captain Doran when
he first heard. the whistles.

In answer to. questions he
could not tell' whether or not the Co-
lumbia was going at full speed. There

was no wind, and the Columbia blew *

her whistle regularly. . After the ool-
lision Peterson said he was tokd by
Capt. Deran to rouse the passengers.
He called- those in ‘the forecastle, and
then started ‘to the lifeboat to which
he was assigned, but found it - was
gone. He had no time to call the peo-
ple in the steerdage or oabin. He. ran
to another boat and was there alone
when' he saw Capt.*+ Doran stamding
near and was asked to give a hand in
launching the boat. ,

Quartermaster Hinner testified that
he came on watch at midnight. He
said that the Columbia floated for
from five to seven minutes before go-
ing down. - The &hock of the ecollision
was not very great, and he 'doubted
whether if one standing in the middle
of a stateroom at the time would have
been thrown down.

Saved Two Lives.

Portland, ' July 25.—By all odds the
most* extiordinary feat of-heroiswr in
conhedtion” with the wreck of the
steamship Columbia off Shelter Cove,
Cal,, Saturday night is the performance
of Ethel Johnson, 12 years old, who
saved two lives—a child of 11 and a
man. Buoyed by a life preserver liftle
Ethel held to 11-year-old Effie Gordon
and later cheerfully gave aid to Olaf
Pearson, of this city, who -all but ex-
hausted from his efforts, swam up_ to
her. Pearson had mno Iife preserver,
but by placing his hand-lightly on the
child’s shoulder he kept his head above
water until rescue came,. -

Pearson says the child showed .a
marvelous presence of mind and re-
markable courage and helped him in
every way she could. Eventually, after
much exposure, he says the little: girl
towed her burdens to a life-raft upon
which all three were taken.

Her brother, C. J. Johnson, 17 years
old, kept hold of his mother, %who had
been knocked senseless, and buoying
her upon his shoulders, kept her afloat
until .the pair were saved.

Another heroic rescue was affected
by Miss Maybelle Watson, 16 years oid,
of Berkeley, Cal.,, who saved the  life
of Miss Emma Griese, a school teacher,
of . Cleveland, Ohio.

To A. Larsen and S. Peterson - are
credited the saving of the .lves. of
twenty-six passengers. During the
time that intervened between the .ool-
lision and' the sinking of the Colum-
bia, the sallors observed several peo-
ple vainly trying to clear a :lifedoet.
Though the boat was almost a length
away, they ran to their assistance,
and with their kaives, cut away the
lashings, filled the boat with twenty-
six people, and rowed the boat clear
from the whirlpool the Columbia caused
when she sank. This was the boat
which picked up Olaf Pearson, Ethel
Johnson and Effie Gordon.

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TTALS AND COAL IN
5H ICOLUMBIAL

In }:nxr 4ssue of Friday, 26th, a state-
ment was made by Mr. Gavin Hamil-
ton that gold was first discovered in
1856 on the Thompson river. Various
dates have been assigned to that im-
portent event, and the old( familiar
story, common to the whole coast from
Mexico to the Yukon, is.oft repeated
about the Indian bringing golden bul-
lets to the fur traders. But we find
the matter has been carefully investi-

gated by Mr. Justice Martin in his|

“mining cases,” vol. i, in the historical
preface to that volume, wherein is ta
be found an authentic account of the
earliest discoveries in what is now Bri-
tish Columbia of the precious metals
and coal.. As the matter is of general
interest and this official account does
not seem to be very generally known,
we give the following extracts from it,
by which it will be seen that gold was
first discovered in 1850, silver in 1858,
and ooal in 1885:

“Gold, so far as officially known,
vwas first discovered within what is now
British Columbie by the Indians in
Queen Charlotte’s Island in 1850, and
tie fact was reported to the Secretary
“of State for the Colonies by Governor
Bianehard, of Vancouver Island, in his
dispjetch of ugust 18th of that year.
"Phe results of expeditions fitted out
by the Hudson’s Bay Company, and
later by others, to work the vein so
discovered on Mitchell Harbor are
given in the succeeding dispatches in
the same blue book.

“Mr, Matthew MacFie, F. R. G. 8,
writing in 1865, states that ‘the exist-
snce of gold in Vancouver Island has
been known since 1850,” and Mr. J. D.
Pemberton, Surveyor-General of Van-
couver Island, says that ‘in 1852 I broke
off almost at randem pieces of gold-
bearing rock in various places within
a walk of Victoria, and the report (at
page 160) on them by Mr. James Ten-
nant, of the Strand, will be read with
interest, enumerating as it does the
geological formations usually met with
in the south-eastern portion of the Isl-
and, and showing that it is extremely
probable that Vancauver Island, when
properly explored, will be found to be
a gold-producing country. Recent
events have fully justified this opinion.

“8o far as gold on the mainland of
British Columbia is concerned, the first
official notice thereof is contained in
the dispatch of Governor Douglas to
the Secretary of State for the Colonies,
date April 16, 1856, wherein he states
that Angus McDonald, clerk in charge
of Fort Colville, a Hudson’s Bay post
in the Upper Columbia District, had
reported to him in a letter dated the
1st of March, that ‘gold had been
found in considerable quantities with-
in the British territory on the Upper
Col: 1bia, and that he is moreover of
the opinion that valuable deposits of
gold will be found in many other parts
of that country,’ etc. These gold fields,
which were at first called by the Gov-
ernor the ‘Couteau Mines,’ (so called
after the tribe of Indians inhabiting
that part of the country) on further
exploration were founl to extend to the
Fraser River, and the further discov-
eries thereon led to the great rush of
1858 to that region. Rapidly the min-
ers in that year continued their pros-
pecting up the Fraser River from Fort
Yale to Lytton; from Lytton to Cay-
oosh (Lillooet), Bridge River and the
Fountain (Pavilion); from the Foun-
tain to Fort Alexandra, and thence
next year, 1859, to the Quesnel River
and Cariboo, preperly so called, where,
to quote Governor Douglas, ‘alluvial

diggings of extraordinary value’ were |

discovered on Horsefly and Antler
Creeks, and, later, (1860-62) on Keith-
ley’s, Lightning, Williams and other
creeks, resulting in the great rush to
Cariboo in these and other years.
“On Vancouver Island gold was first
obtained to any considerable extent
from Leech River, discovered in 1864

by an expedition organized by Gover- |

nor Kennedy under the command of
Dr. Robert Brown, and stimulated by
the prespect of a reward of £1,000 of-
fered for the discovery of paying gold
flelds, and earnings as high is $34 per
day to the rocker were obtained.

“In the previous year, 1863, at Gold~-
stream, near Victoria, several com-
panies had engaged in working quartz
velns with indifferent success. With
this exception 16de mining is of com-

parative recent date. Dr. Dawson |

notices the ‘premature quartz excite-
ment of 1877 and 1878 in Cariboo, yet,
as he states, it was not until 1886, af-
ter the discovery in Kootenay of a
group of mineral deposits on Toad
Mountain, near Nelson, that the de-
velopment of lode mining, as it as pre-
sent exists, began. But so small was
%es industry that the total value of it=

was first authentically established by
Charles Forbes, M. D., of H. M. S. To-
paze, who, by direction of Governor
Douglas, reported in October, 1860, on
the minerals of the country bordering
upon Harrison Lake and Lillooet, and
found and examined many argentifer-
ous veins, as shown on the map and
geological sections accompanying his
report.

“Coal was first discovered in 1835
on the north-east coast of Vancouver

Indians to Dr. W. F. Tolmie, then sta-
tioned at the Hudson’s Bay Company’s
post, Fort McLoughlin, on Milbank
Sound, and used in the following year
by the first steamer on the coast, the
Beaver.

“The coal at Nanaimo was first dis-
covered by Mr. Joseph W. Mackay
(then in the Hudson's Bay Company’s
service) in May, 1850, who was direct-
ed to it by the Indians in the neighbor-
hood.

“The development of the industry is
traced by Dawson and the annual re-
ports of the British Columbia Minister
of Mines, to which authorities refer-
ence should also be made, and also for
information and. statistics relating to
the other minerals of the province.”

COUNCIL AND WATER SUPPLY.

