Delhi, India, Jan. 1.—Tens of thous-
ands of people from the city of Delhi
and villages far and near began gather-

- at Jdaybreak this morning on the

t plain outside the city. There they
itel patiently for the supreme an-
cement of the durbar, that King

| was Emperor of India. Soon

the plain  was filled with erowding
masses of people and the brightly color-
ed clotiing of the vast throng covered
the space with gorgeous hues, The
crowd on the plain was composed large-
ly of the common people, but among it
could be seen the retainers of the various
Rajahs who had assembled for the func

tion.

The arrival at the amphitheatre of the
Viceroy of India, Lord Curzon, of Ked-
leston, and other dignitaries and the
Princes was one of the brilliant episodes
of the day. The Princes were clad in
silks and bedecked with jewels and the
carriages were briiliant with trappings
of gold.. The ecarriage of the Duke of
Connaught, who represents Xing Ed-
ward, was escorted by a detachment of
cavalry. As the Duke and Duchess
were driven around the arena, the as-
semblage gave them an enthusiastic wel-
come. Amid the assembly of people the
Duke took his seat to the left of the
throne, while the Duchess proceeded to
a place behind the throae.

When-the great amphitheatre was §ih
ed and the hour for the announcement
drew near, multitudes within and withouw
awaited expeetantly the first act of the
proclamation. Then the approach of the
Viceroy was lhearalded. Preceded by
members of his bodyguard, clad in blue
and gold, and under the command of
Major Grimston, Lord Curzon appeared
at the entrance of the arena in his car-
riage. The ‘postillions wore uniforms of
scarlet and gold, -amd-the carriage was
drawn by four bay horses. The throne
itself was surmounted by a canopy of
white and gold.

As the Viceroy reached the throne the
National Anthem was- played, and a
salute of 21 guns was fired. When the
spectators had resumed their seats after
the anthem, there was a flourish of trum-
pets from the troops and Major Max-
well, at the command of the Viceroy,
read the proclamation opening the dur-
bar. The Royal standard was then rais-
ed on high and the Imperial salute was
fied, the massed bands marched by play-
ing, bonfires were started by the troops
outside, and it was announeed that King
Edward was Emperor of India. There
was another flourish of trumpets, and
Lord Curzon arose and stood for a me-
ment. Then in impressive tones he de-
livered a speech and read the message
from King Edward. In his address the
Viceroy announced the coronation of the
King, he extolled the loyal Indian peo-
Dle and prophesied prosperity for the In-
dian Empire. He said also that it had
oeen decided not to exact interest for
three years on all loans made or guar-
anteed by the government of India to the
native states in connection with the re-
cent famine. The viceroy announced
also the abolition of the Indian staff
corps, which has long been an army
sihecure,

In the King’s message, which was
then read by Lord Curzon, His Majesty
said that the Prince and Princess of

Wales wonld shortly visit India. He re-
gretted his absence from the durbar and
sent his greetings to the Indian people.
In conclusion King Edward said:

“I renew the assurances of my regard
for the liberties of the Indian people, my
‘espect for their dignities and rights, of
ny interest in their advancement, and of

7 devotion to their welfare. These are

ipreme aims and objects of my rule,

ROSSLAND MINES. |

Last Year's Ouiput Shows
crease Over 1901

Large In-

Rossland, Dec. 31.—To-day closes a
vear that has witnessed marked ad-
vances in the mining industry of Ross-
land eamp, and the incoming year looms
up big with promises of further strides,
as compared with which the closing
vear’'s record is insignificant. The re-
ductions in freight and treatment rates,
and the application of concentration to
the 'hnge deposits of low-grade copper-
gold ores, for which the camp is famous,
will work out the fulfihuent of the New
Year’s promise.

A revision of the statements of ore
shipments sent out weekly, and the con-
version of the figures from wet tons to
dry tons, quite substantially reduces the
dggregate tonnage, yet the total remain-
ing is greater by a big.figure than the
aggregate for 1901. In a nutshell, the
Rossland camp shipped to various smelt-
ers in 1902 no less than 325,525 tons of
ore, having an estimated gross:value of
$4,347,300. The totals for 1901 were:
Shipments, 279,133; estimated value,
$3,700,000.  The increase in tonnage is,
therefore, 44,392, and in estimated value
of ore shipped out $647,300, this being
explained by the fact that the grade of
ore exported was substantially higher
than-in the preceding year.

The record of Rossland camp, with
respect to ore production, since the in-
ception of the mining industry here,
shows consistent growth and expansion,
Commencing in 1894, with a tonnage of‘
1,856, valued at $75,000, the magnificent
total of 1,244,576 tons, with an estimat-
ed 81088 value of $21,257,510, has been
piled up.

The L.e Roi, for the first eleven
months of the year, produced no less than
83,076 ounces of gold, 145,440 ounces of
silver, and 6,697,022 pounds of copper.
The profits announced by the manage-
ment of the Le Roi mine and smelter for
the months of May, June, July, Augusrt,
September, October and. November,
amounted to $525,548.33. The mine dis-
tributed $463,150.90 in wages ‘to its
Rossland employees, and $396,478.31 to
its employees in the smelter at North-
port.

The War Eagle and Centre Star mines
which are essentially Canadian com-
panies, have entered on a new era of
activity during the year, after having
tsuspended shipments for more than half
‘of the twelve months. Two important
; uncements “marked the “resumption
of shipping operations from‘ these two
mines. Obne was that decidedly favor-
uble smelting rates--the most advan-
tageéous in the history of the camp—had
been secured for the ores of the two
mines, and, secondly, that patient in-
vestigation and experimenting had result-
ed in the evolving of a process of con-
centration, whereby the companies could |
realize a profit from all ores contaihing
values in ‘excess of $5 per ton. The ton-
nage of such ores in the properties under
discussion, and in Rossland camp as a
whale, is practically inexhaustible, so
that it will be seen that the inauguration
of milling, as promised by the War
Eagle and Ceutre Star Companies, is
vitally important to the future of the
camp. The two mines are now shipping
largely to the Canadian Smelting Works
at Trail, and are completing plans for
the comnstruction of a concentrating plant
on a larger scale than the one now in
use at Silica, near this city.

In the case of the other Rossland
mines, advances have been made in some
instances, while in others—notably the
Kootenay mine and other properties of
the Rossland-Kootenay Company—the
forthcoming year will see  development
that will place the properties on a par-
ity with the largest mining industries of
the Kootenays.

Reference to the record of 1902 wounld
be incomplete without mention of the
discoveries at the Velvet mine, which
have altered the entire outlook for the
Sophie Mountain section of the camp,
and which huve already borne fruit in
the announcement by the Trail Creek
Mining Company of London, LimMRed,
that the Victory-Triumph mine will be
reopened in the spring, "and equipped
with a milling plant to handle the mag-
nificent hody of concentrating ore already
blocked out.

Residents of Rossland camp are look-
ing forward to a prosperous and busy
year.

CABLE COMPLETED

TO HAWAIIAN ISLANDS |

Celebration at Honolulu When Communi-
cation Was Opened With the
United States.

Honolulu, Jan. 2.—By courtesy of the
Commarcial Pacifie Cable Company, the
Associated Press is permitted to tender
congratulations on the completion of the
first section of the sibmarine cable that

is to connect the United States with its |

insular possession im#the Pacific, and
eventually with the ¢oftinent of Asia.

The cable was ,completed at 8.40
o’clock last night, when the two ends
were brought together in Molokai chan-
nel about five miles from Honoluly,
where the San Francisco end had been
buoyed since December 26th. Shortly
after communication was established the
fact was announced to the crowd im
waiting, and was greeted_with applause.
Judge Cooper, representing Governor
Dole, who was absent from the island,
sont a message to President Roosevelt
announcing the opening and extending
a greeting from the citizens of Hawaii.
The public celebration, which has been
held in abeyanee until the completion of
the cable, will be held in the capitol
grounds - to-morrow. Thus has been
finished an enterprise which puts an im-~
rortant but hitherto isolated community
in communication with the entire world
and susceptible to all the industrial im-
petus which follows ready accessibility.

