In addition to commitment as a dangerous lunatic by a Recorder,
Police Magistrate, or Justice of the Peace, the law provides, two
methods for the admission of patients. Yl

1st. For public patients, that 1§, thase patients whose maintenance
is at the charge of municipalities and the Province, in which CIIQ‘B
there mugt be handed to the Medical Superintendent an application
for admission, a physician’s cvﬂlil(::lt(', a history of the case, a certi-
ficate from a minister, a certificate from the mayor of the patient's
domicile, and a certificate from the secretary-treasurer of the muni-
cipality from which the patient has come,

2nd. For. private patients, that is, those patients whose main-
tenance is at their 6wn charge, in which cases there must be
handed to the Medical Superintendent an application for admission,
two physicians’ certlﬂcate:i\a history of the case, and an agreement
as to the' rate to be paid. \ -

All the above forms are statutory (except the agreement in the
case of private patients) and must be filled out completely and
legibly in every part, sighed and sworn to before the patient
is brought to the Hospital, otherwise he cannot be received.

Where admission is desired for a patient,.the Medical Superin-
tendent should ‘be. asked for the necessdry blank forms. If this
request.be ‘made by letter, the patient’s name- in full and residence
must be given, and the statement made whether they are required
fmi public or-private patient, as the forms differ in the two cases,

Unless the casé Be extremely urgent, when the patient may be

brought along with' the papers properly filled up, they must first be

returned to the Medical Superintendent, that he may satisfy himself
as to their correctness and the snlmhﬂ!ty of q}he case.

The rates for private patients vapy “from four to twelve dollars
per week, to be paid nionthly in advance; four dollars securing
admission to public wa rds, six to twelve dollars admission, to private
wards. This includes board, lodging, washing and medical

. attendance.

In bringing a patient to the Hospital, use foree if necessary, but
never deception, as it lessens the chances of cure by making him
look upon the ingtitution with dislike, and those in charge of it as
alone responsible for his being kept there. Tell the patient frankly
that physician and friends consider him ~ sick, and that it is pro-
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posed to take him to a hospital where his chances of being cured
will be of the best, and whence he will be taken out again as somb
as well, !

Packages for patients, sent by express, must be prepaid and
addressed to them, chre of the Hospital,

Friends will only be written to on the occurrence of serious illness
or other important ixx«zi(lgpw,\l)\lt all letters of inquiry, enclosing
teturn postage, will be promptly replied to. - \Every such letter of
inquiry should give the writer's post-office address and mention the
patient’'s name in full.

Patients can be seeh by their relatives v day except Sunday,
from 9.30 to 11.30 A.M., and from 2 to 4 P.M., with permission from
the Medical Superintendent, Should any friend, not a relative or
guardian, wish to see a patient, such friend must have a written
order from a near relative or guardian.

The general public are admitted to the Hospital on Tuesdays and
Thursdays, bétween the hours of 9.30 andi11.30 AM, and 2 and 4
P

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ELEVENTH ANNUAL REPORT OF THE GOVERNORS OF
THE PROTESTANT HOSPITAL FOR THE INSANE.

To the President, Governors and Subscribers of the Protestant Hos-
pital for the Insane Verdun :— R

GENTLEMEN,—The Board of Management of the Protestant Hospital
for the Insane herewith present their Eleventh
covering the eighth year since it opened for actual hospital work.
The statistics in a condensed form, as given below, are taken from
the Medical Superintendent's Report, which is, as usual, most com-
plete and exhaustive in all its details, giving much valuable infor-
mation in tabulated form, algo from the General Secretary and Audi-
tors’ Reports and from the financial statements, i

The admissions were 130, giving a total of 413 under treat-
ment for the year; this is the largest number in residence in any
annual period since the opening of the Hospital, and, as Dr. Burgess
says, goes to show that our wards are (as in nearly all similar insti-
tutions) slowly but surely becoming filled up with a class of patients
offering but little prospect of recovery, but for whom, nevertheless,
safe-keeping and care are as essential and necessary as for their more
fortunate fellows who are discharged, to again take a share in the
battle of life.

