“Advance” Scientific Miscellany.

Two eyeless species of snails, living
in sluggish underground streams of
water, have been found in Austria.

It is reported that eight hundred
sheep were, not long since, killed by a
single stroke of lightning in India.

The little city of Brantford, Ontario,
claims the honor of having been the
birth-place of the telephone—Prof.
Bell’s first experiments having been
made at that place.

A paper lately read before an English
society states that British heads are
growing smaller, the dimensions having
shrunk on an average one-seventh of an
inch during the last quarter of a cen-
tury.

Prof. Huxley declares the supply of
herring in the sea to be practically in-
exhaustible, and - that nothing which
man can do in the ordinary way of de-
struction will e1er appreciably diminish
the stock.

M. Raoul Pictet, of Geneva, whose
discoveries in the - liquefaction of gases
have gven him a world-wide reputa-
tion, ®hnounces the discovery of a pro-
cess of distilling alcohol by ice!  He
states that the method is a very cheap
one. .

Inquiries instituted by a French phy-
sician have shown that cases of illness
arising from sleeping in newly papered
rooms are not infrequent. Such effects
may be prevented by adding salicylic
acid or some other antispectic agent to
the paste used, to prevent its putrefac-
tion:

Dr. Hammond states that there are
very few, 1if any, cosmetics which do not
contain lead. He also says that death
from lead poisoning by the use of cos-
metics is by no means an uncommon
case. The introduction of the lead into
the system produces various effects,
colic, peralysis, prostration of the
nervous system and insanity being the
most common results.

Recent investigations have shown the
incorrectness of the pretty stories of
insect-eating plants which have so often
been given. Insects are often caught
by the sticky exudations of certain
plants, or otherwise, but no evidence
can be found to show that the plants
digest or eat th€ insects and thrive by
an abundance of such food, as has been
80 often asserted.

A tricycle driven by electricity was a
recent exhibition in the streets of Paris.
The experiment was made by W.
Trouve, who adapted two of his"\small
electric motors to the vehicle. "The

first trial was so successful that the ex-

perimenter proposes making a larger
motor, by means of which he expects
to attain a speed of 12 to 18 miles an
hour.

The o'dést specimens of timber in the
world are supposed to be the dowel pins
contained in the ancient temples of
Egypt. These dowel pins areincorpor-
ated with the stone work, which is
known to be not less than 4,000 year-
old, and are believed to have been
made from the tamarask or shittim
wood of ancient Egypt—a tree now
sometimes found in the Nile valley.

Careful observatxons have shown the
following to be about the average
growth in twelve years of several varie-
ties of hard wood, when planted in

A 10NG SLIDE :—The' North-western
Lumberman says that Hopkins and Irvin
bave a log slide in Green township, Pa.,
that they have operated for two seasons
and that it is five miles long.

How many were added
during the five hundred years, and more,
that followed before its destruction, we
cannot say ; but the number must have
been immense.

It is related of a knight of Venice,
who had brought a certain book from
Alexandria—a book which hie had hired a
monk to copy for him—that on presenting
it to the Pope he had given to him not
only a remission of all the sins and errors
of his life, but a goodly estate, not far
from the Eternal City, was bestowed npon
him and his heirs forever.

A Duke of Milan, wishing to procure a
copy of a History of the Family of Della
Torre, offered for it as much silver as the
strongest man'in Milan could lift.

The facts, as stated by
the British Government after an official
enquiry, are that some American fishermen
followed a school of herring into Fortune
Bay, N. F., on a Sunday, and proceeded
to fasten their nets to the shore so as to
enclose nearly all the fish. They had no
right so to use the shore, and the local
law, passed long before we believe, forbade
fishing on Sunday. This law was appli-
cable to Americans fishing within the
three mile line as well as to the fishermen
of Newfoundland. The fishermen of }or-
tune Bay, indignant at seeing the law so
openly and grossly violated, and the
Americans doing, with prospect of immu-
nity, what they were not permitted to do,
tore the nets from the shore, and other-
wise injured them and allowed the fish to
escape. The Americans at first contended
that their fishermen were not subject to

nntenable. It could not_be denied, how-
ever, that & mere mob should not take the
law into their own hands, as the people of
Fortune Bay did, and that the destruction
of the nets by a crowd or mob was not the
enforcement of a legal penalty for the
crime of fishing on Sunday. It appeared,
t herefore, that the Americans, altkcugh
they were acting in violation of the law,
were entitled to such damages as would
cover the loss actually inflicted on them,
of course not including, as they sought to
include, the estimated value of the fish
they might have caught on that Sunday
if they had not been interfered with. It
is difficult to imagine how any reasonable
calculation could bring the damages up to
$75,000. The decision in this case will
render Anférican fishermen more daring
and reckless and regudleu of law in Brit-
ish ters, and rendey P of a
large number of cruisers lbsoluhly neces-

sary if peace is to be preserved. We sup-
pose that the British Government will call
on the Government of Newfoundland to
pay the fifteen thousand pounds,—Free-
man.

Riparian &htl Agaln.

