It was discovered that
he had no teeth, that he subsisted en-
tirely upon the insect enemies of the
garden, t hat instead of being spiteful
|he was shy and gentle, ‘coming out
!mainly at night to do his foraging.
;Enlightened gardeners began to wel-
come and protect him as a benefactor,
until now in France and England he
has grown to have a market value.
Even more than the birds is he the
gardener’s friend, for he exacts mno
bheavy toll of fruit for his services.

i The toad propagates in the same
iway as the irog, depositing its spawn
{in the shallow ditches and puddles of
rain water early in the spring. The
eggs dilfer from those of the frog
being deposited in long, rope-like
masses instead of in patches. After
being thus deposited, the hatching
process is the same as in the case of
the frog, and the same is essentially
true in the development of the tadpole
into the perfect toad. As {the spawn
is usually placed in the first conven-
ient shallow water, which is apt to be
some roadside ditoch or rain puddle
that soon dries up, very few of the
tadpoles ever reach perfect toaddom.
In these little rain puddles they can
be seen about the first of June by the
million, and would soon overrun the
land, were it not for the drying up of
the ponds and the greediness with
which the farm poultry and many of
the birds gobble them up. When,
however, the embroy toad passes suc-
cessfully into the mature state, he
differs entirely from the frog in oné
particular—he is not amphibious, but
exclusively an air-breathing creature.

PROFITS IN ORGAN

GRINDING. |
Two Loundon Clerks Colleet Over $10 rori
Eight Hours' 1 ving.

Of the financial possibilities of or-
gan-grinding, as a means of livelihood
Henry S. Penny, a clerk in the Bank-
ruptey Court, told an interesting
story to a London Daily Mail repre-
sentative. Mr Penny stated that, as|
the result of a wager made between |
some fellow clerks and himself, he and |
a friend, A. J. Southgate, of the De-
vonian Club, recently hired a piano or-
gaa from Charles Riceci, of 30 Warner
street, Clerkenwell, and with a card
bearing the words, ** Kind friends, we
are English clerks,” played before ap-
preciative audiences in Old Kent road
and Peckham. “It was arranged,”
said Mr. Penny, “ that we should meet
some of one parties to the wager with
the organ outside Jones & Higgins’,
Peckham, at 8.3) on the appointed day,
When we hired the organ of Mr. Ricel
we paid 2s. 6d. as deposit and another
2s 6d. when we relurned at night. We |

this also we have thought the best way
to use the contents of vaults and cess
pools, allowing the whole heap to heat

ammonia to escape. We think the
poultry keeper who has land in grass
or in cultivation will find that the
manure the hens make is of consider-
able importance as an addition to the
inoome from them.

ORCHARD NOTES.

The pruning and spraying of fruit
trees are two points in orchard cul-|
!ture that are closely related. Es-
. pecially is this true in the case of the |
jeuwle. Moisture, it has been found, is
favorable to the development of the
fapple scab fungus, and if the trees
|are a tangled mass of branches, they
!are longer drying out, and not only
|shelter is given to the fungi, but their
|growth is encouraged and each tree
| becomes a distributing center of some
{disease. It is mext to impossible to
| spray such trees to advantage, as it is

The present College of Arms was
built by Wren over two hundred years
ago. It is on the site of the Derby
House, confiscated by Queen Mary
when the Earl of Derby wasattainted.
The legs of Man and the eagle’s claw
in the court yard preserve the memory
of the Stanleys.

The court is an interesting survival
of the old Doctors’ Commons days. None
but the docturs of civil law had the
right ‘of audience there. Doctors’ Com-
mons itself has gone, but the Earl Mar-
shal’s court remains—a quaint, pictur-
esque chamber, decked with the arms
of Charles II., the shields of successive
Earls Marshal, the banners borne at
the coronation of George IV. and an-
cient = helmets brought from St.
George’s Chapel. The Earl Marshal’s
throne flanked with lesser seats for
the assessors, is beneath the royal
arms. It is very solid, and, judging
from appearances, must be very un-
comfortable.

THE COLLEGE OF ARMS.

