¢ Peking, July 23.—The government
professes to view the revolutionary
movement in the south without alarm,
The southern troops from Nanking,
{known as the “punish Yuan! expedi-
i tion, have suffered a fresh reverse and
retreated from Suchowfu and taken
up a strong position at Linhwakwan,
in the adjoining province of Anwhei,
where the Tien-Tsin-Nanking railway
i« crosses the Hwal River, to await the
arrival  of the Canton expedition,
«which is expected to land fifteen thou-
sand troops at Pukow.

The government declares that the
navy will sink every ship engaged in
transporting the Canton expedition,.if
ever it starts,

A manifesto has been issued strip-
fng General Chen-Chi-Mei, the ex-min-
ister of commerce, and Gen. Huang-
Sing, the former General Issmo of the
revolutionary army, and now comman-
der of the southern army, of the ranks
and orders, offering a reward to any
of the followers who arrest or Kill
them, and a pardon to all the rebels
who surrender, except the leaders:

A Bitter Fight.

Shanghai, July 24—Southern rebels,
geported to mnumber ten thousand
| strong, attacked Kianguan arsenal at
three o'clock Wednesday morning.
The defenders, not exceeding two
thousand, were strongly entrenched,
and assisted by the navy, repelled
three separate attacks.

The fighting lasted until 7.30 o’clock.
According to the estimate six hundred
yebels were killed. Another attack
was also repelled at one o'clock
Thursday morning, The southerners
were unable to gain any ground.

! THE UMITED STATES
NICARAGUAN TREATY

Secretary of State Bryan Com-
plimented on Ability to Cope
With  Situation — Rapid
Change of Opinion,

Paris, July 23.—In referring to the
proposed treaty between the United
States and Nicaragua the Temps  to-
day recalls that Secretary of State
Bryan declared to a member of its
staff in 1908 that the United States
ought to evacuate the Philippines,
that the United States was big enough
and did not want either colonies or
a navy.

The newspaper says that Mr.
Bryan’s rapid change of opinion, as
manifested in his statement to the
Senate, shows once more the practic-
al spirit of the American who knows
how to cast off mere theories, when
the future of his country is at stake.

BOY ACGIOENTALLY SHOT

Halifax, July 23.—At Springhill
Mines yesterday morning a boy about
eight years old, son of John Booth, a
miner of Springhill, went to the house
of his married fister, a short distance
from his own home, accompanied by
an older brother. In the absence of
the sister the older boy went into a
room and got hold of a revolver that
turned out to be loaded.

After amusing himself with it\ he
gave it to the younger boy and in
some way not exactly known it was
discharged the bullet entering the
younger boy’s head causing his death
after a few hours.

SHE TOLD HUSBAND
OF TERRIBLE DEED.

One Child Aged Two Years
Dead While Others Will Re-
cover—Paris Green Used
With Awful Effect,

Berlin, Ont,, July 23.—Information
was received here today of a poison-
ing case yesterday afternoon near
Millbank, when Mrs. Thomas Crum-
mer, it is said, gave her two infant
children, both boys, aged two and
four years, a dose of Paris green in
water and then took a dose of poison
herself.

The mother immediately informed
her husband of what she had done
and Dr. W. C. Pratt of Newton was
summoned., The elder boy died after
suffering terrible agony. The mother
and younger, child will live, it was
stated tonight.

Coroner Glaister of Wellesley, who
was called to investigate the circum-
stances surrounding the child's death,
decided that an inquest was unneces-
gsary, as the terrible act was the re.
sult of a fit of insanity to which the
mother was subject.

SASKATGHEWAN GROP
DUTLOOK- VERY  CHEERNG

Expect Wheat Production to be
Best in Histotry of the West
—Yield Over a Hundred Mil-
lion Bushels,

Regina, July 25.—Should the pres-
ent favorable conditions continue un-
till a fair proportion of grain harvest
is gathered in, a total yleld of 270,
670,000 bushels of wheat, oats, barley
and flax will be realized from the
season’s farming in Saskatchewan, ac-
cording to an estimate based on .the
statistics of the department of agri-
culture.

Last year the total yield of all field
crops was 237,720,446 bushels.

