Against the back wall of the rear room was
erected an altar, and upon it was a Cross,
seven candles, a Bible, and a prayer book.
Beside it was a swinging censer for incense

BEGINNING THE SEANCE.
The lights would be taraed down, and

Gordon, arrayed in a long white gown,
with flowing sleeves, would begin the se-
ance by solemnly reading a portion of the
Scriptures. The usual knocks and mysteri-
ous sounds would follow and spiritual faces
would be shown. This latter performance
was convincing to Sproul until having bis
suspicions aroused one day, he unlocked a
trunk which used to stand in the back
room and found a number of large litho-
graphic pictures which he,recognized as
having seen floating in the air during the
seance. He was so indignant that he
barned the lot. A row with Dr. Gordon
followed. The Doctor was very indignant
beeause he could give no seance on Sunday
without tha pictures. Sproul left on Mon-
day, and when he went back to see the
Doctor on Wednesday was arrested. The
manner of floating the pictures in the air
was to attach them to tiny balloons, and
alter o second or two jerk them down be-
hind the altar. Ou Saturday Sproul testi
fied that Gordon gave out that he was con-
trolled by the late Bishop White. and
called himself a high priest of the Church
ot England. He would oceasionally deli
ver seimons. Gordon wouid raise or lower
the card-board pictures with his hand, and
it anybody thought he or she recognized it
he would make it bow and run out and em-
brace the person recognizing. Sproul fur-
ther stated that Mrs. Fuller was an attend
ant at these scances. She said that she
was controlled by the spirit of an Indian
girl named Pick. She took a notion to him
(Spronl) and mvited him to her house. He
dented stealing the watch, The examina-
tion was produetive of great laughter.

DR. GORDON’S SPIRIT BRIDE

Yesterday afternoon the examination
was resumed, Sproul in the mean time
having been released on bail. The court-
room was filled with spectators, including
many spiritualists, men and women, eas ly
distinguishuble by their pinched vistges,
long hair and seedy garments. Spronl was
cross-examined. He stuck to his previous
story in every detail. He added that part
of his duty was to tell Dr. Gordon to keep
cool whenever he became excited. From
under his coat he produced onz of the spirit
pictures. 1t was a common colored litho-
graph of a young lady, entitled *+ The
Queen of Beauty,” trimmed around the
head with scissors and stiffened on the back
by baving two strips of card board pasted
crosswise on it. 1ts production e icited
voars of laughter, This when dressed np
was suppoeed to be the *¢ spirit bride’’ of
Gordon—a young lady to whom he had
been engsged years before, but who had
dicd. Gordon would pin a long robe of il
lusion lace to the card board and place
dowers over the hair, and then exbibit it
in the dark as a spirit. Therc was another
picture of a baby with *¢ Willy’’ printed
underneath. There were twenty-five in all.
Tre pictures were beld in Gordon's left
land, and raised and lowered by raising
and lowering his arm. Col. Mart. who
appeared for the prosecution, did his best

The
annnal expenditure of fifty millions
would haveamply sufficed for the strug-
gle, and abstinence from all participation
is taxed at ten times the amount. It is
notorious that the Emperor of the French
would have been eager to concur with
England in the defence of Confederate
independence for the purpose of
insuring the success of his Mexican en-
terprise. Mr. Roebuck and one or two
other English politicians failed even to
obtain a hearing when they suggested
that the true policy of England would be
to assist in establishing the independence
of the Confederacy as a check an the arro-
gance and ambition of the United States.
Ten years ago it would have been thought
vseless to insist that Xngland should be
both neutral and responsible for the cost
of the war ; but extreme deference, when
it fails to arouse generous feeling, natu-
rally invites invites insolence and ex-
tortion,

A German View.

