Communism or Paternahism.
From the N. Y. Journal of Commerce.

‘When unwilling tax payers are forced
by law to pay for teaching music, draw-
ing, French and German in the public
schools, there is nothing absurdin the
question, Why not also teach dancing,
carving, the art ef dining out, and simi-
lar accomplishments, at the public ex-
pensc? Logically, indeed, there is no
® | stopping short of the ability of the State
to give its children everythiug in the
way of an eéducation that a rich and
indulgent pacent would supply. The
State, according to this theory, stands
either altogether @ loco parentis, or it is
a commune, in which private rights of
property are no longer protected by any
barrier whatever against appropriation.
. Compulsory education, being a part of
the same system, sef'ves to develop its
requirements in another direction. There
is found to be a call on the State to
clothe the bodies as well ‘as to cultivate
and adorn the minds of the destitute
children. Magy of them are t6o ragged
and dirty to come into school in com-
puulonship with the more decent and re-
spectable, and there will ‘be an outery if
such associations are forced. State slop-
shops thus become an essential ad-
Jjunct of the common schools, and what
will follow next who knows? One thing
more, very. certainly, provided that the
Roman Catholic parochial schools are
taken in as beneficiaries, as proposed in
this city. The public school moneys
cannot be thus granted to one depomi-
nation of religionists without giving
others the same claim, and it will fullow
as surely as night the day that the claim
will be made, Then there will be an-
other class who may, perhaps with an
equal show of right, insist upon anti-
Christian teaching, and in the end we
shall have the State supporting a rival
set of schools, with intestine war in
place of the harmony which existed be-
fore theorists and schemers began to dig
their trenches about the common school
system. As a final result, its total de-
struction may be fairly prophesied.

The German Siruggle,
The German Roman Catholic Bishops
are decidedly opposed to the proposed
repeal of the law that gives them
salaries of $7,000 & year. Soon. after
their recent conference at Fulda they
addressed a petition to the Emperor
William in person,remonstrating against
the withdrawal of the State grants, to
the maintenance of which they declared
the honor of Prussia was pledged. They
also protested against being required to
obey unconditionally the State laws,
The Ministers, authorized by the Em-
peror, have replied expressing regret
that the bishops should object to obey
laws which were always obeyed in other
countries, and adding that the bishops
would have preserved the Fatherland
from peace-disturbing corffusion if they
had remained faithful to their own con-
victions and to the warnings which they
proclaimed before the Vatican Council.
If the German Government would fol-
low up its disendowment policy by one
of non-interference in the internal af-
fairs of the Roman Catholic Church
there would be peace ia the ecclesiasti-
cal affuirs of that country, but there is
no prospect of such a course being pur-
sued. Bismarck would willingly pay
the salaries for the sake of having a
voice in the appointments of the benefi-
ciaries, being desirous of using the
machinery of the Church for the fur-
therance of his own governmental
schemes. The quarrel has reached a
slage where compromise seems an im-
possibiligg, and it will probably cantinue
a very long time. It was a matter of de-
tail at the beginning, but it is a matter
of principle now with both sides, and
neither can yield without a sacrifice.
The last move on the Imperial side is the
introduction of a bill in the lower house
of the Prussian Diet to abrogate the
clanses of the Constitution which grant
the independent administration of eccle-
siastical affairs and the unimpeded in-|
tercourse of religious associations with
their superiors. The bill restricts free-
dom of clerical appointments, and makes
their confirmation indispensable to their
legality. This will subject the inferior
clergy, whose support is secured by en-
dowments that can not be touched by
the Government, to arrest if they dare
to exercise their spiritnal functions
without the special permission of the
Government. In the days of old, when
Kings and Popes got at loggerheads, the
former were forced to yield by the Papal
suspension of the spiritnal fanctions of
the clergy, but the Emperor William
takes the initistive in suspending the
clergy now.

