“Only take heed to thyself, and
keep thy soul diligently, lest thou
forget the things which thine eyes
have seen, and lest they depart
form thine neart all the days of
thy life; but teach them to thy
sons, and thy sons‘ son.“

He urged upon hig hearers to re-
member the armistice, . remember
what it meant and means for the
world. To remember for their own
sake. He believed in conscription,
but would go further if another war
arose, he would conscript wealth, as
by doing so it would awvert further
conflict. We must remember the day
for the sake of generations to come,
to tell their somns, so that tney may
know. For the sake of the sixty
odd men from tnis district, who laid
down their lives, we should remem-
ber, and Canada would be petter for
the great sacrifices, because of a
'more abundant harvest of manhood
and peace. He touched on the'Peace
Pact that was made in Switzerland,
on October 16th, to which Canada
was a party, bacause of her sons
that lay sleeping beneath the poppies
on Flanders fields. Tis Peace Pact
was made to help pegnt further con
flicts in Europe. MacDonalds
sermon was nhstened to with rapt in-
terest and we should understand bet-
ter the meaning of the great war, and
of the necessity to remember the
Armistice and the men who faced a
very hell to save Canada and the
whole world.

V. A. that the great event which
took place on the Hleventh Hour of
the Bleventh Day of the Eleventh
month should b2 linkedl up with any
other memorial. It was distinctly
their day (Armistice Day) and should
be retained. It was the duty of every
returned man and citizen to bring
pressure upon the government to
make November 11th, which is the
only day upon whica Armistice Day
can truly be held.

The march ws then continued back
to the armouries, where further ad-
dresses were delivered.
