The old method of wintering sows 

in pens in the piggery is becoming 
obsolete based on the theory that 
the close confinement encourages 
rheumatic troubes. Rheumatic 
trouble is evinced usually by a more 
or less pronounced stiffness of the 
hind quarters, and, in advanced 
cases, sows lose the use of their hind 
quarters. This results in awkward 
ness, and losses at farrowing time.

That the history of the agricultural 
1 adversities in the north-western 

regions of the United States is full 
of significance for the farmers of 
western Canada is shown in an 
article by Marquis James in a re­
cent edition of the “New York 
Times.” In 1917, 1918 and 1919, 
writes Mr. James, there were in the 
Dakotas, Montana and Minnesota, 
three complete crop failures in suc­
cession which had deplorable eco­
nomic effects and produced some­
thing like a panic in the three states 
primarily concerned. But, continues 
the writer, this misfortune had one 
desirable result in that it pointed out 
to the farmers themselves and to the 
country at large the value of mixed 
farming, as compared to the one 
crop methods which had obtained up 
to that time. The depression demons­
trated the necessity for a change in 
farming methods and in adopting a 
policy of more extensive and inten­
sive general or diversified farming, 
Mr. James believes that the North- 
western. States solved their problems.

For a time, says Mr. James, prior 
to the large successive failures, the 
wheat growers enjoyed a period of 
uninterrupted prosperity. They were 
wheat-growers, but not all of them 
were farmers. In an official survey 
by callings of the inhabitants of 
the bench country, one finds in 
one township, cobblers, bookkeepers, 
actresses, a school-teacher, Y.M.C.A.

While the Canadian Railway Com­
mission is besieged with all kinds of 
applications for reductions in Cana­
dian freight rates, the Western 
group of railways in the United 
States is asking for a five per cent 
increase and the northwestern sec­
tion of the group is asking more 
than that “as a measure of relief.” 
Some of these roads are in the hands 
of the receivers. Yet these Amer­
ican railways already have higher 
rates than the Canadian roads, the 
freight revenues in the U.S.A, being 
1,293 cents per ton mile on western 
lines as compared with 1,011 cents 
on all Canadian railways. The 
average American rate is 28. per 
cent above the average Canadian 
rate. Owing to the low grain rates 
in Canada, the C.P.R. average rate 
is 1,011 per tori mile, so that the 
average rate on American western 
lines is more than 30 per cent above 
the average C.P.R. rate. - ---------- -
