Logdon, Oct.—The American Con-
stitution is all wrong, according to
Dr. Cyril Burt, president of the psych-
ology section of the British Assccia-
tion.

“All men are created equal,”'says
the Amerigan” Constitution.

“All men are created unequal,” says
Dr. Burt.

“In the psychological sense, a3 dis-
tinguished from the political, not only
are men created unequal, but the ex-
tent of the inequality surpasses any-
thing heretofore conjectured,” the doc-
tor said. “In a survey of 30,000 cas-
es in a London borough it was found
that the mental ration of the children
might vary from 50 per cent below
normal to 150 per cept above. The
brightest child at the age of ten had

bers during the last two weeks,” and
on June 17, notes the visit of agents
from Chester, Pennsylvania, prepar-
atory to the movement of a
number of people of color from that
place to Canada. On the same date
he says: “Numbers of free persons of
color are arriving in Canada from
_Pennsylvania and the District of Col-
umbia, Ohio and Indiana. Sixteen
passed by Windsor on the seventh
and 20 on the eigth and the cry is
‘still they® come.’” The immigration
was increasing week by week, for on
July 1 it was reported in The Voice
of the Fugitive that “in a single day
last week there were not less than
65 colored emigrants landed at this
place from the South . . As far
4s we can learn, not less than 200
have arrived within our vicinity since
last issue.” Almost every number of
the paper during 1852 gives figures
as to the arrivals of the refugees.
On September 23, Bibb reported the
arrival of three of his own brothers,
while on November 4th, 1852, there
is recorded the arrival of 23 men,
women and children in 48 hcurs,
Writing to The Liberator on Novem-
ber 12, 1852, Mary E. Bibb said that
during the last ten days they had
sheltered 23 arrivals in their own
home.
