LONDON, Jan. 25.—A sensation was 

caused this afternoon when it became known 
that the British Government had de­
termined to send reinforcements of troops 
to Egypt immediately.

LONDON, Jan. 25 —At Aldershot Camp 
to-day a detachment of military, mounted 
police and some of the best cavalry in the 
British army, together with one or more 
infantry regiments, received orders to 
make ail necessary preparatic to proceed 
immediately to Egypt. It is understood 
the Government is preparing to secure ad­
ditional troopships from among the large 
ocean steamers, as a number of the regular 
troopships are either in service or are 
disabled.

$7,564 11; 1890, $9,318 53; 1891, 
$8,541 33; 1892, $6,773 73. The county 
grant had also been increased in propor­
tion to the accommodation. In the year 
1882 it only amounted to $986 34; in 1883 
it decreased to $800 73; in 1884 it took a 
jump to $1,137 70. The following year 
added $605 06 to that of the previous 
twelve months, and last year the sum bad 
reached $2,063 04. The largest grant, 
however, was given in 1887, when the 
amount reached $2,826 36—$1 89 more 
than in 1890.

THE LOCOMOTIVE WHISTLE.

A Disastrous Emashup Led to Its In­
vention.

When locomotives were first built, and 
began to trundle their small loads up and 
down the newly and rudely constructed 
railways of England, the country roads 
were for the most part crossed at grade, 
and the engine driver had no way of giving 
warning of his approach except by blowing 
a tin horn. This horn, as may be imagined, 
was far from being a sufficient warning. 
One day in the year 1883 a farmer of 
Thornton was crossing the railway tracks 
on the country roads with a great load of 
eggs and butter.

Just as he came out upon the tracks a 
train approached. The engineman blew 
his tin horn lustily, but the farmer did not 
hear it. Eighty dozen of eggs and 50 
pounds ot butler were smashed into an in- 
distinguishable, unpleasant mass, and 
mingled with the kindling wood to which 
the wagon was reduced. The railway 
company had to pay the farmer the value 
of his 50 pounds of butter, his 960 eggs, 
his horse and wagon.

It was regarded as a very serious matter; 
and straightaway a director of the com­
pany, Ashlen Bagster by name, wont to 
Alton Grange, where George Stephenson 
lived, to see if ho could not invent some- 
tiling that would give a warning more 
likely to be heard. Stephenson went to 
work and the next day had a contrivance 
which, when attached to the engine boiler 
and the steam turned on, gave out a shrill 
discordant sound. The railway directors, 
greatly delighted, ordered similar contriv­
ances attached to all the locomotives and 
from that day to this the voice of the loco- 
motive whistle has never been silent_

The Middlesex County Council resumed

The 
principal item brougnt up for con­
sideration was a petition from Samuel 
Glass, D. C. Macdonald and about 200 
residents and property owners in London 
West, asking that the council, as far as 
the same came under their jurisdiction, 
to allow the street railway company to lay 
their tracks over the Kensington bridge 
for the running of horse-cars only.

Moor, 
of New York, with permanganate of potash 
as an antidote for morphine poisoning, 
have astonished the profession as well as 
the laity.

Immense Traffic Over the Cantilever 
Bridge at Niagara.

The Canadian Pacific bridge over Stony 
Creek is the largest in Canada, and has just 
been completed without a casualty.

A plan for pooling all the excursion busi­
ness of the Central Traffic and Western 
Passenger Associations is under consider­
ation.

At the 15-cent war basis on grain, the 
division accruing to the Chicago and Grand 
Trunk for its haul to Port Huron netted a 
lose of $2 38 per car.

The Canadian Pacific, Great Northern, 
Northern Pacific and Southern Pacific have 
settled all their passenger difficulties.

Duncan Leitch, Glencoe, said that the 
people around Ingersoll and Woodstock 
thought that they were the whole of 
Ontario.