It has been suggested that as the
city council evidently cannot agree,
and just as evidently is never likely to
reach an agreement, upon the subject
of the ‘steps necessary to be taken in
order to secure an adequate supply of
water for the city at the earliest pos-
sible date, that a commission shouid
be appointed to take the matter entire-
ly out of aldermanic prentice hands,
gather data and report. If the coun-
cil has not all the data it requires, then
a great deal of money has been wasted
in paying for the opinions of experts.
{The root of all the trouble and con-
fusion, it appears to us, lies in the 'ack
of harmony in the advice of experts.
Mr. Adams came to: Victoria with a
reputation as one of the foremost hy-
draulic engineers in California. After
a peisonal ingpection of the country
surrounding Victoria and an examina-
tion of the data gathered by presum-
ably competent surveyors, he recom-
mended certain measures. Possibly if
the way had been clear and no law
suits impending, Mr. Adams’s recom-
mendations might have been carried
out. The people at the .time Mr.
A#flams’s advice was given were in a
frame of mind to look with favor upon
almost any action endorsed by a com-
petent authority that promised relief
from a water famine. But apparently
we have reverted to the old condition,
to which it must be confessed Victor-
ians appear to be constitutionaily
prone, of next to hopeless division of
opinion. We have forgotten the coun-
sel of the very last of our
experts. Mr. Adams suggested a reser-
voir as. one -thing necessary to insure
a satisfactory pressure of water under
all circumstances. Another gentleman
of considerable engineering experience
tells us that anyone who would sug-

Goldstream or the Highland districts
as a source of supply must be an “in-
spired idiot.” When professional
opinion is so widely asunder, it were
next to hopeless to expect laymen to ke
in complete harmony. « We 4o not ex-
pect unanmity on the part of the
council. It is seldom indeed that there
is absolute unity of thought upon any
subject among any considerable com-
{ pany of individuals. But we have no
doubt the majority of the members of
the council will reach a conclusion in
accord with the expert advice at their
disposition. They have not only writ-
ten opinions; they have advisers in the
city hall. If the people have no con-
fidence in either the council or the
council’s advisers, we do not Kknow
what the next tribunal of resort must
be—possibly a commission. In the
meantime give the aldermen a chance.
Do not endeavor to unnecessarily pre-
judice public opinion against them. In
any event, if a commmssion be ap-
pointed, who is to make the appoint-
ment, unless it be the council; and
what reason is there to suppose that
a creation of the council would be a
more competent body than the major-
ity of the council?

leading place in this important coun-
cil. Towards the British government,
or rather its permanent officialdom,
still tinctured as it is with the no-
tion, inherited from earlier days, that
it retains some intangible but none
the less real predominance, Sir Wil-
| frid Laurier, in his own words, felt
| his ‘first duty was to fix the charac-
]ter of the conference by declaring it
to be a conference between govern-
ment and government, and that all the
representatives met on terms of perfect
equality with the Imperial government.
No doubt that assumption underlay the
transactions of -the previous conference
and in theory it has been recognized
and accepted by representatives of the
outer Britains and by many individual
statesmen of the Motherland. But for
the first time in history the Canadian
Premier seems to have prefaced the
deliberations of the conference by an
express claim for perfect equality of
position on the part of the federal and
self-governing communities. While the
admission is only a declaration of a
place already won, it is of historic sig-
niﬂcance as marking the completion of
an evolutionary movement which the
World believes places the self-govern-
ing states of the Empire on the only
possible basis of relationship consonant
at once with individual independence
and’ united action.

“But this was not all that Sir Wil-
frid Laurier accomplished.. His second
and equally valuable contribution to
higher - Imperial politics was his de-
termined opposition to any course
that laid the conference open to the
charge of attempting to influence the
domestic policy of any of the Imperial
states. What rendered his attitude
in this regard all the more praige-
worthy was the fact that the point
arose over the matter of inter-Imper-
ial preferential trade—an issue due in
its origin to the action of his own
\government. But Sir Wilfrid Laurier
saw, what some of his more enthus-
iastic friends in the conference failed
to appreciate, that to establish a
precedent of this nature was not only
fraught with danger, but struck at the
very root of an Imperial partnership.
The conference was within its right
in expressing the belief of the great
majority of its members, that the es-
tablishment of a preferential arrange-
ment would tend to strengthen -he
Empire, but anything beyond this, and
particularly any enleayor to force the
hand of the British public, would at
once have involved the conference in
the party politics of the United King-
dom. The outer Britaing have been
insistent in their demand that there
must be no interference by the British
government or people in their domes-
tic affairs, and it 1is their duty to
be as careful not to encréach wupon
the: equal right of the electors
of the Mother Land. o7 e
The last contribution made by
Sir Wilfrid Laurier to the cause
of Imperial union was his advocacy of
the all-red line—a proposal- which vir-
tually makes Cdnada the main link of
a great Imperial line of communication.
It is now under consideration, but
whether immediately accepted or not,
the idea is pregnant with large possi-
bilities which must sooner or later be-
come actualities.

EXCEPTION TO
JUDGES ACTION

(Continued from page 1.)

In reply to the foregoing communica-
tion, Mr. Aikman said he sent the foi-
lowing letter to Mr. Justice Martin:
“The Hon. Mr. Justice Martin, Victoria,

B €,

“Sir,—I did not receive your letter of
the 22nd instant until six o’clock yzs-
terday evening, and of course could
not attend your chambers at the tirue
set by you. However, I do not think
it is any concern of mine what the dif-
ferences between yourself and the Hen.
the Chief Justice may be, as that is
a matter entirely between yourselves,
but where my client’s interests are left
in mid-air awaiting the result of a
question of whether you are entitled to
netice in writing from the Hon. the
Chief Justice or personal notice, and
whether verbal notice from the regis-
trar of the court to you of the sitting
of the Court of Appeal is sufficient, is
more than I, as a member >f the bar
of British Columbia, will stand if there
is any remedy for what I consider such
an injustice to litigants. If you desire
to show me the correspondence that
has passed between yourself and the

4 Hon. the Chief Justice in the matter

of the sitting of the Full court I shall
be happy to attend at such time and
place as you may name, but I want it
plainly understood that I will do so
only out of courtesy to the high office
that you hold, and not that I consider
there is any right in your refusal to sit
on the Court of Appeal for want of
notice.

After reading the above correspond-
ence Mr. Aikman said that the inabil-
ity of the Court of Appeal to hear his
application through Mr. Justice Mar-
tin’s action had driven him to again
make an application for a writ of
habeas corpus. He said that it was,
in his opinion, quite contrary to justice
to have a man detained in prison
through such a legal quibble. He then
quoted at some length authorities on
habeas corpus.

“In conclusion,” k¢ said, “I submit to
your Lordship that if a man is to be
kept in prison owing to the action of
Mr. Justice Martin in refusing, and re-
fusing, I submit, without any lawful
excuse, to sit in the Court of Appeal,
then that man is illegally detained. If
any individual, through the capricious-
ness of a judge, cannot be heard on ap-
peal then I submit that he is entitled
to the privileges extended by the writ
of habeas corpus. 1t was just such ac-
tions as that of Mr. Justice Martin’s
which brought about the passing of the
Habeas Corpus Act. Since the act was
passed good government has marked
the progress of history, and even rulers
have, through its workings, been pre-
vented from working unlawful injury
to individuals. If Mr. Justice Martin
thinks he'can take matters into his
own hands as he desires I think that it
is the duty of someone to show him his
proper standing.”

Mr. Aikman submitted that there
was no evidence to show that Hansen
stole any money from the restaurant,
or that any money was taken, but,
after an argument of the case, Mr. Jus-
tice Irving ruled that he had not power
to grant a writ. Mr. Moresby, for the
crown, cited authorities to show that
the magistrate’s decision could not be
upset unless it was shown that the
warrant of committment or other docu-
ments in connection with the convic-
tion were at fault.

Mr. Aikman said that he objected to
the action of Magistrate Hall in filing
the evidence taken at the police court
trial of Hansen and then, a month
later, swearing that evidence had been
left out in the stenographer’s notes.

Mr. Justice Irving said that the case
came down to the inability of the
Court of Appeal to sit. It was almost
similar to a case wherein a vacancy on
the bench caused the delay. He refused
the application.

Mr. Ailkman said that, having ex-
hausted all the common legal remedies
to secure the liberty of Hansen, he
would now apply to the minister of
justice for executive clemency.

BARQUE DAMAGED.

London, July 27.—The barque Ster-
ling, which was in collision with the
steamer Minnetonka on the morning
of July 15th, came into Queenstown to-
day. She is badly damaged. This ac-
cident was reported by wireless tele-
graphy by Samuel L. Clemens (Mark
Twain), who was a passenger on the
Minnetonka.