The final splicing of the ends in the
water, which for days had rendered
cable work impossible, marked the first
stage of the undertaking to span the
oceanffwith a line of electric comimuni-
cation, the need of which has long been
acknowledged by the entire world, and
the advocacy of which has often claimed
the attention of the highest councils,
political and financial, of America. Since
the conception of the idea, fifty years
ago, of connecting the continents of
North America and Asia by telegraph,
via Behring Straits, the practieability of
the Pacific cable has had many peridds
of buoyancy and depression. "The his-
tery 'of the project, like that of all great
achievements, was one of open opposi-
tion and patient perseverance. Its ad-
vent in Honolulu was hailed by all
classes as a boon to her commercial in-
terests and a stimulus to her material
and social progress, Even the quaint
Hawaiians, whose splendid isolation has
lent a romantic interest to their island
homes, forget for the time being fhe
sacrific of romance and to utilitarianism,
and greéted the landing of the cable
upon the soil with an enthusiasm second
enly to that which marked the departure
of the Silvertown from ©California’s
shore.

In keeping with the precedent estab-
lished at San Francisco, a fortnight be-
fore, the end of the two thousand mile
strand was hauled upon the coral beach
of Oahu island on December 28th. The
point of landing was at the beautiful
private park of Sans Souci beach, five
miles east of the city of Honolulu, With
the shore end landed there still remain-
ed a span of almost two scores of miles
to be closed betweegy the buoyed deep
sea end in Molokai “channel and the
heavy beach line laid a half miles out
from shore. The closing of this gap
proved a task that taxed the patience
as well as the ingenuity of the Silver-
town’s staff. Five days elapsed, the
most of which was spent in awaiting the
favor of the wind and sea before their
labors were completed, and. the first
signal flashed along the ‘entire length of
two thousand and more miles.

BUILDINGS SWALLOWED UP.

Oave-In at . Oliphant, Pa., Has Destroyed
Much Property.

Scrantom, Pi., Jan. 3.—Just before noon
to-day another fall of earth enlarged the
big cave-in at Oliphant and removed ever
h}xlt of the support from beneath the
Evans building, which stands on the corner
of the cavity made by yesterday's cave-
. The house projects far over the cave,
and it is feared that it will be swallowed
before night. Several large cracks have (
appeared on the surface of the adjacent
property, and the feeling of security which
prevalled -at daybreak has given way to
one of alarm.

The cave-in covers an area of 150 feet
long and 130 feet wide. The mine work-
ing, into which the surface fell, is 115
feet in depth. Four buildings dropped
into the cavity, one large hotel, value at
$20,000; two double dwelling houses,
valued at $3,500 and $2.500 each, and an-
other smaller building.

The Delaware & Hudson company, which
aperates the mine in whose workings the
disturbance occurred, has built a switch
to the edge of the cavity and is dumping
hundreds of carloads of ashes into the big
hole. It will take about.a week to fill 4t,
even if it does not become enlarged. There
is imminent danger that three other build-
ings will disappear before night, and the
residents of the town are almost as badly
frightened as they were yesterday after-
noon.

COMMERCIAL TREATY

Between Newfoundland and the United
States—Its Provisions.

The treaty between the United States
i and Great Britain regarding commercial
relations between the United States and
Newfoundland follows:

Article 1. United States fishing ves-
sels entering the waters of Newfound-
land shall have the privilege of purchas-
ing herring, caplin, squid and other bait
fishes at all times, on the same terms
and conditions and subject to the same
renalties as Newfoundland vessels, They
| shall also have the privilege of touching
| and trading, buying and selling fish ard
oil, and procuring supplies inn Newfound-
land, conforming to ,the harbor regula-
tions, but without other charge than the
payment of such light, harbor and cus-
toms dues as or may be levied on New-
foundland fishing vessels,

Article 2, Colfish, cod oil, seal oil,
whale oil, unmanufactured whalebone,
sealskins, herrings, salmon, trout and
salmon trout, lobsters, cod roes, tongues
and sounds, being the produce of the
fisheries carried on by the fishermen of
Newfoundland, and ores of metals, the
product of Newfoundland mines, and
slates from the quarry untrimmed, shall
be admitted into the United States free
of duty. Also all gackages in which the
said fish and oils may be exported shall
| be admitted free of duty. It is under-
stood, however, that unsalted or fresh
codfish are not included in the provisions
of this article,

Article 3. The officer of customs at the
Newfoundland port where the vessel
clears shall give to the master of the
vessel a sworn certificate that ths fish
shipped were the produce of the fisheries
carried on by the fishermen of New-
foundland, which certificate shall be
countersigned by the consul or consular
agent of the United States.

Article 4. When this convention shall
come into operation, and during the con-
i linuance thereof, the following articles
j imported into the colony of Newfound-
| land from the United States shall be
| admitted free of duty: Agricultural im-
| plements  and machinery imported by
| agricultural societies for the promotion
of agriculture; cranes, derricks, fire clay,
fire brick, rock drills, rolling mills, crush-
ing mills, separators, drill steel ma-
chinery of every description for mining,
used within the mine proper, or at the
surface of the mine; smelting machinery
of all kinds when imported directly by
persons engaged in mining or to be used
in “mining operations and not for sale;
brick mackines, dynamite, detonators,
blasting powder and fuse; raw cotton
end cotton yarns; corn for the manufac-
ture of brooms and whisks; chair cane
manufactured; cottonseed oil, olive oil,
boracic acid, acetic acid, preservatine,
when imported by manufacturers to be
used in the preservation of fish or fish
.giue: hemp, hemp yarn, coir yarn, sisal,
manila, jute, flax and,tow; Indian corn;
oil cake, oil cake meal, cottonseed cake,
cottonseed meal, pease meal, bran and
other preparations for cattle feed; man-
ures and fertilizers of all kinds and sul-
phuric acid, when imported to be used
in the manufacture of manures; lines
and twines used in connection with the
fisheries, not including sporting tackle;
ores to be umsed as flux; gas engines,
when' protected by patent; plows, har-
rows, reaping, raking, plowing, potato-
digging :and seed-sowing machines, ‘when
imported by those engagzd in .agricul-
ture and not for sale; engravers’ plates
of steel, polished for engraving thercon;
pkotograph engraving machinery, name-
ly, router, beveling and squaring ma-
chines, screen holders, crossline screens,
and chemicals for use in engraving, wood
for blocking, engraving tools and pro-
cess plates; printing presses, printing pa-
per, printing types, printers’ ink, when
imported by bona fide printers for use
i their business; salt in bulk, when im-
ported for use in the fisheries, and the
duties to be levied and collected upon
the following enumerated merchandise
imported into the colony of Newfound-
land from the United States shall not
exceed the following amounts, namely:
Flour, 25 cents per barrel; pork, $1.50
per ‘barrel of 200 pounds; bacon and
hams, tongues, smoked beef and sausage,
214 cents per pound, or $2.50 per 112
pounds; beet, pigs’ heads, hocks and
feet, salted and cured, $1 per barrel of
200 pounds; Indian meal, 20 cents per
barrel; oatmeal, 30 cents per barrel of
200 pounds; rice 14 cent per pound;
kerosene ©il, 6 cents per gallon.

Article 5. It is understood that if any
| reduction is made by the colony of New-
foundland, -at any time during the term
of this convention, in the rate of daty
upon the articles mamed in article 4
of this convention, coming from any
other country, the said reduction shall
apply to the Umited States, and that no
Leavier duty shall ibe imposed on articles
coeming from the United States than is
imposed orm such .articles coming from
eisewhere, ; ®

Article 6, The present. convention ‘shall
be duly ratified by the President of the
United States of America, by and with
the advice amd censent of the senate
thereof, and by his Britannic Majesty,
and the ratifications shall be exchanged
at Washington as soom thereafter as
practicable. Its provisions shall go into
effect thirty days after the exchange of
ratifications, and shall centinue and re-
main in full force for the term of five
years from the date at which it may
c; me into operation, and, further, until
the expiration of twelve memths, after
extner of the wn‘ti{ceting parties shall
have given notice to the other at the
end of the said term of five years, or at
ony time afterward.