The majority of cases received were of an unpromising character
for treatment, the prognosis for recovery being favorable in only
35 per cent. Seventeen of the number received were between 50 and
90 years of age and 3 were under 15; the highest number of patients
resident on any one day was 305, and the smallest 278 ; the daily
average population was 286.54 ; the discharge rate for the year was
58.46 per cent of the admissions and the recovery 31.53 ; the death
rate for the year was 8.23 per cent. on the number under treatment,
Of discharges on trial there were 43, resulting as follows {—perman-
ently discharged, 36, namely, 28 recovered, 7 improved, 1 unim-
broved ; returned to Hospital, 4 ; and still out on trial, 3,

Intemperance wag the most commonly ascribed exciting cause and
accounted for 91 per cent, of the cases, while mental anxiety and
worry ranked second, Thirty per cent. of the cases were set down

as unascertainable ; heredity was admitted in 62 cases and denied
in 38,

Annual Report,

REVENUE.

The revenue for the past year, exclusive of denations and sub-
scriptions paid to the Treasurer, was $51,380.51, made up as follows:
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from Goverrment for public patients, $30,831.05 ; Dbrivate patients,
$18,424.15 ; interest on endowments, $1,644.40 ; articles sold, $480.91.
This is an increase in revenue over the preceding year of $1,506.52.
The maintenance expenditure for the year furnished by the General
Secretary was $51,137.39. From this it will be seen that the ordin-
ary revenues for the year have exceeded the expenditure for main-
tenance by $243.12, and this notwithstanding the fact that there
was an increase in the latter over that for 1896 of $465.86. Based
upon the above returns, the per capita cost per annum for mainten-
ance was\$178‘46, a-very favorable showing as compared with similar
institutions in the neighboring States. .

The Auditors’ Statement for the year shows a surplus over expen-
diture of $17,159.73, including subscriptions and legacies, which
amount to $15,170. This surplus has been carried to Capital Account,
which shows a credit balande of $203,670.91. The assets are
$400,960.30, made up as follows :—grounds, buildings, pavilion, ete.,
$329,336.03 ;' furnishings, farm stock, ifuel, vehicles, implements,
etc., $28,450.26 ; due by Provincial Government, $7,955.50 ; private
patients’ board due, $180.80 ; cash in bank, $1272.90 ; endowments,
represented by stocks properly invested, $33,764.81. The liabilities
are $197,289.39, represented by :—bonds, $185,000 ; sundry creditors,
$8,081.89 ; interest due on Jan. 1, 1898, $'4,207.50.

Dr. Burgess again draws special attention to the desirability of
having suitable work-shops, properly equipped, and refers to the
importance given to this feature by the managemnt of the Utica
State Hospital, N.Y., and Rockwood Hospital, Kingston, Ont, Quoting
Dr. Blumer, the Medical Superintendent of the former, he says :—
“The enterprise not only pays in dollars and cents, but what is more
to the point, in mental results. To find occupation for one’s able-
bodied patients is always an accomplishment, but to empty one’s
wards of all but a few sick and feeble folk during the day is an
achievement, and one that is within the reach of all who will ear-
nestly make the industrial experiment,” -

I have just received the biennial report of the Iowa Hospital for
the Insane, and I see by it that Dr. Gilman, the Medical Superin-
tendent, attaches equal importance to this feature.” Dr. Burgess
has always strongly advocated this and still hopes to see it an accom-
plished fact, as soon as the finances will justify the expe;iment.
In the absence.of the accommodation above referred to, the usual
occupations have been energetically pursued.