We are a little surprised to learn
that the Fisheries Department at
Ottawa has not yet abated its pre-
tensions of authority to set . aside
rights established by common law
and usage, and that it has failed to
learn the lessonenforced by decision
of the highest court of New Bruns-
wick against such pretensions. The
Department seems incapable of real-
iging that it is better to retreat
quietly from a false position, fortify-
ing itself as far as possible as it re-
tires, than to be driven and routed
in demoralization from ground which
it has held by uewarranted assump-
tion, backed by misused force and
“ the insolence of office.” We have
all read of the veteran disciple of
Ananias who repeated his lies so
often that he, at last, deceived him-

| self by believing they were true, and

the fact that otherwise clear-headed
and able men in the Department at
Ottawa, still cling to certain of
their own regulations as if they were
sound and legal, after they have been
declared invalid by our Supreme
Oourt, gives color to the assumption
that a man may, by continual indul-
gence of a disposition to deceive and
.mislead others, finally come to be-
lieve in his own tricks and jugglery.
At least, we assume that a similar
habit of proceeding on false premises
has led the Department into open
defiance.of our Supreme Coug’s judg-
ment. "Vtherwise, we must believe
that it sets itself up above all law
save that whigh it may promulyate
by Order-in-Council, and assumes
that it has only to assert that such
and such regulations are a’part of
the Fisheries Act, in order to con-
stitute them lex terree, absolutely and
without question.

The case submitted to the Supreme
Court of New Brunswick,four or five
years ago, to test the absolute au-
thority in fishery matters claimed
over our fluvial rivers by the Fish-
eries Department — not only as
against the general public, but also
against the riparian proprietors—was
decided against the Department, and
has been moved up to the Supreme
Court of sthe Dominion, where it is
still pending. Meantime the De-
partment presumes to act asif no
judgment had been given ugainst it.
If it were a matter of dispute be-
tween private individuals, in which
the respective rights of each were
fairly sought to be ascertained, it is
reasonable to believe that, at least,
the party against whom judgment
.had been given would refrain from
a-cts against which the court appealed
to}ad pronounced. But our Fish-
gries Department, in that spirit of
aggression, presumption and disre-
gard for private interests which has
too often characterised it from its
first organization, will allow neither
prudence, courtesy, nor other proper
considerations to prevail in its policy,
80 long as there is a possibility of
using its power, and the public funds
at its command to collect and galvan-
ise its exploded assumptions into the
semblance of active and legal ordinan-
ces.

The public, as a rule, are long-suf-
fering. Or, perhaps, it would be
more correct to say that they are
long-indifferent to public. abuses
which grow out of encroachments
upon the rights of the individual.—
Isolated individual cases of hardship,
which may affect the most important
principles that are the bases of pub-
lic rights and liberties, are too often
treated with indifference by the peo-
ple, generally, who fail to realise the
danger that threatens them. Dur-
ing the past fourteen years a constant
warfare has been going on between
the Fisheries Dapartment on the one
hand, and the people of Canada in-
terested in the fisheries on the other.
The people, however, have taken lit-
tle note of the struggle, because they
were ofily abstractly interested and the
immediate sufferers have carried it on
alone. The Department has been all-
powerful, in almost every case,because
its officers have not scrupled to bear
down all resistance with the immense
influences at their command. These
have consisted of the Fisheries Act,
giving most extraordinary powers to
the officers, and constituting them
both accusers and judges of those
whom they might select as theobjects
of prosecution, persecution or male-
volence ; of a magistracy too often
| incapable of acting justly and also
ignorant of law, and, lastly, of ample
public funds, furnished in part by
those who were called upon to defend
or abandon the rights or privileges
attacked. Hundreds of cases of
great hardship, involving the im-
poverishment of families, the sup-
pression of remunerative industries,
the confiscation of property rights
and even the damage of public in-
terests for the promotion of the per-

their friends, have resulted, until the
people along our coasts and rivers
have been obliged to look upon the
Fisheries Department as an engine
of  oppression.

The attitude in which the people
find themselves towards the Depart-
ment and its officers is, therefore, the
natural outcome of the harsh admin-
istration of the lattcr. There are,
no doubt, many officers who sincere-
ly:desire to promotethe fishermen’s
interests, and to give, and protect
them in all privileges that” are con-
sistent with the maintenance of the
supply for their catch, but is an

sonal and political ends of officers or

undeniable fact that,in too many
cases, the Overseers and Wardéns
have come to look upon restriction
and prohibition as their chief mission,
and to make themselves the masters,
rather than the friends of the fisher-
men. In all this they are encour-
aged by those above them in the De-
partment, the result being as we have
already stated. As an illustration
of the Department’s assumptions the
following from Monday’s Sun will be
read with interest :—

On the 20th ult., a circular, of which
the following is a copy, was issued to
the Fishery Officers of this Province,
copies being also placed in the hands of
parties interested in the salmon rivers
of the Dominion :—

RIPARIAN CLAIMS.
DEPARTMENT OF MARINE AND FISHERIES,
Ottawa, 20th May, 1881.

Sir :—Enquiry baving been made by
certain of the Fishery Officers in the Pro-
vinces of Quebec and New Brunswick for
instructions how to act in the event of per-
sons fishing for salmon on vacant or occu-
pied fishery limits, beyond tidal waters,
under titles to riparian lands derived from
the Provincial Governments, or by pur-
chases and leases from grantees and
““squatters,” which are assumed to convey
exclusive fishing privileges, the Minister
desires me to instruct you as follows :—

Owing to the illness and absence of one
of the Judges of the Suprems Court of
Canada, the special case appealed from the
Exchequer Court in re

THE QUEEN, (Defcn(;lant) Appellant,

-an

CHRISTIAN A. ROBERTSON, (Suppliant) Re-
*  spondent,

which was inscribed for hearing at the last
sitting of the Supreme Court, could not be
heard and determined, am cannot now be
tried before the next October term.
Meantime your attention is called to the
Order-in-Council of the 11th June, 1879,
which reads thus :—

‘¢ Fishing for salmon in the Dominion of
‘“Canada, excepting under the authority
““of leases or licenses from the Depart-
‘“ ment of Marine and Fisheries, is hereby
*¢ prohibited.”

his regulation was passed under the
rovisiogs of the nineteenth section of the
g‘isheries Act 31 Vie., Cap. 60, any doubts
with respect to the legality of which are
set at rest by the judgment of the Court
of Exchequer in the case above mentioned.
Therefore, all persons unlawfully fishing
without a° lease or license, as required
under the Statute, will be liable to inter-
ruption and fine, together with the seizare
and forfeiture of flshing materials, boats,
&c., so used, and of salmon so illegally
caught.