The College of Arms deals with all
matters concerning arms, honors, titles
precedence and pedigree. It deter-
mines whether people hav the right
to use ancient arms or whether they
shall have the grant of new ones.
When a new sovereign comes to the
throne it proclaims him in a tradition-
al manner. The college is a state de-

partment and the Queen is its nominal
head.

The actual head is the Earl Marshal,
who, together with the Lord Great
Chamberlain of England, is among the
oldest of the officers of state. The
present Duke of Norfolk is the Earl
Marshal, like his forebears for two
hundred years past. At the time of
the Restoration Charles II. gave the
office to the then Earl of Norwich and
his descendants forever, or, failing
them, to the descendants of his grand-
father, so that a Howard should be
Earl Marshal as long as the line lasted.
The present Duke succeeds from the
grandfather.

The chapter of the college consists
of three kings at arms, Garter, Claren-
ceux, and Norroy ; six heralds, Chester,
Lancaster, York, Somerset, Richmond
and Windsor, and four pursuivants,
Rouge <¢roix, Blue Mantle, Rouge
Dragon and Portcullis.

These names have nothing to do
with places. York herald has no
connection with Yorkshire, nor Rich-
mond with Surrey. Generally the
name of the office follows the title of
the king who created it. Clarenceux
perpetuates the memory of the Duke
of Clarence, who had a fatal bath of
Malmsey. Garter king is attached to
the order of the Garter. and carries
ensign to foreign courts. Norroy is
king at arms for the North of England |
and Clarenceux for the South. !

WHEN IN FULL UNIFORM

these officers wear a scarlet coat, em-
broidered with gold, and the quantity
of gold proclaims the rank. A pur- |
suivant’s coat is merely embroidered,
while on the Earl Marshal’s coat the
scarlet can hardly be seen for the
gold, the cords, and the tassels. All
except the Earl Marshal wear a tab-
ard, a loose shirtlike garment blazon-
ed with the royal arms back and front
and worn over the shoulders., Blue
Mantle never wore a blue mantle, nor
did Rouge Croix ever carry a red cross.
Trappings areonly worn on very great
ocoasions, such as a coronation or a
state funeral, when Garter king pro-
claims the style of the deceased. At
the last two funerals of this character
Garter king, owing to old age, was re-
presented by Norroy king.

When a man desires arms for the
first time they first ascertain wheth-
er he is in the proper position to bear
them. Then comes the selection of
the arms. It frequently happens that
the applicant desires arms which be-
:ong to some one else, and he has to
try again. The ultimate selection is
a matter of arrangement, the object
being to let the arms mean something
applicable to the case.

MAKER OF THE NEW JAPAN.

The Marquis lto Tells of §x Aspirations
and Relates a Funny Story.

“You know,” said the Marquise Ito,
“Inouye and I have beea linked togeth-
er from early life. We both belonged
to the Choshu clan, one of the two
great clans—the other was the Sat-
Suma—concerned in the restoration of
the Mikado.

“We Choshu men take the credit of
having the brains, while the Satsumas
bave the muscle. Ours, you may like
to know, was the anti-foreign clan of
Japan, and it was our clan that fired
upon the American ships who tried to
force a way through the Straits of
Shimonseki about the year 1860.

“Well, our chief decided that Inouye
and myself should go to England to
learn navigation. We accordingly went |
to Nagasaki for the purpose of getting
4 passage to England. The only word
of English we knew was ‘navigation.’

“Wewent intothe office, and when
the man in charge asked what we
\\.fanted all we could say was ‘naviga-
tion.’ EverytLing seemed all right and
away we went. But what was our sur-

The Miramiohi Pllotage Question.