Although the average yield per acre
in the wheat crop of 1912 was 19.9
bushels, this average cannot be taken
as a criterion for the present season,
which promises to he the best in the
history of the west. In 1902 the aver-
age was 22.567 bushelg, in 1905 it was
23.09, in 1907 21.41 and in 1909 2210
bushels.

The total wheat yield for the pres-
ent season will be 125,575,000 bushels,
according to the estimate, an increase
of 17 per cent compared with 1912.

WEFMOLT

Fire Causes Damage Amount-
ing to $150,000.
OUTSIDE APPARATUS

CALLED TO ASSIST.

Plant of American Agricultural
and Chemical Company Suf-
fers Enormous Damage —
All Employes Escaped.

Weymouth, July 23.—Sweeping
through the plant of*the American
Agricultural Chemical Company, local-
ly known as the Bradley fertilizer
works, near Fort Point, fire late yes-
terday afternoon burned flat the main
mill and big carpenter shop,  entail-

a|ing a loss estimated by the company

at $150,000.

Starting aboard a lighter unloading
niter at the company's wharf in Wey-
mouth Back River, the fire caused ex-
plosions that sunk lighters Nos. 10 and
12 after tearing them apart. Then,
fanned by a lively southwest wind, the
flames destroyed two tenement houses
and scorched the roofs and walls of
a dozen others, driving out a score of
families.

Capt. Charles Franklin of lighter No.
10, with his wife, were thrown over-
board in the explosion aboard the craft
and were rescued by Capt. Stephen
Monahan of lighter No. 12, which was
alongside with two others waiting to
unload.

Although the fire swept thr‘)ugh the
main mill, a mammoth wooden struc-
ture 300 feet square, with such rapidi.
ty that there was not an uncharred
board remaining “inside a half-hour,
every one of about 250 men at work
in the structure escaped uninjured.

Boston Firebeat Alds,

Alded by apparatus from Quiticy gnd
Hingham, and with Fireboat 44 pump-
ing salt water.on the flames from
Weymouth Back River, after making
the run down from Boston against the
tide in less than an hour, the firemen
succeeded In saving the big machine
shop as well as several smaller build-
ings included in the plant.

Pouring dense smoke out over the
bay the fire brought thousands of spec-
tators from surrounding towns. The
fire was under control early this even-
ing, but late tonight -tlie blaze made
by tons of ruined fertilizear products
could be seen for miles.

Firemen sald tonight that it will
likely be impossible to extinguish the
last of the ruing inside of 24 hours
mare. Much of the out-of-town appar-
atus had been sent home tonight, but
the Weymouth department remained
on duty all night.

It was the worst fire this section of
the South Shore had seen since the
maln mill, which stood on the site of
that destroyed today, was burned flat
in September, 1898. Three years later,
in November, 1901, the acid house was
destroyed in a fire that threatened the
entire vicinity,

Expects to Rebuild.

John F. Towles, Boston representa-
tive of the company, said tonight that
the plant will undoubtedly be rebuilt
immediately.

“We shall not have to shut down
entirely, for it will be possible to use
the buildings saved,” said he. “We
shall begin clearing up the ruins just
as quickly as the insurance is adjust-
ed, and this work will keep most of
the employes busy.” .

“We had about 250 men at work in
the main mill, as 1s usual at this
time of year, when the work is not
as brisk as in January and Febru-
ary. It will be possible to rebuild
inside of three months and at any
rate few of the men will remain idle
in the meantime.”

A Narrow Escape.

Spreading from lighter No. 10 with
great rapidity, the fire caught the
upper part of the big mill near the
overhanging engine room, 40 feet
above the end of the wharf, in which
Leon Johnson was operating the
hoisting gear that carried the niter.

Johnson had a narrow escape, for
within a few momehts after he had
fled from the engine room part of the
boiler of the lighter was blown up
through the flooring where he had
stood.

SHORTEN THE
SEASON O
SHELL FIHNG

Commission's  Recommenda-
tions Regarding Oysters and
Lobsters Likely to Become
Effective,

Special to The Standard.