The Allgemeine Zeitung observes, in a
long article on the Alabama case, that
‘‘tho tribute which Germany draws from
France after a complete victory is insig-
nificant compared with the compensation
that the American government demands in
virtue of a treaty which enthusiasts de-
scribe as the inauguration of a new ers of
peace and. friendship. The most hostile
and contemptuous despatches of Prince
Bismarck to the French government sre
courteous and friendly in comparison with
the indictment for which the President
and his Cabinet are responsible. An idle
attempt has been made to shift this re-
sponsibility by attributing the unexampled
coarseness and malice of the attack to the
lawyers who drew it up. It may be true

that the American negotiators have dis
credited the character of their country.”’
As to the supposition that the lawyers
have put forward such extravagant claims
in order to gain popularity among their

countrymen, the writer says: * It is not [

absolutely impossible that their object is
to provoke either insult or injury; there
is no other alternative. Insulting language
would be comparatively tolerable if it were
used us a mean to abtain several hundred
millions of money. -

Discourtesy without any practical object
would be far more unjustifiable. If the
ohject of this hostile and perverted state-
ment is not to give more weight to the
claims for compensation, it is simply im-
pertinent abuse’’ (impertinente Beschimp-
fung). » - » ¢ The treaty
was drawn up with culpable laxity, but it
cannot be so interpreted as to justify the
American demands. If the court of arbi-
trators- which is not to be expected—
should take into consideration the claim on
account of the alleged two years’ prolong
ation of the war, the English agents will
have no alternative but to' withdraw from
the court. 1t is incredible that impartial
jurists who haveany consideration for their
own honor and that of their country should
yield to preten:ions which would make
neutrality more costly than open war ; yet
it must be admitted that the able Ameri
can advocates cannot have put forward
their demands without believing in the
possibility of success. Should the arbi-
trators, contrary to expectation, support
the scandalous injusticc of the claimants.
this would be an instructive commentary
on the new idea of setting international
disputes by arbitration instead of by violent
means. Seldom has there been such bitter
cause for a declaration of war as that af
forded by the first act of the great inter-
national court of arbitration.”

Schoots Act, 1871,” will shortiy be posted in each

3 That the first Annual Sehool Meeting will
be convened in the School Disiricts of the Pro-
vince on January 11th, 1872, at 10 o’clock, A. M.,
by notices issned by the County Inspeetors, and
may be continued till 4 o’clock, p. i,

4. That the duties and powers of the Annual
School Meeting. as prescribed by ** the Common
Sch ols Aect, 1871,” are, in brief, as follows:

(1). The election from among the quphﬁ?d

In all cases one half of the Provincial
Grants are to be paid To THE TEACHER3
and licensed assistants semi-annually. or
rateably sccording to the number of pre
seribed teaching days the School shall
have been satisfactorily taught.

(2). From the School Fund provided bcil the
Counly Assessment, to be apportione by
the Ch'ef Superintendent To THE TrUS-
TRES of the School Districts within each
County, as follows :—

(a.) At the rate of $20 for the echool year,
in consideration of cach licensed Teache:
employed: of whatever class.

(5.) The balance, by an equal rate per pupil
according to the average number of pupils
in attendance at School, and the number
of teaching days the School has been open.
The Trustees of Districts recognized as
poor Districts in any yesr, to reccive, in
this latter apportionment, special aid not
exceeding onethird more per pupil than the
Trustees of other Districts within the

ounty.
One-halt of the County fund is to be appor-
tioned and paid semi annually.

No public moneys will be received by Dis-
trists which fail to establizsh Schools under the
Act. It will be observed that the amount
of Provincial and County moneys to be ex
pended in any District in aid of Schools will
depend almost exclusively upon local exertion
or the direct efforts made by the people of the
several Districts in maintaining their own
Schools. The sum to be received by the Teacher
from the Province is definite, but the exact
amount that will_be received by the Trustees
from the County Fund on account of the aver-
age attendarce of pupils, cannot be known at
the time of the School meeting. The meeting
should, theretore, be caretul in voting its esti
mates to authorize a sum awmply suticient to en-
able the Trastees to meet the liabilities of the
School year. Any balance remaining in the
bands of the Trustees, is, of course, t» be car-
ried to the.credit of the next School year, while
any deficit arising from an authorized expendi-
ture may be carried forward and provided for in
the estimates of the following year.

“The first disbursement of the County Fund will
be apportioned on the School attendance made
between January \5th and April 30th, inclusive.

8. That the Board of Education has prescribed