The glass blowers are still living,
thanks to the publicity given to their
wants by Tue DamLy Trmsung. Batfor
your kindness nothing would have been
Fnown of their wahts. Mr. James
Williams of Portland should not be for-
gottea for his generous part ; indeed, but
for him on many occasions, you would
have recorded before this the horrid
death of some of these families by star-
vation, and that in kind St. John, for it
is known to the writer that ¢n more than
one occasion he heard the call of the
poor, and responded to that calllike a
noble hearted Christian. Still there
are a few who did not act in
a Clristian manper as they should
have done, on this occasion. Some
of these poor mortals in human shape
could not procure five cents to buy
food to keep them or their children from
perishing with cold and hunger both
combined. How they ever lived through
the winter will never be known, for I am
sure it would be too bad to repeat. Still
they would rather starve than steal,
when they could so with impunity. They
are still in great need of help. Some of
these families consist of ten souls. One
woman was sick and her child also took
sick, and she had one of our Christian
doctors attending her, and he pre.
scribed for the child to the amount of
what would cost only 20c., and for two
days she tried to get the amount and
could not, and, giving up all hope of get-
ting wedicine for the child, she sent for
the doctor and told him that the child
would die, and told him her story, when
he, like a generous man, gave attendance
to both, and told her that he wouid not
ask a cent of her. In amother case, the
reverse of that, she was sick from starv-
ation, hardly able to walk, nursing a
child, eating nothing, not having any-
thing to eat, and when it was found out
that Mr. Williams was going to give her
and the littie children a meal’s victuals,
a person pounced on them and said they
should give him something, and that
they shotld not leave the place till they
paid their rent. Other tales, such like,
could be toid, and I can vouch this mach,
baut for the assistance of THe TRIBUNE
and Mr. James Williams they wotld be
in a fearfal state at preseat. Bat there
is still some months before them yet. I
heard that they were going to work
again, but it will be the old cry, no doubt,
starve on. Now cannot some good Chris-
tian go and see these poor destitute peo-
ple? Cannot you prevail on the Ameri-
can Consul to see them? They are from
the United States, lured here to starve,
oot work, They were told that they
would get very high wages if they wouid
come, and whoever goes to seethem will
find a very woe-begone sight, a sight if
they be fathers or mothers that they will
not get over for some time, and they will
2o home and clasp their own children to
their hearts and pray God that they may
wever come to what they had seen that
day. Fathers and mothers, think ot your-
selves if you saw your children crying
for bread and had mome to give them,
what would you do? Sit, I suppose,

Board, which :has
been since the inauguration of the pre-
sent existing system. And their heart-
felt wish is that he may always be able
to give as much satisfaction in any pub-
lic duties he may in future undertake, as
he has given during his connection with
the Board.

The Secretary was directed to forward
the above resoluation to Mr. Everett under
the seal of the Board.

The Fire Investigation.
Continued from First Edition.

Wm, Kirby, an employe in McConnell's
stables, deposed to Dr. Berryman bring-
ing the horse to the stable on the night
in question, at about two o’clock. He
heard a noise during the night. 1t was
going on all the time, but he did not pay
special attention to it as it was election
time. The policeman came into the sta-
ble oflice after one and went out soon
after. ‘There was moise ab that tine.
The witness said he was a sober man and
bad never been in the engine house.
John Morrison, another of McConnel’s
employés, deposed being in tlie stable
from about nine o’clock for the remaiunder
of the night, He.went to bed a little
after ten and did not hear any noise. He
was tired and slept well.

David Hall, private watchman for Mr.
Pecters, deposed that on the night in
question he saw Briggs at different times.
The witness went on duty at nine o'clock.
There was a greatdeal ofloud talk around
the engine house during.the night,but the
witness did not pay much attention to it
until somewbere between one and two
o’'clock when Briggs who had been talk-
ing with him went up towards the en-
gine house and the witness went on
around his beat. There was noise at the
engine house then. This took about half
an hour and then about -twenty-five
minutes of three he came up Union to
Charlotte street. Ile heard considerable
noise but did not know whether it was
inside or outside of the engine house,
Two men came from the engine house and
went east down Union st. They were on
one side of the street and the witness was

*| on the other. There was not much noise at

that time. At twenty minutes past four
the witness was in Hopkins’s barn, andl
from there he turned to go in the alley to
Betts’s blacksmith shop. As he did so
be saw a man turning the other corner
to come out. There is a small gate be-
tween the two alleys in that block. The
man made a few quick steps and went
through this gate, down Case’s alley, and

.up Union street towards the engine

house. Witness went up the alley and
saw the firc in Babbitt & Nelsou's window.
Witness ran up to the engine house and
gave the alarm. Saw or heard no person
around the engine house at that time.
After he bhad souuded the alarm and
started for the fire, he turned back to
tell the men where to go. Met two men
and gave them directions.  When he
went back to the fite he saw several men
on the sidewalk but noue in the alley.
The person seen running from tho alley
when the fire was discovered was a short
man, something over five feet, dressed
in dark clothes, with some kind of a hat.
He was pretty light on foot in running.
He did not see any man in shirt sleeves
after the alarm was given. He cou'd not
identify the man he saw £t the alley.
The Magistrate, at the conclusion o:
the testimony remarked that it was a
matter to be greatly regretted that the
man had not been ‘‘spotted” so that he
could be afterwards known. The evi-
dence had shown that two incendiary
fires had been set, and had also shown a

state of things existing avound these en
gine houses which should be suflicient to
aronse the Common Council and citizens.
He believed that while the Chief Engi-
neer should be appointed by the Council,
he should have complete contirol of his
gubordinatés and be held strictly respon-
sible for tjeiracts. As it was now, the
engincer had no control over his men,
they did not respect his acthority, and
when they had so little regard for bis po-
sition as to blackguard mld abuse him at
fires, it could not be expected the depart-
ment would be efficient, His Worship
deplored the state of things deyeloped
under the present system and belicve tin
establishing &  strict respounsibility
throughout, and it was uscless to look
for a better state of things until such re-
spomihihty was established.

The Court was adjourned until some
more witnegses eould ke found.