Dryden, Provincial Minister of Agricul­
ture, some advice, ocunseling him to sell 
about 250 acres of the college farm at 
Guelph (and they could well afford io, he 
said) and establish a little dairy and fruit 
farm west of London. (Applause)

PROF. FLETCHER OX BUGS.
Prof. Fletcher, Ottawa, gave a talk on 

"Bugs,” which he held to be a most im­
portant thing. They were losing more 
from bugs than they were from anything 
else. Mr. Fletcher drew attention to in­
sects injurious to crops and animals, fungus 
growths and noxious weeds. Insects living 
on crops could be exterminated by a rota­
tion or change of crops. This would 
also save soil from exhaustion. Insects 
could be divided into two great classes— 
those that ate and those that sucked their 
foods. For those insects that eat plants 
poison should be placed on the plants. A 
mixture of coal oil and soap suds sprayed 
on insects that sucked their food was very 
satisfactory, as also was insect powder. 
Remedies were of two kinds—preventive 
and active. Among the first named were

BERLIN, Jan. 26.—At 9:10 this morning 
six Friedrichsruhe ladies, dresses iu white, 
proceeded to the castle and presented to 
Prince Bismarck a large laurel wreath 
bound with ribbons and bearing the 
inscription “A Happy Journey.” Bismarck 
was attired in a cuirassier’s uniform, over 
which he wore a fur coat. He was accom­
panied by Princess Bismarck and several 
friends. Six girls led the way to the 
station strewing flowers, whence he was to 
embark for Berlin to meet the Emperor for 
the first time since their estrangement four 
years ago.

The cheering and salutations from the 
crowd that had gathered to witness his 
entry into Berlin evidently pleased him very 
much. He smiled in response to the cries of 
welcome, and saluted the crowd frequently. 
The route from the monument of Frederick 
the Great to the palace gates was lined 
with members of the Veteran Guards, 
firemen, unions and turners’ societies. 
Most of the houses along the route 
were decorated with flags. The entire 
population of Berlin was swelled by thous­
ands of people from all parts of Germany, 
who had apparently turned out to welcome 
the return of the Prince, and the younger 
element in crowds cheered themselves 
hoarse as the State coach passed along.
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.192 The Khedive Takes It Back.

CAIRO, Jan. 26.—The Khedive has ac­
ceded to the demands made upon him bv 
Lord Cromer, the British diplomatic agent 
here, that he publish a formal retraction of 
the strictures he recently passed upon the 
army and navy and issue an order praising 
its condition and the efficiency of the 
British and Egyptian officers.

PAIR OF LOVERS
PRICE OF COAL OIL.

Isaac Waterman Replied to by a 
Dealer.

An Ottawa dispatch says: Ald. Morris, 
who is a dealer in illuminating oils, and 
thoroughly posted on the trade, states that 
Mr. Isaac Waterman, of London, who 
represents the coal oil refiners before the 
tarifi committee, was very misleading in 
his interview with a correspondent the 
other day, when Mr. Waterman said that 
the wholesale price of Canadian coal oil 
was now only 64 cents a gallon. This, 
Mr. Morris said, was the price in 
bulk at the well, but the oil had to 
be barreled and inspected. Which in­
creased the first cost to 93 cents. 
To this had to be added the 
freight to points in Eastern Ontario, 
amounting to 2, cents a gallon, making 
for the common grade of Canadian oilabout 
12 cents laid down. This is by carload 
lots, but only about onedealer in a hundred 
could afford to purchase a cash article by 
the carload, and consequently most of them 
had to buy from a jobber, whose profit and 
other expenses added another cent and a 
half or two cents to the cost. Mr. Water- 
man would lead the public to believe that 
the retailer was getting his oil for 63 cents, 
and by charging 25 cents was robbing the 
consumer. “I cannot see,” added Ald. 
Morris, “why the refiners should undertake 
to browbeat or scare the retailer into sell- 
ing oil at a price which leaves no profit. On 
the other hand, I am satisfied that the 
Canadian refiner is not making money, even 
with a protection of 200 per cent, under the 
tariff, and it simply proves that oil refining 
is not indigenous to the country where, as 
Mr. Waterman says, the crude petroleum 
contains only about one-half the illuminants 
contained in the American petroleum.” 
In addition to what Mr. Morris states, 
it might be added that his calculations 
apply only to common Canadian oil. The 
best Canadian oil, “extra water white,” 
costs 14 or 15 cents at the well, 
and is sold in Ottawa to-day for 
25 cents a galion. The American oil, which 
costs in bulk, minus freight, duty or in­
spection fee, a little over 3 cents, is sold in 
Ottawa for about the same price as the best 
Canadian oil, which costs nearly five times 
as much at the well. Agents of the refin­
eries, who are going about the country and 
inducing dealers to advertise Canadian at 
cost or less than cost, are undoubtedly on 
a political mission for the purpose of in­
fluencing tariff legislation. They offer to 
pay for the advertisement in the press, and 
give a cut rate to the dealer, and then 
represent the advertised price to the Gov­
ernment and the country as an evidence 
that protection and cheap oil are compat­
ible.