The place is at Eurus harbor on the
west coast of the Island near Moore's
channel, and in close proximity to
Gold harbor, the sceme of the Hud-
son’s Bay old gold find. The gold dis-
covered is reported to be of the finest
quality. Specimens have already been
assayed and show anywhere from $91
to $500 per ton. The quality may be
guaged from the fact that it will prove
tc be worth $16 an ounce. As far as
can be ascertained, the vein runs deep,
end Mr. Watson, before leaving for
Vancouver, staked out a number of
claims.

In all parts of the Queen Charlottes,
properties are being bonded. Mr.
Watson is also interested in copper ore
discoveries and within the last few
weeks has bonded a property for $60,-
000. The most recent discoveries point
to the fact that the veins of ore go
deep down. The fame of the islands
are spreading all over the continent
and inquiries are flowing in from New
York and Chicage and other eastern
points. Scientific experts are arriving
in the vicinity with every boat and
already a large amount of TUnited
States’ capital is sunk in the future
prospects of the Queen Charlotte
group.

Work had not yet commenced on the
coal field in the neighborhood of
Skidegate. It will be remembered that
this property is largely in the hands
of an American syndicate, and on the
next trip of the Amaur, she will carry
a Pennsylvania mineral expert, who
will investigate the new discovery.

The tramway from, the Ikeda mines
to thie wharf is almost complete, and
os the Amur was leaving that point,
the Japanese were commencing to
iransport the ore. Within a fortnight’'s
time the first shipment will be made
to the Ladysmith smelters. This will
probably comprise about 500 or 600
tons. There are, at present, 125 men en-
gaged at the ITkeda mines.

A new enterprise for the city of Jed-
way is also in contemplation. This is
the erection of a saw mill. A cargo of
wood and machinery is being shipped
to that point and a mill is to be erected
by the Jedway Sawmill Company. Tim-
ber limits are being taken up every-
where, especially in the neighborhood
of Jedway. The population of Jedway
is at present about 500 people.

The steamer Amur passed through
fine weather during her trip. She
brought about 565 passengers to Van-
couver. It is not yet Known whether
she will make the next trip to north-
ern British " Columbian' ports.

RECOVERING GOLD
IN CARIBOO MINES

). B. Hobson is Now in the City--
Good Results Are Being
Obtained.

J. B. Hobson, manager of the Con-
solidated Cariboo Hydraulic Mining
Company, is in the city on his way to
New York to attend a meeting of the
board of control. Mr. Hobson will
leave to-morrow evening for the East
and will probably be gone about two or
three weeks,

The work on the big canal to convey
water to the workings has been sus-
pended this season, but with a good
supply of water on hand in the old
reservoirs Mr. Hobson is busily en-
gaged in recovering gold. The work
began about July 1st, and good results
are being obtained.

Mr. Hobson expects that there will
be suffiicent water to allow of the work
continuing until about October 1st, or
perhaps later.

With respect to the greater under-
taking with which Mr. Hobson’s name
is associated, that of bringing water
from Spanish lake for use on the com-
pany's properties, a practical demon-
stration has been given this year that
it will be a great success. The reser-
voir already constructed is full and
flowing over at the rate of 7,000 miners
inches,

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MAYOR'S BY-LAW
1S LAID OVER

WiLL BE CONSIDERED
AT ANOTHER MEETING

Petition Invalidated by Withdrawal
of Name--Opinion Expressed
by Members of Council

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The discussion of the water question
at the special meeting of the city
council held last evening, resulted in no
steps being taken. The Mayor’'s pro-
ject to- lay the redistribution by-law
again before the people was foiled
through the action of one of the pe-
titioners for the by-law in withdraw-
ing his name. There was a Vvery
marked division of opinion among thé
dldermen just as in last year’s coun-
cil, the Mayor being backed up by Ald.
Meston, Gleason and Fullerton with
Ald. Henderson leading the remainder
of the aldermen in.favor of a ‘reser-
voir being erected before the redistri-
bution system is provided. The
Mayor’'s by-law will be considered on
Monday evening and, from the free
way in which opinions were expressed
last night, it is safe to predict a close
division upon the matter when the
Mayor's scheme is put to the vote.

The fact that the decision of the
Privy Council in the Goldstream water
appeal is expected by Wednesday. next
helped to somewhat shorten last night's
discussion as two of the aldermen sug-
gested that it was of little use de{il%ng
with the question until the decision
was received. While the matter was
under consideration there were over
fifty people in the council chamber
following the aldermen’s expressions
with interest.

The city assessor reported that a pe-
tition to authorize the preparation and
consideration of a loan by-law to pro-
vide $250,000 for a redistribution sys-
tem had been signed by over 40 prop-
erty-holders representing over omne-
tenth of the city’s total assessment as
required by law.

When the report was read the
Mayor announced that, “just at the
last moment,” Mr. Pemberton, repre-
senting property to the value of $700,-
000, had telephoned to him and aska1
that his name be struck off the peti-
tion. The council should not, however,
take any notice of this, as no written
application to have his name struck
off had bezn made by Mr. Pemberion.
It was only a matter of formality in
any event.

Ald. Hall—If you do not strike his
name out don’t you leave a loop-hole
to knock the whole scheme out with?”

The Mayor—I do not think so. I think
there was mot sufficient notice given.

Ald. Wall suggested that the matier
be laid over and taken up again on
Monday night.

Ald. Vincent said that the
water question should be laid over
until after the decision regarding
Goldstream had been received: next
week.

The Mayor said that the reiistribu-
tion scheme did not in any way affect
the question of a source of water-sup-

ly.
pAld, Vincent—I think it does. We
have just installed a new pumning
plant capable of providing 800,000 gal-
lons of water a day.”

Any hopes the Mayor might have
had regarding his scheme_ being dealt
with were soon crushed, the city so-
licitor announcing that Mr. Pember-
ton’s action in withdrawing his name
from the petition made it impossible
for the council to proceed witia the
by-law.

“Well, we can discuss it =at all
events,” remarked the Mayor. It was,
in his opinion, a great pity that th=
business of the council could be inier-
fered with in this way. The sodner
the council could have the law n3sces-
sitating a petition from the rate-pay-
ers before a by-law of this kind cn1ld
even be considered, the better.

Ald. Hanna said that the question
was an important one and that Mr.
Pemberton might have had good caus:
to change his mind after considering
the scheme.

The Mayor replied that it was o»ly
a formality and that pleaty of prop-
erty-holders, whether in favor of redis-
tribution or not, would sign the peti-
tion, so that the matter coult be testcd
by vote.

Ald. Henderson thought that the de-
lay would be a fortunate thing for the
council. In his mind there was a need
for further consideration, not only of
the redistribution scheme, but of the
whole water question. The aldermen
should only decide where to start first
after careful deliberation. In the re-
port furnished to the council by Mr.
Adams, the expert, three schemes were
projected in connection with the city’s
water supply. They were those pro-
viding for an entirely new supply, re-
distripution and reservoirs. Of the
three schemes, he thought that the last
was the one on which the council
should first spend money. The cost of
a reservoir in which an adequate sep-
ply of water could be stored would
be about $99,000, whereas the redistiri-
bution called for an expenditure of
$250,000 at the outset. He was of the
opinion that the council should abide
by the report made by Mr. Adams who
was, without doubt, an expert. For
the building and connection of a res-
ervoir, the total outlay would not
reach $150,000, and the result would be
a better supply, purer water and a
stronger and steadier pressure. He
thought that the Mayor had made a
mistake in drafting a by-law to pro-
vide for redistribution. It should call
for reservoirs which could be Kkept
filled with the new Elk lake pumping
equipment.

Ald. Fullerton said that, should the
council guarantee that an immediate
move would be made to secure a new
sourcz of supply after the decision of
the Privy Council, he would vote for
redistribution,

whole

Ald. Hall said that the scheme to
provide reservoirs outlined by Ald.
Henderson was practically an echo of
his own sentiments. Unless a better
source of supply was obtained, the
scheme to provide for redistribution
was not a good one. He based his be-
lief, as Ald. Henderson had done, on
the report of Mr. Adams. The latter
had, in a separate report, said that re-
distribution without a better head of
water would be a bad move as it
would reduce the efficiency of the pres-
ent water service by decreasing the
head and pressure, The alderman did
not think that the rate-payers would
pass any by-law that was only a piece-
meal proposition. They wanted to
know just when and where the water
was coming from. JIf the money that
was provided for the unsatisfactory
filter-beds at Elk lake had been wigely
expended, it would have made a mater-
ial difference in the way of water sup-
ply. He thought that ‘the council
should not make any similar mistakes,
but should only make a move when it
was agreed to be best. If a reservoir
was constructed to supply the city, he
estimated that an average pressura of
60 pounds could be maintained below
Cook street. Moreover, if the city pos-
sessed a reservoir capable of holding
18,000,000 to 20,000,000 gallons of water,
serious fires like the one which recent-
ly visited the city could be handled
and controlled with comparative ease.
Another point in favor of the reservoir
was that with it the redistribution
scheme would only call for a comper-
atively small main, whereas a pipe line
supply would need to be served with
the larger mains. Moreover, if the
pipe line was ever broken or put out
of order, the city would have several
days’ supply of water in the reservoir
to provide against contingencies.