TWENTY MONTHS
WITH HARD LABOR

SENTENCE PASSED
ON WALTER LORIMER

A Number of Citizens Monday Morning
Spoke of His Previous Exemplary
Character.

Walter Lorimer was committed for
trial on Friday on the charge of steal-
ing goods valued at $900 from the firm
of Turner, Beeton & Co. The proceed-
ings were very brief, only one witness
being ecalled for the prosecution and
none for the defence. ‘'Asked if he had
anything to say the accused replied that
he had no statement to make at present.
He was then formally committ>d and
the court-adjourned.

When the éase was called Mr. Thomp-
son, manager of Turner, Beeton & Co.,
who by the way has been on the witness
stand quite a number of times since the
unfortunate affair has occupied the at-
tention of the police magistrate, was
again examined by Mr. Belyea, counsel
for the prosecution. He stated that
after the discoveries of last 3ionday
week he questioned Lorimer about them
and the accused admitted having sent the
goods to Kircheimer and making no
entry in the book. Lorimer made out a
list of all he could remember at that
time, which included bales of blankets,
denim, and some pieces of lining, the
whole being valued at $785.

On the following morning in company
with Detective Perdue at the police
Station witness asked the accused if he
could recall any more, and Lorimer re-
plied that there were in addition to those
on the list eighteen or nineteen bales of
denim and some linoleum. Xircheimer,
he said, had paid half price for the
goods as a rule, although at times he got
them for lesg Lorimer had received no
authority to dispose of goods in this
manner.  He then described the regular
mmethod pursued in connection with the
sale of goods. Invoices were invariably
mailed to their customers, although when
the latter- were on hand they took the
invoices with them.

This closed the case for the prosecu-
tion. To Mr. Jay, representing the de-
fence, Mr. Thompson said that Lorimer
had been in the employ of the firm since
1897. Prior to the trouble he had given
no cause for complaint as to general in-
dustry and attention to business. The
information furnished by him in the pre-
sent case had proved of material assist-
ance to the firm in the recovery of their
goods. Without it difficulty would have
been encountered in ascertaining the ex-
tent of the shortage. As far as he knew
there was no cause for complaint regard-
ing the accused’s sobriety. 7

No other wilnesses were called, and
the accused was then formally cautigned
and committed for trial. :

The Kircheimer Case.

The most sensational diselosures in
comnection with the Iircheimer case
were made on Wednesday- afterngon
when Walter Lorimer was ealled s a
witness for the prosecution. He swore
that he had given Kircheimer goods at
different times, receiving $850. He en-
umerated the occasions and the class of
goods furnished by him, and said most
of the money was paid by the defendant
to him in the Grotto, Brown Jug and
Bank Exchange salooits, the payments
Leing made caatiously. He did not al-
ways receive half price for the goods,
because Kirchemmer would sometimes re-
fuse to pay that much. On the morning
of the day they were arrested the ac-
cused asked him if a row was likely to
ensue over the transactions. For the
goods supplied to Kircheimer he made
out no invoice and took no receipts, Wit-
ness borrowed $10 from = Kircheimer
about the time of the exhibition, and
subsequently sent up $20 worth of goods
in settlement.

The bulk of the goods supplied by him
to the defendant were sent to the latter's
store in November and December. He
never received any inoney before the
goods were delivered, nor did Kircheimer
go to Turner, ‘Beeton & Co.’s to select
them. Denim costing regularly ninety
cents, was purchased by Kircheimer for
forty cents. The agreement between
them was that the latter was to pay
half price. On December 22nd, the day
they were arrested, the witness sent
Kircheimer some denim and lining, for
which he received $100, although he told
Kircheimer the denim would amount to
$110. The latter had eut him on the
price of blankets from $165 to $120. The
witness was of the opinion that Kirchei-
mer knew the money was not turned into
the office. The defendant had purchased
about $50 worth of goods from witness,
which was entered on the hooks.

His own transactions with Kircheimer
began in September, and continued until
December. The largest payment receiv-
ed by him from the defendant was $180,
svhich was given in the Brown Jug
saloon. No other customers of Turner,
Beetori & Co. gave orders on the street
#nd paid for them in this way. Asked
by Mr. Belyea why he carried on these
transactions with Kircheimer, the wit-
ness replied: “After I got into it at the
first I couldn’t get out of it.” Kirchei-
mer had told him that if the goods
weren’t sent up he wounld come to the
store to learn the reason, in which case
a row would have occurred. Kircheimer
once-asked him to get him a barrel of rye
or some Scotch whiskey, but the witness
had replied that this wasn’t his depart-
ment, and he would have to go to some-
body else. The defendant in reply to
this said that Lorimer was the only one
in the store he dealt with.

Cross-examined by Mr. Powell, the
witness said that his first transaction
with Kircheimer was in blankets. It
was in September last, when he gave
him the goods at half price. Kircheimer
was standing by when a shoe store col-
iector came to coilect a bill from wit-
ness. Kircheimer told the witness that
‘he would keep the collectors away if he
would give him goods at half price,

Bventually he gave in. He blamed
Iircheimer for the starting of the tr¥ns-
actions.

In consequence, by an admirable ar-
rangement, Vancouver bound passengers
were sent away at 3 a.m. on the Tees,
which was bound north and was to call
at Vancouver, and which was held pend-
ing the Charmer’s arrival.

Shipping men are generally of the be-
lief that the ship that was sighted on
Novembher 1st by the crew of the Bm-
tish ship Afghanistan, stranded on the
north shore of Tierra del Fuego, is the
Pegasus. which left Newcastle, England,
177 daye ago for San Francisco with a
cargo of coal. ‘She has been placed on
the overdue list, and offered for reinsur-
ance at 30 per cent.

The collision between the steamer
Trader and the Sound steamer Capital
City, which oecurred on the evening of
October 28th, resulted in a second libel
suit in the case, this time brought by
the owners of the Trader against the
Capital City. The suit was filed last
week with Clerk Bridzes of the United
States circuit court on Tacoma by At-
torney J. M. Ashton, representing the
Trader’s owners, C. S. Baxter and F.
W. Vincent, of this city. Damages are
claimed to the amount of $5,000, for
which judgment is asked.

The owners of the Trader, it is claim-
ed, have been put to great expense in
securing a reduction of the extravagant
libel claims of :$40,000 against the
steamer, getting the limit down to $9,-
600, the full value of the Trader and her
cargo, and in securing her temporary
release; also from need of repairs and
delay to business. All this is said to
have resulted from no\fault of the offi-
cers of ‘the Trader, but by the fault of
the officers of the Capital City, where-
fore a judgment for $5,000 damages is
asked.

——

NEW SCALE OF WAGES.

The principal business transacled a$
Saturday’s meeting of the Victoria Seal-
ing Association was the arrangement of
a new schedule of rates. It will be re-
membered that some short time ago the
seal hunters and boat pullers mei to-
gether and decided on holding out for
more pay. They were receiving $3 per
skin and agreed not to go to sea again
under $3.50, per skin. ‘Three vessels
signed artifles sor the cruise to the
Japan coast, but no crews have been
shipped for the schooners, and there ap-
peared to be a deadlock between the men
and company. The company have de-
ferred meeting until after the results of
sales in London could be made kpown.
Consequently on Saturday they were in
a better position to deal with the ren.
A wage arranged on a sliding scale run-
ning from $2.50 to $4 per skin was
agreed on, the schedule adopted being
$2.50 for the first 50 skins taken; $3 for
100 skins; $3.25 for 125 skins; $3.50 for
150 skins and $4 for 200 or anything
above that number.

CARRIAGE BUT NO GUN.