The new building erected last year, which' will accommodate 100
patients, was opened in May, and has now 57 inmates ; its occu-
pation has greatly relieved the trying conditions incident to over-
crowding, and enabled Dr. Burgess to make the classification he has
long sought for,
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The infirmary (the need of which has been pointed out for some
years past) is now an accomplished fact. It ig a detached stone
structure with a capacity of 12 beds and all the attendant accommo-
dation necessary for such a structure. The building was. erected -at
a cost of $9,509.14. The main entrance of the Hospital has been
very much improved by the erection of a flight of granite steps and
.a handsome porte cochere, while a new and commodious stable hasg
been built to replace that destroyed by fire on Christmas, 1896, With
the completion of the new tank we have now a water supply of
122,000 gallons,

#AD eco-magneto night-watch clock has been placed in the Medi-
cal Superintendent’s office. Stations connect it with all the Dremises
outside, and by this, with thg appointment of g special outside
night watchman, the anxiety of the doctor has been greatly lessened,
Besides what has already been specified, a story has been added to
the carpenter's shop to provide new quarters for our outside male.
employees ; an additional root-hpuse has been built, and a number
of other improvements made, all fully detailed in the Medical Super-
intendent’s report. A new 75-horse power Corlisg engine, with an
additional- 100-horse bower tubular boiler, and a new 800-light mul-
tipolar dynamo are being introduced. All\this is necessitated by
the constantly increasing size of the institution. The plastering
and decorating of the bare, brick walls in the wards and stairways
of the old building hag been vigorously pushed, and but little more

ill be finished. OQur
all the wall-paper,
friezes, ete., required.

The work on the grounds in front and on those around the annex
is very marked in their greatly improved appearance, clumps of
trees and shrubg having been Jjudiciously placed and the lawns put
in very good order. To Mr, Frank Roy, Superintendent of the Mount

al Cemetery, your Board are indebted for hig generous super-
vision of this work.

Reference to the Medical Superintendent’s report will show how
modest he is in his requirements. He says our most pbressing re-
quirements may be thus enumerated :—A nurges’ home, where, when
off duty, they may be free from the worry ang noise incident to
ward life ; a detached residence for the Medical Superintendent and
his family, a system now almost universally adopted in similar insti-
tutions ; cottages for married employees, so as to make their ser-
vices available when off duty in case of emergency ; outside work-
shops for the introduction of a greater variety in the occupations
of our patients ; a summer house for female patients and a green-
house for the cultivation of flowers for the wards and grounds.

Farm products. as per detailed statement, show a value of $6,411.28,
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A noteworthy event in the year was the \;isiL on Sept. 10th of a
large number of members of the Psychological Section of the British
Medical Association, many of them being among the foremost alien-
ists of the day. They were all very much pleased with their inspec-
tion of the Hospital, and congratulated the Management on its effi-
ciency. Four official visits were made by the Government Inspec-
tors and one by the Grand Jury.

We are called upon to mourn the loss by death of the following
tried friends and Life Governors of the Hospital ; Mr. J. H. R.
Molson, Mr. Henry Lyman, Mr. Wm. Kennedy, Mr. Robt. Mitchel] and
the Rev. Saml. Massey. By the death of Mr. Molson, the institution
has lost a most generous and sympathetic supporter, and the city
one of its best and most philanthropic citizens.

We-have again to acknowledge the obligation we are under to all
the kind-hearted friends who have contributed in kind and other-
wise, and have also to thank the.publishers of the daily papers at
home and abroad for their - gratuitous, supply. The staff have
worked in harmony with the Medical Superintendent, and faithfully
discharged their duties. I might here say that the three-year en-
gagement of the Assistant Medical Superintendent, Dr. Manchester,
terminates on the 1st of May next, and he has signified his’ inten-
tion of retiring. We wish to bear téstimony to the efficiency and
faithfulness with which he has pe’rformed his duties.

The names of the retiring Governors are :—Peter Lyall, John
Dillon, Dr. James Stewart, Jas. Moore, Jas. McBride and Colin
McArthur, all of whom are eligible for re-election. An eighth
vacancy to be filled arises through the death of Mr. Wm. Kennedy.

ADI\‘IISSIONS.

The admissions for the year were 130, made up of 56 private and 74
public patients, giving a total of 413 cases under treatment. This
is the largest number in residence in any annual period since the
opening of the Hospital, and goes to show that our wards are, as in
nearly all similar institutions, slowly but surely becoming filled up
with a class of patients offering little prospect of recovery, but for
whom, nevertheless, safe keeping and care are as essentially neces-
sary as for their more fortunate fellows who are discharged tg again
take a share in the battle of life,

The majority of cases received were of an unpromising character
for treatment, the prognosis for recovery being‘ favorable in only
35 per cent.
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The average duration of the insanity prior to admission, in 109
of the cases admitted, was a little less than one and a-half years,
Thirty-four of the cases were of over a year's standing, nine were
congemtn! and twelve were reported as of unknown duration.