An official copy of the said Order-in-
Council is herewith, which regulation
forms a part of the Fisheries Act, and can
be produced as authority in legal proceed-
ings according to the Act 44 Vic., cap. 28,
section 1. sub-section 2.

This special instruction you will in
every case enforce with due formality,
but with promptness and vigor. Should
additional assistance be at any time neces-
sary, you are hereby authorized to em-
ploy the requisi#e help in enforcing the
law. If extra Fishery Officers invested
with magisterial authority are urgently
neoded,st%:e Minister will appoint them.

When you have good reason to believe
that any offending person who it may be
your duty to accuse or molest, is acting
in ignorance of the statute, or under bona
Jide mis-apprehension of the nature of his
supposed ‘“ right,” and such person shall
vo?unt.arily and immedjately desist, you
may exercise your own discretion, in view
of the facts, about summarily proceeding
against him for the penalty, or depriving
him of fishing implements ; but if you de-
cide not to proceed, you shall however
enter the name in your journal with date
and circumstance and report the same to
this office.

Your particular attention is called to
the official instructions of 1st July, 1876,
respecting ‘‘ Convictions on view ;” and
likewise to the necessity for care and
accuracy in the issue-of any process that
may be required.

The first case of the prosecution of a
‘‘riparian’’ occurred in Restigouche last
week. Mr. Duncan McDonald owned
land above the tide waters of the Resti-
gouche andwithin the limits of the lease
granted to the New York Club,who have
their head-quartersat ‘‘Fraser’s,” at the
mouth of the Metapedia. He claimed
as a ‘‘riparian” the right, under the
decision of the Supreme Conrt of New
Brunswick, to fish without a license for
salmon in the Restigouche in front of
his own land ; and he fished according-
ly. Overseer Mowatt seized his net
and prosecuted him for violation of
the Government regulations. The case
came on before Justice Mott, of Camp-
bellton, on Saturday. Mr. Morse ap-
peared for the prosecution and Mr.
Barbarie for the defendant. The prose-
cutor proved the alleged illegal act and
quoted the Order-in-Council, referred
to in Mr. Whitcher’s circular. Mr.
Barbarie claimed that McDonald was
justified in fishing, by the decision of
the Supreme Court of New Brunswick
in Robertson vs. Steadman, which is the
law of the Province, until set aside by
the Supreme Court of Canada ; that all
English precedents favor the rights of
riparians and the decision of the New
Brunswick judges; and that under
Section 2 of the Dom nion Fisheries
Act, the Minister of Marine and Fish-
eries has no power to grant McDonald
a license, the exclusive right of fishing
being in McDonald himself. The
Magistrate took a short time to consider
and dismissed the complaint with costs.
The court room was crowded with
riparians anxiously awaiting the result
of the test case, and the Justice’s deci-
sion was received with lond applause.
It appears that a large body of riparians
were at the back of McDonald, and the
decisipn will probably lead to a general
indulgence in salmon fishing by proper-
ty owners above tidal waters on the
Northern rivers.

While the public will join. with the
Sun in regretting that the test case car-
ried before the Supreme Court has not
been disposed of, there will be but one
opinion in reference to the attitude of
the Department towards the riparian
proprietors while that case is pending,
in view of the fact that the highest
court in this Province has decided that
the Department is wrong. It seems
that those under whose instructions
Overseer: Mowat has acted, simply as-
sume that they are ““a law unto them-
selves,” and that property rights as well
as the public money they waste in
attacking them,are trifles when compar-
ed with the carrying vut of their official
assumptions and whims. The Govern-
ment and its friends should step in and
put a stop to the high-handed course of
thejFisheries Department. They ought
to realise that the administration of
public interests can only be successfu!
when carried on in a spirit of reason
and with due respect for the equitable
rights of all interested. The Depart-
ment ought to have behaved with such
pritdence in respect of Mr. McDonald’s
case,as tohave avoided the reverse which
it has met with at Campbellton. It ought
to have contented itself with regulating
and protecting Mr. McDonald’s fishery
off his property, instead of practically
confiscating it—for that is what its
assumptions amounted to.

The effect of Justice Mott’s decision
will be to open the eyes of those inter-
ested to the fact, that Fishery
officers have been imposing on them,
and the contempt which the Depart-
ment’s abuse of authority deserves will
find expression in the intercourse be-
tween Overseers and Wardens and
the fishermen. It will follow that as

—

neither party fully understand their
mutual rights and duties, awkward and
annoying complications will arise and,
in the end, all interests involved will
suffer. For this, the Department itself
must be held answerable, because if it
abuse its authority, it cannot reason-
ably blame the fishermen for abusing
privileges forthe retention of which
they have been obliged to fight against
those who should have protected their
enjoyment of them.