The new pilotage regulations for the
port of Miramichi, a copy of which we
published last week, have occasioned a
good deal of general comment in the
community and caused the pilots to
assume an attitude of oppesition there-
to, which may lead to a rupture be-
tween them and the commissioners, if
one has not already occurred. The
pilots appear to have had no knowledge
of the changes recommended to the
government by the commissioners
until they were sanctioned by the
Governcr iu Uouncil and - promulgated.
through the Royal Gazette.— They
claim, with wnch shes of good reason,
that it wag~due to them that when
| sugk sweeping changes from the former
regulations were proposed they should
have had some intimation of them from
the commissioners. They claim that
shipmasters do not complain of the
rates of piletage charged st Miramichi,
as they are not in excess of those
charged at similar ports elsewhere, and
that while there is complaint some-
times that the port is an expensive ene
in the matter of disbursements, it is
because of alleged excessive charges
exacted by the shippers, rather than by
the pilots, and they fuither say that
the reduction that will be made in their
earnings should the new regulations
be insisted on, will be equal to about
one third and be so far fiom adequate
for the services they are required to
perform as to make it uecessary for
them to abandon the business and seek
other ways of making a living for them-
selves and families,

On the other hand, the shippers
claim that there are two pilots in the
pors for every one that is needed, that
their average net earnings amount to
about'$400 per man for the seven
months’ work they do, and that this is
supplemented by other indirect earn-
ings, such as several hundred dollars
for placing the buoys, extras from
captains, etc., while most of them find
remunerative employment in the
winter season at fishing or some other
avocation ; that it is the shippers who
bring the business by which the pilots
live to the port and that the latter, by
maintaining their numbers much in
excess of the port’s requirements, and
demanding that a good living should

be provided for all out of the business,
are unreasonable and cause the ex-
penses of the port to be excessive ; that
in nearly all ports where the conditions
are similar to those of Chatham, pilot-
age fees are less for vessels that are
towed than for. thoze which do not take
tugs, and that the reason why it has
not heretofore been 80 in Miramichi is
that the regulavions were framed before
there were any tugs on the river.

These seem to be the most promin-
ent features of the controversy, and it
seems to outsiders that a fairly good
casé can be made for either party to it.
It is evident that there has been a
want of mutual courtesy and confidence
between the pilots and commissioners.
The latter ought to have said some-

sweeping changes they were proposing
in the regulations ; on the other band
it was hardly courteous or respectful
for the pilots to return the copy of the
new regulations sent by the com-
missioners to them with the message :
“We have no use for them,” nor should
the pilots have refused to send repre-
sentatives to a meeting of the com-
missioners which took place last Satur-
day when they were requested to do so.

1t seems evident that there is very
little “give and take” spirit prevailing
between the pilots and commissioners,
although it is evident that neither
party can expect to have matters all in
accordaance with their own way of think-
ing. The pilota should seek for a
hearing and present their side of the
matter in a judicfal and friendly way
and the commissioners should meet
them in the same spirit.

All will hope that this will be done.

For St John.

The provincial government has deci-
ded to give $5,000 a year for forty
years in aid of the St. John Imperial
Dry Dock scheme ; also $1,000 a year
for forty years towards the construc-
tion of additional steamship accommo-
dation on the west side of St. John
barbor. A proviacial grant of $3,000
i8 also to be given towards the expenses
of the St. John exhibition this year.

A Needed Improvement.

The Frederictou Gleaner isadvocating
a modern sewerage system for that city,
on the ground of the public health,
which is menaced by the existing ar-
rangements. When Fredericton estah-
lished its admiable water system about
sixteen years ago, it made the mistake
of not accompanying the undertaking
with a sewerage system also. From
year to year since the fact has been im-
pressing itself on the citizens, and
especially on those managing the water
system, that although the latter has
been a great suceess it has been pre-
vented from accomplishing its full possi-
bilities of general service and consequent
enhancement of revenue simply because
of the want of sewers to carry off the
waste water. Many householders do
not avail themselves of the water ser-
vice because they cannot until a system
of; drainage is provided, and this draw-
back has, no doubt, been borne as long
asit can be tolerated. The site of the
city is very flat and but for the porous
character of the soil great inconvenience
would be constantly experienced from
the want of facilities for carrying off the

ordinary rainfall.” In the spring of the
year, however, much discomfort is
caused by the lodgement of water from
the melting ice and snow in the back
streets ot the city and this alone ought
te have long ago created a demand for
a general system of underground drain-

age.

Ottawa Letter.