Ottawa, Ont., July The Depart-
ment of Marine and Fisheries has
under consideration a report present-
ed some time ago by the Shell Fish
commission, which made a thorough
investigation of the lobster and oys-
ter industries in the lower provinces
and submitted a number of recom-
mendations. While no action has yet
been taken it is believed that the
principal recommendations which
have been submitted will be made
effective by order-in-counecil.

It is proposed to ccnsiderably limit
the season in which lobsters may be
caught, and also define the minimum
size. The lobster hatcheries not hav-
ing proved an unqualified success, it
{8 proposed to build no more of them
till their benefits are better demon-
strated. In regard to oysters, the
season also is to be shortened, a size
limit prescribed and a uniform oyster
barrel adopted.

 BALKAN SITUATION IS~

Roumanian King Using His In-
fluence for Peace.

TURKEY WILL PROVE
DISTURBING FACTOR.

Lord Morley of Blackburn Re-
peats Premier Asquith’s
Warning to Porte— Greeks
May Cause Trouble.

London, July 23.-—The prospects for
peace among the Balkan states were
much improved today, the King of
Roumania using his influence towards
general conciliation. Difficulty, how-
ever, is expected to arise through the
extreme attitude of Greece in claiming
possession of Kavala and Drama, as
well as Saloniki.

The powers seemed to have reached
no decision as yet as to how to deal
with Tarkey. Lord Morley, of Black-
burn, questioned on this subject in the
House of Lords tonight, deprecated
public discussion of such a critical
situation. He practically repeated
Premier Afquith’'s warning to Turkey,
He said that he was unable to state
what action the powers were prepared
to take, and added the British govern-
ment still desired to carry out a pol-
icy of supporting the Ottoman gov-
ernment in the re-organization of its
administration and finances.

¢ Ask Cessation of War.

Sofia, July 23.—Replying to a third
telegram from King Ferdinand of
Bulgaria, King Charles of Roumania
announces that he has instructed his
government to propose to Servia and
Greece an immediate cessation of hos-
tilities, pending formal notice of an
armistice.

Roumania bas furtifer agreed not
to gterfere with rallway or tele«
graphic communication with northern
Buigaria. The conciliatory disposi-
tion displayed by Roumania in the
last days is tending to mitigate the
seritment felt at the Roumanian in-

emperor has sent a
message to King Ferdinand, in re-
sponse to Bulgaria's appeal to Russia
to end the war, expressing sympathy
with Bulgaria's misfortunes and joy
at the prospect of peace, adding, how-
ever, that the Bulgarians must be
prepared to make sacrifices.

The Bulgarian delegates are expect-
ed to start for Bucharest at the end
of the week and the negotiations for
peace will begin next week.

The Servians resumed their at-
tacks Tuesday to the northwest of
Kustendil, and in a series of desper-
ate engagements were repulsed.

Constantinople, July 23.—An offi-

-l'cial communication giving details of

the re-occupation of Kirk Kilisseh by
the Turkish troops was issued by the
Ottoman government today with the
object of counterbalancing the Bulga-
rian allegations as to atrocities com-
mitted by the Turkish soldiers.

It paints a picture of the manner
in which the inhabitants of Kirk Kil-

h wetcomed the arrival of the
Turkish army.

It says:

“Their emotion was indescribable
and flowers were showered from the
windows on the Ottoman troops by wo-
men weeping from happin

It is reported that the powers have
assured Bulgaria that it is needless
for her to occupy herself with Tur-
key's eruption in Thrace, as they will
deal with it themselves.

Mexico City, July 23.—Unofficial ade
vices received here today persistently
report that the town Torreon, in the
State of Coahuila, has fallen into the
hands of the constitutionalists. Offics
ials of the Mexican government, how-
ever, deny the report.

The Torreon garrison consisted of
more than three thousand officers and
men, as well as a number of cannon,
and if the report that the town has
capitulated be true, it is assured here
that a portion of the garrison must
have revolted and aided the rebels.

He was about 53 years of age and
had been ill for about three months.