The Jury Out Seventeen Hours.
CHARLOTTETOWN, P. E. I., Jan. 25.—The 

jury in the case of John McNavin and John 
G. Boushaw charged with causing the 
death of the wife of Dr. Murchison some 
weeks ago, have returned a verdict of “not 
guilty.” They were out 17 hours. The 
accused were engaged in an election quarrel 
with Dr. Murchison, when his wife at­
tempted to interfere. While doing so, she 
was knocked down, receiving injuries 
which resulted fatally a few days later.

Hon. Edward Blake Appeals for Help 
in Securing Home Rule.01er in

U00U) 1 Political Pointers from Different Parts 
of the Country,

OTTAWA, Out., Jan. 25—Hon. Edward 
Blake, M. P. for South Longford in the 
Imperial Parliament, addressed a large 
meeting of Ottawa sympathizers with the 
cause of home rule, in the Grand Opera 
House here to-night. Hon. John Costigan, 
Secretary of State, presided. There were 
also on the platform Hon. E. H. Bronson, 
M.P.P.; P. Baskerville, ex-M.P.P.; John 
L. MacDougall, Hon. R. W. Scott, Prin­
cipal McCabe, of the Normal School; 
Father Whelan, Mayor MacDougall, and 
others.

The meeting was opened by the chair­
man reading an address of welcome to Mr. 
Blake. This was signed by John Costigan, 
Principal McCabe and Father Whelan.

Mr. Blake spoke for over an hour, re­
viewing the progress which the home rule 

question had made in the Imperial Parlia­
ment during the past decade. He spoke 
more particularly of the advancement which 
it had made during the past few years, 
since the Liberal party had adopted it as 
part of its platform. Since that time the 
Irish Parliamentary party had worked with 
the Liberals as their allies, and now that 
the Home Rule Bill had passed it 
was the duly of the Irish party 
to assist the Liberals in the carry­
ing out of those radical measures of 
reform which were in some ways akin to 
home rule, and which engaged the atten­
tion of the House during last session. In 
other words the Irish Parliamentary party 
intended to assist those who assisted them. 
He felt a pride in being able to do what 
he could to advance the home rule cause. 
Instead of a humiliation he also consid­
ered it an honor to ask his countrymen on 
this side of the Atlantic to contribute in 
helping those who were engaged in this 
struggle. It was only Irishmen they 
looked to for assistance, although they 
were glad of receiving it from others.

Mr. Blake explained what was done with 
the funds, pointing to the fact he had 
already published a statement in the press.

A vote of thanks to Mr. Blake was moved 
by Hon. R. W. Scott, and seconded by 
John L. MacDougall, and carried unani­
mously. Mr. Blake returned to Toronto 
to-night.