Ald. Hanna thought that it was every
alderman’s duty to express his opinion
whether he voted in accordance with
it or not afterwards. The council had
had one experience of talking one way
and voting the other when ‘“a number
of ladies and parsons came up and
made the aldermen vote the Mayor’s
way on the liquor license question.”
(Laughter.) He thought that if the
council could not submit a scheme
which would be passed by a good ma-
jority, it might as well “shut up shop.”
He favored the reduction of the amount
mentioned in the Mayor’s by-law to the
cost of pipes, so as to save on the lat-
ter before the price got too high. He
did not think redistribution under
present circumstances was a good pro-
posal. It was no use increasing the
size of the pipes unless the head of
the water was arranged to give a bet-
ter pressure.

Ald. Verrinder thought that the coun-
cil should lay the matter over until the
Privy Council decided the Goldstream
case, The city had waiteq for a settle-
ment of the matter for a long time and
could surely wait a few days longer.

Ald. Gleason said that, as far as he
could see, the city would never get an
adequate supply of water without re-
distribution. If the council last year
had ordered the purchase of the pipes
a considerable amount of money would
have been saved, as the price of metal
pipes had been constantly increasing.
The longer the purchase of pipes was
delayed the more it would cost even-
tually. He did not think the council
shouid be influenced by the talk of a
few knockers who opposed the redis-
tribution scheme, or talked about a
‘““complete scheme or nothing.”” When
the city had the decision of the Privy
Council it might be possible for the
council to prepare and submit a com-
plete scheme. He hoped the redistri-
bution scheme would be put before the
people at the earliest possible date,

Ald. Vincent—I want to ask whether
you voted for redistribltion last year,
Ald. Gleason, as a ratepayer?

Ald. Gleason—I certainly did, and I
worked hard for it too.

Ald. Vincent— I suppose you noticed
that all the water schemes last year
were turned down by the people. I
would like to ask the water commis-
sioner why the price of redistribution
is higher this year than last?

The water commissioner explained
that the streets were extended and
that the city was extending every day.
“As far as that goes,” he said, “you
can make the scheme cost as much as
you like.”

Ald. Ross expressed the opinion that
the city needed about three, or at least
two, reservoirs. It was the only solu-
tion of the present difficulty as far as
he could see.

Ald. Vincent said that he was a
strong believer in the reservoirs.
Whatever source of supply was selected
or whatever redistribution scheme pro-
jected the city needed reservoirs,

Ald. Meston—I think that the rate-
payers made a mistake in not voting
for one of the propositions placed be-
fore them last year. There is, I believe,
plenty of water in Elk lake. If a pri-
vate company had the lake they would
find some way of bringing it into the
city and selling it. There is a consider-
able area of the lake ninety feet in
depth.

Ald. Vincent—There is plenty of
water at present, but if you draw out
more each year than is coming in what
will the result be?

Ald. Meston—I understand that the
shrinkage in Elk lake is less than in
any other lake about the district.

Ald. Vincent said that this was a
mistaken idea. Ald. Meston should
visit the lake about the end of August
to observe the shrinkage.

The Mayor then made a few remarks
upon the situation to explain his posi-
tion. The announcement that the
Goldstream decision would be given
next week had somewhat altered cir-
cumstances. It had come after he had
prepared his motion and by-law for the
redistribution scheme. He thought
that the council could nnt, however,
make a move too early to purchase
pipes for the redistribution system. It
would save money to order them at
an early date and the city would not
have to pay for them until they were
delivered, which would be about ten
months after they were ordered. As
far as the reservoir scheme went, there
was not as much need for immediate
action as the material for such a stor-
age tank was always obtainable in the
city. The Mayor did not think the
reservoir scheme a good one, as there
would be some difficulty in selecting a
site that would be high enough to pro-
vide a good head' of water. In Mr.
Adam’s report this was pointed out.

Ald. Henderson—I do not think that
statement is correct, Mr. Mayor. Mr.
Adams, on the contrary, says that
Smith’s Hill is an ideal place for a res-
ervoir.

The Mayor—Yes, but I read between
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the lines and—

Ald. Henderson—I don’t believe that
when Mr. Adams prepared that report
he wanted anybody to read between
the lines. He intended to make it clear
and "understandable.

Ald. Vincent wanted to know why
the pipeg for redistribution could not
be bought with a loan raised on the
waterworks debentures.

The Water commissioner explained
that this could be done, but the deben-
tures would not bring 75 per cent. on
the dollar. If the loan was made upon
the city’s debentures they could ob-
tain over 95 per cent. for them.

It was finally decided to lay the mat-
ter over until Monday evening, when,
unless it ig decided to delay further
discussion until the Privy Council's
judgment is received, the Mayor's by-
law may be introduced.

DR. WADE TELL OF
PERILOU JOURNEY

Visitor Who Did Exploratory Work
in Mackenzie River Country
May Reside Here.

Dr. Wade, ja prominent horticulturist
of Edmonten, is staying at the Domin-
ion hotel. He is a former student of
Arts and Science of Bartholomew’s

" Hospital and King’s Coliege, London,

England, a Master of Arts and a Doc-
tor of Science. For his researches In
the district of the Mackenzie river and
in Athabasca the Royal Geographical
Society of England conferred upon him
their fellowship. The Smithonian In-
stitute at Washington also in like man-
ner made him a Fellow of the Geo-
graphical Society of America.

‘When exploring within the Arctic zone
on the Mackenzie river, he received on
the 2nd of January following the out-
break of the Boer war an invitation
accompanied with an. offer of a com-
mission from a general of the British
army to go to the front. Witheut hes-
itation he prepared for his walk of
1,700 miles to Edmonton from the ex-
treme north of Mackenzie, through
Athabasca and the northern portion of
Alberta, to Edmonton. He arrived in
HEdmonton in May, but had at the last
moment to put off going to South Af-
rica owing to a dislocation of his shoul-
der on the last stage of his long jour-
ney, and as no help was close at hand
its reduction was delayed for almost
two days. The setting of the arm by
the Indians was not quite successful.
The 'dislocation has permanently in-
jured his right arm. .

The doctor with a temperature of 60
degrees below zero, started on the 3rd
of January for Edmonton. On the third
day through lack of food, his dogs be-
gan to play out. Only one dog  was
left on the sixth day. From this time
on he had to drag his own sleigh with
the straps over his shoulders and the
deer skin strap bound around his fore-
head. He was compelled at’this junc-
ture to leave his sleeping ‘bag on the
trail. From the Arctic zone to Edmon-
ton he wearily dragged his sleigh. On
the long journey he had an attack of
snow-blindness which lasted four days.
For three and a half days on one oc-
casion he had nothing to eat. Fish
formed his only diet for twenty-seven
consecutive days. Just as he reached
Athabasca lake he was seized with an
attack of dysentry, at a distance of 300
miles from Edmonton. There were no
inhabitants near. He was, however,
able to reach an Indian camp in the
end, the last part of the distance being
made on his hands and knees. There
the Indians nursed him for three
weeks. On resuming His journey he
proceeded to the spot where a river had
to be crossed. It was now too late in
the season for the crossing and the
river “broke up at his feet.”” He im-
mediately loosened the straps from his
shoulder, but forgot in his hurry the
head deerskin band around his fore-
head, with the result that he was vio-
lently thrown on to his right arm which
through the force of his fall, was dis-
located.

Here again there was a delay before
he could meet with assistance. After a
day and a half he came upon a party
of Indians. His dislocated arm had
swollen to twice its size and was hard
to reduce. In the end by binding it
round with deer skin according to his
instruction, and fastening it at the
proper level to a tree, he instructed the
Indlans how to pull and when to let
go. The arm ° went into its - socket,
which enabled the doctor to continue
his journey to Edmonton.