There arrived on the China Mutual
steamer Moyunne from England, via the
Suez Canal and Oriental ports on Satur-
day afternoon, 110 tons of naval stores
consigned to Esquimalt. The Times has
previously referred to the fact that a
shipment of this description was aboard
the Moyunne, and among it was to be a
large 9.2 gun. When the vessel reached
port it was learned that only part of the
ordnance expected arrived. This was
the carriage. When or on what ship the
gun itself will come cannot now be
stated. 'The other naval stores included
a sub-marine cable for laying across the
harbor at Esquimalt.

The Moyunne also brought about 100
tons of general freight for merchants of
this city. She reported having experi-
enced bad weather crossing to Victoria
from Yokohama, and brought news that
the damage which the R. M. S. Empress
of China sustained on her last outward
trip was even worse than at first report-
ed. Her forward house, it is stated, was
smashed in and it is further alleged that
the saloon and dining room were flooded.

As she ‘entered Yokohama -with the
Crown Prince of Siam on board she was
met by a fleet of warships, including four
Japanese vessels, two battleships and
two torpedo boat destroyers, one Russian
and one United States warship. The
warships were: H. I. J. M. battleships
Fuse and Chinyan, and two torpedo boat
destroyers, the U. 8. 8. Oregon, which
arrived but the day before, with all her
boats smashed and in a generally dam-
aged condition, the Russian battleship
Rurik, and the Siamese royal yacht
Maha Chakri, which had on board the
Siamese vice minister of education and
thirteen others. All the mercantile ves-
sels in port were decorated for the oc-
casion. Half an hour after the royal
party landed they boarded a special train
which took them to the Japanese capital,

The Moyunne has been previously
described in these columns. Saturday’s
was her first visit to port. She is one of
the new acquisitions to the China Mu-
tual line, but is not to be compared in
size to the new liner Ning Chow, which
is to follow her in port.

SOUADRON IS T0
BE STRENCTHENED

LARGER VESSELS FOR
ESQUIMALT STATION

Admiralty Announce as Having This in
Contemplation—Will Remain
at Admiral’s Command.

Information, semi-official in its char-
acter, has been received which indicates
that the North Pacific squadron, with
headquarters at KEsquimalt, will be
placed on a better basis for war pur-
poses than it is believed to be at the pre-
sent time. In doing so the naval author-
ties are but carrying out, it is said, a
general policy agreed upon by the admir-
alty with respect to different fleets of the

navy.

It has been contended that some of
the vessels now composing the Nortn
Pacific squadron aTe not such as to be
of great use in times of war. This 1s
not urged against this fleet alone, but 1
held as applicable to many of the ships
of the. navy in different parts of the
world. These are said to be incapable
of defending themselves in case of
trouble against modern armaments, ana
would therefore be of no practical use
for war times. In view of this it has
bheen urged that the crews should be
utilized for manning more modern ves-
sels, thus increasing the efficiency of this
important branch of the national de-
fences. The admiralty in view of this
have decided to gradually add to the
squadrons at many of the stations more
modern warships.

A little time ago it was rumored that
the North Iacific might be reduced from
an admiral’'s station to that of a com-
modore. This report is also contradicted
in the information received from Lon-
don. The admiralty are not, it is con-
tended, pursuing a policy sdch as woula
be indicated by a reduection in the status
of the navalcommand at Esquimalt, On
the other hand the authorities look to in~
ereasing the number of admirals’ sta-
tions rather than reducing them.

The incorporation of larger vessels in
the fleet having its headquarters here
will not, it is anticipated, mean any ap-
preciable increase in the strength of the
naval forces employed at this station,
While the ships will be larger it is ex-
pected that a fewer number will be in-
cluded in the command, so that about
the same number of men may be em-
ployed.

The change will not, it is believed, be
a sudden one, but will be gradually car-
riéd out, and the new vessels allotted to
Esquimalt station from time to time will
be more in keeping with the policy which
the admirally have in view. With the
additions to the navy of the most mod-
ern classes of battleships which are be-
ing made from time to time it may be
expected that this station will receive its
complement of these.

The announcement that increased
docking facilities are contemplated at
Esquimalt helps to strengthen the report
regarding the naval increases. ~The
docking facilities at present existing at
Esquimalt are no more than sufficient to
accommodate the largest vessels now as-
signed to this headquarters. The rumor-
ed enlargement of the docks clearly indi-
cates that they are to be required for a
larger class of vessels than those which
now comprise the present squadron.

The strategic importante of Esqui-
malt has always beer recognized by the
military and naval Quthorities. TIts im-
portance has apparently been forced
still stronger upon their attention, and
the naval and land defences are to be
still further strengthened. The acquisi
tion of more land for purposes of still
further protecting the entrances to the
naval station is now under consideration,
and is Sure to be carried into effect. All
these are but additional indications of
the decision to make this an impregnable
position.

CONTROL OF LIQUOR TRAFFIC.

Address by Dr. Ernest Hall at Meeting
of the Socialist Party.

Labor hall was filled to overflowing
on Sunday at the regular meeting of
the Socialist party, when an instruective
and interesting address ‘was delivered
by Dr. Ernest Hall on “Methods of
Moderates in the' Control of the Liquor
Traffic.” The speaker showed how the
many social evils surrounding the great
central evil, drink, could be eliminated by
restricting the sale of liquor. He out-
lined the method of adopting a system
of dispensaries whereby all liquor sold
would be put up in bottles bearing the
government seal and not consumed on
the premises. The speaker declared
that he was merely pointing out an evil
which existed in society, and which was
the cause of many of society’s perplexing

ALD A. G. M‘CANDLESS.

Alexander (. McCandless, who seeks

the sufferages of the people of Victoria !

for the first time as a mayoralty candi-
date this year, is a mative of the Emer-
ald Isle, having been born in County
Derry, Freland, in 1861.

While still in his teeuns, he came to the
States, arriving in I’hiladelphia in 1876.
In 1881 he came to Victorin, where he
entered the employ of his uncle, Mr. A.
Gilmore, in the clothing business.

While connected with Messrs. Gil-
more & Clarke, he made several trips to
Yale, in the interests of that firm, and in
1887 he was admitted te partnership.
¥or ten years he remained with his
uncle, Mr. Gilmore, at the head of the
Johnson street clothing firm, and in 1897
became semior partner; his uncle with-
drawing, and his brothers entering the
firm with himself. Mr. McCandless fin-
ally withdrew from the business this
fall.

‘While Mr. McCandless  has been a
prominent figure in the commercial life
of this city, he has devoted a great deal
of time to public affairs, and his pre-
sence on the various beards of public ani
semi-public institutions has been of dis
tinet benefit te the city at large. He
was a member of th#' militia for four
vears, serving in No. 4 battalion, B. C.
G. A, in the old days, before the 5th
Regiment was organized, and when the
present Premier was captain.

On the board of trade he has been a
member of the council for many years,
and has at all times in a fearless and in-
dependent manner championed the rights
of Victoria.

Mr. McCandless has served for a
number of years on both the school trus-
tee and city council boards, and also as
license commissioner., His popularity
with the electors may be judgzed from
the votes recorded when he offered him-
self as a candidate for_these offices. In
1899, when a candidate for the school
trustee board, he secured 1,417 votes, the
largest number ever cast in the city for
trustee. In 1900, when Mayor Haywara
defeated ex-Mayor Redfern by over 700
votes, the number of yvotes secured by
Mr. Hayward was only 1,351, a consid-
erably less number than that secured by
Mr, McCandless for trustee. Last year
Mr. McCandless headed the polls of the
North Ward for alderman, securing the
extraordinarily large number of 826 out
of a total of 1,179. :

It must be remembered, too, that Mr,
McCandless’s support has not been se-
cured by election methods, to which he

has never devoted his attention, but is
merely an expression of confilence by the
{ people in an experienced, capable and
Lonest pubiic servant.