Seventeen of the number received were between 50 and 90 years
of age, and three were under 15.

With respect to orlgin intemperance was the most commonly
ascribed exciting cause, and accounted for nine and a- -quarter per
cent. of the cases, while mental anxiety and worry ranked second,
beihg responsible for eight and a-half per cent. In thirty per cent.
the cause was set down as unascertainable.

Heredity was admitted in 62 cases and denied in 38, while in 30
no data bearing on this point could be obtained.

One patient was transferred from Beauport Asylum, and four were
admitted from gaols. Thirty-one were said to be suicidal, nine vio-
lent and dangerous, and three both suicidal and dangerous,

The nationality of the admissions was, as follows : —Canada, 69 ;
England, 35; Scotland, 8; Ireland, 6 ; United States, 5; New-
foundland, 3; Germany, 2; Holland, 1; Austria, 1.

As usual, the City of Montreal furnished, much the greatest propor-
tion of patients, contributing no less than 60 per cent. of the total
number received. Nine cases were admited from outside the Pro-
vince,

The highest number of patients resident on any one day was 305,
the smallest 278, while the daily average population was 286.54.

DISCHARGES.

The discharge rate for the year was lower than in 1896, being only
58.46 per cent. of the admissions for the same period. The recovery
rate was also less, being but 31.53 per cent.

The variation in the discharge rate from year to year depends
mainly upon the character of the cases received. In the past year
it was especially unfavorable, only 35 per cent. of the admissions
being regarded as curable, whereas in 1896 about 50 per cent. could
be'so classed. Were all, or even the majority of the admissions
acute cases, the number of recoveries would be vastly increased,
but the percentage is constantly lessened by the reception of many
cases suffering from senility, epilepsy, idiocy and other conditions
precluding the possibility of recovery.

The average length of residence of those discharged was about
seven and three-quarter months, the shortest period under treat-
ment being three days, the longest four years, seven months and
tweny-one days. The former case, discharged recovered, was one

OCCUPATION AND AMUSEMENT.

A wise man has wisely said: ‘“If you_cannot cure an insane
patient, the next best thing is to make him as happy as possible.”
Broadly speaking, the foundations of recovery in the insane, and,
failing recovery, happiness, are in pleasant surroundings, attention
to physical comfort, freedom, as far as compatible with safety, and
the provision of suitable employment and amusement. The old
saying that His Satanic Majesty always finds work for idle hands
is as applicable to the insane as to the sane, and employment, pro-
perly directed, is among the chief curative factors in the treatment
of most forms of mental disorder. If it does not cure, it at least
adds much to health and happiness, and goes far to lessen excite-
ment, noise, destructiveness dnd the necessity for restraint.

Several institutions on this continent, notably Utica State Hospi-
tal, N.Y,, and Rockwood Hospital, Kingston, Ont., have established
large industrial departments, and justly point with pride to the
good results derived therefrom, both from a medical and an econo-
mic standpoint. Dr. Blumer, Superintendent of the former institu-
tion, in an admirable paper on “ The Medical and Material Aspects
of Industrial Empioyment for the Insane,” read at the Baltimore
meeting of the American Medico-Psychological Association, last
year, stated that at his hospital, during the previous year, the total
value of goods made and sold, including printing and bookbinding,
had amounted to about $13,000.

WATER SUPPLY.

An additional underground

Wwater tank, with a capacity of 90,000
gallons, was constructed early

in the spring and connected with the
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existing one. This gives, in event of fire, a water supply of 122,000
gallons. The new tank has been so placed that a steam fire-engine
can pump directly from it.

NIGHT-WATCH AND NIGHT-WATCH CLOCK.