A hardship in connection with the
McDonald case is, that the Department
had leased the exclusive right of fish-
ing the privilege claimed by him to an
American Club.  These gentlemeu,
cannot, of course, expect to enjoy the
fishing thus wrongly taken from Mr.
McDonald, but they have a valid claim
for damages against the Department,
which has evidently taken their money
under false pretences. We hope they
will claim damages, for the sooner the
Department is brought to its senses,
and taught that its officers are not ab-
solute masters of the country the bet-
ter it will be for all.

Political

Hon. Jas. McDonald M. P. for Pictou
N. 8., having resigned his position of
Minister of Justice to accept a Judgeship
and Hon. Senator McLelan being taken
into the Cabinet, the latter was obliged
to resign his position in the Senate,
because it was believed by the Govern-
ment that the people were oppnsed to
any more Senators being made ministers,
To make the way clear for "Mr. McLelan,
Mr. McKay, M. P. for Colchester N. 8.
resigned his geat, that county being con-
sid¢red among thesafest in the Dominion
for the Conservatives, containing, as it
does, the Londonderry Iron Mines and
its chief town being Truro—a consider-
able railway centre. Pictou is also
considered a safe Conservative strong-
hold on account of its -coal interests
which it is claimed the new tariff pro-
motes. Nominations to fill the vacan-
cies thus created were made last Satur-
day. Mr. McDougald, Conservative,
and Mr. Carmichael, Liberal, were
nominated at Pictou and Mr. McLelan,
Conservative, and Mr. Cummings:
Liberal, were nominated in Colchester.
Great interest centres in the Pictou
contest, but Colchester is considered
absolutely safe for the Government.
Dr. Tupper has been stumping through
Pictou County and other prominen$
Conservatives are taking a hand in the
election campaign. This shows that
the Goveanment is alarmed. Mr. An-
glin has met Dr. Tupper there with
success. If the Government should
lose Pictou the effect cannot but be dis-
couraging to its prospects. Even a
narrow majority there would show a
weakening of the Government's infld-
ence.

The Lumber Trade.

Adpvices of the past week are not, we
regret to say, much more encouraging
to the lumber trade than those of sev-
eral weeks preceding. The Timber
Trades Journal of 28th ult. gives its
usual weekly reports from the most im-
portant centres and we extract the fol-
lowing .therefrom :— ;

Liverpool—The tone of the market
does mnot improve, and, low as prices
are at present, we cannot see how they
are 1o become better in the face of the
general outcry of bad trade and dis-
heartening reports brought in by travel-
lers from the country.

The Tyne,—The prevailing feeling of
every one in the trade here at the
present is that of absolute dulness, with
some at the moment and with others in
anticipation ; but very few are willing
to confess to any great amount being
done. Sales are not good to make, and
are only for small amonnts when com-
pleted, and the margin of profit not
very large ; still a fair amount of quiet
business is being done.

Leith—There is little change in the
state of affairs here, the demand being
still light, and stocks for this season of
the year plentiful.

v—Things in the timber trade
here are still very quiet, though at the
docks, to judge by the deliveries, they
are active enough.

In their monthly circular Messrs.
Allison, Cousland and Hamilton say
under date of 2nd inst. :—

Since our last report the market for
Wood Goods has not changed, at-least
not for the better. The notion is pre-
valeat among Dealers and Consumers
that there will be a large import and
lower prices, an opinion formed from
the already heavy import of pitch pine,
and the large reduction in the c. i. f.
prices of Sweedish and Baltic Goods.
Sales, therefore, last month were only
made to supply actual wants, or if
bought for stock, where the goods were
parted with at a sacrifice. The future
of the market will depend on the sup-
plies for the next seven months.. If
these are moderate there may be no
further relapse in prices, but if regard-
less of our wants a further decline will
happen.

The Sussex Camp. -

District Orders for Annual Drill of
the Active Militia have been issued and
the local corps selected for the favors
of the Department are preparing for the
duties they will be called upon to pet-
form. Nos. 1,2, 3, 9 and 10 batteries
of Garrison Artillery, the New Bruns-
wick Engineers and the 62nd (St. John)
Battalion are to drill at their respective
local headquarters under the regulations
laid down for city corps in general
orders of May 5th.

A Camp of Exercise will be formed at
Sussex, — about a mile from the
R. R. Station, at which the following
corps will assenuble for drill, viz :—

Master and men for this duty. It will
add very much to the comfort of the Corps
if arrangements are made by the Quarter-
Masters so that the men shall be able to
get some hot tea and bread and cheese
soon after arrival for an evening meal,
which may be provided for out of the 25
cents per man allowed in lieu of rasions
for the first day in Camp.

We understand that all necessary ar.
rangements are being made by Major
Call of the Newcastle Field Battery for
the transport of the corps under his
command to Camp Sussex.

Capts. Cameron and McNaughton of
the Black River Companies, 73rd Batt.
(which have been selected for drill this
year) will go with forty three non-com-
missioned ofticers and men each from
Chatham Station on Tuesday morning
next at ten o’clock, under command ot
Major McCulley.

Masters of Corps not later than 6 o’clock
on the evening of the day before they are
required,so as to enable the Contractor to
be netified of the quantity required for
issue to each Corps.

Each Company should bring an axe,
spade, saw and lantern, in addition to the
camp kettles and 4 large tin dishes to
‘carry the meat ratiou from the Supply
Tent to their own kitchens.

Each Corps should have a R ‘gimental
Flag for thsir Camp and a smul' one to
mark the Tent for their Conunanding

Officer.
““ Marching in States,” as per Form 439,

Regulations and Orders must be sent in to
the Brigade Tent as soon as each Corps
arrives in Camp.