Sir Charles Tupper has not been in a
mood lately which would suggest that he
was giving proper play to his better
judgment. He has seldom been seen to
worse advantage than during the past
week—which is saying a good deal
Angry and vituperative as he often was
last seasion, he has even bgen more reck-
less this ression, There have been times
wher: his friends must have felt anxious
iest the effort to find stronger and bitter-
er adjectives might bring on apoplexy.
It was probably this feeling of appre-
hension which made many of them so
restless, although there is the possibility
that their agitation was due rather to a
sense of shame that this bellowing, scold-
ing, garrulous and furious old man was
their leader—the head and front of a
once great party. Whatever may have
been their actual feelings on the subject,
Sir Chatles is not only the best man
which the Conservative party has to lead
the Opposition, but he is also the only
man in sight who is capable of taking that
important position. They must therefore
put up with his defects.

Mr. Foster has also made an important
deliverance of a personal character during
the past week. He solemuly assured
Puarliament on Thursday last that, con-
trary to the notion which some of his
fiiends entertained, he was not the least
jealous or envious of the success of the
Minister of Railways; nor was he afraid of
him. It has been suggested that he might
be actuated by considerations of spite
against Mr. Blair. *‘Ob u»”, said Mr.
Foster, with manifest emotion. *‘May
the sails always set to a full breezs for my
hon. friend. May there be nothing too
good to give to him in purse or in store.”
,That he followed up this confession of
kindly sentiments with a paiticularly
venomous attack on the Minister of Rail-
ways should not be taken pechaps as cast-
ing suspicion on the sincerity of his words.
Since the New Brunswick elections it
would appear that Mr. Foster’s feelings
towards Mr. Blair havs been much modi-
fied, and any little antagonism which pie-
vailed in the past has been supplanted by
s genuine friendlivess and kindly interest
in the Minister’s personal and political
welfare.

The chief event of the week was the
introduction of the Drummond County
Railway resolutions. The Minister had
been prepared for some time -with this
measure; but for one reason and another
the Oppcesition succeeded in staving it off.
Then, when Mr. Blair proposed on Thurs-
day to take up the matter, the Conserva-
tives raised a frightful howl because the
agreement of 8 year agn was not actuslly
at that moment on the tuble. This wasa
purely factious objection, put forward
without the least sincerity, since this
agresment was before the House last ses-
sion, was before an investigating commit-
tee for months, and has been outlined in
every newspaper in the land; but there
was a desire to block the Minister and
this was the pretext seized npon. For
more than four hours the Opposition kept
up the blockade, and it was after nine
o'clock at night when Mr. Blair got
started.

Thete have been exhaustive andim-
puitant speeches made by Ministers of
Railways in the past; but it is safe to
assume that a more thorough or complete
presentation of a railway measure was
never before made to the House than that
which Mr. Blair made on Thursday last.
The impoitance of the oczasion warranted
this effort. The attack on the Drummond
County Bill has not only been most des-
perately carried on by the Conservatives;
but the whole matter has been made the
subject of more misrepresentagion and un-
fairness of criticism than any other piece
of poliey adopted by the present Govern-
ment. When, however, the Minister had
finished his four hour speech there was
listle left to be said in an adverse eenee
respecting the measure, and he was quite
properly the recipient of the hearty con-
gratulations of his friends.

It had been asserted by Sir Charles
Tupper in the afternocon that the Dcum-
mond County Railway was hawked about
at $500,000, and could have been beught
for that price, whereas the Government
was now proposing to pay $2,000,000 for
it. Similar statements have appeared in
all the Conservative papers, and in all the
by-elections Opposition speakers have as-
serted that this was a moustious and cor-
rupt bargain. They always speak of it as
“‘a deal.” The Minister first dealt with
this view of the case. He challenged Sir
Charles Tupper, or Mr. Haggart, to pro-
duce sny proof of the allegation that the
Drummond County road had ever been
offered for $600,000. Supposing, however,
that it could have been purchased for that
tigure, he pointed out that the line at
that time had only been completed to St.
Leonard, which left it 71 miles short of
its present length. To complete the re-
mainiug section had cost the Company
more than $1,000,000. He then proceed-
ed to defend the propused purchase on
strictly business grounds, and on its
merits. This was perhaps the most im.
pressive part of the Minister’s address.