Professor Titus was a man of un-
usual musical gifts, and was for many
years a prominent figure at concerts
and musical entertainments. He was a
teacher of vocal music, and has train-
ed many of the most talented singers
produced in St. John. He had a fine
tenor voice, and held positions in the
choirs of several of the more import-
ant churches. Although he was blind
he. had acquired a splendid musical
education, and for-many years no-con-
cert programme given in the city was
considered complete without a song by
him. He was a man of very fine char-
acter, and in spite of his infirmity was
always of a cheerful disposition and
kindly spirit. In his younger days he
took part in many concerts in other
eities in the Maritime Provinces, and
was generally regarded as an authori-
‘ty on musical matters,

His death will be a serious loss to
the musical circles of the city.

hurt. A long rope was then fastened
to the blazing boat, and at a safe dis-

tance it was towed ashore to Stony

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

THE LATE KING EDWARD'S TOUR
The proposed visit to Canada of
the Prince of Wales recalls the Amer-
ican tour of his grandfather, the late
King Edward VII, which commenced
fifty-three years ago today, July 24,
1860, when the then Prince of Wales
arrived at St. John's, Newfoundiand.
The Prince, accompanied by the Duke
of Newcastle and other prominent
men, reached Halifax six days later,
and spent some time in the Maritime
Provinces before proceeding to Que-
bec, where he arrived on August 16.
A week later found the Prince and
his party in Montreal, where His
Royal Highness was given a tremend-
ous ovation. At Ottawa, which had
just been made the capital of Canada
by Queen Victoria, and in other cities
of what is now Ontario, the manifes-
tations of patriotic enthusiasm and
loyalty were repeated,

The Prince left Canada on Sept.
20, for a tour of the United States,
which included Detroit, Chicago, St.
Louis, Washington, Richmond, Phila-
delphia, New York and Portland, sail-
ing for home from the latter city on
Oct, 20th.

GEORGE W. ALLAN.
George William Allan, the Canadian
statesman, died in Toronto, his native
city, 12 years ago today. He began
his public career as a lawyer in 1846,
at the age of twenty-four, and in 1856
was elected mayor of Toronto and
became president of the Canadian In-
stitute of that city. He sat in the
legislative council for York division
from 1858 until Confederation, when
he was called to the Senate. ~

CAPT. WEBB.
Capt. Webb, the celebrated swim-
mer, was drowned in an attempt to

swim the Niagara whirlpool thirty
vears ago today. Webb had swam
across the English Channel from

Dover to Calais and performed other
notable aquatic feats before coming
to Canada.

100 drachmae -of silver.” The writer
adds pathetically, “This is gone long
ago and the child is dead.

That a dispossess notice had been
served on Isias by a. cruel landlord
is indicated by the statement, *I
have nothing left, and tomorrow I
go forth out of the house, I know
not where.”

THE PASSING DAY
BOLIVAR'S BIRTHDAY.
Rolivar's birthday, the 130th anni-
versary of the nativity of the great
“liberator” of South America, will be
celebrated today in most of the Latin
republics. Simon Bolivar v Ponte was
born in Caracas, Venezuela, July. 24,
He was one of the familias Man-
tuanas which, in the days of the Span-
ish supremacy, constituted the creole
nobility He was educated in Spain
and France, and in the latter country
assimilated many of the ideas of the
Encyclopedists and revolutionists.
When he returned to his native land
he found that the doctrines of Rous-
seau and other preachers of democra-
¢y had already made a profound im-
pression on the minds of his country-
men. When the revolution against
Spanish authority broke out in 1810,
Bollvar, although he had everything to
lose and apparently little to gain by
such a course, joined the rebeis. He
was sent to London to seek the protec-
tion of England, but his mission was
all but fruitless.
Passing over his first military ex-
ploits, - not altogether to his credit,
Bolivar persisted and in 1813, just a
century ago, entered his native city
at the head of the patriot army. Re-
verses followed, but In the end he ef-
fected the liberation from Spanish
domination of what are now the re.
publics of Venezuela, Colombia, Pana-
ma, Ecuador, Bolivia and Peru.

It appears that up to the present
the y which sub ten-
ders to the government, offering to
‘operate an improved steamship serv-
ice between Canada and the British
West Indies, have not been in a posi-
tion to undertake the proposed serv-
{ce. The Pickford & Black Company
18 still operating the service with the
Ocamo, Oruro, Brierdene and Rhode-
slan, the boats leaving St. John and
Halifax every twelve days. It has
been generally believed that the Pick-
ford & Black company were the ten-
derers who agreed to put on an im-
proved service. If they were they
have not been able to get the type
of boats they intended for the serv-
ice. At the office of the local agents
of this line it was sald yesterday that
it was not known here whether or
not Pickford and Black had tendered
for a renewal of the service with bet-
ter boats.