Although the last winter was the
worst experienced for thirty years, the
coming season’s harvest crop in the
Edmonton district, says Dr. Wade, is
as far advanced as usual. The doctor
is an experimental horticulturist and
an old government lecturer. He has
done good work in hybridizing grain.
He states that it is an undoubted fact
that grain properly selected will matire
in Edmonton quicker than in any other
part of the country.

Professor Hanson of the United
States Bureau of Agriculture supplied
him with specimens for his hybridizing
experiments from Sitka, Russia, Den-
mark and Sweden, all of which did
well.

The doctor introduced alfalfa into
Alberta four years ago. The Ameri-
cans had asserted that alfalfa would
not grow in such a cold climate, the
doctor malintaining that it would, and
was able to produce a three-year-old
root. The cultivation of alfalfa is now
a great suecess.

Through specimens of selected apple
trees supplied to him by Dr. Saunders
and Dr. Fletcher, the doctor is confi-
dent that successful fruit cultivation
in this line will take place in the near
future in the Northwest and Alberta.
In his garden are now thriving trees
which were planted four years ago.
These trees have never been protected,
not even during last year’s severe win-
ter.

Dr. Wade is staying in Victoria with
a view to taking up his residence in
this city. His wife is too delicate to
stand the severity of the winters in Al-
berta. He has come to Victoria because
the climate of the Island approaches
most nearly to that of the best parts
of the Old Country.

RECENT FIRE
WAS DISCUSSED

AN INVESTIGATION
liAS BEEN ORDERED

Fire Limits [xtended by the Council--
Additional Means of Protection
Considered.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

An investigation of the city fire de-
partment’s conduct during the confla-
gration of this week was set by the
council last evening for Tuesday night
next, when evidence will be taken and
the chief of the department may be
either examined in person or asked to
report on the way in which the fire
was fought. The matter of fire pro-
tection, apart from its eonnection with
the water question in general, was dis-
cussed at some length, and the only
communication regarding it, that con-
taining the salt water service scheme,
projected by S. Baxter, provincial in-
spector of boilers and machinery, was
laid on the table for future considera-
tion.

The letter, which was published in
Thursday’s issue of the Times, suggest-
ed that the power used al the electric
light station should be turned to ac-
count, if necessary, to pump salt water
from the harbor in case of fire, a sys-
tem of pipes to be laid for this purpose.

When it was read Ald. Fullerton ex-
pressed himself as favoring the
scheme, A proposition was brought
before the council last July to provide
a similar service, and was laid over in
consequence of the water contrdversy.
It provided for a very complete system
at an estimated cost of $33,000. He was
glad to see the matter again before the
council, and hoped that the people
would be asked to vote on salt water
fire proteetion at the same time as the
redistribution scheme,

He moved, seconded by Ald. Gleason,
that the matter be laid over until the
redistribution scheme was considered
by the council.

Ald. Henderson moved in amends
ment that the scheme outlined in Mr.
Baxter’s letter be referred to the fire
wardens to consider its fnerits and de-
merits when compared with a fire boat.
He thought that the cest of a craft fit-
ted with powerful pumping apparatus
and capable of being towed to any part
of the water front, together with
enough hose to reach several blocks
away from the water front, would not
be very much greater than the cost of
the proposed salt water mains. He con-
tended that ‘the iife boat would- be
more serviceable’&nd in every ‘way
more . desirable . than Mr. Baxter's
scheme. He thought that the council
should have “informatiop relative to
both schemes.

Ald. Fullerton said that it would, in
his opinion, be best for the council to
devote considerable deliberation to.the
question of adequate fire protection.
The fire wardens had previously urged
the acquisition of more steam appli-
ances and better protection in all dis-
tricts, particularly James Bay, where
the fire fighting service was very low.
He extended his motion to provide for
a complete investigation of the present
fire protection and the methods of mak-
ing it more efficient.

Ald. Vincent expressed the opinion
that the council should find out the
real cause of the wide-spread destruc-
tion attendant upon the recent fire
“before it wag laid at the door of water
shortage or lack of equipment.”

Ald. Hall said that he had heard, on
very good authority, that a powerful
fire engine could be secured that would
be capable of pumping salt water from
the harbor With sufficient force to pro-
vide for fire protection. It would do
the work of a fire boat, cost less and
would also be available for ordinary
fire fighting. He thought that it might
be wiser for the council to provide
such an engine in preference to the
other safeguards suggested.

The Mayor said: I intend to ask the
council to order a thorough investiga-
tion of the fire department’s conduct
during Tuesday’s fire. I do not know
the council’s opinion on the matter,
but as serious charges have been made
I think that the matter should be gone
into fully. Moreover the investigation
should be conducted by the whole coun-
cil at a special meeting.”

Several aldermen expressed approval
of this suggestion,

Ald: Vincent thought that Mr. Bax-
ter’s letter should be laid on the table
until the investigation was completed.

The Mayor said that, in his opinion,
the question of fire protection should
be very carefully discussed and dealt
with. There were two propositions re-
specting the use of salt water—the fire
boat and the pumping system. Amohg
the disadvantages of the later were the
tendency of the salt water to rust and
clog the mains and the possibility of
having to turn the sea water into the
fresh water main in case of extreme
necessity in order to maintain the pres-
gure. He did not think that this scheme
was by any means satisfactory

Ald. Vintent moved in amendment
that the letter be laid on the table un-
til an investigation of the fire depart-
ment’'s work during the fire had been
conducted so as to allow of future dis-
cussion.

This latter motion carried.

Just before the council adjourned the
Mayor reminded the aldermen that
they had not set a date for the investi-
gation, and a motion was passed fixing

| Tuesday evening next at 8 o’clock as

the time.

Later in the meeting the Mayor sug-
gested the press represantatives in at-
tendance at the meeting should be re-
quested, on behalf of the council, to
thank all those who, in the role of vol-
unteers, did so much toward fighting
the fire on Tuesday. In the case of the
soldiers from Work Point, he thought
that the council should make a grant
of money in recognition of their ser-
vices, as they had done yeoman service
in preventing the flames from spread-
ing. He also wished the council to
commend the members of the local po-

dice force, and particularly Constables
Fry and Heather, for their work.
Upon motion the finance committee
was instructed to grant to the seoldiers
from Work Point a sum not to exceed

$150 in token of the council’s appreci- ‘

ation.

In regard to the relief fund the
Mayor proposed that only such money
as wa~ needed to provide for special
cases of necessity, amounting in all to
about $250, should be used from the
fund and that the remaifiing donations
be returned to the subscribers. He
had very few calls for urgent assist-
ance, and thought that it was hardly
possible to investigate each and every
claim for assistance, He suggested the
friends of the sufferers could better
raise funds for specific cases.

It was decided to carry cut His Wor-
ship’s suggestion.

The general routine business before
the aldermen did not occupy a great
deal of time. A number of communica-
tions were received and dealt with, and
several by-laws were advanced and
passed. .

A by-law to extend the fire limits so
as to take in the whole of the district
burnt in the late fire was introduced
by Ald. Hanna. The bhy-law extends
the limits to Pembroke street, although
when first drawn up it set Discovery
street as the limit, but Ald. Fullerton
pointed out that there were several old
shacks near the water front which
should come under the operation of the
building by-law, and should therefore
be included in the fire area. For this
purpose he moved that the by-law be
amended to set the fire limits back to
Pembroke street.

A clause was added to the by-law by
the city solicitor which provided that
all buildings commenced since the fire
and all to be commenced shall be per-
mitted by the building inspector, and
shall be governed by the regulations
contained in the building by-law.

Ald, Hanna’'s by-law was read twice,
congidered in committee, amended and
read a third time. It will be finally
passed on Monday next,

The building by-law amendment by
law was laid over unt.l a week hence
in order that the council may find out
whether a clause can be added requir-
ing everybody to clean and paint the
roofs of their houses. The solicitor will
be asked for his opinion.

Ald. Gleason moved, seconded by Ald.
Meston, that the building inspector be
asked to report on the number of old
woodénh buildings within the central
district of the city which the council
had power to order removed.

The building inspector had previously
been instructed to prepare a report on
several of these shacks and will pre-
sent a very full report at the council
meeting a week from Monday evening.

Ald. Hall’'s motion to have the city
engineer make all estimates and pre-
parations for a pipe line to Sooke lake
was laid over until a future meeting.