While on the council board he has
been identified with many movements for
the benefit of the city at large. One re-
form which he advocated, and which
will always be remembered by the small
householder #o his lasting credit, is that
of the abolition of the old system of the
collection of water rates, and the adop-
tion of the prescnt modern and economi-
cal method of payment at the city hall
and the reduction of the rate for four-
roomed houses from §1 to 60 cents—
a measure of relief which was very much
appreciated by the class affected.

To the Indian reserve question, that
Lardy annual, which has been a feature
of political and municipal affairs in this
city for so many years, Mr, McCandless
has devoted particular attention, and
when again offering himself, a year or
two ago, for a seat on the council board
his election addresses dealt comprehen-
sively with the whole subject, He has
been a strenuons advocate of the reten-
tion of every acre of land possible of this
reserve by the city, when the, final dis-
position of this property is made, and
during the past year, when the city
council had the whole matter in hand,
he has been successful in materially aa-
vancing toward cowmpletion this much
vexed question. Mr. MeCandless has
pressed insistently on the government,
when interviewing them, the fact thar
the land values of the reserve are due
to the growth of the city, and that the
city should therefore derive a proper
benefit therefrom. The reservation of at
least a portion of the foreshore for ship-
ping purposes, and of a section of the
reserve for railway terminal purposes, is
also receiving the ciosest attention, and
satisfactory progress has been made in
that connection. He haz also been a
strenuous advocate of the building of a
railroad to the north end of Vancouver
Island, especially for one via Cowichan
& ‘Alberni, which he believes would mean
a great access of trade to Victoria.

Mr. McCandless has considerabia
holdings in property on Johnson street,
where he has conducted business for so
many years, and in other parts of the
city, In the prime of life, with an enwi-
able record to his credit, with definite
plans for the advancement of the city
and its interests, and.enjoying $vide per-
sonal popularity, his success at the polls
on January 15th is practically assured.

problems. He held that the man who
spent his dollar for whiskey alone, was
a much poorer man, physically and mor-
ally, than the man who spent his dollar
for food, clothing and shelter.

DISCRIGHNATION

Barred From Doing Business in On-
tario—An Interview With Mr.
Langlois, the Manager.

Mr. Thos, T. Langlois, president of %
the British Columbia Permaneut Loan
& Savings Company, has just returned
{rom a ten weeks trip through Canada
and the astern States, having visited
many of the largest cities of both coun-
tries in scarch of new ideas that might
be applied to the business of western
loan and savings cormpanies. Although
he has failed in the primary object for
which the journey was undertaken, to
wit, the securing of an entrance into the
Outario field of operations, Mr. Langlois
does not consider that his efforts have
been made in vain, for, while in the
East, he completed arrangements with
the provinces of New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia for the purpose of there
opening branches of the B, C. Perman-
ent Loan & Savings Company, A branch
office has been established as far east
as Sydney, Cape Breton, the new steei
giang of the Dominion, a city which, on
account of its immense industries now
firmly established, and the close prox-
imity of the great mines of the Daminion
Coal Company, is destined to witness a
wonderful growth within ithe next few
years, Mr, Langlois expects that his
company wiil be able to make laige sales
of its stofk and debentures in the mari-
timé provinces, the proceeds of which
will be used to meet the increasing de-
mands for loans which are constantly
coming in from Manitoba and the North-
west Territories. The call for ready
money is greater this year than ever be-
fore, on account of the wonderful de-
velopment that has recently taken place
in that part of Canada. The great in-
flux of people from the United -States
during the past year will prove nothing
in comparison with the immense num-
bers that, in the opinion of Mr. Langlois,
cre sure to move north of the boundary
during the next twelve months, for at
every important point along his route
through the Northern and Eastern
States he saw undoubted signs of pre-
paration for the migration that is com-
ing.

When questioned definitely concerning
the legal difficulties which made neces-
sary his trip to the Coast, Mr. Langlois
replied:

“I went for the purpese of making a
special effert to secure a license from
the province of Omtario. In an inter-
view with the attorney-general, Hon.
J. M. Gibson, I pointed out the fact
that the Loan Corporation Aect, as
amended in the year 1900, prohibiting
the entrance into Ontario of loan and
savings companies from any other prov-
icce of the Dominion, was very un-
just, especially so in view of the fact
that the numerous companies which
have been created by the Ontario gov-
ermment have been and are doing a
large part of the business of every other
province. This action on ‘the part of
Ontario, if continued, is sure to bring
about such retaliatory measures from
the other provineces as have been enact-
ed, under similar circumstances, in- all
the - various states of the neighboring
union.”

“Can you cite any definite case?”

“Yes. For example, in the state of
Washington the law reads that a com-
pany from any other state applying for
a license to operate in Washington
shall be subject to the same charges,
disabilities, ete., as are in force in the
said state against any companies having
their headquarters in Washington.”

“How is it that, though your applica-
tion was made to the registrar of On-
tario before the passing of the prohibit-
ory clause, its terms can bé applied in
your case?”’

“That point was not overlooked. I
caglled the attention of Hon. Mr. Gib-
son to the fact that our company had
applied for a license long before the
amendment of 1900 was passed, and
that, consequently, we should not have
come under the provisions of said act.
His reply was to the effect that we
should have immediately appealed to the
Lieutenant-Governor of Ontario at the
time the registrar refused our applica-
tion some three years ago, and that it
is too late to do anything now.”

“Did he not show a disposition to
deal liberally with the matter under the
circumstances 7’

“No, not all. In fact, the impres-
sion that forced itself upon me mest
prominently was that each member of
the government I imterviewed seemed
remarkably pleased with the success of
their sharp practice. You ask our pur-
pose in wishing to secure an opening in
Ontario? It is te increase our capital.
As the premier province is already well
provided with old established companies,
we could hardly hope, nor do we wish,
to make serious inroads on their opera-
tions tl'ere. Our eyes are on the grow-
ing West, but we already have found
quick and profitable employment for all
our available capital. To extend our
business we require more money, and
Ontario, the oldest and wealthiest of the
Canadian provinces, is the natural place
in which to seek it. A short time ago
one of the Toronto papers published a
statement te the effect that people of the
Queen City had lost over a million dol-
lars in a recent slump on the New York
market in prices of railroad and indus-
t1ial stocks. How much better it would
be for them to have the privilege of in-
vesting their money in first class mort-
gage securities throughout Western Cdn-
ada, and thereby help to build up a
part of the Dominion in which Ontario
disposes of a large portion of its mer-
chandise and manufactured articles.”

“It seems that, according to your
statements, the Ontario companies have
a great deal at stake throughout the
West. Retaliation would hit them: hard,
would it not?”

“Undoubtedly.. The companies with

headquarters in any of the provinces
west of Ontario could get along much
belter without the privilege of doing
business in Ontario than the Ontarie
companies could without the privilege of
doing business in the West; and it wilk
be the Eastern financiers who will suf-
fer most severely if it is found neces-
sary to resort to retaliation. There is
another thing that makes the situatiom
all the more peculiar. On payment of
a small license fee, any one can opem
an office in the city of Toronto and sell
the shares of wildeat railroads, trusts,
oil companies, ;mining companies, and
so on ad infinitum, whether good or
bad, from the United States, Mexico or
any other part of the world. But if a
broker were to offer for sale the shares
of any legitimate loan and savings ‘com-
pany, having its headquarters in any
other province of the Dominion, he
would be at once arrested. On this
point the attorney-general was very
explicit. This proves that the law has
not been made with the object of pro-
tecting the interests of Ontario’s peo-
ple, but has been unfairly passed for the
purpose of keeping out competition.”

“Is there no likelihood that your re-
quest will be granted in the near fu-
ture 7!

“No, not so long as the present ad-
ministration remains in power. I had
several long conversations with the
leaders of the provinecial opposition, and
they all admitted the injustice of the
existing regulations, promising imme~
diate relief as soon as they are givem
the control of public affairs. And
that may not be so very long now.”—
Vancouver World.