A largé “eco-magneto” night-watch clock was® placed in the
Medical Superintendent’s office and connected with stations dis-
tributed over the main building, annex, laundry, stables, etc. By
the introduction of this improvement and the appointment of a
special outside night-watchman, the anxiety of the Superinendent
has been greatly lessened. We have now a guarantee that our night
nurses do not sleep at their posts, and a safeguard against fire, the
value of which cannot be over-estimated.

In addition to constantly patrolling and inspecting the various
out-buildings during the night, the night-watchman, Mr. Atchison,
having had over twenty years’ experieni-e in the Montreal Fire Bri-
gade, has been|placed in charge of our fire department, and will, I
have{ no doubt, add much to its efficiency.

OTHER IMPROVEMENTS,

Beside those already specified, and innumerable repairs and re-
newals made by the engineer and carpenter, the following major
improvements have been begun or completed.

A story ‘was added to the carpenter shop to provide new quarters
for our outside male employees, their old rooms over the laundry
being required for laundry purposes owing to the increase in the
work of that department.

An additional root-house for the storage of cabbage, celery and
onions has been built.

A neat wooden trellis, eight feet high, was put up in rear of the
entrance lodge, =0 as to provide vard-room for the occupants, and
hide the necessary household work, clothes-drying, etc., from general
view.

The wash-room in the laundry was enlarged and re-floored in
cement.

A new foot-valve for fire pump, above water, was connected with
the underground water tank

The capacity of our electric light plant being inadequate to meet
the constantly increasing size of the institution, a new steam engine
and 800-light multipolar dynamo are being introduced. In connec-
tion with this woPk, an extra steam pump with a receiver and water
heater have been purchased, and an additional 100 horse-power tubu-
lar boiler already placed in position.
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Our good friend, Mr, Colin McArthur, has continued to donate
us all the wall-paper, friezes, ete., required, so that the work of plas-
tering and decorating the walls of the wards and stairways has heen
vigorously pushed, and but very little is now left of the once un-
sightly, bare, brick walls. The amusement hall is being treated in
the same way. :

The following special work wag done by the farmer, Mr. Chal-
mers, in addition to the labor bestowed upon farm and garden, Two
hundred loads stone taken from river bed to be used in making
roads through the farm and levelling up new barnyard ; 270 loads
stone collected from back of farm, and 115 loads of clay and ashes,
hauled for same burpose ; creek running through back premises
made a foot deeper for a distance of 43¢ feet, and its sides sodded
to prevent the action of the water on its banks ; 1,200 feet surface
drains opened ; 585 loads manure hauled from city ; 170 tons of
ice cut and stored.

TRAINING SCHOOL,

Of the sixteen nurses enrolled for the training classg of 1896-97,
nine succeeded in passing their primary examination, with a class
average of 71.3 per cent. Four left the service before the cloge of
the session, and three failed to secure the requisite number of marks,
60 per cent., so have, therefore, to again take places in the junior
class.

Mr. John H. R. Molson, one of Montreal’s foremost citizens and
philanthropists, died May 28th, 1897. Of the many contributors to
the funds of the institution, those of the deceased and his widow
have been the most munificent, aggregating in the neighborhood of
$40,000. Our gymnasium, known as the Molson pavilion, was also
built and equipped for us by him. At the opening of the Hospital
Mr. Molson occupied the position of Vice-President, and ever dis-
played a keen anxiety for its welfare. His loss will be long felt
by this and other charitable institutions of the city, as well as by
many friends who hold his memory in ‘grnteful and loving esteem,

Mr. Henry Lyman, who died July 19th, 1897, was also well known
in the business and philanthropic circles of Montreal. He filled the
chair of second Vice-Presidert of this institution from 1891 to 1896,
and always took much interest in its affairs.

Mr. Wm. Kennedy, a member of the Board of Management from
the opening of the Hospital up to the time of his demise died Octo-
ber 18th, 1897. During its erection, Mr. Kennedy acted as Chairman
of the Building Committee, and was ever
aid it to the best of his ability. .

We have also to mourn the loss of two other highly-esteemed Life
Governors, snatched from us by the hand of death, Mr. Robert Mit-
chell and the Rey.