Captains are to bring their Service Rolls
to Camp and must be very particular that
every man in their Companies has been
properly enrolled.

We hope the men who go from the
Miramichi will make a general endea-
vor to do credit to themselves and their
respective corps. Major Call’s Battery
is already distinguished as second to
none in that important arm of the ser-
vice in the Province, and it will, no
doubt. fully sustain its position. Many
of the infantry men, under Major
McCulley, are new to the service, but
they must make up, in eagerness to
learn, obedience to orders and ambition
to excel for what they may lack in know-
ledge of drill and the duties of the
soldier. They should not look upon
the camp as a place provided for the
spending of a few holidays in idle pas-
time, but as affording an opportunity to
acquire techincal knowledge that will be
servicable, not only when they may be
called upon to perform military service,
but on other important occasions.
There is much in the routine work of a
military camp that may be studied with
profit, especially by members of rural
corps, whose experiences of out-door life
are not always connected with their
military duties. The proper pitching of
tents, the quartering and foraging of
hiorses, the quantity of food necessary
for a man each day, the science of camp
cookery — including the kitchen
trenches,care of utensils,etc.— benefit of
carefully observing runles of health, in-
cluding a proper observance of the
perscribed hours for work, recreation
and amusement and sleep, and other
matters that will come within the ex-
perience or observation of every man
who goes to the Sussex Camp will be
worthy of careful attention. It is
only those who interest themselves in a
proper way in all the camp routine,who
will be properly compensated for the
time spent away from their usnal avoca-
tions. Above all things, the men
should avoid temptations to indulge in
the excesses which may lie open to
them during their periods of leave from
Camp. Young and inexperienced men
should seek the companionship of hon-
orable, sober and trustworthy cnmmdes,
and if they do so, both on and off duty,
they will have no reygrets to war their
recollections of their short stay in
Camp.

About Manufactures.

The Advocate appears to have misled
the Moncton Times on the subject of
manufactures here, as the latter paper
says i—

Tie time has come when no town or
locality in this Province can count on
continued prosperity and progress with-
out engaging in some branch of manu-
facturing enterprise. It is well that the
wide awake men of Chatham and New-
castle recognize this fact, and are pre-
paring to biing to themselves a share of
the manufaciuring business that is
springing up all over the Province.

The Times seems to understand that
certain of our citizens have taken a
practical step towards establishing some
new manufacture here, but such is not
the case. It should not be forgotten,
however, that the Miramichi is already
a yreat industrial centre, and that the
value of its staple manufacture exported
abroad is Jarger, per head of population
‘than that of any other locality
in the Province. At the same time,
there is ample-room and opportunity for
introducing new industries. What we
require, however, is new capital, be-
cause nearly all that is available among
our wealthiest people is now invested

‘in our present mills and workshops.

We hope the Times will not continue to
refer to Chatham and Newcastle as if
they possessed no manufacturing estab-
lishments or enterprise. It is true,
we have not the Government Kail-
way Workshops, nor a Sugar Refinery,
nor a Paten#® Lock Factory, but we
have more steam engines running in our
mills and more men employed in con-
nectioh with them, than there are at
the great railway centre, which is not
sufficiently large or important, yet, to
refer to us in the patronizing style
adopted by the Times and apparently
invited by the Advocate. The Mira-
michi is, if we mistake not,” well
known in the markets of the world

where Moncton is seldom or never
heard of, and the enterprise of our
manufacturers has made our port the
peer of St. John in the estimation’ of
mervchants of the United Kingdom and
the Continent. Our manufactutes, un-
like those of Moncton, are essentially
beneficial to the country, for they draw
their raw material from our own soil,
giving employment to our own people
in this and adjoining counties,and do not
simply afford a meansof living to the peo-
ple of Chatham and Newcastle alone.
Unfortunately, it is the political policy
of the Times, Advocate and such papers
to reflect the sentiments of those who
having taken the ground that we are
engaged in a ‘ waning industry,” are
always ready to throw cold water on
our great milling enterprises, but they
must yetlearn that it will takesomething
more than their oppressive tariff and
other discouragements to make the
Miramichi what they would have the
world believe it to be—a place without
manufacturing enterprise or the ele-
ments of industrial prosperity.

Newspaper Stockholders’ Liability.

In New York recently John H. Me-
Cabe sued George Jones for $10,000
dawages for alleged libellous statements
published in the Times, and obtained
judgment for $250 on trial. A motion
to dismiss the complaint on the ground
that Jones could not be held to the
liability as a stockholder in the Times
was denied by Judge Daly. Appeal
was taken and the common pleas re-
Versed it. The opinion of the court de-
clares the law does not impose a liability
for libellous matter upon a stock
owner, even though he owns a majority
of shares of the association publishing
a newspaper. It has heen held by some
authorities that stockholders of a paper
are as responsible, in law, for libel as
the editors in charge for the time being.
This is morally, though not legally cor-
rect, as it might lead to the establish-
ing of an ubjectionable paper with?
person of no character in the position
of legal responsibility, while the money
which maintained it would be supplied
by others who would not -desire to be
known as the real proprietors. In-
deed, we are unfortunate enough in
New Brunswick to have some experi-
ence with the outgrowth of this per-
nicious condition of things. Fortun-
ately, however, correct public senti.
ment is sufficiently strong to make the
field for such enterprise a very narrow
one.

Coreespondence,

Our Local Wovernment.