The price proposed to be paid for the
Drummond County Railway is $12,000
per mile,and Mr. Blair asked hew this
figure compared with the purchases made
by the la‘te Government of other railways?
For the River du Loup branch purchased
by Sir Charles Tupper the price paid had
been $12,000 & mile ; but there was this
important distinction : That road bad
neither rails or sleepers. It was simply
a roadway, and to put it in running shape
the Government had to spend $5,600
more per mile, making the cost $17,600 |
per mile. That line had been subsidized !
to the extent of $10,000 per mile; yet |
there had been no talk of deducting that |
sum from the price paid. The St. Charles |
branch in the Provincce of Quebec had
cost the late Govermaent $136,000 per
mile, or $70,000 per mile over and abeve
the land damages. The Oxford and New
Glasgow extension of the lutercolonial
had cost $26,700 per mile, while the Cape
Breton raillway took $33,000 per mile.
In the face of these figures, Mr. Blair
very logically ssked how the Opposition
could reasonably object to the purchase of
the Drummond County Railway, which

was in every respect a first class line, at
$12,000 per mile?

The cost of carrying on the Inter-
colonial during the past two years was
{ully and ably dealt with by the Minister.
He accounted for the deficit of the last
tiscal year by showing that Mr. Haggart,
for the purpose of making a good showing
in 1893 had delayed the work ot laying
pew ties and making other uece:sary
repairs from the spring until after the lst
of July. This change was contrary to all
good railway practice, and was really in-
jurious to the road: To return tv the
original and proper rule invulved the
charging up of two years’ repairs in one.
This represented an additional outlay of
$150,000, which went a long way towards
meeting the deficit of $209,000. The
Minister also made it plain that he had
very much improved the general equip-
ment of the Intercolonial, and had put it
in shape for doing business economically
and with advantage to the public. His
comparisons with .the Haggart regime
were analyitical and thorough, and he dis-
played a mastery of details which
completely confounded the Opposition
critics. '

For the year now current Mr. Bliir
promised a surplus greater than had ever
been achiaved in the history of the Inter-
colonial, and he said he would not be sur.'
prised if it should turn out to be larger
than all the combined surpluses since
Confederation. This was not welcome,
news to the Conservatives. They - have
been talking a great deal about the mis-
management and wasteful administration
of the preze:t Minister of Railways. From
time to time l:ading Conseivative news-
papers have been loaded up with mislead-
ing and mischievous : ta'ements calculated
to prejudics public judgment with respect
to the atfaiis of the railnay. Every de-
v.ce has been resorted to by opponents of
the Government to belittle the Minister
and deceive the public. Mr. Blsir's
fiiends wi.l, therefore, feel considerable
satisfacticn on learning that he has suc-
ccs fully met sll these obstacles and lias
brought the Intercolonial to a state of
efticiency which will enable it not ouly to
accomplish the desirable result of making
ends meet, but of realising a handsume
surplus. The acquirement of the Drum-
mond County line, enabling the Govern-
ment railway to enter Montreal and escie
through traffic, has been an important
factor in bringing about this happy result.

Mr. Mclnerney ssked what course the
minieter of marine and fisheries intended
tv adopt in 102ard to the changed lobster
regulations recommended by the com-
missioners.

Sir Lovis Davies sa'd that in so far
as the new regulations withdrew any
rights from the fishermen they would
not be adopted this year.

Speaking generally of the effect of the
privy council’s decision in the matter of
federal and provincial jurisdiction over
the fisheries, the minister said it was to
give the Dominion the right to make
regulations, but the provinces the right to
license. These ariangements the prov-
inces of Ontario and Quebec were carry-
irg out as regards in inland tisheries.

fiskeries on the sea coast und a decision of
the courts would have to be bhad to
determine the respective jurisdiction io
regard thereto. Pending that decision,
the Dominion was continuing to adminis-
tor the fisheries in New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia for this year by arrangement.

The Hon. John Costigan’s Change
of Politios.