When tenders were called for by
the government two companies made
bids. One company, which was said
to be either the C. P. R. or the Royal
Mail line, offered to put on fast boats
if permitted to call at Boston, to
recelve and land passengers both
ways and to land tropical fruits at
'Boston at certain seasons. This pro-
posal was vigorously opposed by cer-
tain interests in the Maritime Prov-
inces. The other tenderer was said
1o be willing to put boats somewhat
larger and faster than those now in
the service, but was unwilling to
Buarantee as good a service as was
desired by the government.

A report from Ottawa states that
the government is still negotiating
for a first class service between the
Maritime Provinces and the West
Indies, and it is hoped that the nego-
tiations will result in something defi-
nite being done before next winter.
Bince the trade arrangement with the
West Indles went into effect there
has been some improvement in the
trade between Canada and the West
Indies. The Pickford and Black boats
are taking good cargoes from St. John
this summer, and it is sald that the
boats are not able to handle all the
traffic offering at Halifax every trip.
This would indicate a considerable
improvement in trade as the Rhode-
slan is somewhat larger than the
boat she replaced on the service,
From the West. Indies the boats bring
full cargoes to Canada.

SCHROODER-STRANZ
LONG THOUGHT LOST
Full Report Expected To-
day from Northern Nor-
way — Dr. Robitzsch
brings Good News to Rel-
atives,

Bremen, Germany, July 23.—The
Tescue of the missing German Arctic
explorer, Lt. Schrooder-Stranz, was
apparently indicated in a mangled
wireless despatch received here today
from. the steamer Grosser Kurfuerst,
which is cruising in Spitsburgen wat-
ers.

The message was as follows:

“Dr. Robitzsch of the German obser-
vatory at Cross Bay came on board
yesterday at Moeller Bay and made
important communications about
Schrooder<Stranz. Help has been re-
celved. A detailed report will be
sent by wireless from Tromsoe, nor-
thern Norway.”

The Grosser Kurfuerst is due at
Tromsoe on Friday, From previous
reports it 'was known that four mem-
bers of the German expedition had
died after suffering great privation
and It was believed that Lt. Schrooder-|
Stranz and ten other members of the
expedition also had perished.

Capt. Ritzscher returned alone to
Advent Bay early in the year after a
long and terrible overland journey
and reported that a disaster had oc-
curred. A Norwegian relief expedi-
tion was then sent out but failed to
find the missing members of the party,

The Schrooder-Stranz expedition was
composed of eleven Germans and five
Norwegians and started for the north
in June, 1912, on board the ship Herzo-
gerast, commanded by Capt. Ritzscher,
None of the members of the expedition
had had any Arctic experience and
the“éxpedition was regarded as an ex-
periment to accustom its members to
‘Arctic conditions with the object of
undertaking later an attempt to find
the northeastern passage.

The expedition was under the pat-
ronage of the Duke of Altenburg.

Arthur Newton Sentenced
to Three Years Hard La-
bor for Fraud—His Com-
panion got 18 Months.

London, July 23—A three years'
term of penal servitude was imposed
today, at the Old Bailey sessions, on
Arthur Newton, the lawyer who came
into prominence during the trial of
Dr. Crippen for murder.

He was charged with conspiracy to
defraud Dr. Hans Thorsch, a wealthy
young citizen of Vienna, out of $115,
000 by false pretences in 1911 and
1912,

Newton's companion, Berkley Bern-
ard Bennett, was sentenced at the
same time to eighteen months’ hard
labor, The judge characterized the
prisoners’ action as a gross conspira-
cy to defraud Thorsch.

In the course of the testimony it
was shown that Thorsch was induced
by the conspirators to part with his
fortune on the pretense that it was to
be invested for him and the invest-
ments chosen were of the “wildcat”
schemes.