EARTH TREMOR WAS
FELT IN THE CITY

Shock Occurred FEarly Yesterday
But Local Seismograph Does
Not Record It.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

A slight earth tremor,.which can hard-
ly be accorded the dignity of an earth-
quake shock, was experienced by the in-
habitants of Victoria early yesterday
morning. It occurrcd about 2.20 a. m., and
seemed to be most pronounced in the
vicinity of James Bay. It was felt In
Spring Ridge and on the Gorge also. The
duration of the shock was cne second and
the movement of the earth was from east
to west.

There is no record of the tiemor on the
seismograph at the local meteorological
office. This, however, may be accounted
for by the fact that it lasted only one
second. The pendulum fitted on the local
Instrument has a fifteen-second vibration,
and this is the usual vibration allowed in
the seismographic stations in different
parts of the world. In a one second
shock it is hardly likely that the tremor
would be recorded.

Many people in the city felt the tremor.
Perhaps the most notable instance was
that of a lady who resides in the neigh-
borhood of James Bay. Lying awake at
the time when it occurred she first heard
the jug which stood in the wash stand
distinctly oscillate from side to side just
one time, and immediately following this
movement the bed in which she lay seem-
ed to rise with an undulating motion from
the floor. She was terribly frightened by
the movement, although she had sufficient
presence of mind to remember that it
lasted only a second.

Others in the city state that they felt
the houses in which they were shake,
while in many cases the windows rattled.
Inquiries at the meteorological office
elicit the fact that) it was probably due
to a collapse of some substratum in the
earth’s crust, and that it is quite possible
that it may have been only of a local
nature.

The records of the local seismograph
are forwarded to Professor Milne at the
Isle of Wight and he makes an exhaus-
tive inspection of them. The most micro-
scopic inspection of the local record, how-
ever, cannot discover any trace of a shock
having taken place in the vicinity during
the early hours of yesterday morning.

DECISION AGAINST
. THE SHIPWRIGHTS

Jury’s Verdict Was in Favor of
British Columbia Marine
Railway Company

At half-past ten o’clock last evening
the jury in the action brought by Rob-
ert Stewart and a number of other Old
Country shipwrights against the B. C.
Marine Railway Company to recover
alleged damages caused by the deten-
tion of the plaintiffs’ property, return-
ed a verdict in favor of giving judg-
ment for the defendant. His Honor
Judge Lampman gave judgment for the
defendants with costs.

The case went to the jury shortly af-
ter nine o’clock, and the verdict was
given an hour later. J. E, Bird, for
the prosecution, completed his case
during the afternoon after calling four
witnesses. They were Sheriff Richards,
R. W. Stewart, the plaintiff, A. Muir
and R. Ferguson, and their evidence
was a repetition of that given by them
at the previous trial when the jury
disagreed.

The shipwrights said that they came
out to Victoria in consequence of an
advertisement which appeared in the
War Cry, a Salvation Army organ,
and that théy were sent on from To-
ronto under the auspices of the army
on the understanding that there was
no strike on. When they arrived they
found what they deemed a strike in
progress and refused to go to work.
Their baggage checks were held by the

STILL WORKING ON
ISLAND -SURVEYS

C. P. R. Will Seek Lower Pass at
Comox Lake on Route
From A berni.

(F'som Saturday’s Daily.)

There has been a report circulated
that the C. P. R. intended to at once
proceed with construction of the E. &
N. to some point on the west coast of
Vancouver Island other than Albernij,
and that the line would be extended to
perhaps Quatsino.

‘While it i likely that the C. P. R.
has in wiew eventually such an exten-
sion of the Island -line, it is not regard-
ed as likely that this will be done at
once,

When D. McNicoll, first vice-presi-
dent of the C. P, R., was in Victoria, a
few days ago, after his return from
Alberni he was asked if his company
was preparing to extend the line be-
yond Comox at present. The vice-
president said that the C. P. R. was
not giving attention to the more north-
ern part at present beyond ascertaining
in a general way the character of the
country. The company was not con-
cerned in the immediate extension to
that part of the Island. There was a
lot of work to be done in connection
with the surveys to Alberni and
Comox before a route could be defin-
itely decided upon, and that work was
occupying their attention.

The Vancouver Province, as the re-
sult of an interview with C. E. Cart-
wright, divisional engineer, says that
the Canadian Pacific railway surveyors
on Vancouver Island, who are running
preliminary surveys from Alberni on
the west coast in the direction of Cum-
berland are spending some time in
seeking for a lower pass over the di-
vide in the vicinity of Comox lake, the
first pass discovered being rather too
high to be exactly suitable.

Mr, C. E. Cartwright, C. P. R, div~
isional] engineer, declares that the sur-
veyors are still plugging away at their
work, which will be continued till the
rainy weather of late fall prevents fur-
ther operations in the vicinity,

“The country in the vicinity of Co-
mox lake is very rugged—it is almost
like the Selkirks,” remarked Mr. Cart-
wright. ‘“Of course the mountains of
this range on the Island are not as
high as the Selkirks, but they seem to
be as the rise ig from sea level.”

FIRE AT SUMMER RESORT.

Long Beach Scene of Big Blaze—Assist-
ance Has Been Asked.

Far Rockaway, N. Y., July 28.—A hig
fire is raging at Long Beach, a coast re-
sort a few miles from this place. Assist-
ance has been asked of the local fire de-
partment, and engines have been sent
from here.

CAPT. JOHNSON

The captain,
who has been very much affected by
the disaster, was visibly affected when
the letter was handed him by Chiet
Engineer Madigan and others of the
crew.

Capt. Johnson has received great
praise for the way he handled affairs
at the time, and the recognition of his
ability by the members of his crew
who were in the best position to judge
is very highly appreciated by him.

The address was as follows:

Captain S. B. Johnson, Master S.S. Mount
Royal:

Dear Sir:—We, the surviving officers
and men of your crew, desire to express
our heartfelt sympathy with Mrs. John-
son and yourself in the sorrow you so
deeply feel at the loss of our shipmates
and the good ship Mount Royal

It may be some consolation to you to
know that vou have the respect, con-
fidence and esteem of all those under your
command, due to’ your uniform kindness
and consideration to all of us at all times.

Your masterly and sucgessful naviga-
tion of the Skeena river, and the abso-
lute confidence shown in your ability,
coolness and seamanship, had a signal
proof in the way your crew to a man
stood by you to the last.

Those who lost their lives died at their
posts. You, sir, have the consolation of
knowing that your vessel was lost through
no fault of yours, and that your first care
was for your passengers, and when they
were safely landed, what could be done to
save your ship.

Accept, sir, these our expressions of
sympathy and respect, and our sincerest
hopes that Mrs. Johnson and yourself may
enjoy long lfe, happiness and prosperity.

JAPANESE FROM
HAWAIIAN ISLANDS

Agent in Charge of Immigrante
Denies There is Contract With
Any Railway.

Vancouver, July 26.—All but eight of
the twelve hundred Japanese who ar-
rived on the Kumeric yesterday were
passed as physically fit and otherwise
properly equippe@ under the immigra-
tion regulations. This morning the
small army of brown men were land-
ing.

The Japanese agent who has them
in charge says in an interview that
there are seventy-five thousand Jap-
anese in the Hawaiian Islands, most
of whom are discontented, and a quar-
ter of them will likely come to British
Columbia as they are excluded from
the United States. In order that the
steamship company would be fully pro-
tected, the Japanese who came on the
Kumeric were required before leaving
Honolulu to deposit $25 each to pass
the immigration officer with and this
sum, aggregating $30,000, was sent by
draft to the Canadian Bank of Com-
merce here. The money was again
given out yesterday to each man as he
came up.to pass the doctor. Most of
the Japanese are not coolies; but a
better class of workmen, including
many war veterans. Some were even
dudes, clad in handsome white duck
suits.

When interviewed individually the
men declared that they had no work
waiting for them; they simply had
come to take chances of getting jobs in
the woods or sawmills or on farms,

The agent in charge declares the
Japanese Hotel-Keepers’ Union of Hon-
olulu engineered the entire deal and
has no contract with the C.P.R., Grand
Trunk or other railway company to
bring the men. It is simply a business
proposition, and they declared that
while the laws are unchanged they will
bring as many ship loads as they ses

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JUDGE WOOD’S
CHARGE TO JURY

REGARDED AS SLIGHTLY
IN FAVOR OF HAYWGOD

Mother of the Prisoner Collapsed
Under Strain and is Now
in Hospital.

Boise, July 27.—The fate of William
D. Haywood, secretary-treasurer of
the Western Federation of Miners, now
is in the keeping of the jury. With
their verdict will come the end of one
of the most remarkable criminal trials
in the history of the country.