Ed. Bragg, candidate for alderman im
North Ward, referred to his record
when he represented the ward,in. the.
past, and alluded to some of the ‘meeds
of the district which now required at-
tention. He was followed by Mr, Ful-

snd labor council in this ward,. He
touched upon the railway contract amd
t!le insertion of the clause requiring that
the ferry steamers shall be built here,
the Point Ellice bridge question and ihe
successful construction of the , James
Bay retaining wall, using it as an argon-
ment in favor of day labor as against
contract work.

Mayor Hayward slso addressed ther
electors, explaining the negotiations and
the present status of the Point Ellice
kridge question.

VICTORIA TERMINAL MATTERS.

PROGRESS IN CANADA,

The progress of Canada during the
sast few years has excited the wonder
of all save the advocates of what is
termed “adequate protection.” There
are countries enjoying the blessings of
*adequate protection,” such as Russia,
Germany, France, and the United
States, but in none of them is there such
relative activity, combined with so high
an average of comfort, as in this Dom-
mion. Tariffs are human institutions,
and therefore imperfect, but if we are
to judge of systems by results, Mr.
Fielding has hit upon a very happy fiscal
wmean. With a few amendments where
operations have developed weaknesses or

anomalies, the tariff of the Laurier gov- x
ernment should be very nearly all right. |
In the last six years our foreign trade
has grown from $239,025,000 to $423,- |
910,000—imports from $118,000,000 to
$212,270,000, exports from $121,000,000
to $211,640,000. Going a little more
into detail we find that the exports of
Canadian farm products have increased
from $50,591,000 to $96,313,897; of Can- |
adian manufactures, from $9,365,384 to
$18,462,970; of products of the mine:
from $8,056,000 to $34,947,574.

Agriculture still stands at the heaa |
of Canadian exports. Exparts of agri-
cultural products have nearly doubleq, |
comparing 1896 with 1902; and if we
compare periods of six years we obtain
results quite as remarkable. The aggre-
gate for the period from 1891 to 1896 |
was $204,380,233; the aggregate for the
period from 1897 to 1902 was $464,5644,-
808. Agriculture keeps its position’ at
the front easily, and the rapid settle
ment and development of the West will |
hold it there. But, reiatively, some other
industries show a larger increase, - Min-
cral products, which in- 1896 were at the |
foot of the list,-are now in second place;. |
manufactures have passed exports of the ;
fisheries. There is no evidence ip these i
figures that the country is being stripped
of its natural resources to enrich other |
countries. The doubling of the export !
of manufactures telis the opposite story. |
So does the increase in the export of the |
more profitable products of the farm. |
Another evidence of growth is to be|
found in homestead entries and arrivals !
c¢f immigrants. In 1892 the homestead
entries were 2,770, but by 1896 they had
falled to 1,384. Then began a steady !
and rapid increase, and in 1902 they
were 14,633, or more than ten times the
entries for 180¢. 'The immigrant ar-
rivals were 67,379 for 1902, as compared
with 16,833 for 1896.

LABOR AND CAPITAL.

To the Editor:—In these days of trades
unionism and great combinations of capi-
tal, of strikes and lockouts involving hun-
dreds of thousands of people, through
which more than half a continent has re-
cently been in danger of starving to death
for want of coal, it is surely time that the

public generally should begin to consider |
what the essential relations between labor |

and capital really are. We hear a.great
deal about the conflicting interests of labor
and capital nowadays, but a brief considera-
tion would show that the interests of labor
and capital are identical. For the sole
functions of capital are:

1. To render labor more efficient by pro-
viding tools, machinery, etc., namely, en-
able labor to produce more wealth with a
given amount of exertion.

2. To permit labor to take advantage of
the reproductive forces of nature, as by
growing corn, etc., or breeding animals.

3. To permit labor to undertake produc-

tion 'in the most suitable situations, by
providing means of communication.

4. To facilitate exchange of different
kinds of wealth for ome another.

Thus it is clear that capital actually
produces its own return or interest, by

enabling labor to produce more wealth with
o given amount of exertion. When work-
men strike against capital, they are only
striking against themselves. They, are
Itke tae little. boy who, having run up
against a post and hurt himself, started to
turash the post. For it is clear that if the
rise and fall of wages were due to the
earnings of capital, a fall of wages would
be accompanied by a rise in interest. and
a4 rise In wages would be accompanied by a
fall in interest. We find, however, that
in all cases a rise in wages is accompanied
by a rise in interest, and a fall in wages
by a fall in the interest of capital. -Capital
is but a sub-division of labor, and the same
natural economic law whirh gives the pro-
duct to the producer governs both the in-
terest or wages of capital and the wages
of labor. Much of the confusion of thought
prevalent among workingmen on this sub-
ject is due to the popular confusion be-
tween the meanings of the words wealth
and capital. All wealth is net capital.
Capital is only a portion of wealth; name-
ly, that portion of wealth which is devoted
to the production of more wealth by as-
sisting labor. There are three methods in
which wealth may be used. They are:

1. Assisting labor to  produce more
wealth; wealth so used is called capital.

2. Satisfying the desires of its owners,
as by providing the necessaries of life,
luxuries, change of scene, etec.

3. Exploiting labor, by monopolizing the
natural resources of land. In this case
wealth does not produce in any sense of
the word. Wealth so used merely alters
the distributlon of wealth, as the pistol of
the highwayman does. It is by confusing
these three uses to which wealth may be
put that the idea of a conflict between
labor and capital has arisen. - There is a
conflict of Interests, but the combatants
are labor and capital versus monopoly of
the natural resources or land. All that is
required to solve the social problem is to
render it either lllegal or unprofitable for
wealth to be applied to the use of robbing
labor and capital of their just returns, by
taking possession of nature’s storehouses,
or land.

FROM WEST AFRICA.

Country Rich With Minerals but Death
Lurks There.

T. S. Beal, a Canadian, who has been in
the van of civilization in several parts of
the globe, has just returned from the Gola
Coast of Africa to herald the wonders of
that land. Mr. Beal is the possessor of a
gold concession, granted by a native king;
and he intends to erganize a company for
the exploration and development of his
claim. He was in Toronto the other day
on his way home to wife and family in
Windsor, after an absence of five months.

The gold on the west coast of Africa,
Mr. Beal says, is the richest in the world.
It is worth $18.25 an ounce, while Klondike
gold is sold at $17.50. It is softer than the
Canadian ore, and of a rich, reddish eolor.
The ore is found in decayed quartz, which
yields 415 ounces to the ton. Much Aus-
tralian, English and American capital has
already been invested in the Wassau,
Ashanti, and Kumassi groups of mine
and two ‘“fifty’’ stampers are now on the
way to Secondi, from which peint a rs
way is now, building to tap the quartz dis-
trict, a hundred and fifty miles in the in-
terior. The English companies are en-
deavoring to get Newcastle coal miners to
g0 out to work the fields, offering themn

ORE FOR CROFTON,

Contracts Made For Supplies From
West Coast—White Horse Mines.

Preparations are m progress at Crof-
ton to resume smelting again at the
Northwest smelter works. At present
there is a very considerable quantity of
ore at the smelter which is being in-
creased by shipments from time to time.

The Yreka Company has made a con-
tract to ship about 4,000 or 5,000 tous
a month from Quatsino. The steamer
Venture, which is to be employed in
this trade, will, it is estimated, carry
about 800 tons each trip. The facili-
ties for unloading at Crofton have been
improved very much, and cargo can now
be unloaded at the wharf in about 24
hours. Under the new arrangements
two hatches may be worked @t once, the
ore being quickly hoisted from each.

The loading facilities at Quatsino
burkers are good, £o that the Venture
ic is believed will be able to carry the
estimated amount of ore each month.
This contract commences about the first
of next month.