To-the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

S1r :—Previous to Confederation, the
Local Legislature of this Province was
generally composed of the ablest men
in its various Counties, and, as a
natural consequence, the Governmeni
of the day—whether Liberal or Con-
servative—always commanded the re-
spect of the House, because of its abil-
ity and political consistency. At that
time, also, the Lawyers who held seats
in the Assembly were some of the
ablest and cleverest men in their pro-
fession in the Province, and whenever
a seat in the Cabinet was offered to one
of their number, he considered it not
only a loss of prestige, but beneath his
professional dignity to accept an office
outside of his profession; consequently
all the offices in the Government, ex-
cepting those of Attorney-General and
Solicitor-General, were filled by laymen.
At that time, also, the pay of members
was four dollars a day, with travelling
expenses, and this amount in many
cases, was barely sufficient to pay ex-
penses during the sitting of the House.

With respect to the pay of the Gov-
ernment, each head of a Department
got a salary of six hundred pounds a
year, and members of the Government
without office received ten pounds a
month or one hundred and twenty
pounds a year to pay their travelling
and other expenses to attend the twelve
monthly meetings of the Government
held during the year.

®iuce then there has been great

changes in the personnel of the Govern-
ment and Legislature, as well as a
vast increase in their pay. Our able and
discreet men have nearly all disappeared
from the Legislature and their places
are flilled by a lot of needy and
greedy political adventurers — many
of whom are semi-illiterate, petti-
fogging lawyers, who, not able to make
a living by their profession, mounted
the political stump, and, by loud pro-
fessions and promises, gulled the peo-
ple into returning them as their Repre-
sentatives.

One of the first things that these self-
sacrificing and modest representatives
did was to vote themselves a sessional
allowance of four hundred dollars, as
they did not consider that the old
amount their predecessors received—
four dollars a day-—was half enough to
remunerate them for their intellectual
labours in the sergice of the people.

The Lawyers next came to the front
and, by the force of their brazen cheek,
gobbled up every oftice in the Govern-
ment that had a salary of two thousand
to two thousand four hundred dollars
attached to it, and We now have not
only the oftices of Attorney-General
and Solicitor-General filled by Lawyers,
but that of Surveyor-General, Provin-
cial Secretary and Chief Commissiouer
of the Board of Works. And as the
salaries and reasonable travelling ex-
penses were not enough to satisfy their
craving hunger for more pay, they have
taken unto themselves dollars by the
thousand and debited the amount to
travelling expenses of the Government,
which any person of an enquiring mind
may prove by referring to the blue
books of the Province.

It will be remembered that at the
time the sabject of Confederation was
before the people of this Province,
Messrs. handler, Tilley, Kerr,
Mitchell and various other speakers who
were well-posted in the matter, inform-
ed the people that as the Local Legis-
lature would not be called upon to make
a tariff after Confederation, but only
to disburse the eighty cents a head, its
expenses should only be about one-
HALF of what it then was, and that the
business of the Province could be
much better performed if the represen-
tation in the Legislature wes greatly
reduced. In these views, the various

speakers were backed up by Mr. Elder,

in the 8t. Jobn Journal, and Mr.
Willis in the News, but, now, that
both of these gentlemen have seats in
the Legislature, how is it, that neither
by word nor deed have they attempt-
ed to carry out that retrenchment of ex-
penses and reduction in the representa-
tion which they, by their pens, proved
to be so easy ? Perhaps they, like many
others have not only found it far
pleasanter but much more to their in-
terest to drift upon the cnrrent of politi-
cal corruption than to attempt to stem
its flow, by the example of their acts.

Campobello.

The New Brunswick Island of Campo-
bello, which lies off the mouth of the St.
Croix, and is some three miles from East-
port, Me., has been purchased by an
American Company.  Referring to the
event the Boy Pilot of St. Andrews says :

The sale of Campbello has been so often
reported and so often contradicted, that
many will doubt until the money is paid
and the deeds delivered. This time, how-
ever, there need be no doubt about it, for
the cash is ready when the deeds are de-
livered, and for their delivery on payment
of the money,a bond has been given. The
purchasers have formed a joint stock com-
pany with a capital of $1,000,000, of
which $200,000 ie paid up. Its head-
quarters are in Boston, Its officers are:—

Alexander Cochran, ., President ;

F. B. Beaumont, Esq., Treasurer;

Alexis Porter, Esq., Gen. Manager ;
all of Boston. Gen. E. C. Pike is the
only stockholder east of Boston.

The Company means business. Geo. S
Grimmer, Esq., Q. C., of St. Andrews,
has been retained as their professional ad-
viser in this Province, and to take the
necessary steps to secure incorporation
under the Act of Assembly.

An architect and surveyor have already
been on the Island to select a site and to
prepare a plan for a hotel, which it is in-
tended to erect forthwith at Welshpool.
The building is to be of the Swiss style
of architecture, and in honor of the
original proprietor of the Island, is to be
named the ‘‘Owen House.” It is also the
intention of the Company to erect at
Friar’s Bay, to the south-west of Welsh-
pool, a mammoth hotel, to contain 200
rooms, and {0 be named the Glen Severn
House, in connexion with which they will
build an iron pier, at which the steamers
of the International 8. 8. Co., will call on
their trips to and from Boston. Thijs sea-
son a small steamer will be run between
Welshpool and Eastport; next yeara
steamer will be run from M%. Desert to
Campobello, Eastport and St. Andrews.
The advent of this company will doubtless
be the inauguration of an era of progress
and prosperity to-the Island of Campo-
bello. They will,no doubt,develop its re-
sources to an extent hitherto not dreamt
of. By and by our New Brunswick capi-
talists will wake up only to discover what
arich prize they have let slip through
their fingers.