The Ottawa ‘Citizen’ of 12th inst, print-
ed the following, which it attributes to
the Hon. John Costigan, member for
Victoria, N. B. :

‘You may say that 1 have entirely
severed my connection with the Conser-
vative party, as it etands to-day.

‘You may go further and yoa may
state that I do nct consider that the
leaders of thut party represent the paity
or the ideas which I have always sup-
ported. [udeed, I may say that, m my
opinion, they are the men who wrecked
the Conservative party. Their tactics
and their principles are entirely at vari-
ance with my own, and for that reason I
have voted agsainst them.

‘As to the tariff, I am convinced that
the changes made by the Liberals are
more satisfactory to the business people
and the country generally than the
changes read in the last Foster tariff.. I
am prepared to support the Liveral Gov-
ernment on its policy so far as it agrees
with my own views. Measures may come
up where I shull be compelled to differ
with them but I need not anticipate these.

‘The Liberals have the confidence of
the country. I have already voted for
their meusures, and shull do so excepting
in such cases as I have mentioned.’ :

When Sir Charles Tupper was shown
the foregoing statement he said : ‘I am
not at all surprised to see the announce-
ment that Mr, Costigan has made that
he now belongs to.the government party.
I think that the correspondence read in
the House by Dr. Roche discloses fully
the humiliating position in which My,
Costigan has placed himself. The diffi-
culty will be for the government to de-
fend the means by which they have ac.
quired his support rather than for any
person else to explain it. All that I am
surprised at is that Mr. Costigon has not
sufficient self-respect to leave the front
benches of the Conservative party. It
is too late for him to raisc any question
of principle as the ground on which the
separation between himself and the
Conservative party had been made. The
discuesion of the papers brought down by
the Minister of Inland Revenue, moved
for by Dr. Roche, will leave no raom
for doubt in the mind of any person as
to how Mr. Costigan’s support has been
obtained by the party in power. The
government need have no anxiety about
his vote so long as they retain power.
After what has alceady taken place be-
tween him and the government it is clear

The
corpany is threatened with trouble from
would-be shippers, and buoked passengers
have gone elsewhere. The pioneer ship
Gaspesia is not expected to reach Milford
Haven before the end of the month.
The other two ships of the line, the
Werra and Fulda, are still repairing in
dry dock at Liverpool, and everything is
thrown out of gear.”

A Hopewell despatch states : ““The long.
est sailing vessel under the British flag
is now lying off Hopewell Cape, arnd,
of course, the biggest vessel that has
ever been in this district. Her name is
Andorinha. She is built of steel 346
feet.keel and 365 feet over all, with a
capacity of 3,000 tons. She is loading
lumber and expects to take in 3,500,000
feer. She was recently injured while
lying at & wharf in New York, which
was destroyed by fire, and in consequence
of’ythia was compelled to take a cargo of
lumber instead of other cargees until she
can 1eturn to England to be refitted.
This accounts for such a large vessel being
here,

Sunday Observance. ‘

An act “To Prevent the Profanation of the
Lord’s Day’’ passed at the recent sesaiou of
the Legislature, is one of considerable inter-
est, because it deals with some matters not |
previously included in the laws of the land. |
Before mentioning, what cannot be legally
done on Sunday, it may be stated what the
law permits :—

Nothiog herein contained
the delivery of milk or 1ce to customers cn !
Sunday; or shall prevent telephone or tele- |
graph compsoies from keeping open their
offices for the purpose of receiving, trans-
mitting and delivering wessages; or the :
keepers of livery stables and cabs from let. '
ting on Sunday, horses and vohicles, with or
without & driver, for purposes other than
that of doing business or work; or the pro-
prietors of daily morning newspapers or |
their employee from doing such kinds of
work as may be necessary for the purpose of

edition of such newspaper; or any clergyman
or physician from exercising the wurk of his |
ordioary calling on Sanday; or any paid

tion as would be liable to lend to the loss or
injury ot any such lumber; or shall apply to
the loading or uuloading of fishing smacks
or boate; or to the moving of through freight
trains in the province of New Bruuswick.

Provided, however, that nothing 1in this
Act contained shall operate to preveut the
loading or unloading or other work necessary
to be done in order to enabls any steamship
to prepare for ssiling in case said steamship
is under contract with the Canadisn govern-
ment to sail at any time certain, and it is
necessary in order to fill said coutract that
said woik shall be done.