INVASION OF MOTHS
MAY PROVE. SERIOUS

Danger to Forests Unless
Steps are Taken to Check
Influx ~—~ Number is In-
creasing each Year.

The great swarms of moths which
have been beating out their silly lives
against the street lights during the
last few evenings, have caused some
citizens to revise their views on the
wisdom and benevolence of Nature.
It is sald these moths belong to the
tribe of noctudes, but as there are
about 2,000 species of moths in this
country the matter of classifying the
various flights about the city has
been laid over for future considera-
tion.

One thing seems to be certain, the
number of moths visiting the city
grows larger each year, and the same
thing is true of the country districts.

“The increase in the armies of
moths may present a serious problem
before many years,” said A. Gordon
Leavitt, In conversation with a re-
porter last evening. “The tussock
and other mioths attack all kinds of
deciduous trees,.and unless checked
will play havoc with the forests, as
well as the orchards and farmers’
erops. It might be wise to pass leg-
{slation with a view to checking them.
‘If New England had kept up the fight
against the brown tail moth at the
outset, its people would have been
. millions in pocket. It is quite impos-
sible to estimate the damage done by
~moths, but it is enormous. Even if
& million was spent by our people
~now in fighting all kinds of moths it
might be good business; if they con-
tinue to muitiply as they are doing
. now they may do damage to the ex-
. tent of many millions.

' “One means of checking the moths
would be for farmers to set out a
shallow basin of water and ofl with
a lantern over it in all their fields
“where they have crops. About the
only cost would be that of keeping
the lanterns burning a certain number
of nights in the geason; a few drops
of oil {s all that would be necessary
to sprinkle over the surface of the
shallow basin or box of water. Once
the moths strike the light and tum-
ble into the basin and get a little oil
on their wings their career is ended.”

If Province had Money Dominion Government Want-
ed to Give Much Permanent Work Could be Done

—Valley Railway Progressing Nioely.

Premier Flemming arrived in the
city yesterday ‘and will leave this
morning for River Glade in Company
with Dr. McAvenney to attend a meet-
ing of the commissioners of the Jord-
an Memorial Sanitorlum. Asked how
the work on the Valley Railway was
proceeding, Mr. Flemming said the
contractors were bending every effort
to complete the middle section from
Gagetown: to Centreville this -fall
At the last meeting of the local gov-
ernment the company submitted plans
for the section from Centreville to
Andoyer, and these were approved by
the local authorities and sent on to
Ottawa for ratification under the Do-
minion Subsidy Act.

Asked if he knew when work would
be started on the section between St.
John and Gagetown the Premier said
that the company had two years in
which to finish this section. The
middle section, on which they are
now working, comprises more than
half the mileage, and it ig not likely
the contractors will start on the other
sections until' they are able to move
their plants from the middle section.

Excelient Progress.

About seventy-five per cent. of the
grading on the middle sections has
been done, and in a short time track
laying should be géneral over all the
sections.

The Premier stated that Sir James
Whitney and Sir Lomer Gouin had is
sued a call for a meeting of the pro-
viricial authorities tp ‘be held in Otta.
wa on October 20, to consider the
question of the representation of the
provinces in the Houfe of Commons,
and various other matters,

Speaking of the roads of the prov-
ince, the Premier said he believed that
the roads this summer were in pretty

good shape, though doubtless there
were fome places where there was
room for improvement. , “I have,” he
sald, “talked with a ber of men
who have travelle: rough various
sections of the province in automo-
biles, and they have told me that
generally speaking, the roads were in
good condition. A good deal of work
has been done on the roads this year,
and' better work is being done every
year.  Last ‘winter was rather hard
on the roads; everything was flooded
when they froze up, and the thaw in
the spring left the roadways where
the drainage was not good in worse
shape than usual. But the men in
charge of the repair work have made
a good showing, and there have been
few complaints,

“It would have been a great thing
if we had got the Federal grant for
roadways. Our local revenues are not
sufficient to adequately deal with the
road problem as quickly as we would
like to.  If .we had the money the
Federal goverment wanted to give us,
we could spend it on permanent work
on those roads which have not been
built up properly, and with our own
money available for general repair
work, there would soon be a noticeable
improvement in conditions.”