To-day there remained only the
charge to the jury by Judge Wood.
His presentation of the case was re-
garded by both sides as eminently fair.
If anything, it was the opinion that
the court leaned to the defence.

The couriroom was but half-filled
when the jury filed in shortly before
10 o’clock. Haywood came in smiling
and bowed a salutation to his wife,
higs mother, his two daughters and sis-
ter, the entire family being present.
As Judge Wood took the bench the 12
jurors, who sat directly in front of nim,
wheeled in their chairs, turned their
backs upon the defendant and his at-
torneys and listened attentatively to

the Léngthy Charge.

The judge finished at 10:59 a. m., a
minute later the courtroom was cleared
and at 11:04 the jury retired behind
olosed doors, which will. open again
only when the jurors desire to com-
municate with the court.

Judge Wood’'s charges and instruc-
tions were lengthy, making about 1,-
200 words. After thanking the jury for
the attention they had given as jurors
and giving the customary instructions
as to the general duties of the jurors
as to the law and evidence, Judge Wood
instructed them in acoordance with s
ruling made some days ago, after ar-
gument by counsel on the admissibil-
ity of the evidence bearing on the con-
nection of Steve Adams with ecrimes
committed in northern Idaho. This
evidence and also that introduced by
the defence

Regarding Deportation
in Colorado and the employment of
Pinkerton detectives by the mine own-
ers, Judge Woods instructed the jury
not to consider on the ground that no
prior connection had been shown in
either case.

Instructions as to the necessity for
clear and conclusive proof beyond any
reasonable  doubt of every material
act were followed by the quoting of the
indictment on which Haywood, togeth=
er with Moyer and Pettibone, was arr
rested. On this subject Judge Wood
said: “There are three counts in the
indictment, but the substance of each
of them is unlawful, wilful, deliberate,
premeditated and felonious killing of
the said Frank Steunenberg with mal-
ice aforethought. The essential ele-
ments of the offence charged in the
Indictment counts are the following:
First, there must have been a killing;
second, that killing must have been
unlawful; third, it must have been wil-
ful; fourth, it must have been delib-
erated upon; fifth, it - must have been
premeditated; sixth, it must have been
accompanied by malice in the mind of
the person or persons doing the Kkill-
Ing; and unless these features, and
each and every one of them, are
proven to your satisfaction

Beyond a Reasonable Doubt
then the defendant cannot in any event
be convicted of murder in the first de-
gree.”

Continuing, Judge Wood said: ‘““The
court instructs the jury that if it is
possible for you to reconcile the facts
in this case upon any reasonable the-
ory consistent with the innocence: of
the defendant, William D. Haywood, it
Is your duty to do so and find the de-
fendant not guilty. I further instruct
you, gentlemen of the jury, that while
proof has been admitted of the com-
mission of other crimes by the defend-
ant and his associates, and tending to
prove the commitment of such other
crimes by them, it has only been ad-
mitted for the purpose of showing the
existence of a conspiracy to accom-
plish certain objects, and that such
crimes resulted in the death of ex-Gov-
ernor Frank Steunenberg. But you
are privileged to take such other mat-
ters into consideration as part of the
evidence in the case, and as incidents
and circumstances bearing upon the
question of his guilt yupon the charge
of the murder of Steunenberg.

“It makes no difference, however, in
this case, what crimes have heen com-
mitted in Colorado, ia the Coeur
d’Alenes or elsewhere, or who is re-
sponsible for the commitment of such
erimes, if any there be. The defend-
ant cannot be convicted unless the
state has established beyond a reas-
onable doubt that he is guilty of the
felony of killing Frank Steunenberg.”

Judge Wood explained at length:the
term “conspiracy” within the meaning
of the criminal law, and to what ex-
tent it would be necessary for the state
to go to prove that Haywood was a

Party to the Conspiracy
in the present case. “If the prosecution
has failed to prove these facts beyond
a reasonable doubt,” he continued, “you
should find the defendant not guilty.

“If, however, you believe in this
case from the evidence beyond a reas-
pnable doubt, that the defendant, Wm.
D. Haywood, aided, abetted, advised
and encouraged the killing of Steunen-
berg, then the defendant is guilty, and
't would be immaterial whether he was
actually present at the time of the kill-
[ng or not.

‘““The jury is instructed that the wit-
aess, Harry Orchard, claims that he
was an accomplice in the commitment
of the offence charged in the indict-
ment. Under the statutes of this state,
& person cannot be convicted of a crime
upon the testimony of an accomplice
anless such accomplice is corroborated
by other evidence, which, of itself, and
without the aid of the testimony of ac-
complices, tends to connect the de-
lendant with the commitment of the

offence chargéd; and the corroboration I
is not sufficient if it merely shows the
commission of the offence or the cir-
cumstances thereof.

“By corroboration evidence is meant
additional evidence of a different
character to the same point. The law
views with distrust the N

Testimony of an Accomplice

on account of the motive he may have
for laying the responsibility of his
crime upon another when by so doing
he may secure immunity for his own
participation in the crime committed.
For this reason the law exacts such
corroboration, and although the Jjury
may believe that the testimony or an
accomplice is true, still the jury could
not convict “the defendant upon such
testimony unless they further find that
the testimony of the accomplice is cor-
roborated. by ‘other "and independent
evidence.

“If you believe from the evidence
that the witness, Harry Orchard, was
induced or influenced to become a wit-
ness and to testify in this case by auny
promise of immunily from the prosecu-
tion, or by any hope held out to him
that if he testified against the defend-
ant he would not be prosecuted or pun-
ished, then the jury should take such
facts into consideration in determining
the weight which ought to be given to
the testimony so obtained. Such testi-
mony should be received by the jury
with caution and scrutiny.

““And if from the evidence it appears
that any favors have been extended
by the authorities of the state of Idaho
to the witness, Harry Orchard, and
there is any promise, either expressed
or implied, relating to further favors
to be received by him on account of
his testimony in this case then these
are proper

Matters For the Consideration
of the jury as affecting the credibility
of his testimony.

“The jury is further instructed that
by statutory provigions the defendant
in a criminal case is made a compe-
tent witness in his own behalf, and |
where he testifies, as in.this case, be- .
comes the same in all respects as auy
other witness, and his testimony must
he tested by the same rules or tests
that are applied to other witnesses,
and the jury may take into comnsid- |
eration the interest that he may have |
in the case in determining the weight
ic be given to his testimony.

“Under the indictment in this case
the defendant may, if the«evidence
warrants it, be convicted of murder
in the first degree, murder in the sec-
ond degree, or manslaughter.”

Mrs. Emma Carruthers, of Salt
Lake City, mother of Wm. D. Haywood
collapsed this afternoon, and is now
in St. Luke’s hospital suffering from
nervous prostration. Mrs. Carruthers
Las felt the strain of the trial more
keenly than any other member of the
prisoner’s family. To-day, as the jury
went out and her son went back to
his cell she sprang up, threw her arms
around his neck and kissed him good-
bye.

Shortly before 4 o’clock this after-
noon the Haywood jury sent a written
request to Judge Wood for

Some of the Exhibits
in the case. They were immediately
sent' into the jury room. The discus-
sion, of the case was going on quietly,
a_glimpse of the room showing the
jurors lounging about in comfortable
attitudes.

Later it was announced that the
exhibits furnished the jury included
the telegram sent by Attorney Miller
of Spokane to Orchard at Caldwell, the
telegram sent by Jack Simpkins Lo
Haywood, saying he could not get a
lawyer to defend Orchard, the Petti-
bone letter to-Orchard at Caldwell
and the six drafts sent by Haywood
to Simpkins in December, 1905. All of
these exhibits bear directly on the
Steunenberg murder, and are a part
of the evidence of the conspiracy al-
leged by the state.

Judge Wood returned to the court-
room at 2 o'clock but there was no
sign from the jury room. Judge Wood
will keep the session open, and there
will be no adjournment or recess until
a verdict is reached. There is no one
allowed in the courtroom except the
newspapermen and counsel, and only
a few people on the lawns near the
doors of the courtroom.

Judge Wood at 10 o’clock to-night
went to his home, leaving instructions
to be called on the telephone in case
the jury should arrive at a verdict.

MILLION BUSHEL ELEVATOR.

New House of the Consolidated Com-
pany at Fort William.