W. M. Brewer, the purchasing agent
for the smelter, is at present in -the
north completing arrangements for the
shipping of ore from White Horse to
Crofton. Arrangement have been made
with all parties concerned, including the
transportation companies, whereby a
steady supply of this northern ore is 1o
reach the smelter. The rates secured
over the White Pass railway and by

-steamer to Crofton are remarkably low

and will afford an excellent opportunity
to the mine owners in that country to
have cheir output treated. At least 50
tons a day are to be shipped oat over
the White Pass, and it is believed that
this tennage will be doubled. With
shipments from the Lenom.dump com-
ing in daily the smelter wxl% have a
steady supply of ore with which to pro-
ceed.

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DUTY ON LEAD IN
USE AT CANKERIES

QUESTION OF REFUND
HAS BEEN SETTLED

Collector Milne’s Comprehensvie Reports
Taken as Basis For Departmental
Action.

* What refund canners are entitled to
on lead used in the manufacture of
solder has been a subject of much con-
tention and long dispute. The matter has
been so difficult of solution that it has

| been ‘under investigation for over six
| months, and that a definite and alto-
gether satisfactory settlement has been

arrived at is a result for which Collector
A. R. Milne, C. M. 8., is directly re-
sponsible. That official was requested
by the department of customs at Ot-
tawa to look into the matter, and his re-
ports in compliance with that request
have been so thorough and understand-
able that the department has seen fit to
adopt them as complete and authorita-
tive, so much so that on the figures sub=
mitted claims for rebates will be com-
puted.

In the making of solder, it might be
explained, that an equal amount of t@n
and lead is used. Lead is dutiable, tin
is non-dutiable, and it is on the amount
of lead employed in the making of the
solder that a rebate is sought. Further-
more it has been thought strange that
the cans made by the Automatic Cauning
Company, at New Westminster, are not
wholly adopted, - but the reason Mr
Milne fully explains. >

In his report to the department at Ot
tawa he said that the greater numiber
of cans are made at the canperies by
Chinese, and this is accounted for by the
fact that the labor required for the.in-
side or canning process is chiefly in the
hands of the Orientals. The cannery
proprietors depend almost entirely on
this class of labor in making their cans
for the season. It would, he states, be
practically impossible for cannery man-
agers to obtain Chinese during the un-
certain run of the fish, which lasts usual-
ly only six weeks, from July till August
25th. Many of the canneries being situ-

{ sted in remote parts of the province, the

labor problem is a serious one, and, as
will be readily seen, would be much
more difficult were it not for the em-
ployment created by the can manufac-
turing process, enabling the proprietors
to engaged the Chinamen from April of
each year. Lying at present at the
outer wharf is a complete automatic can
making plant, which was imported two
years ago for the purpose of supplying
cans to several canmeries in this prov-
ince. For the reason given, however,
this machine has lain idle, with little
prospect of work ahead for it.

Collector Milne estimates that eight-
tenths of the cans uséd by the 74 can-
reries in operation in British Columbia
are made by hand labor.

In relatior to the amount of solder and
the proportion of lead in the same, it is
agreed on all sides, he says, that one-
half lead and one-half tin constitutes the
solder of commerce. The solder is made
into triangular shaped bars about three-
eights of an inch in diameter and 12
inches long. These are used in the hand
work on the cans, and about twice the
amount of solder is taken in this process
as is used by the machine.

In a letter which he has just received
from Ottawa the collector is compli-
mented, and the duty is announced as
follows:

The commissioners have transferred to
me your reports of the 13th and 21st No-
vember last on the subject of a drawback
on lead used in the manufacture of salmon
cans for exportation.

Your reports are so clear and compre-
hensive that the figures contained therein
are accepted by the department as the
hasis' for future claims for a drawback,
and you will be good enough to notify the
canneries of this departmental decision.

A STORMY WINTER
AT PORT RENFREW

NEW WHARF NARROWLY
ESCAPES DESTRUCTION

Country Not Being Very Rapidly Settled
~2Gencral News From the
West Coast.

December on the West Coast was one
of the wettest and stormiest months on
record. At Port Renfrew,
high tide very,’ recently destroyed the
new wharf and did considerable damage
in washing away the ‘breakwater, 'a
heavy construction of logs and rock. The
many small ciéarings on the coast made

by pre-emptors in order to obtain their
deeds, leaves gn opening for the wind to
get in, and a “large fall of heavy and
valuable timber is the result. Onmne or
two hot sunmers follow and then a con-
flagration starfs, which burns all before
it, and leaves the ground bare, to be foi-
lowed by an after growth of small pine
or alder, whicl iF comparatively useless.

The settlement. of the country is by no
means going ahead, judging by the
number of vacant houses spread through-
out the sparcely scattered distriets, out-
side some local centre. Teo take Port
Renfrew as a sample, there must be at
least 70 or 80 pre-emption records, but
a commission would have hard work to
find a dozen settlers here now. And yet
all these pre-emptions have log houses
on them as part of the improvement
work. The government have. spent in
the past upwards:ef $10,000 on roads
and trails, and many of these are mow
cbliterated or unused. In fact in one in-
stance there is ,a settler who lives
twelve miles up the valley, and only
comes out once in a year. He once had
a trail, but he new eomes out and in by
aid of a compass. There were at one
time six homesteads ‘on this trail, but
they have long ago been vacated. In an-
other direction there is a trail, which
six miles from the harbor  has a. mile of
roadway equal to the streets of Victoria
in the neighborhood of a certain settler’s
abode, since vacated, but it takes fomr
miles of wading ‘to get to it. The only
und solitary seftler who sticks to his
clearing lives beyond this, and when he
wishes to visit civilization goes by canoe
down the river,” 'Why did not the others
do the same?

The government of six years ago spent
$2,600 in clearing a jam in the river, but
for want of setting a watch to keep logs
moving in the water it choked up again,
and is now worse than ever. H. E.
Newton, whose plucky work and deter-
mination have done much for this place,
cleared out a side slough at small cost,
and has now giveh a good and safe ac-
cess round the jam for boats to ascend
to the lake and ‘river. Why did not the
governnient do 'this? In addition and
with the aid of the government, the
Gold@en Eagle Mining Co. have built a
good serviceable wharf at San Juan har-
bor, have carried a trail for ten miles
up, the Gordon river, and have built a
good mile of catriage road from the
wharf to the post office and hotel.

Last year has'seen the first lumbering
camp establishe? on- the Gordon, with
three logging engines and a large boom
built at the mouth of the river. Five
booms of fine spruce were taken out this
fall, and with the aid of the Griffithg’
booming chain, ho booms are likely to
be lost. Until this system was tried here
no one cotild be tempted to try and put
a camp on the West Coast of Vancouver
Island. Now that large booms can be
handled expeditiously and safely the
American compsgnies are keen on logging
the West Coast.

Next spring will see three logging
camps establishéd about Port Renfrew.
San Juan river will supply spruce, fir
and cedar of first class quality. It is
9nly in summer; however, that lumber-
ing and mining can be carried om, the
rainfall, which Rmounts to about 100
inches in six winter months, making out-
side work an impossibility. Bnt this
drawback i1s amply made up by the
beautiful summer and autumn weather,
which with the scenery and good fishing
that the place affords, as well as the
salubrious sea air, free from cold winds,
makes Port Renfrew a delightful sum-
mer resort. That it is so, the fact that
some 40 or 50 students from the Uni-
v?rsity of Minneapolis, who annually
visit the place for the study of botany
and zoology is ample proof.

Mining propositions have, as yet, only
been started, but iron and copper claims
seem to fill the:records of the Gazette.
Until the land is. somewhat cleared of the
hgavy timber which covers the ground it
will be a hard.proposition - to foretell
what is hidden behind the snow-covered
height of Mt. Edinbro, or up the steep
valley of the Gordon and San Juay,
which seem to be the only way of access
to the internal part of the West Coast
of Vancouver Tsland. The people of the
West Coast are, sangunine however that
as San Juan is the only available har-
bor of refuge on over 100 miles of rocky
and exposed coast it must eventually be-
come a place of importance, This is as-
sured by the fact that it is close to the
en.tx:ance to the Straits, and a refuge for
sailing ships in a storm. Most of the
se.‘.:lers wait a favorable time here to
sail across the ocean, and when a water
supply is available on the wharf steam-
ers .will make it a port of call. Should
mining and logging be developed up each
of the rivers, which might greatly be
encouraged by judicious government,
the place will assame the importance
that its position warrants.