The appearance of the Island of Campo-
bello is familiar to most residents of New
Brunswick who have passed it on their
way to or from Boston in the I. 8. 8, Co.’s
steamers. Tt is nine miles in length from
north to south, and averages about two
miles in width from east to wess, is beau-
tifully situated in Passamaquoddy Bay,
whose waters wash its western shore, and
from which it separates the Bay of Fundy,
is only about three hundred yards from
Luebec, in Maine, from which it is divid-
ed by a channel called the Quoddy Nar-
rows, and is about three miles from East-
port. The population numbers about
1200 souls, the male portion of which are
as a rule' engaged in the fisheries. It
contains about 12,000 acres of land, about
one-third of which is cleared, the balance
is covered for the most part with a valy-
able growth of timber. Within its boun-
daries are several tine harbors with bold
deep water, and free from ice in the win-
ter season, such as Friar’s Bay, Harbor de
Lute, which extends to the centre of the
Island, Head Harbor at the entrance
to which stands the lighthouse, and on its
eastern side protected by Penguin
Island. Into this harbour ships can
run at all times of tide. There are sever-
al small islands belonging to Campobello,
Casco Bay, Spruce, White and Sandy Is-
lands. Penguin and Casco Bay Islands,
contain each about an area of a hun-
dred acres., Mack Island with an
area of four acres is situated
on the boundary line about a mile
from Lubec in Maine. On the
northern side of Campobello is a splendid
fishing ground in which cod, hake, had-
dock and herring abound. On the Island
there are a number of good mill privileges,
which have been lying too long unutilized.

Referring to the purehase of Campo-
bello and the favorable notices thereof in
the Sun, Bay Pilot ond other Conseryative
papers, the St. John Qlobe says :—

When the effort was making on the
people of the Maritime Provinces to get
them to surrender up their independence
to old Canada, the continual cry was that
Confederation would result in the intro-
duction of any quantity of Canadian capi-
tal to develop our great natural resources.
Scarcely a dollar of this capital has ever
been seen for any such purpose. Probab-
ly tired of waiting fordt, the Proprietors
of Campobello have transferred their is-
land to American purchesers, and it
would seem now, from the statement of
the Tory papers, that it is soon to blossom
asthe rose. It must be gall and worm-
wood to them to have to make such an-
nowncements. o

The audience was
then invited to the hall of the Convent,
where the students, dressed in white,
welcomed their father with pomp,in a dia-
logue expressive of what the good Father
Michaud achieved for his .parishioners,
which was beautifully rendered, and a
nice bouquet was presented him by Miss
Girouard. All through the reception was
grand, and must have pleased Father
Michaud very much. He is universally
popular, and his return from such a long
journiey has been hailed with gladness un-
surpassed.

QUEBEC IN FLAMES!

Immense Destruction of
Property.

Over Seven Hundred Houses
Burned.

MORE THAN 1,500 FAMILIES HOMELESS!

Loss Exceeding Two Million
Dollars.

(Special Telegram to St. John Globe.)

QuExBEc, June 9.-—One of the most de-
structive fires with which this unfortunate
city has ever been afflicted, commenced
last night, and is only now under control,
at 6 a. m. The first alarm was from the
corper of Oliver and St. Clair streets at
ten minutes before 11 o’clock. Consider-
able delay must have occurred in giving
this alarm, for on turning the eye in the
direction indicated by the number of the
box, the lurid glare of flames was readily
discernable, and a minute later the bells
from the Basilica, St. John’s and St.
Roch’s churches rang out the second
alarm. The whole force of the brigade
was soon upon the ground. Driven with
foolhardy speed, the hook and ladder
waggon passing dowu St. Genevieve street,
knocked down and ran over Mr. Talbot,
of Hamill and Co.; but, notwithstanding
that this is the heaviest vehicle in the
department, Mr. Talbot escaped with
slight injury. The reflection of the flames
was 8o vivid that in a short time half the
city appeared to be attracted to the
scene, and by half past 11 o’clock all the
avenues around, and leading to the fire,
were so completely packed with people
that it was next to impossible to force the
way through them.

THE SCENE OF UTTER CONFUSION
that met the gaze in the vicinity of the

of the people seemed panic stricken and
three-fourths of the others were only ad-
ding to the general confusion by running
against each other and assisting the de-
struction of property, in the solemn belief
that they were rendering assistance in
saving it, and parents, partially clothed,
hurried along in every direction with in-
fantsin their arms, apparelled in bed
clothes and leading others by the hand.
Cows and horses let loose from burning
stables, rushed half maddened. through
the crowds, or stood dazed with the
scenes by which they were surrounded.
Crockery, bedding, trunks, -clothing,
stoves, sofas, pictures, and every conceiv-
able article of furniture were thrown or
dragged about, often into places of even
greater danger than where they were
taken from.
THE ORIGIN OF THE FIRE

was in a stable on St. Oliver, near St.
Marie street. The flames immediately
spread to surrounding wooden buildings
and the streets above and be'ow. St
Oliver, Latourelle, St, Marie, and Riche-
lieu streets were quickly a mass of Sre for
some hundred feet of each in extent. The
flames from either sides of strests over-
lapping in the middle and completely
closing them to all traffic. The scenes
common to all great fires are readily des-
cribable at this stage. . Even the police
and firemen were to a great extent de-
moralized. :