With these exceptions, and also excepting
the selling of drugs and medicines and
“‘other works of charity and necessity” and
the cariying of muils, no business or work
can be c:rried on in New Biunswick on
Sunday. Aay corporstion that permita its
employes to violate the act is liable to a fine
of $100, and employes or servants are also
beld liable to penaltier. Itis provided that
no person shall allow tippling in his inn,
tavern or grocery; no person shall play
skittler, ball, football or other noisy game,
or shall gamble with dice or otherwise, or
shall run races on foot, or on horseback, or
in vehicles of any sort, Bicycles are not
mentioned. Fishermen must take greater
care in futare, for it is provided that no
person thall go fishing on Sunday, or take
tish, or use fishing rod, eto.,for that purpose.
One of the reasons for asking for this new
law was that there were popular Sunday
excursions on the St. Joha river last sum-
mer, which drew large crowds, A scction of
the bill provides :—

Sunday excursions by steamboats plying
for hire, or by railway, or in part by any
such steambost and in part by raiiway, and
haviog for their only and principal object
the carriage of Sunday paseengers fur amuse-
ment or pleasure only, and to go and return
on the same day by the same boat or rail-
way, or any other owned by the same person
or compaony, shall be uulawful, and shall
not be deemed a lawful conveying of travel-
lers withiu the meaniug of this Act.

The owner of any steamboat oe- railway
by which any sush excursicn is wholly or
partly mads, shall for each offence aganst
this section forfeit and pay the sum of $200
to be recovered in any court huving jurisd:c.
tion in civil cases to that amount, by any
person suing for the same under this section
and for the purposes thereof.

Aun important feature of the law is the
provision that the person who takes action

under this ¢lause will be entitled to half the
fine, the other half going to the municipality
from which the excursion started. Action
must be taken within six months after the
alleged offence has been committed, and the

ptain of aoy steamboat and the conductor
of any train used for Sunday excursions are
personally liable to penalties provided in the
fullowing section :—

Any person who shail violate any of the
provitions of this Act shall for each euch
offence, on conviction, be liable to a penalty
of not less than one dollar, and cvets, and
not exceeding tweaty dollirs and coasts, in
addition to auy other penalty prescribed by
law for the same act,

If thir law is enforced, St. John need have
uo fear of the so-called ‘‘continental Sun-
day.” At the syme time, it may be observed
that the new restrictions are not very
namerous.

Qarriage.

A Miramishi fown— Chatham—althgugh
not incorporated at the time—was the firsk
place la New Bruuswigk to have its
streets, stores, residences and manufacturing
vstablishments lighted by both arc and in-
candescent lamps. Ian like manner, it may,
we thiok, be clsimed that Miramichi may
glajm the destinction of owning the first
angomobile gsrrigge in New Brupswick.
TFhe vehicle, in the form of a covered buggy,
with a few inches of extra box at the rear,
which, however, doss not seem noticeable in
its general appearance, is the property of
Mr. John W. Miller of Millerton, who,
accompanied by his wife, made yhe ryn from
his home to Chatham—14 miles—in eighty
five miuutes, on Saturday last. After leav-

Death of Mr. J. Porter Mowat-

Mr. J. P, Mowat of Campbellton died at
the MontrealGeneral Hospital on Wednes-
day morning of last week, after being criti-
caily ill for some days.

Already agencies are at work to gather in
the fish supply of the Georgisn Bay, Lake
Winnipegosis and Lake Winnipeg, and agen-
cies have been established at Richibacto,
N. B., Portland, Bston, New York asod
other points along the Atlantic, In Chicago
the other wholesale and retail fish men are
beicg worked into the combine, and I was
able to learn that the same holds good of the
other western American cities. A number
of the men in the business in Toronto have
beep approached, and brauches have been
opened there and in Montrgal.

However it can
be asserted positively that Fife, in drafting
his design, has taken advantage of the
utmost limits allowed by the cup race rules,
leaving merely a margin to insuve the yacht
coming within her marks when she floats.