In regard to the project of estab-
lishing a steel shipbuilding plant in
the province to which the Provincial
Legislature has agreed to give assist-
anice, Mr. Flemming said he had heard
nothing new about it, and did not ex-
pect the promoters would be able to
do anything definite until the money
market began to look up. “But there
may be some developments shortly,”
he added.

EXPERIENCES IN MEXIGO

William Raymond Jr., and Other Engineers Cut Off
from Supplies by Rebels, were Forced to Resort
to Primitive Methods of Living.

Cut off from’ the outside world by
Mexican rebels, short of various sup-
plies, reduced to the necessity of us-
ing the old-fashioned methods of kind-
ling a fire with flint and steel, Wil
Ham Raymond, a St. John boy who i8
employed as a mining engineer with
the Buena Tierra Mining Company at
Eulalia in the State of Chihuahua,
Mexico, has been having an interest
ing experience; and his father, Wil
liam Raymond, of the Royal Hotel,
was considerably . relieved yesterday
to receive a telegram from him stat-
ing that communications with the
base of their supplies had been re-
established and that the mine would
be continued in operation.

Some time ago Mr. Raymond re-
ceived a letter from his son dated
June 14, stating that a force of rebels
had cut off Chihuahua from the rest
of the world, and that the mining
camp, though it had about two months
provisions, was out of matches, but-
ter and sundry other things. He ad-
ded they were.looging forward to an
interesting time, but did not expect
any serious trouble, as the rebels
were not molesting foreigners.

“The Department of Education is
going ahead with the work of organ-
izing the system of agricultural in-
struction  made possible by the action
of the local government and the grant
from the Federal authorities,” said
W. 8. Carter, superintendent of. edu-
cation, who was at the Dufferin last
evening. “R. P. Steeves, the director
of agricultural education for the prov-
ince, has taken hold of the matter
in an energetic manmer. We have
thirteen teachers in training at the
Agricultural College at Truro, and of
the seventy teachers from New
Brunswick attending the Summer
School of Science at Halifax nearly
all are taking courses in agriculture.

In order to secure good results from
the Agricultural schools fo be estab-
lished at Woodstock and Sussex, it
is felt that more attention should be
given to agriculture in the public
schools, and teachers are being en-
couraged to equip themselves for giv-
ing elementary instruction in agricul-
ture in the public schools.”

“What about the agitation for med-
ical inspection of schools?” asked the
reporter. J

“I see you are agitating this matter
in St. John,” sald Mr. Carter. “There
seems to be some misapprehension of
the powers of the school boards. Two
years ago we had an act passed em-
powering school boards ‘to establish a
system of medical {inspection of
school children. So far as legisla-
tion goes New Brunswick is as far
ahead in this matter as any other
country. The school boards have
power to employ medical inspectors if
they want to. It i8 a problem for
each school district to work out on
its own account.”

Mr. Carter has just returned from
a trip to Shediac, where he has been
inspecting the class in Swedish Mili-
tary Drill. “Under the conditions of
the grant made by Lord Strathcona
we have two schools in this drill in
opération this summer, one at Freder-
icton, attended by 120 teachers, and
one at Shediac, attended by 80 teach-
ers. In the last four years we have
conducted these military drill schools
in practically every part of the prov-
ince and trained 2,600 teachers. In
addition quite a number of ‘our male
teachers have taken the regular offi-
cer's military course at Fredericton.
After this year the military training
will be given to teachers at the Nor
mal School, as we have now reached
practically all the old teachers in the
province.”

“Where do all the teachers go to?”

“Mostly to the West. In the last
four years we have trained about 700
teachers, who have left the province
or abandoned the profession. We
turned out about 300 new teachers
this year, and should be able to sup-
ply all the schools this term without
much trouble. But I am afraid that
before many years we will have trou-
ble getting teachers if they are not
paid more salaries, St. John will need
15 or more new teachers this term,
and the salaries offered beginners
will not allow a teacher to come here
from another part of the Province.
They start at about $250, and this
will only about pay board.”

“In a few years the high salaries
paid elsewhere and the openings in
other callings are going to create a
problem for us here in New Bruns-
wick. Either teachers will have-to
be given more money, or the people
will have to be content with second
class teachers.”