Fort Willim, Ont., July 26.—Yester-
day Fort William added to its wheat
storage capacity the new ‘house of
the Consolidated Elevator Co. The
new house is located at West Fort
William, on property secured from the
C. P. R. in exchange for the ground
that was originally given the Elevator
Co., by the city. It stands directly
alongside .the sorting yards of the
C. P. R. and thus occupies a very
advantageous position. The building
was erected by the Barnett & Mec-
Queen Company and is fireproof. The
foundation work is of concrete and
the tanks of tile similar to that in
use in elevator “B.” The working
house consistinf of an unloading shed
and twelve tanks, and has a capacity
of a quarter million bushels. The
working house is equipped with the
best and most up-to-date machinery
obtainable. The men in charge claim
it will be as fast as any elevator here.
The storage tanks are thirty-two in
number, and are larger than those in
elevator “E” or the “Ogilvie” eleva-
tor. The storage capacity of the new
house is approximately one million
bushels.

At Carievale, Sask., hail and
wrought serious damage to wheat,
while at Glen Ewen, Sask., many
buildings were overturned and several
people hurt. A crowd of berry-pickers
sought refuge in a house which was
blown over.

“Not wunder the present circum-
stances. There are two principal econ-

siderations which militate against such
celerity. The first of these is in con
nection with the selection of a jury
In this respect America is the victim of
her causes celebres. Every one in Am-
erica reads the newspapers, not one,
but many. When a sensational case
arises like that of Nan-Patterson or
Thaw, the papers deal with the whole
matter in the minutest detail long be-
fore the case is called. The result of
this is that it is almost impossible  to
get together twelve intelligent men
who have not studied the cases and
reached a judgment unfitting them for
service as jurymen.

“How different here in England. To-
day’s case had all the elements of sen-
sation, yet the jury was selected in ex-
actly three minutes. There has been
a great crush of the public to obtaln
admittance, but I saw no evidence of
it. I saw no sketch artists, in fact, I
could not distinguish whether any re-
porters were present.

“In my opinion, the only way to meet
the jury problem in the United States
is to empower the presiding magistrate
to select the jury, with, of course, the
advice of the counsel in the case.”

DR. VARICLE DEAD.

Scientist Who Was to Have Made Dash
for North Pole Succumbs to
Diabetes.

Dr. Jean Antony Varicle, scientist, ex-
plorer, ballocnist, inventor and dentist,
died at Providence hospital, Seattle, Fri-
day. Diabetes was the cause of death.
He had been at the hospital less than
two weeks, but had been in 11l health for
several months. He came to Seattle less
than a year ago to permanently reside,

From Parig, France, to Dawson, Yukon
Territory, and throughout the district of
Alaska, Dr. Varicle was known. In the
world of scientific research, exploration
and invention, he had made for himself a
name and achieved success as well as
fame in many of his undertakings. 'Ten
vears ago he threw his fortunes with
that vast army of cosmopolites that
stampeded the North, going to the Klon-
dike from Paris direct.

The International Soclety for Polar Re-
search and Experiment was founded at
Dawson, July 8th, 1905, with a member-
ship of over 200, with the purpose of seek-
ing the pole under the leadership of Dr,
Varicle.

It was the contention of the doctor that
previous polar expeditions had been too
He iIntended to dress his
men in parka. His dogs were to be twa
and three times larger than Nansen’s, and
ba driven in tandem teams, and not
hitched to a single strand. The indispens-
able handles, so familiar to the Yukoner,
were to be placed on the sleds.

The foundation of his plan was that the
men who were to make the dash for the
pole were to be drawn entirely from the
hardiest and most experienced and the
best equipped mushers of the Yukon.

The expedition was to have started from
Seattle in a whaler, the officers of which
had had long experience in Arctic waters
It was planned to make a landing on tha
northern part of Grant Island, about 1,/
miles northeast of the mouth of the Mac-
kenzie, if the vessel could reach thar
point. There were to be two parties, of
twenty men each. One party was to estab-
lish a base of supplies 250 miles bey:
the landing point. and to return from
there with just sufficient provisions and
equipment to reach their starting point.
The second party was to consist of the
hardiest and most experienced of
Yukon mushers, who, starting from t
bese. would attempt to reach the pole
and then attempt to push across, expect-
ing to come out at Franz Joseph Land,
where civilization would be encountered.

Supplies were to be carried for
vears. Kach party of twenty men was to
be equipped with a team of eleven dogs

Among the men who were behind him
in the movement were: Gov. W. W. B.
McInnes, of Yukon Territory; Dr. Alfred
Thompson, a member of the Canadian
parliament; Justices Craig, Dugas and
Macauley, the three leading judges of 1he
territory; and Maj. Z. T. Wood, com-
mander of the Northwest Mounted Police.

Dr. Varicle was 54 years of age.

WAR DECLARED
ON THE CAMORRA

The ltalian Government is Deter-
-mined to Exterminate Ancient
and Formidable Society

A gratifying sign of the times is
the determination of the Italian gov-
ernment to exterminate the Camorra,
the most powerful of the secret socle-
ties of the world. The disrepute into
which members of these bands operat-
ing abroad, particulerly in the United

~~ { States, have brought their countrymen
in |

is no doubt one of the main reasons
for the praiseworthy activity of the
Italian minister of the interior, says
the Toronto Mail and Empire. The
Black Hand Society, whose murders in
New York have attained almost world-
wide notoriety, has been a curse to
respectable Italians, and has caused
thousands of them to be regarded with
unjust suspicion by native-born Amer-
icans' and foreigners from other coun-

i tries,

The Cuacalo Case.

A little more than a year ago cc-
curred the event that precipitated the
war upon the Camorra. A man named
Cuacalo was found dead, his body cov-
ered with stabs and gashes, as hap-
pens to victims of the society’s ven-
geance. Soon ‘after, the body of his
wife was found, mutiliated in the same
horrible way, and an investigation
showed that the murders had been si-
multaneous. There was the .usual
kalf-hearted seach for the murderers,
and some over-zealous young police-
man-went so far as to arrest a num-
ber of suspected persons. They were
discharged in due course, as everyone
expected, and the matter dropped.

Government Takes Hold.

After an interval of some months, it
was vigorously revived by the minister
of the interior, who proceeded to hold
an investigation, not into the crime
itself, but into the conduct of the po-
lice. As a result, the quaestor, or
chief of police, of Naples was dis-
missed, with “several other officials,
and the investigating judge was re-
tired. Then the minister placed the
case in the hands of the carabineers,
a body half police and half soldisrs,
that corresponds roughly to our North-
west mounted. police, not only in or-
ganization, but in the courage and
high spirit of its members. Shame-
fully underpaid, as they are, the.cara-
bineers are ‘a"loyal and conscientious
body of men, who form about the only
real protection the country . enjoys
against the Camorra. They entered on
the work with enthusiasm, ten of them
being assigned to the Cuacalo case, and
have arrested some hundreds of per-
sons, all members of the Camorra, and
all accused of participation or guilty
knowledge of the double murder. In
Naples this is taken as an intimation
that the government has declared war
to the knife on the Camorristi.

The Camorra.

Some interesting facts concerning
this anecient -and formidable society
are given in the New York Sun, which
thinks the Italian government has un-
dertaken a task as herculean as praise-
worthy in determining to crush it out.
There are two divisions of the order,
the alta or high, and the bassa or low,
the former containing one head chief,
twelve chiefs of the second grade, and
the Camorristi or full members.
lower section is for the
iads,” namely, thugs who are too young
for full membership;, and the recruits.
To the recruits fall most of the dirty
work’ of the order. They do the stab-
bings, for they are expected to give
some signal proof of their courage and
depravity before graduating to fuil
membership. According to the Sun’s
information, members of the Camorra
can be identified by tattoo marks
drawn on some visible part of the per-
son, but lightly marked, so as to be
noticeable only on a close look. Tle

Thencefortn
promotion depends upon the heights of
villainy to which he can attain. Ar-
rest and imprisonment mean advancc-
ment in the order. If they are fined,
the order supplies the funds.

It Lives on Blackmail.

The Camorra liyes on blackmail. It
is said that every farmer, every cab-
driver, every wine shop, every money-
lender doing business in Naples is sub-
Ject to a tax. If it is not paid, the re-
calcitrant finds some misfortune over-
take him, varying from the stabbing
of his mule or ox i{c the cutting off of
his ears. Complaint to the local po-
lice is worse than useless, for not oniy
is no help given, but the soclety learns
of the appeal, and another outrage fol-
lows. It is openly charged that the
civil police are either afraid of the Ca-
morristi or in league with them, and
this is the reason why the carabineers
have superseded them in the war upon
the terrible society. In at least one
case a priest was found to be a mem-
ber of the order, and its ramifications
penetrate to high officials.