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BRITISH PAPERS
10 BE INFORMED

OF THE EXISTING
CONDITIONS IN CANADA

Representatives Visit Dominion With
Object of Conducting Personal
Investigations.

‘Me Times has been asked to direct
the attention of the board of trade to the
tour of Canada of Messrs. R. Lewis
Jumes, of Norwich, Eng., and Alex.
MeD., Allsn, of Goderich, Ont. Mr.
Allan had charge of the Canadian ex-
hibit at the Wolverhampton exhibition.
These men are seeking information
about Uanada, the former in the inter-
ests of a group of English papers.

1t is delieved that a visit to British
Columbia might result from an® invita-
tion extended by the board of trade, and
that such ‘would rcdound to the benefit
of this province. The party from whom
this suggesticn emanates also thinks that
the board might well consider how many
people have come to British Columbia
as @ resuly of Hon. J. H. Turner's offi-
cial work in England, and if it would
not be well for that gentleman to four
the agricultural districts of Britain.

In explaining the object of Mr. James's
visit o Canada, a New Brunswick pa-
per says that he came to see Canada at
ite worst, and he had three questions
which he intended .o ask Canadians:
(1) Whether Canada is getting the right
sort of immigrants. (2) What induce-
ments Canada offers to gmall capital-
jsts, and (3) what has been the experi-
ence of settlers already in the country.

In explaining his questions Mr, James
said ‘that on the steamer with him were
a number of immigrants.(and-he lllldyer-
stood ‘that the class of thwigpants com-
fng &8 Canada are such) half elpthed,
emaciated, pitiful looking people that one
wonders whether a, wiser: choice: eould
rot be made in getting stronger meén and
whether for this purpose the system of
emigration agencies in the United King-
dom might not: be improved. -,

As to the-second question which he'
will propound, Mr. James said that in
Ingland there is an enormous class of
middle aged people who, retiring from

active business on an income of £100 or!

£150 a year, or, having made a)\small
competence, are drawn into speculation
a9 an operation instead of endeavoring
to develop enterprises, and it was a
question if Oanada is not sufficiently de-
veloped to be as good a field for the se-
dentary class of people who would come
bere if they thought a possibility of a
Lealthier life under conditions giving as
much comfort as what they had left
would add to their span of hte the years
which sedentary habits have taken from
it, Hosts of English farmers would Ttke
to get their sons to Canada if they could
locate here favorably.

Another object of Mr. James's visit is
to get at first instances the experience of
settlers as .to disease and death rate of
the country, the discomforts, the pro-
portion of failures—in short to see the
seamy side of {Canadian life generally.

“All the Canadian immigration litera-
ture,” said he, ‘‘is couched in too favor-
able terms as judged by practical man.
It is the roseate outlook which is al-
ways presented and the British public
has, too a certain extent, become suspici-
ous, I think you would stand a better
chance of getting strong men with from
£300 to £600 capital if rather a differ-
ent sort of information was supplied to
them.

“QOur people are terribly afraid of your
winter. Our average man pictures Can-
ada as a region of ice, snow and biting
cold, with the wolf and the bear about
the only animals in existence. I con®
to see for myself what a Canadian win-
ter is at its worst. This is my first visit
here and I will probably remain two
months., I will visit typical centres and
endeavor to meet typicat men.” &

In ,conclusion Mr, James had a kind
word to say for Canadian institutions,
especially the Canadian press. “Your
journalists have taught us to wake up,”
said he. “Now you had better talk to
my * friend, Allan, there on Canadian
fruit. He, like myself, holds the idea
that Canada should be the orchard ot
the empire as well as one of its principal
granarieg.” ;

Mr. Allan did not require to be ur@®d
to talk upon the subject nearest his
heart. He entered upon a eulogy of the
Canadian fruits. “The Canadian apple
for flavor, form and general apearance
is the finest apple in the world. There
is no country in general excellence of
its fruit can compete with wus. At
Wolverhampton we had a special dis-
play of Canadian fruits which were
shown in antiseptic fluids merely to
give the Britisher an idea of what Can-
ada is capable. They were astonished
for we showed them that in Canada could
be grown in the open air and with or-
dinary care fruits that in Great Britain
can only be grown under glass or with
special treatment.

“At such exhibitions fruit proves
an  excellent display for the at-
traction of immigrants as it
serves to dispel the thought of Can-
ada as a land of winter. Therefore at
Wolverhampton we made a point of ex-
plaining that such tender friuts as mel-
cns, plums, peaches, grapes and pears
are growr in the Canmadian open air.
That is something they can’t do in Bri-
tain—even the Channel Islands can’t do
it

“As to attracting immigration I would
suggest that if I go to another exhibi-
tion each province should signify to me
the class of men they desire and give
particulars as to rate of wages, cost of
living, ete. It would be a big help,

“In the spring of 1903 there will be a
considerable emvigration to Canada of
English dairy farmers, many of them
with large sums of meney, who desire
to engage in dairy farming here. For
this particular branch New Brunswick
is cut ont, as there are here abundant
rich grasses and pure water.”

Mining Engineers Azree With Provin-
cial Mineralogist That a Naked
Flame Was Introduced.

The reports on the Fernie coal mines
explosion, have been issued irom the gov-
ernment printing office. These contain
the report of the eircumstances surrouna-
ing the explosion prepared by W.‘F.
Robertson, the provineial mineralogist,
and also the reports prepared by the
mining engineers appointed to imvesf-
Faulds. The explosion oceurred May
22nd.

W. F. Robertson, after examining the
mines, states that “the most tenable
theory as to the cause of the explesion
is that an explosion of gas or gas and
dust was started in McDenald’s leves,

great; that this ini#ial explosion was eon

by the suspended coal dust, which the
explosion rendered explosive, and which
dust was put into the air by the act o
loading; that at each loading place it re-
ceived an augmentation; that the line of
greatest. force followed such links of
augmentation until it came to the nar-
row neck at the entrance of this see-
tion,

ings, the-greatest force was still against
tho air;, with its greater amount of avail
able oxygen, and also for the reason that
along this line there was deposited by the
incoming air current a considerable
amount of impalpable dust carried from
“the main entry and its workings and
dropped here under the decreased velc-
city of the air ‘current caused by.the:in-
creased areg of the airway.

“Every working place in the mine was
carefully examined and the evidenece is
most conclusive that not a single shoy
had been fired in the affected districts
immediately previous to the explesion, so
that all questions as to ‘blown-out shots
or ‘badly placed shots,” or ‘gquality of
powder’ may be dismissed as having
nothing to do with this explesion, what-
ever else may be said of them. This is
further confirmed by the position in
which the shot lighter of the district,
Beach, was found. He was away from
all workings at the time, and as he
alone was allowed to or did fire a shot,
this in itself would almost prove that no
shot was fired.”

He explains the working of the “Bon-
neted Clanny” safety lamp, which was
the only one used in the mines. False
keys were easily made for it, and it was
on record, he reports, that a number of
miners had such false keys 1n defiance
of the law against it. Matches were aiso
found on several of the bodies recovered.
While the igniting caunse will probably
remain a mystery “it is,” he says, *“al-
most certain to have been a naked light
of some sort which set fire to the gas.”

F. 'H. Shepherd, M, E., agrees that
the trouble originated in' Me¢Donald’s
level.

A newspaper man all the way from
South Atrica arrived in the city
lecently. die 18 W 8 Wording-
nam, and comes to try his fortune 1n
Cunada after an experience of twelve years
in South Atrica. 'Luere he served on many
publications, principal of which were the
Jonanmnesburg, Durban and Kimberly
dalies, while during the war he repre-
sented the Kast London Dispatch in the
suspected dlstricts in Cape Coiony.