DARING ROBBERY
was carried on freely in the full sight of
everybody. Liquor stores and private
houses attacked by the flames were ran-
sacked for liquor, which was openly
drunk by the specimens of the lowest
dregs of society, who are common to the
locality in question, and who frequent low
hovels, whose destruction is one of the
least regrettable features of the disaster.
There were, of course, striking contrasts
to the above, in numerous instances of
generous humanity. The sparks which
everywhere flew from burning wooden
buildings were themselves

A TERRIBLE SOURCE OF DANGER

to the rest of the city. It was no uncom-
mon sight to see men’s costs and hats
ablaze from burning pieces of shingles
which lighted upon them. The wind be-
ing from the north drove the fire rapidly
in the direction of St. John’s Church.
The rush of cold air caused by the rapid
spread and large volume of the flames,
seemed to divide the wind into local cur-
rents which scattered the fire around in
every direction. ~

SCARCITY OF WATER.

The brigades found it more unmanage-
able than ever. They allege that four
wooden houses were found on fire by them
when they arrived upon the scene, and
that with the water absent and unattain-
able for some 20 minutes it was impossible
for them to obtain the mastery over it.
The hydrants threw good streams when
the water came into the ward, but too
late to be of much material service. The
Clapp and Jones steam fire engine was got
i to work as early as possible at the well at
IRerthelot market, but it seemed to have
| but little effect in saving the surrounding
property. When the fire apread, asabove
described, the men of the brigade lost all
control over any portion of it.

THE FLAMES SWEPT ONWARD
with almost lightning rapidity. The fury
of the devouring element knew no bounds
but those of the city’s outskirts, and none
who failed to see them would be inclined
to credit the rate at which they swept all
before them. A great part of Daguillon
West of St. Genevieve, had been destroy-
ed when the flames appeared in St. John
street, a little farther out than Hethering-
ton’s bakery. About one o’clock the
CLANGING OF THE BELLS OF ST. JOHNS
CHURCH
in rapid and alarming tones told of the
danger to that property and summoned as-
sistance from all who had it to give. The
whole efforts of the fire brigade were im-
mediately bent upon saving the sacred
edifice, but without avail. Hundreds of
willing hands belonging to all classes of
citizens were also stretched out, but in
vain ; nothing was saved but the sacred
vessels and some of the most valuable of
the plate and furniture of the sanctuary.
The fire had possession of the noble struc-
ture in an almost less space of time than
it takes to relate, and the finest and largest
church in the city was doomed to destruc-
tion.
IT WAS A GRAND SIGHT
to witncss the angry flames climbing the
steeples of the church, and see their fall a
few minutes later. The more northerly of
the two was the first to go. It gradually
tottered over and then fell right over into
the roof of the structure. The other stee-
ple gradually sunk and telescoped. Next
after the church came the Friars school
opposite, and still irresistibly the fire
swept on. Trusting, as if confident that
80 majestic an edifice could never fall a
prey toany of the elements, the neighbors
around had carried their household goods
to the front of the church, and there piled
then: at the very door of the sanctuary.
All were irretrievably lost. The church
was worth at least $100,000: the insurance
amounts only to $10,000.
THE SPREAD OF THE FIRE.

At the foot of Jupiter street, below
Berthelot Market, the flames had crossed
from the lower side of St. John street, an
from this point they rapidly flew westward
along that fine avenue, keeping pace with
the other division of conflagration opposite,
Nor was the fire now confined to St. John
street. At Jupiter street, it spread south-
ward to Berthelot market place, destroy-
ing Gabriel and St. Patrick’s streets as
far out as there were buildings to be de-
stroyed.

To the north the
fire extended as far as Richmond street.
The western limit is a little beyond the
street car stables, at Mount Pleasant, near
the city boundary. The' limits south at
Barton street, near Scott, and at Gabriel
street, have been already mentioned.
Briefly summed up the streets consumed
are : Running east and west Richmond,
in part, principally south side ; Latourelle,
8t. Oliver, Richilieu, Daguillon and St.
Jobn, in St. John’s Ward ; and in Mont-
calm, St. Gabriel, Nouvelle and Breton.

Battery was called out shortly before mid-
night and rendered excellent service in

On the lower
field where most of the burnt-out people
had camped with theirsaved goods, the
fire, a8 if jealous that anything should
escape its greed, followed the unfortunate
people and burnt up- most of the goods
piled on the grass. Burning shingles flew
about the city, and as far out as- Maple
avenue during the night, endangering
every part of the town. There were
several incipient fires in different treets,
but they were suppressed hy the vigilance
of the occupants.
SIX LIVES LOST.

The Quebec Chronicle says :—W'e regre*
to announce that there are not wanting in-
dications of an alarming loss of life in this
connection. So far five people are believ-
ed to have perished in tbe flames. Three
dead bodies have already been recovered.
They are as follows:—Mr. and Mrs.
Hardy of 118 Olivier street, and Charles
Marois, joiner, of Richelien street. The
discovery of the first remains was made by
men removing rubbish from the site of
some ruins, when they suddenly came
upon a human head,so burnt as to be hard-
ly recognizable. It proved to be that of
Mr. Hardy. The children of Mr. and
Mrs. Hardy are saved.

Mrs. Geo. Laperiere and her two chil-
dren are believed to have fallen a prey to
the devouring element, but their remains
havenot yet been re.overed. There are
aeports of other parties missing, whom it
is feared may also have perished in the
flames.