The Shamrock will bs 130 feet over all
24 feet beam and draft 17 feet 6 inches.
When in racing trim the boat will measure
89 feet on the water line, leaving a clear
overhang of 24 feet at the counter and 20
feet forward.

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LDITORIAL NOTES.

The efforts of Mr. Joseph Chamber-
lain, the British Colonial Seoretary,
to secure for British subjects of light-
er hue, do not appear wholly suocess-
ful, The English colonials are acting
. with much determination in their re-
sistance to the Colonial Office, and
pay mo attention to its attempts to
persuade them that the Queenm’s sub-
jeots from India have claims they are
bound to respeot. To the colonials
the Indian is an undesirable person
who must be excluded from the coun-
try, and they have given Mr. Cham-
berlain to understand that such is
their deecision. Mr. Chamberlain’s re-
Jjoinder is thatt “It is not because a
man is of a different color from our-
selves that he is necessarily an un-
desirable immigrant. But it is be-
cause he is dirty, or immoral, or a
pauper, or has some other objection
which could be defined by an Act of
Parliament.” But it is no use. The
whites of Natal are resolved that their
Aryan brothers, as Lord Curzon re-
oently called the Hindoos, shall in lu-
ture be kept out of the country, and
that those siféady in it shalrpe-sm2do
to lf:v/a’is speedily as may be.

One Somnath Maharaja,a well known
Indian who - has been in business in
Natal for thirteen years, held a license
for over six years at Mooi River and
was reported samitarily irreproachable
by the Sanitary Inspector. He applied
for a license to trade in Durban, three
well-known European merchants testi-
fying to his respectability, and he en-
gaged a European bookkeeper accord-
ing to the law. But the Jlicensing
officer refused the application and
would not give his reasons for so do-
ing. - When compelled by a judicial
finding  to state them, he said “that
the applicant had no claim whatever
upon Durban, as the class of trade he
was engaged in was sufficiently pro-
vided for in the town and borough.”
And the Town Council upheld his deci-
sion.

Dada Osmap has been in Natal for
fifteen years, was connected with the
first firm in the whole of South Af-
rica, is Enghish educated, lives in Eng-
lish style, and pays house rent of $55
a month. A prominent British mer-
chant, a Mr. Alexander McWilliam,
testified to his character and worth,
bu: the license he asked for was re-
fused, on the ground that the act of
1897 was meant to check the issue of
licenses to ‘‘undesirables;” and Mr.
Osman came under that head. Appeal

de to the Town Council, but
m avail. No attention was giv-
en to Mr. Chamberlain’s definition of
an undesirable, which was quoted. A
Cofincillor moved that the Licensing
Officer’s decision against Mr. Osman
should be confirmed, and was seconded
by a former Mayor and Deputy
Mayor. Another member admitted
that if the license was refused the rea-
son was not “because the applicant or
the premises were unsuitable, but be-
cause the applicant was an Indian.”
The final result was that the appeal
was dismissed without redress.

i

At another pluce, Dundee, the local
board met to discuss the question of
allowing Asiatics to trade in the town-
ship. The Chairman opened the dis-
cussion by declaring that it was their
endeavor, if possible, to rid the town
of the Asiatic éurse.” The rest of the
board ooincided with this view of the
matter, and it was resolved ““that the
Local Board do all in its power to pre-
‘veat the granting of further licenses
to undesirables; that the Licensing Of-
ficers also be instructed to this effect,
and that steps be taken to cancel as
many of those licenses as possible.”

e

From these examples it is made plain
that the white eettlers in Natal
mean to have their own way. But it
"is not only in Natal that the British
Indian finds himself an wundesirable.
At Umtali, one of the principal towns
in Mr. Rhodes’s territory, the Indian
traders had been assaulted and their
stores pillaged, with the object of
compelling them to leave the country.
The situation is for the British Col-
onial Office exceedingly complicated ;
and it will be interesting to see how it
will be smoothed over without com-
promising the anthority and dignity of
the Crown or affecting Colonial loy-
alty toward it.

DEATHS FROM DRINK.

In a recent lecture delivered at Liv-
